Windsor, Nov. 8.—(Canadlan Press).
-The mysterioug “E. Smith,”” the man

in whose arms Beverley Trumble is said
to have died, and whose evidence is
considered so necessary in the inquest
,into, the shooting of the hotel proprietor
by Rev. J. O. 1l.. Spracklin, has been
located by border police and will " be
! present to give evidence when the in-
quest resumes tonight. Gordon Pillon,
chief of police in Sandwich, stated to-
day that he had seen Smith and talked
to him, and that Smith had promised
to appear and give evidence.

Smith seems to be little known Dy
anyone connected with the case, Mrs.
Trumble having referred to him simply
as “E. Smith of Winnipeg.”” Another|
witness stated that he had known Smith |
well enough to speak to him and had
met him on the street occasicnally dur-
'ing the past several years.

Rev. Dr. H. W, @rews, pastor of Cen-
tral Methodist Church, Windsor, de-
clared emphatically that there was no
truth in the report that Spracklin was
to be expelled from the Methodist min-
tstry. Dr” Crews stated that it was
simply one of the wild rumorg that had
been current ever since the occurrence
became known publicly.

Spracklin, who spent yesterday in
Chatham, under the charge of Detec-
tive Sergeant Duncan MacNab, where
he attended church and conferred with
his lawyer, R. L. Brackin, and Chief
License Inspector Ayearst, will return
this afternoon to be present at the ad-
journed sessions of the inguest tonight.

The funeral of Trumble will be held
from the home of his father, Hamilton
Trumble, 115 Gileg Boulevard, at 3:3¢
this afternoon.

WRANGEL HOLDING
STRONG POSITIONS

Constantinople, Nov. 7.—South Rus-
sian anti-Bolshevik forces under com-
mand of Gen. Wrangel still safely hold
Perekop and Salkovo, keys to the
isthmus leading to the Crimea to the
mainland of Russia. Military observers
declare Gen. Wrangel has many long-
range 10 and 12 *ach guns, as well as
other heavy pieces, which have been
planted to protect his lines from the
Bolsheviki, who are also concentrating
their military forces. Along the seven-
mile trench system across the isthmus,
Gen. Wrangel has established elaborate
barbed-wire entanglements. It is recog-
nized Gen. Wrangel's withdrawal to
Crimea from Tauridahas created bad
moral and political effects. Moscow al-
ready is spreading news of his defeat
throughout Islam, and the Turkish na-
tionalists in Asia-Minor talk of await-
ing the results of the coming winter be-
fcre treating with the Allies. Events
in India are being watched with par-
ticular intenseness by the nationalists.

Ottawa, Nov. 8.—The widespread pro=
test on the part of railway men gener-
ally against the order of D. B. Hanna,
president of the Canadian National
Railways, forhidding employees of the
system from entering the political arena
is bound to find its echo in Parliament
at the coming session, and will very
probakly lead to some action on the
part of the Government, which cannot
afford to encounter the general antipa-
thy which the order has aroused.

In the meantime-in the absepce of
Hon. Dr. Reid, minister of railways, no
definite Government pronouncement on
the action of the president has been
made. .

It is a notable fact that Charles
Harrison, M. P. for Nipissing, has sat
in Parliament since 1917 and has not
been deprived of his position as a
conductor on the C. P. R. nor of his
semiority.

‘“Some Other Source.”

The expenditures planned last year
totalled only $200,000, so that practical-
ly the same amount is being asked for
this year, plus the $55,006 obtained from

during the year.

Miss Mona McLaughlin Ad-
dresses University
Women.

SLUMP IS COMING

Club Draws Up Year’s Pro-
gram On Social Responsi-
bility Toward Women.

“Social Responsibility With Regard
to Women’ is the general subject of
study which the University Women's
Club has undertaken for
vear. ‘This course was announced at
Saturday night's meeting of the club,

| and was drawn up as a result of a ballot

taken of all the club members at a re-
cent meeting.

On Saturday night a special speaker
was present from Hamilton, Miss Mona
McLaughlin of the Imperial’ Cotton
Mills, brought to the city by the club
to give an introductory talk on the sea-
son's work. Miss McLaughlin, who
was for two years a Government factory
inspector, and has for the past two
vears been doing employment and indus-
trial extension work in connection with
the

Imperial Cotton Mills, Hamilton,

' spoke chiefly on the position of women

in industry.

‘““A strong public opinion could do a
great deal to improve factory conditions
in Ontario,” declared the speaker. “‘And
for this reason alone, if for no other,
your course of study this year should be
valuable to the community, in that it
may be the means of creating a public
opinion, which will insist on the en-
forcement of proper labor laws.

Good Labor Law.

The present labor law in Canada is
good and could be enforced. if it was
backed up by a strong public opinion.
The factory Iinspectors are not to
blame, it is the fault of all of us. There
were 179 children under age working in
factories last year, according to the
labor report, and yet there was only
one prosecution for the infringement of
the age law. This is largely due to the
fact that children give their wrong age
to the employers. The only remedy to
this is the demanding of birth certifi-
cates from all children employed.

‘““What we must learn is that we uni-
versity women have a social responsi-
bility toward these women in industry,
and that there will certainly be no
change in factory conditions unless we
learn the facts about them. In 1919
there were 250,000 people working in
factories in Ontario, and of these 30 per
cent were women and 27,000 of them
were between the ages of 13 and 18
years. Over 50 per cent were working
50 hours a week and 30 per cent were
going to work as early as 7 o'clock in
the morning. The legal day in Ontario
is from 7 in the morning until 6 at night,
and that is a brutal day for anybody.

London Better.

The city of London is better than
most places regarding hours, but the law
ailows women to work 60 hours a week
in factories, which means ten hours a
day for six days of the week. Then it
is also possible for factories to get
special permits, for special reasons, to
have their employees work overtime.
And this means two hours more, 7 to 9
at night.

‘“ *‘We must keep up to production!’
That is the cry heard everywhere. Pro-
duction is the all-important thing. In-
dividual employees usually signify noth-
ing. 'Tis true, that some progressive
factories are carrying on a splendid
woerk along the line of considering the
individual employee, but these are only
some, .

‘“Shortening of hours and other
changes in the labor laws should be
made Dominion wide, not just provin-
cial. For if Ontario went ahead along
these lines and Quebec remained back-
ward, Ontario would’ be dragged back
commercially by the bad conditions in
Quebec. This has taken place in differ-
ent states of the Union, where the laws
were different.

Hard Times.

Before concluding her talk, Miss Mc-
Laughlin referred to the hard times
facing the manufacturers at the present
time, which would also affect the fac-
tory employees. ‘‘The manufacturers are
really facing a condition of lessened
production today,”” she said. ‘““And this
will have to be followed by a laying
off of hands. I really cannot see how
the manufacturerg are going to face
the winter and the slump which has al-
ready begun to come,’”” she concluded.

Overcrowding of street cars, which is
prevalent at the rush hours when fac-
tories and stores close, will probably be
discussed by the board of health at the
next meeting on November Y.

None of those in the hotel
before the shooting saw Trumble with
a gun. They did not see the shooting.

All Were Searched.

Every one of the erowd, which filled
the courtroom, was frisked upon enter-
ing for a possible concealed weapon.
There was a heavy police guard in the
courtroom and about the bhuilding. The
crowd made no demonstration, hearing
the evidence in absolute silence.

The inquest was delayed until 9
o'clock to secure a full panel of jurors,
and lasted to within a few minutes of
Sunday morning. Spracklin, who it is
reported, is about to be unfrocked by
the Methodist Church, was spirited
away from the border distriet to Chat-
ham by local authorities today, as
threats of lynching and other violence
became more general among his foes.

Since the shooting, which came as a
climax to a series of spectacular raids
on rum-runners, roadhouses, hotels and
residences in all parts of the county,
feeling here has run exceedingly high
between the two factions—those who
were friends of the bootleggers and of
the slain Beverly Trumble apd the sup-
porters of the fighting parson.
To Ask Change of Venue.

In all Methodist churches at the bor-
der today pravers for the minister were
offered and financial assistance promised
in the legal fight to free him, no mat-
ter what the charge may be that will bhe
preferred following the continuance of
the inquest Monday night at Sandwich.
R. L. Brackin of Chatham has bheen re-
tained to defend the pastor, and, it be-
came known tonight, will move for a
change of venue for the hearing, on the
ground that feeling on the border would
be inimical to the interests of his client.

Stories regarding the shooting differ
widely, contradictions among witnesses
being the feature of the case to date.
Many of those giving stories, later deny
their own versions of the affair.

This much, however, is established.
Spracklin, returning with four of his
aides from an excursion into the county
in the early hours of Saturday morn-
ing, while passing the Chappell House
came upon Ernest Deslippe, a habitue
of the place, in front of the build ag
with his face badly smashed and blood
streaming over his clothes.

Trumblie Was There.

With him was Beverly
owner of the roadhouse. Spracklin and
his men, in tw) automobiles, stopped
and inquired what was wrong.

“There is a hell of a fight going on
in there,’”” Deslippe replied. Trumble
left then and went inside.

Finding the main entrance to the
Chappell House vocked, and, he claims,
guarded by a man with a revolver,
Spracklin and his men forced an en-
trance through one of the windows in
the bullding.

Stories differ as to whether Trumble
had a revolver, and first threatened
the minister or not.

Widely Different.

Spracklin claims that his men were
beaten up by Trumble and some of his
guests, hurled over chairs, on the floor,
and one inspector throwm out a door.

Friends of Trumble, and his wife,
eclaim that “Babe” Trumble, as he was
known, did not have a revolver, and
made no threat whatever. Search by
Sandwich police so far has failed to dis-
close a gun in the building, or In the
house adjacent, which was occupied
by Trumble, his wife, and two children,

Immediately following the shooting,
Spracklin left and went to Windsor
police station, where he surrendered
himself to the night sergeant on duty.
[t was a dramatic moment,-

Spracklin entered the police head
quarters, slapped his automatic on the
table, and declared:

“There’'s my gun. I've just killed
Beverly Trumble, proprietor of the
Chappell House. It was his life or
mine, and I shot first to protect my-
self.”

Protected by Police.

He was then held until Saturday
night with no charge against him, and
was placed under guard in a rear room,
not adjacent to the cells. Immediately
a cordon of police was thrown around
the building to protect the “fighting
parson,” but no demonstration of his
foes occurred.

“When I saw Bell, one of my men,
thrown over a chair, I was half inclined
then to shoot at Trumble,” Spracklin
said, in giving evidence, “For Babe had
Bell covered with a gun. I did not do
g0, however, restraining myself almost
at the moment I had made up my mind
to let go. Shouting to my men, I gave
the order ‘Back squad,’ telling the in-
spectors I wanted no trouble. Trumble
then came forward, shouting out: ‘Now,
Spracklin, damn you, I've got you where
I want you, and I'm going. to kill you.’
With his gun touching my stomach, I
felt that it was his life or mine. Even
then I hesitated. It seemed like hours,
then as he pushed the gun, which was
at cock, further into my clothing, 1
tired. He turned and walked away, and
I backed out, my gun still at my hip.”

No Interruptions.

Spracklin was allowed to tell his
story practically without interruptions
from Crown Attorney Rodd.

If the coroner’s jury, which num-
bers the full quota of fourteen men,
finds when it assembles Monday even-
ing that the ‘‘fighting parson’’ was
not in danger of losing his life, Bar-
rister Brackin may move to have
Spracklin brought up Tuesday before
Magistrate Gundy at Windsor police
station and committed for trial imme-
diately at the supreme court sessions
now sitting at Sandwich 'under Justice
Rose, on a charge either of murder
or manslaughter.

Coroner LaBelle adjourne@ the in-
quiry until Monday night in order to
secure the testimony of E. Smith, in
whose arms Trumble died, Smith was
absent Saturday night owing to a mis-
understanding about the time.

Crown Attorney Rodd conducted the
direct examination of witnesses, R. L.
Brackin appeared for Mr. Spracklin
and W. H. Furlong for Mrs, Trumble.

Trumble’s body rests in an oaken
casket at the home of his father, Hamil-
ton Trumble, former Windsor alderman,
who resides on Giles boulevard. The
casket is covered with floral tokens
from friends and sympathizers from
both Windsor and Detroit, as ‘“Babe’’
was one of the best-known men in the
district. The funeral will be held Mon-
day afternoon.

A Notorious Place.
The shooting had for its background
one of the most notorious as well as
most widely-known and generally-pat-
ronized roadhouses on the riverfront
on the Canadian side—the Chappell
House. For years it has been the
rendezvous of gay parties, a centre of
night life, where wine, women and song
reigned supreme in mad, Bohemian ses-
sions that on many occasions did not
terminate even when the rosy tints of
the rising sun signalled dawn..
With the coming of ‘‘prohibition”
habitues of the place by no means
abandoned their night life. Rather was
a certain glamor thrown over the pro-
ceedings there, and particularly after
Michigan went dry, Detroit's gayest
and wildest lined up their cars for
blocks on either side of the roadhouse
that enjoyed an international fame, not
only for chicken dinners, frog legs and
music, but other features so essential
to “a real night of it.”
in the Limelight.

It was the Chappell House that bore
the brunt of the attack which first
brought Rev. J. O. L. Spracklin into
the centre of the spotlight of publicity
in two countries, that night when he

Bahai Must Bow To Sticks,
Stones, Says Rev. Arm-
itage.

GOD IS PURE ESSENCE

This Said To Be Bahaist
Teaching — Also Deny
Christ’s Supremacy.

“As Britishers, we would never dream
of entering a meeting to hear De Valera
expound the doctrines on which the Irish
republic is based. We would never
dream of having anything to do with |
the Sinn Fein movement. Why, then
should we, as loyal citizens of the
Kingdom of God, become interested in
a new religion whose doctrines are at
variance with what we belleve?”’

With these words, Rev. W. Leslie
Armitage, rector of St. James’ Anglican
Church, cautioned his parishioners to
have nothing to do with the Bahal,
movement, which was introduced into:
London a few days ago. |

Rev. Mr. Armitage preached Sunday;
evening from the text found in the;
twelfth verse of the fourth chapter of !
the Acts of the Apostles: ‘“Neither is |
there salvation in any other name under |
heaven given among men whereby we |
must be saved.”

Quoting further passages
New Testament, including the verse:
“This is my beloved God; hear Him," |
Mr. Armitage said that all who accept |
Christ are children of God through Him, ;
and that the only real brotherhood was |
that of birth into the Kingdom of God.

Veiled Circumstances.

The Bahai movement had come subtly
and under veiled circumstances to
establish a new #zeligion to supplant all
other religions, including Christianity,
he said. It had first been introduced
into the Maritime Provinces by a
woman from the United States, and
now it had come, continued Mr.
Armitage, ‘‘to our own fair city.”

Christians might entertain sympathy
for the Bahais in Persia as a people
who had risen in protgst against
orthodox Mohammedanism.

“‘But when these people invade our
land,” continued Mr. Armitage, ‘“‘when
they come to teach their religion as
superior to our own, then we have the
right to inquire what they teach and
believe."

Delving into c¢astern religious his-
tory of the past centuries, Mr., Armi-
tage intimated that the Bahai move-
ment originated in a schism of the
Mohammedan fatth, some of the
\lohammedans desiring a hereditary
successor to Mohamet, and others in-
clining to an electlve successor.
Charges that the Bahais in Persia are
still intolerant were made by Mr.
Armitage, and the Bab was quoted as
saying early in the last century that
whosoever approaches God must do so
through him. Any new religion if
dressed in an eastern garb would ap-
peal to some people, said the speaker.
| The Bahais came teaching tolerance
iand unity, but the Bab himself had
declared that all believers were to be
driven out of sacred places. The his-
itory of the Bahai movement during
| the last half of the nineteenth century
was outlined. Rival successors had
arisen to the Bab, one of whom was
Baha'o'llah, anq a new. division had
followed the latter's death. . The pres-
ent Abdu) Baha (the ‘‘slave of Allah,”
Mr. Armitage interpreted it) was one
of these.

University has coolly proceeded to demand as
of right grants to that institution which to the
men of the outside have seemed quite out of _
proportion to the work which that university
is doing ag compared with other universities."

If the Royal Commissfon is “not. unwelcome”
to the eastern part of Ontario, it is much less

unwelcome to the West. Queen’s University got

three times as much money last vear from the
Provincial Government as Western did, neither
8ot nearly what it should, as compared with To-
ronto, and this part of Ontario is far more popu-
lous than either the centre or the east. The crowd

of freshmen that have this year and last made
their way into the limited accommodations of
Western University must be taken as earnest
of the numbers that will prefer to study in Lon-
don, now that the Provincial Government has
removed the handicap of non-recognition of
specialist standing, and when the new buildings
will soon be large enough to take in the tide of
higher students that Western Ontario can pro-
duce.

A very large percentage of the students nt'
Toronto and Queen’s come from the districts
round about those institutions, Western On-
tario has hitherto produced a scanty number
of students in higher institutions, because there
has been no university this side of Toronto ade-
quate:y recognized and supported by the Gov-
ernment. At last, after decades of fighting,
Western secured the recognition of her honor
degrees two years ago, and has since been leap-
ing ahead in the matter of attendance. Much
larger buildings and grounds and great financial
support are urgently and immediately needed.
The Royal Commission is bound to ascertain
and face the facts, and advise the expenditure
of public money where it'will do the greatest
good to the greatest number.

But notwithstanding the extent and value
of its past excellent work, it is likely to be
overshadowed in stimulating influence and
mora] effect by the proceedings of the coming
convention, because of the theme that has been
chogen as the rallying cry of the occasion, viz.:
“‘Seventy-five years of American Life Insur-
ance—A History and Prophecy of the Nation's
Growth.” Obviously the subject is replete
with interest and significance in the economic
life of the American public. No other line of
financial enterpise, probably, has wrought so
much for the direct material benefit of the
people as that of life insurance in its various
forms. Every intelligent observer well under-
stands that in its far-reaching ramifications it
rahks ag one of the foremost branches of busi-
ness enterprise of which the country is able to
boast.

But seventy-five years does not cover, of
course, the entire period of American develop-
ment along that line. The Mutual Life, for
instance, is now in %ts seventy-eighth year of
continuous active and highly honorable ex-
istence, while the Presbyterian Ministers’ Fund,
of this city, the oldest life insurance organiza-
tion in the United States, has an unbroken

. and most creditable career to its credit cover-
ing more than one hundred and sixty years,
although only during the past quarter of a
century has it acquired a position of receznizad
importance among the companies transacting a
regular life insurance business with the gen-
eral public. Accordingly, therefore, the intent
in the program of the coming convention is not
the celebration of what American life insurance
has accomplished in its total experience, but
rather of what it has done during the last
seventy-five years, both to the credit of itself
and for the greatest advantage to the nation
at large.

*“No period of the nation’s life records greater
achievement than these years of life insurance
expansion. Their significance is accentuated in
their contribution to national growth materially
and to individual growth morally, through prin-
vgples of unselfishness, social responsibility and
the cardinal tenets of self-denial, thrift and
preparedness for the exigencies of later vears.

FOR A FISHERIES COLLEGE.
« [Boston Herald.}

Japan had the first college of fisheries. The
University of Washington at Seattle founded the
second in 1919, and today it has high rank among
the more important vocational schools of the world.
Mr. Gardner Poole, president of the Commonwealth
Ice and Colg Storage Company, advocates a similar
institution for Boston. He sees a well-deflned
demand for a fisheries college in the East, and
especially in New England, where the flsheries are
one of the basic industries, and in this city, which
is '‘the recognized eastern centre of the industry.”
He outlines the plan of the school in Seattle, with
its four-year course leading to the degree of bachelor
of science in fisheries. He believes the success of
the Pacific enterprise commends the scheme to the

the fact that 70 per cent of our salt water flsh
production is taken from the Atlantic Ocean.” He
proposges a school that shall train high grade execu-
tives for the industry, and offer adequate facilities
tor study of the manifold problems, biological,
technical and industrial, that the fisheries today
present. He states his strongest argument thus:
“Today our dwindllng meat supply, coupled with
the continued increase in population, throws new
responsibility on the fishing industry, and the budi-
ness is ill prepared to respond because there is a
shortage of men of well-grounded tralning in the
economic and administrative problems of the
industry.”

A REMARKABLE MONUMENT.

Well - authenticated information received in
Washington is to the effect that at the people's
festival recently held in Moscow to celebrate the
thirq anniversary of the Bolshevik revolution, there
was exhibited a model of a remarkable monument
that is to be erected in commemoration of the Third
Internationale.

The model was designed to illustrate the soviet
form of government, and the design was made by
the painter Tatlin. It represents a building that
will be 650 feet high, and will consist of four
revolving floors,

The first floor is in the form of a cube, and
shows the location of the legislative branch. The
second floor is e pyramid, with the top cut off,
and will contain the executive departments. These
departments will make one complete revolution a
month.

The third floor is a cylinder representing the in-
formation divisions, propaganda, etc. This floor
revolves daily. The fourth and top floor is a hemi-
sphere. * It will house radio stations and other
scientific apparatus.

JOHN'S HAUNTS.

A PROBLEM OF TOMORROW.,

The problem of Constantinop.s has been ailowed
to fade into the background because of uncertain-
ties of the Russian situation.. 3o long as Russia is
blockaded, Stamboul is relatively unimportant. Dut
as the Russian question must be settled one way or
the other some day, it is safe to predict that the
question of the final disposition of the gateway to
the Black Sea will shortly emerge into the fore-
ground.

It is plainly the object of the Venizelos Govern-
ment in Greece to add Constantinople to the Greek
Empire, but whether England, the creator and pro-
tector of that empire, will be disposed to go so far
as that is doubtful. The semi-official Venezelist
paper at Athens, Hestia, commenting on the inter-
ruption of the Greek army’s advance, denies that this
was due to pressure from the Allies, since “the
allled powers have allowed the Greek armies full
liberty of action.” But it adds significantly that “no
new military action of any extent would be under-
taken without a prior consultation of the Allies.”
The Hestia continues: *“As this Hellenic action aims
at compelling fulfillment of the Treaty of Sevres, in
the event that the Turks themselves should be un-
able or unwilling to execute it, our further sacrifices
must be awarded by adequate compensations. It is
time that Greece had a new horizon for her complete
national restoration. M. Venizelos outlined it in
recent declarations to the parliament. The new situa-
tion will be liquidated in a month’s time at the
most.”” There seems little reason to doubt that this
“new horizon” includes the Bosphorus, and with the
Greeks alone maintaining important forces in Turkey
it will undoubtedly be a difficult matter to dislodge
them by diplomatic means. The Turks themselves
appear to see what is coming. The important Con-
stantinople paper, Alemdar, urges that an alliance
with Greece would be the best solution for Turkey.

EUILDING UP THE NORTHWEST.
[Hamilton Times.]}

Great as are the agricultural interests and possi-
bilities of the Prairie Provinces, their future is not
to be confined to agricultural pursuits alone. The
people there look forward to a periog when manu-
factures will form a large share of the output of
these provinces. The reconstruction commission
tells us that the great provincial universities at
IZdmonton and Saskatoon afford striking proof that
egricultural occupations are by no means the sole
vocations or aspirations of the young men and
women from the farm homes of the Prairie Provinces.
The combined registrations this vear in the univer-
sities of Alberta and Saskatchewan will be between
2,000 and 2,500 students, of whom only a compara-
tively small number are enrolied in agricultural
courses. Both institutions have plant and equip-
ment providedq at heavy cost, and staffs which
compare favorably with those of universities any-
where in the world. _As Saskatoon a new arts
building in connection with the University of Sas-
katchewan is projected at a cost of approximately
one million dollars. Alberta and Saskatchewan,
despite their aggressive Farmers' party, realize that
more cultivation of the soil is necessary to provincial
prosperity, and that diversity of occupations and
opportunities must be provided if immigration and
population are not to suffer in comparison with
other parts of the Dominion. Industries must be
encouraged to give employment to those who are
not suited, physically or , temperamentally, for
farming, and with industries will come great centres
of commercial and professional activity, affording
further scope for the individual,

For years the Prairie Provinces will provide a
market for the manufacturers in Eastern Canada,
as well as for those in the West. But in the course
of time the West will be able to supply its own
people with whatever products of the manufacturers
that it may need. The manufacturers of Ontario
and the other Eastern Provinces will not always
dominate the Western trade. y

PECULIAR DEMANDS.

No strikers ever presented such a complicated
list of demands as those of the Paris Opera, who
have been on strike for nearly a month. Two of
the principal claims are that of a kind of soviet of
musicians and singers should have the right to
criticise ang judge the merit of their conductor, and
that the number of foreign artists engaged each Year
should be limited. Here are some others:

Musicians of the orchestra have drawn up a
barometer of payments which they think should be
paid according to the difficulty and rarity of their
instruments. Thus, the players of the hackelphone
and sarrusophone and the tuba, and the players of
ancient stringeq instruments are considered to be
entitled to fifteen or twenty francs more than musi-
clans of such an ordinary sort as violinists. Wagner
especially is likely to cost the opera dear, for special
charges of thirty francs are demanded for those who
play the French horn in ‘“Siegfried’”’ and the English
horn in “Tristan.” If the musicians play on the
stage, as in “Faust,” when they are used to increase
the volume of the “‘Soldiers’ Chorus,” another sup-
plementary charge is asked of ten francs for the
trouble of getting into costume.

Even more intricate are the demands of the
actors, chorus and ‘supers.” And one who has to
stain his or,her body to play the part of a megTo
iIs to have an extra indemnity, but herein lies a
further complication that negro girls will get only
three francs, while a man will get five francs. Those
who have to use blue dye, as in “‘Salome,” will also
get five francs extra, as blue is more difficult to
wash off than black or brown. No provision is made
for those who have to stain themselves red, as no
opera played at the national home of French music
has a part played by a redskin.

Other extra payments are demandeq for those
who play the part of courtesans in the second act
of “Rigoletto,” for those who play the parts of aged
people, and for those who take the place of heres
and heroines when any special performance such as
a display of strength is needed, which actors and
actresses cannot themselves undertake.

Operatic angels, too, are clamoring for an increase
in wages. To be dangled about on stage clouds at
the end of a wire rope they consider sufficiently
uncomfortable to entitle them to an extra five
francs at every performance.

Most of these special claims the diraector of the
opera is disposed to grant, but the main points of

the strike are as yet far from being settled,

COOKED APPLES.

Autumn s the time of apples, raw,
baked, stewed, spiced and fried, in
puddings, pies and fritters. A well-
baked apple with cream ig the best
food, but it is as rare as most good
things. Apples to be baked should be
fairly big, sour rather. than sweet, and
firm-fleshed. They should be pared
thinly and cored, the rinds left in the

baking pan to give color to the syrup.
The pan should be granite and deep
enough to hold the juices and syrup,
made by filling each apple centre with
sugar and a little boiling water. The
apples should be baked quickly in a
hot oven and be light, fluffy and de-
liclous. Appleg baked slowly are tough
and dry.

A good recipe for spiced apples is
as follows, and you can use windfalls
and culls for it. Wash, cut out bruised
and wormy spots, ‘cover fruit with
boiling water, and® boil quickly until
soft. Press through a sieve; return pulp
to fire, with half its bulk of sugar,
two or three pieces of ginger root, the
juice of two lemons, and a teaspoon
each to two quarts of pulp of ciema-

ten minutes. Thig is a good fruit pulp
to use in tapioca puddings.

For apple fritters, mix and sift well
one and one-third cupfuls of salt. Beat
one egg, and add to it two-thirds of a
cupful of milk, and combine with the
dry ingredients, mixing thoroughly.
Pare, core and slice apples thinly, stir-
ring into the apples as much apple as
it will hold. Drop it by teaspoonfuls
into deep fat and fry until brown. The
fat must be hot enough to brown the
fritter while you count sixty slowly.
Drain the fritters on oiled paper,
sprinkle with powdered sugar and
serve hot.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS.
No Tapeworms Need Apply.

What are the first symptoms of a
tapeworm? (D. E. M.)

Answer—The person who harbors a
tapeworm usually experiences no
symptoms, not even the enormous ap-
petite popularly deemed a sign of such
infestation. Tapeworm hosts are
usually normal in weight or over-
weight, not skinny, as the popular no-
tion has it.

Worse still, disastrous poison-
ing has been produced by ill-advised
self-treatment, when as a matter of
fact, no parasite was present at all.

GONFESS TO KILLING
BANK RUNNER AND
STEALING $40,000

R
Camden Police Say Two Men
Admit Committing
Crime.

MOUNT HOLLY, N.J.,, Nev. 7.—
Frank J. James and Raymond W.
Schuck, both of Camden, confessed to-
day, according to the police, that they
killed David S. Paul, the Camden bank
runner, robbeq him of $40,000 in cash
and buried the body in the Jersey pines
new Tabernacle. The money was buried
in Evergreen Cemetery in Camden, and
most of it has been recovered, the offi-
cials stated tomight.

The alleged confessions were given
in signed statements at the Burlington
County jail here, where both men are
prisoners. The disappearance of Paul
on October 5, furnished the New Jersey
authorities with one of the deepest
mysteries with which they have had
to contend for years. First reports
given out by the police were that he
had absconded with approximately $70,«
(00 in cash and checks, and a wide-
spread search was conducted for him.

Eleven days later his body with the
head crushed was found burfed in a
shallow grave near Tabernacle. The
checks were found intact, but the cash
was missing. Physicians who examined
the body said Paul had been dead only
about 24 hours. Footprints. motor car
tracks and a piece of the covering of
an automobile seat found near the
grave gave the authorities their first
deflnite clue. A few days later James
was taken into custody, but not ar-
rested. He was held under detention
for more than a week before he
formally was charged with the killing
and lodged in the Mount Holly jail.

It was during the presentation to
the grand jury of evidence which the
police claimed connected James with
the case that Shuck was called. He,
was ordered taken into custody by the
grand jury after a number of witnesses

had been heard. He and James are
said to be close friends,

wrecked. All property destroyed be-
longed to Sinn Feiners,

The attack on the policemen was di-
rected against the officers who werse
guarding the customs house, and a
brisk exchange of shots followed. The
fray occurred at 9 o'clock in the even- |
ing in a busy neighborhood ang so ter-
rified the crowds of shoppers that they
fled homeward in a panic. Afterwards’
thé police and military raided a large
section of the city, holding up and
searching everyone they found outdoors
and invading and searching numerous
houses.

Lter in the evening a hostile erowd
assembled in Waterloo Square, a Sinn
Feln thoroughfare, and had to be dis-
persed by the military. Even after the
curfew hour there was almost unceas-
ing revolver and rifle fire for two hours
or more, with occaslonal sounds like
explosions of bombs.
