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DETAILED A CCOUNT of the MONEYS appropriated during the First

Session of the Fourth Provincial Parliament of Canada; specifying whether
the appropriation was made by Act of Parliament, or by Warrant upon an
Address of the Legislative Assembly.

(nThe Nimbers subjoined tu the undermentioned BUl have reference t the faregeing Schedule ofBiUs, by turning to
uhich the Titles of the several Acts will befound at length.)

I.-CANADIAN OCEAN STEAM NAVIGATION. (See Bill, No. 370. Act
16 Vie., cap. 9.)

This Act authorizes the payment of the sum of £19,000, sterling, annually, for
seven years, from lst May, 1853, in aid of the establishment of a line of Steama
Vessels, to run once a fortnight between Liverpool and the Ports of Quebec and
Montreal, during the season of Navigation; and once a month, during the remainder
of the year, from Liverpool to Halifax, N. S., or Portland, in the State of Maine.

II.-BUREAU OF AGRICULTURE. (See Bill, No. 112. Act 16 Vie., cap. 11.)

This Act authorizes the establishment of a Provincial Bureau of Agriculture,
and of a Board of Agriculture for each Section of the Province. It also makes provi-
sion for granting to the various County Agricultural Societies in Upper Canada, aid
to an anount not exceeding £250 per annum, to each County or United Counties
Society, upon its appearing that a sun equivalent to one-third of the Governnent
grant has been raised, by subscription, and paid to the Treasurer of the Society.

III.-AGRICULTURAL SOCIETIES, LOWER CANADA. (See eill, No.,
111. Act 16 Vie., cap. 18.)

This Act amends and consolidates previous Acts for the organization of Agri-
cultural Societies in Lower Canada.) It also provides (in like manner to the pre-
ceding Act, on behalf of Societies in Upper Canada,) that upon the receipt, by the

Minister of Agriculture, of certificates from any Society in Lower Canada, that an

amount, not less than Ten pounds, has been subscribed and paid to the Treasurer

thereof, it shall be lawful for a grant in aid of such Society to be made by Govern-

ment, equal to three times the amount in the hands of the Treasurer. Provided

that the entire sum to be granted to the Society or Societies in any one County shall

not exceed the proportionate amount to which such County may be entitled, in

reference to its population.

IV.-LELIEF OF SUFFERERS AT MONTREAL FIRE. (See Bill, No.
154. Act 16 Vie., cap. 25.)

This Act authorizes the Corporation of Montreal to become surety, to an extent

not exceeding the sum of £100,000, on behalf of persons borrowing money to rebuild

property destroyed by the late disastrous Fire in that City; and the Provincial
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Guarantee is extended to the payment of the principal and interest of said amount, in
the event only of the said Corporation refusing or neglecting to make good the security
they may have given for the re-payment of the same. This Act is amended by
chapter 77, (See Bill, No. 243,) but the amount of Loan or Guarantee is not
increased.

V.-GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY COMPANY INCORPORATION. (See
Bill, No. 107. Act 16 Vic., cap. 37.)

By Clause 28 of this Act, the Guarantee of the Province is extended to the
Bonds of the Company for constructing a Grand Trunk Line of Railway from Toronto
to Kingston, and thence to Montreal, to an amount not exceeding the sum of£3,000,
sterling, for every mile of said Railway, upon certain conditions, and subject to the
provisions of the Act 12 Vie., cap. 29, as amended by the 14th and 15th ViC., cap.
73. By Clause 29, the Company are at liberty, if they think fit, to renounce the
benefit of this Guarantee.

VI.-QIJEBEC AND TROIS-PISTOLES RAILWAY. (See Bill, No. 188.
Act 16 Vic., cap. 38.)

This Act incorporates a Company to continue the Main Trunk Line of Railway,
-already authorized to be constructed frorm the Western limits of the Province to
a point opposite Quebec,-from Quebec to Trois-Pistoles. By Clause 25, the Pro-
vincial Guarantee is extended to this Railway, to an amount not exceeding the sum
of £3,000, sterling, per mile, subject to like conditions to those referred to, in the
preceding paragrapb, in reference to the "Grand Trunk Railway." By Clause 26
the Company have liberty to renounce the Guarantee, if they think fit.

Clauses 27 to 30, provide for an extension of this Railway, from Trois-Pistoles
to the Eastern limits of the Province, adjoining New Brunswick, either by the pre-
sent Company, if undertaken and completed within a limited time, or by some other
Company under this Act. The Guarantee of the Province is not to be given for
such extension, but instead theeof, the Governor is empowered to make a free grant
to the Company, upon their conpletion of said line, of an amount, not exceeding One
Million of acres of ungranted Crown Lands, within the Counties of Rimouski and
Ponaventure.

VII.-EDUCATIONAL FUNDS APPROPRIATION, (L. C.) (See Bill, No.
239. Act 16 Vic., cap. 74.)

This Act authorizes the appropriation, out of the unexpended or unappropriated
balance of the Common School Fund for Lower Canada, for the year 1851, of a sum
not exceeding £3,000, currency, for building or finishing School-houses. Also, of a
sum not exceeding £500, currency, in aid of the formation of Parish and Township
Libraries, in localities in Lower Canada, where adequate contributions for the
same object may have been made. Also, a sum not exceeding £5,000, currency, on
behalf of appropriations which may be made by Parliament this Session, for Educa
tional purposes in Lower Canada.

Clauses 4 and 5, provide for the payment out of the Jesuits' Estates Fund, for
the years 1852 and 1853, towards remunerating School Inspectors, and to defray
expenses of the Provincial Normal Schcol, at N[ontreal, the sun of £4,000; any ba-
lance still required to be taken out of the unexpended moneys of the aforesaid Com-
mon School Fund. Also, as an investment at interest to purchase site and buildings,
and for repairs on behalf of said Normal School, a sum not exceeding £5,000.

Total appropriated by this Act, £17,500.

VIIL-GRAMMAR SCHOOLS IN UPPER CANADA. (See Bill,No. 220.)

This Act repeals former Laws on the saine subject, and creates a Fund for the
better establishment and maintenance of Grammar Schools in IUpper Canada, out of
lands set apart, or hereafter to be set apart,-or moneys which may be granted by
Parliament for that purpose. The annual income of this Fund to be apportioned
annually among the Counties of Upper Canada, according to the ratio of their popu-
lation, by the Chief Superintendent of Schools.

IX.-ADMINISTRA-TION OF JUSTICE IN UNORGANIZED TRACTS.
(See Bill, No. 340.)

This Act provides for the formation of Provisional Judicial Districts in the
Unorganized Tracts of Country bordering on Lakes Superior and Huron, and in
other parts of Upper Canada, not included within the limits of any County, for the
better Administration of Justice, and for the general well-being and protection of
those who may resort thither. Judge of any such District to be appointed by the
Governor, with a salary not exceeding £500 per annum. Sheriffs and other Officers
thereof to receive, out of the public moneys, reasonable compensation.

X.-SUPPLY BILL FOR 1852. (See Bill, No. 424.)

This Act authorizes the payment, out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund, of
the sum of £244,5S8 15s. 3d., currency, for defraying the expenses of the Civil
Government of the Province, and other purposes, for the year 1852. And towards
the support of certain Educational Institutions in Lower Canada, it grants, out of
the Jesuits' Estates Fund, the sum of £4,000, and out of the Lower Canada Common

School Fund, the sum of £5,000.

Total appropriated by this Act, £253,588 15s. 3d.

XI.-PUBLIC BUILDINGS AT TORONTO. (See Bill, No. 427.)

This Act appropriates the sum of £50,000 (in addition to the sum of £10,000
already appropriated for a new Goverument House,) for the purpose of erecting a
Government House, Parliament House, and Public Offices, in Toronto, on groun d

forming part of the University Endowment, at the head of the College Avenue,-
'which site shall be taken at a valuation, and lawful interest thereon paid yearly to the

credit of the University Income Fund. The site of the present buildings to be sold.
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XIL-SALARIES OF OFFICERS OF JUSTICE, (L.C.) (See Bill, No. 437.)

By this Act, provision is made for the payment to certain Officers of Justice, in
Lower Canada, of fixed annual Salaries, in lieu of Fees, out of the proceeds of a
Fund to be called " The Officers of Justice Fee Fund,"-and in case said Fund
shall, at any time, fall short of the amount required, the deficiency is to be paid out
of the Consolidated Revenue Fund of the Province.

XIII.--SUPPLY BILL FOR 1853. (See Bill, No. 444.)

This Act authorizes the payment, out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund, of
the sum of £566,959 19s. 2d., currency, for defraying the expenses of the Civil
Government, the Administration of Justice, and for the cost of certain Public Works.

Also, out of any unappropriated moneys of the Jesuits' Estates Fund, the sum
of £4,000 currency, towards the support of certain Educational Institutions in
Lower Canada.

Also, out of unappropriated moneys, forming part of the Upper Canada
Building Fund, the sum of £10,000, currency, for completing and finishing the
Normal School at Toronto.

Total appropriated by this Act, £580,959 19s. 2d.

ADDRESSES.

Through an Address (No. 1.) of the Legislative Assembly, dated 16th Septem-
ber, 1852, the sum of £5,000, currency, was advanced, towards defraying the Con-
tingencies of the House.

Through an Address, (No. 2.) of the 18th October, a further sum of £5,000,
currency, was advanced, on account of the Contingencies of the House.

Through an Address, (No. 3.) of the 3rd November, a further sum of £ 10,000,
currency, was advanced, towards defraying the Contingencies of the House.

Through an Address, (No. 4.) of the 21st March, 1853, a furtber su
£5,000, currency, was advanced, on account of the Contingencies of the House.

Through an Address, (No. 5.) of the 27th April, a further sum of £6,000, cur-
rency, vas advanced, on account of the Contingencies of the House.

Through an Address, (No. 6.) of the 14th June, afurther sum of£30,750 18s.
7d., currency, was advanced, cn account of the Contingencies of the House.

On the 14th of June, an Address was voted to His Excellency, for steps to be
taken to remove ail obstructions in the bed of River St. Lawrence, from Lake
Ontario to the Tide-water below Montreal, to the depth of ten feet,-provided the
cost thereof does not exceed £50,000.

(N. B.-The moneys advanced on the Addresses of the Assembly, were either
included in the Bills of Supply of the present Session, or will be made good in the
Supply Bill of next Session.)
