The present St, Andrew’s Church, to
which Mr. Rowand refers in his notes is
a beautiful structure in white sandstone,
of fourteenth ecentury Gothie architee-
ture, with a magnificent main entrance, of
whiel most striking feature is the ten
marble  columns, supporting Corinthian
capitals of fine carved stone. Passing
through this handsome entrance, one finds

the interior fully equal to the exterior,

giving the impression of noble spacious-
ness and ample light. Direetly facing the
main entrance is a beautiful stained glass
window, the gift of two sisters of the Me
Kellar family, Mrs. Deacon and Miss Mary
McKellar.

A splendid pipe organ was installed
and used on the day of dedication. The
celebrated organ builders, Casavant Bro-
thers, of St. Hyacinthe, Que., were given
the contract, at a price of $5250.00. Mr.
Andrew Carnegie paid half the cost of
this organ.

Continuing his story, Mr. Rowand re-

calls the laying of the foundation stone
by Peter McKellar on September 1, 1908,
when the dedicatory address was deliver-
ed by Dr. J. A. MacDonald, then editor
of the Toronto Globe

Progress on the building was rapid and
when the new church was opened three
Sundays were devoted to celebrating the
event, with special preachers on each day.

I'he sphere of influence of the church
has not been confined only to the single
congregation of St. Andrew’s, but has
been widened so that there is hardly a
field in the social and religious work of
this distriet that it has left untouched

This widening influence was noted with
marked appreciation in a resolution pass
ed on February 14th, 1919, by the Superior
Presbytery, which, after eulogizing the

work of the

congregation and its more
than capable minister, Rev. J. A. Cran-
ston, went on to say that, outside of the

the
unrecorded and untabulated

annual budget and expenditure of
church, the
work of the ¢church would exeeed in pecu-

niary value twenty-five thousand dollars
in gifts bestowed, including the donation
and equipment of St. Stephen’s Ruthenian
church and of Knox chureh, all set going
free of charge and without a
debt.

The Rev. W. L. 1. Rowand, B.A,, re-
signed the pastorate of St. Andrew’s
Chureh in April, 1910, and after a short
vacaney, the Rev, J. A, Cranston, M.A.,
of Collingwood, was called on his reputa-
tion, and in the month of August was in-
dueted into the pastorate of St. Andrew'’s
Church.

The progress of the congregation has
continned with varying suecess since that
date. This is manifest at least in some
lines.

Knox congregation started off in the
vear 1913, and today is in a flourishing
condition, with 250 members on its roll
and nearly 300 Sunday School scholars en-
rolled.

She has been served by two ministers,
Rev, D. 1. Ellison, who is now in Runny-
meade, Toronto, and Rev. I. W. Cruik-
shanks, B.D., the present minister. St.
Stephens Presbyterian Ruthenian Church
was established about the same time to
serve a growing Preshyterian population
among the Ruthenian people. The present
minister in charge is Rev. William Hot-
ney.

A new Sunday School building as an

annex to St. Andrew’s Church has been

erected, but only partially finished ow-
ing to the war,

St. Andrew’s Church is served by splen-
did bands of workers.

To meet the need of the growing con-
gregation, which now numbers seven hun-
dred in membership, the session has been
from time to time augmented until now
there are sixteen members. The manag-
ing board of the Church consists of fifteen
members, presided over by Mr, Hugh M.
Piper, who, along with Mr F. C. Perry,
the treasurer, has given many faithful
years of service.

The Sunday School organization is a
live wire, under the superintendency of
Mr. A. C. Adams, assisted by Mr. H. J.
Oliver, and Mr. J. I. Garner, as class
supervisor, At the present time the school
is served by a fine band of forty-five offi-
cers and teachers, who have a vision of
wreuter things yet. The school has grown
until it has reached four hundred in at-
tendance,

There is great need of the completion of
the unfinished Sunday School building for
the growing numbers of the young.

The Women's Guild is a splendid or-
ganization. Sinee the opening of the new
chureh the salary of the choirleader and
organist, the paying off of the mortgage
on the manse, the giving of large pay-
ments towards the new Sunday Sechool
building—all these have been met by the
Guild, besides assisting in many other
ways. Mrs, T. M. Piper is the President,
and Mrs, G. MacEdward, the Treasurer.

The missionary organization has been
most active and has helped greatly to
keep alive the missionary spirit.

The Women's Missionary Society is pre-
sided over by Mrs. W. F. Hogarth, the
Young Women's Society by Miss Sarah
McLeod, and the Sunbeam Mission Band
by Mrs. Robert Hunter. The congregation
is enjoying at the present time splendid
music by a fine choir of forty-five voices,
under the able leadership of Mr. Norman
T. Ives, L.T.C.M.

St. Andrew’s congregation gave liberal-
ly of her young men to the great world
war to the extent of three hundred and
fifty-seven, forty-one of these laid down
their lives, many more have been maimed
for life. While the saerifice was severe,
the victory won is great.

The people of St. Andrew’s are in good
heart and look hopefully to the future.
