MEMORIAL CHURCH T0O CARDINAL
NEWMAN.

Special to the CaTnHoLnic RECORD

It may be asked why there is no
proper Church at the Oratory in Bir
mingham, the home of Cardinal New-
man, and why the need arvises for this
Memorial Chureh to be erected. The
reason is not hard to give. In 1851, a
| eertain i, Achiin, a protlhigate 1talian
monk, delivered lectures against the
Church in the Town Hall at Birming-
ham. Crowds flocked to hear him, and
gladly accepled as trath whatever he
pleased to say. It was the time of the
restoration of the Hierarchy in Kngland
by Pope Pius IX. and Cardinal New-
man was then delivering his famous
lectures on the Present Position of
Catholies in England. He felt it to be
his duty to expose the true character
of Achilli, and refute his gross charges
against the Church.

conrses we would advise you to choose
the least evil—amputation—rather than
the greater—death But as to two
morally evil acts, one greater and the

| other less, you have no choice. You

must do neither.

(3)  You very pertinently ask why we
should continue to suffer evils while
there is the remedy at hand. There is
no reason why the evils should be let
to countinue. But there is very good
yeason why, while having in our politi-
cal system an adequate and eflicient
remedy, we should not throw it aside
for the purpose of experimenting with
the assumed and untried remedy pro-
posed by Soeialism.

We cannot concede your assumption
that Socialism is the remedy. We con-

cede it to be a remedy only in the sense |

that decapitation is a remedy is a

| remedy for the toothache.

The doctrinal basis of Socialism as
expounded by Karl Marx and other
authoritative leaders destroys organ-
izel society and leaves the weak abso-
lutely and unredeemably at  the

merey of the strong, without ap-|

peal and without sympathy  or
pity. It denies to society that fune-
tion for which society mainly exists,
namely, the protection of the weak
against the stiong | ind ingtifies the
strong—because strong—in preventing
the survival of the weak, because
weak. His doetrine is that of atheistic
revolution, that in its revolving uses
