kindred points, are clearly stated, and, wlere
need requires, sustained by arguments with which
opponents would find it hard to wrestle. Several
instructive episodes,which occur on the line of the
discussion, are worthy of the reader’s attention.
The question of the Cosmogony, as between sci-
ence and revelation, is well put in a few sensible
words. Cavillers at the account which Seripture
gives of the lsraelites *“ borrowing” from the
Egyptians at the time of the Exodus, and of
their subsequent foreible occupation of the ter-
ritory of the Canaanites, will do wisely to con-
sider the morality of these transactions as they
are set forth. And there are sermons for mil-
lionaires, and for worshippers of natural cause
and effect, toward the close of the chapter, to
which we could wish that bott: classes of per-
sons, the world over, were compelled to listen.
In the second chaptet of his book, the author
passes from the views of providence, suggested
by the fact of creation, to those which open
upon us in the Scripture doctrine of man’s fall
and redemption. Here the questions of the
orimitive and moral circumstances of the hu-
man race, of the causes and consequences of its
lapse from God, of the origin of evil, of the im-
putation of guilt, and of the character and
objects of the atonement, with others more or
less closely aliiled to them, naturally come in.

General  Hliscellanp.
An Arctic Story.

In the Spring of the year 1840, a whaling ves-
sel sailed from the port of Loudon upon a voy-
age to the Polar Seas, Nothing material is said
to have occurred till their arrival in those soli-
tary regions, when it became the duty of the crew
to keep a perpetual look-out upon the horizon in’
search of fish. While thus occupied, it was fan-
cied by one of the seamen that a sail was dis-
cernible as far to the northward as the eye could
reach. As the course of the whaler was toward
the supposed vessel, a mast became gradually
distinguishable amid the mountain of ice, which
appeared in thet quarter to bound the sea. It
was now Summer, and the afiernoon unusually
calm, while the whaler gradually neared the ob-
ject in view, the supposition being that it was a
vessel engaged in operating upon the bludder in
a bay which would open to the view upon ap-
proaching nearer to the ice. Upon arriving,
however, at the spot, it became clear that the
vesrel was a wreck imbedded in the ice, and could
only be approached by a boat. This having been
lowered, the Captain and several of the seamen
landed upon the ice and proceeded to the vessel,
which proved to be u brig. The sails were tur-
led, very little appeared upon the deck, and all the
arrangements were those of a vessel laid up for
a long period of time. = Descending to the cabin,
the first object that was seer. was a large New-
foundland dog coiled upon a mat, and fpparenuy
asleep. Upon touching the animal, it was found
to be dead, and the body frozen to the hardness
of a stone. Entering the cabin, there was next
seen a young lady seated at a table ; her eyes
were open, and gazing with a mild and steadfast
expression upon the newcomers to that solitary
spot. She wasa corpse; and in that appsrently-
resigned and religious attitude had been frozen
to death. Beside her was a young man, who, it
appeared, was the brother of the lady and com-
mander of the brig. He, too, was dead, but sit-
ting at the table, and before him lay a sheet of
paper, upon which wis written the following
words : * Our cook has endeavored since yester-
day morning to light a fire, but in ¥ain; all is
now over.” At the other side of the cabin stood
the cook, with a flint and a steel in’ his hand,
frozen to a statue, in the vain endeavor to pro-
cure the fire which alone could save him and his
companions from the cold arms of death. The
superstitious terrors of the seamen now hurried
the Captain away from the wreck, the log-book
alone being brought away ; and from this it ap-
peared that the ill-fated vessel was a brig, which
bad belonged to the port of London, and had
sailed for the Arctic region more than fourteen
years before.
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The New English Iron-plated Ships

Cure of Lockja
The following remarkable cure of lockjaw is
related by the Italian Medical Gazette of Milan.
A hair-dresser of that city accident}y-received a
cut with a scythe on the palm of *his left hand,
near the wrist. - This occurred about the begin-
ning of March 1861 ; the wound healed in six
days, and it was not until the 30th following that,
on rising from his bed, he felt some difficulty in
opening his mouth, besides contractions in his
ieft hand, which he could not stretch out, and
pains in the right hip and thigh. During the
first days, these phenomena disappeared on going
to bed, bat commenced again as soon as he rose
and exposed himself to the open air. On the
10th April, the symptoms becoming more in-
tense, he was taken to the hospital.  On the
following day a spasmodic contraction of the
muscles of the lower jaw, and a rigidity in those
of the neck were observed. The left hand ex-
perienced a contraction every time it was taken
frum under the bed-clothes, and the pain on the
right side continued ; the pulse was very slightly
agitated. Sixteen grains of chloride of barytes,
dissolved in a pound of distilled water, were
prescribed, to be taken in the course of twenty-
four hours. This treatment was continued until
the 21st, when the symptoms of lockjaw having
nearly disappeared, the dose was reduced to
eight grains a-day, and the remedy entirely left
off on the 26¢th ; two days later, the patient left
the hospital in perfect health. It must be added,
however, that Dr. Gherini of Milan affirms that
he tried this remedy without success in the case
of a wounded soldier during the wur in Italy ;
on the other hand he admits that Dr. Gnechi, of
the same city, has several times administered it
successfully in cases of transmatic lockjaw, and
that Dr. T'rusanni, also of Milan, counts one cure
by the salt. Another case is related us hating
occurred at Venice, where &' young girl of six-
teen received a slight wound in the wrist, which,
appeariag very insignificant, was nezlected.
Symptoms of lockjaw appeared on the following
d.ay, which was successfully treated by twenty-
four grains of aconite in strong laurel-water, a
table-spoonful being administered every hour,
The dose of the aconite was afterwards raised to
thirty-six grains, and in the course of two days
the patient was cured.
Ancient Jewelry. "
Among the most noteworthy attractions of the
International Exhibition now open in London
will probably be the beautiful and characteristic
jewelry of the Queen Aah-Hotep, whose husband
was king of the 17th dynasty of Egypt, eighteenth
century before Christ, or nearly four thousand
years ago. Her tomb was discovered at Gour-
nah, by M. Mariette, in 1859. Her body was
covered with objects of gold and silver, momly
unique and all of great intng-t. such as a diadem
of massive gold incrusted with precious stones,
and elaborately chased with heads of sphinxes,
80 beautfTully wrought that the uraus, or basa-
lisk upon the forehead of each is perfect. A car-
touche gives the titles of the King Amosis. The
whole is bound together with a cord of repousse
gold, wrought like a tree. The posterior por-
tion is set with colored stones, and has a pecu-
liar prolongation or tongue rising above the head,
which served to divide the hair of the wearer,
which after passing through the circlet, fell again
upon the neck. Also a collar of gold, baving
depending from it three fiies of solid gold. There
is little doubt that this is the decoration of the
ancient Egyptian honorary Order of the Fly,
whose origin is unknown. Two heads of lions;
and a very curious article, unique, shaped like a
boat, mounted upon four wheels, containing
twelve little figures of the rowers in silver; the

The eighth annual meeting of the Conference
of Euastern British- America was commenced,
pursuant 10 notice, in the Brunswick Street
Church in this city, on Wednesday, the 25th
ult,, at 9 a. m. The Meeting was opened with
the usual devotional exercises ; the 446th hymn,
commencing, *“Jesu, the word of mercy give,”
was sung; the Rev. J. McMurray read the 33rd
chapter of Ezekiel, aud the 4th chapter of the
seccnd Epistle to the Corinthians, and the
Rev'ds. Messrs. H. Pope, senr., and McNutt
engaged in prayer.

A large num-
ber of persons from the city were present, not-
withstanding the rain which fell heavily at the
time for assembling. The President gave out
the 653rd hymn, commencing “ Come Holy
Spirit, raise our songs,” after the singing of
which the Rev’ds. J. G. Hennigar and H. Daniel
engaged in prayer. Subsequently the following
ministers led in prayer, alternately with the sing-
ing : the Rev'ds. Messrs. Crane and Jordan,
Smithson and Lockhart, R. Smith and Ingham
Sutcliffe, after which the meeting closed with tae
benediction. A hallowing influence rested upon
the assembly, and many were led to renew the
unreserved consecration of themselves to God
and to His service.

The afternoon session opened at three, with
singing, and prayer by Rev. W. Smith.

Nova Scotia at the Exhibition.
From the Canadian News,

Among the British North American colonies
which have assisted to make the present exhib-
ition as it is, there is not one which may claim
greater credit for its exertions than Nova Scotia.
A small country about twice the size of Wales
possessing in itself comparatively few of the ad-
vantages enjoyed by more favoured colonies, its
Government has nevertheless thrown itself hear-
tily into the work and has succeeded, by the dis-
play which Nova Scotia makes at the Exhibition
in conveying a very favourable idea of the nation-
al resources and the manufactures, and even fine
arts of the country. Nova Scotia formerly in-
cluded New Brunswick, but the two provinces
were separated in 1784, and since that time No-
va Scotia has been limited to an area of about
17,000 square miles and only attached to the
American continent by an isthmus 14 miles
across. Despite all the jeers of the Yankees
about the * blue noses,” the Nova Scotians are
an active, energetic and prosperous people, and
| they go ahead in a safe and careful manner. Any
person who will examine the productions of No-
va Scotia and compare them with the display
made by the United States will certainly not en-
dorse tue assertion that ‘‘the Yankees go-ahead
—the Nova go-astern.” It is true that just now
there are circumstances connected with the po-
sition of United States which have had a eonsid-
erable effect upon the display which the Yankees
would otherwise have made, but when these are
pleaded as u set off against great deficiencies, it
wust not be forgotten that much of the present
condition of the country is due to tnat very smart-
ness of national character on which they plume
themselves over their rivals on the American
continent as well as in other parts of the world.
Go-aheadism may be very well in its way; but
the greater the speed the more necessity there is
for a careful lookout and watchful attention to
the machinery.

The first thing that directs the notice of the
visitor to Nova Scotia, is a tall pillar of coal thir-
ty-four feet in height. It represents the exact
thickness of the magnificent coal bed at Pictou.
This vein is one of the largest in the world its
vertical section being from 33 to 36 feet, and its
qualities excellent for generation of illuminating
gas and of steam, for manufacturing and domes-
tic purposes—used also for cooking. It is the
property of the General Mining Association, and
is worked by them to the extent of about 70,000
tons per annum.

Canada, as we have said in our previous no-
tice of that colony, possesses no coal, and inter-
colonial interest may be developed to a great ex-
tent by the possession of this vast coal field.
Canada has at present vast wealth in her forests.
but the axe of the sturdy lumberman and the
backwood settler is every year making the source
of supply more distant than the larger centres
of consumption ; and the time is not far distant
when, with aa intercolonial line of railway com-
pleted, coal may be conveyed from the Nova Sco-
tian field to Qucbec, or even to Montreul, and
form a large proportion of the traffic on the line.

By the side of this black pillar of coal, there are
some minor columns ranging from three to six
feet in height, showing the thickness of other
coal deposits at Sydney mines, Glace Bay mines,
and the Joggins mines, all activelyin work.

If the
opinions of a few geologists are well founded,
Nova Scotia possesses a vast quantity of gold,
A goodly collection of 224 specimens of the
minerals of the colony has also been made by
Professor Howe, they include barytes, copper,
manganese, faeestode, granite, ironstone, mar-
bles, clay, slate, and anhydire, mineral paints,
infusorial earth and cements, iron and garnet
sand, amethysts, jaspers, agates, stilbite, cales-
par, ankerite, solenite, and topaz. The Rev. W.
H. Honeyman has also made a very complete
collection illustrating the geology of the colony.

The animal life of the colony is represented
by a stuffed specimen of a bull moose. It is not
perhaps a very excellent example of the art of
taxidermy ; but it will serve to afford a notion
of these animals, which are fast disappearing
from this and our other American colonies.—
The moose now exhibited weighed, when alive,
probably ten or twelve hundred pounds, and

they are sometimes found of even greater weight
than this. The moose stands as guard at the
entrance of the court, and at each side is a case
of gtuffed birds ; one contains grouse and part-
ridges, the other ducks and water-fowl. Ranged
along the side of the court is a large collection
of native fish, prepared under the direction of
Professor Agassez, some edible shell-fish; and
the Nova Scotian Commissioners are exhibitors
of dried, pickled, and preserved fish, as prepar-
ed for export. Among the fish so exhibited are
mackerel of the three sizes into which they are
sorted for the markets of the United States and
the West Indies. There are also salmon, pol-
lock, haddock, hake, and cod, and if one would
learn something of the voracity of this fish
which furnishes so much of the wealth of our
North American provinces, they may have here
an opportunity of seeing a large lobster and a
dog fish, which were taken from the stomachs
of these carnivorous fish. The pickled, salted,
and dried cod are of enormous size, and they are
shown spread out under glass cases hermetically
sealed. There are some specimens of two of
the moss esteemed fish in Nova Scotian waters
—they are called the “ allwife ” and the “ Digby
chicken.”

As many as eighty-four samples of native
woods have been sent over; some of them,
made up into articles of furniture, show the
quality and beautiful fibre of the wood; there
are also samples of ales, wines, and ciders pro-
duced in the country; samples of the grain and
meal ; honey and wax from bees lately intro-
duced into the country; preserved and potted
fruits in great variety; apples, pears, cherries,
gooseberries, currants, such as are familiar to us
in the old country, are shown, perfect in form
and colour. A

The climate of Nova Scotia is particularly
suitable to the growth of the apple tree. The
crop is generally sure and large. Sorts which
in England require a wall or espaliers, will here
grow and thrive in the open orchard as stand-
ards. Fruit attains an enormous size. Speci-
mens of * Gloria Mundi ” sent to England mea-
sured 15 to 17 inches in circumference. The
quantity of apples raised 'in 1860 was 186,484
bushels. Hardy sorts of grapes will in the
western counties' do well in the open air, and
even black Hambro’ and white clusters have,
during the past year, ripened their fruit in the
open air. All the best sorts will (under glass,
and without artificial heat) grow most luxuriant-
ly. Mr. Justice Wilkins for several years most
successfully ripened black Hambro’ at Windsor
on a stone wall, and in the last year raised, on
two vines, not more that seven years old, thirty-
three pounds of grapes, of quite equal flavor to
those raised in a hot house.

Furs and skins of various animals are hung
against the side of the court, and they include
some of the bear, which is still occasionally to
be met with in the colony,~—the lynx and the
siiver-grey-fox ; of-the black fox (the skins of
which are held in such high repute by the Rus-
sian nobles) there are no specimen, as the Gov-
ernment were unable to find one.—For the small
skins as much as forty or fifty pounds are cheer-
fully paid in Russia.—Tools and implements of
various kinds are exhibited. There are * patent
axles” which possess great merit, and‘are worthy
the attention of our coach and waggon builders ;
they are shown by Messrs. Curry & Co., of Wind-
sor; axes are exhibited by Mr. Connelly from
Pictou, and they are of all sizes, varieties and
shapes. Iidge tools of various kinds, hay and
manure forks, skates, grindstones, purchase
blocks, “ dead eyes” and belaying pins, yokes for
oxen, patent harrows, lathes, sleighs, a model of
a steamer, and two working models on a new
system.

The manufactures of the colony are illustrated
by woollen cloth, home-spun cotton and wool,
black and grey satinet, sole and harness leather,
hats and bonnets, book-binding, a pretty pony
phaeton; and the smaller industries are repre-
sented by artificial teeth, hair tonic, bears’ grease,
really genuine Fau de Cologne, and other little
matters which prove that the charms of personal
adornment are not lost sight of in the midst of
all that energy and rude labour which have had
Nova-Scotia a prosperous and well-to-do commu-
nity.—The furniture which has been sent over
shows considerable skill and no small taste on
the part of the colonial artist and workmen. A
piano made of birds-eye maple is an excellent
specimen of workmanship. Near itisa chair

ANNIVERSARY OF THE CORONATI0ON.—Satur-
day last being the twenty-fourth uaniversary of
the Coronation of our most gracious Queen, the
signal station at Fort George and the ships-of-
war in harbor were gaily dressed with the flags
of all nations, and at meridian the whole thun-
dered out a Royal salute in honor of the event.

Queen Victoria was born
May 24, 1819 ; ascended the Throne, June 20,
1837 ; and was crowded Sovereign of the Bri-
tish Empire, June 28, 1838. The laws of the
Realm demanded that the above period should
elapse between her Majesty’s Accession and the
Coronation, her predecessor William IV, having
left a widow, Queen Adelaide. Her Majesty was
shortly after married to Prince Albert
she survives as a Widowed Queenwith the
pathy not only of her own subjects but of’ thatel
the world at large.—Express.

Yet, in these,
we need expect no more than an average crop-
We hear favourable reports concerning the fruit
crop from all sections of the Province. Judging
from the number of blossoms this crop will be
unusually large. Yet there are so many obstacles
to be overcome ere the fruit is fit for gathering
—droughts, neavy rains, worms, &c., lhn_! we
should not be too confident in our expectations.
