The Morning's Food.

The word of God is the food on which the
soul lives. It will nourish only as it is partaken
of. The Bible in the house will not promote
spiritual growth unless it is Tead.

We need food for the body every morning.
Unless we have a substantial meal, we are not fit
for the labors of the day. The man who is s0
eager to get at his work that he neglects his
meal, will do less during the day than he would
bave done had he taken a good breakfast.

The man who entere on the work of the day
without reading, meditating upon, and praying
over a portion of God's word, enters upon the
work of the day ucder great disadvantages.
He will not have the strength to resist tempta-
tion and to be diligent in his epiritual work
which he might have had.

It is seldom that want of time prevents men
from taking their morning meal. An ulleged
want of time often prevents them from the rev-
erent and devout reading of God's holy word.
It ought not so to be., Spiritual growth is the
most important of all things. Not a day noran
hour should be lost with respect to eff irts for
promotion of this growth. The neglect of the
word of God leads to the loss of the day.

The morning portion should be so fixed in
the memory that it shall form the subject of
meditation during the day. However much any
one may be pressed for time, he can select at
least one verse that he shall often call to mind
during the day.

Beligions  Intelligence.
Letter from India.
BY REV, H. MANSELL,

The Suttee has been abolished in India by the
British government. The devotion of the people
died out of their bearts. A short time since I
asked a boy in the first class in our city school
what he thought of widows being burned upon
the funeral pile with the dead bodies of their
busbands. He said, “ I think it is a very good
thing. I think a woman who does so, certainly
loves her husband very much, as she ought to
do, and she will certainly be richly rewarded for
her devotion.”

Last year at Lucknow, s womsn made an at-
tempt, or rather her friends made the attempt
to bave her throw herself upon her husband’s
funeral pile. She was rescued however from
such a fate, by the timely arrival of the police,
who were just in time to prevent the sad epec-
tacle.

Many are the monuments erected over the
spots where such scenes bave transpired in this
part of the country. Of these monuments or
temples I will give a brief account ; but first
allow me to give you an idea of what it really
ie, by quoting from the Abbe, J. A. Dubois, for
many years’a missionary in the Mysore. The
Abbe thus describes the practice as it was in his
days.

 The first instance that feli under my obser-
tion was in the year 1794, in a village of Parjor,
eamecd Pudupetta. A man of some note there,
of the tribe of Komati or Merchante, having
died, his wife, then about thirty years of sge,
resolved to accompany him' to the pile, to be
consumed together. Tbe news baving quickly
spread around, a large concourse of people col-
lected from all quarters to witness this extraor-
dinary spectacle. When she who had occupied
the most conspicuous part had got ready, and
decked 8s in the manner before described,
bearers arrived to bring away the corpse and the
living victim. The body of the deceased was
placed upon a sort of triumphal car, highly or-
namented with costly stuffs, garlands of flowers,
and the like. There he was seated, like a living
man, clegantly set out with all his jewels, and
clothed in rich attire, '

“ The corpse taking precedence, the wife im-
mediately followed, borne on a rich paianquin.
She was covered over with ornaments, in the
highest style of Indian taste and maguificence.
As the procession moved, the surrounding mu!-
titude stretched out their hands toward her in
tcken of their admiration. They beheld her as
already translated into the paradise of Vishirui,
and seemed to envy her happy lot.

“ Their progress being very slow, the spegta-
tors, particularly the women, went up to her in
rotation, to wish her joy, and apparently] de-
siring to receive her blessing, or at least that
she would pronounce over them some pleasing
word, and predict their future fortunes. Ske
tried to satisfy them all ; telling one that she
would long continue to enjoy her temporal feli-
city, and enother that she would be the mother
of many beautiful children. She assured one
that she was destined to live many yearsin hap-
piness with a husband that would doat on her.
The next was informed that she would scon ar-
rive at great honor in the world. These and
equally gracious expressions she lavished upon
all that spproached her, and all departed with
complete assurance of enjoying the blessings
which she promised them. She likewise dis-
tributed amongst them some leaves of betel,
which were eagerly accepted as relics, or some-
thing of blessed influence.

“ During the whole procession, which was
very long, she preserved s steady aspect. Her

o

they came to the fatal pile, on which she was
soon to yield up her life. She then turned her
eyes to the spot where she was to undergo the
flames, and she became suddenly pensive. She
no longer attended to what was passing around
ber. Her looks were wildly fixed upon the pile ;
ber features were altered ; her face grew pale;
she trembled with fear, and seemed ready to
faint awsy.

* The Brahmins who directed the ceremony,
and her relations, perceiving the sudden effect
which the near spproach of her fate had occa-
sioned, ran to her assistance, and endeavored to
restore her spirits. But her senses were bewil-
dered ; she seemed unconscious of what was said
to her, and replied not a word to any one.

“ They made her quit the palanquin ; and her
pearest relation supported her to a pond that
was near the pile, and having there washed her,
without taking off her clothes and ornaments,
they soon reconducted her to the pyramid on
which the body of her husband was already laid.
It was surrounded by the Brahmins, each with
a lighted torch in one hand and & bowl of melted
butter in the other, all ready, as soon as the in-
nocent victim was placed on the pyramid, to
envelope her in fire.

 The relatives, sll armed with muskets, sa-
bres, and other wespons, stood closely round, in
a double line, and seemed to wait with impa-
tience for the awful signal. This armed force,
I understood, was intended to intimidate the
unbappy victim, in case the dreadful prepara-
tions should incline ber to retract ; or, to over-
awe any other persons, who, out of false com-
passion, should endeavor to rescue her.

« At length, the auspicious moment for firing
being announced by the Purohitu Brahmin, the
young widow was instantly divested of all her
jewels, and led on, more dead than alive, to the
fatal pyramid. She was then commanded, ac-
cording to the universal practice, to walk round
it three times, two of her nearest relations sup-
porting her by the arm. The first round she
accomplished with tottering steps ; but, in the
second, her strength wholly forseok ber, and she
fainted away in the arms of her conductors, who
were obliged to complete the ceremony by drag-
ging ber between them for the third round,
Then, senseless and unconscious, she was cast
upon’ the carcass of her husband. At that in-
stant the multitude making the sir resound with
acclamations and shouts of gladness, retired a
short space, while the . Brahmins pouring the
butter on the dry wood, applied their torches ;

The piactice of burying elive, people who are
too old to work, has also been abolished by the
British government, and yet the hearts of many
seem to regard it as a great calamity to be de-
prived of this privilege. They used to dig a
commodious grave, and then seat the victim in
it and then fill the grave with earth, during
which time pompous cerem( nies were performed.
It was always a great occasion and great multi-
tudes flocked to witness the spectacle.

Another wicked practice, that of killing in-
fants, if they were so unfortunate as to be girls,
bas been abolished by enactments, yet it can
never be prevented entirely, till India is Chris-
tienized. Those who are poor among the higher
castes, and therefore unable to marry their daugh-
ters with the usual pomp, render it necessary
by putting them to death in infancy. It must be
done however, with very great secresy.

Anecdotes of German Soldie IS,

The sanguinery spectacle of war is not alto-
gether devoid of redeeming features. Ai Knoig-
gratz, while the fight was raging at its fiercest,
a soldier’s eye was arrested by the sight of &
plant of clover, having four leaves. No German
can suffer a four-leaved clover to remsin un-
plucked. There is a mysterious charm about it,
bound up with his childhood’s fancies of luck and
images of fairy magic. To the young soldier it
certainly was a messenger of good omen. As
be bent to pluck it, a cannon ball whizzed over
bis bexd. But for the tiny little plant it would
bave gone tbrough his body. The precious little
memento was gratefully sent to his bien-aimee
at Konigsberg, who will for ever look upon it ss
the preserver of her bridegroom’s life.

Another characteristic anecdote is told of a
Prussian seldier placed sentinel on the steep'e
of Troppeu, and left bebind when his company
was suddenly obliged to retreat. A narrow
winding-stair led to his tower of observation,
which, on some citizens ascending to take him
prisoner, he defended with his bayonet. The
good burghers, finding him so resolute, gave up
all idea of capturing him by main force, mean-
ing to humble bim by starvation ; but in this in-
tent they were ¢qually baffled: The soldier
bawled out from his exalted position that, unless
supplied with food, be would shoot every one
passing bis way. The Prussians are known to
bave 60 cartridges in their pouch, to that the
threat was no slight one. Accordingly the ne-
cessary rations were duly furnished, until on the
17th—that is, two days after the evacuation of
the city—it was reoccupied, and the lonely sen-

The Atlantic Cable.

“ Five times and—out—and Cyrus W, Field
is winner ! S

We congratulate hlm upon his arrival at his
“HEeART's CONTENT.”

@be NORTHWESTERN of Aug. 18, 1865, con-
tained an article on the Atlantic Telegraph and
upon cables in general. We were indeed sorry
to then chronicle the fourth failure’ but now the
fifth attempt is crowned with success. This is
the calendar.

1857—FIRST ATTEMPT.

The American frigate, Nisgara, and the Eng-
lish Agamemnon, each bearing half of the cable,
ssiled from Valentis Bay on the 7th of August.
The former vessel was to lay the Irish half and
the latter the American. On the 11th, the Ni-
agara having laid 334 miles, parted the cable in
a swell, leaving but 759 miles on board. The
aggregate surplus on poard the two vessels being
but 207 miles greater than the distance between
Ireland and Newfoundland. the attempt was
abandoned.

1858 —8ECOND ATTEMPT,

The same vessels laden as before, sailed from
Valentia on the 10th of June. On the 26th, the
csble was spliced in mid-ocean. At the end of
five days, the cable hsving parted threce times
with a loss of over one hundred miles of its
length, the expedition was temporarily abandon-
ed end both vessels were headed for Ireland.

1858—THIRD ATTEMPT,

The same vessels, laden as in former attempt,
spliced the cable ends on the 24th- of July, in
mid-ocear, and, on the 4th of August, the ¥iag-
ara, in Trinity Bay, received a d-spateh from the
Agememnon that she bad laid over eleven hun-
dred miles of the cable.

On the 5:h of Augnst the two countries went
mad over Mr. Field’s announcement of success.
All our bells fell to ringing, men shouted and
cried, bonfires blszed, cannon thundered, pro-
cessions were organized and the world received
this as an almost unprecedented piece of secular
vews, Among the public despatches trrnsmitted
were the news of peace in China, a neat congrat-
ulation from Queen Victoria to President Buchs-
oan, a long-winded response to the same, an ex-
cbange of congratulations between the mayors of
New York and London, and, on the 31st of Au-
gust, an order from England to Halifax for the
62d regiment not to return to England. The
whole number of words thus sent to Valentia
was 2 885, and tc Newfoundland, 1,474—a total
of 4359. The cost of this cable was $1,256 250
and the total cast to the company was $1,834,-
500.

1865—FOURTH ATTEMPT.

On the 224 of July the Great Eastern, which
as an investment had bankrupted her owners,
ssiled from Valentia with s cable 2600 miles
long, one and one eighth inches in diameter and
weighing 5,000 tons. Faulty isulation was dis-
covered and repaired on the 29th. On the 24
of Augast, after paying out over 1,300 miles the
cable broke and the weary days, until, the 11th,
were spent in vain efforts to regain the submerg-
ed end.

1866—~FIFTH ATTEMPT.

The bope of Cyrus W. Field proved as large
as the great ship—and his art long as the cable.

Frequent news be-
tween pstions, as well as individuals, promotes
amicability, while prejudiced correspondents of
public journals will, by reason of the telegraph,
lose most of their power.

Daring our late war, steamers took to Fng-
land news of reverses which rebel agents could
twist and maguify for the production of Eoglish
sentiment adverse to our caute, while a cable
would have carried the truth next day to Eag-
lish breakfasters.

‘Bocially, it is a blessing. The voysging son
may now be recalled to_the bedside of a sinking
mother. Financially it is a boon. An English
vessel may be sent to America for wheat, but a
change ¢f London or Liverpool markets may
make it possible to effect a wide margin through
s cargo of corn. The Eoglish merchant may
think it possible to make $2000 and he will
scruple not to pay $100, as a condition.

But to write consintently and natnrally of this
event, one must think as he would have tnought
when post-offices were established and feel the
burden of what the first telegram ever sent ex-
pressed—* What hath God wrought!"”

The Oce Hundred and Twenty-Third Annu-
al Conference of British Methodism, was open-
ed at Leeds on Thureday, 26th July. We have
by last Eoglish mail, the proceedings of that
venerabie body during the first week of the
Session, as well as of the various Connexional
Committees which eat preparatory to.the Con-
ference.

PEEPARATORY COMMITTEES.

The greatly deepened interest—increasing
year by year—of the laity attending these Com-
mittees, in the various and highly important
business brought under review, is certainly a
most gratifying fact, and being more manifest
this year than ever before,affords rich promise for
the future. We cannot give the debates of the
Committees; we simply copy from correspon-
dence of the Methodist Recorder, the following
remarks upon the attention given by the lay
members of the Committees to the businees en-
trusted to them:

For hour after hour, gentlemen sat in-a
crowded building, watching every turn of pro-
ceedings with as much interest as though they
bad thousands of pounds dependent on the de-
cision, or as though they were fighting a party
measure through the House of Commons. Nay,
these illgstrations are far too.low. The interest
has been that of thoughtful Christian men, who
were caring for objects far dearer than money
or a party triumph.

The great fight on the Reform Bill only occu-
pied about ten hours in one day; and here were
several scores of gentlemen, for three succeesive
days, giving as much time, and, I venture to say,
far more attention and intelligencé to the discus-
sion of the interests of their own Church. “All
parties should rejoice in this. The Conference
need never fear the lack of co-operation and
support, while it enlists intelligent conviction on
its side. The people need never fear ecclesias-
tical dominance while the interests of all are so
carefully watched.

How marvellous the interest, almcst enthusi
asm, of the lsymen on behalf of the * Institu-
{i>n,” when compared with the feeling of thirty
years ago! There weie Leeds and Birmiog-
ham, friendly rivals for the bonour of having a
néw branch of the Institution located in their
peighbourhood. The discuseion was very long
and animated. The general feeling seemed to
be that the necessities and ciaims of Buming-
ham were stronger, to begin with, than those of
Leeds—especially considering the nearness of
Leeds to Manchester—but that, since the Con-
ference had been pledged, and a dite secured, it
was a matter of course that the new Colege
should be in the Wes: Riding, provided, that a
respectable nucleus be left from the Jubilee
Grant for the erection of a fourth College some-
where in the neighbourhood of Birmingham as
soon as may be practicable.

The Missionary Committee was a richer and
happier meeting, a more blessed means of grace
than any similar occasion for some time past.
The holy romance of Missions seemed to be
once again charming us as in days of old, when
James Calvert talked of Fji, and William Simp-
son answered the question, * Do ycu like India ?”
No less than eight Miesionaries spoke, not in-
cluding either the President or Mr. Arthur.
F\ji, the Methodist Mission par ezcellence, sent
Mr. Calvert—Africa was represented by Meassrs.
Impeyand Holden ; from the West Indies came
Mr. Hartwell, whose ten mioutes were quite
long enough to proye Lim a man of mark; and

quite a company of wise men came to tell how
they had “ seen his star in the East.” There
were few eyes not wet with tears, few hearts
not big with hope and thanks, as the meeting
ran its course.

Thirteen
ministers become Superoumeraries, end nine
received permission to retire for one year. The

117. Sixty-eight young Ministers were receiv-
ed into full Connexion, besides twenty-one ia
the foreign work.
STATE OF THE CQNNEXION.
The inerease of Church membership for the
year having been announced as being but 366,
the Conference deliberated upon the state of the
work of God with great seriousness, and ear-
nest prayer. The opening address of the Pre-
sident on the subject produced so deep an im-
pression that, on kLis resuming the chair, there
was an interval of several minutes of profound
and solemn silence. The following extracts will
sbow the bearing of the conversation which en-
sued :—
The PRESIDENT remarked that there was one
point very plain, although many might dispute
it. It was that the number of persons meeting
in Cless formed a fair index of the amount of
our spiritual prosperity. If there be conver-
sions, if there be gé&neral spiritual quickening,
in a Circuit, the effect is sure to be felt in the
Classes. Oan the cther hand, if there is little
zeal, joy, love, uid ‘power, the effect will be
eguel v ‘e tin the (\iasses.

By whatever means godly m.embeu
of other Churches were able to keep their faith
alive, he could state, as the result of forty-two
years’ ministerial life, that he had pever met
with persons in Metbodism, eminent for piety,
who were not devoted to Class Meetings.—
There was no other way among=t us for cultiva-
ting piety. His firm opinion was that if we laid
aside Class Meetings the glory would depart
from us. He had never advocated slackness in
discipline in this respect. At the same time, be
had felt deep interest in a large class of serious
and iotelligent bearers, who profit under our
ministry, are attached to our services, and ap-
preciate our ministrations, and wish to attend,
and in some instances do attend the Table of
the Lord ; and he wished that by some means
formal recognition of these persons could be
taken, believing that this would be the best
means of getting them to aitend Class, and so
to be fully united with our,Church. The great
quarry from which we dug our spiritual stores
was the people outside the Church: not th~ de-
graded and wicked only, but the good, respecta-
ble sort of people who were in our chapels by
thousands, and who only wanted converting to
become an honour to our church. .

Dr. Hannah was glad that the President had
not sounded a note of discouragement. The
God of our fathers was still with us, and he
trusted that one effect ¢t this conversation would
be that every hope would be renewed and every
effort encouraged. e must maintain the truth
as our fathers maintained it. He had of late
heard with delight many sermons from his
brethren; yet he did think there was a dan-
ger, in these days, when theological publica-
tions were so multiplied, some of them not all
that could be wished, lest the younger brethren
should be diverted from the grand essentials of
the faith, He besought the rising Ministers to
hold fast the form of sound words, and to pub-
lish the old truth with plainness and simplicity ;
to preach a free, [E[s_e(;t#nd full salvation. It
was of great momen e real i.n our ministra-
tions ; to deliver our message wi h a deep feel-
ing of reality. Let us all cultivate an habitual
re?iance on the Holy Ghost; for, whatever
talents we might possess, all were vain without
the baptism of the Spirit of God. He would
conclade by reminding the brethren of a couplet
often quoted by John Wesley—

“ Through every lowering cloud look up,
And wait for happy days.”

Dr. Rigg said that we had arrived at the
gravest point 1n the history of Methodism in mo-
dern times. It depended on a right estimate of
our present position whether we should advance
or retrograde in future, or should remain in a
state of chronic languor. Our material pros-
perity was pointed to—our multiplied chapels
and day schools, our advancing financial resour-
ces, the increased intelligence of our Ministers;
but in his opinion all this told powerfully in the
opposite direction. For, in proportion to our
improvement in theee things, our increase ought
to be beyond the increase of former times, when
greater hindrinces stood in the way. There
were also special circumstances operating against
us. As to Social Intercourse there were Wes-
leyans who had beeome rich, but had made no
corresponding advance in intelligence and re-
finement. With these there was danger, lest
hours_should be spent in frivolous occupation
which might be better employed, and that Min-
isters should while away time at such houses in
feeble imitation of fashionable amus-ment. Care-
ful and kindly fidelity was needed, on the part
of Ministers to do"their duty to people of this
class. On the question of discipline, Dr. Rigg
alluded to various points on which he believed
it had been relaxed ; and advised greater strict-
ness. If Class meetings and Lovefeasts were
not maintained in their integrity, Methodism
was at an end. In conversation lately with an
eminent Congregational Minister, that gentle-
man remarked that the Class-meeting was the
best thing about the Wesleyan system;and it
was sad when others spoke in this way, that even
the shadow of disparagement should be cast on
the institution by any amongst ourselves. Let
us maintain our discipline strictly and lovingly,
and we shall have no cause to fear.

Dr. Osborn thought that a great tendency to
panic had lately arisen, of which it was highly
necessary to beware, and which was to be de-
plored. It woua!d be an evil thing if we were to
believe for a moment those who tell us that our
days are numbered. There was a danger of
vague expectation ip many parts of the coun-
try, especially the rural districte. We. were
very much circumscribed ; three or four denom-
inations had their places of worship in the same
village, and there was little margia for aggress-
ion. Even in these cases, however, work would
bring blessing, and those who tried to work- in
the right spirit would get the blessing. There
were classes of society that we could not very
effectually reach. We could not reach the
highest class; but it was cause for thankfulness
that they were reached, he hoped in many cases
beneficially, by other agencies. Neither could
we effectually reach the very lowest class. The
outer fringe of that class was, indeed, within our
reach; but for the lowest stratum of all, we
could at present do but litsle. But alarge class
did remain within our reach. We are not om-
nipotent, but a vast deal may be done, and of
the evils which had been deplored, the remedy
remains with ourselves. He would ask, are we
dg our fathers were? He did not ask whether
there were weak or erring men amongst us;
there were such men amongst them. We have
nothing left to us as a ground of hope except
spiritual power. We could rély but little on
secondary influences. Other peop'e might work
with these, but to Methodists they were denied.
Perhaps it might the divine purpose to drive us,
by the comparative failure which we lament, to
a full appreciation of the necessity of that spir-
itual power from which alone we can expect
success. Are we as we ought to be ? Are we
such channels as this spiritual power, this influ-
ence of the Holy Ghost, may be expected to
flowin? God alone must accomplish the work ;
but are we fit instruments wherewith He could
operate ? s the water of life stopped through
us, as channéls ? Is there anything in us that
stops the flow of that water of life on which, af-
ter all, we must exclusively depend ? He had
no faith in eloquence, or in organisation, or in
architecture, or in music, of in rhetoric:
but he had faith in the Holy Ghost. The
question was narrowed to this point—Could
the stream run on in this channel, or must it
stop ? He did not believe in many of the causes
of our present condition which kad been assign-
ed by theorists outside. But if, with a renewed
purpose, with humble confession, each could
place himselt at the foot of Christ’s Cross, and
resolve to be wholly the Lord's ;—if, relying on
that grace which we ourselves need as truly as
the vilest of thuse to whom we offer it, and cast-
ing ourselves, with all our sins, upon it, we re-
new the vows of our first consecration ; if,
remembering the kindness of our youth, and the
love of our espousals, we seck a renewal of the
first love ; if, forgetting the things that are be-
hind, and reaching forth to the things that are
before, we are ready to-day to offer ourselves
anew to the services of our great Master, and to
be the temples of the Holy Ghost—then, let
those despsir who would, he, for one, would
never despair.

ADDRESS ON TEMPERANCE.

The Secretary read an address from the Leeds
Temperance Society and Leeds Permissive Biil
Association. The address hailed the presence
of the Conference in Leeds, and reminded the
Ministers composing it of the vast evils resulting
from liquor traflic in the country. Eight-ninths
of the inmates of workhouses had been brought
there by drink alone; and one of the great rea-
sons why the Churches did not prosper was that
the drink-demon blocked the way. Looking at
the every-day history of the drink-traffic, it was
both the interest aad the duty of Wesleyan
ministef:, not only as ministers but as patriots
and philanthropists, to aid in banishing from the
land this the greatest foe to God and man. If

OPEN SESSION OF CONFERENCE.

An open Session was held in the spacious Con-
ference sanctuary,; which was filled to overflow-
ing at an early hour, for the reception of the
Representatives of the effilisted Conferences.
The meeting was an enthusiastic one, and -wes
addressed with great eflectiveness by tke Presi-
dent, by Mr. Hocart from France, Mr. Calvert
from Fiji, Mr. Wallace from Ireland, snd by our
own President, reprerenting both the Canadian
and the Esstern British American Cenferences.
Of the influence of thiese addresses, the Recorder
says, —In hearing the Rev. James Calvert it was
easy to fancy the sturdy Colonial Wesleyan close
behitd, or—more suggestive still—the Maor!
Methodist, without club or spear, standing, not
on “a broken arch of London Bridge, sketching
the ruins of 8t. Panl’s, ” but in a better place,
standing behind the Australasian representative,
looking benignantly upon “fathers and brethren.”
Nor was it difficult to picture to the imagination
Dr. Scott’s immense constituency, stretching
from Newfoundiand to where the sound of Wes-
ley’s bymns mingles with the chimes of the
mighty Pacific

We give some passsges from the addresses of
Mr. Arthur and Dr. Bcott. The President re-
moarked : —

Universality wes as much the cheracter of
true religion as it was of the air we breathed. It
was proved that was not good for the Jew and
the Greek, for the barbarian and the Scythian,
for the bond and free, for men in every state of
polish 01 of bsrbarism, for men speaking every
fcrm of language, and existing under every di-
versity of government, wes not religion accord-
ing to God’s idea ond intention. When it had
pleased the Lord to bring forth in England a
uew form of Christianity—not 3 new relivion, for
a!l true Christians were of oae religion, Eogland
had scen from the Reformation two distinet
torms of Christisnity—Prelacy and Puritanism.
God was plessed to bring forth another form,
baviog no political oriffin, haviog no theoretic
origiz—a form the only origin of which was the
power of an inward, and which be believed was
proved in history to be, an endless life. When
it was God's pleasure to bring forth that new
form of religion He took what in truments?
Men trained under the joint influence of the two
British forms of Christianity, for perhaps there
never was one roof in tte world that covered
8o comple'ely a representation of the best points
of British Prelscy and British Paritanism as did
the roof of the rectory ofEpworth, in Lincolc-
-shire, When he had trained up men under all
those influences that English Pre!ay and Purit-
anism cou'd contribnte, He embarked the chief
of them upon the se3, and then He brough’, on
the waves of the Atlantic, to bear on th: troubled
spirit of Jobn Wesley the influerc- of that Ger-
man school which hsd a light that neither Ep-
worth ncr Oxford had—a light that showed the
direct way to the Saviour cof souls—to the
wounded side of Christ. 8o God had used the
German mind to combine with the English mind
10 produce a high and spiritual form of Christian-
ity, and the icfluence of Moravianism upon the
early history of Methodism transcer ded any
other. Then came in the French mind, in the
person of John William Fletcher, and how far
he had contributed to the purity aod strength
of Methodism it was impossible to say; but i}
was clear that God had never meant that system
to be for England only any more than He bad
meant it to be for Yorkshire. He had meant it
to be for Eogland, and Ireland,and Germany,and
Scotland, and France, and America and for the
distant nations of the earth; and there was this
wonderful thing in it, that wherever they found
a Methodist tkey found him intensely national.
He believed the British Methodist wss perhaps
the most doggedly loyal character that could be
found, If they found a Methodist colonist in
any of cur culonies they would find him sturdily
attached to his own colory; if they found a
Methodist Frenchmaun, he was a thorough
Frenchman ; if tkey found him in America, was
he not a staunch AmericanP and if they found
him in one of King George’s men of Tonga, he
would warrant they would find him a good sub-
ject. They were there then, that night, to re-
ceive their beloved brethren from different parts
of the world.

The Rev. Dr. Scott said,—There was an in-
pression abroad that the English people did not
know much about Caraia—that they were apt
to confound Eastern British Axerica with Cun-
ada, and Canada with the U. States. There was
however, such a place as Canada, the inhabitants
of which were in some cases more British than
the British themselves. There was the strong-
est possible British feeling througtout the entire
of these North American provinces. There was
a depth of reverence for monarchial government
and a depth of loyalty for our gracious Sover-
eign which certainly equalled if it did not exceed
anything to be witneesed in our own land, and
eveywhere did this feeling of loyalty prevail.
That country covers a space of sumething like
346,000 equare miles. It is a country three
times as large as Great Britain and Ireland taken
together, possessing & population of three and a
half millions. There was one cause of interést
in Lower Canada, arising from the large number
of Roman Catholics included in the population
there. Montreal itself has a population of 33,-
000 Protestants, and 85 000 Romanists. Every
bit of the ground covered by that noble city be-
longs to the Romanists. He was in Toronto on
the memorable first of June, when certain peo-
ple calling themselves Fenians cro ssd over to
Fort Willism. He passed along to tne eastward
during the three or four days foliowing that
time: The amount of excitement exceeded any-
thing he ever witnessed elsewhere; but he was
pleased with the full determination manifested
by the whole population—females and children
would bave turned out if necessary—to repel the
invaders, and to prevent any attempt to anrex
our British provinces to the United States.
He was bound to say that there was & strong
and increasing Anti-American feeling in Canada
and throughout the British Provipces, and an in-
creasing desire not only to continue closely al-
lied with this country,but to conform in all mat-
ters as far as possible with Great Britsia.

Upper Canada possessed ir. farms property to
the amount of 60,000,000 dollars; and the
stock on these farms was estimated at 9,000,000
dole. Newfoundland, that great fishing Island,
was a most important field for Christian opera-
tions. It was equal in extent to the whole of
Hollend, Greenland, Belgium, Portugal, and
Switzerland. New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, and
Prince Edward Island were also important
possessions ; and ‘all possible steps should be
taken to increase their close uuion with us,
Methodism in Caneda has been very prosperous ;
it cccupies a most important position in that
country. He was not in the habit of exaggerat-
ing, but he would not be saying too much it he
stated that in point of numbers and of general
influence the Methodiets of Camada and the
British Provinces formed a Christian community
second 1o no other body. With regard to in-
crease, it was stated at the Montreal Conference
that whilst in 1825 thé number of ministers in
that pert of the country was 39, last year the
number reported was 526. In the former vear
the membership was 7,000, now it was 56,768
The Missionary contributicns in 1825 'tl’e, 130
dols., last year they were 50,000 dols. The
Melhodu'u of Canada are exceedingly aoxious
to do their utmost towards not only supporting
but enlarging and increasing their chnpeln;
though in consequence of the smalloess of the
congregations, it is more difficult to support a
minister there than it is for us at home. Iao
Canada there is one minister to every 124 mem
bets ; and in Esstery British America one mia.
lster to every 146 members; whereas, at home
we have one Minister to every 262 members.
Of course it is very difficult with so small s
number of members to support theic Ministers
snd (o leave a surplus for extending the work.
Our friends are anx:ous to relieve us of some of
lhe. Missionary work, aud have taken urdar
their own care the Mission to Hudson’s Bay
Territory, and the Mission of Vancouver's Is-

The Sectarian Bible.

MR. EpITOR,—There has been a good deal
of talk in these parts sbout & new version of
the Bible, which is being very industriously cir-
cuiated throughout this community and the
Island generally ; rome stating that it is an
cdition published under the direction of learned
men of various Orthodox denominatione, and
there ore worthy of public confidence, while
others stating that'it has been got up expressly
to serve the intereste of the Baptist denomina-
tion

Last Sunday Evening the Rev, Dr. Cramp
from Nova Scotia, undertook to eniighten the
Islanders on that subject in the Baptist Chapel,
Bedeque, taking for his text * The good word of
God,” s:sting that the Bib® now in common use
was ipdeed the good word of God, complete in
iteell and higbly creditable to the skill, learning
end piety of the sge which produced it. But
strange to say before the Dr. concjuded his ad-
dress, be endeavoured to show that many errors
bad crept into this good word, parily through
derigaing men and partly through biundering
ecribes, hence the neceesity for the new version
which remedied thesze mistakes and translated
every word from the original into English.—
King James came in for a share of the blame,
be having in bis instructions to the forty-seven
Translators made it imperative, that they should
not meddle with the words Bapto and Baptizo,
tke consequence is, we have those words trans-
ferred, and not translated, which the Dr. ap-
peared to think was a great calamity to the world
and a great sin on his part. And it would ap-
pear that the British and Foreign Bible Society
is in the habit of conniving at the sin of King
James and the forty-seven translators, by refus-
icg to grant money to those ministers who would
give a truthful version of the Scriptures in the
dialects of the people where they are labouring.
The Dr. instanced the case of Mr. Geddie the
Presbyterian Missionary who had Leen ob-
liged to manufacture a word sgunding like bap-
tism, in order to obtain a grant of money from
the Society to aseist iu the translation which he
had made of certain portions of the Scriptures ;
and he represented the scene which would take
place in. those lslands, the natives coming to
Mr. Geddie asking him to explain that funny
word, and Mr. G. replying, “ come to Church
next Sunday and you will see what the meaning
is—s0 when Sunday came two or three little
babies would be brought, and Mr. G. would take
them in his arms and sprinkle them, and would
say, * that is the meaning of that word.” The
Dr. further stated that the new version was the
work of learned men of ell denominations, that
it was not a Baptist Bible as had been stated,
and that they had a perfect right to make such
a revision, for King James’ version was only a
revision of other men’s labora.

Now Mr. Editor my object in writing is this,
to enable you or some of your correspondents
througn the columrs of your Journal, to give us
in these parts correct information on this very
important subject. Did King James muzzle the
forty-seven Translators as Dr. Cramp said he
did, telling them they should not meddle with
the word Bapto ? 1Is the British and Foreign
Bible Bociety in the habit of acting as dishon-
estly as it would appear, by refuting o give help
t> those who would give the good word of God
to the heathen world ? And is this new version
the production of all denominations of Chris-
tians, or is it only a Baptist Bible ? It is pain-
ful to hear that Book which has been our father’s
guid-, and which they have bequeathed to their
children, handled in so profane a manner as Dr,
Cramp did on the occasion referred to—it is
startling to listen to dispareging remarks in re-
Jerence to so noble a scciety as the British and
Foreign, in which we bave been taught to put
unlimited confidence—it is & direct contradiction
of .all the teachings of the good word of God,
and the influence which sanctified learning should
produce in heart and life, when men holding
such jnfluential positions as the Dr. does, should
onthe Lord’s day, and in the Lord’s house, give
a theatrical represertation of the manner in
which large bodies of true Christians are in the
habit of administering the solemn ordinance of
baptism, evidently for the purpose of exciting
the ridicule and laughter of a portion of his au-
Cience, and we would recommend the Dr. to
practice those very sppropriate and beautiful
words of the Apostle with which he closed his
discourse, and which he said he had no wish to
alter or revise, “ Let all bitterness and wrath
and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking be'
put away from you with sll malice : And b; ye
kind one to another, tender-hearted, forgiving
one another, even as God for Christ’s sake hath
forgiven you.”

Temporis Vestigia.

By an undeviating law of nature, matter is
subject to successive transitions. Every change
seems to accord with some grand design, the ul-
timate aim of which appears to be a more com-
plete development, a more perfect arrangement,
and a more therough system of orderin the ma-
terial world. The earth as it now exists, with
its broad oceans, and continents diversified with
mountains, rivers and plains, possessing all that
is calculated to contribute to the well-being of
its noblest inhabitant, is but the disorganized
chaotic mass of an earlier age, transformed and
fashioned by a slow and unvarying process, dur-
ing the slumbering centuries of the past.

The history of a period
when animate existence was unknown,—when
the ceaseless aftrition of the ocean’s waves was
wear'ng, depositing and consolidating the parti-
cles torn rude'y from the native mass, when oc-
casional fires bursting out would belch forth
streams of molten matttr, when the process of
crystallization progressing with great rapidity
was producing uniformi'y among the chaos,—is
gathered by the geologist from the velumes that
are unfolded in varieus regions. :

The shell-fish, crustacea, and corals entomb-
ed in the lime formations and beds of sandstore,
and the path beaten by some trilobite as he drag-
ged his aged frame along the muddy beach to
his last resting-place, are the indexes which time
bas left of the physical conditions of our planet
in that age in which vitality had i‘s inception.
The petrified remaihs of numerous species of the
finny tribe are evidences that the seas were
thronge with living multitudes, the skeletons of
the reptilean order in like manner indicate the
presence of terrestrial existence, and all bear
ample testimony of a rank in the scale of being
far superior to their Silurian ancestors. The
scapty relics of vegetable life that tell of verdant
landscapes, the records of the passing shower,
and the initials of the receding tides, engraven
upon the sandy shore, are marks that signify the
passing events of the period.

The extensive coal formations are varied
traces that suggest a time when the vegetable
kingdom was characterized by unparalleled ex-
uberance. The calamites and free ferns have
left their fac similes, by. which the” rapid and
abundant growth of the Carboniferous forests
may be identified.

A season of terrific convulsions succeeds. The
luxuriant vegetation is buried beneath accumu-
lated debris encased in which are found the
ghastly coils of huge reptiles which indicate the
culminating point of that species, from which
the period derives its name. On the extinction
of the reptile, a nobler race appears to have oc-
cupied the heritage. Gigantic mammals left
their sturdy frames which are memorials exem-
plifying the departed dignity of the lower orders
of the animate creation.

Successive ages have had their appropriate
symbols with which to express their peculiarities.
While the vo!cano has left proofs of its bhavoc
in frightful gorges and gaping caves, the surging
ocean has left traces no less important, of car-
nage among the living milllons of anterior tribes,
If the foot-marks and bony skeletons of the mar-
supial are left as evidences of their character
and existence, the babitations of the more insig-
nificant forms of life remain as monuments of
the architecture, and as silent witnesses of the
habits of their humble occupants.

Time, during the age of man, has been re-
cording evente, the knowledge of which, may
perhags fill with wonder the minds of some su-
perior beings-in the far off future. Nor are
the changes which have taken place since man
had the supreme control, at all uninteresting to
contemplate. The remains of antiquity are cal.
culated to excite curiosity and awaken fceling:
of the deepest interest in the minds of the be-
holder. The mounds that mark the sites of the
once popular and flourishing cities of the East,
are rich in products of great magnificence which
refer to an age when civilization had attaiced
a high degree of advancement, and when mind
