industrious life; I have a respectable family,
and I have amassed a competence, and I am
trying to live a religious life.” He ascribed it
all, under God's blessing, to the faithfulness of
the good Bishop.

LOYOLA, LUTHLR, AND CHALMERS,

These three great men passed through pecu-
liar religious experiences which Dr. Hanna, the
Biographer of Chalmers, thus compares t—
Loyola’s great effort was to tread the world
beneath his feet, and to rise intoa mystic re-
gion of idealism,. where high spiritual inter-
course with the unseen world might be enjoyed.
The main stress of his struggle was to mor-
tify the desires of the flesh and of the miud,
to spiritualize the carnal nature.

Luther's great effort, prompted by an urgent
sense of guilt. was to reconcile himself to an
offended Deity; and the main stress of his
struggle was to bring into a state of right ad-
justment his personal and immediste relation-
ship with God.

Dr. Chalmers’ great effort was to prepare
for an eternity felt to be at hand, by discharging
aright the duties of time; and the main stress
of his struggle was to bring his . dispositions
and conduct towards all around him up to the
requirements of the Divine law.

Loyola busied himself mainly with fastening
aright the ties, and snstaining the communion
which bound him to the spiritual world, as that
world was eonceived of and believed in.
Luther busied himself mainly with his legal
standing before the High Judge of all the
earth, and was still trying over and over again
the question of his acceptance or his condem-
nation before the bar of ' Eternal Justice. Dr.
Chalmer’s busied himself mainly with the state
of his affections and bebaviour towards his. fel-
low men, with all of whom he tried to be on
terms of perfect and cordial amity ere he pass-
ed into eternity.

THE Clll{ljSTI.\,\' CHURCH IN 1869,

The year 1869 is of more than ordinary im-
portance in the history of the Christian Church.
It is not every year that we are enabled to refer
in our annual review to events like the conver-
sion of the Qngen of an important pagan coun-
try, or the megting of an (Ecumenical Council,
or the union of two 'so important ecclesiastical
bodies as the ()ld S¢hool and New School Pres-
byterians. The new year opens with prospects
which are to the Protestant Christian unusually
bright.
PROGRESS OF PROTESTANT CHRISTIANITY,
The reports of the eighty and odd mission-
ary societies, which are at preseut engaged in
the work of planting Christian Churches in
pagan countrigs, were, on the whole, very satis-
The harvest they have rpeaped is
By far the most important fact, in
the missionary history of the year, is the ccn-
version of th¢ Queen of Madagasear. For
nearly half alceutury this country has been
alternately the cause of great hope or great
fear. Christignity has been several times on
the eve of a great victory, or on the brink of
total destruction by fierce persecutions. The
conversion of ‘the new reigning Queen, at the
beginning of the present year, seems to have
finally decided the struggle. 'The last bulwarks
of Paganism are crumbling to pieces. All the
influential men of the country are making
haste to declare in favour of Christianity.
Though the missionaries exercise proper care
in receiving those who seek to enter the com-
munion of the Christian congregations from
worldly motiyes. their number is scarcely suffi-
cient for }1~néhing those who are eager to ob-
tain the necessary instruction in the Christian
religion. London Missionary Society,
which has established and thus far conducted
this interesting mission, intends, therefore, to
send out more missionaries ; and other mission-
ary societies think of likewise entering the
field in support of the London Societys The
Roman Catholic missionaries, who muster in
large force in Madagascar, and have the vigor-
ous support! of the Frénch Government, will
make great exertions to obtain a large share of
the hundred thousands who may now be ex-
pected®soen to embrace Christianity ; but, ac-
cording to present appearances, the great bulk
of the people will accept Christianity in that form
in which the missionaries of the London Society,
most of whom are Congregationalists, have
preached it to them.
Violent qutbreaks against Christian mission-
aries and their mission churches have occurred
repeatedly in China. A considerable portion of
the Chinese are evidently filled with a fanatical
hatred of Christianity, but the Government has
resnained true to the pledges which it has given
in the new treaties to the Treaty Powers, and
made earnest efforts to uphold religious tolera-
tion. The ratification ot the treaties, concluded
by Mr. Burlingame, with the Governments’ of
the United States and England by the Impe-
ridl Government, seems to be a new guarantee
that the profession of Christianity will be tolera-
ted, and, if necessary, protected.

The important internal changes which during
the past year have taken place in Japan, and
which have introduced that country into the
number of constitutioual monarchies, will be
favourablg to #Cliristianity. Though the laws
against Christianity have not yet been formally

repealed,  religious toleration has actually
made gredt progress.  After the model of China

the Imperial Government of Japan has estab-
lished learned institutions of a high order,
which are under the management of Christian
foreigners. The beginning of Protestant con-
gregations has been made, and Chygptian litera-
ture acquires large number of friends.

The progress of Christianity in British India,
though noiseless, and therefore not generally
known, is nevertheless of the most gratifying cha
racter. Churches, schools, and other institu-
tions are springing up in all diréctions, and
Christianity begins to be felt as a power among
the natives. India is rapidly approaching the
time when it will be a Christian country.

As regards theé spread of Protestantism in
Roman Catholic countries, Mexico has fur-
n'shed the greatsst results. We published a few
weeks ago the details of the advance of Pro-
testantism during the present year, which are
marvellous. The country in which only a few
years agp no Protestant service was celebrated
now has over one hundred Protestant congrega-
tions, with the best prospects of a rapid in-
crease. | The Argentine Republic now receives
every year several thousand Protestant im-
migranty, and anpually adds to the number
of protestaut churches and schools. In Spain
Protestantism is eonsolidating itself on a safe
basis.

The contlict between the evangelical school
of Protestantism and the Rationalists has been
severe. The celebrated Coleuso case was, for
all practical purposes, ended by the appoint-
ment of another bishop for the diocese of Na-
tal, who, though not recognized by the State,
has gathered under his jurisdiction the larger
portion of the clergy and laity, leaving to Co-
lenso an insignificant party, which will of course
cease to exist with the death or resignation of
Colenso. Another Rationalistic clergyman, of
the Church of England, Rev, Mr. Voysey, was
also deposed from office. On the other hand,
the appointment &f the Rev. Dr. Temple, one
of the seven authors of the Essays and Reviews
was looked upon as a concession Jooa school
which is generally regarded as, at least, lean-
ing on the more fully developed Rationalism of
other churches and countries. In Germany the
Rationalistic party has been recognized in the
 Protestant Union,™ which holds annual meet-
ings, and fully eontrols several of the minor
Church governments, as, for iustance, thoss of
Baden and Saxe-Coburg. In France and Hol-
land, orthodoxy and Rationalism still dispute
with each other the ascendancy in the State
Churches, and the prospects of orthodoxy ap-
pear to be steadily improving.
The conneciion between State and Church, or
rather the enslavement of Church and religion
by the State, is rapidly drawing toward a close ;
for many years no such blow has been dealt to
the principle of State Churchism as the disestab.
ment of the Anglican Church in Ireland.
Though many expected that this measure might
at first strengthen the influence of the Roman
Catholic Church in Ireland, all the Protestant
churches, save those which derive pecuniary be-
pefits from the State Church system, rallied for
a vigorous support of the wise measure of Mr.
Gladstone, and aided effectually iu obtaining for
it a complete victory. Thus, one of the richest
State Churches of the world has been razed to
the ground ; that of Scotland, it is certain must
soon follow ; and in England the friends of the
Free Church principle begin to receive a pow-
erful re-enforcement from those High Church
men who think a Charch separate from the State
is at least greatly preferable to a Church gov-
erned by the untrustworthy predilections of ac-
tual prime ministers. In Germany, the resto-
ration of national synods gives to the Church in
each of the States, at least a larger share in the
administration of ecclesinstical affairs than they
have had heretofore. The same tendency is
growing in all the other countries of Europe.
The union movements which have for their
object to draw the divisions of Protestantism
closer to each other, and, in particular, to unito
those who are kept asunder ounly by points of
trifling difference, led in 1869, to the successful
reunion of the Old School and New School
Presbyterians in the United States. The ob-
stacles were found to be much less important
than had been imagined ; and the united Pres-
byterians received from all parts of the Chris-
tian world the hearty congratulations of those
who believe that the time has come when what
separates Christian brethren should be recog-
nized as being of infinitely smaller significance
than what unites them ; that, therefore, the for-
mer should be more ignored than has heretofore
been the ease ; and that to the latter a more em-
phatic external expression should be given.
Akin with the spirit which prompted the re-
union of the Presbyterians is the hearty co-
operation which prominent Protestants in all
countries have pledged to the (Ecumenical
Council of Evangelical Protestantism, which the
Evangelical Alliance has agreed to hold next
year in the eity.-of New York. Though the
idea of the common interests of all evangelical
Protestant denominations, and of the necessity
of uniting them all togetber in closer bonds of
union, has not yet penetrated the masses, as
much as is desirable, it is now fully shared by
a majority of thé foremost thinkers and leaders
of the Church in all countries ; and great results
we believe, may be expected from this move-
ment. .

THE ROMAN CATHOLIC CHURCH,

The Roman Catholic Church during the whole
year seemed to be almost exclusively occupied
with the preparations of the (Ecumenical Coun-
cil, which met on December 8th. At the be-
ginning of th¢ year, strong hopes were enter-
tained in Rome that some uf the bishops of the
Eastern churches would be induced to accept
the papal invitation and to attend the Council.
The invitation was transmitted to each of the
Eastern bishops, and to the Patriarchs of the
ancient sees it was solemnly preseated by spe-
cial papal envoys. The result of these efforts
was not favorable to the papal hopes. The
heads of the Eastern churches, though politely,
yet very pointedly declined to accept the invita-
tion; and now that the Council has met, it
seems that not a single one of all the Eastern
bishops has made his.appeasance. -

The Protes & vepudisted the papal
invitation, not onlf*With ‘equal unanimity, but
with much greater emphasis. ‘A number of ec-
clesiastical assemblies took formal notice of the
papal letter of invitation, some preparing a re-
ply restating the points of difference which se-
parate two Churches, and others deeming any
reply only superfluous. Only a few Anglicans
regard the Council with particular respect, and
may use its decrees as a pretext for consumna-
ting their Jong-meditated union with Rome.

Within the Roman Catholic Church, specula-
tion was rife as to what acts the Couneil would
be likely to pass. From the intimations given
in the papers published in Rome, it was inferred
that the Council was expected in Rome to give
an emphatic sanction to the Syllabus, promul-

As the progress of Christianity was on the

gate again the ultra-papal thearies beld in the
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middle ages, and pass beyond them by declar-
ing the infallibility of the Pope to be a doctrine
of the Church. The expectation created a great
excitement. Not only the many millions which
belong to the Church only by pame, and have
long since emancipated themselves from al]
the doctrines of the Church, but thousands, who
had been the most zealous champions of the
Church interests, including some of her most

" celebrated teachers and pulpit orators, declared

themselves against such a move on the part of
the Council as a measure which would be fraught
with disaster for the Church. We only need
mention names like Count Montelambert, Pro-
fessor Dollinger, and especially Hyacinthe.—
Among the bishops of the Church, it is true,
the cldims of the Pope seemed to be largely in
the ascendancy; only ome bishop in France,
Maret, repeated in strong language the old
Gallican protest against papal infallibility, but
many, including some of the most eminent pre-
lates of the present age, such as Bishop Dupan-
loup, of France, Archbishop Darboy, of Paris,
and the majority of the German bishops, while
not denying the competency of the Council to
declare in favor of papal infallibility, strongly
censured the violent agitation of the ultramon-
tane party in favor of it. The Council opened
on the appointed day, December 8th. The at-
tendance on the part of the bishops of the Ca-
tholic world, as was expected, was very large,
more than seven hundred being reported to be
present at the opening. The members have
taken an oath of rigid secrecy; and it -may be
taken for granted that the oath will not be
broken, and that nothing more will become
public of the transactions of the Council than
what the Pope allows to be published. It is
also noteworthy that no representative of a for-
eign power takes an official part in the Council.
The rupture between the secular governments
and the ultramontane theories which prevail in
Rome is complete. Not one of the govern-
ments favors these theories ; some, like that of
Bavaria, were willing to take joint measures
for preventing their public profession within
their territories, while most of them seem in-
clined to regard a separation of Church and
State as the solution of the conflicts in which
the Church of Rome has now for more than a
thousand yecars been engaged. It is evident
whatever new prerogatives the bishops may be
willing to decree for the Pope, the masses of
the Roman Catholic population will move in
another direction.
THE EASTERN CHURCHES.

The large section of the Christian world,
comprising a population almost as large as that
of the Protestant world, is gradually drawn into
loser contact with the other sections of Chris-
tendom. The negotiations between the Eastern
bishops and the Pope, which have already been
referred to, attracted general attention, and
awakened in the Eastern countries an interest
in the ecclesiastical affairs of the West. In the
largest of these churches, the Greek, the idea
of convening a general Council for settling sev-
eral important Church affairs was broached,
but abandoned, as Russia did not give its con-
sent. The relations of these Eastern bodies to
each other are becoming more friendly, and may
soon lead to a fusion of the smaller with the
larger ones. The efforts for bringing about an
inter-communion betWeen the Anglican and the
Oriental churches were continued, and a corre-
spondence took place between the Archbishop
of Canterbury and the Patriarch of Constanti-
nople, which belongs among the most impor-
tant occurrences in the history of this move-
ment. The High Church party in the Anglican
Church is greatly elated at the letter of the

Patriarch, and now expects with great confi-
dence the ' springing up of closer relations be-
tween the two churches.

The new year is likely to become one of more
than ordinary interest. The Roman Council,
the : General Assembly of the Evangelical Al-
liance, and the Christianization of Madagascar
are likely to occupy in its ecclesiastical history a

- conspicuous place.—Methodist.

MRS. MARIA MORRIS, OF P. E. ISLAND.

“| Died in the Lord, at Granville, P. E. Is-
land, on the 20th_of November, 1869, Ma-
ria Morris, aged 68 years. Sister Morris
was a native of Wiltshire, England, but
came with her parents to P. E. Island at
the early age of eight years. In 1821 she
was united in marriage to Mr. John Mor-
ris who now mourns her departure to the
spirit world ; and in 1825 they moved to
Granville, formerly known as Mill River,
P. E. Island, where they lived in unity and
peace until the ruthless hand of death sever-
ed the tie.

Though favored with a religious training
in connection with the Episcopal €hurch,
Sister Morris grew to womanhood and as-
sumed the responsibilities of a family before
she: knew Christ.as her Saviour. It was
about forty years since, under the ministry
of the Revs.

Wheelock, that she was led to give her
heart to Christ and prove His power to save
from sin. Her experience was scripturally
clear, enabling her to rejoice in the assur-
ance that she was reconciled to God by faith
in the Lord Jesus Christ. From the time
of her conversion to her death she was an
exemplary member of the Wesleyan Church.
As the mother of a large family, most faith-
fully did she discharge her duties, training
thote whom God had committed to her care
in the way they should f Neither did she
labor in vain ; for she li
her children truly devoted to God and her
youngest son preaching the blessed Gospel
of Christ. For some time our deceased sis-
ter had been in very delicate health which

prevented her from attending the house of

God. On one occasion when the writer ex-
pressed sympathy with her in her affliction,
and sorrow on account of her not being able

She was not any
wortse than usual until a few days before her
death when she had a pulmonary attack ;

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PRESIDENT JOBSON’S ADDRESS
AND ITS SUGGESTIONS.

The lament uttered in the columns of the
Wesleyan within a few weeks past over the
absence of that large measure of spiritual
prosperity which we havea rightto ¢laim and
need to seek, is but the echo of still louder
lamentation on the same subject in British
Methodism. For many years in successicn
in England on certain lines of progress
most gratifying and manifest advance has
been made. A once crushing chapel debt
has been diminished to a wonderful extent.
An immense number of beautiful chape’s
have been constructed in many parts of
England. A most valuable Day-school
property has been created. A large acces-
sion of well educated men has been made
to the Ministry. Never were there so many
able and excellent preachers in the Wes-
leyan Church in Britain as to-day. Nor
does it at all seem that piety and zeal have
been sacrificed in the acquisition of intellect
and culture. Ritualism has obtained no
dangerous foothold within the Wesleyan
sanctuary ; and Rationalism has been kept
sternly at bay. In all the principal centres
of population the Wesleyan congregations
have steadily increased, and are both large
and respectable.

Peace prevails within the British Wesley-
an borders; and a better feeling now pre-
vails between the different British branches
of Methodism than perhaps ever before.
The Foreign Mission cause has been well
sustained ; and the Home Mission is prov-
ing a grand success. The Wesleyan work
among the soldiers is assuming a most in-
teresting and encouraging aspect, and the
Methodist sailors of the Royal Navy have
become the objects of just denominational
solicitude.

The spirit recently manifested by many
of the most distinguished Methodist laymen,
evincing an enlightened and earnest appreci-
ation of the advantages of a high spiritual con-
dition has been admirable ; and the great bulk
of the Methodist membership in England is
in respect to doctrine, discipline and expe-
rience, thoroughly sound at heart. More-
over, a watchful observer of the general
tone and spirit of the British Wesleyan Con-
ference for at least thirty years, we entertain
a very decided conviction that the tone and
bearing of the last Conference held, was one
of preeminent manliness and not, as compar-
ed with those of many years ago, by any
means defective in the exhibition of mutual
brotherly kindness.

Looking at British Methodism in almost
every aspect and relation the indications of
life and growth are unmistakable. And yet
the cry that resounds most loudly through
its courts is that'of Elisha, as he smote the
swift-flowing stream of the Jordan with the
mantle of the chariot borne Tishbite;
Where is the Lord God of Elijah ? | Many
eyes sad and weary with long gazing are
turned heavenward, awaiting the sign of
His coming in the day of His power, They
our brethren say they have reared the tem-
ple, and built the altar; that they have
slain the victim and laid it in the place of
sacrifice ; that the wood is in its proper po-
sition, and that the surrounding trench over-
flows with water, and that multitudes upon
multitudes tarry for the down coming of
the sacred fire. From thousands of sighing
hearts goes up the plaintive enquiry, How
long Lord ?

President Jobson, in his address to the
Ministers and Societies of Wesleyan Metho-
dism, issued in the middle of last month, no
doubt justly interpreted the general feeling
of ®*the British Methodistic heart. More
direct spiritual success is wanted. Means
are not ends. Mathodist people want thou-
sands of conversions, and glorious Pente-
costal manifestations in their assemblies, of
soul-saving power. President Jobson, in
his address, recognized the fact in all its
significance ; and made two excellent prac-
tical suggestions. He urged his ministerial
brethren, during the remaining portion of
the year fast departing, to preach with an
especial view to the awakening of the un-
concerned ; and during the first two weeks
of the coming year, to hold special religious
services throughout the entire Conferential
territory, giving marked prominence, both
in their addresses to men and their solemn
appeals to God, to the great want of the
times—the coming of the Holy Ghost with
power.

It must have rejoiced many, many hearts
waiting for the consolation of Israel, to read
the President’s address, so appropriate in
every way, so timely, and so calculated to
do good. We trust it is being responded to
by the whole working power of British
Methodism with a promptitude, a fervor,
and a faith in the great and exceedingly
precious promises, that will prove sure pre-
sages of the approach of a rich and wide-
spread blessing.

There seems so much preparation among
British Methodism for a grand religious
revival ; such an expectant longing for it
upon thegpart of its noble leaders ; such an
apparent readiness among great numbers
in its ministry faithfully to co-operate in all
scriptural and proper means to seek it, that
one cannot repress the belief that such a
work must soon be wrought. The signs of
His coming, who answereth by fire, appear
in the tearful watchings, and solemn ques-
tionings, and prayerful breathings of His
waiting ones.

WHAT IS TO BECOME OF MINISTERS
AND MINISTRY ?

MR. Eprror,—The letter of *“ Another
Layman ” in your last issue affords suffi-
cient evidence that the subject of Ministers’
Salaries is one in regard to which even our
most intelligent people are not too well in-
formed. The fault if it can be called such,
is ours perhaps and not theirs. While the
accounts of our ministers were sent to
England and much of the financial supply
came from that quarter, there seemed to be
but little necessity for any special agitation
on the subject. Now that our relation is
changed, and christian consistency con-
strains our ministers at home together with
ourselves to place the Conference of E. B.
America in an independent relation as far
as possible, we are feeling the correspond-
ing pressure of our finances and are
ing thro a transition which it is to be
hoped will result in a general understanding
of our necessities and a prompt, liberal sus-
tentation of God’s ambassadors. We pro-
ceed to answer your correspondent’s letters
as far as practicable. We will take them
seriatim.

“1. How is the average salary, say
$550, made up, or in other words, what are
the various items which make up the
amount 7”

(The amount specified in this question
was $250 ; we assume a typographical error
and that $550 was meant).

There are two classes of Circuits, self-sus-
taining and dependent. On the former the
Quarterly meetings have entire control of
the minister’s salary. A scale of allow-
ances, approved by the Conference, is placed
before them as the lowest fi they should
pay. They may go as much higher as they
please, though only a very few have ever
gone beyond the original standard. The
annual account on an Independent Circuit

Other items are usually included when ac-
tually required, such as Medicine, Removal
expenses, Taxes, Horse expenses, &c. But
these cannot be regarded as regular income,
since the minister is reimbursed only for
money paid out; or the Circuit Steward
may meet some of these outlays without
any reference to the Minister. For each
child in the family the minister is entitled to
840 additional.

These amounts are generally raised b
Class and Ticket money, Sabbath Collec-
tions, Subscriptions and Donations, and in
some instances Pew-rents.

On Dependent Circuits the scale of allow-
ance stands as follows :

The account is often increased by addi-
tional expenses incurred through sickness
or otherwise ; but these items do not affect
the ministar’s income, as a general result,
for that year.

An additional source of income on De-
pendent Circuits is a Grant from the Parent
Conference, apportioned to the various Cir-
cuits early in the year, at a rate of from 80
to 50 per ceut., on the anticipated deficiency.

After all income from source is
included, the accounts each year show defi-
ciencies on Depencent Circuits ranging from
840 to $200—averaging say about $90.
The total deficiencies in our Conference
among, say, 100 ministers on Dependent
Circuits, has been in the vicinity of $9000
annually !
