WILSON AND MEXICO

The result of President Wilson’s 
course with regard to Mexico consti­
tutes one more illustration of the 
fact that Uncle Sam would do well 
to leave South American peoples 
tfMhe. Hé’is not'liked by them, and 
the Monroe doctrineiunder which he 
arrogated to himself the part of their 
guardian, has always rankled.

Whether from benevolence, or a 
desire to do some scoring off his own 
bat, Wilson some three years ago 
started to put his nose into Mexican j 
matters. He told the Mexicans that j 
hé desired them to elect a govern­
ment based on the free will of the 
people, and in general adopted a pa­
ternal attitude which the men of the 
sombrero did not relish. Finally Wil- 
son decided to recognize the Car­
ranza government, so called, and in 
this regard he raised the embargo 
against sending arms from the States 
to Mexico, so that Carranza’s forces 
could become well equipped in fight­
ing the other bandits,

Answer—The amount will be very small in each 
year—to be accurate, 17.9 per head of popu­
lation.

Question—What is your summing-up to be for 
the By-law?

Answer—Just this: By voting for same the rate­
payers of Brantford will wipe out all present 
indebtedness of the Hospital, will sanction a 
small further outlay which is very necessary 
to the outcome of the Hospital, second to 
none in the Province. There has not been one 
cent expended in extravagance or on frillings. 
The buildings, though attractive-looking, are 
plain, commodious and up-to-date equip­
ment having been the first consideration.

Porcelain drinking cups to 
number of 1200, have been pur­
chased by the 125th battalion for 
the men of the unit.

Recovery Certain
These three essentials—and es­

sentials they truly are, for the cure 
of tuberculosis—beng carefully ob­
served, with perhaps plenty of sound 
sleep added as a fourth, and, except 
in extreme cases, the recovery of the 
patient is only a matter of time. At 
the Brant Sanitarium, ample provis­
ion is made for the enforcement of 
these conditions, with the most grat­
ifying results in the number of pa­
tients who have regained perfect 
health knd strength, and rid them­
selves ofHhe tubercular plague.

tract.rooms are, of Second.—The body needs not only the proteins, carbohydrates, and fats 
in the diet, but also the mineral elements, or salts, such as calcium and 
iron. These salts are practically always present in an ordinary American 
diet, and therefore take care of themselves. It is necessary also that the 
balance of acid and alkali forming elements should be correct. It has been 
found that when meats are oxidized they yield an acid ash, while Vegetables 
usually yield an alkaline ash. This is another reason why a proper propor­
tion-of vegetable matter in the diet is important.

Third.—There is a class of substances called Vitamins, which are 
present in meat and butter, for example, but not in bread and lard.. 
"Polishing” or removing the outer coats from rice removes the vitamins, 
and primitive peoples who live almost exclusively upon polished rice 
develop a characteristic disease, beriberi. There is practically no danger 
of vitamin deficiency with any diet generally used in the United States.

Fourth.—Finally, a certain amount of fibrous, rough, indigestible food, 
such as is found In graham bread, spinach, cauliflower, cabbage, etc., is a 
desirable element in the diet since it helps to stimulate the movements of 
the bowels.

If other factors are correctly adjusted, the salts and vitamins will 
take care of themselves. One should, however, guard against too much 
or too little protein, too many acid forming goods, and too little of the 
rough and indigestible but bowel stimulating foods.

The general rule is that a family should—
Spend about as much for milk, vegetables, and fruits as for meat, 
fish, and eggs; and
Spend about as much for milk and eggs as for meat and fish will 
approximately meet these requirements.

it. “Better that every man of Her 
Majesty’s Guards should he dead 
upon the field than that they should 
turn their back upon the enemy.”

Caught at inkevman
On the soldier’s day at Irikermaa 

a Coldstream party at one point 
checked an entire battalion, and in 
a scramble later in the day, when 
the Guards were heaping up the fal­
len in ramparts around them, Cold­
stream men were felling the foe like 
oxen, and Clitheroe, the boxer, was 
putting man after man to sleep with 
right and left on the point. “What 
shall I do?” cried out a youngster 
with a handful of men. “Hit the 
nearest head,” same the reply. But 
soon there was no one to hit: The 
British infantryman had made the 
heights of Inkerman his own. When 
the roll was called the Coldstreams 
had only four officers on their feet, 
and two hundred men down.
“Great Heavens How They Fight.”

To come to the end of the story, 
the fame of the regiment in alien 
lands takes no second place to others 
of trie historic red line, now khaki 
colored which from Tangier to Ypres 
has kept the flag flying.

The Germans know the Coldstream 
Guards well,. The Prussian Guards 
know them too well. When the Cold- 
streams have fought there the car­
nage lay and prisoners taken in the 
fight have exclaimed, “Great heavens 
how the English fight. They never 
go hack.”

Sparking plugs alone 
run into the hundred thousand, and 
in the packed stores, a picture of 
orderliness and cleanliness, any one 
of them may be found in a moment, 
so reliable is the system of catalog­
ing. Given the make and number of 
the chassis, the depot will supply to 
our armies in any quarter of the 
world the smallest spare part with 
accuracy and expedition, and will 
keep its eye upon it until the end of 
the war or the end of the machine, 
whichever occurs first.

This is the opinion of John N. Wil- ' tion of Pauls, with all his zeal,

“This development,” said Mr. Wil­
lys, in speaking of the increase in 
the number of women drivers, “is 
due largely to the many improve­
ments in automobile construction.
The engineers at our big Toledo 
plant, keeping in mind the use of all 
of our models by women as well as 
by men, have reduced the mechan­
ism of our cars to simplicity itself.

“To-day a1 woman steps into the 
car and takes'^. seat with confidence.
Sitting uprighf\in the seat she pres­
ses the magneto button in the 
switchbox of the steering column—a 
feature of all Overland and Willys- 
Knight models—and presses the toe 
button to start the motor—no crank­
ing is needed.

“She presses the clutch pedal— 
only a gentle pressure—and the 
clutch is released. The brakes work 
easily. No straining nor tugging, 
but just a light pull throws the lev­
er from neutral to first, second or 
third speeds, or reverse. The steer­
ing wheel also works easily.

“To sound the warning signal she 
does not have to reach over the side 
of the ear and squeeze a rubber bulb, 
nor does she have to press down on 
a hand signal. She touches another 
button in the switchbox, just below 
the steering wheel and the horn 
sounds electrically.

“Instead of fussing around with 
matches to ignite oil or acetylene 
lamps, all that is required is a touch 
of another button in the switchbox.
Two buttons control these lights, 
flashing them on bright or dim as 
desired.”

is also equally superior. That sup­
eriority we may assume has then 
been maintained. Russia has four 
new dreadnoughts in the Baltic 
which Germany cannot altogether 
ignore. Even the admitted loss of 
tonnage by Germany is practically 
2-3 of the admitted British (without 
the Hindenburg.) This makes a 
drawn battle and keeps the balance 
even. Britain risked something for 
a complete victory, forfeited her 
risk, but at least recovered her 
stakes in German losses.

Germans Lost More Men.
In men, Germany admits 

gone to Britain’s 4,000 odd. 
very figure practically contradicts 
her version of her losses. Even if wê 
admit her statements, then it must 
imply terrific damage to quite a num­
ber of units.

An impartial neutral can pick no 
holes in the British admiralty state­
ment.

Recently the distinguished auto­
mobile manufacturer made a trip to 
Riverside, Cal., where the local 
Chamber of Commerce is conducting 
an exciting campaign for new mem­
bers and civic up-building. In re­
sponse to an urgent invitation, Mr.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NOBT*- 
WBST LAND REGULATIONS.

'THE sole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years old, may homestead a 

quarter-section of available Dominion land 
In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap­
plicant must appear in persoa at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the District. Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not 
Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within nine 
miles of his homestead on a farm of at 
least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A 
habitable house Is required except where 
residence Is performed in the vicinity.

in certain districts a homesteader !■ 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
ection alongside his homestead. Price 13.00 

per acre.
Duties—Six months residence In each of 

three years after earning homestead pat­
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre­
emption patent may be obtained as soon 
as homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home­
stead right may take a purchased home 
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months In 
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re­
duction la case of rough, scrub by or stony 
land. Live stock may be substituted w 
cultivation under certain conditions.
