OF IRKUTSK

Bolsheviki Ousted By
Czechs On Jan. 30.

Interfered With Czecho-
Slovak Evacuation.

Viadivostok ( Conshlar offi-

cials report that, because the Bolshe-
viki forees interfered with the evacua
tion of the Czecho-Slovaks from Irk
utsk, the city was taken over by the
Czechs on Jan. 30

The Bolsheviki forces took Admiral
Kolchak as their prisoner with them
when they were driven out, but left
the State gold treasure behind.

Gen. Voitzekoffsky, with a remnant
of the Kolchak army, has reached
Irkutsk, and Gen. Semenoff, com-
mander-in-chief of the all-Russian
forces, was reported by the consuls
as sending reinforcements and sup
plies from Chita, his present head-
quarters

Reports received by the Vladivostok
headquarters of the Czecho-Slovaks
from Irkutsk since Feb. 1 confirmed
the foregolng advices, their reports
being that all was quiet in Irkutsk,
the city remaining in their hands, and
thelr evacuation proceeding orderly,

The British mission arriving here
Feb. 4 reported Gen. Voitzekoffsky
200 versts west of Irkutsk

The local revolutionary staff an
nounced the following wireless des
patch had been received from Ir-
kutsk, via Ototsk:

“Armistice with Czechs signed by
regular army Soviet Government of
Russia. The last Czech eschelon left
Salarl, westward of Irkutsk, Voit
zekoffsky taken prisoner, army
nearly annihilated, many prisoners,
cannon and machine guns captured
Everybody in Irkutsk taking armg
exceptional ‘ulh\]‘lu\l.l All shops ana
warehouses closed erybody joining
army. Red army Irkutsk communi
cating directly with Soviet Russia,
Decrees and Instructions belng re-
ceived from Moscow.

AIRMEN GUARD
PERSIAN ZONES

Britain Relies On Planes to
Keep Out Bolsheviki
From Mesopotamia and Its
District.

Washington Despatch- Great Brit
ain relies largely upon her air lorces
for the defence of Persia and Meso-
potamia, according to official advices
received here Winston  Churchill,
British War Minister, recently in-
formed Parliament that air bases have
been established at Bagdad and Kar-
achi, the latter a port on the Arabian
Sea, and the terminus of an Impor-
tant rallway

Military experts here attach great
importance to this announcement, be-
cause it Is an inovation in military
strategy in two important particulars.
It is the first time, authorities say,
that air forces have been relied upon
to so large a degree purely for de-
fence. Also, the impossibility of con-
ducting operations in desert regions
has been overcome by carrying on
the operations in the air.

British authorities have feared that
Bolshevik troops, which have pene-
trated Turkestan, might enter Af-
ghanistan and attack Persia from the
flank. It is bellieved that the aerial
forces have been organized partially
to meet this threatened danger.

The first patent for a practical
telephone was granted to Alexander
Graham Bell by the United States

Patent Office in 1876, but Bell had a
rival for the honors in Elisha
Gray, of Boston, whose caveat for
an invention “to transmit the tones
of the human voice through a tele-
graphic circuit’” was filed a few hours
after the Scotchman's application for
a patent Gray had described his
fnvention in a paper communicated
the previous year to the American
Electrical Society. The Gray and Bell
telephones were similar in many par-
ticulars, and if Gray had been a few
earlier in filing his caveat he
might have won the honor of being
the pioneer of the telephone. After
a memorable litigation, however, the
honor was awarded by the courts to

The bulk of the world's supply of
paper is made from spruce and oth-
er soft woods, the supplies of which
are steadily diminishing. The quan-
tities of soft woods available within
the Empire are comparatively small,
and so it has come about that the
Ewmpire is largely dependent on for-
eign countries, especially Scandi-
navia, for its supplies of paper or
the wood pulp from which it is made,
the chief source of supply within the
Empire being Newfoundland and
Canada. The Imperial Institute has
therefore given special attention to
the possible substitutes for wood
which are to be found in the grasses
growing in tropical and sub-tropical
countrics. Among these is the tam-
bookie grass of South Africa. This,
on examination at the lmperial In-
stitute, was found to give a yield of
about 33 per cent. of paper of excel-
lent quality, and the prospects of &
paper industry in South Africa based
on this material are now being care-
fully considered. Tambookle grass is
by no means the only paper-making
material obtained in South Africa,
and from the information avallable
it seems likely that the range of ma-
terials will enable several classes
of paper to be made,—Family Herald,
