Regarding the great baik of the peo-
ple who had come in from the outside,
he stated that there were thonsands of
them who had left home with barely
enough’ mioney to pay  their fare, and
got off the boat with, in many cases,

‘I was_ in the great Cripple Creek
stampede,’’ said Mr, Sinclair, ‘‘and
with all the wild lawlessness of that
place there never was anythiug there to
equal the unabashed deviltry of all
kinds runming loose in Nome, If you
land on the beach ' with your baggage
and take your eyes off it for five mia-
utes you need never expect to see it

“There may be gold in Nome, but I
did not see a. color that did not come
down the river. I was in the saloons
all night, the night after: my arrival
there because I conld not get a bed in
the town, but I saw no money. That
night I did not sce. as much as five
dollara change hands in any of the
ambling. houses. The vext day a lot
of Klondikers got in and the gambling
began to increase, and bills and some
gold were seen.

“The laws are decld‘dly the most
poorly enforced I ever saw.

“‘Certuinly the beach was long ago
worked out. ‘I pauned 30 pans on what
was said to be the best claimyon the
beach. I got one pan which may have
bad as much’ as two cents in it, Cer-
taiply there was no more.
