The Gouvernear correspondent of
the Ogdensburg Advance writes: Can-
ada seems to be suffering already from
its late vote on reciprocity, as cheese
took a tumble there while it was gain-
ing on this side.” The Hammond
correspondent of the same journal
says : “The price of milk advanced
from $140 to $1.60 per hundred
pounds on October 1st.

-a Favorite Brew. ;

Tea belongs to the Ternstroemiacae
familv,

This makes it a first cousin to
lovely camellia.

Tea was first an ornamental prant.
Aszsam was the place where tea was first
brewed.

China did not adopt it as an infusion
untii A.  D. 350. 1t was introduced in
Japan in A. D. 803 by the famous HBud-
dhist, St. Dengyo.

To-day it is cuitivated over a great
part of China, largely in Japan, T'onquin,
Coachin-Ohina, Assam ard other parts of
India and Cevlon.

Japan boasts of some of the most
splendid plantations—none testifying to
the triumph of cultivation and poetry of
the Japanese better than the vast and
beautiful one at Uji. The seeds for this
were first sown by the Buddhist abbot,
Myoe, near the close of the twelfth cen-
tury.

There are experimental plantations in
Brazil, Australia and in our own coun-
try in Carolina. The Eastern fields are
enveloped in certain religious mysticism,
for tea was largely “promoted” by the
religious there.

The Buddhist monks believed it was
specially sent for use as a draught to
keep their priests awake by midnight
prayers; and there is an interesting le-
gent concerning Daruma’s nap with the
origin of tea.

There may be something in.the en-
livening qualities of tea. Boston had one
of the largest tea parties in history, and
immediately after it there was some:-
thing doing. '

The tea plant grows from 3 to I8
feet tall, and its leaves are plucked off
carefully, one by one, four times a year.
They are dried and ligntly rubbed, the
process being rapeated until the leaves
become curled and erisp.

THE LATE KING

Memorial in Crathie Church
--Unveiling Ceremony.

The King and Queen, accompanied by
Princess Mary, Prince Albert and Prince
George, and also the members of the
toyal Household at Balmoral, attended
divine servive at Crathie Church on Sun-
day forenoon, nud in the course of the
service His Majesty unveiled the com-
munion table recently placed by him in
the church in memory of his father,
King Edward VII. -There was a large
and distinguished  congregation, the
church being filled to overflowing.

At the conclusion of the hymn follow-
ing the sermon their Majesties were con-
ducted to the chancel, where the Rev. S.
oJ. Sibbald, chaplain-in-ordinary to his
Majesty in Scotland, handed the cord to
the King, who thereupon unveiled the
memorial, saying: "I desire to place this
memorial in this church to the glory of
God and in memory of my dear father,
King Edward VIL”

In aceepting the custody of the memo-
rial on hehalf of the Kirk Session of the
parish and the congregation, Mr. Sib-
bald thaunked His Majesty for beautify-
ing the chureh by placiug in it so
worthy a memorial of one who regular-
ly worshipped there. A prayer of dedi-
cation followed. The whole service last-
ed an hour.

The King and young Princess weve at- |
tired in Highland coatume. The Queen
wore a dress of pastel hlue faced cjoth
with light hat, trimmed with roses aud
wheat ears. Princess Mary wore a pink
dress with white hat tvimmed with for-
get-me-nots.

The memorial consists of a communion
table and screen placed at the east end
of the chancel. The table and plinth on
which it rests are of Tona marble. The
design is simple and brings out admir-
ably the varied and harmonious tints of
green and black—the leading chararter-
istics of this stone. The table is hetween
siw and seven feet in length and three
feet high. The oak screen placed. be-
hind the table is exquisitely carved and
stands eight feet in height. The wood
is from a country house in Leicester,
and i3 over 300 vears old. giving it the
rich, dark color which only age can im-
part. :

A GREAT EXPLORER,

Dr. James M. Bell Did Valuable Work
For the Dominion.
Dr. James Macintosh Bell, F.R.G.8.

who has reocently been in Cnn-ﬂ ﬁ
who while here took over
homestead, in which he was born, is a
native of Almonte, Ont., » son of Mr.
Andrew Bell, C.E., of that place, and
a nephew of Dr. Robert Bell, former-
ly director of the Geological Burvey.
Dr. Macintosh Bell, himself, was, as a
matter of fact, for some years a very
gg:)m-inent member of the staff of the
logical Burvey of Canada. In 1898
he accompanied his uncle, Dr. Robt.
Bell, to Grand Lake Victoria on the
Upper Ottawa, and thence to Nimis-
kow Lake on the Rupert River. In
1898, he assisted his uncle in making
his historical geological reconnais-
ance of the Michipicoten district, and
the following year accompanied him
to the Macxenz = Vaulley, where he
riormed some invaluable lora-
ry work. He spent the winter of
1900-1901 at Fort lgeuolut.ion. and the
following summer, accompanied by
Mr. Charles Camsell, he traveled by
an unknown route to Great Bear Lak
and made a geological exploratio;
ita northern shores, returning to N
lization via a previously untravel
portage routg to the north arm of
Great Slave Lake, the Athabaska Riv-
er and Edmonton. His party arriv
at the latter place so late in the win-
ter that considerable fears were en-
tertained for their safety.

On this trip Dr. Bell suffered great
hardships, he and his party being sev-
eral times threatened with starvation.
The results accomplished were very
valuable, and Dr. §e11’5 report of his
exredition is one of the most valu-
able publications of ‘the Dominion
Geological Burvey. The pluck and
skill he showed during this trip at-
tracted world-wide attention, and al-
most as soon as he had oompleted
his report he was appointed geologist
to the Lake Buperior Corporation
with headquarters at Sault Ste. Marie,
In 1908 he was engaged by the Gow
ernment of Ontario to direct the pro-
vincial survey of the region south
of James Bay, and the following year
he was attracted to New Zealand by
the offcr of the appointment of direc-
tor of the Geological Burvey of New
Zealand. He resigned the position a
few months ago and has removed to
London to take up practice as a con-
sulting mining expert, but hopes to
spend some time every year in Can-
ada and eventually to retire from
RNLC'.]CG and take up his residence at

Imonte. Dr. Bell’s work in New Zea-
land was attended with great sue-
cess, the geological survey being plac.
ed upon an entirely new footing, and
the mining interest as a result receiv-
ing a considerable impetus.—Family
Herald.

TOMB IN A TOWER.

A Remarkable Edifice, the Whim of a
Wealthy Tea Planter.

As has been indicated, Petersen lefg
instructions that his body should be
placed under the tower, and this was
accordingly carried out, Another de-
sire that the chamber at the summit
should contain a light was defeated by
the firm stand which Trinity House,
the lighthouse authority, took on the
matter. Such an illumination would
have been visible for miles out to sea
and would naturally have proved very
misleading to sailors.—Scientific Amer-
fean.

PULLING THE COURT'S LEG.

A Practice the English Judge Did His
Best to Discourage.

The following remarkable judgment
was delivered some years ago by a
magistrate in one of the Emnglish eolo-
nies:

“Pachua 1s hereby charged with hav-

headquarters of the Postal union.
Bears have been kept on public exhibi-
tion in Berne since 1480 in commemo-
ration of the killing of one by the
Duke of Zahringen on the site of the
town.

Temple Laid.—Ezrz 3% 1442 5.

Commentary.—1. Worship of God re-
stored (vs. 1-7). In the seventh month,
our October, after the people had be-
come seitled in the several small cities
about Jerusalem, an assembly of all the
Jews was hield in the sacred city for the
purpose of re-establishing the worship of
Jehoval., The leaders in this movement
were Jeshua, the priest, and Zerubbabel,
the governor. It would of necessity be
a Jong time before the house of the Lord
could be cumpleted and used as a place
of worship, Lenee, in order that the sae-
rifices migit at once be offered, the

ar -wag-erected upon the foundation
where™the former altar had steod. The
altar was the essential part of the equip-
ment of Jewishi worsnip. Upon this were
offered the several sacrifices designated
by the Mossic law, consisting of the
daily offerings, the offerings of the new
mons and tie set feusts, as also the free-
will offeriigs.  The feast of Tabernacles
was obseried in its scason, which oe-
curred about the time of the erection
of the altar. When the religious ser-
vices had become regularly established,
atention was at once given to the work
of rebuilding the temple. Stone for
building purposes was on the ground
amid the ruins of the city, but timber
must be secured from a distance. The
Sidonians and the Tyrians were engaged
to transport cedars from:' Lebanon,
since Cyrus had given permission to ob-
tain them from that source.

II. The foundation of the temple
laid (vs. 8-13). the second year ~——
the second month—The company of Jews
had reached Jerusalem in July, B.C., 536,
and preparations were made for layving
the foundation in May, B. C., 535. that
were come out of the captivity—About
fifty thousand persons, to set forward
the work--The Levites were given the
oversight of the great work for which
Cyrus had given the Jews permission to
return  to Jerusalem. 9. Jeshua—A
Levite, not the priest mentioned in the
preceding verse. An honor is placed
upon those to whom was entrusted this
important work, in that their names are
preserved for all time. They were given
the responsibility because of their fit-
nes sfor the work. 10. laid the founda-
tion—This was an occasion for impres-
sive ceremonies. It marked an epoch in
Jewish history. It pointed backward to
the dark past. It pointed forward to
a bright future for God’s chosen and re-
stored people. priests in their apparel—
The priestly garments are described in
Exodus 39. They denoted the consecra-
tion 'of* the wearers to sacred service.
with trumpets. These were used in
calling the peopel together. sons of
Asaph—Descendants  of Levi. They
were prominent as singers in the temple
service. to praise the Lord—It was an
occasion which should call forth the
strongest expressings of thankfuluess.
after the ordinance of David—See I,
Chronicles 6:13; 15:16-21: 106:4-6: 25:1.
11. they sang together by course—*“They
sang one to another.”- R.V. They may
have aun responsively, one company say-
ing, “The Lord is good,” and the other,
“For his mercy endurest forever.” They
had an exhibition o f hic great mercy
in their restoration to their own land
and in the renewal of the worship of
Jehovah. shouted with a great shout—
The rejoicing was occasioned by the real-
iration that God was faithful to his
promige, and that the naution, which had
so long been without a temple of Je-
bovah, wos to be blessed with a visible
dwelling |.ace for the Most High.

12. Many .... that had seen tie first
Louse-—It had been about fifty-two
years since the destruction of the tirst
temple, and the final deportation of the
Jews to Babylon, and some of thoze who
returned from Zerubbabel to Jerusalem
could easily remember the former tem-
ple. When the foundation of this house
was laid wept—They saw that the
glory had departed from Israel: in their
circumstances it was impossible to build
such a house as the first temple was:
and had this heen even possible, still it
would have been greatly interior, be-
cause it wanted the ark of the coventna,
the heavenly fire, the mercy-seat, the
hieavenly manna, Aarvon’s rod that bud
ded. the divine Shekinah, the spirit  of
prophecy. and most probably the Unm
and Thummim.—Clarke.

Every disaster since the day of Josiah
had come from departing from the way
of the Lord. 1t was their purpose un-
der the new provisions made for them
to resist every temptation to compro-
mise and so keep free.

The difference between “moist soil,”
and “wet soil” is not understood by all
farmere, All soils consist of small atoms
or soil particles. In a wet soil all space
betwcen these particles is filled with
water, excluding the -air. In a moist soil
each -particle 1s enveloped in a film of
moisture, allowing the air to penctrate
between the pavticles. A wet soil rots
the seed. A mcist soil sprouts it and
promotes its growth.

The U. S. Department of Agriculture
advises two systems of farming for the
average renter, namely: The four-field
system and the five-field system. 1. the
former all the cultivated land on a
farm is divided into four fields of cqual
size, and rotation followed in this order:
First, corn; second, wheat seeded to clov-
er; third, clover for hay or pasture:
fourth, wheat; fifth, clover for hay or
pasture.

It takes more than 80 tons of water
to an acre ¢o make an inch of rainfall.
A gentle drizzle-drazzle rain does the
most good, as it does not pelt down the
soil.

The aim of the sheep breeder ducing
the early life of the lamb show.l be
to produce bone and lean. tissas, to wct
surface; in other words, on which to lat-
er put the finish, This, aim is best
uchieved by feeding a very little grain
while the lamb is nursing. gradoally n-
creasing the amounts as it proves itse.f
able to handle it, and later on . ture it
out ‘o pasture.

While on pasture the shecp will get
all the nutrients it needs withous any
danger of getting more than it c¢in
handle. Throughout its whole exictence
any change in feeding shouid b~ grad-
nal and its growth stead A lamb that
is docked and castrated while  still
young, so that it does not suffer any
setbacks, and that i grown as indicat-
ed, should develop into a fine, robust
type for later finishing.

The foliowing eczema remedy  for
hogs is recommended+ Mix one ounce of
bicarbonate of soda anda two ounces of
Glauber’s salts and give as adose in the
feed twice a day for one week. after
which use only once a day. Also dissolve
six ounces of baking sode in one gal-
lon of water and apply to itching spots
twice a day.

will do well to grow a good dexl of
clover for the unse of the hogs every

season, and at the same time buy an- |

nually a little phosphorus in the shape
of steamed oatmeal or ground rock
phosphate The pasture should by  all
means be kept in clover. though this
will mean the annual resowing with clo-
ver on some of the land.

Cral grass makes excellent
it is rather diffienlt to cut
moweir because of its creeping habit of
growth. It is well worth saving.
if a large per cent of hay iz leit by the
mower. Animals are v
grass hay.

There are two methods of manuring,
one spreading it on the surface, and the
other plowing or digging it in. As the
result of long experience it is found
that much better resuite are achieved
by surface manuring than by the other
mthod., In fruit trees, ecspecially. this
has been found to be the case. The top
dressing should be applied as eoon in
the spring as the frost is gone, or. at
least, in time to get the benefit of the
spring rains, which carry the fertiliz-
ing material a little way beneath a sur-
face of the soil.

tion of hearing one of Wagner's works, |
in Musical Opinion. It
“Tannhauser.” Afterword, when
asked to give his opinion of the opera,
he said: =il

“It is too imfortast and too elabor-
ate a work Lo be judged after a single
hearing, but I shall not give it a sec-
ond.”

Somebody «uce handed bim a score
of one of \agners latest music dramas
and presentely remarked that he” was
holding it upside down, “Well,” said
Rossini, “ gnve already read it the
other way and am trving this as I real-
ly can make nothing of it.”

Rossini had scant patience with ama-
teur composers. One such once accom-
panied the manuscript of his latest com-
position with a Stilton cheese, of which
he knew Rossini to be fond. He hoped,
of course, to have a letter praising his
work. A letter came, but all it said
was, “Thanks! I like the cheese very
much.”

Prince Poniatowski, the composer of
the popular “Yeoman’s Wedding song,”
had written two operas and wanted
very much to have Rossini’s opinion as
to which of the two he should choose
for production in public. Rossini fought
shy of the matter for'a long time, but
Poniatowski’s importunity at last pre-

'
was "

vailed. Highly elated he accompanied
Rossini home,

Rossini settled himself in  his easy
chair with his feet on another and
placed ' a huge bandana handkerchief
over his eyes., Poniatowski sat down to
the piano and worked away lustily for
an hour. When almost exhausted and
bathed in perspiration, he was about to
begin on the second opera, Rossini

awoke from a doze into which he had’

fallen and touched him lightly on the
shoulder so as to arrest his progress,

“Now, my good friend, I can advise
you,” he said ‘sleepily; “have the other
opera performed.”

A kindred joke was tried on Liszt,
who had just played one of his so-called
symphonic poems to Rossini.

“I prefer the - other,” said Rossini,
enigmatically. Liszt naturally asked,
which “other.”

“The chaos in Haydn’s ‘Creation,”
was the withering reply.

On ore occasion a gentleman called
upon him to enlist his aid in procuring
for him an engagement at th» opera. He
was a drummer, and had taken the pre-
caution to bring his instrument. Ros-
sini said he would hear him play, and it
was agreed that he should show off in
the overtare “Semimamide.” Now, the
very first bar of the overture contains
a tremolo for the drum, and when this
hal been performed the player remark-
ed, “Now I have a rest of 78 bars; these,
of course, I will skip.”

This was too good a chance to be lost.
“Oh, no,” said the composer, “by all
means count the 78.bars; I particular-
ly want to hear those.”

“Rossini’'s whimsicality extended even
to his birthday. Having been born on
February 29, in leap year, he had, of
sourse, a birthday only once in four
years, and whean he was 72 he facetiously
‘nvited his friends to celebrate his eigh-
teenth birthday.

The late 8ir Arthur Sullivan made his
acquaintance in Paris. One morning
when Sullive n calied to see him he found
him  trying over a small piece of
musice,

“What is that?®” asked Sullivan.

THE BEST WAY.

To clean a gas mantle, is to remove
the globe, get a salt shaker and shake
all the salt on it that it will hold, turn
on the gaslight, and let it burn until all
biack is off, turn off the Jight, repiace

the globe and light it the usual way,
and yvou will find the light restored to
its tormer briluancy. ‘I'ry this if the
muntle is black and it burns poorly.

To clean white furs, moufflon, rabbit,
swan's down and ermine, first beat out
all the dust, gently but thoroughly, then
lay the article upon a table covered with
a clean white cloth and saturate it with
a mexture of grain alcohol, three parts,
and other one part. With a clean whisk
work the fluid into every hair and down
to the skin. Then sift into the fur ail
the boracic talecum it will hold, ntting
the fur so thut the powder reaches the
roots. Then put into a closed box and
leave for three days. Take out the furs,
shake out the powder, removiig that
which cannot he so easily distodged by
brushing with a perfectly clean whisk.
Then put the furs well on the wrong
side to raise the nap.

To press woollen clothes, lay the gar-
ment over a heavy strip of tan linen and
dampen: it lightly with a wet sponge,
and the npress with a hot iron. Do not
dampen the article itself.
