He considered it asin to allow even a
crumb of bread to be trollden under
foot* &

A similar idea used to rule in New
Fngland households, and every child was
tmlghl to throw crumbs where they wight
be found by the birds.

Lane tells a story which he heard trom
several persons, as illustrative of the
Egyptian’s excessive respect for bread.

Two servants were sitting at the door
of their master’s house, eating their din-
ner, when they ob-erved a Memlook Bey,
with several of his officers, riding along
the street towards them,

One of the servants rose, from respect
to the grandee, whom, regarding him
with indignatiyn, exclamed, ‘“Which is
the more gvorthyy of respect, the bread
that is befo , or myself 17 4 Without
waiting for a Teply, he wade a well-under-
stood signal with his hand, and the unin-
tending offender was beheaded on the
spot.

The story seems increditle ; Lane him_
self doubted it : but even if coined, it
shows how excessive must be the respect
for bread to furnish a foundation for such
aterrible tale,
