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EIGHTEEN MONTHS 
FOR HOTEL KEEPER.

J. M. Barker of the Flamboro House Given a 
Stiff Sentence This Morning.

Convicted of Cutting and Wounding Fred Jag- 
gard In His Hotel Last Month.

Judge Snider had a very busy criminal 
court this morning, when Frank Ander­
son, Harry Quackenbush and J. M. Bar­
ker were up on different charges. The 
most important case of the morning was 
that of J. M. Barker, proprietor of the 
Flamboro House, charged with having 
assaulted and wounded Frederick Jag- 
gard, on the 19th of October last, while 
the latter was in the bar of Barker’s 
HoteL Barker has been out on bail. S. 
F. Washington, K. C., appeared for the 
Crown, and A. M. Lewis represented Bar­
ker. Barker pleaded not guilty, and 
elected to be tried before His Honor.

Fred. Jaggard was the first witness 
called. He said that in company with 
a couple of others he tod gone into the 
bar of the Flamboro House about 0.45 
on the night in question, and had a ci­
gar. While he was standing at the bar, 
.laggard said, he noticed a man put down 
10 cents and ask for whiskey, Barker 
waited on the man, and as soon as he 
had poured it out, Barker drank the 
whiskey and kept the man’s 10 cents. 
Jaggard said that he passed a remark 
tv his friends that he thought that was 
rather funny businews, and he had no 
sooner said it, than a stranger “sifted 
him one in the jaw.” A general mix-up 
followed and Jaggard said that he had 
two or three men on him all the time. 
Just as he was going to hand one of the

fellows a stiff one, he was caught 
around the neck by Barker, and wea 
told to cut out the fighting. He theo 
said that Barker chased him out of the 
bar, out into the street and when he got 
there, struck him with a knife that had 
a blade about two inches iong, on the 
side of the head, and also inflicted a 
severe flesh wound in the right arm. He 
laid a complaint to P. C. Brown who 
had conic on the scene of the trouble, 
Jaggard said he bled profusely.

l)r. Wickett told of dressing the 
wound for Mr. Jaggard. He was of the 
opinion that it was from a sharp instru­
ment like a knife. Mr. Lewis tried ^o 
get Dr. Wickett to admit that the wound 
cou*. 1 have been caused by falling glass, 
but the (doctor thought it would be ex­
tremely improbable.

Arthur Plastow was one of the men 
who had gone into the bar with Jag­
gard. He said that he saw the scrap 
in the barroom, and he also saw Barker 
grab hold of Jaggard, but he did not 
see Barker strike Jaggard with an in­
strument, such as a knife.

The evidence of Samuel Hogg, of 
Guelph, was read, as he was not present. 
Hogg said he had heard Barker and Jag­
gard talking rather angrily in the hall, 
just before Jaggard was thrown out of 
the hotel.

Barker was then called- and said that 
Jaggard had been fighting in the bar 
just before closing time, it being Sat­
urday night, and he shoved him out- 
Dremodv, Rr. McNab and W. Baby.

GIRLS LEAP FOR LIFE FROM 
BLAZING DEPARTMENT STORE.

One Girl Killed, Another Fatally Burned and 
Many Narrow Escapes at Fire.

Cincinnati, Ohio, Nov. 26.—One shop 
girl was burned to death, another fatal­
ly injured by leaping and a half score 
more badly hurt in a fire that gutted 
a department store conducted by Wil­
liam Windhorst A Co. at Twelfth and 
Main streets. Many of the t,salesgirls 
escaped by leaping from the upper win­
dows of the four-storey building occu­
pied by the firm, and others were saved 
by men of the fire department who found 
a way to the roof of the burning build­
ing and carried the terror-stricken girls 
across the tops of adjoining structures.

The fire started shortly after noon 
to-day while half of the firm’s sales 
force, numbering 125 persons, were out 
at lunch. Because of the hour there 
were comparatively few shoppers in the 
place when the fire broke out. It started 
in a show window, where it is supposed 
a display of handkerchiefs ignited from 
crossed electric wires. The blaze spread 
to a case of celluloid articles that ex­
ploded and scattered the fire in all direc­
tion», igniting the large stock of inflam­
mable holiday goods displayed on the 
counters and shelves of the first floor.

As if the building had been riven by 
a bolt of lightning, the flames broke out 
in every floor so suddenly that all escape 
by elevators and stairways was cut off 
for the girls in the upper storeys. The

clerks and shopjiers on the first floor 
found quick escape to the street. Those 
above found the aisles leading to the fir;* 
escapes choked with merchandise and 
in their frenzy rushed to the windows. 
One young woman, Julia Hagerdorn, 
leaped from a fourth storey window and 
lodged on a signboard, where she hung 
until her limp form was rescued by a 
fireman. She sustained a fracture of 
the skull, and was reported to be dying 
at the City Hospital this evening. Al­
berta Dussler, a sales girl, aged 20, made 
ready to jump, but slipped and fell back 
into the building. Her charred corpse 
was recovered later. Emma Phantz, eJn- 
nie Donavan, May Weckler and Mamie 
Krieger escaped from the rear of the 
fourth floor by jumping to the roof of 
a one-storey annex. All of them sus­
tained severe bruises and sprains, but 
no serious injuries. Catherine O’Connor, 
Laura Baum and Mrs. C. E. Purves were 
found half conscious by firemen, who 
carried them to the roof of the blazing 
building and over the tops of those ad­
joining. A crowd of 10,000 people gath­
ered in the streets and rumors of scores 
of missing persons gained circulation, 
but the police and firemen say that of 
the 75 persons in the store when the 
fire began all have been accounted for.

The entire stock of goods, valued at 
$225,000 by E. E. Lowery, of the firm, 
was destroyed and the building damaged 
to the extent of $25,000. The insurance 
covers about one-third of the loss.

The officials 
whose business it is to collect the one 
dollar tax on the Cataract poles soy they 
do not know of a single pole in the city 
belonging to the Hamilton Electric Light 
Company. The Cataract has some 3,000 
poles. It pays the tax on only 450 of 
these, however, claiming that the rest

One of the speakers—Aid. Sweeney—

McLaren affected to regard the 
Hydro engineer’s guess or, estimate of 
cost of street lamps as equivalent to ten­
ders backed by $10,000 guarantees, but 
we have no idea that in a business mat­
ter affecting hi* own money Aid. Mc- 
lAren would be so injudicious. The 'Hy­
dro-Electric people have said that the 
Cataract Company can generate and de­
liver current at a cheaper rate than 
they can hope to do.

We have 
made no bargains with other municipali­
ties. I would be very sorry if any ac­
tion we might tie compelled to take 
would affect the others, but without de­
siring to offend them. I think we must 
consider ourselves first.”

NEW CARDINALS.
Tk» Vatican Having Some Trouble 

Over Their Selection.

Rome, Nov. 26.—The selection of new 
cardinals again has caused dissatisfac­
tion among the English-speaking Catho­
lics who are not represented in the new 
list. Especially is this the case with 
those of England, who have been without 
a cardinal since the death of Cardinal 
Vaughan. According to statements made 
at the Vatican it was found impossible 
to give another cardinal to America, as 
all the I.atin-American countries would 
also claim their right to one, already 
considering themselves badly treated be­
cause a cardinal had been granted to 
Brizil alone. Two French cardinals were 
named, the Pope wishing to reward the 
loyalty of the French clergy in the con­
flict between the French Government 
and the Vatican.

Cabrieres, Bishop 
of Montpelier, who was preferred by the 
Pope, was not appointed, however, the 
Pope fearing that this might be consid­
ered a manifestation against French in­
stitutions.

Seventeenth Anneal Meeting of St. 
Peter’s Yesterday.

Successful Year Financially—Regret 
Mrs. Chowne’s Death.

Rev. J. W. TenEyck Chosen as 
Warden—Other Officers.

The seventeenth annual meeting of 
St. Peter’s Infirmary was held in the 
office of the Stinston estate at 3 o’clock 
yesterday afternoon. Among those pres­
ent were: Rev. J. W. TenEyck, Rev. 
Samuel Daw, Messrs. P. D. Crerar, T. B. 
Phepoe, David Gillies, F. W. Gates, jun., 
R. H. Labatt, W. J. Hobson, H. P. Bon­
ny, Mrs. McGiverin, Mrs. P. D. Crerar, 
Mils Wilcox, Miss Browne, Miss E. L» 
Miller. The chair being taken by Mr. 
P. D. Crerar, the minutes of the previous 
annual meeting were read and adopted. 
The financial statement was then pre­
sented, showing receipts for the year 
amounting to $3,106.69, and expenses of 
$2,450.62, leaving a balance of $656.07 to 
the credit of the infirmary, as compared 
with a deficit of $42.70 at the close of 
the previous year. The report was re­
ceived with great satisfaction, as, owing 
to the death of the late warden. Miss 
Lucy A. C’howne, there was no warden's 
report. The secretary presented a synop­
sis of the working ot the home during 
the year ending September 30, showing 
that 38 inmates had been provided for, 
five of whom had died and nine had 
been discharged, leaving 24 in residence 
at the close of the year, fifteen of whom 
belonged to the city and 9 to the Coun­
ty of Wentworth. Of the 38 provided 
for, 24 were English, eight Canadian,| 
threo Scotch, one Irish, one German and 
one Wgst Indian; 26 were males and 12 
females; seven were paid for by the city, 
seven by other municipalities, two by 
societies, fourteen by themselves and re­
lations, and eight were unpaid for. Of 
the 24 in residence oil September 30, five 1 
were paid for by the city, five by other ;

Donations showed a consid­
erable increase over those of the fore­
going year and the home, greatly appre­
ciated the generosity and liberality of 
those who have so kindly aided it.

The New Russo-Japanese Commercial 
Treaty.

The Sun Trade Journal for October 
says that what purports to be a semi­
official statement of the differences be­
tween the new and old Russo-Japanese 
treaties has been published in Japan, in 
substance as follows: The new treaty 
gives each country the right of burying 
or cremating its dead in places duly as­
signed for the purpose; the subjects of 
each power are placed on the most fav­
ored nation footing with regard to 
agriculture and the ownership of pro­
perty; freedom of manufacture is given 
to the subjects of each in the country of 
the other, whereas the old treaty covered 
only t freedom of commerce; each power 
pledges itself to conclude a convention 
for the mutual recognition of.laws relat­
ing to shipping; most favored nation 
treatment is extended to the consuls of 
each state and their functions in the 
territories of the other; all newspapers 
or books published in the Russian lan­
guage by Russian subjects within Japan 
are to be subject to Russian jurisdiction, 
the Japanese having similar jurisdiction

j tectcd in the other country. These pro- 
t visions are all additions to the old 
treaty.

Bites Held en Grand 
River Reservation at Ohswekea— 
Chiefs Have Three Hours of Speech- 
making and Condolence.

Brantford, Nov. 25.—In the Indian 
council house at Oshweken to-day there 
was ample erideàce that the combined 
tribes of the Grand River Reservation 
have not forgotten their greatest leader, 
uoseph llram, whose death occured one 
Uu naifd jreaie ago. To-day was the 
date chosen when the commemorative 
ntes should be performed according to 
Indian legend, and the place was crowd­
ed to lue doors with chiefs, warriors 
and squaws, besides a fair representa­
tion oi white people from tliia city. 
While the real Inuian ceremony occupied 
but little Mme, there waa a great duel 
of oratory both in Eugtiah and Indian 
with respect to the peat, present and 
future oi the redmen. Outside of eu­
logies of the life and character of Cap­
tain Brant it was especially noticeeb.e 
in the speeches that education and the 
general enlightenment of their race were 
ibemes upon which Reservation orators 
loved to dilate.

One after another of the latter in his 
mother tongue or in the more compli 
cate a English told of Indian education 
being the great Brant's ideal, and then 
they showea how they were still trying 
to lollow out his schemes. The occasion 
was also taken advantage of by some 
of the chiefs to express the wish that 
the ludiau might agaiu be given the 
franchise. It was stated in all sincerity 
that no race had made such progress 
towards civilization as the Six -Nations- 
Only a century ago, it was pointed out, 
the great majority, were pagans, and 
runners of the wild, while it had taken 
most other races many hundreds of 
years to change from barbarism.

In the council hall to-day Superin­
tendent Smith, of Brantford, acted as 
Chairman, while beside him were Judge 
Hardy and >»r. F. U. Reville, represent­
ing tue Brantford Canadian Club, W. F. 
Cockshutt, M. P., and Mr. W. G. Ray­
mond, of Brantford. The chiefs from 
the six tribes sat around the platform, 
and the warriors and others were in 
the body of the hall. Oil one side of 
the Superintendent were the Mohawk 
and Seneca chiefs, and on the other 
side the heads of the Oneidas, Cayugas, 
Tuscaroras and Delawares. In front 
were the “firekeepers,” the Onondugus, 
the men who have the final vote on all 
questions.

Chief Echo, of the latter tribe, opened 
the proceedings by a speech in his own 
tongue, at the conclusion of which he

■ Thousand Tribesmen Attacked 
Fnmsh Camp at Lalla Mngfeiia,

/Algeria, and Were Driven Off, With 
Loss of Twelve Hundred Killed.

Lalla Maghnia, Algeria, Nor. 26— 
Ten thousand of the fiercest Benia Nee- 
sen tribesmen swooped down on the 
French camp yesterday and were beaten 
off with a loss of 1,200 killed. The 
fighting continued for a long time and 
was conducted on the part of the tribes­
men apparently with total disregard for 
their lives. At one time the French 
infantry were in danger of being sur­
rounded, but they finally disengaged 
themselves*-from their perilous position 
by a most brilliant charge of the Spahia. 
The rout of the Arabs was completed 
by vigorous shelling of the artillery. The 
French loss waa eight killed.

The Arabs were not discouraged by 
this severe repulse, but re-formed their 
forces and in addition directed their ef­
forts to rousing other tribe». The fight­
ing waa resumed {o-day, and the boom­
ing of cannon Maid be heard through­
out the afternoon* The results of the 
battle now on ate unknown at present.

Manual training should be placed in 
all schools, he said. It not only taught 
tne use oi the bauds but with objecta in 
Iront of them the pupils were more able 
to get their mathematics tluougii their 
lie/uis. Objections arc made, and rightly, 
that nothing is made winch is usciol. rt 
is more application and attention to 
the things mat are useiul that is need 
ed.

Mr. Smith took up in detail the pro­
cess of education in some Southern 
States he had visited. He enlarged up­
on the schools of manual training m 
Los Ange-iee, said the boys were nil deep­
ly interested in the making of mission 
oak lurmture. He saw many excellent 
samples.

Mr. Michael Cummings, of St. Pat­
rick’s Young Men’s Lluu, held the floor 
lor a while «nd ended up by stating tnat 
to his mind, judging as an artisan, the 
technical school piuimstxl the city was 
1U,UUU times better than the Uxst .Normal 
College.

Mr. F. J. Howell, of the Board of Ed 
ucation, was called and stated that there 
was even now a good manual training 
elate worth while visiting and widenj 
was catching on already, he stated that 
there was no need to bother about a 
technical college, in view of the Govern-1 
ment’s promise, on which lie relied, but 
that Hamilton should run a self-wupport

ACTRESS REVEALS POISON PLOT IN 
HER DEPOSITION.

S»yi “Buffalo Bill’ Told Hor That the 
Preoent Mr». Howard Gould Attemp- 
ed to Murder Him—Threatened to 
Tell of Relation» With Cody.

New York, Nov. 26.—The depoiition 
tf Helen.Mer, given before Referee Mc­
Clure, in the Howard Gould divorce csee, 
will be filed in the Supreme Court to- 

| morrow.
The deposition, which will be read at 

the -jury trial, according to Miss Mer, 
described the alleged relations between 
Katherine Clemmons and CoL William 
F. Cody, Buffalo Bill. Misa Mer profess­
es to have personal knoxvledge of cer­
tain incidents, both in Chicago and in 
the Hoffman House ip-this city. She 
testified to this also, and also that Col. 
Cody once accuse*! Katherine Clemmons 
of trying to poison him.

She testified that Mise Clemmons told 
her that although Col. Cody made $200,- 
000 from his Wild West Show during tho 
World’s Fair, he refused to give her en­
ough money for household expense*; 
that she was afraid he was trying to 
cast her off and that rather than let 
him get away without giving her money 
he had promised her to star in a theatri­
cal company, she would sk on a -trunk 
in front oi the Hoffman House and tell 
all the reporters the details of her rela­
tions with him.

She testified, she says, that she went 
with Miss Clemmons to Europe after 
the World’s Fair, and that Miss Clem­
mons there told her ehe had a letter 
from Col. Cody telling her that he 
was through xvith her forever, and that 
the fourth week Miss Clemmons re- 
oeixed from a letter, the phrasing of 
which was such that she refused to tell 
its contents to the referee.

Miss Mer said she described a 
mustard bath she had seem Miss Rath­
er in Clemmons administer to Col. 
Cody in Chicago.

On their trip to Europe, she said, 
“Big Bill” Hawley was attentive to 
them and drove them to their hotel 
and took them around London. He 
disappeared suddenly, she said, and 
they heard he had to go to Paris on 
account of a stabbing affray.

She awl Miss Clemmons* she said, 
xvere stranded in l»ndon once, and 
she supported herself by newspaper 
work. Alisa Mer said Mrs. Gould’s at­
torney tried to make her admit that 
her relations xvith the late Steele 
Mackaye had been improper. She said 
she was xvith Mr. Mackaye when he 
died and that he rented rooms for her 
and gave her Delsarte and elocution 
lessons.

THE BRAIN.

A Wonderful Organ That is Yet Little 
Understood.

The discovery of a special speech re­
gion in the brain furnished a key for un­
locking one chamber after another of this 
mysterious physical organ of the mind. 
Even as regards the faculty of speech 
itself it xvas soon revealed that it had 
three separate anatomical seats in the 
brain—qpe for hearing words, another 
for seeing and a third for speaking them.

How separate and distinct from this 
uttering centre the brain place for read­
ing is was illustrated by a lady patient 
of mine, who was astonished one morn­
ing at finding that she could not read a 
xvord in anything, whether newspaper or 
book. She* thought something must be 
wrong with her eyes, but she saw every­
thing about the room as well as ever 
and could sew and knit. I tested her 
speech carefully, and found that she 
could hear every word addressed to her, 
and could talk remarkably xvell. Her 
reading brain centre, however, had been 
destroyed in the night without her xvak- 
ing by a plug in the little artery which 
supplies that place, and she forthwith 
became as illiterate as a Paupen savage, 
nor did she learn to read again, succumb­
ing to apoplexy two years after ware. 
Generally more than one speech centre 
is injured by an apoplectic hemorrage 
in the brain, as was the case with a pa­
tient of mine, a gentleman who one 
morning lost not only all power of utter­
ance. hut also all ability to read. He 
could, however, hear words perfectly, 
and stranee to tell, he proved that the 
place for arithmetical figures is in a dif­
ferent brain locality from those for 
words, because he <*>uld read and write 
figures and calcig*rte every kind of sum 
in large business transactions which he 
successfully conducted for seven years 
afterward.* without once being able to 
speak a word, or even to read his own 
signature.—Dr. William Hanna Thomson,

By-law to Raise $275,000 to be Submitted at the 
Next Sections.

New Water Rate By-law Passed by the Council 
—The Bread Question.

_Tbc City Council last night decided to 
let the people vote on the Hydro-Elec­
tric power scheme and the proposed 
municipal lighting plant, by giving the 
by-law for the issue of debentures to 
the amount of #25,000 for this purpose 
two readings. This and considerable 
other important business, which includ­
ed the second reading of the by-law to 
isaue $00.000 debentures for electric 
pump* at the Beach, the new waterworks 
by-law, which was adopted with few 
amendments, and the by-law appointing 
deputy returning officers for Uie elec­
tion in January, was dealt with at a ses­
sion lasting two and a half hours. In the', 
absence of Mayor Stewart, who wa# out 
of Uie city, Chairman Dickson of the 
finance Committee presided.

Wanted More Light.
There" was a lively discussion before 

the Board of \VorK* recommendation to 
submit me $225,Wu bÿ-iaw lor me pro­
posed municipal lighting plant was 
adopted. Aid. feregrmv, sevondei by 
Ala. t arrur, moveu mat it be atruc».

"i don’t think the Council ia pre­
pared at the present time to entertain 
mis matter in the shape it is in,” said 
Aid. Beregrine.

It was useless, he thought, to waste 
time on the Dy-iaw, which it was quite 
evident they iteie not ready to aisk tue 
Citizens to \ Ote on. It was not absolute­
ly neceeeary to eubmit the by-law now, 
and under the present linaucial condi­
tion» he thought it would be unwise. 
Another reason urged by Aid. Peregrine 
was that light-producing was only in 
its initial stage, lie referred to the gas 
producer as an illustration, and the oi­
ler of that company made to the city to 
•supply Hamilton with light and power 
at naif the cost quoted by the Cataract 
Co., and estimated by the Hydro-Elec­
tric Commission. If this was true, and 
there was no one present who could dis­
pute it, he did not feel in a position to 
vote intelligently on the by-law and did 
not think the ratepayers could either. 
On these grounds he lelt that he could 
not support the by-law at the present

Decide to Make the Plunge.
“I think this by-law should go to 

the people,” said Chairman Sweeney. 
“I think the city of Hamilton has prob­
ably the chance of a lifetime. It the 
Government is going to help us 1 think 
we should be one of the firet to em­
brace it considering that it ha» gone 
To the trouble of making estimates for 
lighting for Hamilton and for the rest 
of the Province. I don’t think we should 
turn this down in view of.that.”

If in the course of a year or so it 
was shown that there was something 
cheaper than Hydro Power, he would 
be one of the first to accept such a pro­
position.

“1 think if is only just,” lie said, 
“that we should send this on to the peo­
ple and let them say if we arc to go in 
for municipal ownership. 1 don’t think 
ihera is any doubt that ninety per cent. 
<>f the people will vote for cheaper pow-

*T feel like Aid. Peregrine on this,” 
said Aid. Kirkpatrick. “I don’t think 
wo have enough information to vote on 
it intelligently. I don't think the public 
is in a position to vote intelligently.”

Aid. McLaren pointed out that when 
tenders were called for by the city the 
local company quoted $00 per lamp, an­
other company through solicitors $55 
anl the Hydro Commission, which he 
believed got its information from relia­
ble engineers, $43, all the contracts to 
be for ten years. This system would 
cost about $125,000. The difference in 
thii cost was for the underground sys­
tem. There was no use going in for an 
overhead system when wjiat the people 
demanded was the underground system. 
“We have no competition now,” he said, 
‘In any way. to get the price reduced. 
I think we have tried every wav in our 
nowoi to get a reasonable price, and 
have failed. I don’t see any other way 
of getting it, except to build our own 
plant ” The people early in the year 
had voted empowering the council to 
enter into a contract, and he felt they 
were willing now to see the city buy 
its distributing plant. The people want­
ed an up-to-date plant. If the Hydro 
scheme did not materialize, lie would 
like, to see the council empowered to 
look elsewhere. ‘ Wo certainly should 
ba in a position,” he said, “to get the 
very best for the people.”

Aid. Peregrine’s amendment to strike 
the recommendation out was defeated on 
the following division:

Deputy Returning Officers.
Although some of the Conservative 

aldermen “squealed” Over the list of 
deputy returning officers for the next 
municipal election, as recommended by 
the Finance Committee, and endeavored 
to liave some changes made the list car­
ried. The only changes made were those 
suggested by the returning officers 
themselves and two new names recom­
mended by the City Clerk to take the 
places of two who could not act. The 
changes were as follows:

Sackville Hill, instead of William 
Smith, at division 7,157 Ferguson avenue

R. Jose, instead of Charles Lemon, at 
division 17, 137 Charlton avenue west.

A. Petty will change places with J. 
A. Ross, the latter going to division 10 
at 89 John street south, and Mr. Petty 
to division 11 at 175 John street south.

When the matter was reached, Aid- 
Sweeney wanted to know what was the 
reason for not reappointing forty men 
wh.i acted last year. “Is it because they 
-Were not competent or a desire on the 
part of tne powers that be? There have 
been complaints about politics in the 
council; it seems that it is creeping in 
more than ever," said the Board of 
Works Chairman unblusliingly.

Aid. Kirkpatrick said that all those 
mentioned on the list were citizens of 
Hamilton. In six or seven years, when 
tiw Conservatives were a majority in

the council, out of 70 returning officers 
there were never more than two or three 
Liberals.

Aid. Jutten wanted to know why it 
was necessary to go out of ward 7 to 
get men for that division.

Aid. A. J. Wright, who tried to get a 
man named by him placed on the list, 
pretended to see a grievance about poli­
tics being introduced, and demanded to 
know who had framed up the list.

Aid. Dickson replied that- the list was 
computed with an idea of giving both 
sides a fair show. When the Conserva­
tives were in power, out of seventy re­
turning officers, but two or three Liber­
als were included. He hoped that the 
Conservatives when they ruled the 
Council again would take a lesson from 
the fairness of the Liberals, when they 
had the say.

Tlie division is said to be 39 Conserva­
tives. 30 Liberals and 2 Labor men.

The Bread Question.
Mayor Stewart's suggestion that the 

City Council petition the Legislature 
that municipalities be empowered to 
make n standard weight for a loaf of 
bread, which was defeated at the Fin­
ance Committee the other night, was ap­
proved of by a majority of the Council, 
after a sharp discussion.

Àld. Peebles, seconded by Aid. Ken­
nedy. made the motion.

Aid. Lees, in opposing the motion,

‘T don’t think there is another place 
in Canada making such a suggestion. If 
the bakers made a four-pound loaf they 
could not sell a loaf because the people 
would not buy it. The jail is- the only 
place that asks for a four-pound loaf. I 
think the present arrangement is an em­
inently fair and just one. It could not 
be more so. Everything is working very 
satisfactorily. Wliv disturb it ?” If it 
was true, as Aid. Peebles had stated, 
that 99 out of every 100 householders 
were getting short weight bread, thev 
did not know it, and could not have suf­
fered much. He did not think the ques­
tion was a serious one.

“The subject is a serious one.” said 
Aid. Peebles, emphatically. “There is no 
other commodity so much used in Ham­
ilton.” Kingston, lie understood. was 
making a similar effort to get this legis­
lation. He made no ment ion of a two or 
four-pound loaf. It might be a one-pound 
loaf. There was no comparison between 
the method of selling bread as with tea. 
coffee and other stuff. This was invari­
ably sold by the nound. “And you can't, 
work off a pound and a quarter for a 
pound and ;a half, which the bakers have 
recently done. They should have the 
loaves at a pound and a half, even if 
they could not make a profit and raised 
the price. If it was not dishonest, it ap­
proached very closely, to it. when they 
handed out a pound and a quarter loaf 
without letting the people know about 
it.”

Aid. Kirkpatrick argued that the sug­
gested change would be a bad thing for 
the workingman, and Aid. Allen thought 
the loaves were large enough now.

New Waterworks By-law.
There was another long and wearisome 

discussion over the new waterworks by­
law. which has been buffeted about 
since the first of the year. At the last 
Council meeting it was referred back 
for further consideration. The commit­
tee sent it back with a recommendation 
that the $2 tax on baths lie struck off. 
Some of the aldermen favored shelving 
it again. Chairman Clark and some of 
his colleagues fought strenuously 
against this. There was another long 
wrangle over the proposition to strike 
the $2 rate on baths off as it means cut­
ting off about $10X100 of the city’s rev­
enue. After talking end defeating am­
endment after amendment for nearly an 
hour the by-law was passed with these 
changes:

The old tax of $2 on baths is struck 
off.

Hie Asylum, water motors and eleva­
tors will pay 12 cents a thousand gallons.

All other places metered will pay 7% 
cents, including aerated water manufac­
turers, breweries and cattle byers.

Beach Pumps By-law.
There was another long discussion be­

fore the by-law to issue *50,000 for elec­
tric pumps at the Beach got its second 
reading. Alderman Dickson, seconded by 
Aid. !• urrar, wanted the words “for wat­
erworks improvement,” struck out. Aid. 
Dickson said this phrase covered a mul­
titude of sine;. They did not want any­
more improvements like the sandsuckei. 
With the support of AM. Peebles they 
fought to liave the by-law confine the 
expenditure of the $50,000 strictly to 
the Beach pump house. When it came to 
a vote though they got no support and 
the by-law, as presented, carried.

New Transfer System.
Aid. Evans, before the Council ad­

journed, gave notice of motion that at 
the next meeting he would move to have 
a by-law passée under the Lands Title 
Act for the introduction in Hamilton of 
the Torrens system of transfer of real 
property, according to the statute and 
tuat the matter Le referred to the Fin­
ance Committee, 'ibis system, it is said, 
is much simpler in the transfer of po- 
perty.

Other Business.
William Sutterby and others petition­

ed the Council to pass a by-law prevent­
ing the establishment of a rag and me­
ta i shop at the corner of Bey and Mur­
ray etreets, on the ground that it would 
lower the value of the property. The 
matter will be dealt with by the Fin­
ance Committee.

Before the Board of Works recommen­
dation to close up the easterly end of 
Copeland avenue at the request of the 
Hospital Board, Aid. Peeples wanted to 
know if it was the intention to build 
the home for advanced cases of consump­
tion there aa the residents objected to 
this as a site. Aid. Sweeney said he did 
not think the hospital board had any 
intention of putting the institutiou 
there. ♦

Roberts received the 
package, and at once took it to a bank, 
where it was placed in the vaults.

SYNOPSIS OFCANADIAN 
NORTH-WEST

ANT even numbered section of Domin­
ion Lanods In Manitoba or the North­

west Provinces, excepting 8 and 26. not re­
served may be homesteaded by any person 
the sole head of a family, or male over IS 
years of age. to the extent of oae-quarter 
section, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry must be 
made in person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency. Entry 
by proxy may. however, be made at an 
Agency on certain conditions by the father, 
mother, son. daughter, brother or sister of 
an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancellation 
made personally at any Sub-agent s office 
may be wired to the Agent by the Sub-agent, 
st the expense of the applicant, and it the 
land applied tor is vacant on receipt of the 
telegram such application is to have prior- ’ 
Ity and the land will be held until the uo- 
ceeeary papers to complete the transaction 
are received by mail.

In case of “personation” or fraud the ap­
plicant will forfeit all priority of Claim or 
if entry has been granted it will be summar­
ily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must be 
made in persou. The applicant must be eli­
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap- 
plicayon for cancellation will be received 
from an individual until that application has 
been disposed of.

Where an entry Is cancelled subsequent to 
institution of cancellation proceedings, the 
applicant for cancellation will be entitled to 
prior right of entry.

Applicant for cancellation must state in 
what particular the homesteader is in de­
fault.

A homesteader • whose entry is not the 
subject of cancellation proceedings, may, 
subject to the approval of Department, re­
linquish It in favour of father, mother, eon, 
daughter, brother or sister if eligible, but 
to no one else, on filing declaration of aban­
donment.

DUTIES—A settlor is required to perform 
the duties under one of the following planai 

<1) At least six months’ residence upoa 
and cultivation of the land in each year dur­
ing the term of three years.

(2) A homesteader may, If he so desires, 
perform the required residence duties by liv­
ing on farming land owned solely by him, 
not lea» than eighty (80) acres in extent, in 
the vicinity of hie homestead. Joint owner­
ship in land will not meet this requirement.

(Si If the father (or mother, it the father 
is deceased) of a homesteader has permanent 
residence on farming land owned solely by 
hipa. not leas than eighty (80) acres in extent.
In the vicinity of the homestead, or upon a 
homestead entered for by him fn the vicinity, 
such homesteader may perform hie own resi­
dence duties by living with the father (or 
mother).

(41- The term "vicinity" in the two pre­
ceding paragraphs is defined as meaning not 
more than nine miles in a direct line, ex­
clusive of road allowances crossed in the 
measurement.

5) A homesteader intending to perform 
hi*. residence duties in accordance with the 
above while living with parents or on farm­
ing land owned by himself must notify the 
Agent for the district of such intention.

Before making application for patent the 
eettler must give six months’ notice in writ­
ing to the CoAnlseioner of Dominion Lands 
at Ottawa, of his Intention to do so.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 
MINING REGULATIONS.

COAL.—Coal mining rights may be leased 
for a period of twenty-one years at an an­
nual rental of $1 per acre. Not more than 
2.660 acres shall be leased to one individual 
or company. A royalty at the rate of five 
cents per ton ehall be collected on the mer­
chantable ooal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age, 
or over, having discovered mineral In place, 
may locate a claim 1,600 x 1.600 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on the 

claim each year or paid to the mining re­
corder In lieu thereof. When $500 has been 
expended or paid, the locator may, upon hav­
ing a survey made, and upon complying with 
other requirements, purchase the land at $1

The patent provides for the payment of a 
royalty of 2tt per cent, on the sales.

Placer mining claims generally are 100 
feet ^square; entrance tee, $5; renewable

An applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of five miles each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge In opera­
tion within one season from the date of the 
lease for each five miles. Rental $10 per 
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of 2% per cent, collected on 
the output after it exceeds $10,000.

not seen in the normal phlegmatic 
nervous system abroad.” Artierio* 
sclerosis, which is due to excessive 
strain and increased blood pressure, 
-affects Americans more than Euro­
peans. It is found in New Zealand 
and Australia, “but not nearly to so 
great an extent in Canada.” Thin 
moral of all this reasoning is obvious 
enough if the conclusions are trust-
