Nil* Calared Men Hinged er Shot 
Id East Texas.

Fanners Hut Dew a Negroes 
Charged With Murder.

Militia Called Out aid 
Country Armed.

Whole

May be Killed

Houston, Texas, June 22.—Nine ne­
groes and two white men are dead, a 
race riot is in progress between armed 
whites and blacks, the State Rangers 
and Militia have been called out, and 
the whole of Blast Texas is seething 
in the throes of hatred against the 
negro, as the result of the murder of 
two white men on Saturday, near Hemp­
hill.

At midnight on Sunday 150 armed 
men marched to the jail at Hemphill and 
after overpowering the jailer and guards 
took out six negroes. Five were immedi­
ately strung up to nearby trees, and the 
sixth, who attempted to escape, was 
shot down. These negroes were New 
Williams, Jerry Evans, Will Johnson, 
Mose Spellman, Cleve Williams and >N ill 
Manuel. The oldest was 27 and the 
youngest was 22. They had been jailed 
charged with complicity in the murder 
of Hugh A. Dean, a young white farmer.

This afternoon, Burg A. Singleton, 
Hard Evans and Harry Thomas, negroes, 
were found dead on the roadside be­
tween Hemphill and Geneva, riddled 
with bullets. They, too, were alleged to 
have had a hand in the plot to kill Dean.

Farmers Armed.
Following the disclosures this morn­

ing the farmers of the vicinity armed 
themselves with rifles, shotguns and 
pistols, and started on a systematic 
hunt after every negro of known bad 
tendencies. At the same time pistols 
and weapons began to be seen in the 
hands of negroes, and the county 
peace ofifeers found they were power­
less to cope with the situation. Hur­
ried appeals were made to the Governor 
and a squad of rangers were ordered to 
the scene. The House Life Guards of 
this city were advised to hold themseh'es 
in readiness to take a special train. They 
will leave to-night.

This was the condition when the news 
went broadcast that Aaron .Johnson, 
another white farmer, had been shot 
down while sitting on his gallery with 
wife and bebv. His brains and blood 
spattered over them. HU wife’s 
Frreams attracted the attention of white 
men who were raiding the countryside 
for negroes. When they reached her she 
was sitting beside the body of her hus­
band, insane. Soon the crack of pistols 
portended that death had been visited on 
someone. Later the bodies of Singleton, 
Evans and Thomas were found.

Fourth Not Found.
Johnson'e death increased the tensity 

of the situation. The three dead ne­
groes were known to be pals of a 
fourth. This fourth man was searched 
for and not found. The officers had 
beat the avengers to him. Captured in 
a cornfield, the negro. Perry Price, was 
spirited to San Augustine after making 
a confession that he had been given $5 
by Robert Wright, Johnsons brother- 
in-law, to kill Johnson. Wright was 
then arrested, and is now in jail at j 
Center, Texas. The jail is guarded 
heavily, as the rumor has gone forth 
ahat a mob of white men have cap­
tured a Houston east and west train 
and is forcing the engineer to run to 
Center, in order that they might take 
Wright and hang him.

State Rangers Kamer and Lattie. 
stationed at Center, went to Hemphill 
when the first news of the trouble 
reached them. They attempted to take 
a hand, but were summarily shoved 
aside. The county officers found them- 
sehee similarly served when they as­
sumed to uphold the‘law. Vnable to 
curb the situation, they wired for rein 
forcements. The sheriff at Hemphill 
made an effort to swear in special offi­
cers, but none would serve.

Killed With Razor.
The condition of rrenzied hatred 

against the negro came as a result 
of the shooting of a white man by ne­
groes a week ago. At a negro dance 
Saturday a week ago William fcstiro- 
eon, a white man. had a row which 
ended in his being killed with a razor, 
tke negroes were arrested for the 
erhne. Last Saturday night Hugh 
Dean, one of the best known young 
white farmers, was also shot at a ne­
gro dance. It la alleged that he was 
merely riding by when drunken ne­
groes set at him and stabbed him to j 
death. Six negroes were arreeted and I 
put in the Hemphill jail. "These were " 
the six lynched first, a sexenth is still 
at large and a reward of $500 is out for

Paris, June 23.—It is persistent­
ly rumored in the parliamentary 
lobbies that Abd El Asis, the 
Sultan of Morocco, has been as­
sassinated at Rabat. There is no. 
confirmation of this rumor at the 
Foreign Office, and the Ministry 
of Interior regards the report as 
absolutely untrue.

IN DANGER OF 
BEINGEATEN.

Natives of Porhifiese Giina 
Drivei to Revolt.

Sergent and Sevei Pertigaese 
Troopers Decapitated.

Troops Sorromded by Natives— 
Protectiag French Sobjects.

Lisbon, June 23.—News has been re­
ceived here of a serious state of af­
fairs in Portuguese Guiana. The na­
tives everywhere are reported to be in 

j revolt. Even on the island of Timor 
j several interior posts have been driven 
in, settlements have been destroyed and 

j Europeans have been killed or carried 
off into captivity. The Portuguese 
troops have taken refuge at Biszau, 
where they are surrounded. A French 
warship has arrived for the protection 
of French subjects.

The newspapers here attribute the 
revolt to the cruelties practiced by the 
troops while collecting the “hut” tax. 
It is their custom frequently to levy 
heavy sums, and if payment is refused 
to flog the natives, burn the villages 
and sometimes capture the wives and 
children of rich chiefs and hold them 
for ransom. A chief of the Coulage 
tribe started the revolt by seizing a 
sergeant and seven Portuguese troopers, 
decapitating them, and displaying their 
heads on poles.

Anxiety is felt for the Europeans cap­
tured, as the natives are cannibals. Af­
ter a recent ien£a{|ement Like troops 
observed the natives devouring one of 
their own dead like a pack of wolves.

Attend Wedding of Danghter of U.S. 
Ambaasader Reid.

Becomes Wife of Brother of Earl 
of Dudley.

London, Jun e23.—With King Edward 
and Queen Alexandra smiling approval 
from their private gallery, Jean Reid, 
daughter of Whitelaw Reid, the United 
States Ambassador to Great Britain, 
was married this afternoon in the Chapel 
Royal of St. James’ Palace to the Hon. 
John Hubert Ward, brother of the Earl 
of Dudley, and equerry-in-waiting to 
the King. The ancient chapel, one c* 
the few remains of the old palace of 
the Tudors in which Queen Victoria and 
several of her daughters were married, 
was prettily decorated with flowers for 
this, the most fashionable of recent 
weddings in London.

A great crowd assembled in St. James’ 
square to watch the arrix-al of the bridal 
party and the King and the Queen and 
other members of the royal family, who, 
by their attendance at the chapel and 
the subsequent reception at I>orchester 
House, the city residence of Ambassador 
Reid, paid a compliment to the Ameri­
can ambassador and his daughter sel­

Hell nobility. The invitations, which 
were limited to less than one hundred 
on account of the smallness of the 
church, set the time of arrival at 2.45 
p. m., and hr that hour all the guests 
had found their seats.

A few minutes before 3 o’clock King 
Edward and Queen Alexandra, accom­
panied by their suites, drove up from 
Buckingham Palace and proceeded at 
once to the royal gallery, where the 
Prince and Princess of Wales, the Duke 
and Duchess of Connaught and Princess 
Patricia already had arrived.

Opiniens Differ as to Its Probable 
Effect.

Power Committee te Hare Special 
Meeting To-merrew.

Among city officials the opinion pre­
vailed to-day that notwithstanding the 
remarkable offer made last night by 
the Cataract Power Company to supply 
power for pumping and street lighting,

I permitting the city to fix the price and 
! submit the tariff for incandescent light­
ing to an independent tribunal, the ald­
ermen would vote to send the by-laws 
to the people and that the prospects 
are all in favor of a Hydro-Electric pro­
position being endorsed. Probably half 
the members of the council would take 
a different view of it. Some of them 
say that the Cataract's offer is so fair 
on its face that the city should close 
with it without submitting a by-law. 
They urge that under this proposition 
Hamilton assumes absolutely no risk, 
and it is in a position now to dictate 

jits own terms. It is believed that a 
i majority of the council are of the opin- 
: ion that it is in the city’s best interest 
j to accept the company's proposition. 
This is not the case, however, with May­
or Stewart. He is still of tbe opinion 
that Hamilton should sign the Hydro­
contract, and he undertakes to justify 
his stand in the following statement is­
sued to the press to-day:

“The latest proposition of the Catar­
act Power Company was certainly a 
great surprise to me, although I can 
well understand that the company can 
afford to give the city its power for 
street lighting and pumping purposes lor 
nothing if they were assured of an exclu­
sive franchise*ex en for five years. There 
are several points to be considered in 
connection with the company's offer. It 
has been clearly pointed out that if the 
city does not now join the other munici­
palities in the Hydro-Electric plan, con­
siderable difficulty will be encountered 
and much additional expense incurred if 
the city should desire to join at a future 
date. The chief difficulty would be the 
opposition of the other municipalities, 
parties of the contract, who would nat­
urally sav “Hamilton refused to join us 
in the first instance; she refused to take 
a common risk with the other munici­
palities ami is therefore not entitled to 
any consideration from us,” and in or-. 
dlnary parlance they would say ‘Ham­
ilton can Try in her oxvn fat.’

“If Hamilton can be prevented from 
joinzing the other cities and towns for 
one year it will be just as effective as 
for any longer term, ns the damage will 
be done and the object of the opponents 
of the Hydro-Electric plan would have 
been accomplished.

“The additional expense to be in­
curred would be the building of a trans­
former station at a cost of $52.000; the 
purchase of new pumps consequent upon 
the difference in the cycles of Qie Cata-

OBJECTED TO 
CUTTING UP

Whan He Was to be the Snbject 
For Disaactien.

Drink Landed Several People In 
Felice Court

And Deg Case» Were Respenaibl* 
For More.

DEAD GIRL 
LIVED HERE.

Was a Waitress aad ils Highly 
Spoken Of.

Operation Did Not Disclose Cause 
of Death.

She Had Been Employed In Several 
Places Here.

It has been learned that Lottie 
Holmes, the girl xvho died in a Detroit 
hospital on Sunday, and whose relatées 
have not yet been located, left Hamilton 
about April 1. She went from here to 
Port Dover and from that town to Wind­
sor. In Windsor she was employed as 
waitress in the British American Hotel 
for a short time, before going acroes the 
river to Detroit to work. Miss Holmes 
lixed in Hamilton for a number of years, 
being employed in the Vancouver, Volun­
teer and other hotels as a waitress. She 
was well lwhaved and well liked. She 
kept company for some months with 
Ernest Devine, a bartender in the Strand 
Hotel, and to him she said her father 
was dead and that her mother married 
a second time years ago, causing her to 
leave home. She never told Mr. Devine 
where her home was, but from papers 
she showed him he is satisfied that 
Holmes is her right name. When Mr. 
Devine received a telegram on Sunday 
from the Detroit coroner, announcing her 
death, he made enquiries regarding the 
dead girl’s people. He could not get 
much information about her past, how­
ever. One of her girl friends said she 
believed that Miss Holmes has a brother 
and sister in this part of the country, 
and that her home was in or near Berlin. 
She told this girl, a waitress at the New 
American, that her mother married 
again, and that she had to leave home.

Mr. Devine received several letters 
from Miss Holmes after she arrix-ed in 
Detroit, the last being receévd about 
two weeks ago. In this letter she said 
she was very ill and thin, and weighed 
only half as much as xvhen she was In 
Hamilton. According to a letter found 
in Miss Holmes’ trunk, Devine begged 
her to ret uni to Hamilton. It is sun- 
posed that she was too ill to come to 
the city, as she was taken to Grace Hos­
pital in a dying condition last Wednes­
day. A Detroit despatch says.

“She rallied well after an operation, 
but soon collapsed, and died Saturday. 
The physicians were unable exactly to 
diagnose the case and, for that reason, 
sought to have a post-mortem examina­
tion made, and it was then that the girl’s 
lonely condition was first learned. It 
was necessary t-o get the consent of rela- 
tix-es for the performing of an autopsy, 
but no relatives could be found.”

The deceased was about 22 years of 
age, and was looked upon as a good girl.

ELOQUENT IN GESTURE.

Deaf Mutes in Convention at Convo­
cation Hall.

Toronto, June 23.—Truly the eloquence 
of gesture is being exemplified this week 
at Convocation Hall, which is the scene 
of the eleventh biennial convention of 
the Ontario Deaf Mutes’ Association. 
Really there is something eerie, to an 
uninitiated onlooker, in the gathering 
of some two hundred persons who, for 
the most part, while fully endowed by 
nature in other ways, have been pre­
vented from communicating with their 
fellow-creatures through the ordinary 
medium of speech because they have 
never heard.

Once the creepiness engendered by 
that awful silence has been got over 
the proceedings of the convention arc 
full of interest. A spectator, while 
failing to understand their purport, 
becomes fascinated with the rapidity 
with which the sign talk is carried on, 
and the play of the emotions on the 
faces of the watchers when, with rap­
idly moving fingers, and emphatic ges­
ture. some point is made by the occupant 
of the platform.

At the morning session yesterday the 
president again referred to the success 
which had followed the Ontario Govern­
ment’s experiment in employing deaf 
mutes in certain departments of the 
postoffice, and Mr. R. C. Slater, Toronto, 
told the convention that just half a cen­
tury had passed since the first school 
for the deaf in Ontario was established 
in Toronto by the late J. B. McCann.

In the evening a business session was 
held, at which amendments to the by­
laws and constitution were discussed, 
one of the most important which was 
adopted being the change of the name 
of the association to “the Ontario Deaf 
and Dumb Association." To-day the 
by-laws will be further considered at 
the morning session.

ASSOCIATIONS.
Dominion Deportment of Agricul­

ture Branch of the Dairy and 
Cold Storage Commissioner.

In the Pine Grove, Opt., association for 
the 30 days ending May'TT, 40 cows had 
a total production of 28,502 lbs. milk. 
During the same period, 46 cows in the 
North Oxford, Ont., association gave a 
total yield of 40,385 lbs. milk. The 
difference between the average per cow 
was not so very striking, being in the 
one case 712 lbs. milk, and 878 lbs. milk 
in the other. But it is the totals that 
tell the story, and count up when the 
returns are figured. If the Pine Grove 
cows had produced as well ns the North 
Oxford vows, they would have given an 
additional 0,018 ibs. milk, equivalent to 
an extra eight cheese, weighing 80 
pounds.

Similarly at Sheffield, Ont., during the 
same 30 days 54 cowa gave 34,541 lbs. 
milk, or an nvorage of only 039 lbs. per 
pow. If they had yielded in the same 
proportion as the North Oxford cows they 
would have given 1*2,870 lbs. milk more 
than they did, or an additional sum of 
one hundred and fifteen dollars to their 
owners in the 30 days.

In the cow testing association at Orms- 

town, Que., for the 30 days ending 25 
May, 90 cows gave a tota-1 yield of 76,- 
635 lb. milk, 2,600 lb. fat; the average 
yield per cow was therefore 798 lb. 
milk, 3.3 test, 27 lb. fat.

In the association at St. Armand, Que., 
during the same period 117 cows gave 
a total yield of only 70,476 lb. milk, 
2,653 lb, fat; the average yield per cow 
in this oa*e wee 602 lb. milk, 3.7 teot,

2*2.0 lb. fat. But let us see how the to­
tals compare.

If the cows at St. Armand had done as 
well for their owners as the Orrastown 
cows did. they would have given over 
eleven tons of milk more during the 
month. The average production, after 
all, depends upon the individual yield. 
Through these testing associations farnv 
mers are enabled to detect and dispose 
of t-he poor individuals, while at the 
same time the good cow, deserving bet­
ter care and attention, obtains it.

The 74 cows in the association at 
Bright, Ont., had an average yield in 
May of 913 lb. milk, 3.4 test, 31.5 !b. 
fat. The two associations at Sheffield, 
Ont., and Star, Ont., comprises 76 cows, 
or two cows more. But the 74 cow? in 
the Bright nssiciation gave altogether 
17,279 lb. milk and 734 lb. fat more than 
the combined totals of the other two 
nsociations.

Clews’ Review.
New York, June 20.—Now that the

Chicago convention is over, and that Mr. 
Taft has secured the nomination, the po­
litical outlook has been much clarified. 
Unless unforeseen events interfere, Mr. 
Taft will be our next President. His 
high character, ability and long experi­
ence in public affairs afford promise of 
a satisfactory and successful administra­
tion. The Roosevelt policies will be con­
tinued. but in a more deliberate and less 
disturbing fashion. As these policies are 
already well understood and have been 
fully discounted, the stock market 
ought to be comparatively free of polit­
ical influences for some time to come. 
The stock market has shown dufinees 
usually experienced previous to impor­
tant political contingencies. With the re­
moval of politics from consideration, 
temporarily at least, the market is like­
ly to be governed more by natural in­
fluences. The technical position of the 
market is a strong one; and the float­
ing supplies of stocks are chiefly in 
strong hands, who have no difficulty 
whatever in carrying large holdings in 
the present easy condition of the mon­
ey market. On the Stock Exchange we 
may look for a comparatively quiet sum­
mer. Our business situation is still un­
satisfactory ; the volume continuing be­
tween 20 to 30 per cent, below last year, 
as indicated by current railroad earnings 
and bank clearings. The losses in rail­
road traffic are. now making themselves 
apparent in further reductions of divid­
ends. Louisville & Nashville dividend 
w-as cut and the poor statements of Bal­
timore & Ohio suggest a reduction in 
that quarter. The panic has exerted a 
very striking effect upon our foreign 
trade. Immediately after that crisis our 
exports were greatly stimulated by 
forced liquidation and the necessity of 
importing atout $100.000.000 of 'gold. 
The four months. November, December. 
January and February, were each record 
breakers ; the exports of merchandise 
during tliat period aggregating $785,000,- 
000, or over $(>4,000.000 more than in 
the same months of the previous year. 
In the thn*e succeeding months, Maroh. 
April and May, this gain wes entirely 
lœt and turned into an actual deerearre. 
owing to the sudden cessation of exports 
the shipments of merchandise fell near­
ly $60.000.000 below the same three 
months of 1007. This sudden shrinkage 
was due to the fact that our exportable 
surplus of grain ami other products was 

j practically exhausted, and that there 
was no further urgency for liquidation. 
On the import side of the accounts 
there has been a persistent and very 
large shrinkage since the panic.—Henry-

Dun's Review.
Preparations for fall trade are on a 

fairly liberal scale, testifying to coefi-. 
denee in the future, and jobbers receive 
moderate supplementary orders for 
prompt shipment, while ‘retail sales ex­
pand in respnose to seasonable weather. 
There is some irregularity in reports 
from the leading industries, footwear 
factories receiving relatively larger or­
ders than textile mills, while the iron 
and Steel markets still feel the unsettling 
effects of recent reductions in prices. 
Building operations increase at many 
points, creating a totter demand for lum­
ber and other materials, but there is still 
a decrease in most comparisons with lust 
year’s volume. Mercantile collections are 
more prompt and money- is abundant, 
despite continued exports of gold. Agri­
cultural prospects are favorable, but cur­
rent prices are well maintained because 
of the small stocks remaining from lrst 
year’s crops. Foreign trade returns for 
May show a decrease of $21,000,000 in 
exports a$ .compared with last year’s 
movement, but imports declined about 
tfice ns much, so that the international 
trade tola nee was unusually favorable, 
and, including the movement of specie, 
this nation’s credit abroad gained $53,- 
000,000, exclusive of the usual intangible 
factors that are not presented in statis­
tical form. For the latest week mer­
chandise exports from this port alone 
were $2,664.444 larger than a year ago, 
while imports decreased $2,404,971.

Failures Last Week.
June 20.—Commercial failures this 

week in the United States, as reported 
by R. (i. Dun & Co., are 260, against 285 
last week, 295 the preceding week and 
194 the corresponding week last yaer. 
Failures in Canada number 26, against 
24 last week, 44 the preceding week and 
19 last year. Of failures this week in 
the United States, 90 were in the East, 
73 South, 61 West, and 36 in th? Pacific 
States, and 90 report liabilities of $5,000 
or more, against 95 last week. Liabil­
ities of commercial failures thus far re-

Îorted for June are $8,918,501, against 
11,523,080 for the same period the pre­

vious year. \

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ITS WIDER EFFECT.
The offer of the local Electric Light 

Company to furnish the city with elec­
tric light and power for its own use for 
five years, the city to fix the price, dur-

• ing which period the people may have
* an opportunity of studying the results 
; of the Hydro-Electric scheme in actual

practice, may seem to many as a most 
' extraordinary one. And it is. But it 

must also be admitted that the circum­
stances are extraordinary, and that the 
offer indicates the company's confidence 
that when the facts, unobscured by pre­
judice, arc thoroughly grasped by the 
people, they will not willingly forward 
the efforts being made to injure or 
wreck a great local institution without 
hope of improving the city’s position; 
even with a certainty of losing money 
in doing it.

The question, as set forth in the com. 
pany’s letter, is not merely one of a 
few cents or a few dollars more or less 
in the price of 1.500 or 3,000 horse-power 
of electricity which the city may use. 
The company has no doubt of its ability 
to supply the power at a price to meet 
any competition which the Hydro-Elec­
tric scheme may offer. In proposing to 
the city to supply the power 10 per cent, 
cheaper than the Hydro-Electric Com­
mission, it has shown that confidence. 
The question is a larger one than that. 
It involves the issue : “Shall the Gov­
ernment, by setting up Provincial com­
petition against private investments, 
seek to effect the injury or ruin of local 
concerns which have been pioneers in 
development, and which have taken the 
risks and borne the losses by which, as 
it were, the way has been blazed for all 
subsequent progress? And shall Ham­
ilton join with 'this effort to destroy the 
credit and cloud the future of the local 
investment to which the city owes so 
much of her great progress in recent 
years?" We may as well face the ques­
tion frankly, and ask ourselves for an 
answer. Stripped of all rhetorical flour­
ishes, it is, in the last analysis, a Social­
istic war on private capital invested in 
good faith on the security of the laws 
of the Province. What stand shall we 
take regarding it?

The larger problem presented is the 
effect of such a course as is proposed 
in this Hydro-Electric scheme on capi­
tal required for the development of On­
tario institutions. Capital is naturally 
timid. It seeks safety in its invest­
ments. It is satisfied with moderate 
returns, but it looks carefully into the 
matter of its protection.by the laws of 
the State in which it is invested. The 
risk in great schemes, such as the devel­
opment of electric power at I>cews 
Falls and at Niagara, must be borne by 
the private investors. That risk token, 
and the difficulties overcome, make it 
possible for succeeding investors to 
more easily obtain capital for further 
development. In this way the public 
derives from these pioneers a great ser­
vice. They surely deserve a reasonable 
profit in return. And tl>e very success 
of their efforts tempt other investors 
under easier conditions to offer that 
competition which tends to cheapness 
to the public. If the natural results are 
not sufficient to protect the piftlie in­
terests, the State has still authority to 
regulate; it. is surely not constrained to 
seek to ruin.

It is the effect of government com­
petition against private capital of which 
the local company complains, not the 
effect on the price of the current as it 
affects it, but the effect upon investment, 
consequent upon this whole move. It is 
not easy at this time, under any con­
ditions, to obtain the large sums neces­
sary for the development and carrying 
out of great undertakings. The allied 
companies which have done so much to­
ward Hamilton’s upbuilding require 
many millions of borrowed capital in 
their programme. Added to the string­
ency prevalent, this government cam­
paign against private investment is no 
email influence. Capitalists look as­
kance at it, and button up their pockets. 
If these great enterprises are of auy 
benefit to Hamilton or the country, 
Hamilton and the country are injured by 
the occasion of this distrust. And what­
ever injures Hamilton in her industrial 

. development injures Hamilton’s indust­
rial masses. Does the City Council of 
Hamilton, and do the people of Hamil­
ton, wish to knowingly war upon the 
prosperity of the city? The question 
is one of vast importance.

Mr. R. A. Smith, of the firm of Osier 
& Hammond, Toronto, returned recently 
from Great Britain and the Continent. 
Mr. Smith found considerable distrust 
on the part of the groat financiers, who, 
he says, have become hesitant towards 
new undertakings at home on account of 
the Socialistic tendencies of the time. 
He says that Camula has stood favor­
ably with the financiers because it baa 
avoided the Socialism exhibited in the 
Australian colonies ; and he points out 
that its advantage lies in avoiding radical 
public ownership projects. Mr. Smith’s 
Miewa add significance to the frank 
(Katement which the local o>mparçy 
■hakes in its offer to'the city. How 
many of the aldermen with a clear 
knowledge of the fasts of the situation, 
and the tendency of the policy some of 
them have been advocating, will range 
themselves against Hamilton industries 
•nd the development of Hamilton ?

The Tory members at Ottawa now 
complain bitterly of the discomfort of 
parliamentary work in this sultry 
weather. Had the Opposition not de­
liberately followed a policy of obstruc­

tion, the session would have been over 
.«re this time. Let them sweat

ITS JUSTICE ACKNOWLEDGED.
In the recount in "Stormont, which the 

Tories hoped to wrest from Mr. McCart. 
but in which effort they failed, the court 
allowed for both sides ballots -from 
which the deputy returning officers had 
not removed the stubs. The Times 
thinks the court’s action favored justice 
and the right of • the individual voter, 
who should not be disfranchised by the 
result of a returning officer’s error. But 
just here it may be pointed out that 
while the Tory press seems to agree that 
it was right to accept these ballots, it 
bitterly attacks the new Dominion Elec­
tions Act because it. provides against 
the disfranchisement of voters by the 
error of a deputy-returning officer in 
placing numbers on the ballots. This is 
gross inconsistency. In both cases the 
fault is that of the official, not of the 
elector, and the voters should not be 
penalized in either. It will not do to 
say that there is a difference in the 
omitting to detach a stub from the bal­
lot and in putting a number on the 
back thereof. If both are innocent er­
rors, there is no difference in the act or 
its result. What possible difference to 
the people, the voters or the candidates 
could it have made in the Sealey-Smith 
election, if, instead of numbering the 
ballots, the deputy-returning officer at 
Valens had omitted to remove the stub? 
And yet, in that case, by Judge Snider's 
ruling, the voters were disfranchised. Is 
it not plain that even the Tory press is, 
in cases like that of Stormont, compelled 
unwillingly to acknowledge the justice 
of clause 17 in the Dominion Elections 
Act which the Opposition at Ottawa is 
by obstruction desperately fighting, and 
pretending to regard as an outrage?

FOR PUBLIC CONTROL.
The city of St. Louis is considering 

the lighting of its streets, the present 
contract expiring on the last day of 
August. The St. Louis Civic League 
has been giving a great deal of consid­
eration to the matter, and in consulta­
tion with eminent engineers, it has pre­
pared a report and presented it to the 
City Council. Of this' document the 
Engineering Record says:

it is a particularly interesting docu­
ment because, unlike most such reports 
from civic associations, this does not 
recommend municipal ownership or com­
petition as a means of securing low 
lighting rates, but advises granting ex­
clusive franchises with public control of 
rates. This conclusion is based upon 
the local conditions in St. Louis on the 
present suite of the art of public light­
ing, and has been reached by a logical 
process entirely, different jfrom the 
esoteric reasoning that makes municipal 
ownership a panacea tor all civic ills. * 
• * It recognizes that if the public
gives a franchise for street lighting to 
a company, the stockholders of that 
company deserve to receive protection 
for their capital and a fair return upon 
it, while it is also in accord with the 
rapidly growing belief that companies 
operating under public franchises must 
submit to a regulation of their rates in 
return for their franchises.

Contrary to the view advanced by the 
advocates of municipal ownership in 
some quarters, at least, the report is 
hostile to the idea of competition in 
electric light service, declaring that 
“such competition . means a duplication 
of costly equipment, with corresponding 
duplication of Maintenance and operat­
ing charges." Instead of securing lower 
rates, experience lias shown that it leads 
to waste of capital. We quote again:

The committee has reached the conclu- 
sion tliat there is no political advantage 
in municipal ownership, a conclusion 
that is distinctly novel for a civic asso­
ciation committee, to reach, hut never­
theless one that accords with the trend 
of opinion as our definite knowledge re­
lating to the operation of public utili­
ties increases.

It is interesting to note the conclu­
sions of the civic committee, after the 
most careful investigation into some of 
the exhibition instances of municipal 
ownership and operation of civic light­
ing plants. The Engineering Record

The committee of the Civic League 
lias carefully examined the statistics of 
the municipal electric lighting works of 
Chicago and Detroit and finds that the 
cost of lighting from those plants is 
higher than tliat for which a similar 
service could he obtained from the com­
panies engaged in selling current in 
those two cities. The committee’s fig­
ures differ from those of the municipal 
authorities in charge of the two plants, 
but the reasons for the differences, 
which this journal believes to l»e valid, 
are stated at length.

These are the only two large cities of 
the United States which liave undertak­
en their own public lighting, and results 
are not attractive to St. I>ouis. The 
Civic League recommends instead “just 
and intelligent” regulation by a public 
utilities commission as offering many 
and great advantages over the danger­
ous municipal ownership undertaking.

Cases multiply in which investigators, 
free from the taint of Socialism, and 
with everything to lead them to study 
the best interests of their localities, and 
with access to the fullest information, 
decide against municipal plunging. That 
the Civic league of St. Louis has dis­
covered that the Chicago and Detroit 
municipal lighting enterprises are waste­
ful and comparatively inefficient, al­
though they have been held up by “own- 
ershippers" as great examples of suc­
cess, will be a surprise to no one con­
versant with the facts, although it may 
shock those who have been misled by 
the promoters of the socialistic propa-

PRESIDENT FALCONER.
Taking a few minutes from the daily 

worry of managing the political affairs 
of the country, instructing the financiers 
how to transact the hanking business, 
the railway men the transportation busi­
ness, and the municipal politicians the 
various utilities which the private enter­
prise of the past has not handled to its 
satisfaction, the Toronto World wants 
to know what President Falconer haa 
done to justify his selection as head of

Toronto University. It is sick of this 
Globe talk of the “scholarship" that re­
sults in “moral rectitude" and it sneers 
at inspiring the students with “great 
social and spiritual ideals.” It seems to 
he greatly annoyed, because the Globe 
has approved of President Falconer’s 
ideas, and it asks:

Alas! Begin at British Columbia and 
settle attention finally on Nova Scotia 
—extreme west to extreme east—how 
many university men can we count 
that have been leaders in public ser- 
vjc?' Vne *6 a product of Dalhousie 
University, one is a product of Vic­
toria University, and one, the greatest 
of them all, the only man who is con­
tinually holding up the idea of public 
service to his Alma Mater and the 
country at large, is a product of To­
ronto University.

There may be a hint here. Surely this 
one man, this “leader in the public ser­
vice,” "the greatest of them all,” who is 
continually holding up the ideal of public 
service,” can he no other than W. ,F. 
Maclean! And—O perfidious and unjust 
fate!—the one finished product of higher 
education, the only One consecrated to 
public sen-ice, is left, outside, while a 
mere Globe editor helps to shape the 
University’s course! Surely the times 
are out of joint!

EDIT0RAL NOTES.
Thus far no evidence which promises

Keep Cool.

Take a big sponge, dip it in the water 
until it drips streams when you lift it 
up.

Dip it 
again and apply it to the top of the 
spine. Repeat this operation «s often as 
vou please. Sponge the whole body in 
this manner, taking care not to rub your 
body with the sponge. Make all move­
ments leisurely. Now get out of the 
tub.

If your circulation is nat­
urally good don’t touch your body with 
the towel, but fan yourself dry with it, 
taking time, for, of course, you don’t 
want the operation of drying to start 
the perspiration again.

Electrical Stem at Brantford Strikes 
Chimneys.

'Special Despatch to the Times.) 
Brantford, Ont., June 23.—The Na­

tional Convention of Women sent repre­
sentatives to the City Council last night 
to ask for a public bathing place pro­
perly maintained for the city. The re­
quest was made in view of the recent 
drowning accidente in the Grand River 
and was referred to a committee. It 
will in all likelihood be acted upon, as 
there is strong feeling locally for better 
protection to bathers.

Five by-laws tor sewer extension 
work were passed by the council, and a 
petition was received from a large num­
ber of workmen asking that meat be 
allowed to be sold in any quantities on 
the local market. The petition was re­
ferred to a committee.

A very severe electric storm passed 
over this place last night. The light­
ning and thunder was very heavy, and 
accompanied by a gale of wind and rain.
J eghtning entered a house on Brock 
street by the chimney, apparently run­
ning down the chimney and round the 
room where the occupants were sitting. 
Beyond severe frightening, none was in­
jured. The chimney wall will have to 
be rebuilt. It is also reported that a 
number of chimneys in different places 
were badly damaged, and fences also suf­
fered to a considerable extent.

The coroner's jury at the inquest into 
the drowning of the Armenian here on 
banda y afternoon made important re­
commendations in its verdict last night, 
condemning the present system of having 
an alarm box placed in an out-of-the- 
way position near the river.

NAIWERISING.
Bloodshed In Samatra—Population 

In Danger.

The Hague, June 23.—A rebellion has 
broken out in Padang, on the west coast 
of Sumatra, which has reached alarming 
proportions. According to telegrams 
from Batavia, Java, almost the whole 
native population is reported to have 
risen under the leadership of fanatical 
priests. There are thirty European set­
tlements, which are spread over a wide 
area, and there are only 2,400 Dutch 
soldiers available to defend them.

Railway Bridge Down — Navigation 
Impeded.

Previdiag Finds For Building Hud­
son Bay Railway.

Ottawa. June 23.—When the Com­
mons opened this morning the Min­
ister of Railways, Hon. George Gra­
ham, stated that a break had occur­
red in the Cornwall Canal this morn­
ing, about a mile from the centre uf 
the town of Cornwall, which had wid­
ened to a hundred and fifty feet and 
had brought down the Ottawa & 
New York Rail wav bridge, through 
the undermining of the piers. The 
bridge now lay lengthwise along the 
southern bank of the canal. Ship­
ping on the St. Lawrence has been 
blocked as far as west bound traffic 
is concerned and the railway is block­
ed. The affair was a serious one.

Duty on Vessel Repairs.

Indian Affairs.

The Government 
had sold 620,000 acres of Indian lands 
in the last ten years, large quantities 

- Of it at ten and fifteen cents an acre, 
’"and islands at $1 apiece. He charged 
that expenses of the department had 
largely increased, especially as to sal­
aries, but there had been no corres- 

1 ponding benefit to the Indians. In 
the course of general remarks he de­
clared that the 202 officials of the de- 

, partaient in Manitoba were active pol- 
1 Itical partisans, not onlv on behalf 

of the supporters of the Dominion 
Government, but on behalf of the Lib­
eral members of the Legislature as 
well.

The Indians owned in Canada pro­
perty worth over $32,000,000. and we^c 
therefore deserving of some consid­
eration at the hands of the Govern­
ment. Mr. Armstrong made some 

i Strong statements regarding Indian 
Schools. To find results he had been 

! informed they had to go to cemeteries.
Fifty per cent, of the Indian children 

: died from want of proper care, and 
j of these two to five children in every 

family died from ignorance of the 
parents. Day schools were a failure.

Mr. Smith, Nanaimo, said that so 
far as British Columbia was concern­
ed Mr. Armstrong’s description of the 

j Schools had not a word of truth in it. 
Mr. Armstrong was proceeding to 

quote figures concerning Indians in Bri- 
! tish Columbia, when he was interrupted 
I by Mr. Kennedy, of New Westminster, 

whereupon Mr. Armstrong retorted:
| “Don’t you get excited ; we are expect- 
i Thg to be here all summer, and we may 

as well fill in time.”
This statement, disclosing as it did,

' If anything could be gathered from Mr. 
j Armstrong's statement* it was that 
j "because it cost more to administer In- 
! dian affairs in one part of the country 
! v. than it did in another there was in- 
L competence or waste on one hand or 

niggardliness and insufficient regard 
for the Indians on the other. The hon. 
gentleman’s inferences did not reflect 
pinch credit on the two years’ study 

! of the question which he claimed to 
have made. The various conditions 

j in the respective parts of the country, 
j with an essential understanding of the 

planner in which the Indians had at­
tained their present respective status, 

— hmed to have been practically ignored, 
[erefore. Mr. Armstrong’s comparisons 

6 not based on good grounds. Atten- 
had been drawn to the increased

expenditure with regard to Indians in 
the northern part of the country, .who 
were not within treaties. The Indians, 
it was well known, made no provision 
in years of plenty for lean years that 
followed. That seemed to be the 
natural way for them to act. The Gov­
ernment had, liowover, thought it better 
that even in regard to these non-treaty 
Indians they should not be allowed to 
starve, and, accordingly, in years of 
distress, had spent money in aiding those 
Indians. Aside from the assistance given 
to schools for these Indians, the in­
creased expenditure was all for assist­
ance to those in distress. The Indian 
Department, he said in reply to several 
Interruptions, welcomed any scrutiny of 
accounts made by the Audit or-General, 
any committee of the House or anybody

How the Money is Spent.
The increased expenditure for the 

treaty Indians was due to the in­
crease in the area of the treaty obliga­
tions, this having amounted in the 
last eight years to nearly as much as 
was under the treaty prior to that 
time. Of the $1,250,000 annual expen­
diture on Indians, $500,000 was spent 
on education, on which Mr. Armstrong 
claimed enough was not being spent, 
and $200,000 on medical attendance and 
relief. The country owed it to the Indian 
to give him all the benefits possible 
of medical science. As to the cost of 
management, he pointed out that every­
thing had to be done for the Indians in 
the way of management, etc. As to 
dealing with Indian lands, he sjnd that 
it was the boast of the Government that 
no man could place his finger on an in­
stance of cheating an Indian of his 
land. A comparison had been made by 
Mr. Armstrong between the policy of 
the United States and Canada in 
respect to the Indians, with some 
commendation for the former. Mr. 
Oliver had always understood it to be 
a traditional policy of the United States 
to make the Indians citizens of some 
other world than this. Mr. Armstrong 
should turn the member for Ste. Antoine 
division. Montreal (Mr. Ames) on the 
case with his microscope and Sherlock 
Holmes methods, and if he could show 

-that one acre or one font of Indian land 
had been wrongfully alienated, then lie 
would be making a successful attack 
on the Government. Speaking -of co­
operation with churches in the education 
of the Indian. Mr. Oliver said he found 
the churches hard to satisfy. But what 
the Indian most needed was not a 
knowledge of sciences and arts, but to j 
have a moral character instilled into his 
mind and hcatt. With that end in view 
the Government had sought the co­
operation of the churches.

Mr. Wright (Muskoka) and Mr. 
Clements supported Mr. Armstrong in 
his criticism of the administration of the 
Indian Department.

Mr. Miller defended the department’s 
administration of Indian lands, and the 
discussion then ceased, the House get­
ting into supply at 5.20, taking up mis- 
eelaneous items of the Public Works 
Department.

Waterways Commission.
In answering some questions as to 

the work of the Waleïways Commis­
sion, the Minister of Public Works I 
emphasized the point that among other j 
things the commission had drafted a 1 
treaty laying down certain principles 
as to the joint use of international 1 
waterways. If this was adopted by ! 
the United States and Great Britain 
it would prove of great value in settling j 
disputes on a joint basis.

Mr. Foster wanted to know what 
the Waterways Commission had done or I 
were doinr.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley expressed surprise j 
at the ignorance of Mr. Foster. He j 
said the commission had performed and ! 
were performing Very important work. | 
They had been determining the use of j 
waters of the Niagara River at the i 
Falls, and had agreed upon the terms j 
of a treaty. Other waterways had 
also been engaging their attention, : 
and they had agreed upon the general ; 
principles which should govern the use 
and diversion of international streams, j 
At present the commission were en­
gaged in locating the boundary line of 
the United States on the St. Lawrence 
chain of lakes.

Mr. Foster asked whether the Govern­
ment had taken steps to carry out 
the principles upon which the Canadian 
and the United States commissions 
had agreed, and which were set forth 
in the report recently issued.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said the matter 
had been the subject of correspondence 
between the Government and the Brit­
ish Ambassador at Washington.

Mr. Foster—Well, if they have agreed 
on the principles set forth in the report, 
that is something.

HOMESTEAD REG U GATIONS.

Any EVEN-NUMBERED SECTION OF 
Dominion Lands in Manitoba, Saskat­

chewan and Alberta, excepting S and 36. not 
reserved, may be homesteaded by any per­
son who Is sole head of a family. or any 
male over 18 years of ago. to the extent of 
ono-quarter section of 180 acres, more or lees.

Application "for entry must be made la 
person by the applicant at a Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-agency for the di^rtet la 
which the land is situate. Entry by proxy 
may. however, be made at any agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mother, 
son. daughter, brother or slater of an In­
tending homesteader.

DUTIES—(1) At least six months* resi­
dence upon and cultivation of the land la 
each year tor three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if be so desires, 
nerform the required residence duties by 
living on farming land owned solely by him. 
not less than eighty »80i scree in extent, 
in tbe vicinity of bis homestead. He may

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PLACES ITSELF IN 
THE CITY'S HANDS.

Cataract Company Offers to Allow City to Fix 
the Rates For Street Lights.

Surprising Proposition Made to the Council Will 
be Considered Next Monday Evening.

Frankly confessing its serious concern 
as to the financial effect competition un­
der government control and supported 
by the municipal corporation will have 
on the affiliated enterprises of its sys­
tem, the Cataract Power Company has 
placed itself in the hands of the city.

Its position is stated without reserve 
in a letter sent tr- .Mayof Stewart and 
laid before the Council last night at the 
special meeting held to consider the 
question of submitt ting the cataract 
and Hydro-Electric contracts to the peo­
ple. At no time since Hamilton lias uveu 
dealing with power matters has such a 
surprise been sprung on the aldermen. 
It came like a bolt from the blue, and 
until the members of the Council have 
had time to digest the proposition it is 
hard to predict just what effect it will 
have in shaping the course the city will 
pursue.

When the company made its guaran­
teed offer to supply power at ten per 
cent, less than the Hydro-Electric Com­
mission, it was thought that this was ns 
far as it was prepared to go. \N hen it 
gave way on the yearly peak load it 
was generally thought that this polished 
off the Cataract’s offer, and it had 
nothifig better to submit.

Mayor Stewart was made aware of 
the company’s new proposal early yes­
terday afternoon and he frankly admit­
ted that it was a genuine surprise. The 
offer in its original form did not bear 
the company's signature, lie notified 
the officials that if the proposition was 
properly signed it would be laid before 
the aldeimen. In less than half an hour 
he had the offer with the signature of 
W. C. Hawkins, the general manager of 
the Cataract and a Ciliated companies 
attached. Typewritten copies were hand­
ed to the aldermen last night. The 
statement complete is as follows:

‘The Cataract Company desifes once 
more to make a statement to the City 
Council. It may as well be admitted 
that we are seriously concerned about 
the financial effect upon our enterprises 
of bringing to the city a competition un­
der Government direction and control 
supported by the city as a municipal 
corporation. This we have frequently 
admitted during the negotiations, not­
withstanding our belief that the Hydro- 
Electric system cannot successfully com­
pete against us. It is not competition 
we object to, because, as already re­
marked, we can in anything like ordin­
ary business rivalry more than hold our 
position, but when made the subject of 
attack by nur titrer conrmnnity tolielpa- 
rival, our ability to get money for fur­
ther enterprises is being seriously im­
paired. We have already been materially 
affected by the persistent urging of the 
Hydro-Electric Commission and some of 
the city representatives, that a Hydro- 
Electric plant should he established here, 
if for no other purpose than to serve as 
a whip over our heads ; and. as perhaps 
about the heaviest taxpayers in the city, 
we would have to contribute to this ob-

“Over seven years ago, the tariff of 
power rates for manufacturing industries 
was fixed on a basis intended to serve, 
as an inducement to manufacturers to 
come to Hamilton. The power rates 
werelixed low and not on the principle 
of getting all that could possibly be got, 
and it is not necessary to argue what 
the result has been in Hamilton’s pro­
gress and growth. If we had high rates 
for arc lighting, it was under an agree­
ment with the city fixing these vales 
on a liberal scale because the city then 
considered our enterprise deserved en­
couragement. These arc lighting rates 
have been the subject of an arbitration 
in which, so far, the city has had the 
best of it.

“As to domestic or incandescent light­
ing, our rates are low, and will compare 
favorably with rates in cities in the 
United btates or Canadian cities. We 
had to discontinue the flat rate sys­
tem because it was being terribly abused, 
and we admit that there aie certain 
users of incandescent lighting who use 
very little current but have it on tap all 
the time, who necessarily pay a high 
price per unit for the small amount they 
use in proportion to the amount of their 
possible demand. But these cases are 
lew in number and in a sense excep­
tional, and we are willing to submit our 
tariff for incandescent lighting to any 
independent tribunal or authority to 
test its moderation, and to continue to 
be subject to control of our rates as to 
reasonableness in comparison with other 
cities in Canada.

“There has been much discussion and 
controversy about our offer to supply 
power to the city for arc lighting and 
pumping city water supply. We know 
we are below what it would cost the 
city to get this power from the Hydro- 
Elect ric Commission, but as that is dis­
puted, every one will understand why 
we make the statements we have made 
at 'the commencement of this letter, 
when we offer, ns we now do, to continue 
to supply the city with street arc light­
ing and power for pumping antj leave to 
the city the fixing of the rates to be paid 
therefor. This is an unusual offer to 
make, but we shall rely on the honor of 
the city to treat us fairly, and we trust 
there is no general disposition in Hamil­
ton—unpopular as we are said to be—to 
injure our financial prospects and prac­
tically prevent us from getting money 
to be used in the best interests of the

"What we urge is that for five years, 
during which* time there may l>e regu­
lation of our lighting rates, the city de­
fer any action which we claim would be 
seriously damaging to our interests, and, 
during that period, the City Council will 
have had the opportunity of observing the 
experience of other municipalities under 
the Hydro-Electric system, and l>e in a 
letter position to judge whether in the 
truest and most general sense it is in 
the interest of the city to bring here a 
competing system.

“This letter may be reg«S'ded ns com­
ing from our system of affiliated com­
panies. Yours truly, Hamilton Electric 
Light & Power Co., Limited, Win. C. 
Hawkins, Mgr.

WOMEN BLAMED 
FOR DIVORCE.

COMSTOCK SAYS HUSBAND TIRES 
OF BEING NAGGED.

Racetrack Evil is Scored—Long List of 
Thefts and Suicides Laid to Spirit 
of Gambling.

New York, June 23.—Anthony Com­
stock, secretary of the Society for the 
Suppression of Vice, says that women 
have only themselves to blame for the 
excess of divorces and unhappy mar- 
marriages. Speaking particularly of New 
York City, he said:

“There is that unyielding spirit too 
much evident here; that nagging which 
is driving men and women out of their 
minds; people are estranged from each 
other to-day right in their own homes.

“Many men in New York are under 
tremendous pressure all day long. When 
they come home they want peace and 
rest, and they are not alldwed to have it. 
Home is an aggravation; not a place for 
retreat from care. If men can’t get rest 
at home, they will get it somewhere 
else. And so New York women and 
other women elsewhere in this busy 
country of ours have only themselves to 
blame.

“I am not shielding the men at all. 
but the women must bear their share of 
the responsibility.”

AFTER 54 YEARS

Sir Robert Hart Returns to His 
Eiglish Home.

Sir Robert Hart, British Inspector- 
General of Maritime Customs in China, 
has just returned to England, after 
spending 54 years in the great country 
of the little yellow man. At the time of 
the Boxer trouble Sir Robert wrote:

vln fifty years’ time there will be mil­
lions of Doxers in serried ranks and 
war’s panoply at the call of the Chinese 
Government ; there is not the slightest 
doubt of that.”

Interviewed on the subject of the yel­
low peril on, his arrival home, Sir Rob­
ert said:

“1 am a great believer in China's fu­
ture: China is a very big country, and 
it has everything it needs within its own 
ring fence. The Chinese are a most in­
dustrious, intelligent, law-abiding, and 
easily-governed people, and, individually, 
they respond with wonderful reciprocity 
to reasonableness". The world can. there­
fore, form its own opinion as to what 
400 millions of people may do, once they 
are organized after European ideas. China 
is certainly destined to be a very power­
ful nation, but with such an immense 
mass the work must go along very alow-, 
ly, and by the time they are organized 
on modern lines they will have learnt a 
great deal more than they know at pre­
sent. Then, even if they are aggressive 
—as they are not—they will know how 
to temper their strength with wisdom.

"And the Yellow Peril?”
“Well, they are very likely to become 

formidable competitors in industrial and 
trading matters, but I do not think they 
will cause the world any special trouble. 
They will be quite strong enough to hold 
their own against all comers, but l do 
not believe their ambitions are of a war 
like character. The occurrences of the 
past fifty or sixty years have taught 
them that they ought to be strong en­
ough to defend themselves, and since 
1900 they have certainly been moving in 
that direction. Their aim is to develop 
the. country commercially, and at the 
same time they are organizing their mil­
itari' and naval power. Broadly speak­
ing. however, the Chinese view is that 
military development is retrogressive, 
not progressive. One must remember, 
however, that consequences are like rab­
bits; once they get a start, you cannot 
stop them."

“What do you think as to the future 
of British influence in China?

"All I can sav is that China is com­
mon ground to all the nations, and 
which of them shall obtain the greatest 
influence depends on them and their 
treatment of the Chinese. New inter­
ests are now coming in to the field 
which will influence international rela­
tions in a way we cannot foresee to­
day. But I am very hopeful of the fu­
ture of China."

HAMILTON MEN 
WON THE DAY.

Annihilated the Seventh Field Bat­
tery at Camp.

A Dm n fille Civilian Died at Niagara 
Yesterday.

Meeting of Veterans—Sir Frederick 
Borden’s Visit.

Niagara Gamp. June 23.—According to 
the decision of the umpire, the Seventh 
Field Battery of St. Catharines was an­
nihilated in the artillery manoeuvres of 
the camp yesterday. The victors were 
the Fourth Field Battery of Hamilton 
and the Ninth of Toronto. Col. Hen- 
drie was umpire. The supposition was 
that the U. C.’s of all three batteries 
had located the enemy with their direc­
tors and field plotters. They send out 
their range finders with rods as speckled 
as those with which Jacob “/inanced" 
his father-in-law out of the p.oduce of 
his ewes and taking line with these the 
imaginary target is found. Then the 
gunners are given the angle and eleva­
tion at which to set the twelve-pound­
ers and in about fifteen minutes all the 
roaring guns are pouring hot shot into 
the screened foe. The men behind the 
guns are not supposed to see their tar­
get, theirs but to obey. Yesterday the 
twelve-pounders spat white smoke at 
each other from a range of about 3,450 
yards and to the civilian eye they were 
plain to see. But through military bin­
oculars boded forth in imagination 
mountains, rocks and trees from behind 
which an enemy lusting for battle were 
preparing to drop shells on them.

When the news that Major Bruce 
Carruthers, A. A. G. for signalling was 
in camp, there were a number of men 
bronzed with African sun who hastened 
to shake him by the hand. For they 
had been under him at Hart’s River, 
when E squadrpn of the 2nd Canadian 
Mounted Rifles was badly cut up and 
nearly all had old scars to show. There 
are many men here wearing the African 
ribbon a‘nd none have lost the deep Af­
rican tan. Major Carruthers was pleas­
ed with the strength and efficiency of 
Major Bruce’s men.

The first death in camp was reported 
yesterday, when a civilian named Geo. 
McGrath, of Dunnville, collapsed in a 
fit in the lines of the 37th and died in 
the hospital tent of the 11th Field Am­
bulance. He came with the 2nd Dra­
goons to camp and drifted over to the 
37th, with which regiment he had once 
been in camp. When he had a fit this 
morning he was taken to the A. M. (J. 
He appeared to recover and was sent to 
the town jail on a charge of being drunk 
and disorderly. There he had another 
fit, and on his way back to the Mili­
tary Hospital he died in the ambulance 
van.

News has been received at headquar­
ters that Sir Frederick Borden is likely 
to be in the camp. So impressed are 
the authorities with the cleanliness pro­
duced in camp by the incinerators that 
it is likely that in succeeding years re­
fuse of all descriptions will be cremated. 
It causes more work, but the benefi­
cial effect is so great that that will not

count against an extension of the preft» 
ent system.

There has been a little shuffling of 
squadrons in the disposition of the 
mounted men for “tactical exercises," 
known better to the civilian as the sham 
fight. Four squadrons from the Body, 
Guards, 1st Hussars and 2nd Dragoons 
will form the attacking cavalry, while 
two squadrons from the Mississauga. 
Horse will take the place of the 2nd 
Dragoons in the “blue” lines. The um­
pire-in-chief will be' Brigadier-General 
Cotton, while Lieut.-Col. R. A. Denison 
will act as chief umpire. The defending 
force will go out to bivouac on Wednes­
day night, and though their destination 
is. of course, left secret, it is whispered 
that they will take up quarters in the 
vicinity of Thorold. To prevent acci­
dents the orders command that bayo­
nets be left in camp and units of oppos­
ing forces must not be brought closer 
than a hundred yards.

Orders contained instructions yester- 
dav for brigadiers to officers command­
ing regiments to forward lists contain­
ing names of officers and men selected 
from their respective commands to com­
prise the complete regiments to attend 
the Quebec tercentenary. The lists are 
to be in by Friday, and among the men 
who are anxious to make the trip there 
is groat interest taken. It is likely 
that the pick of each regiment for effi­
ciency and condition will go.

SCARB0R0 AURORA.

Eloquent Description of * Brillant 
Illumination.

Eugene Walter, the famous author of 
“The Wolf,” a Canadian play. and “Paid 
in Full,” which has been presented every 
night for six months in New York, made 
a visit to Toronto recently and wa« 
entertained at Scarboro Beach. After­
wards he wrote of the illumination of 
the park as follows:

“The electric lighting of Scarboro 
Beach is without exaggeration the moat 
lavish, extensive and beautiful exaiûple 
of decorative and spectacular illumina­
tion to be found anywhere in thia coun­
try. As dusk descends upon this pictur­
esque white city of dreams, and the 
lights from tower and turret, arch and 
entrance flash into dazzling irredescence 
from the cliffs to the lake, so lustrous 
and brilliant the ensemble that it is 
visible far out in the lake art* for milël 
inland wherever the vision is unob­
structed, and the blaze reflected in the 
heavens seem like the luminous aurora 
of some great conflagration.

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UG FIRE AT 
THREE RIVERS.

Three Hundred BuiWiigs Destroyed 
la the Cenflegation.

Nearly All Banks, Hotels and Stores 
Burned Up.

Thousand Persons Homeless—Help 
From Montreal and Other Cities.

Three Rivers, June 22.—This ancient 
city, founded in 1634, artd for almost 
three centuries the most important point 
on the St. Lawrence River between Mont­
real and Quebec, received the most ter­
rible blow in its history to-day, when in 
a few hours of sweeping and overwhelm­
ing conflagration some 300 buildings of 
an estimated value of $1,500,000, were 
destroyed. The whole business heart of 
the city is eaten out, and it will take 
years to repair the losses of the citizens. 

- Almost a thousand people are homeless 
liere in Three Rivers to-night. For half 
a mile square in the business section 
only blackened ruins remain, with a few 
flaunt chimneys standing intact, while 
the furniture saved from the burned 
lniildings is piled up in the public 
square.

No Loss of Life.
In the dreary retrospect of a day of 

. toil, anxiety and defeat, there it but one 
consolation. Though the burned district 
presented a scene of wild confusion, 
there was no loss of life. It was re- 
l>orted that an old woman had died from 
shock, but later the fact was ascertained 
that she had died from matural causes 
before the fire broke out.

Among the important buildings de­
stroyed are the post office, city hall, the 
parish church (Catholic), the Mochelaga 
ffczebec. National and Provincial Banks, 
the C. P. R., the G. N. W. telegraph of­
fices, the Bell telephone buildings, the 
<nstom house with all its contents, the 
Richelieu & Ontario wharf, ten hotels, 
nearly all the large dry goods houses 
and stores, and many of the finest 
residences. The whole of Des Forges 
and Platon streets, with such fine store,ss 
as Drolet. Lalonde & Co.’s, etc., are 
1 urned to the ground and swept clean 
of buildings.

Water street and the Boulevard, with 
the residences of Mrs. Ogden. Mrs. Pro- 
lei and Mr. Lassonde. are in ruins. 
Padeau and Notre Dame streeTs'were 
also swept clean of stores. All of the 
1-vrge lumber yards are burned. Other 
ctreets to be laid low were Duplanton. 
Ft. Pierre street. T-aviolet avenue. Alex­
ander street and Bonaventure street.

Origin of the Conflagration.
The fire broke out about noon in the 

livery stable of M. Duval. A high wind 
A\«as blowing at the time, hut there was 
little thought of danger until the flames 
had mad^ great headway. Fanned by 
the fierce wind, they flew from one 
wooden building to another. The fire 
s-pread so fast that it caught many of 
tie residents unawares, and they were 
unable to save more than a few of the 
most valuable of their effects. As build­
ing after btiîtdtng eaxrght fin» tlie efforts 
of the firemen, though assisted by hun­
dreds of citizens of the town, were al­
most futile, and the flames leaped down 
the long streets of wooden buildings 
practically unchecked. Sweeping down 
Notre Dame street from East street, the 

. flames carried everything before them 
1 as far as River street. There sparks 

flew down to the waterfront, and grad- 
' ually the fire worked its way down tc 

the wharves. The big Hotel De Fresne, 
at the corner of River and Platon 
streets, was eaught on the way.

At 2 o’clock between thirty-five and 
forty buildings had been destroyed, and 
the flames were still eating their way 
through the lower section of the town. 
Every possible effort was being made to 
check the flames, but the work of the 
fire-fighters, aided by several companies 
of militia, who were in ramp near the 
town, was apparently having but little 
or no effect in checking the progress of 
the conflagration.

A Call for Help.
Early in tihe afternoon the mayor tele­

phoned io Montreal asking for assist- 
f onoe. and stating that the city was 

doomed. In reply it was announced that 
a special train with hose wagon, steam 
engine and about twenty men had left 
at 1.20 for Three Rivers. Other specials 
came from Sherbrooke and Quebec in 
response to call for aid.

While the calls for aid were going out 
to cities and towns within reach, the lo­
cal brigade of six men and the volun­
teers and militia tried to hold back the 
flames almost with their bodies in de­
fault of appliances sufficient to moke 
an adequate fight. At 3 o’clock the 
first reinforcements came in from Grand 
Mere. Thereafter the fire fighters bat­
tled with more confidence.

To the Rescue.
The fire was raging at its height 

■when the Grand Mere contingent, coin- 
! prised of eleven men, along with n.n en­

gine,- arrived on the scene and started 
work along the Boulevard, where some 
of the finest residences of the city were 
failing a prey to the flames.

Monterai came next, about a quarter 
of an hour later, sixteen men, headed 
by Deputy Chief Tremblay. They work­
ed in the business district of Notre Dame 
Street. The Shawmigan Falls and Que­
bec contingents arrived afterwards in 
turn, after fast runs in special trains.

The Soldiers Did Nobly.
Probably more fortunate for the por­

tion of the city that still remains in­
tact that even the quick arrival of out- 
aide firemen, however, was the presence 
of the 85th Regiment and the llt'h Ar- 
genteui) Rangers, which had arrived for 
the summer camp. They set to work to 
fight the flames as if they had been long 
accustomed to the work. To them 
largely is due the credit of keeping down a panic, as men. women and children 
struggled out of their' homes carrying 
their furniture with them. Other sol­
diers were detailed to guard the furni­
ture, as thousand* of dollars’ worth of 
it was piled up in Champlain Park.

The Old Parish Church.
' The fire had its dramatic moments. 

Most dramatic of all that when the old 
parish church of Three Rivers, sacred to 
several generations of its people, fell a 
prey tp the flames. The church, origin­
ally built in 1714, is altogether destroy­
ed except for the walls which are still 

I standing.
! Near the church the Customs House 

is also in ruins. The' latter building is 
| a historic one, being used as barracks in 
I the early colonial days. It was at first 

,1 thought that the Ursiline Convent was 
doomed, but the Quebec fire brigade 

L stationed themselves in front of that, 
l out off the sweep of the flames just

at the critical spot. Many of the town’s 
people believe, however, that the build­
ing was miraculously saved.

The buildings all around the Anglican 
church were destroyed, but it remained 
undamaged- The same can be said for 
the Methodist church, another of the 
oldest buildings in the city. The build­
ings in front of it were burned down, but 
it was washed with water and saved.

By.7 o’clock the fire had been master­
ed, though it continued to bum fiercely. 
Late to-night, though the electric light 
ba^i been cut off, the doomed area is 
well lighted by the flames that still bum 
in the ruins of what were once solidly 
built stone buildings.

The Prisoners in Danger.
One of the greatest scenes of confus­

ion in any bunding was presented inside 
the jail, which was right iu the burning 
area, but though menaced to the last H 
was Dually saved. There were one 
hundred prisoners inside, twice as many 
as usual, owing to the recent arrival 
ui iorty-five or fifty from Montreal. 
The prisont-rs looking through the bars, 
saw aqi-ldinga around them falling, and 
they loudly clamored, to be set free, 
lhe town authorities were consulted on 
the subject, and things looked so serious 
that it was decided to have every tiling 
in readiness to liberate them at a mo-1 
!\lenVS tivt'ice’ but uwi,lg to the work ot 
the fire-fighting force this was render 
ed uiuieceessary.,

Another building that is now a total 
ruin is the comparative new post office, 
the loss of which property is approxi­
mated at $70,(XH). in the early stage of 
the conflagration, after the'fire had 
spread from St. George street, up Ba- 
deau and along Forges streets, nothing 
was to be seen but black smoke and 
flames shooting out of every window of 
every building that could be seen. So 
hot was it that nobody could venture 
near the buildings when the fire was at 
Us height, and every tree and blade of 
grass lor a wide area around was 
blasted.

Ahead of the flames, however, the 
streets were crowded with people liur- 
rying out of the houses with their ef­
fects. Carters vied with each other in 
driving up and obtaining employment 
by carting off the furniture, and other 
citizens whose homes were safe came 
forward and willingly assisted.

Sparks from the burning buildings 
were in the meantime flying in every 
direction, ami time and again five or six 
houses would catch fire simultaneously.

lhe doomed market building present­
ed the biggest blaze of all, aud it was" 
the sparks from it that caused the im­
portant establishments in Notre Dame 
street to catch fire. It was only alter 
arduous work that the firemen succeed­
ed in saving the new four-itorey struc­
ture occupied by the Christian Brothers, 
and in order to do so they had to pull 
down the nearby wooden buildings to 
prevent the fire from spreading.

Beginning of the Fire.
The great conflagration started at 

about ten minutes past 12 in a shed 
buck of Joseph Duval's livery stable, 

»St. Georges street.
Raging up Badeau street, the flames, 

driven by the wind, destroyed the Com­
mercial and Richelieu Hotels and Panne­
ton Bros.’ establishment. Then the fire 
jumped across the street and communi­
cated with Prime Sarrazin’s furniture 
store. Mi lean’s grocery store was next 
w'iped out. It was from the dwelling 
connected with the latter store that the 
dead body of Mrs. Mileou, mother of the 
proprietor, was carried out. The hasty 
carrying out of her body, however, gave 
rise to the rumor, which is still believed 
throughout the city, that she died from

The fire next spread to the" wooden 
sheds on .Forges street, where Beaudry 
& Blouin’s hardware store was destroy­
ed. Then Mrs. Caron's property and 
the Finger manufacturing establishment 
went, from which practically nothing 
was saved.

An Ancient Town.
Three Rivers, situated at the junction 

of the St. Maudee River, which baa a 
double mouth, and the St. Lawrence, is 
one of the oldest of Canadian cities. It 
was founded in 1634, and lying as it 
does on the country’s greatest water­
way, almost midway lietween Quebec 
and Montreal, it lws always been an im­
portant trading centre. The population 
is ill the latest tables given as 12,000, 
and the greater part of the people are 
engaged in industries of which wood is 
the basic raw material. There are also 
important engine and machine shops at 
Three Rivers.

Only a Fringe Left.
A correspondent at Three Rivers says 

of the great fire there: “So sweeping 
was the conflagration that not for at 
least half a century will the city recover 
its former prosperity. Eleven business 
streets have been practically wiped out, 
along w-ith the chief banks and hotels, 
all the dry goods establishments and 
factories. The heart has been taken out 
of the city, and only a fringe of resi­
dences and houses of inferior claire re-

DIED SUDDENLY IN HOTEL.

Collector of Customs at Parry Sound 
Stricken by Apoplexy.

Parry Sound, June 22.—J. W. Fitz­
gerald, Collector of (\istoms, died sud­
denly at 8 o’clock Saturday evening. 
He was sitting in the rotunda of the 
Kipling Hotel, chatting with friends 
when he collapsed and died shortly 
afterwards. Death was due to apo-

Mr. Fitzgerald came to Parry Sound

A REVOLTING CRIME.

Horses Killed in a Cruel Manner at 
Galt.

Galt, June 22.—A diabolical crime 
was committed at the Central Hotel 
«tables yesterday, when two valuable 
horses were killed under the most re­
volting circumstances.

Chief of Police Gorman discovered 
certain facts which induced him to ar 
rest a man named James Bunvan, who 
lives at Roseville, a little village, eight 
miles from town. The man confessed 
his guilt to the officer, but on his ap­
pearance before the Police Magistrate 
pleaded not guilty and elected to be 
tried by Magistrate Blake.

How to Make a Rosette Bow.
In making a bow,” Elizabeth Wood 

directs in an article on "How to Make 
^ our ball Hat,” in Home Notes, in the 
Ur toiler Pearson’s, “instead of gath«*r- 
ing the ribbon, after measuring the 
length of loop you wish to make, take 
n spool of thread, and with the loose 
end twist the thread around und 
around the loop you are making, draw­
ing it in tightly ; then measure the next 
loop and twist the thread again, and so 
on. as shown in diagram No. 9. In this 
way you can make a bow or rosette 
without sewing, simply measuring the 
lengths of *oops needed, and when bow 
is pulled out a much smarter effect is 
given than when the loops are all gath­
ered. All milliners use this method, 
and it is the only way to give a bow or 
rosette a crisp look."’

HORSE-BREEDING IN BRITAIN.

In the British House of Commons, in 
Committee of Supply, Mr. Lawrence

Hardy asked for full information con­
cerning horse breeding. They were faced 
with the fact that olu sources of supply 
would be seriously diminished in future, 
ami the country should be assured that 
the matter was receiving thorough con­
sideration.

Mr. Chaplin said the question of the 
supply of horses in this country was in 
a most unsatisfactory position, and. ex­
cepting the thoroughbred race horses, 
the country had been left with inferior 
and unsound animals. Something less 
than £6,000 a year was the entire sum 
placed at the disposal of the commission 
and they had been singularly successful 
in encouraging and maintaining the 
breed of souml horses considering the 
limited funds placed in their hands. If 
the breed of horses in the United King­
dom was to be restored to anything ap­
proaching its former excellence it was 
absolutely imperative that the best 
horses and mares which were at present 
bought by foreign (iovernments should 
lie retained in this country, That must 
tie the foundation of any reform on the 
subject. Without large additional funds 
supplied by the Government nothing suf­
ficiently effective could be done in the 
direction of improving the breed of 
hordes or increasing their number. He 
hoped the Government would take this 

i matter into their serious consideration 
{ lieforc it was too late.

A WORD FOR OATMEAL.

Excellent Article of Diet, Particu­
larly for Children.

Lecturing in London on “The Food of 
the People,” Dr. Robert Hutchinson de­
clared oatmeal to be “one of the most 
excellent articles of diet, particularly 
for children.” He pointed out that it 
is rich in fat, iron and phosphates, and, 
properly prepared, to his mind, it was 
food presented in a most finished and 
digestible manner. A great deal had 
been written against it of late, the lec­
turer said, but.the writers were wholly 
and entirely wrong. If it had been so 
'bad the Scotch race would have long 
since died out. Another very excellent 
article «ri food for children, ««'cording to 
Dr. Hutchinson, is skim milk. People 
think all the goodness is abstracted 
with the cream, but this is not so—only 
the fat has been removed : nil the pro- 
teids remain behind. People should be 
encouraged to use the cheaper forms of 
fat. such as margarine, instead of so 
•much jam; and. above all, the tea and 
bread-and-bulter regimen should be 
stamped out.

FIVE YEARS 
FORJVROME.

Foreigner Who Fired at Street 
Railway Men.

Pat Wickham Get* Off With File 
of $50.

Other Criminal Cases Before the 
Judge This Morning.

Judge Monck had a busy session this 
morning at the criminal court, held in 
the Court House. There were eight men 
before His Honor, and two of them were 
fined and sentenced, the rest getting off.

Mike Arome, the Pole who fired a gun 
rather promiscuously in the neighbor­
hood of the Baynes Carriage Works 
some time ago, was sentenced to spend 
the next five years of his life in Kings­
ton Penitentiary fo this misdeeds. He 
was found guilty of shooting with intent 
to kill, and of shooting at a railway ve­
hicle, which is an indictable offence.

The first case taken up was that of 
Patrick Wickham, charged with assault­
ing Constable Yaxley, and also for es­
caping from custody. After hearing the 
evidence His Honor found Wickham 

a guilty of assault and fined i.im $50, 
with an option of three months in jail.

Wickham was defended by Mr. M. J. 
O’Reilly, K. C. The evidence as put in 
by the Crown was that Wickham iTSli 

' kicked and assaulted P. C. Yaxley while 
the latter was doing his duty on May 
8th last. The affair occurred on James

P. C. Thompson stated that he had 
gone to the assistance of Yaxley as soon 
as he saw the crowd gathering. They had 
quite a bit of trouble getting Wickham 
;o the station, the latter kicking and 

s tripping Yaxley several times.
Wickham denied that he had used 

Yaxley roughly, but stated that the 
latter had done considerable damage to 
him. He said he did not kick Yaxley, 
but admitted having been more or less 
under the influence of liquor.

His Honor. In finding Wickham 
guilty, said that the officer had only 
done hie duty, and it was a serious of­
fence to obstruct an officer at any time. 
If it was not for the good character 
that the accused bore he would have 
had no hesitation in sending him down 
for a long term.

George Crawford, who was charged 
with the same offence, and who was 
with Wickham at the time, was put un­
der bonds of $200 and» will come up for 
trial on July 21st.

Another foreigner case, that of Mike 
Arome, charged with shooting at James 
Young, a conductor on the Deer ing run 
of the street railway, was next. Arome 
has been "languishing in the jail for the 
post two mont he. and he appeared before 
His Honor with no lawyer to defend 
him. Arome pleaded not guilty of the 

—charge. Budimir Protich was the inter­
preter.

The evidence by some street railway 
men for the Crown was that Arome had 
evidently been very drunk, and had act­
ed in a disorderly manner. He wae àble 
to stay on the car until he had about 
reached Irondale, when he was put off. 
He acted in a crazy manner during the 
remainder of the afternoon, and about 
4 o’clock he took an old, rusty revolver 
out of his pocket and proceeded to 
amuse himself. He fired a shot while 
Conductor \roung and Motorman Zeals 
were on the car. Arome fired another 
shot at the car. A man named Stevens 
came out of the Baynes Carriage factory 
and ordered Arome to stop, and the lat­
ter promised he would. In answer to a 
question by Mr. Washington, Mr. Stev­
ens said ‘hat Arome appeared to be in 
a drunken stupor. Arome stopped shoot­
ing for about ten minutes, but soon 
started again. Stevens then went nut 
and took the revolver away from him. 
Arome followed Stevens and wanted to 
get the revolver back.

Mike told his story, and said that he 
had bought the revolver from a friend 
of his the morning the shooting occurred, 
for 25 cents. He said that he did not in­
tend to do anyone harm, when he did 
the shooting.

His Honor found the prisoner guilty 
of the charge of shooting with intent to 
kill. He was indicted on a charge of 
shooting at a railway vehicle^ He plead 
ed not guilty. He was found guilty of 
the charge, on the evidence of Charles 
Walker.

Judge Monck sentenced Arome to five

Stars in Kingston Penitentiary. His 
onor wished to make the sentence se­

vere as a warning.
Joseph Leslie, charged with stealing 

$13 from William Waters, was remand­
ed until Tuesday next.

W. Hysfop and George El ford, charged 
with theft by Harry Brown, were dis­
charged, the complainant not wanting 
to press the charge.

Thos. O’Connor was charged with as­
sault and robbery on Max Mittenlhal, 
but the case was not proceeded with, ow­
ing to Mittenthal having left the coun­
try. Mr. M. J. O’Reilly, K. C., appeared 
for Connors.

James Morrison, charged with fraud 
fc connection with a chattel mortgage, 
was also let go, the complainant having 
written a letter to the prisoner stating 
that there had been a mistake, and that 
there wae no fraud. F. Morison appear­
ed for Morrison.

The Conference Committee will have 
another session this afternoon in an 
endeavor to get the Street Railway 
by-law in shape for next Monday 
night.
