W*utwn any longer 
on earth after the accomplishment of 

HIS OWN SPECIAL WORK.

His followers, were like tfe world, they 
relied too much upon presence and power, 
and sorrowfully thought the work would 
come to an end after His departure, but 
He could foreee that the glory He was 
about to enter upon would be their gain 
rather than their loss. The coming and 
going of the divine Master was a double 
advantage realized only in the after years.
It was expedient for the founder of the 
Christian church to depart, and the bitter 
disappointment of His followers was con­
soled by the promise of the Comforter. 
He departed to the glory of his father and 
the Comforter was sent. These thoughts 
suggested by the text might be analogous 
to the work and ministry of an humble 
follower of the Lord and he, their pastor, 
had thought it his duty to go away not 
for the sake of the worldly or monied ad­
vantages ; He took his stand upon the 
word of God, and believed that it was in 
their interests as well as in his own that 
he had been called away to a new sphere 
of duty.

Some of the members of his congregation 
had thought it hard that he should have 
to leave them, but he knew that many a 
loving heart beat under a disappointed 
breast. His divine Master had been mis­
understood and why not his humble 
follower ?

Fredericton would be dear to him, how 
dear he could not say, and he knew that 
his removal would be advantageous to the 
congregation here present. Jesus had 
said “If I go not away the Comforter will 
not come,” and the apostle Paul did a 
greater work in a labor sense than did 
Christ, for after that the spirit had de­
scended, the church multiplied and 
flourished. When Christ was on earth 
neither Peter nor John would undertake 
the great work of preaching the gospel 
alone. They depended entirely on the 
Lord while he was with them, and modern 
experience demonstrates that when minis­
ters take too much upon themselves, the 
congregation are apt to rely too much up­
on them. My withdrawal may help 
my congregation and it may throw 
them more upon their own resources. 
One may have been too forward but it 
was a pleasure to hear that many had said 
that a good work had been accomplished 
here. To speak frankly I think that a 
larger ingathering might have resulted 
from my labors. Twenty two commun­
ions had seen additions, and one hundred 
and two members had been received into 
the church, but more might have been 
done. Hence greater blessings should 
arise from a departure, and my successor 
should inherit a larger ministry. Look 
around and think of past events. Eleven 
years ago Dr. Brook confessed that he felt 
his usefulness had gone, and looking back 
could it be said that any of us could hope 
to abide in any sphere of work. Mrs. 
Brook lingered on but the Lord took her, 
it was expedient for her that she should 
go away, and so it has been with many of 
our Christian brethren. The congregation 
had been accustomed to ask : When the 
good doctor goes what will become of St. 
Paul’s? Yet it was a fact the church 
remained, it grew, it flourished and it 
prospered. It will undoubtedly be the 
same in my case, my departure will not 
kill the good old Scottish thistle, and I 
firmly believe, standing as I do upon the 
word of God that a change of spiritual diet 
will be healthy and beneficial to all con­
cerned. When I first came here I helped 
the young to take an interest in church 
work, they have grown up and prospered 
with me, and I am sure the good work 
established in them will be strengthened 
and perfected after my departure.

It is not without pain (and here the 
reverend gentleman was visibly affected) 
that I feel that a tie is about to be severed 
that bound many happy co-workers 
together. I have been happy and at 
home with you, and I never expect to be 
kindlier treated than I have been in 
Fredericton. St. Paul’s possesses a warm 
hearted, true congregation, and in thank­
ing you I say that whatever I have ac­
complished is due to you, and I want to 
give you the credit for it. Sunny 
memories of you and yours will cling to 
me for ever, and the joy of hearing of and 
from you — my own people — will always 
remain a pleasure to me. God will build 
you up and bless you, look to Him, trust 
not to your own judgment, but ask of the 
loving Father of all.

And here let me speak of my inter­
course with the other churches of this 
city, and I feel that their pastors are truly 
Christian brethren. Eleven years have I 
sought Christ’s work among you and not 
my own, and I go to a haider sphere of 
labor, to a great city with the name of 
Jesus on my lips and I desire your 
prayers that I may be outspoken. I go 
there weak, but the Lord is strong, and I 
will be strong. I shall never forget the 
church for which I have cared, and the 
parting words of Jesus come to me now, 
but I leave you in His good will. Fare­
well is bard to say, but may the Lord, so 
prosper and bless you, that when our 
work on earth is done, we may be re­
ceived where no more farewells can be 
said.

During the service the favorite hymns 
“ Lead kindly light,” and “ Abide with 
me ” were rendered by the choir.

Montien’s left hip was badly wrenched 
and he was injured internally, blood 
flowing from his mouth continually. His 
condition is considered critical.

HONEY PLANTS.
Prof. Cook, of the Michigan college, de­

votes an interesting bulletin V the sub­
ject of planting for honey, and describes 
two much-lauded honey plapts — the 
Chapman plant and the Rocky Mountain 
bee plaht — neither of which he thinks 
much of. In considering this subject it 
should not be forgotten that the beekeeper 
who plants injurious weeds, the seeds of 
which may be carried far and wide, com­
mits a heinous crime against his neighbor. 
And in introducing such plants this should 
not be lost sight of. One of the most 
valuable bee forage plants is Bokhara 
clover, a species of melilot. I have seen 
it seven or eight feet high, profusely cov- 
ered'with its sweet scented white flowers, 
and hundreds of bees at work on each 
plant. Why could not this useful and un­
objectionable plant be introduced by the 
beekeepers? ■ It was introduced about 
forty years ago and was then grown in 
gardens as a curiosity, with the result 
mentioned. Prof. Cook intends to try 
some species of melilot—not to test its 
value as a honey plant, but for its uses for 
fodder. This is a fhtile hope, as when the 
plant Is in blossom its stems are as woody 
as those of a black berry or asparagus 
when fully grown, although its leaves and 
tender shoots are greedily eaten by cows 
or sheep. As a garden plant, grown in 
rich soil and watered with liquid manure, 
it is very desirable for its sweet odor and 
pretty racemes of white flowers. Various 
species of melilot are grown' in Europe for 
fodder, but the crop is cut when young.

A PARTNER WANTED.

At Wichita, Kan., I had to occupy a 
room at the hotel with a stranger, who 
told me that he lived about 50 miles away 
on a ranch.

wring in a lot of churches, schools and 
factories to gild it off. I’ll give you half.” 

“ No, I couldn’t.”
“ All right — no harm done. If you are 

not a liar, that settles it, and we won’t 
have no hard feelings.”

Six weeks later I met him in a bank in 
Omaha just as he was depositing $27,000, 
and he held out his hand and said : “ Shoo 
Is it you ? Wish you’d have come in ten 
minutes ago and seen my liar holding up 
his half of the deal.

The shooting along the bay and in the 
woods further inland is of the same fine 
character as that-mentioned in connection 
with the Restigouche — ducks and geese 
near the water, and bear, caribou, moose, 
etc., in the forest. There is one thing 
which the tourist may hear of at Jacquet 
river, or in its vicinity, which may puzzle 
him. It will puzzle him still mpre if he 
sees it. It is the phantom light of the 
Baie des Chaleurs. It has been seen at 
times for the last three-quarters of a cen­
tury, at least, and people know no more 
about it now than they ever did. It has 
appeared in various parts of the bay, from 
above Jacquet river down as far as Cura- 
quet, sometimes appearing -like a ball of 
fire within a mile or two on shore, and 
sometimes having the appearance of burn­
ing vessel many miles away. Sometimes 
it seems to rest upon the water ; some­
times it mounts rapidly in the air and de­
scends again. It is altogether mysterious 
and eccentric. It is usually followed by a 
storm,.and- the most singular part of the 
story is that it has actually appeared above 
the ice in the d epthof winter. There is, of 
course, a tradition that just before the light 
appeared for the first time, a part of the 
crew of a wrecked vessel were murdered 
by their companions, who appropriated 
all the plunder they could get.

President of the Savannah Savings Bank, 
of St. Joseph, Mo., to the State Peniten­
tiary for accepting deposits when he knew 
the institution to be insolvent, Judge An­
thony, the presiding Judge, was visibly 
affected. He said that a sadder duty sel­
dom devolved upon him. For years he 
had known Judge McLean. The empty 
coat-sleeve bore testimony to his bravery ; 
the erect figure, in spite of the gray hairs, 
to the virtue of his daily existence ; yet; 
after sixty years of honest living, he fell, - 
and, as a Judge, he was compelled to pun­
ish him for his sins. “ And now it be­
comes my duty to pass sentence upon you. 
The former purity of your life, the 
wrinkled brow and gray locks plead more 
eloquently for mercy than could the tongtie 
of a gifted orator, aud I will try to temper 
justice with mercy. I sentence you to im­
prisonment in the State pententiary, at 
Jefferson city, for a term of two years at 
hard labor, and may you have strength 
from God to bear up and be brave under 
penal servitude. ” Mr. McLean is past 
sixty years of age, and lost one arm twenty 
years ago while defending his bank against 
robbers. He squandered $100,000 of the 
ba nk’s money in speculation.

CRIMEAN CENTENARIANS.
In Simferopol recently occurred the 

death of a Grecian woman who had at­
tained the age of 112. She was working 
in her garden to the last moment. Tired 
of work, she laid herself down to rest, and 
passed away without the least struggle. 
In connection with this incident, the 
Viestnik of Odessa reports that there are 
many centenarians in the Crimea.

The gambler, 
spreading the shirt on the table, took a 
long dirk from a drawer and, raising the 
knife to the height of his arm, brought it 
down with' all his force on the tiny links. 
The point of the knife snapped off cleanly, 
and a minute examination of the shirt 
could not discover a single dent. The 
rosewood table bore just a scratch, evident­
ly owing to a movement of the shirt when 
struck.

At the private detective offices it was 
admitted that a few of these garments 
were kept on hand for the operatives to 
use when a particularly dangerous man 
had to be arrested.

“Of course, the idea dates back to the 
dark ages,” said the chief of the bureau. 
“But we utilized it on the suggestion of 
one of our operatives who is an Australian. 
He knew a bushranger there for whom a 
reward was offered dead or alive. The 
desparado had often been shot at and pre­
sumably hit, but never fell. One day in a 
close fight the robber was seen to fall and 
was captured. It was then found that he 
had been shot in the leg below the chain- 
mail shirt which inclosed his body. We 
thought it a good idea, and as we don’t- 
care to loose a good operative, ordered a 
couple of shirts and have never regretted 
it.”

The little, dark-complexioned man who 
makes these shirts is a resident of Phila­
delphia and spends six months of the 
year at his forge manufacturing these tiny 
life-saving links. He generally has orders 
enough ahead to keep him busy for a year 
but the work of manufacturing is tedious 
and very hard on the eyes ; consequently 
nothing will induce him to do more.

His wife fits the shirts and also makes 
the chamois-skin vests, which, being of 
the best brand of leather, cost an additional 
$20. Each shirt is thoroughly tested by 
knife and bullet before being delivered to 
the customer, so that no mistakes can 
occur. In six months the little man can 
make about twenty-five garments, which 
as can be easily seen, produce a good in­
come for half a year’s work. The shirts 
are deliverable only in Philadelphia, 
unless the customer pays the little man’s 
expenses to and from the buyer’s home.

Mrs. Moitié Ellen Saunders died at her 
home in this city last week after a brief 
illness. She was the youngest and only 
surviving child of Elle Ellen, an old resi­
dent of Truckee. Her death recalls a 
striking incident,which is related as taking 
place six or seven years ago. In 1883 
Elle Ellen, a hale and hearty pioneer of 
nearly sixty years of age, was stricken 
with paralysis. His recovery astonished 
his friends and the physicians. The 
doctors stated that a second shock would 
certainly cause his death. At that time 
the old gentleman had three daughters 
living, one of them an inmate of the State 
Insane Asylum at Napa. AnlTOpetjng the 
death of their father,the other two daught­
ers engaged in frequent quarrels concern­
ing the distribution of his estate. These 
differences coming to the ears of the old 
man aroused hatred for his children, and 
in a fit of anger he made a most solemn 
vow that he would outlive them. In 1886 
Mr. Ellen received a second shock of 
paralysis, which left him mentally and 
physically incompetent. He did not die, 
however, and is alive to-day, and rational 
enough at times to mutter that he will 
outlive his children. Unknown to him 
the old man has fulfilled his solemn vow 
of seven years ago, for with the death of 
Mrs. Saunders the last of his children 
passed away. The demented: daughter in 
the asylum died three years ago. A mar­
ried daughter named Mrs. Regli was the 
second to die. Her two children died sub­
sequently, and the husband and father 
was not long in following. The nearest 
next of kin to the paralytic old man are 
three grandchildren — Jennie, Emma and 
Mollie.

If they wish to form political 
alliances with other countries, they will 
do so, no matter how much we may 
harp upon royalty and devotion to 
the flag. If the material interests of 
Canada will at some future day be pro­
moted by the union of the dominion with 
the United States better than in any 
other way, the un on will take place. 
The Herald believes that no such union 
is or will be necessary; but it does 
not concern itself mnch about the ques­
tion. It recognizes that only through 
continental unity— commercial, not poli­
tical — can the development of the do­
minion be realized. As it understands the 
inter-dependence of the two countries by 
which the continent is shared, there is no 
argument which ought to influence Cana­
dians to seek close commercial relations 
with their neighbors for which a corres­
ponding argument cannot be presented to 
the people of the United States. It 
advocates close commercial relations be­
tween the two countries as a partnership 
between equals. It regards such relations, 
not as a means to an end, but as themselves 
a most desirable end ; and to those who 
say that this or the other politician claims 
that unity of commercial policy will lead 
inevitably to unity of political relations, it 
answers that no one is wise enough to 
speak ex cathedra upon this subject, and 
that those, who are the most certain that 
unrestricted reciprocity means political 
annexation, are invariably those who know 
least about the question. Canada’s al­
liance to the British Empire is not 
necessarily inconsistent with the broadest 

relations with the United States. 
Thirty or forty years ago there were 
plenty of super-loyal people who fancied 
that the integrity of the British Empire 
depended upon the red tape of Downing 
street, and who saw in the extension of 
responsible government to the colonies the 
downfall Of British influence. We have 
living afliongst us numbers of men who 
can remember when the cry of disloyalty 
was raised against those who denounced 
the misgovernment of the English colonial 
office. There is one thing that all these 
timid patriots may make up their mind 
upon : The genius of the Anglo-Saxon race 
has not spent itself. It proved equal to 
the development of constitutional govern­
ment— a crowned democracy in England 
and an association of commonwealths 
in America such as the political dreamers 
of by-gone times would never have im­
agined. It proved equal to the evolution 
of the British Empire, the most wonderful 
political fabric the world has ever seen, 
and it will prove equal to the future re­
quirements of the race ; and so, to those 
who tell us that this, or that is incon­
sistent with British connection and must 
lead to the crisis in imperial affairs, 
which has been impending for the last 
century but always fails to materialize, we 
answer that they are simply repeating 
an oft-told tale, the falsity of which has 
time and again been demonstrated. Cana­
dians may face' the future without fear if 
they are true to their own interests.

As appears by an item elsewhere, an 
arrest has been made of one ofjthe parties 
charged with the aligned murder at Belle- 
dune, Restigoitolic county. A great deal 
of unnecessary criticism has been launched 
against the attorney general for his action 
in this matter, which has been represented 
as dilatory in the extreme. As a matter 
of fact, he has dealt with it in as prompt 
a manner as possible. The case was 
brought to his notice some time ago by a 
very vague letter, from which no one could 
draw any definite conclusion. It was to 
the effect that a rumor was afloat that the 
body of somebody was concealed some­
where. The attorney general asked for 
additional particulars, for something defi­
nite, but no reply was received from that 
correspondent. Later, another gentleman 
wrote in the same indefinite manner. As 
soon as he was able to arrive at any basis 
from which to institute an inquiry, the 
attorney general set about obtaining a 
detective and one was employed and put 
on the case at the earliest possible moment. 
This was not advertised abroad. To ran 
into the papers at every stage in an in­
vestigation of this nature would be the 
surest way to defeat the inquiry ; but that 
the best course was taken under the cir­
cumstances is evident from the result.

It is to be borne in mind that to pro­
ceed against people on a charge of murder 
is the most serious step a law officer can 
take. He is not in the position of a news­
paper correspondent, who naturally has a 
keen scent for a sensation. The law is 
very strict in regard to the proof of 

( murder, and it was long ago settled in the 
courts that there never ought to be a con­
viction for this crime unless the body of 
the murdered man was found, or indubi­
table evidence given that the body had 
been made way with. So long as there is 
a possibility that the person alleged to be 
murdered is yet alive, no man may be 
put on trial on the charge of having 
killed him. The crown officer must pro­
ceed therefore with 11 -‘most care and 
never take a si raring per.

The appointment of G. K. jBv^sley to 
Registmrehip of King’isjcjaHity has given 
rise to a great deal-- ofspeculatioh as to 
whit the office is worth, most persons 
being inclined to put it at $2.500 a year, 

"We fancy this is very much above the 
mark. There is a disposition among many 
people to fancy that the fees of offices are 
something phenominal in the aggregate. 
A case in point was that of the late clerk 
of the pleas, William Carman who was 
currently supposed to be in receipt of a 
salary anywhere from $4000 to $6000, but 
it is doubtful if his fees ever reached half 
the smaller sum in any year. The public 
is apt to act upon the principle of “omne 
ignotum pro magnifico” and imagine that 
what it knows nothing about is necessarily 
something very great. The fact that G. 
R. Pugsley, the newly appointed registrar 
of King’s county is a brother of the soli­
citor general is commented upon in some 
quarters. If Mr. Pugsley is well qualified 
for the office, which no one denies, if the 
office is really not worth very much, as 
the same class of critics allege, why should 
not Mr. Pugsley have it ? In what way 
is his relationship to the solicitor general 
a disqualification? ■

Those good people who think the city

It would be an easy 
matter to so rid a team along with sand 
and spinkle it on the ice: but how 
often would it have to be done, do you 
suppose, and what sort of a mess would it 
make in the stores ?

Every woman is not trusty any more 

than is every man ; but quite as many 
women as men are so. In truth it may 
be doubted if there are not more trusty 
women than there are men. Secrets are 
seldom imparted to persons who do not 
inspire confidence ; they who tell what 
they call secrets to dozens of persons, 
without forming any positive opinion of 
their discrimination or reticence, are not 
apt to have any secrets from the entire 
circle of their acquaintances. They are 
mere babblers, gossips, tattlers who try to 
bestow more importance on their com­
munications by declaring them to be 
secrets. Such communications are usual­
ly commonplace, or of so little consequence 
as to make no distinct impression on the 
mind ; needing to be labelled private, lest 
they be thought to belong to the public. 
Beside, the communicators are prone to 
the habit of repeating their stories to 
everyone tney can persuade to listen to 
them, and then pronouncing them con­
fidential. To many to whom they are 
thus disclosed, the stories are already fa­
miliar, and politeness alone prevents the 
recipient from immediately saying as 
much. Candor and delicacy compel these 
when informed of their confidential 
character, to acknowledge that they are 
by no means new. But the babblers — 
men for the most part — take no notice of 
this. They go their babbling round, and 
when they hear their current tale, they 
like to assume an injured air and to assert 
that some confounded woman has betray­
ed their confidence ; that woman neypr 
can keep a secret. That woman should 
owe, in any measure,'their false reputation 
to such a dunce, is thwjggst evidence of its [ 1

Sir Joseph Hickson’s retirement from 
the Grand Trunk is referred to editorially 
by all the leading papers, which give ex­
pression to widespread appreciation of Sir 

’Joseph’s service. The Standard, however 
says that a younger man is needed to 
fight the aggressive, energetic management 
of the Canadian Pacific. The Chronicle 
attributes the rise of Canadian Pacific 
stocks to the belief that Mr. Sargeant will 
be less hostile towards the Canadian 
Pacific.

James Macfarland and his sister, Mrs. 
Insell, were charged in the! police court 
at Toronto Wednesday with ineèst/the 
pair having been living together as man 
and wife for the passt seven years under 
an assumed name. The man was found 
guilty and sentenced to five years peni­
tentiary and to receive 40 lashes. The 
woman, whose husband is still living, was 
remanded. The magistrate believed her 
brother had compelled her to live with 
him as his wife.

A serious explosion occurred at the gas 
works Sherbroke Wednesday. It tore out 
one side of the building and set fire to the 
structure. Charles Dinsmore,an employe, 
was found half an hour after under a heavy 
iron door which had been blown some 
distance from its original position, and 
upon which were piled bricks and other 
debris. Dinsmore died from his injuries 
five minutes after he was rescued. Another 
employe, name unknown, was severely 
injured and small hopes are entertained 
of his recovery. The fire brigade soon 
extinguished the flames.

The carpenters have charge of the Mc- 
Adam railway station Offices for freight 
are being laid out at the western end of 
the building. When completed the present 
offices will be vacated, and the partition 
between them and what is known as the 
gentlemen’s waiting room will be moved 
back several feet,so as to enlarge the wait­
ing room space. A new hardwood floor 
will be laid in the waiting room, and its 
appearance generally improved. The 
ladies’ waiting room will also be fixed up. 
The ticket office between the two waiting 
rooms will be maintained as at present.

On being taken 
ashore he enquired about his companion, 
and as the latter had not been seen, a 
search was instituted and it was ascertain­
ed that he had also fallen in and was 
drowned. His body was recovered about 
2 hours afterwards. Deceased was 9 year8 
of age.

Details have been received at Toronto 
of the Kemp-McLean sculling match on 
the Parramatta river at Sydney; The 
weather was fine and the water smooth. 
A good start was effected, and a capital 
race was witnessed for a mile, when 
McLean, who was favorite at the start, 
gradually forged ahead, and when a mile 
and a half had been completed held a 
clear lead. This advantage he gradually 
increased to ten lengths, and although 
Kemp afterwards slightly reduced the gap 
McLean ultimately won by six lengths 
Time, 22 mins.

Upon the an­
nouncement of the suspension, Copland, 
the vice-chairman, was elected to the 
presidency. The exchange was demor­
alized by the news, but a normal feeling 
was soon restored.

Jacob Werner, a miner, was caught by a 
snow slide in the mountains near Lundy, 
Cal. Both legs and one arm were crushed 
by the timbers, and they were frozen al­
most to the body by the cold. He was 
sensible when found and said he thought 
he had been so confined for five days_ 
During that time he had gotten hold of a 
hand-saw and, while trying to free himself 
from the fallen timbers, had nearly sawed 
the frozen arm from his body without 
feeling it. He died before he was taken 
to the foot of the mountain.

A Herald special from Washington says, 
“ The President is being strongly and in­
fluentially pressed for a direct and un­
equivocal utterance on the silver question, 
either by way of special message to congress 
or in the guise of an authorized interview 
with a member of the press. The existing 
depression owing to the withdrawal of gold 
and the apprehension of wild and dis­
astrous federal and state legislation from 
political subserviency to the farmers alli­
ance render necessary on the part of the 
President, a firm stand against any assault 
upon the conservative business interests 
of the country.

A discovery of great importance to Kan­
sas farmers, who have been greatly 
troubled by the ravages of the chinch bugs 
in their wh%at fields, has been made by. 
Prof. Snow of the university of Kansas. 
He finds that the bug is susceptible to a 
contagious disease. So. his mode of oper­
ation is to make a lot of healthy bugs, 
sent in by farmers, associate for a time 
with the sick bugs. When thoroughly 
inoculated the bugs are returned for dis­
tribution over the fields under cultivation, 
and there they serve as disease centres. 
In this way the chinch bugs have been 
slaughtered by the bushel.

According to the New York World, a 
watch once carried by David Garrick is 
now: owned and worn by John E. Fries, 
an old gentleman with white hair and 
snowy mustache, who may be seen on 
every day. The watch is a heavy silver 
one, open faced, with grotesque gold hands 
and presents a battered, weather-beaten 
look. It is out of repair and has not 
stirred a wheel for a hundred years, pro­
bably, but Mr. Fries regards it with the 
greatest reverence, and will not permit a 
watchmaker to touch the sacred relic. 
He paid over $400 for it, and has docu­
ments which prove its genuineness.

During the year off 1889 the amount of 
lumber surveyed at the port of Bangor 
amounted to 170,000,000 feet. Although 
all the surveys have not yet been handed 
in, it is thought the amount this year will 
be about 10,000, 000 feet in excess of that 
of last year. This increase is owing 
principally to the fact that band saws have 
been placed in most of the mills in this 
section, thus adding to the facilities for 
sawing. Also, the corporation mills at 
Veazie’s have been running full blast dur­
ing the past season, having sawed 15,000 
000. The year before they were doing 
little in the matter of manufacturing.

About 150 English railroad hands ar­
rived at Glasgow and will be put to work 
on the Caledonian road. It is announced 
the South Western is resuming work. The 
miners of Kilmarnock are joining the 
strikers. The North British railroad com­
pany have opened the Aberfoyle, Clyde 
Bank and Sterling routes, hitherto closed 
on account of the strike. The secretary 
of the English railway men’s union 
threatens to bring out 80,000 English rail­
road men in case the Scotch railroads do 
not soon come to terms with the employes. 
This alleged threat may lead to a whole­
sale strike along the lines of all English 
railroads.

A despatch from a staff correspondent of 
the Omaha Bee gives details of Tuesday’s 
fight; at Wounded Knee creek. While the 
work of searching the tepees for arms was 
going on the warriors held an incantation 
pow wow. Then an order was given to 
search the warriors. About a dozen had 
been searched when the rest jerked guns 
from under their blankets and began pour­
ing bullets into the ranks of the soldiers 
who had approached within gun length 
and those Indians who had no guns rush­
ed upon the soldiers with tomahawks in 
one hand and knives in the other. The 
Indians first volley was almost as one man 
and they must have fired a hundred shots 
before the soldiers fired one. When the 
soldiers recovered from their surprise the 
slaughter of the Indians began and at the 
time of writing the corresdondent says was 
still continued,only a few Indians escaping 
over the hills. Capt Wallace was toma­
hawked to death. Father Grafted Catholic 
priest,was mortally wounded in the lungs 
and about 35 soldiers wounded, a number 
of them fatally.

THE FREDERICTON BOOM CO.
A Claim tor Damages Settled by 

Arbitration.
On. Monday last, a claim for damages 

brought against the Fredericton boom com­
pany was settled in the county court house

Thomas Morris of Bright, in ^bringing 
matter before the company alleges that for 
the past two years his hay crops on Shore’s 
island had beenr damaged, due to the pres­
ence of the numerous logs in the water be-" 
longing to the defendants. The logs and 
piers had the effect of backing up the water, 
and last season the hay crops belonging to- 
plain tiff were, so he alleges, damaged to the 
sum of one hundred and sixty-five dollars, 
a lossswhich he could not afford in these 
depressing times, hence this complaint.

Having agreed, however, to have the mat­
ter referred to two arbitrators, one to repre­
sent the opposing parties, and a third arbi­
trator to be chosen by these two, the plain­
tiff selected T. Colter, M. P. P., to represent

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THE STABVER’S TASK IS ENDED.

Signor Giovanni _ Succi hpe triumphed 
over hunger. The indomitable will power 
of the little Italian has carried him 
through the task of lasting for forty-five 
days,and hiswatchera raised the ban which 
had been imposed upon him a month and 
a half ago, and allowed him to swallow 
a small cupful of tepid cocoa. Sued did 
not, strange as it may seem, particularly 
relish that part of the programme. He 
understood that his stomach, dosed with 
his hunger destroying elixir for many 
days, would rebel at mild cocoa, but he 
drank it and ended his fast.

The early hours of the last day of the 
ordeal were devoid of incidents. Nothing 
but the routine examinations of the faster 
were made, and these over he lay down 
upon à lounge, and, wrapping a blanket ■ 
about his feet, endeftvored to sleep. The 
examinations showed that he weighed 
1042 pounds. At the beginning of the fast 
he tipped the scale bar 1471 pounds, 
which make a loss of 43} pounds. His 
temperature was normal, respiration 19, 
pulse 02. The dynamometer registered 44 
kilos under the pressure of his hand, and 
his general condition was indicated as 
weak. During the day he drank seven 
ounces of natural water, twenty ounces of 
purgative and four ounces of alkaline.

Succi’s spirits have not been of the best 
for the past week, and the near approach 
of the end of his ordeal did not improve 
them. He had become tireji of the mono­
tony attendant upon his surroundings, 
and was peevish and irritable. At about 
7 o’clock in the evening he showed the 
first signs of animation, when a man, who 
a moment before had been talking to him, 
rushed back to the lounge arid excitedly 
said that he had lost $30 in bills.

A search was made for the money, with­
out success, when the loser suddenly ex­
claimed that he had found it. He had 
taken it from one pocket and put it into 
another, forgetting that fact. Succi, who 
had got up at the report of the loss lay, 
down again with an angry expression on 
his cadaverous laoe. It disappeared a few 
moments later, when Citizen Train arrived, 
shook hands with himself, threw a bou­
quet of flowers at Sued and shouted, 
“ Viva Suop 1 ”

The room, which the fester had in a burst 
of grim humor dubbed “ Starvation Hall, ” 
was pretty well filled-when at 8 o’clock an 
attendant Announced that Succi was only 
ten minutes from a meal.

AT VERY LOW PRICES
A SPOOL OF THREAD.

Few persons ever stop to think of the 
twisting and turning and the various pro­
cesses that fibre go through after it is 
taken from the pod before it is wound on 
a spool" ready for use. To actually follow 
it on its course would be a long and tedious 
task, but iri the National museum at 
Washington the whole story is told in one 
of the cases given up to an exhibition of 
textile fabrics.

First, is shown a specimen of cotton in 
the pod, just as it is picked, without hav­
ing the seeds removed. Next is shown a 
specimen of the same cotton after it has 
been ginned and the seeds removed. The 
sea Island cotton is used for thread on ac­
count of the length of the fibre. A sample 
of the sacking in which the cotton is baled 
is also shown. Then the cotton is sup­
posed to have been baled and shipped to 
the thread factory.

Here the first thing that is done with 
the cotton is to subject it to the “ picker ” 
process, by which the cotton from several 
bales is mixed to secure .uniformity. Dur­
ing the picker process much waste, in the 
form of dust, dirt and fibres is separated 
from the good fibre by the pfeker.

Next the “ picked ” cotton is wound on a 
machine, in sheets or laps, into a roll. The 
next process illustrated by a" practical ex­
hibit is the carding, by which the sheets 
of cotton are combed or run out into long 
parallel fibres.

The cotton is next seen drawn through 
a trumpet-shaped opening, which con­
denses it into a single stran, or “ silver.” 
Then eight such silvers are run together 
intoone ; six of the strans thus produced 
are drawn into one, and again six of the 
strans from the last drawing are combined 
into one.

Then comes the feet “ roving ” process, 
which consists of winding the etian and 
bobbin. Two strans are twisted and again 
wound on a bobbin.

After a number of other twistings and 
windings, during which the stran is grad­
ually reduced in size until it begins to as­
sume a thread like appearance, two strans 
of this fine “ roving ” are run together and 
twisted under considerable tension, on a 
bobbin that makes 7,000 revolutions a 
minute.

Two of the cords thus produced are then 
wound together on a spool and then 
twisted from that to another spool. The 
two-cord thread thus produced is trans­
ferred thence to another spool, and then 
three threads of two cords each are twist­
ed together, forming "a six cord thread. 
One who lias followed the process sees the 
cotton gradually transformed from a wide 
band, or sheet of loose cotton, to a com­
pact thread that will pass through the eye 
of a needle.

The six coni thread is at last taken from 
a bobbin and reeled into a skein, from 
which it is bleached or dyed. Then it is 
wound back from the skein upon a big 
spool, from which it is supplied to little 
white birch spools, upon which it is 
wound in. regular courses, and it is then 
ready for the market.

The machine that regulates the last 
winding measures the number of yards 
wound on each spool. The spools are 
made of various sizes, the average spool 
containing 200 yards of thread.

The labels that decorate the ends of the 
spools when they are sold are just put on. 
They are cot and pasted on by machinery 
with great rapidity.

ESCAPED PROM KHARTOUM.
The Italian newspapers record the re­

turn to Verona of a religions woman 
known as Sister Maria Caprini,, who for 
the past eight years has been a prisoner 
in the hands of the Mahdists in the 
Egyptian Soudan. Ten years ago soon 
after taking the veil, this woman went to 
Africa and was sent to the catholic mission 
station at El-Obeid, with several of her 
companions, to carry on the work of the 
mission there.

Two years later, after a desperate battle 
in which the Mahdi killed nearly 8000 of 
the troops of Egypt, only twenty-seven of 
the army escaping alive, these poor 
missionaries were taken prisoners by the 
victorious Soudanese at the capture of El- 
Obied. Sister Caprini and her companions 
were thrown into prison, where they 
suffered almost indescribable tortures, 
being deprived of a sufficient quantity of 
food and drink, and otherwise afflicted, so 
that it was doubtful if they would long 
survive.

One day the Mahdi, exasperated on ac­
count of the refusal of his victims to re­
nounce their faith and embrace Moham­
medanism, had them brought before him 
for. the purpose of decapitation. He, how­
ever, changed his mind after conversing 
with them through an interpreter, and, 
stripping them of most of their clothing, 
sent them back to prison. Two sisters 
and a layman died of their privations.

The others were taken by the Mahdi on 
his triumphant march to Khartoum and 
at Omdurman they have ever since been 
permitted to lead a most precarious exist­
ence. They were practically prisoners, 
though permitten to wander around the 
streets. No supplies of any sort were given 
them, and they were kept alive only by 
the charity of those who, fanatical Moham­
medans as they were, still were touched 
with pity when they saw the sufferings 
of these poor people. They, how­
ever, were able to cook a few articles of 
food, which they sold in the streets, and 
thus helped to support themselves.

A few months ago two of these women 
aided by a few feithfiil friends among the 
Soudanese, stâined their feces to make 
’-cm look like negroes, and succeeded in
