Window Breaking.—\Ve would call 
the attention of the authorities to the 
reprehensible practice of stone throwing 
indulged in so freely by boys of the 
town. No unoccupied house, however 
vuluable, is free from the destructive 
assaults of youngsters, who make targets 
of the windows for their stones, slings 
or catapaults. This last instrument is 
one whose use should be prohibited with­
in the town limits. It is small, can he 
easily hidden about the person, but with 
practice a boy can become so accurate in 
aim that he can hit an object as easily as 
he could do so with a pistol. The rub­
ber impels the stone or shot with great 
force, and a window can be broken 
without the least apparent endeavor on 
the part of the young rascal carrying the 
catapault. Small birds, domestic ani­
mals and fowl, are a ready prey to the 
boys carrying these instruments, and 
much pain is inflicted in this way. Ft is 
too bad that owners of unoccupied hou­
ses, and those in course of erection, 
must either board up their windows or 
have the panes of glass destroyed by 
stones and catapaults.

The Winnipeg correspondent of the 
Toronto Globe, in a communication pub­
lished No. 23rd, states that the land reg­
ulations of the Pacific Railway Co are 
very unpopular with setlers in Manitoba, 
and that the effect of them has been that 
thé company’s lands are now virtually 
out of the market. It will be seen from 
the agreement the Pacific Railway Com­
pany requires purchasers of their lands 
to sign that the co nplaints of the Mani­
toba settlers, referred to by the Globe 
correspondent, are fully justified. The 
effect of the stipulations regarding the 
extent of land to be brought under cul­
tivation within four years by the pur­
chaser would be entirely to place him at 
the mercy of the company. It may be 
safely assumed that the average settler 
going up to the Northwest, with a few 
hundred dollars in his pocket, and a wife 
and two or three young children to pro­
vide for, would not be able to build a 
home, fence his farm, and bring half of 
it under cultivation within four yea re.
Suppose such a mail to take up a quarter 
lot of ICO acres, which is about the 
smallest quantity of land it would be 
worth the settlers while to enter on.
According to the deed of ngreement with 
the company he would require to build 
a house which would be satisfactory to 
the company's agent, and break up and 
crop 80 acres of his land within four 
years. In the event of his failing to do 
so, or to meet any of the deferred pay­
ments of the purchase money, no matter 
from what cause, the company would 
have power to declare the agreement null 
and void, to confiscate hie improvements 
to their own use and profit and either to 
turn the settler out without a cent of 
compensation, or to revalue the land and 
sell it over again to the purchaser at 
their own figures. In either event the 
unfortunate man would get no credit for 
hie previous payments. He might have 
paid all the instalments except the last 
one: it mattered not; the company 
would be entitled under the terms of 
their agreement with him to turn him 
out, and refuse to refund a single dollar 
of the money he had paid. Of course it 
may be said that the company would not 
deal so harshly with the settler, that if 
knew him to be a deserving man they 
would give him all the time he could 
reasonably ask to meet his payments and 
bring half his land under cultivation; 
and that after he had done so they would 
give him a deed in fee simple of it. But 
if the company mean to act generously 
by the settlers on their lands, if they do 
not mean to enforce these obnoxious 
stipulations, why introduce them into 
their deed of sale at all t If their only- 
object is to promote the occupation of 
their land by actual settlers who will re­
side upon it and cultivate it, and to ex­
clude speculators who would purchase 
merely in order to hold the land over 
for a rise in price, this object would be 
sufficiently secured by making it essenti­
al secured by making it essential o r the 
purchaser to reside on the land for a 
certain number of years—say three- 
before he would bd entitled to a deed of gjan( 
it. A resident on the land would be sure tains, and tliinketh the pile

which the fanner would most probably 
not get more than 60 cents a bushel. 
But the majority of the settlers who go 
there are not men of means; they are 
poor men who go to make a living for 
themselvea and their familiea by the 
labor of their own hands. Their pur­
pose is to make a home for themselves 
in the wilderness. In doing so they will 
have difficulties enough to encounter 
without creating artificial ones. The 
real object of the company in inserting 
these objectionable stipulations in their 
form of agreement seems to be, for the 
present, to discourage settlement on 
their lands. After a while, when all the 
adjoining government and school lands 
have been taken up, they will be able to 
sell to much greater advantage to them­
selves than they could now. In the 
meantime they can hold their lands with­
out a cent of cost, owing to the provision 
in the agreement with the government 
exempting their land from municqial 
taxation for twenty years, or until sold. 
This seems to be the game the company 
are playing; and this certainly is the 
effect their land regulations are calcu­
lated to produce, and in fact are pra- 
ducimg. It remains to be seen whether 
the people of Canada will tamely^pwmit 
them to continue such a policy as this. 
While the present government is in pow­
er, the company may of course do as 
they please; but the present gov­
ernment will not always be in power. 
It will be a question for <6eir successors 
to consider whether, with due regard to 
the public interest, a trading corporation 
can be allowed to lock up 25,000,000 
acres of the public land and hold them 
over for a rise in prices. We think we 
know the answer which will be given to 
this question, should it ever arise. The 
Parliament of Canada, which by its act 
created this huge monopoly, will have 
power to destroy it. The company, if 
they are wise, will not provoke a collis­
ion by persevering in their present 
policy, but will withdraw their unjust 
form of agreement with intending pur­
chasers of their lands, and substitute for 
it a just and equitable form, which a pru­
dent man can sign without danger. Vo­
ices this is done the progress of settle­
ment in the Northwest will be seriously 
retarded.

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GENERAL ELECTIONS
Private Hints to Liberal-Consar- 

vatives.

BefornierH Mast not be Allowed to Bead 
This.—*elf the Assessor Is a Grit, Watch 
Him.'*—Mow the Tories Propose to Fight 
the next Dominion Elections.—Polities 
to Influence Maulelpal Elections.

A document of a most important char­
acter. and marked private, has been 
issued by the leaders of the Tory party, 
for the use of the party wire-pullers *i 
every constituency in Ontario; and a 
copy was also presented to each delegate 
attending the Tory Convention lately 
held in Toronto. The following is the 
document :

OPENING INSTRUCTIONS.
These hints are prepared solely for 

the use of officers of Conservative Asao 
ciations in Ontario. The greatest care 
should be exercised in preventing them 
from falling into the hands of uur oppo­
nents.

Those to whom they are entrusted 
should novor allow them to pass out of 
their hands.
draft constitution for liberal con-

SBRNATIVK ASSOCIATIONS.
1, Constitution of the Liberal-Conser­

vative Association of (name of constitu­
ency).

2. The Association shall consist of all 
persons who are favorable to the Liberal- 
Conservative party, and express their 
willingness to become members of the 
Association (and pay an annual fee of

3. The officers of the Association shall
comprise its Executive Committee for 
the riding, and shall consist of the Pre­
sident, Secretary, Treasurer and Vice- 
Presidents, being one for each munici­
pality in the electoral division, who shall 
be elected at the annual meeting, which 
shall be held at on the
day of in each year, and
the Chairman of the sub-divisions ap­
pointed as hereinafter mentioned.

4. Each Vice-President shall, as soon 
as convenient after the annual meeting 
in each year, call a meeting of the mem­
bers of the Association in his municipali­
ty, at which there shall be appointed by 
the meeting a committee of such number 
as the meeting shall see fit for each poll­
ing sub-division (school section or other 
division as thought best), and one of 
such committee shall be appointed chiar- 
man.

5. The Vice-President residing in each 
such municipality, with the chairman 
and members of the committee so ap­
pointed, shall form the Executive Com­
mittee for such municipality.

6. It shall be the duty of each chair­
man:

(1) To see that in his division all 
Conservatives entitled to vote are 
on the Voters’ List, and to appeal 
against, and have struck off, all 
names of opponents improuorly 
inserted thereon.

(2) To promote the circulation of 
Conservative newspapers and lite- 
ratui e.

(3) To secure as large a member­
ship of the Association as possi­
ble.

(4) To see that his division is thor- 
ougly canvassed, and the party 
vote entirely polled at elections.

(.*>) To report the result <»f his work 
quarterly to his Vice-President.

7. It shall be .the duly of each Vice- 
President to have a meeting of the Ex­
ecutive Committee held immediately on 
the return of the assessment roll by the 
assessors to the clerk of the municipality, 
to prepare for a]’ vais to the Court of 
Revision, and also immediately after the 
publication of the voter.» lists in each 
year; also at the time of the writ of elec­
tion to organize and prepare therefor.

8. At each annual meeting each Vice- 
President shall report in writing as to 
the state of political matters in his mu­
nicipality, showing the strength of the 
Association and what actual work has 
been done in perfecting the voters’ lists, 
canvassing the electors, and procuring 
the circulation of Conservative papers, 
pamphlets, etc.

<). The Association at every annual or 
special general meeting may pass such 
by-laws as may be deemed essential for 
carrying out the objects for which it is 
formed, and for prescribing the duties 
of its various officers.

NOMINATION OF CANDIDATES.
10. It shall be the duty of the Presi­

dent of the Association immediately on 
the dissolution of Parliament, or of the 
Local Legislature, or on the death or 
resignation of the member of either 
House representing the constituency, or 
at such other time as the majority of the 
officers of the Association present at a 
meeting shall decide, to take proper 
steps for holding a meeting of delegates 
belonging to the party from each polling 
sub-division, to select the candidate of 
the party.

11. For this purpose delegates
shall be selected from each polling sub­
division by the Conservative electors 
thereof. .

12. Such notice shall be given with 
regard to the time and place of meeting 
for the selection of their candidate, as 
the Association shall, by by-laws passed 
at its several meetings from time to 
time, direct, and the meetings in each 
sub-division throughout the riding for 
the selection of delegates shall take place 
on the same day, and the Convention 
shall meet the following day.

13. At a Convention a standing vote 
shall first bo taken pledging the meeting 
to support the nominee of the Conven­
tion by all means in their power.

14. Before the name of any candidate
is allow to be submitted to the meeting 
he must pledge himself, or if absent, his 
nominators must pledge themselves for 
him, that he will cordially support who­
ever may be the nominee of the Conven­
tion." ,

15. The Convention may pass such 
rules as may be necessary for the con­
duct of business before it.
HINTS FOR THE FORMATION AND WORKING 

OF ASSOCIATIONS.
In forming an Association the chief 

thing to guard against is itsremaining one 
simply on paper. To avoid this the great­
est ciro must be used to select good offi­
cers. Only active and energetic men should 
be chosen. Filling the offices with mere 
figureheads destroys the efficiency of 
many Assostations. It does not by any 
means follow merely because a man is

popular and a zealous Conservative that 
lie would make a troo.
Vice-President While such men are 
useful they should not be selected un­
less they are also men of active business 
habits, with strong wills, and who will 
insist upon the work being done.

In canvassing persons to join the As­
sociation every exertion should be taken 
to bring in all the young men and lads 
possible, whether of age and having 
votes or not. They all have their asso 
ciations and connections, and when en 
listed their energy will be found inyalu 
able in the work of the Assueiation. II 
should be their especial duty to see that 
Conservative Income Franchise voters 
and farmers’ sons are on the roll and 
vote-

Attention is called to the necessity of 
having the assessors do their duty when 
they are preparing the rolls.

If the Assessor is a Grit, watch him. 
Their party invariably appoint the most 
energetic and unscrupulous partizans as 
assessors. After the assessment is com­
pleted (30th April), the rolls should be 
revised by the chairman and committee.

In the event of an appeal to the Coun­
ty Judge m respect to ihe voters’ lists, 
it will be found the best plan to submit 
the management ot the appeals in the 
whole municipality to one man respon­
sible for the work. This, however, only 
refers to seeing that notice is properly 
given, and managing the cases before 
the Judge. It is the duty of the chair­
man of each sub-division to see that his 
committee ascertain every friendly name 
omitted, and every vote improperly on, 
and give every assistance and instruc­
tion to the person entrusted with the 
management of the appeals.

Special care should be taken by each 
chairman to ascertain those persons in 
his division who take no newspapers, 
and to at once endeavor or pet them to 
subscribe for a Conservative paper. 
Every effort should be made to substi­
tute a Conservative for a Reform paper.

Each Vice-President should see that 
the chairman of each sub-division is pro­
vided with voters’ list.

The chairmen and their committees 
should work up their respective divis­
ions at though they were an association 
by themselves.

The Vice-Presidents should be partic­
ular in requiring reports from the chair­
men of the divisions, as that will be 
found to result in the more careful per 
formance of work in such divisions.

It will be found useful for each chair­
man to have meetings occasionally of the 
members of the Association resident in 
his section, to discuss matters of interest 
and to see what is being done.

It is a mistake to give the nomina­
tion to a person who will not accept it.
It should always be ascertained before a 
man is placed in nomination that he will 
stand if nominated. If he declines, it 
frequently deters others from accepting 
and places the ‘eventual candidate in a 
false position.

Copies of the Voter’s Lists should 
constantly be kept on hand, revised and 
annotated.

When a new resident comes into the 
division his views should ar once be as­
certained and every effort made to get 
him to join the Association, or pledged 
to the party.

If the party is weak in a constituency 
the only way to increase its strength is 
to determin to win it; to keep this object 
steadily in view, and to fight every elec­
tion. No Grit should ever be allowed 
to be returned by acclamation. The Re­
form majority in Glengarry in 1872, and 
for thirty years previous, was over 1,200, 
but by dint of work it was turned into a 
Conservative majority of G2 in 1878.

It should be the duty of the chairman 
of every Convention for the nomination 
of candidates to impress upon the dele­
gates the nature and responsibility of 
their duties. The question before them 
is, Who is the strongest and most avail­
able man of the party I They should ap­
proach this question in a judicial spirit. 
Personal likes and dislikes should be ab­
andoned and sectional jealousies should 
not be entertained. A man may be 
strong and popular in his own township 
and vicinity, but unknown and perhaps 
unpopular in others. Each delegate 
should ask himself the question, who is 
the strongest available man to con­
test this constituency ? and for tliat 
man it is his bounden duty to vote, even 
if he does not know or dislikes him per­
sonally.

We call the special attention of post­
masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give 
notice t>y letter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber

business to ^tivansact in the j does not take his paper out of the office, 
lie had oc- and state the reasons for its not being 

taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postmaster responsible to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, he must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made, and coUect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made. ,

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-office, whether directed to his 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to pay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
upon the ground that a man must pay for 
what he uses.

5. The courts have decided that refin­
ing to take a newspaper and periodical*' 
from the post-office, or removin'' and 
leaving them uncalled for, is prinui facia 
evidence of intentional fraud.

By the kindness of Mr." G. W. Thom­
son we are enabled to publish the 
following interesting letter from our 
former townsman, Mr. James Thomson, 
now of Dakota:

I consider he has done more work than 
any one of us, having done it all or 
nearly all himself. Both of these friends 
had to put up houses and stables. They 
consider they have done well, and are 
much pleased with the vouutry so far, 
and think their prospects much better 
than they could possibly have been had 
they remained in Goderich. R. R. 
Thompson, who lives about 6 miles from 
me, has got, I understand, about 30 
acres prepared. F. Davis has about the 
same. Both of these gentlemen had 
land on shares this year, on which they 
raised a fair crop, and are, I believe, 
well pleased with the country. One 
thing I can vouch for friend Thompson 
having much better health in his present 
vocation than when in Goderich, so has 
his wife and child. Abe Cox, whose es­
tate is j of a mile from me, and is known 
by the outlandish name of i•Killcobin,,,

On Friday night last the Zurich Liter­

ary Society held its tirst public meeting 
for this season, Dr. Buchanan in the 
ch«?r A vnrv fair, but rather short, 
programme Was carried out.

A series of protracted-meetings have 
been held for five or six weeks on the 
Sauble line by the M. E. Church, and in 
consequence there is a great number of 
converts.

Dear Bro,—You have asked me to 
give you a general i^cccount of how I 
have got on during the summer, what 
kind of weather we have had and are 
now having, and how those who went out 
with me are doing, and how we all like 
the country.

In doing this, it will be necessary to 
tell you a little in detail of my work 
during the summer. My wife and I ar­
rived here on the 23rd of July, and 
dnring my absence the boys had broken 
no less than 170 acres. I had intended 
to have 200 broken, but on account of 
the burning of my stable and the loss of 
my best team, it fell 30 acres short of 
our speculations. However, I felt very 
well satisfied that so much had been 
done. As soon as 1 got out xve com­
menced putting up hay, and succeeded 
in curing about 00 tons. When that was 
done the harvest was ready; We cut 
40 acres of wheat and 10 acres of oats. 
We liad very bad harvest weather. Just 
after I had got it cut, and in the stook, 
we had a scries oi tains, so that in order 
to get the sf mid Circ'Aur wn had to stack 
it, ;u il: . . : .ack even
if the weather is a uamp. When
threshed we had 800 bushels of wheat, 
and 400 of oats, half of which was my 
share as 1 had the land on shares. We 
paid the steamer for tnreshing, 5 cents a 
bushel for wheat, and 3 cents for oats, 
and provided grub and sleeping room for 
the men, and fuel for lire. It took 
about 10 men to attend the machine, live 
of whom go with it. The rest y< u have 
to hire, and pay 81.50 per «'lay and 
board. We also had teams to draw it to 
market, so that when the last straw was 
threshed we had only one load to take, 
the others having been drawn away as 
fast as it was threshed. This is the way 
all do, who are within a reasonable dis­
tance of the river. Thu wh at 1 intend­
ed to keep for seed and bread, but as it 
was not in very good condition on ac­
count of the wet weather, 1 sold it at 
once for D4c a bushel; had I kept, it for 
three weeks 1 could have got 81.25, but 
we can't for.see those things. Alter har­
vest we at once went to ourlbacksct+ing. 
In the meantime my son .lames thought 
he would like to go and earn some money 
at his trade during the fall and winter, 
so 1 took his place at the plough. XX e 
hail a big task before us, 17<> acres to 
turn over before the beginning <«f Nor., 
as ve expected it to ileize up abuilt 
ilieh. So at it we went, G orge with his 
•team aird 12 in. plough, Herb, with 3 
horses, and a 14 in., and myself with the 

■oxen and a 12 in. plough. We managed 
h> turn over about 5 acres per day and 1 

. before the frost set ill we had our 
complete d as far as uc could do so, 
acres liot in big sullicivntly rott 
we will easily do in the 'ring.
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has got about 35 acres prepared for seed 
in the spring. His claim is a valuable 
one, ana he will do well next year. He 
is our funny boy, and is welcome where- 
ever he goes. John W. Pharis only got 
out too late to do anything this fall, but 
he has got about 15 acres prepared for 
seed. He lias got a snug house up and 
a good sod stable for his stock. He and 
his wife are happy and contented, and 
so far like the country. R. Jamieson 
has just commenced to put up a house 
on his claim. He has done very well, 
and as he will be home almost as soon as 
you receive this, he can tell his own 
story. There is no land to be had with­
in 20 miles of me, that is for settlement , 
although men who have means can get 
it reasonably, as there are young men 
who wish to go fnrther west and take up 
more land and would willingly sell in 
order to give them a start; f^r many 
came out here without a dollar, and 
their land has grown into some value 
would sell. XVe have as yet no schools 
in our town, but expect they will be 
established next year. Uur nearest 
church service is 5 mile's; next 8 miles, 
and as our horses had so much t«» do 
during the week, I could not find it in 
my heart to work them on Sunday, so 
we have nut attended church very often, 
but we hope to have service in our sec­
tion ere long. I intend in the spring to 
sow 140 acres in wheat and about 30 in 
oats, and should l have an average crop 
1 should reap a good harvest. 1 also 
hope to break 125 acres, if spared, next 
year, which will give me about 300 to 
crop the following year, and so on till I 
get «500 under crop. Then I think 1 
shall be satisfied. X> e are having a 
railroad constructed about 8 miles west 
of us, and mother is projected to run 
along the river, touching at the towns 
on its bank; this one will be very near 
us, and will raise the value of land very 
'much. Now to sum up, the prospect of 
myself and all those who came with me 
are good, and our only regret is that 
we did not come years ago to this or 
some other part of the North-west, for 
while I speak thus, I mean Manitoba, as 
well as Dakota, only the further north 
you go the seasons get shorter, and T 
think we are about far enough north. I 
would certainly not advise a man with a 
large family to come here unless he had 
at least 8 KMX), and then ho would have 
hard enough pinching for a few years. 
A young man could do very well with, 
say $500, but to start a farm op a rea­
sonably large scale, one must have, say 
$2,000, it has cost me nearly $3,000 to 
maintain my family up to the present 
time and run three teams, but 1 hope to 
have it nearly all returned next fall. 1 
know of no country where a better in­
vestment or quicker returns can be had 
than this. Your returns are only limit­
ed by the means you have to turn over 
the soil. A man with limited means can 
get as much land to work on shares as 

! he wishes; and there is no scarcity of
