Pump Our Your WELLS.-—A medical
gentleman “in a neighboring town sug-
gests the propriety of having all the
wells pumped out in order to avoid an
epidemic of typhoid fever. Many of the
wells are now filled almost to the top.
Most of this water is surface water and
is consequently more or less impregnat-
ed with vegetable matter. If this water
isallowed to remain in the wells, the
warm weather of July and August will
breed in it the germs of the disease and
its use by the people will be almost cer-
tain to spread typhoid fever broadcast
over the land. A little care in this mat-
ter may prevent serious consequences
and it is much cheaper to pump out the
well than to pay a large doctor’s bill,
A hint to the wise should be sufficient.

Then also in the spiritual life some
wives kill their husbands. Multitudes
of unchristian men are 8o coustantly
thorned by their well meaning but ur-
wise Christian wives, uvpon their duty to

constantly reminds him that she *‘has to
live a Christian alone.”

Orange Cream Sponge Cake.—Oue
and one-half cups of sugar, two cups of
flour, one-half cup cold water, yolks of
five ezgs and whites of two, the rind
and juice of one urange, two teaspocn
fuls of baking powder.

Whip one cupful ot thick cream to a stiff
froth, and stir gradually into it half a
cupful of powdered sugar ; grate into it
the yellow uf one orange rind.

Lemon or Orange Cream.—Take one
lemon or two oranges, grate, add one
cup of sugar, half a cupful ef ice water
and one cupful of cream ; beat the
whites of three eggs and stir in, Warm a
gill of milk, in which mix two table
spoonfuls of corn-starch ; let thicken
and stir in.

Fat for Frying.—Just here let me tell
thee how to prenare fat for frying that
will not have the disagréeable taste or
smell that lard has ; neither will it be so
expensive. Have thy butcher reserye
for thee, say about ten poundsat a time,
of the best beef fat, and cut it up into
small pieces. When itis brought into the
kitchen put it into a pan and cover it
with cold water ; let it stand half an
hour or 8o, as convenient. Then take
it out, putting it into a broad kettle
over the back of the stove to gradually
try out, When done strain it off into a
pan with some cold water in the bottom.
All impurities will settle in the water or
on the cake of fat, and thé next day it
can be melted over and poured into jars
for use. For frying I prefer beef fat for
many things, also the kettles for that
purpose consisting of a double kettle,
the lower one for the fat, with a side
handle for allowing the upper one,
which has holes in it, to be hung upon
it, and so drain off all superfluous fat
from the articles fried. Have all pieces
of fat from steaks or ‘roasts of beef sav-
ed, tried out and strained. Chicken fat,
as it is taken from the chickens before
they are cooked, is very nice for makiog
molasses gingerbread, and, by some,
considered nice for short-cakes and
biscuit. Mutton fat I know of no use
for (as it is impussible to disguise the
taste) except for chapped hands and the
like, but all such scraps are good for
