DID BE INFEND MURDER ¢

Trial of John ©'Grady. Charged With
This Crime.

Toronto, Jan. 26. <~ The trial of
John O'Grady, charged with shoot-
ing at Mr, Peter Small with intent
to murder, on Nov. 17 last, occupied
the attention of Mr. Justice Rosc and
a jury in the Criminal Assize Court

Mr. Small testified that ' O’Grady
had opposed the transfer of the Am-
erican Hotel to J. J. Scanlan, while
ha (Mr, Small) had loaned Scunlan
$60U %o purchase the iicense. Ou lhe
day of the shooting O'Grady met
Small on Toronto street and accused
the latter of robbing him. Small
tried to get rid of him, but O'Grady
followed along King streqt and again
sccused the former of wrongdoing.

Finally O’'Grady said, ‘“‘— your
soul, I'll murder you,” and he fired.
The pullet went through Mr. Small's
clo! and, for safety, he dodged
into William Reddan’s saloon, at
King and Church streets. As he
went through the door a second bul-
let went through the window.

Cross-examined by Mr. E. F. B,
Johnston, Q.C., Mr. Small claimed
0'Grady was generally a cheerful
man of business. His wife had died
two years ago, however, and since
then he had been despondent.

After several other Crown witne:ses
had' been examined, Mr. Johnston
sfated that there was no dispute as
to the facts of the shooting, but evi-
dence would be produced by the de-
fence to prove that O'Grady was
not capable of appreciating the Gual-
fty or nature of the act.
