The principal prize, worth over 
£ 56,000, in the Calcutta Turf Club 
sweepstake on the English Derby has 
been won by an officer of the Indian 
Army who is no* on leave in Eng­
land.

Training of Teachers.
We are glad to learn that Mr. 

Blackall, in presenting the report of 
the Committee on Education to the 
Synod dwelt much on the Importance 
of training teachers In the arts of 
their profession. In the past, much 
of the time and attention which have 
been professedly given to the train­
ing of teachers, have been necessarily 
devoted to equipment of candidates 
with a more or less sound education. 
The teacher in training joins a class 
in a college and goes through the 
class-work with the ordinary pupils. 
Attempts have been made to give 
them some instruction in the art of 
teaching, and also to afford some op­
portunity tp practice teaching. Un­
fortunately the instruction or? the 
prdfëèStotial Side had tx?ën inadequate, 
and the practising done under un­
favourable conditions. These unfav­
ourable and inadequate conditions 
have been largely due to lack cf 
means to provide facilities. Teaching 
is a difficult aft. It requires much 
knowledge of mental, moral and 
physical growth, and the environment 
under wtiiqh development of child­
ren can take place. Efficient teachers 
can do much in making good met 
and women. Too often, we forge 
school botchers can butcher boys am 
girls, and mar their mental growti 
and moral character for life. Mr 
Blackall is doing good service in 
emphasizing the need of making Mas­
ter Workmen of our teachers. Canon 
Pilot always insisted that the train­
ing school for teachers was the corner 
stone of the educational system. Bu* 
he passed most of his life in the days 
before the educational awakening, 
when his annual reports mostly found 
their way to the waste paper room. 
Some day they will be rummaged 
out and their value appreciated. His 
labourers in this direction will not be 
in vain. Now that the public con­
science is being roused on education; 
now that one government vies with 
lis predecessor in making more liber­
al provisions for education, Canon 
Piilot’s successor, Mr. Blackall, with 
his advisers may be able to carry out 
lgcse ideas on the training of teach­
ers, which were so dear to the heart 
of his predecessors.

Sergeant 
Maqkey made inquiries so that the 
remains might be identified, and find­
ing John Whalen he came to the mor­
gue and saw that the body was that 
of his nephew, John Whalen, aged 22, 
who lived with his grandmother and 
uncle at 8 Buchanan Street. The 
boots which he wore were the princi­
pal means of Identification. Whalen 
was reported missing on Sunday, 
April 10th, by his uncle, John, and 
particulars were given in the Tele­
gram next day. He was seen that 
night by Miss Buey on New Gower 
Street, and later by Miss Hurley at 
the rear of the Post Office. This was 
at 11.30 at night. It is thought the 
man .left the two companions he was 
with, wandered down on one of the 
uptown wharves and went overboard. 
It was thought for à while that he had 
gone to Bell Island and Inter to Syd­
ney. but it was deemed strange that 
ho word was heard from him. Dr.

The Newfoundland 
Case Before the Hague.

The history of the agreement made 
between Great Britain and the United 
States in 1818, known in diplomacy 
as "The Convention of Ghent,” is very 
interesting. It is well known that the 
war with America was brought on by 
the obstinancy of George III. Pitt, 
Fox, Burke and all the leading minds 
of the day were bitterly opposed to 
hostilities. Naturally in 1818 there 
was a strong desire to conciliate the 
young Republic. The first conten- 
of the American negotiations was ra­
ther startling. They claimed to be 
put at once as regards the fisheries 
precisely in the same position as 
when they were Colonists. It was 
pointed out to them that they had 
cast off their allegiance to Great Bri­
tain and were now an independent 
foreign nation. It was all to no pur­
pose ; they persisted in putting for­
ward this monstrous demand. The 
negotiations came to a deadlock. The 
Liberals in England Were most anx­
ious to please America, and the result 
is the Convention of Ghent.

In construing this agreement it 
must always be borne in mind that 
the business carried on by Americans 
and contemplated by this Convention 
was a ship fishery and not a shore 
fishery off the Newfoundland coast. 
All the Americans fishing off the coast 
of Newfoundland and the Magdalen 
Islands were bankers.

The questions at issue before the 
great International Tribunal are five.

1. The Convention gives liberty to 
inhabitants of the United States only 
to catch fish off the Newfoundland 
coast. The Americans claim that

men of any nation. The 
■wording of this section is too clear 
to need discussion; only actual in­
habitants of the United States can 
exercise this right.

2. 3 and 4 are very clear.
Under No. 2 the Americans refuse 

to pay light dues.
3. They claim that Newfoundland 

can make no laws without their con­
sent to regulate the fishery and pre­
vent its destruction.

4. That they are not bound to enter 
and clear their vessels at the local 
Custom Houses. *

All these .four questions are ruled 
by the principle of sovereignty. No 
international jurist has any doubt 
about these three points. The only 
possible limitation to these three 
rules is that they must be exercised 
in a reasonable way and without dis­
crimination.

5. Under the Convention the United 
States fishermen have a right to fish 
on the coasts of western and south­
ern Newfoundland. At Labrador they 
"have much more extended privileges 
on the coasts, bays, harbours, creeks, 
&c.

There is a clear distinction between, 
their rights in both countries. Our 
contention that “coasts” of Newfound­
land means the outer coasts and not 
the Inner bays, creeks, coves, &c., is 
very clear. It is strengthened by the 
wording of the Convention, “Wood 
and water, shelter from storms, re­
pairs,” &c„ and confirmed by the 
usage and practice of the period -when 
the agreement was made. Americans 
at the time were all bankers, and to 
this fishery the Convention and Its 
provisions applies only as regarda
Newfoundland.
