Those Granis
on Disputed
Territory.

On Wednesday we drew attention
to a report of an interview with
Premier Gouin of the Quebec Province
on the Labrador boundary dispute.
The press integview arose out of a con-
versation between the Governor and
Sir Lomer Gouin. The salient fea-
ture of the report was the opinion ex-
pressed by the Quebec Premier as to
the effect of the boundary being so
delimited that licenses issued by the
Newfoundland Government should be
decided to be Quebec territory.

We drew attention to the fact that |

during the time Mr. Kent was acting
Attorney General a proviso was draft-
ed by him for insertion in such
grants, making it clear to the
Licensee that the Government did
not guarantee any title, and that they
were not attempting to grant a title
which might prove invalid. The ob-
ject of this proviso was of course to
deal fairly with the licensee and to
give him notice that the decision on
the question raised by the Govern-
ment of Quebec might render the
grant worthless, and also to protect
the Government against claims.

Yesterday it was pointed out to
us that Mr. Kent called the attention
of the Government to the matter by
asking the following questions on
Feb. 15th, 1910, in the House of As-
sembly.

Mr. Kent gave notice that he would,
on to-morrow, ask the Hon. Minister
oi Agriculture and Mines to lay on
the table of the House a copy of the
form of Grant, lease or license of land
for timber or other purposes on the
L.abrador, and to state whether there is
or is intended to be containedorinsert-
ed in such grant, lease or license any
proviso or other condition regarding
the result of the pending dispute over

. the boundary between the jurisdiction |

of the Government of Newfoundland
and that of the Dominion of Canada or
the Province of Quebec,and to lay on
the table of the House a copy of any
such proviso or condition.

The answer given was that no such
proviso was being inserted, ‘and a
form of the grant was tabled, which
did not contain such a proviso.

As we pointed out yesterday it was
current talk after these grants were

issued by the present Government,
that the licensees intended to make
claims against the Government should
the grants be invalidated by the
Quebec boundary decision.

“According to Sir Lomer, one of

: the: chief reasons why a hasty settle-

ment is urgent is the fact that people
in Newfoundland are selling limits to
English capitalists and others. These
limits are in the debatable territory,
and it is more than likely that some
of them are the property of the
Quebec Government, and it will be
found when judgment is given that
the purchasers are paying their good
money for lands to which they will be
unable to establish a claim.”

Professor Cramb
On Qur Nation-
al Courage.

In view of the Titanic disaster Pro-
fessor Cramb spoke on national cour-
age at Queen's College. He said:—

“What is the distinction of English
courage? What is it that marks it
from the courage displayed, say, by a
French squadron or by a German
regiment on the field of battle? The
question  is not difficult to answer.
English courage has maintained its
distinctive character throughout the
fifteen centuries of our possession -of
these islands. All our battles, from the
Winwaed and Brunanburh to Creey.
Blenheim, Meanee, and Paardeberg,
present the same features—absolute
valour in action; that is to say, dis-
regard of danger when a great end is
to be attained by that disregard; and,
in speech, a definite leaning to the
under-statement, born of an attitude
towards danger, and perhaps towards
life itself, of seriousness tempered by
irony.

“The English trooper riding out to
Colenso to his death, and calling to
a comrade, ‘So long, sonny; meet you
at the Day of Judgment,’ .. found
its counterpart almost to the letter in
the parting at one of the lifeboats as
it stood off from the doomed liner.
This courage is essentially English;
it is the Viking courage not a spen(_i-
thrift, reckless valour; not the valour
dear to lady novelists, which rushes
into the tempest because it is a tem-
pest; but the valour which is daunted
by no peril if an end is to be gained
whether that end be the conquest of
a Roman province or vengeance for a
personal wrong. Rightly or wrongly.
wisely or insanely, we desired speed
and still more speed; and in our lust
for speed wa ran the risk open-eyed
and with full knowledge, deliberately
crossing the iceberg zone in the ice-
berg season with ships that every man
oi us knew to contain lifeboats for
less than half or even a third, of their
human freight. The German Press of
the past-week has calmorously de-
nounced us as betrayed by our infat-
uation for sport into ‘living danger-
ously.’ We abide the accusation. It
is assuredly nearer the truth than the
taunts of degeneracy which General
Bernhardi the most distinguished
writer on military subjects of all Gér-
many, lavished on us five weeks ago.”

Infection.

Milk is very susceptible to foul od-
ors, and filthy conditions have a
marked detrimental -effect upon its
swholesomeness. The very moment
~that it leaves the cow’s teat it is sub-
‘ject to imfection. It is in contact
with the air at this moment, and the
air is very often, if not always, laden
with orgamsms which exert a bad ef-
‘fect on milk. - No matter how careful
mecans are taken in milking and car-
ing for the cows, more or less foreign
material gains entrance to the milk.
Cows’ udders are always more or
less dirty, and the act of milking
works some of this into the pail. The
air should be as free from dust as
pessible. . Avoid milking in a dusty
yard or close to a road where rigs or
automobiles are passing. Never milk
in a dirty barnyard. Perhaps the
ideal place for summer milking is en
the fresh green-.grass plot, free from

plots are hard to get close to the
buildings. On- the whole, then, the
most satisfactory place to milk, sum-
mer or winter, is in a clean, bright,
well-ventilated stable. "he - stable,

must be clean. Old bedding, allowed
to remain in the stalls from spring to
fall, without changing, is a source of
trouble, as infection lurks therein.
The stable must be regularly clean-
ed in summer, as well as winter, and
the cléaning should not be done near
to milking-time. The milker should
have c¢lean hands, and each cow
should be thoroughly brushed in all
parts about the udder before com-
mencing to milk. The hands should
be washed and dried after each cow.
These little things do not take much
time, but they are large factors in
keeping down the Dbacterial content
of milk, and in all avoiding bad flav-
ors and disease.— Farmers’ Advocate.

Falls of Soot
In England.

English chemists estimate that
nearly 2,500,000 tons of coal is wast-
ed every year in the British Isles in
1 the form of soot. Various experi-
ments in the City of ILeeds have
shown at least 230 tons of soot is de-
posited annually over each square
mile of the city's area. Glass plates
exposed in the centre of Leeds be-
came coated with about twenty-four
| times as much tarry soot as in a lo-
cality nine miles away.

While the Florizel was discharging
at,Harvey's wharf at 7.30 last evening
the accident occurred. Quirk = was
working on the,wharf near the stern
of the ship while barrels of talc were
being hoisted out of the hold. On
this occasion after being lifted by the
wineh over the ship’s side the sling
got loosened and one of the barrels
slipped and knocked Quirk overboard.
Immediately the cry of ‘man over-
board’ was raised all over the prem-
ises. Clance was working nearby
and without knowing who the man
was, and at great personal risk, leap-
ed from the pier. Meanwhile Quirk
was drowning fast, being unable to
swim, a few minutes longer would
have settled him. Crowds of people
assembled on the pier and cheered
the heroic €lance as he rose to the
surface with his burden gripped
securely under the arms. Clance had
all his clothing on, except his coat,
so that he was considerably handi-
capped. When ropes were passed to
Clance by Contractor Bartlett, who
was promptly on the scene, he laugh-
ed at the idea as he was swimming
ashore with Quirk, but a second
thought led him not to- take -any
chances and he quickly hitched the
rocpe around Quirks body (who was
nearly gone from exhaustion) and had
him lifted to the pier. Clance then
had a swim around the dock in. pre-
paration, he said, for this year’s con-
test at the Regatta.

This is not the first time Clance has
distinguished himself and this present
gallant deed should not go unrecog-
nized.

Searchlights
on Ships

MONOPOLIZED BY NAVY.

Merchant Marine Long Forbidden to
Employ Device Which Would Have
Saved the Titanic,

; London, - JJuné ~1.—The scientific
journal, Nature, calls attention to the
fact that the non-use of searchlights
by merchant ships is due to the ac-
tion of the British Admiralty.

The great value of searchlights for
navigation was reported to the Lords
Commissioners of the Admiralty by
Admiral Sir Beauchamp Seymour in
1876. Dr. Henry White, F.R.S., had
previously submitted certain inven-
tions to the Admiralty, and a number
of battleships were equipped with
searchlights. When attempts were
made later to establish searchlights
on merchant ships, the Admiralty in-
tervened and claimed the exclusive
right to the use of searchlights. on
the alleged ground that their - bril-
liancy interfered with the navigation
of other ships.

In a paper read before the Literary
and  Philosophical Society, Dr. Wilde
said, referring to the loss of the Ti-
tanic: "It was repeatedly stated in
evidence that the atmosphere was per-
fectly clear. If, therefore, the Titanic
had been equipped with an efficient
searchlight, the iceberg would . have
shone out by reflection at a distance
of several miles (visible to all persons
on deck), and the collision therewith
would have been easily avoided.

“The ultimate responsibility, there-
fore, for the calamity which we all
deplore, rests upon the naval authori-
ties at Whitehall through their blind
policy of excluding searchlights from
the mercantile marine.”

“John Doe,”
Life Prisoner,
Hangs Himself.

Concord, N. H., May 31.—A mysteri-

ous life inmate of the New Hampshire
State Prison; known as John Doe, no
reliable information ever having been
secured as to his full name as past
history, committed suicide in his cell
during the night by hanging himseli
to a grating, with a rope made from
his mattress.

On February 10, 1906, “Doe” and an
accomplice, Joseph Gouin, a French-
Canadian, after robbing a safe in Dov-
er, boarded the St. John-Boston train
at Rockingham Junction and killed an
Italian passenger in the smoking car.
Both were captured after an exciting
chase and on May 15th, were sentenc-
ed to prison, “Doe” for life and Gouin
for thirty vears.

Gouin was transferred to the State
Hospital as an insane person and on
April 22 escaped from that institution
and is still at ldrge. On November 11,
1910, “Doe” secured a knife and ran
amuck in prison, seriously wounding
the physician, Dr. Galinger, and a
deputy warden. Since that time he
had been in solitary confinement, be-
ing regarded as the most dangerous
man ever in - custody in the New
Hampshire State prison. :
