THIRTY MILLION CARTRIDGES.-

How much ammunition does a mod-
ern army use? We shall not know
until after the war what the German
and the Allied Forces have been ex-
pending; but we know what the Ger-
mans used in 1870-1. The total for
rifles was 30,000,000 cartridges; for
field artillery, 362,000 rounds. It is
worth noting that battles are much
less costly in ammunition than sieges.
The siege of Strasburg alone cost,
weight for weight, three times the
amount of ammunition used in all the
decisive battles and actions through-
out the whole war. Of course, these
figures are a mere bagatelle compared
with those of the present struggle,
with its millions of soldiers and its
quick-firing guns and its battles last-
ing for several weeks.

M. C L l.; Debate.

The 48th annual session -of the”
Methodist College Literary  Institute
opened last night with an interesting
war debate which was thoroughly en-
joyed by the large number who at-
tended. Many changes have iaken
place since the last session, a fact
which was particularly noticeable by
the absence of familiar faces. Many
members have nobly responded to
their country’s call, amongst them be-
ing the Secretary, Mr. O. Steele and
Assistant Secretary, Mr. G. Taylor,
both of whom are non-commissioned
officers with the First Newfoundland
Regiment.

The first business of last night's
meeting was the appointment of a
Secretary. Mr. A. . S. Butler was
chosen for the position, much {o the
satigfaction of the members who were
present.

The subject for debate was: ‘Is the
war the result of economic or military
pressure?’ The leaders for the form-
er were the President— Mr. J. S. Cur-
rie, Mr. R. Hearder and Mr. A. Soper;
! while the military side of the ques-
tion was supported by Hon. R. A.
Squires, Mr. W. Drover and Mr. W.
Butt. f

The principal argument for Zcono-
mics was the rapid development of
Germany’s commercial, industrial and
manufacturing concerns since the
Franco-Prussian War. The increase
in the populaton during that period
was abnormal and the question of
expansion naturally presented itself.
She needed colonies and the only pos-
sible way for her to acquire them was
to forcibly seize them, since other
nations had checked expansion else-
where. For this she made deliberate
preparations which eventually result-
ed in the war of aggression which she
is now fighting.

The contention of those sup‘)onmfr
the Military side of the question was
that Germany is essentially a military
nation. The military spirit had been
so fostered that her people had de-
veloped «into a huge fighting machine,
that considered itself superior to any-
thing in the world. The idea that
Germany had not room for expansion
was- refuted by those supporting che
military side, who contended that
jeatousy of the power of other na-
tions, particularly Britain, was the
underlying reaspn for the war. T‘le,
military spirit, the development of
which had brought with-it pride of
race, was the pressure which brought
about the great conflict. After the
leaders had finished, several other
speakers took part, amongst them be-
.ing Mr. H. J. Earle, of Fogo.

The debate throughout was most in-
teresting and instructive and upon the
vote being taken the majority decided
in favor of the military side of the
question.

Wise and Concilliatory.

It is pleasiug to learn that the re-
ply of Great Britain to the represen-
tations made by President Wilson as
to delays in shipping, caused by Great
Britain exercising the right of search,
is of a conciliatory character. It
should be remembered that President
Wilson doves not question the right of
search by Great Britain to prevent
contraband reaching the hands of her
enemies. The protest was based on
the delay caused by, search asnd a
paralycis of commerce which was at-
tributed to it. As to the latter the
New York Herald has pointed out that
nothing is to be gained by exaggera-
ting the extent of the paralysis caus-
ed by the cxercise of this right, and
that it is idle to attribute the falling
off of commerce in certain branches
to this cause, when it is obvious that
to the war itself, as apart from search
the majior part of this lessening of
ccmmerce is due. On the other hand,
it should be remembered that certain
branches of commerce have been
.largely stimulated by the war, and
that business men in the States are
supplying large quantities of goods to
Britain and her Allies, which she
would never do but for the war. In-
deed, so much is this so, that the in-
fluence of the German born is being
used to try to get Congress to pass a
bill to prevent the ecitizens of the
States from supplying contraband
goods to Britain and her Allies. This
movement. is due to the fact that Ger-
many and her Allies cannot get a safe
passage of contraband to her bor-
ders, while her opponents with their
command of the seas, can do so. The
intimation of Britain that she would
offer no objection to the transfer " of
German steamers to American own-
ers, provided use is not made of the
purchase-money or the steamers to
assist her enemies in the war, is a
rezsonabie suggestion. But the sug-
gestion that these steamers might be
uged bv American owners to facilitate
trade between North and South Am-~
erica, will not meet with ghe approval
‘of the German enemies of Britain in
the States, They do not want to see
America capturing the German ship-
ping trade with South America. Brit-
ain would like to see it, however, and
would also promote in every reason-
able way means for facilitating com-
merce in. South American countries.
The nearer South .American trade is
brought to the normal, the better for
South America, the better for the
States and Great Britain, and the bet-
ter for the Newfoundland fish trade
with the Brazils.

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WSSIA’S GIGANTIC OPERATIONS.
—SPARTAN RULE IN VAVY CAR-
RIED OUT. >

LONDON, To-day.

A complete change in the situation
in the near East may be brought
about by the Russian victory over the
Turks in the Caucasus. If the Turk-
ish defeat is as sweeping as has been
officially ‘reported—the virtual de-
struction of two and the repulse of a
third Turkish army corps—Turkish
men are nard up against the Rus-
sians. The loss of so many of their
best trained officers and men, it is
believed here, will compel. the Turks
to give up any ambition they had of

concentrate on the defence of their
own. country. Military men, however,
are taking even greater -interest in
the Russian invasion of - Hungary
through the Uzsok Pass in the Car-
pathians aund their rapid advance in
Transylvania through Bukowina, gim-
ultaneously, with their movement to-
ward Cracow. These combined opera-
tions are the most gigantic under-
taken in the war. Meantime the Rus-
sians are held by Austro-Germans in
Western Galicia. Field-Marshal Von
‘Hindenburg, German Commander 'in
Northern Poland, can move but slow-
ly because of mud in his offensive
operation against Warsaw. A de-
spatch from Petrograd says that avia-
tors observed German artillery on the
frontier railway stations which  can-
not be moved on account of the soft-
ness of the roads. It has been sug-
gested that the Germans intended to
use the Vistula for the transport of
their guns, but with the Russians in
possession of the northern bank, this
obviously would be impossible. Al-
though fighting has been intense at
many points on the Western front,
there is little or no change in Fland-
ers where the fields and roads are
under several feet of water. In that
territory only artillery has been able
to work, but in Northern France be-
tween Lille and Arras there has been
some hard fighting in which trenches
have charcgzed hands more than once.
Hard fighting, too, continues in:. Al-
sace where the French claim to have
advanced a little toward Alkirch.
They have, apparently, got no further
along the Cernay road from Stein-
bach. The British Admiralty is now
convinced the battleship Formidable
was -destroyed by a German submar-
ine. Makiug an announcement in the
House cof l.ords, Earl Crew divulged
the information that the Spartan rule
which th. Admiralty promulgated af-
ter the loss of the cruisers Aboukir,
Cressy and Hogue, that no ships
should go to the assistance of another
for fear she too might be torpedoed,
had been carried out. The captain of
the Formidable, although he knew his
ship was doomed, signalled the other
ships not to stand by.

ROUMANIA ON EVE OF WAR.
PARIS, To-day.

It is learned from a.source worthv
of credence that arrangements where-
by the interests of Roumania in Ber-
lin and Vienna wil be attended to by
the United States Diplomatic Service
have been definitely- made. This can
mean but one thing, in the opinion of
Roumanian Legation here. That Rou-
mania would prefer to wait until Rus-
sian operations through Bukowina
had further developed across the Car-
pathians, as Roumania, although
ready to place %$00,000 troops in the
fighting line immediately, is not
wealthy enough to face unmoved the
prospect of a long war.

BRITAIN'S REPLY CONCILIATORY.

LONDON, Jan. 7.

The reply of Great Britain to the
American note regarding interfer-
ence with its shipping, it is said in
well-informed circles, is wholly con-
ciliatory, and shows a disposition on
the part of England to do everything
within reason to avert delay to Am-
ericcn shipping. At a time when
freight rates are high, and conse-
quently loss of time is so costly to
ship owners, England wishes to do
everything in its -power consistent
with the propew safeguarding of the
interests of the Allies, and to facili-
tate world trade and stimulate com-
merce, paralyzed, as it is, by war
ccenditions. Consequently, it is de-
clared, there is no disposition on the
part of Exgland to protest against the
purchase of German vessels by Am-
ericans, where sales are genuine, and
ships are not used so as to avoid
what might reasonably be called the
consequences of belligerency. Use of
trensferred German ships in the cot-
ton. trade with.. Germany, probably
would eall forth objections from the
Allies, although' cotton is not contra-

of the war. At any rate objection is
not likely to be made until ships are
actually ‘ransferred and their pros-
pective use clearly indicated. It is
probable that the Allies will take the
position that sale money shall be
keld until the close of the war as a
guarantee that it will not be of assist-
ance to belligerents. An assurance
that a Gerinan ship, purchased by the
United States Government or its citi-
zens, would engage in South Ameri-
can trade only, probably would satis-
fv the Allies and prevent any formal
objection, as-a stimulation of trade
with South Ameriea is greatly desir-
ed by the Allies. While it is pointed
out that the sale of German ships in
New York Harbor to the American
Government or its citizens would in-
evitably relieve German ships in New
York Harbor, and German citizens of
the heavy cxpense of maintenance
and insurance, undoubtedly conse-
aquences of war within the meaning of
international practice, still England
probably would be willing to waive
objections on this - point, were the
vesselss (not permitted?) to enter
trade in Norway, beneficial to Ger-
mzny, Austria or Turkey.

Second Canadian
Contingent expected
to leave in March

Ottawa, Jan. 4—It is understood in
Militia circles here that the second
Canadian expeditionary force will
leave for England early in March. It
is expected that all necessary equip-
ment, rifles, ete., will be available by
next month, and the force will be
ready to embark by the last week in
February or the first week in March.
Although no official information is
given out here as to the plans of the
War Office in connéction with the
Canadian troops, there is reason to
believe that a brigcde, at least, of
Canadians will be sent to Egypt to
assist the Australian, British and In-
dian troops there in the offensive
operations against Turkey.

Just what use is to be made of the
nine regiments of mounted rifles now
being raised throughout the Dimin-
icn, is not ascertainable at present,
though it is believed that some of
| them will go to Egypt since the nature
| of operations now proceeding in
the western war arena
render cavalry of little use. Prob-
ably a portion of the mounted troops
being raised will be retained in Can-
ada for home defence purposes.

The
latter returned home at six o’clock
this morning and on entering his
rcom was dumbfounded to find his
beloved partner cold in death, lying
in bed beside her darling child. It
was indeed a sad home-coming for
the bereaved husband who will have
the sympathy of the community. At
no time recently did she complain
of being unwell, and death is suppos-
ed to have followed - a sudden attack
of the heart.

Adding Machines.

They Are Not New, as Pascal Invented
One in the Year 1642,

The adding machine is of modern
development, but not a modern in-
vention, a pasable one having be=n in-
vented in 1642 by Pascal (1623-15662) a
celebrated French geometrician, philo-
pher and writer. Later, in 1671, the
adding machine was modified to facili-
tate multiplication by Gottfried Wil-
helm Leibnitz, a German mathemati-
cian of great achievement, and his in-
vention was followed by many im-
provements.

A notable experimenter in this line
was Charles Babbage (1792-1871), an
English -mathmatician, many - years
profesor of mathematics at Cambridge
university. . In order accn-
racy in tables of logarithms he cou-
ceived the dea of -doing the work by
machinery and was commissioned by
the British government to superintend

to secure

purpose. He spent much time and
money in experimenting and attained
some remarkable resulis, but died be-
fore perfecting his machine.

All  calculating machines contain
certain features devised by special re-
ference to the work to be done, includ-
ing circular metallic disks, wheels
with teeth, etc., ingenious, but not
more complicated and no more respon-
sive to human intelligence than many
other machines. The thinking is all
.done by the operator.—Philadelphia
Press.
