AM) THE MUNICIPAL BILL.
r«3|_. We think the Citizens’
IeSIIQI Committee has acted

wisely in setting forth
that the time at their 
disposal is insufficient to 

consider the Municipal Bill in its en-t 
tirety, section by section, and make re-1 
commendation about it before the-, 
Legislature closes. The •Bill itself is 
the work of Commissioners, who have 
given two years to its consideration, 
assisted by experience gained during 
that time, and the Chairman and the 
members of the Commission generally, 
have devoted much research into the 
Act of Incorporation of other cities, 
and the application of what they could 
glean to our own conditions. Some of 
the principles adopted in the Bill need 
free canvassing and discussion be­
fore there is any likelihood of them 
commending themselves to citi­
zens generally, even in a 
modified form. Ôthers seem to 
us badly based, hut honestly 
adopted to meet evils which exist. 
These problems should be considered 
and discussion of them would we 
think lead to the adoption of remedies 
less objectionable and move likely to 
meet with -general approval. It is not 
to be expected that a body of citizens 
to whom much of the work is novel, 
can find time and energy to give a con­
sidered opinion on the whole Bill and 

- report a modified draft in a few days 
or weeks. Under such conditions any 
draft would be ill-considered. T,he 
proper course therefore is to defer the 
Bill until next session, and have a 
draft ready for the fall, so that every­
body who is interested can have am­
ple time to discuss the measure be­
fore it is put before the Legislature. 
The Bill could then be introduced, 
when r*nê next session opens, and fully 
considered. This session there is not 
sufficient time left for a full discus­
sion of the merits of the Bill in the 
Legislature and it would be well if it 
was withdrawn.

An immediate prôblem arises about 
the carrying on of Municipal busi­
ness in the mean time. The Citizens' 
Committee will take this problem up 
to-morrow night, and we will not at­
tempt to anticipate their solution of 
the problem.

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Seaweed Ammunition.
Powder From the Sad Sea Waves. |

The curious fact is revealed in an j 
interesting article in Chambers s 
Journal that seaweed is harvested for 
the purpose of making ammunition. 
The main chemical products of sea­
weeds, manufactured as kelp, are 
iodine and potash. In the United 
States, for some time past, consider­
able attention has been paid to ob­
taining potash frqm seaweed. “It was 
recently announced that the kelp crop 
of the Pacific Ocean is to be harvested 
by a powder company to obtain an in­
gredient used in making ammunition 
for the warring nations of Europe. 
One of the largest manufacturers of 
powder in the United States has de­
cided to spend a large sum in this 
enterprise in order to obtain potas­
sium chloride required to fill war or­
ders, as it can no longer be obtained 
from Germany.”

Seaweed, too, is of much value as a 
food. The weed which grows in such 
abundance in the Sargasso Sea, which 
is called “gulf-weed,” is used very 
largely for pickling and as salads. On 
the coast of Pembroke a very consid­
erable industry is the gathering of la­
ver. a seaweed used for food. The la­
ver gatherers camp out in huts, collect 
and dry the laver and send it to the 
Swansea market, and it is sold in the 
West End of London as a delicacy in 
winter.

“It is purple when fresh, but black 
when you buy it, and something like 
thin liquorice to look at. It can he 
made into little rolls, dusted with oat­
meal and fried. Pickled with pepper 
and vinegar and oil. or with lemon- 
juice, it is excellent,”

Dulse and tangle are two of the 
best-known edible seaweeds. Dulse 
lias really been found a very valuable 
food in the North, and the Icelanders 
boil it in milk and salt it down in 
casks.

Tangle or “tankle” is a well-known 
old-fashioned Edinburgh dainty, the 
young stains being very geMinous 
and nutritious.

Conquerors But
Conquered.

“In all the central and southern 
portions of Serbia, the population has 
been told to stay in their homes lest, 
like the northern portions, 'these 
should be given up to loot and plun­
der,” writes Rev. Nicholas Velinisovie 
in the Weekly Dispatch. “Hence the 
civil authorities in the towns and the 
bishops have remained. True, some 
700,000 of the people have fled from 
the occupied districts—some to Al­
bania, some to Greece, some to Italy, 
and others even to Paris—but there 
are still four millions of the popula­
tion in the conquered territory, ana 
these will remain just as the Belgians 
have done in Brussels and Antwerp.

“Judging frpm the stories of Ger­
man and Austrian prisoners brought 
over by the refugees I was able to ex­
amine in Paris, the rank and file of 
the enemy know, however, that occu­
pation does not mean conquest.

“They all report that the men are 
weary of the war. They are apath­
etic—nay, even melancholy, so much 
so that the Serbs could not help feel­
ing a certain kind, of sympathy for 
them, as if they were fellow-victims. 
They are the conquerors, they say, but 
they know that they are conquered 
just as we know we are the real vie 
tors even in our defeats.”

Wars New Words

Tne City Tigress for the Germans—“Huns”—and the 
French nickname, “Boches,” that 
comes from “Caboches,” the “Hob­
nails” of 1870, are words that have 
cbme to stay. At first they were used 
in jest, but quite recently “Observer,” 
in a perfectly serious article, men­
tioned that “Boches” and the word 
“Hun” are used in serious speeches 
a nd conversation.

“Kultur” is another word which 
has found its way into the language. 
Everybody seems to know that there 
is a difference between "culture” and 
"kultur"—and a difference not merely 
of spelling.

Our sixteenth-century war with 
Spain was responsible for several new 
words being added to the language. 
“Embargo” and “contraband” are two 
of them; while to our campaigns in 
l he Low Countries we are indebted 
for such words as “freebooter,” “fur­
lough,” “cashier,” “leagues,” “drill.” 
“onslaught,” “sconce,” and “domi­
neer."

“Forlorn Hope" is a military phrase 
borrowed from the Dutch “verlorn 
hoop”—hoop meaning troop ; and, al­
though “comrade" is a Spanish word, 
it came to us through the soldiers 
who fought in the Low Countries.

The word “khaki”, wâs not used in 
the way it is to-day until the Boer 
War. The term “Die-hards” came to 
us from the battle of Albuera in 1811, 
when Colonel Inglis, addressing his 
men. cried; “Die hard, my lads, die, 
hard!”

The term “free lance,” now mean­
ing a literary man who is in no one’s 
employ, is a relic of the Crusades, 
when companies of knights roved 
from place to place offering their ser­
vices to anyone who would pay for 
them.

“Gazette,” meaning a newspaper, 
originated during the war of 1583 be­
tween the Venetians and the Turks. 
The news was read out publicly in 
certain places, and the fee for hear­
ing it read was one “gazetta”—a 
Venetian coin less than a farthing in 
value. The military word “gazetted ’ 
is derived from the fact that military 
appointments are always announced 
in the "London Gazette,” and so comes 
indirectly from the same source.

THE HAGUE, To-day.
The French Minister to Holland, 

Besaj France, has given Holland an 
assurance that neither France nor her 
Allies ever contemplated directly or 
indirectly attacking the neutrality of 
Holland or the inviolability of its ter­
ritory, says a communicatio'n issued 
by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs 
yesterday. The assurance adds that 
the recent conference of the Allies in 
Paris did not occupy itself with Hol­
land at all.

PURCHASING MULES.
KANSAS CITY, To-day.

The British Army officers resumed 
the purchase of horses in Kansas City 
market to-day after a lapse of six 
months. It is announced six hundred 
mules have been shipped front here to 
Newport News to be loaded for Eu­
rope.

MORE SHIPS TORPEDOED WITH­
OUT WARNING.

LONDON, To-day.
The Germans are not using either 

super-submarine or under-water boats 
without periscopes in their new com- 
paign, according to the best informed 
navy authorities here. It was pointed 
out to-day from naval sources that 
German submarines are following 
their usual course, that there is no 
evidence that they are able to travel 
a greater distance than previously 
was the case, or to stay out longer. 
The chief difference in the new cam­
paign, according to British navad offi­
cers. lies in the fact that more ships 
are being torpedoed without warning. 
This development was not unexpect­
ed by naval authorities who predict­
ed a greater loss in ships as the seas­
on advanced. Admiralty officials evi­
dently, are not greatly worried over 
the destruction of tonnage, asserting 
that additional mercantile tonnage 
needed can be built by a system of 
adjustment which will not interfere 
with tile British Naval programme.

MORE WOUNDED EXPECTED.
LONDON, To-day.

Although casualties resulting from 
last week’s attacks on the craters at 
St. Eloi, are not known, yet every 
preparation is being made on this side 
for the reception of a large- number 
of Canadian wounded, who are ex­
pected to arrive shortly at Folkestone 
and other Canadian hospitals.

TRENCH FIGHTING.
LONDON. To-day.

A War Office communication issued 
last night says: Last night we made 
a small successful raid on the ene­
my trenches near Richebourg Avons. 
Ten Germans were killed. The enemy 
last night made three successive at­
tacks west of Pitkelm-Ypres road and 
first gained a footing in our trenches 
but were quickly turned out, and 
other attacks repulsed, the Germans 
leaving about 25 dead in front of our 
trenches and three prisoners in our 
hands. We bombarded the enemy 
trenches in this area. There was con­
siderable artillery activity to day 
northwest of Wytachaets and some 
shelling about. Souciiez, Caroncy and 
Colonne. Behind St. Eloi there has 
been heavy hostile shelling but little 
shelling on the front lines of the cra­
ters. It is now established that the 
gallant fighting of the Canadians in 
ihis neighborhood inflicted heavy loss­
es on the enemy during last wee!:.

FRANCE.

LONDON. To-day.
A Daily News despatch from Paris 

states the French Des Armes says the 
British army in France which num­
bered but sixty thousand in August, of 
1914, now numbers 2,500,000.

INHUMAN BILLETS.
LONDON, To-day.

The Crown Prince is using razor 
bullets in Verdun, each bullet weighs 
an eight of an ounce and has a trian­
gular steel blade as sharp as a razor, 
which makes an ugly wound and one 
difficult to heal.

BUDGET OF WAR NEWS.
NEW YORK, To-day.

That a German submarine was not 
responsible for damage to the French 
cross-Channel ferry steamer Sussex, 
but that the Germans did sink a stea­
mer in tile region of tiie English Chan­
nel the afternoon the Sussex met 
with disaster, are the statements con­
tained in Germany’s reply to the Am­
erican Government’s request for in­
formation concerning the Sussex. The 
steamer sunk is supposed to be the 
war vessel or mine layer recently 
built of the Arabic class, says the 
statement.

The Germans northwest of Verdun 
are evidently holding in the leash 
their infantry for fresh attacks 
their endeavors to capture Hill 304 
and Le Morte Homme keypoints 
which are tenaciously barring the way 
to the fortress. The infantry remain­
ed idle in their trenches while big 
guns were showering shells on the 
region, embracing a triangle formed" 
by Hill 304 around Esnes and Le 
Mort Homme. . Not even a sally by the 
Germans in this district is reported 
in the latest French official communi­
cation. Comparative quiet prevails 
east of the Meuse and around Douaii- 
mont and Vaux, where there recently 
had been such vicious fighting. Ar­
tillery has been less marked by both 
sides than on previous days. Mining 
operations and grenade fighting have 
taken place in Argonne forest, during 
which the French captured the south­
ern edges of two craters near Les 
Courtes . Chausses. In the Russian 
theatre there have been artillery du­
els and infantry attacks at various 
places. On the Austro-Italian front 
the Italians have taken from the Aus­
trians the heights north of Riopouale. 
and a strong line of trenches and re­
doubts on the southern slopes of 
Monte Pari and Cinnadore, and on the 
rocks of Monte Sperone, the Austrians 
suffering heavy casualties. Elsewhere 
along the line artillery duels contin­
ue. A despatch from Salonika re­
ports a recrudescence of artillery 
fighting on the Greek front between 
Gievgeli and Doiran. In Asiatic Tur­
key, Petrograd reports a continuation 
of the Russian advance, west of Er- 
zerum. The Turks, however, in the 
region of Bitlis took the offensive 
against invaders, but all their attacks 
were repulsed. Although the Turks 
report a serious defeat near Felahie 
of the British advancing to the relief

POEM FROM FRONT.

The following stirring lines are 
from the pen of Nurse È. J. Parker,

GENERAL FETA IN’S LATEST
SUCCESS.

PARIS, To-day.
A German general attack oil the 

left hank of the Meuse which began on 
Sunday is regarded as having been 
beaten, and the Germans have revert­
ed to the previous relativqly small al­
ternate strokes against French posi­
tions on both sides of the River and to 
artillery operations. When the re­
maining French projections along the 
Forges Brook had been straightened 
out the Germans were able to engage 
the principal line to the west of the 
River from Avoncourt by Hill number 
304, and Dead Man’s Hill to Cumieres. 
Only frontal attacks under difficult 
conditions were possible except at 
Deadman’s Hill where the Germans 
were able to attack through Ravinee. 
They tried to force a passage between 
Deadman’s Hill and Cumieres and to 
work around the south of the hill ill 
order to envelop #t. After two days of 
Ifard fighting this manoeuvre failed, 
and with it is believed to have collap­
sed the main idea of that particular 
German attack. The small gain which 
the Germans made northwest of the 
Hill is not regarded as of the nature 
to modify the situation.

With regard to Parcels, they should lie carefully packed and bear 
a Customs declaration specifying contents* Toe .outer cover should 
he of strong linen, calico, canvas or other textile (waterproofed), and 
must lie securely sewn up. Packing in cardboard or paper is not 
.sufficient.

(a) The address must be written in bold letters on the covering 
in ink or indelible pencil amt no on a label, whether tied or pasted 
on. The name and address of the sender must be shown on the 
cover.

(I>) Wooden or metal boxes with square corners should not be 
sent unless well padded, as such boxes are liable to damage other 
parcels in transit.

— (c) No perishable articles may lie sent, and anything likely to
become soft or sticky, such as chocolate or sweets, must be packed 
in tins well fastened down. Bottles, pudding basins, and the like 
are prohibited and will not be accepted for transmission.

(d) Cigarettes and Tobacco should be packed in tin boxes, 
soldered to make them airtight, and these should then be placed in 
wooden boxes, otherwise they are liable to be spoilt by damp.

Parcels must not exceed 11 lbs. in weight.
