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CouncilAbout diet: I’m going to send 

along later some pamphlet that our 
newly-organized Emergency Commit­
tee is spreading all along our coast, 
on the most truly economical diet 
obtainable, along with suggestions 
for cooking it to the best advantage. 
I wish Newfoundland would pass a 
law, as Sweden has done, just tor 
the war, to make it a criminal of­
fence to peel a potato. Then if they 
would issue an authoritative pam­
phlet telling people to use corn meal 
for breakfast instead of wheat flour, 
and could—in addition—send a peri­
patetic agricultural expert to advise 
and suggest at all these little sta­
tions the best places and ways to get 
potatoes and roots to grow, and to 
suggest some scheme by which a cen­
tral piggery could be established- 
say near St John’s—which could 
supply them with the much needed 
pigs. These animals could be sold to 
the people with a notice attached 
telling how to treat them best and 
cheapest. These pigs could be fat­
tened in summer and kept for killing 
as part of the winter’s food supply. 
Once these suggestions had been 
made realities we should be well on 
the way to limiting the subtle under­
mining of people’s constitutions that 
gives us our heavy child mortality, 
and lias unfitted so many of our re­
cruits for the war.

Some of the legislators in SL 
John’s have expressed their opinion 
that the people should be moved 
from all the North Coast as the only 
method of remedying the poverty 
that we see. My twenty-five years of 
experience have shown me reasons 
for still believing that the coast pro­
vides facilities for a thriving popu­
lation provided the beet is made of it. 
The lack of any main road is a much 
greater handicap than is at first evi­
dent. A proper official to use the 
money granted for roads could have 
given us a main road long ago. This 
would open up our whole coast econ­
omically and should connect with the 
railroad so that a motor lorry could 
drive to it. The excellent legislation 
and efforts of the Agricultural Board 
and the facilities which they afford 
are lost to us because there is not 
any person, whose business it is (as 
in the States) to instruct individual 
settlers as to the best application of 
it to their particular problems. Ad­
visors of this kind would be a real 
economy to the country through the 
increase in production. Heaps of 
gardens this year will be barren be­
cause—as usual—the people couldn’t 
get seeds down in time. The unusual 
lack of the snow, and several early 
frosts of last winter brought de­
struction to the seed potatoes. We 
believe that a main road properly 
protected and with a telegraph wire 
—it it ran around the coast—would 
be a real economy of the best kind. 
It is absolutely indispensable if the 
coast is to advance, and the assist­
ance—such as we have been obliged 
to give people in getting away from 
the coast from time to time—would 
be unnecessary.

Re Co-Operative Stores: That
work is very much pf the same na­
ture as that of the Union Stores. As 
a doctor, it was impossible for me to 
remain and keep treating diseases 
against which I could make no head­
way because of the poor diet the 
people were able to obtain. It is a 
prophylactic measure of the highest 
importance, and undertaken solely 
and absolutely without one cent of 
profit being accepted on any occa­
sion, and organized purely in the in­
terests of the people themselves. The 
most scrupulous care has been ob­
served always that no breach of cus­
toms regulations should be made, 
and that department has known very 
well how to manage its own busi­
ness all the years of these efforts. 
No charitable.goods of any kind what­
soever have—so far as I know—been 
used in unfair competition, and only 
on one or two occasions have mis­
takes been made by isolated work­
ers which it was necessary for me 
to report to the customs, whose let­
ters we have to show-that they were 
perfectly satisfied with our bona- 
fides and the rectification which we 
made.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—One or two questions 

of very great importance to the 
health of outport Newfoundlanders 
are very insistent to a person with, 
any view of the real duties of the 
medical profession to the people. 
One is tuberculosis, and the other, 
the dietetic inefficiencies. I’ve wor­
ried you with both of these before, 
but they are increasingly pressing, 
especially as one feels one can’t re­
main here forever. One may practi­
cally say that nothing is done what­
ever for the very large and undue 
proportion of peaple who fall vic­
tims to tuberculosis. Again and 
again and again we meet with if in 
every form, and—while we might 
might possibly care for the patients 
who come with acute attacks—there 
is no fund available for doing the 
reel work of preventing a relapse 
which is often immediate. We have 
a tuberculosis shack built at the 
cost of $400 granted by the St. John’s 
Anti-Tuberculosis Society. A great 
many of the victims who come to us 
gain strength and a start on the road 
to recovery, but we cannot keep them 
long, and there are no funds for 
provisioning and nursing those es­
pecially sick, and no proper hospital 
anywhere outside of St. John’s for 
the poor creatures. I'm not going to 
weary you with stating instances— 
such as a mother who was putting 
on weight and doing splendidly in 
the hospital, and returned to take 
care of a family of children thereby 
losing in three weeks all the gain 
she had made, and is now marching 
steadily to her death. Why couldn’t 
that Reid money offered be used, say 
for a ten to twenty bed hospital in 
each of the big bays or for one large 
hospital in the North, which we could 
superintend if only some regular ap­
propriation were made for its expen­
ses. We can get the best of staffs, 
give the most modern treatment, and 
thé climate is—at any rate—as good 
as Newfoundland has to .offer. But— 
wherever they establish it—surely 
we should have an opportunity to 
seifd some of these poor creatures 
there. They suffer terribly and die 
miserably as it is now.

In addition the Council asked that 
the Telephone Tax of $3,400 should be 
paid to the City. In all, therefore, 
the sum of $21,800 was required to 
pay all estimated expenditures, and 
to wipe out the deficit of $13,580 which 
had accrued from 1915 and 1916.

After the Estimates were submitted, 
it became necessary to further in­
crease the pay of the Employees of 
the Council; and, in order to meet 
this, it was proposed to add 50 per 
cent, to the Motor Car Tax, and one 
cent per ticket on theatregoers, which 
was- estimated to produce about $9,000.

Only that portion of the financial 
section of the Charter has been pass­
ed which makes the owner liable for 
the whole of the water and sewerage 
rates. The section, empowering the 
Council to adjust the rates so that a 
10 per cent, discount dbuld be given 
for cash payments, was not passed. 
Upon the passing of these sections, 
the Council depended for the prompt 
collection of an additional $15,000, and 
it is difficult to estimate how far the 
passing of the first portion only will 
assist.

The Government refused to return 
to the Council 50 per cepf. of the Motor 
Car Tax, but has agreed to pay over 
the Dog Tax to the City. They also 
refused to give the City the Telephone 
Tax of $3,400, but the Council trusts 
that a further consideration of the 
matter- will result in the acceptance 
of the Council's plea that these 
amounts rightly belong to the City. In 
fact, it is difficult to see how the Gov­
ernment could refuse a claim to all 
the moneys which in the past have 
been collected on account of the Tele­
phone Tax. It appears, however, that 
a special road grant of 40 cents per 
head has been voted by the House of 
Assembly, the City’s proportion of 
which, with a population of 33,750, is

A distinc­
tion will evolve itself in its operation, 
which will be all in favour of those 
businesses which should be taxed and 
against those which should be left se- 
vertly alone. Reputable, honest firms, 
which by hard work and ability have 
weathered successive storms and 
made a modest living (though it may 
be less than they enjoyed before the 
war) wjll produce their books, post­
ed In a businesslike manner, and be 
made to suffer for it. A host of non­
descript speculators, making thous­
ands. it may be, on independent trans­
actions. of which the last thing they 
will do is to keep entries, will find it 
easy to evade the Act. All profits of 
all kinds, saving only those of the 
fortunate Life Insurance companies, 
must be deprived of one quarter their 
net earnings! Who can imagine any­
thing more preposterous? Nor is 
there any graduation in the tax. The 
firm that makes $2,000 profits es­
capes; the firm that makes $2,400 pays 
$600 and fares worse than the other! 
But that is a minor inconsistency com­
pared with the evil that will be 
wrought in the case of large busi­
nesses, employing large capital and 
dependent upon a most delicate sys­
tem of credit. Large part of the pro­
fits that will be taxable will consist 
of just such credits. Do the Govern­
ment wish to destroy business en­
tirely?

We have neither space nor patience 
to examine the separate sections of 
the Act. The whole composition is so 
crude, so mischievous, so transpar­
ently unjust that it is mere superero­
gation to do so. The Act must not be 
allowed to pass. It must not be 
amended, since it would be easier to 
frame an entirely new law than to 
make the necessary amendments. It 
must be thrown out. If the Lower 
House persists, in defiance of all sense 
and of the whole country, in pushing 
it, let it not imagine that the Council 
have no power to interfere because It 
is a supply bill. They have a consti­
tutional right to reject it entirely. 
That may be an extreme step, but 
not more extreme than the occasion. 
If that is not done, there remains but 
one resort, which is for all in the 
country who realise the true import 
of the measure to join in petitioning 
the Governor not to allow it. We 
know, the whole country knows, that 
there is as much knowledge in the 
House of finance as there is of Chin­
ese music; but there is a good deal 
of sound knowledge outside it and it 
may yet have to assert itself.

Sg||—We do not need to re- 
6jSlBs mind our readers that we 
5g|5SS have protested against 

the utterly irresponsible 
^ and scandalous haste 

with which the House of Assembly is 
rushing through business of the first 
importance. Our protest has been 
dictated merely by concern for the 
public welfare; a new reason is now 
added. The times give place for little 
diversion; amusements are frowned 
down upon. It would be the greatest 
of pities, therefore, that the Parlia- 
mèntary farce should end too sudden­
ly. It becomes merrier every day. 
Yesterday it reached a climax. If 
anything can be imagined more amus­
ing than the ten pages of Resolutions 
then passed, embodying the provis­
ions of the proposed Business Profits 
Tax Act, it must be the solemn man- 1 
ner in which our sage legislators ac­
cepted them without debate and the 
gravity with which the mouthpiece 
(our apologies—one of the mouth­
pieces) of the “National Government" 
publishes this morning the outlines 
of the preposterous scheme. Unfor­
tunately, this form of amusement is 
not exactly of the harmless kind. If 
the genius responsible for the scheme 
wishes to indulge his humour in a 
more popular manner, we advise him 
to try the stage—comedy or light 
opera—or the comic papers. He will 
find it also a more happy outlet for 
his talent.

If it had been desired to cripple the 
financial and industrial life of the 
country, a better means could not 
have been designed than this measure. 
Let us look at the matter from the 
proper perspective. There is hardly 
a dollar of superfluous capital In this 
colony. We need every cent we have 
for our trade. We arc the worst pos­
sible subject of a profits or income 
tax. In normal times such a tax 
should not be attempted. In these 
abnormal times there is some slight 
justification for it, but the reasons 
should be kept carefully in view and 
the tax applied cautiously, conserva­
tively and with the utmost delibera­
tion. More money has flowed Into the 
country than ever before. That is no 
reason for taxing it, for it should be 
used to improve the country’s trade 
unfettered. But in addition to this 
influx of money there lias been an ex­
traordinary inequality of distribution, 
and in that, and that alone, there is a 
proper field for this kind of finance. 
The labouring classes have enjoyed 
greater prosperity: they should have 
it, for they deserve it and it is the 
foundation of the country's prosper­
ity. A few capitalists (if we can use 
the term) and speculators have en­
joyed still greater prosperity, which, 
so far as it has not come from out­
side, has been gathered from the 
great financial middle-class, the back­
bone of the country,—the salaried 
men. Those are the profits that 
should be taxed, and those only.

Right at the start this undeniable 
principle is ignored. There is not the 
slightest attempt to attack the profits 
which are due, directly or indirectly, 
to the irregular operations of the

The soldierly 
bearing of the boys was much admired 
by the visitors, and it was even noted 
Hint many of the father’s, looking at 
the lads with pride in their eyes, could 
not forbear assuming a little bit of a 
military swagger. A tiny lady from 
Port au Port clapped her bands in
open admiration: “Oh, Aunty M------
she exclaimed, “look at the dear little 
soldiers!" And while the father's 
smiled, the mothers sighed.

The reading of the addresses waa 
postponed till the following evening; 
but with night came the illumination 
of the town, the most fairy-like and 
beautiful display. (to the minds of 
some) of the whole reception. And 
now the Boy Scouts, who had carried 
themselves so soldierly and sedately 
during the parade, proved, in the 
carrying of the tar-barrels that they 
were “just boys” after all, and gave 
evidence, by their cheers and lusty 
shouts, that they had lungs fit for 
soldiers.

Next day His Grace Pontificated at 
Mass, and many of our. people had an 
opporcunity of seeing for the first time 
our loading churchman, a native of 
our dear Newfoundland, worshipping 
at the, altar of God with supreme hu­
mility and devotion.

After Vespers there was an open air 
concert, in honor of the Archbishop, 
given in the spacious cathedral 
grounds, and here, at the close of a 
glorious evening the addresses of wel­
come were read. That of the people, I 
presented by the Committee, was read 
by His Honor Magistrate McDonnell, 
in his rich and mellow South of Ire­
land voice and with the grace aud 
fluency of his long parliamentary 
practice. Ireland might be proud of 
her representatives on the field that 
day in the person of Monsignor Mc- Ï 
Dermott, Rev. Father Calian, and the 
venerable Magistrate, each showing, 
in vigor of physique, the hearty stock 
from which they had sprung.

Then began the reception, and as 
His Lordship Bishop Power stood side 
by side with his honored guest, I felt 
a thrill of pride in the fact that both 
these distinguished men are sons of 
the soil—true and ardently patriotic 
Newfoundlanders, and a thrill of ad­
miration at the wisdom of the Church, 
which is everywhere so careful of the 
best interests of the Master, and so 
keen in the recognition of merit.

At least 80 men are feared to have 

been killed by a terrific explosion 
which occurred at No. 6 landing in No.
12 Colliery here at 7.30 this morning.
The disaster will be the worst in the 
history of mining in Cape Breton. Two 
hundred and sixty men were at work 
in the pit when the explosion took 
place. A number of them have al­
ready been accounted for, many of 
them being brought from the colliery 
unconscious, semi-unconscious or con­
scious by rescue party, whose mem­
bers risked their own lives ; but it is 
believed that the number saved will 
not be more than 180, leaving a death 
toll of 80. Of the dead thirty are na­
tive, twenty-two are from Newfound­
land and ten are of foreign birth.
There still are a few unaccounted for.
Fifteen of the men were married 
and most of them leave large families.
Identification will be cjifficult as many 
of the bodies arc charred beyond re­
cognition.

I the facts already given and no facts as 
to the cauae of the accident have been 
secured. The men who were injured 
and those suffering from gas poison­
ing are reported as recovering. Most 
of them have been removed to their 
homos; two have been taken to the 
hospital in Glace Bay for further 
treatment. They are the man Cook, 
who was badly gassed, and Sampson, 
who suffered from burns about head, 
hands and body. Eighty coffins were 
forwarded from the city to Waterford 
yesterday to be used in the burial of 
the victims.

Copy of Letter Received From Sergt 
P. Walsh.

Brooklands Military Hospital, 
Wcybrldgc, Surrey, England. 

To Mrs. Knox.
My Dear Friend,—I received your 

letter yesterday enquiring of your 
poor son’s death, which touched me 
very much when I read it. I am 
awfully sorry to have to sit down and 
write to you about his death, he was 
such a fine chap and a first class sold­
ier, he was a great loss to our Cbm- 
pany. You see he and I have been 
in the same Company since the very 
start, and we left Scotland together in 
January last, and went out to France 
agai.

Well as to his death, we were in the 
trenches in March in a place called 
Combles, he was in my Platoon at the 
time. It was poor Will’s first time in 
after coming out. Well, Mrs. Knox, I 
must ell you he was killed instantly, 
and suffered no pain at all. He was 
buried that night with .about a dozen 
more, and they all have a grave to 
themselves.

I must close now in sympathy with 
you over the loss of a good son.

Copy of Letter Received From Capt.
B. Butler.

1st Newfoundland Regt..
Ayr, June 4, 1917.

Dear Mrs. Knox,—Your letter of 
May 4th, asking particulars of your 
son’s death reached me yesterday.

He was in my Company, and was 
killed on the morning of March 1st. 
We were detailed to hold a particu­
larly d-ngerous bit of the line, and my 
Company was given the privilege of 
doing =o, and I am glad to say that 
man did his Joe, although we had 
heavy casualitios.

Your son was with Lieut. Grace 
(who is now a prisoner of war) in the 
most unhealthy spot there. The Ger­
mans had attacked three times, and 
were successfully driven back. Every­
thing was apparently quiet again 
when a bomb fell in the trench thrown 
by a German about 40 yards away. It 
burst right by your son, and he died 
practically instantaneous. We buried 
him that night just behind the lines.

Mr. Grace could give you more par­
ticulars, as he was standing near him 
at the time, but unfortunately that of­
ficer won’t rejoin us until after the 
war.

It may be of some interest to you to 
know that I thought quite a lot of him, 
as he was easily one of the best chaps 
I had, and I did have good boys.

Please accept my deepest sympathy 
in your bereavement, and remember 
that he died doing his bit for a worthy 
cause.

THE SITUATION IN RUSSIA.

BRITISH SINKINGS.
LONDON, July 26.

The report of the week’s sinkings 
of British merchantmen would have 
shown a low record except for a 
couple of days when the Germans had 
unusual luck. Even with these ex­
ceptional days the total is considered 
to have been about normal. The U- 
boats for the previous fortnight had 
been kept down to a minimum but for 
the current week an upward tenden­
cy in the curve would not have been 
unexpected in view of the vigorous 
offensive efforts which Germans are 
now putting forward on all fronts 
and which no doubt are reflected in 
the orders to submarine commanders 
to support the land offensive by con­
tinuous efforts on the submarine 
front. On the whole the navy may 
be said to be fairly well satisfied with 
the progress being made against the 
underwater enemy and the feeling is 
that time is all on the side of the Al­
lies, as every week sees the anti­
submarine methods developing and 
the co-ordination of the various parts 
of the anti-submarine campaign im­
proving. In the meantime the ship­
building programme is being pressed 
forward, while in another month wea­
ther and daylight conditions will be­
gin to tell against the submarines.

END Of AUTOCRACY.
ATHENS, July 26.

The meeting of Parliament to-day 
was signalled by the complete re­
sumption of popular rule and the end 
of autocrocy in Greece. King Alexan­
der did not take part in the function. 
The speech from the throne having 
been abandoned on the ground that it 
would involve criticism of the father 
by the son.

INTB0DCCEI1 IN LEGISLATURE.

Very little business was done at 
the House of Assembly yesterday af­
ternoon, the members wiling away the 
time by reading the newspapers for 
the greater part of the sitting, which 
occupied only a half hour altogether.

The Attorney General introduced 
Bills to amend the Judicature Act and 
the Consolidated Statutes. They were 
read a first time.

On motion of the Premier the Reso­
lutions to give effect to a Bill and 
Incidentally to give big concessions 
to a cold storage company, were de­
ferred until the next sitting on Mon­
day next. The. nature of the conces­
sions, it is freely stated, to be given 
the cold storage company is that of 
a guaranteed subsidy for 20 years of 
one million dollars. This high-hand­
ed piece of business was promoted 
by' the late Government and it looks 
as if the present Government are go­
ing to put the stamp of approval on 
the Bill.

The House was then moved into 
Committee by the Finance Minister 
on Ways and Means to consider Reso­
lutions in relation to the change in 
the tariff, also concerning the busi­
ness profits tax. The Resolutions 
passed with slight amendments and 
a Bill,- giving effect to the Resolutions, 
was introduced and read a first time 
and will be read a eecond time at the 
next sitting.

The Order Paper, which was ex­
ceptionally short, having been gone 
through, the House adjourned until 
Monday next, and the following day, 
we hear, will be prorogued.
