The Three Days’ Match.
(Christian Science Monitor.)

The three days’ match is, of course, 
the three days’ country cricket match, 
as it was played in England in the 
days before the war; as it was played 
before the final authority on English 
cricket, deciding as it did a short time 
ago, that the time had come to "speed 
up” cricket like most other things, 
limited the country match to two days. 
Doubtless the decision was reached 
only after the fullest discussion and 
after most careful weighing of all the 
pros and cons. Doubtless, too, the eff­
ect will be to make the game more 
lively, more full of incident, for, at 
the same time that the all-highest de­
cided to limit the length of the match 
to two days, it decided also to issue 
the decree that in future only wins 
should count, and that the system of 
deducting losses from wins, in the 
final reckoning for the country cham­
pionship, should be abolished.

Thus was defeat shorn of half its 
penalty, and, to that extent, is the 
game relieved of caution. Neverthe­
less, there are many, it may indeed 
he ventured very many, who will re­
gret the disappearance of the three- 
days’ match. Because in country 
cricket, although the game, is first and 
last the thing, the game, under the 
old leisurely style, had so many wel­
come surroundings. To the cricket- 
lover who followed the scores, and 
studied the averages who could tell 
you, offhand, who had won what and 
where he had won it, what bowler had 
done the hat-trick and what batsmen 
had made the most centuries, to such 
a one the days of a country match in 
his own town were a special joy. Even 
if lie could not get away to attend the 
whole match, and this indeed was only 
open to the man of leisure, the special 
editions of the “evening” papers kept 
him informed as to the progress of 
the game, which side had “won the 
toss,” who was batting and who was 
bowling, how the light was, and whet­
her the pitch was fast of slow. Then 
would surely come the afternoon on 
the second or third day, maybe, when 
he could manage to get away early, 
and find his way to the ground. Who 
shall speak of the “great satisfaction” 
of that first survey of the field and that 
leisurely summer crowd that sur­
rounded it, the choosing of a seat, the 
identification of the players, for all, 
at first sight, look alike, the filling in 
of the score card up to date with the 
help, always readily given, of the next 
door neighbour, what the time should 
bring forth?

And one of its great satisfactions 
was undoubtly that which, under the 
new rules, is to some extent curtailed, 
namely, the leisureliness of everything. 
Not that the game was always leisure­
ly, often it was very fast and very fur 
ions. But there were sure to be long 
stretches, especially in the early hours 
of the match, when the slow but steady 
piling up of a score, steady batting, 
steady fielding, and steady bowling 
seemed to fit it so well with the warm 
sunlight and the still air! The short 
sharp cheer for the bowler as he bow­
led his man, or for one of the fielders 
as he caught him; the tribute to the 
outgoing batsman, as he neared the 
pavilion, and to the incoming batsman 
as he walked toward the wicket ; the 
changes after each over : the moment­
ary pause in the game as the white- 
coated referee was appealed to 
and gave a decision; all these were the 
stock in trade of the country match. 
They will all be there, of course, in 
the two days’ match, but everything 
will be taken at a faster pace. Leis­
ureliness has vanished. Perhaps the 
change will make a better game of it, 
but the country fixture can never 
again be so “generous an event” as 
the three-days’ match of the days be­
fore the war.

Interesting Address by Mr Francis 

R. Jones, F.R. G. S.
“We sailed wherever ship could sail,

We founded many a mi ghty State,

Mr. Francis R. Jones, F.R.G.S., at 
the luncheon given at Wood’s West 
End Restaurant by the Board of 
Trade yesterday at one * o’clock. 
These were : Sir Edgar Bowring, Sir 
P. T. McGrath, Hons. S. K. Bell, P. 
Templeman, R. A. Squires, M. G. 
Winter, W. J. Ellis, W. B. Grieve, and 
Messrs. Hiscock, Meehan, T. A. Mc- 
Nab, Dr. John Grieve. D. M. Baird, 
H. E. Cowan, Harold Mitchell, K. M. 
Blair, John Steer, C. R. Steer, Frank 
Steer. Geo. R. Williams. W. R. War­
ren, R. F. Goodridge, Avalon Good- 
ridge, G. M. Barr, J. J. McKay, 
(President Board of Trade), Percie 
Johnson, J. S. Monroe, C. A. Bell, R. 
A. Templeton, H. W. LeMessurier, 
Arthur Donnelly, R. B. Job, T. H. 
Griffiths, Col. Rendell, Arch Munn, 
Mayor Gosling, C. E. Hunt, Frank 
Bradshaw, and J. C. Puddester, repre­
senting the Daily News; H. Halibur- 
ton, the Star, and J. R. Smallwood 
the Telegram. After the lunch had 
been dealt with the guest of honor 
was introduced by President McKay, 
and in opening Mr. Jones referred to 
the pleasure it gave him to visit 
Newfoundland. His object in coming, 
he did not mind admitting, was to in­
crease the membership of the Over­
seas Club, which he represented. He 
trusted that his visit here would have 
that effect. Mr. C. R. Steer is the 
local secretary, and all applications 
for membership could be sent him. 
The number of Newfoundlanders who 
are in the Club is small, and rather 
curioüs to relate is that the largest 
body is in Catalina, where about 70 
or 80 are members. They were en­
rolled by the late Mr. Norman Snel- 
grove, and he felt much regret at his 
inability to go there. The fishermen 
would be away, in any case, and be­
yond visiting Grand Falls on Thurs­
day, he could not go to any other

settlements. In a highly interesting 
manner, Mr. Jones then went on to 
give the history of the formation of 
the Club, and the great part taken in 
it by Lord Northcliffe, its President. 
At the beginning of the war. there 
was a membership of 120,000. The 
late struggle upset the plans of ex­
tension, and throughout the five years 
the resources and energy of the 
great organization were devoted en­
tirely to the cause for which we 
fought. Tobacco and cigarettes to 
the value of $2.000,000 were given the 
overseas soldiers, this amounting to 
nine and a half million packages. 
Some 173 aeroplanes and seaplanes 
were also given by the Overseas 
Club, Newfoundland’s portion being 5. 
Most of the 173 have been returned to 
the countries that donated them, and, 
said he, Newfoundland’s would be 
returned if application through the 
proper channel were made. Many 
hospitals and institutions were bene- 
fitted and helped, and, in brief, the 
work performed by the Club was 
very great and far-reaching, five mil­
lion dollars representing the money 
it donated.

British trade should be kept 
within the Empire—that means to 
say that all buying should be done 
from British sources. Everything we 
can reasonably want is made and 
produced in the British Empire, and 
why could we not buy it? There are

One of the most interesting and 

useful of the many minor statements 
on sundry issues of international im­
portance submitted to the Peace Con­
ference was certainly that of Mr. 
Charles Vamvacas, formerly a mem­
ber of the Ottoman Parliament as a 

! Christian subject of the Sultan of 
Turkey. Mr. Vamvacas’ statement 
dealt with the question of the actual 
position occupied by Constantinople 
and the Sultan of Turkey in the es­
timate of the Muhammadan world. 
It constituted a reply to the recently 
issued appeal by British Muhammadan 
subjects urging the maintenance of 
the Sultan in Constantinople, and 
declaring that- any attempt to hand 
over the city to some Christian peo­
ple or state, or to place it. under in­
ternational control, would cause 
grave dissatisfaction to the Muham­
madans throughout the world.

The inference, of course, of such a 
plea is that, according to the Muham­
madan point of view, (Constantinople 
has a sacred value, hence if the 
Padishah of the Osmanli were re­
moved from the Golden Horn it 
would amount to an attack on the 
“faith or belief of the followers of 
Muhammad.” Mr. Vamvacas insists

tentions. The great Arab cities al­
ready mentioned, to which must be 
added Baghdad, Yemen, and Assir, 
have never recognized the religious 
supremacy of the Ottoman Caliph. On 
the contrary, they look upon the 
Sultan as distinctly a usurper, and 
insist that the true claimants to the 
caliphate are in Mecca. Indeed, 
when Mutassen, son of the great 
Caliph Haroun-al-Raschid, in a time 
of stress called in the Turks to his 
aid, in the. ninth century, his act 
practically marked the end of the 
caliphate as a great politico-religious 
power. Ever since that time it has 
merely existed as an institution in the 
Ottoman Empire. To the devout Mu­
hammadan the great caliphs were 
never teh sultans of Turkey, no mat­
ter how magnificent their estate or 
wide their empire, but the caliphs of 
Medina, of Damascus, and of Bagh­
dad. Then, as Mr. Vamvacas very 
justly points out, the Arab chiefs 

j have never recognized the Ottoman 
! Caliph’s authority on many questions 
i first importance, but have steadily 
j preserved their independence and re- 
; Iigious convictions.
I As to the Indian Muhammadans 
; who were, of course, the authors of 
the plea to which he objects, Mr. 

j Vamvacas declares that they are 
never seen in Constantinople “paying 
their respects to the padishah,” but 
that, on the contrary, their objective 
and that of the Algerians and the 
Tunisians, has always been Baghdad. 
All this is, of course, very much to 
the point, but if any proof were need­
ed of the practically vanished au­
thority of the Ottoman Caliph, it 
would be found, surely, in the way in 
which the Caliph’s call to a holy war 
in the November of 1914 was practi­
cally ignored throughput the whole 
Muhammadan belt, outside the Turk­
ish Empire.

Seldom has Ascot seen such glorious 
times as those when George III., ac­

Ever since John McCrea’s great 

little poem won its place in the pop­
ular heart the world has known that 
poppies blow in the fields of Flan- j 
ders, but only those who have trav- ! 
elled France in late spring and early j 
summer realize how widely and how j 
profusely that scarlet blossom colors 
the landscape from the Channel to 
the Mediterranean. It borders the 
roadsides. It blazes with special ar- 1 
dor in the wheat fields. It clambers 
over the crumbling ruins and even 
nods from thatched roofs. Those 
who have journeyed in the last 
two months through northeast­
ern France find the poppy blossom­
ing in places and under conditions 
Liât give it an almost uncanny sig­
nificance. Where it merely dots a 
trench-carved field it fairly riots 

of the trenches 
themselves and even in their depths. 
Looking down on such a field from 
a distant height, the trenches appear 
scarlet lines zig-zagging across a 
background of green. Even those 
cruelly battered regions north and 
east of Verdun, every square yard 
literally churned by many months of 
shellfire until the visitor would have 
sworn in early spring that nature 
could work no appreciable change 
there, much less bring a flood of col­
or, for years to come, have become 
v/aving masses of scarlet. An ob­
server at Verdun in late June 
writes:—"For miles those hills and 
valeys are covered with poppies; it 
is an extraordinary and moving spec­
tacle. From a distance it looks like 
a vast sea of blood.” It is the same 
on other battlefields and even among 
the cluttered ruins of the devastated 
villages. The residents view the 
thing with superstitious awe. They 
say that there have always been pop­
pies in that region, but never in 
numbers approaching those of this 
year. Who can say what processes 
of the soil and sun have been at 
work where millions of men shed 
their blood? Are these myriads of 
blood-hued blossoms of the trenches 
and battlefields only a whim of na­
ture, unrelated to war and death ? 
And be it remembered that the poppy 
is ever the emblem of sleep, and that 
the plea of John McCrea was not in 
vain. The world of civilization and 
humanity did not break faith, and he 
and his fellows can sleep in peace 
where poppies blow.

(From the London Chronicle.)
General Botha left our shores yes­

terday. If our countrymen who were 
killing President Kruger with their 
mouths some twenty years ago had 
been asleep in the meantime and had 
awakened to read this intelligence, 
they might have concluded that 
General Botha was returning to his 
own country in accordance with an 
amnesty for prisoners of war. Would 
they have believed the miracle that 
one of the ablest of our former ene­
mies in arms had come to Europe and 
was again leaving Europe, as the 
Prime Minister of a British South 
Africa? Surely they would have been 
the more credulous when they learn­
ed that the Government in power in 
Britain at the time of the miracle in­
cluded statesmen who had declared 
that the Boer control of South Africa, 
or even of the Transvaal and ■ the 
Orange River Colony, would be tan­
tamount to British surrender. Do we 
recall the contrast of the ignominy 
of the Boer General and his country­
men in Great Britain 20 years ago, 
and the respectful tribute which is 
universally paid to him and them to­
day in order to discredit further our 
intransigeants? Is it our object to 
imply that the astonishing transfor­
mation which we now witness in 
British and Boer relations is due al­
one or principally to British magnan­
imity and British genius for recon­
ciling apparent incompatibles? By 
no means. Common sense has pre­
vailed over passion on both sides, and 
British and Dutch alike in South Af­
rica have recognized that neither 
race can exist there under any con­
ditions of comfort without co­
operation.

Lord French, the other day, de­
scribed the Boers as the most chival­
rous enemies we had ever fought, 
ind since then we have learnt that 
they are also the most reliable 
friends. We look from South Africa 
:o Ireland with renewed hope. It is 
:learly not impossible that we may 
fet see Mr. de Valera himself ac­
claimed in London as the first Prime 
Minister of a contented Ireland.
