DEPRECATES PRESS REPORT OF 

RORIES INCIDENT.
At the regular weekly meeting of the 

City Commission last night, the action 
Of the Commission In connection with 
the removal of the building recently 
erected in defiance of the Municipal 
Regulations was discussed and the fol­
lowing statement was issued for pub­
lication:—

“The Municipal Connell seriously de­
precates the comments made by some 
section of the Press In the matter of 
the Illegal action of a man s named 
Robins In building a house on the Old 
Railway Track at the Battery, without 
submitting plans or asking permission 
of the Council to build. The facts of 
the Issue are as follows:

“It was reported In June last that 
Mr. Çaleb "Roberts” was excavating, 
evidently with the intention of build­
ing, and a letter was sent on June 14th 
informing him that no building would 
be permitted in that locality. Immedi­
ately he began to build he was Inform­
ed by Mr. Coaker, the East End Road 
Inspector, that he was breaking the 
law. His reply was to the effect that he 
was going to build In spite of the Coun­
cil or the law or anybody. He was then 
summoned and fined, and the Court 
then authorized the removal of the 
house as the law provides. When an at­
tempt was made to carry out the law, 
Robins or his wife, committed a breach 
of the peace. Robink did not apply for 
permission to build, which ts a gross 
breach of the law, and so far as any­
one knows, has no title to the land up­
on which he built.

“The Municipal Board about five 
years ago asked that no grants of 
Crown Lands should be made to any­
one in that vicinity, as permits to build 
dwelling houses would not be grant­
ed sites in the neighborhood and If 
Robins had applied to the Council he 
could have obtained a site on the pro­
perty on Quldl Vidi Road, but he evid­
ently from the beginning Intended to 
defy the law and deserves no sympathy 
whatever, and to encourage him as the 
Press has done, only brings him into 
greater trouble.

"The problem of the Battery was 
one of the first matters taken up by 
the Municipal Board. The conditions 
there are most unsanitary and the 
whole settlement illegal. So far as the 
Board could ascertain no permits have 
been granted for buildings there, and 
the people whe have built have no 
title to the land or to the houses which 
they have built Some few In the first 
instance, got leases from the Reid- 
Newfoundland Company but they have 
refused to pay lènts. The land is Im­
perial property,-possibly held by the 
Reid Newfoundland Company under 
lease for the balance of their term. 
The people living on It are squatters 
and the Bouses are nuisances In the 
eyes of the law.

“After long consideration the Board 
decided to ask for powers to take ever 
the property from the Reid Co. or from 
the Government, with a view to trying 
to get the place under some kind of 
law and order. They proposed to allow 
such buildings to remain as were fit 
for occupation, to give the people 
some title to their houses, which they 
call theirs, to furnish a wate^ supply 
and sewerage, to make the residents 
pay crown rents and taxes, and In 
short to remove them from the condi­
tion of outlawry in which they now 
exist. A section of the Charter asks 
for power to deal with thé matter and 
If It had been passed four years ago, 
as it should have been, probably the 
present unsanitary and anomalous 
condition would have been remedied. 
For the Press to sympathize with a 
flagrant breach and defiance of the law 
Is a public scandal." ,

Unequal Representation.
West Newfoundland has suffered 

much In the past through lnpropor- 
tlonal representation. All that stretch 
of country from Mosquito Hr, on the 
south-west coast to the Gulf of 8t 
Lawrence thence northward through 
Straits of Belle Isle and south to Cape 
8t John’s, with only three representa­
tives, while the rest of the country- 
less than half of the whole—with 
thirty-three. And what applies to re­
presentatives applies also more or less 
in other matters. This state of affaire 
will continue Just so long as such 
apathy Is manifested by our people. 
It Is up to our people to show concert­
ed action against present conditions, 
and until they do so they cannot es­
cape responsibility tor their position. 
Personally we are in favor of one man 
districts, except possibly la thickly 
populated town sections such as St 
John’s. Take this district tor Instance. 
It Is big enough for two districts with 
A representative tor each. Th# same 
Is likewise true of St Barbe, and the 
rest of the West—Western Star.

Llewellyn Club.
RpV. DR. JONES LECTURES 021 

ULSTER.
The regular monthly meeting of the 

Llewellyn Club was held last night In 
the Canon Wood Hall before an ex­
tremely large and representative audl- 
euce/The speaker of the evening was 
thé Rev. Dr, Jonee who delivered an 
address on “Ulster, Its Prosperity and 
Its Patriotism.”

The Rev. Dr. began his lecture with 
a short graphic description of some of 
the impressions received by him when 
he visited Belfast recently. He spoke 
of the magnificent City Hall, symbolic 
of the pride of the people In their city. 
He also mentioned the Orange Society, 
(a meeting of which he attended) 
which he said was representative of 
the loyalty of the people of Ulster. To 
Illustrate this loyalty, the lecturer 
quoted figures with reference to the 
large number of V.C’s received by men 
in Ulster regiments, and to the great 
response to recruiting appeals during 
the early part of the war. The lecturer 
then went on to speak of the Educa- 
tional Institutions, which stood for the 
educational vigor of the people and of 
the shipbuilding yards which proved 
the industrious nature of the people 
of Belfast To illustrate the intensity 
of feeling In Ulster the Rev. Dir. gave 
an account of his visit to Shankill and 
the Falls Roads. On the walls of the 
buildings of the former placards were 
displayed bearing on them the legenff 
“No Surrender,” and the windows of 
every house had orange curtains. The 
speaker, however, was pleased to sêe 
green curtains in all the windows on 
the Falls Road. He then gave three 
reasons for the prosperity of Belfast, 
which are racial, educational and 
social.

The lecturer then proceeded to 
present to his audience Ulster’s op­
inion of the Nationalist movement. He 
said that Ulster thinks that the Na­
tionalists have made several serious 
mistakes from a strategically poli­
tical point of view. First, in seeking 
independence, which would be impos­
sible in the interest of the Empires 
integrity. He said that the National­
ists would accept Home Rule only a| 
the first step towards complete inde­
pendence. He pointed out that all 
the Dominions can be independent if 
they wish, but that they are all on 
good terms with England, for the rea­
son that England recognizes their 
ability to assert the independence 
and treats them as sister nations, 
giving them seats beside her on the 
League of Nations.

The speaker went on to say that 
the principal of self-determination 
was .not countenanced by the world 
generally as witness the objections 
of the Northern States of America to 
the secession of the Southern States 
stud the terrible war which followed. 
He also quoted American opposition 
to gait-determination for the Philip­
pine Islands.

The second mistake was the putting 
of the blame of past misrule or, the 
English on the present generation. It 
je scarcely reasonable to blame the 
sons for the sins of the fathers.

The third point was the rebellion 
during the war, and the refusal to 
submit to conscription.

The fourth and last point was the 
unwise policy of murder and as­
sassination.

The lecturer stated that as Ireland 
was not at war with England, the 
deaths reported daily could not be 
described In any other terms. He 
then said that any organization 
which was anti-British in character 
should be Immediately disbanded. 
This remark was greeted with great 
applause. The lecturer concluded by 
saying that it was not right that any­
thing should be done to cause fric­
tion In our community, and that It 
was wrong for any body of people to 
upset our peaceable existence.

The Rev. lecturer was listened to 
With close attention all through, and 
at the close Hon. John Anderson 
proposed a hearty vote of thanks, 
which was carried unanimously by 
the large audience present During 
the evening Rev. C. A. Monlton look­
ed after the lantern slides In connec­
tion with the lecture, which were most 
interesting. Quite a number of new 
members Joined, and it was announ­
ced that there would be a meeting of 
Llewellyn Club every Thursday even­
ing throughout the winter season. The 
meeting closed with the singing of the 
National Anthem.________

To-day women are meeting men on 
an equal footing in almost all de­
partments of life. They have with 
great success demanded entrance In­
to nearly all our professions and 
trades, and in many'cases they are 
earning wages equal to those paid to 
men. One sometimes wonders where 
all this will end, and who in the long 
run will he left at home to look after 
the home? That, however, is a ques­
tion that will have to be faced in the 
future if the progress of woman in 
this workaday world continues at this 
rate. In the meantime let us get hold 

I of some of the facts.
Women Engineers.

This week the announcement is 
made that a company is being form­
ed with a factory in the Midlands, 
and that the concern will shortly be 
opened with a staff entirely compos­
ed of women, from the works man­
ager downwards. It should be noted 

| that the works manager is a girl, who 
during the war was in charge of a 
machine shop, and has served a three 
years' apprenticeship as a mechanical 
engineer. The secretary of the com­
pany is another clever woman engin­
eer. This experiment is one that will 
be watched by the public with some 

. cariosity and interest But, as wo­
men have made good in so many and 
varied spheres, there is no reason to 
doubt their ability in this particular 
direction. To a press respresenta- 
tive the other day. Miss Hazlitt, sec­
retary to the Women’s Engineers’ 
Society, said, “The factory is situated 
in the neighbourhood of an engin­
eering college, so that the girl work­
ers will be able to continue their 

, technical studies In the evenings. 
They will work the regulation 47- 
honr week In the factory and be paid 

I the district rate of wages for engin- 
ers.”
Miss Hazlitt also gave the further 

I interesting information that there 
are at least 100 qualified women en­
gineers who have served their ap- 

| prenticeship at a factory in Scotland, 
where a certain number of women are 
employed on skilled engineering work.

1 ‘ large number of others have had 
I three or four years’ experience in 
I munitions factories, which makes 
them almost equally skilled. So 
many of these girls were anxious to 
carry on their engineering work that 
it was decided to start a factory con- 

| trolled by women.
The Lady Doctor.

In the medical profession women 
I are seeking to make tor themselves 

secure positions. Indeed there are

so many aspirants to the post of 
woman medical that the question is 
being asked is the profession going 
to he over-crowded. ” The prospects, 
according to 'em educational expert, 
are, to say the least of it, uncertain. 
The woman medical cannot And a liv­
ing salary at once.* The course Is a 
long one, bat good appointments do 
not come until an applicant has a 
record of work. In private practice 
It appears that private patients still 
favor the man doctor, that the mo­
ther does also for her children, and 
that even the mass of the women pa­
tients prefer the man doctor.

The returns from local universities 
show that there is a probability that 
the profession will soon be over­
crowded. Exact figures are not 
not available" but supposing there 
are 30,000 or 40,000 doctors In the 
country a supply from all the univer­
sities and "schools” of 4,000 or 6,000 
a year would soon make the profes­
sion overstocked.

Women hi He Pulpit
Lately we have, both In London 

and the provinces, seen and heard the 
woman /preacher. As one writer put 
It: "The force of all that Is com­
prised In the ‘advance of women’ has 
been felt In religion as strongly as 
elsewhere.” Our blshons have ac­
cepted the claim that women should 
be allowed a larger share In the gov­
ernment and work of the Church, and 
In approving of the revival of the 
Order of Deaconesses sanction the 
admission of women to Holy Orders. 
Some women claim the right to be 
admitted to the priesthood itself, but 
this the bishops, preremptorily dlsa- 
low, declaring, "We believe for wo­
men the Order of Deaconesses Is the 
one and only order of the ministry 
which has the stamp of Apostolic 
approval.’’ Plainly there are to be 
no "women priests" In the Anglican 
communion.

Fair Sex In Law Cents.
Women lawyers may soon become 

as familiar to us as women doctors. 
There are already a number of ladles 
who have become "learned In the 
law” and have sought to assert their 
rights in this particular department 
of life, bpt they have yet to “win 
their spurs” before, as Portia, their 
sweet voices will be heard In the law 
courts. Still In some branches, or 
should one write off-shoots * of the 
law-courts, women are taking eqrual 
position and responsibilities with 
men. They are to-day to he seen in 
the Jury box, weighing with consider­
able thoughtfulness and still the evi­
dence of witnesses, and no doubt— 
when the Jury finds it necessary to 
retire to consider the verdict—giving 
with tact and wisdom sound advice

men Then again whilst the lady 
juror sits In one part of the court 
she has, at times, before her in the 
witness-box the female police officer, 
who since her advent into the depart­
ment for the suppression of crime 
and vice has done much to help to 
make the streets of our cities cleaner 

• and more attractive for everybody.
Otter Useful Spheres.

Attired in suitable garments, wo­
man has also come to stay on onr 
farms, and her natural adaptability 
to curcumstances has made her valu­
able as a worker on the land as well 
as In other places on the farmstead. 
She Is also qftite at home In our 
market gardens, and In this occupa­
tion as well as In that of fanning she 
can command good wages.

In this brief surrey I am aware 
that I have only touched upon some 
of the many useful spheres filled by 
women, specially mentioning those 
that have but lately engaged the at­
tention of the girls who either have, 
or prefer to earn their own livings. 
I do not overlook the fact that many 
now occupy^eats in the offices of our 
merchants, and others who have giv­
en special attention to their studies 
make clever and careful dispensers. 
But when all Is said and done, one 
feels compelled to assert that women 
shines with greater lustre In the home 
as wife and mother. Man does not 
object, speaking 
woman working 
really he feels much happier when he 
sees her at .the head of his tabla or 
caring for his children, and he even 
overlooks then her little flights of 
frivolity occasionally as she puffs a 
cigarette—but, oh, goodness, not a 
pipe!—just to show that she has 
"Just a» much right to Indulge In 
such things, as a man.”

Dear Sir,—The attention of the Pro­
visional Dominion Council has been 
called to e lecture delivered by the 
Rev. Dr. Jones on the 4th Inst The 
lecturer touched upon so many points 
that a complete reply ie Impossible 
here, but the Press Committee of this , 
Connell will shortly present the other | 
side of the shield on the Issues of 
Ulster, economics, murders and “re-. 
prisais,” and the general policy of the 
present national movement In Ireland

Of more Immediate concern than 
these questions, which In Newfound­
land are of only academic interest, are 
the Rev. lecturer's assertions about 
this League. He is reported as haying 
described it as "admittedly anti-Brit­
ish" and as having stated that It ex- 
ettep sectarian and racial animosity 
in tills country. He is further reported 
as having hinted that the League has 
sought to use Improper pressure on 
the newspapers, and as having said 
that it “should be disbanded."

If the Rev. Doctor is correctly re­
ported he has been grossly misinform­
ed shout the League, and we regret 
that if he desired Information about 
It he did not come to us. We shall 
deal with the above allegations 
seriatim.

1. We do not know who It Is that 
admits that the League Is anti-Brit­
ish; certainly this Council does not. 
We deny the charge emphatically. The 
League holds that the right of self- 
determination — which, "foolish 
phrase” though it be, was held good 
enough to be embodied in the war- 
aims of the British Empire—ought to 
be Immediately extended to the Irish 
nation. Considerations of abstract 
justice and of sympathy with Ireland’s 
misfortunes have yelped us to this 
conclusion, but there is also another 
powerful consideration which has 
swayed ns and which we recommend 
to the attention of the Rev. lecturer. 
As a component part of the British 
Empire Newfoundland has a right and 
a duty to see that the Empire’s re­
putation for freedom and justice Is 
kept untarnished. If we may share 
the pride in {he noble deeds that have 
been done In the British name, then 
we must also share the shame that at­
tends such incidents as those of 
Balbriggan and Trim. The best friend 
ôf’the Empire Is he who seeks to pre­
serve the lustre of Us high reputation, 
to reinstate It In the confidence, of' the 
outside world, and to heal Its most 
serions malady by striving to end the 
Irish quarrel In the only way in which 
it can be ended. If men like Asquith, 
Smuts, Chesterton, Henderson, Gibbs. 
Gough, Scott, Gardiner and Massing- 
ham—to mention only a few—are 
anti-British because they have ventur­
ed to criticise acts of 
what used to be called 
“Prusslanism" on the part of the 
British Government, and to advocate 
that the Government live up to its 
word, we have no more to say than 
that at least we are In good company. 
But for our own part we consider 
these men far better friends to Brit­
ish institutions than those who decry 
every criticism as treason.

2. “The League incites to racial 
-and sectarian strife.” We have only 
to say that the League welcomes to 
its membership men and women of 
every race and every creed, that its 
meetings are open to the public, that 
its principles involve neither racial 
nor religious distinctions, and that it 
has always treated all creeds with 
the highest respect. It has even 
made it clear that its quarrel Is with 
the British Government and not with 
the British people.

3. The hint that the League seeks 
to exert Improper pressure on the 
press Is one that can only be char­
acterized as utterly without founda­
tion. If the rev. lecturer really 
meant to convey that Impression he 
should have given the particulars.

This League will never willingly 
give rise to any division among the 
people of Newfoundland. If any 
incitement to ill-feeling comes It will 
not be from the Self-Determination 
League. It asks only a fair hearing. 
But the members of the League hold 
firmly to their belief In the righteous­
ness of the cause they are pleading, 
and they will be neither silenced nor 
intimidated in 'the exercise of their 
undoubted rights as free citizens of a 
free Dominion.

Every man who has partici­

pated in the public affairs of 
Newfoundland, and who is bless­
ed with health and vigor is mor­
ally blameable if he does not use 
every effort to help stamp out 
the evil which threatens the 
welfare of the dominion at the 
present moment, and stand up 
in protest against the serious 
menace which endangers our 
political and commercial exist­
ence. It is the bounden duty of 
every citizen to safeguard our 
sacred liberties. It is doubly 
the duty of our public men— 
past and present—to step into 
the breach and save the country 
from the clutches of revolution­
ary demagogues, who are sap­
ping her very vitals.

the taxes wrung from an already
overburdened population.

Is it possible, under such 
conditions as have been recapit­
ulated, that the Opposition mem­
bers will longer remain silent? 
If so, then the public should 
impress upon them the need for 
immediate action. If no man 
amongst those who are the re­
gularly constituted Opposition in 
the House of Assembly, cares 
to take upon himself the respon­
sibilities of leadership in the 
present crisis, let the people 
seek a leader outside the ranks. 
Let them get a man who will be 
capable of uniting all the forces 
of clean and sturdy Opposition : 
a man who will be guided solely 
by the present needs and future 
welfare of the people. We have 
in our mind’s eye such an one 
and feel impelled to name him, 
but prefer to leave the choice to 
the masses, who should convene 
a public meeting without delay 
and choose a leader of integrity

•they could look with confidence 
and in whom they could place 
implicit trust. Conditions in 
this dominion, at the moment, 
are deplorable. The men who 
control its political destinies are 
incapable of weathering the ap­
proaching stohn. The ship of 
state is battling with tempests 
and beset by shoals and reefs, 
and the financial breakers are 
dead ahead. Must the old ship 
ultimately become a wreck, 
broken and /destroyed? This 
will surely happen unless the 
people arise, in their might and 
majesty and thrust the present 
incapables in charge from the 
command. No time should be 
lost. The matter is too serious 
for delay and instant action is 
necessary if a tragedy in our 
political affairs is to be averted.

The Add Test
for Reformers.

(Bruce Barton.)
A hundred and fifty years ago there 

lived a man who wrote a splendid 
book.

The title was "The Friend of Men;” 
and the progressive elements in 
France and England hailed it as an 
important contribution to their cause.

What sort of a man was the au­
thor, the Marquis of Mirabeau?

He did his best to ruin the career 
of his son, the great Mirabeau.

He kept his wife locked up in an 
asylum the greater part of her life, 
while he lived with another woman.

He persecuted his daughter, and 
reviled his second, son.

In his study, locked away from the 
world, he could dream fine dreams 
of universal kindliness and friend­
ship; but in actual life the “Friend 
of Men,” as Carlyle said, "was the 
enemy of almest every man he had to 
do with."

I have known a good many re­
formers in my life, and have found 
them an interesting study.

Of course, as a class, they are not 
as interesting as reformers were two 
hundred or three hundred ygprs ago; 
and for the simple reason that there 
is now no danger nor inconvenience 
attached to the profession. .

When a man ran the risk of being 
burned at the stake or losing bis 
head on the block for the sake of 
convictions, he compelled a certain 
admiration whether one agreed with 
him or not

But the modern reformer runs no 
such risks. He may denounce the 
rich untH he Is ont of breath, and the 
penalty Is only applause. He may 
thunder away at the church *r the 
state, and Instead ef Incurring any 
sacrifice he wakes up to find Us pic­
ture in the Sunday papers.

But the two general types of re­
formers renjain what they have al­
ways been—the small, quiet con­
scientious group of those who back 
up their words by their works; and 
the noisy, unpleasant and selfish 
group who criticize conditions as they 
are, but do nothing by their lives to 
make conditions better.

Before I accept any man’s criticism 
at face value, I want to know of him:

Is he supporting a wife and chil­
dren! Is he as good a' husband and 
father, on the whole* as the men he Is
denouncing!

Does he pay taxes and vote? Is he 
as good a citizen as those whom he 
would overthrow?

It he does not meet these tests, 
then though he speak with the 
tongues of angels, he docs not Inter­
est me, and I will not leave my book 
at night to go out to a hall and listen 
to him.

This truth was written many years 
ago:

"If any man say T love' God’ and 
hateth his brother he is a* liar: for 
he that loveth not his brother whom

Since coming to tide country he has 
been Curate to Rev. Canon Smart, 
R.D. of Heart’s Content, but will now 
be transferred to Fogo as Incumbent 
of Joe Batt’s Arm.

When war broke out Mr. Davies 
was about to be ordained, but immed­
iately entered the Royal Navy, return­
ing to Burgh Missionary College, Lin­
colnshire, to complete his theological 
training, when the great conflict end­
ed. The late Captain R. Davies, R.N., 
of HM.S. Griffin, father of the 
above, was well known in Newfound­
land in the eighties, when on the 
North American Station. Rev. 3. and 
Mrs. Davies leive on the next boat for 
their future home and will be followed 
by the good wishes of their ’ many 
friends in England and Newfoundland.

British Leads Great 
Expedition to 

the Antarctic.
PRIVATELY - FINANCED EXPEDI­

TION-FOB COMMERCIAL AND 
SCIENTIFIC OBJECTS.

NEW YORK,—John L. Cope, late 
commander in the British Navy, left 
New York for Norfolk, Va., whence he 
will sail on the most ambitious Polar 
expedition ever undertaken. Utiliz­
ing three oil-burning ships, a fleet of 
airplanes capable of crossing the ice 
on sledges if need be, dogs from the 
Hudson Bay country, and wireless on 
the planes and at land stations to be 
established, he and his English com­
panions purpose to circumnavigate 
and explore the Antarctic continent 

Their object IS hot attainment of the 
South Pole, although they may reach 
it It is purely commercial and scien­
tific. They expect to find new seas 
for whaling, to jopen new sources of 
mineral wealth and to promote the 
establishment within the Antarctic 
Circle of meteorological stations 
whose reports will have a bearing on 
trop conditions throughout the world.

Privately Financed.
The enterprise is called the British 

Imperial Antarctic Expedition. Cope, 
Its head, was surgeon and biologist 
with the Shackleton expedition of

191 *-1917. He and his comrades were 
marooned for two years when the 
Aurora, the rescue ship sent for the 
Shackleton party, was blown away by 
a blizzard, leaving them on the great 
ice barrier surrounding the Antarctic 
continent The present expedition Is 
sent out by the Polar Research Lab­
oratories of the University of Cam­
bridge, and, said Commander Cope, is 
privately financed, part of the money 
coming from Norwegian whalers, part 
from the research laboratories, and 
the rest from other sources.

The members of the first oh pre­
liminary expedition, which is now 
starting, expect tc> return in 1922, and 
then go back to the Antarctic in an­
other ship and be gone until 1926. 
There will be 110 men in the second 
party.

Lars Christensen and Company, 
Norwegian whalers, and others Inter­
ested in the exploration, have placed 
at the disposal of the expedition three 
7,000 ton oil-burning steamships 
built for whaling, and a 200-ton 
“catcher." The first of the big ships, 
the Thor I, is now at Norfolk. An­
other is on the way from Cardiff to 
the Falkland Islands. The members 
of the first party, in addition to Com­
mander Cope, are Captain George Wil­
kins, second in command, who spent 
three years in the Antarctic with 
Stefansson, and who is a photographer 
and surveyor; N. C. Lester, R.N.,

A fifth member will join at Monte­

video, where Wilkins and thirty dogs 
—Canadian huskies—will be waiting 
when the Thor L, with Cope and 
friends, get there.

Commander Cope, of the Blltmore 
recently, told reporters of his plans. 
He said that the party would go from 
Montevideo to the Falkland Islands, 
and after scientific work there proceed 
to Deception Island, Just outside the 
Antarctic Circle. There the whole 
process of whaling will he filmed for 
motion pictures.

Leaving the Thor I. at Deception 
Island to continue Its whaling opera­
tions, the explorers will go in the 
“catcher" to Hope Bay, in Graham’s 
Land. There the dogs will be harness­
ed and the party will sledge along the 
west coast of Waddell Sea as far as 
it can get, hoping to reach Coastland 
on the eastern side. If it makes this 
objective and returns to Hope Bay, as 
planned, it will have sledged 1,500 
miles, 1,200 of them over unknown 
ground. The expedition Intends to 
reach Hope Bay by the first week In 
June, 1921, and to return there in 
February or March, 1922.

Unlike previous expeditions, it will, 
erect no huts, but will depend on 
snow houses and tents for shelter. 
Another innovation will be the con­
tinuous sledging. Heretofore explorers 
at the southern end of the world have 
rested at some base during the four 
months of Antarctic night The Cape 
party expect to keep In motion 
throughout this period of darkness.

Extensive Preparations.
The Thor I., having finished its 

whaling, will return to Norway. Then 
it will go to England, pick up an air­
plane and crew and be back at Decep­
tion Island In 1922. After a photo­
graphic survey, the Thor I„ with Cope 
and his comrades aboard, will return 
to England to prepare for the greater 
expedition. It will bring hack a com­
plete cinematographic record of the 
country explored.

There is building at Southampton 
now a special ship for the use of the 
second expedition. Upon the return 
of the explorers to England in 1922, it 
will be finished and manned. In the 
same year this ship, with the larger 
ttope party, will set out In circum­
navigate the whole Antarctic contin­
ent It will carry several airplanes 
especially built for flying under Polar 
conditions, the type to be determined 
by the Royal Aeronautical Society up­
on the basis of the report of the tests 
made by the first expedition. The en­
gines will be Rolls-Royce.

Set Out With Planes.
From the Bay of Whales on the New 

Zealand side of the Antarctic contin­
ent, whence Amundsen made his (lash 
to the Pole, a short party will set out 
with three airplanes equipped with 
powerful wireless. Meanwhile a sec­
ond ship will leave South America for 
Graham’s Land. There a land station 
with wireless and three airplanes will 
be established. The ship from England 
will circumnavigate the continent from 
east to west. This expedition will 
have to lay by during the winter of 
1923-24 probably at Cape Ann, on the 
South African side of the continent, 
but the airplanes will be used con­
stantly in making surveys.

Crossing the Waddell Sea, the party 
expects to reach the Falkland Islands 
in 1924 or 1925. At the same time the 
ship that left South America will be 
going to the Bay of Whales and get­
ting the party to be left there. When 
off Graham's Land this ship will be in 
touch with the Graham’s Land wire­
less station and receive reports, based 
on the airplane surveys, of coastal and 
Ice condition!. Half-way down the 
coast It will pick up wireless messages 
from the Bay of Whales.

This use of the wireless sweeping 
the Antarctic continent, is expected to 
make the progress of the expeditions 
stipe comparatively safe. The party 
to be left at the Bay of Whales will 
be taken to Graham Land will be tak­
en to South America.

Greet Objective.
By that time five years will have 

elapsed. The members of the second 
expedition do not expect to see Eng­
land again until 1926.

•aid Commander Cope. “Well, let’s 
see what our objects are. In the first 
place, over one-half the world’s sup­
ply of whale oil comes from the An- 
tractic regions, and new whaling 
gruonds must be developed. Secondly, 
we shall study weather conditions. 
Meteorological conditions on the An­
tarctic continent affect conditions all 
over the world. Finally, there Is un­
doubtedly great mineral wealth on the 
Antractic continent, and we hope to 
locate It”

Egypt’s Autonomy.
Zaghlul Pasha Is not satisfied. He 

has Joume#6d from Cairo to Paris and 
from Paris to London to tell the world 
that the benefits that are to come to 
Egypt under the settlement formulat­
ed by Lord Milner "will not satisfy 
Egyptian Nationalist ambitions.” Yet 
Egypt has been given a larger share 
of autonomy than any other nation 
since the slogan of self-determination 
was trumpeted at the Peace Confer­
ence.

The Great War affected the destin­
ies of Egypt more than those of any 
non-combatant country. The Khedi- 
vate, a nominal viceroyalty under the 
Sultan of Turkey, came to an end in 
December, 1914, with the abandonment 
of the snzeranity and the declaration 
of a British Protectorate. Yet the 
principle was maintained of support­
ing a Mohammedan ruler on a Mo­
hammedan throne. The new Sultan 
was aided by a Legislative Assembly 
that was partly elective and partly 
nominated. The veto of the High Com­
missioner was retained, but the as­
sembly had power to initiate legisla­
tion. Egypt acknowledged the new 
regime was an improvement on the 
old, but the cry of "Egypt for the 
Egyptians" was yearly more clamor­
ous. The Nationalists were uncom­
promising. They demanded the with­
drawal of the army of occupation and 
the substitution of native Egyptians 
for Europeans In every branch of the 
State service. Their demands mot 
with a most generous response from 
Commission that went to Egypt under 
Lord Milner to study their problems. 
Egypt was even given the privilege 
of controlling her own foreign affairs 
and appointing her own diplomatic re­
presentatives. It was agreed that the 
army of occupation should be with­
drawn within a stipulated period, al­
though a small British force was to be 
retained to guard the Suez Canal. But 
Britain demanded a “special position’’ 
so far as the Soudan was concerned, 
and it is on this matter that the Na­
tionalists have chosen to quarrel. Brit­
tain agrees to guarantee Egypt against 
external aggression, but she is un­
willing to abandon a country for the 
peace of which she has shed so much 
blood and treasure during the last 
forty years. Zaghlul seems hard to 
please.—Montreal Daily Star.

It ie established that Mohammed 
learned much of the doctrine that he 
taught from the Neatorlan Christians 
living In Arabia. By the sixth cen­
tury the Chirstian Church in the east 
had broken Into a number of con­
tending heretical sects. Of these the 
Arlans and Nestorlans are the most 
interesting. Both sects (with subtle 
theological differences) rejected the 
doctrine of the Trinity, and regarded 
eur Lord not as God but as a God- 
insplred teacher.

They 
believe that the Koran is the divine 
revelation of the mind and will of 
God. They believe in the Resurrec­
tion and the Final Judgment They 
believe that God has sent aix great 
prophets to guide men in the way 

should go—Adam, Noah, Abra­
ham. Moses, Jeeus, and last and 
greatest, Mohammed. Their religious 
practice demands prayer, almsgiving, 
tasting, and pilgrimage.

Mohammed insisted on the import­
ance of Bodily cleanliness as emble- 

of purity of soul, and his in­

junctions to kindliness are exalted 
and poetical.

Deal not unjustly with others, and 
ye shall not be dealt with unjustly.

If there be any debtor under a dif­
ficulty of paying his debt let his 
creditor wait until it be easy tor him 
todo it; but if he remit it In alms, 
It will be better tor him.

It may be suggested that the prac­
tice of the Moslem has often been In 
striking contrast with the teaching of 
Mohammed.

What the final outcome of the- de­
velopments will be is beyond conjec­
ture. While one country is friendly te 
a number of Others, these latter ire 
almost in a state of war against one 
another. Czechs, Slovaks, Magyars 
Hungarians, Austrians, Poles, Rus­
sian Bolshevists and Germans are all 
unsettled, and everywhere the pro­
letariat stands In need of wise coun­
sellors and leaders.

the situation theattempt to cope wil 
Czechs abolished the nobility and con­
fiscated all estates and became a com­
munist republic. While the commis­
sion was trying to modify the actions 
of the Cxechs, these people were 
harassed by economic problems, and 
at the same time the Czechs and 
Slovaks, who hate each other, were 
held together by a slender thread.

European countries. Many of these are

A Tangled Situation.
“It is beyond the mind of man to 

tell exactly what the situation is in 
Central Europe, and this caused to a 
certain extent by the divergence of op­
inion between France and England as 
to the policy to be adopted. France al­
ways has one menace hanging over 
her, and that is a fear of a revived 
Germany, while we are more inter­
ested in setting Germany on her feet 
industrially, so that she can pay her 
debts to us and the other nations. 
France professes friendship for Hun­
gary, Czecho-Slavta, for General 
Wrangel and also his opponents. The 
whole problem is one of vast perplexi­
ties, and it has defied the will of man, 
in other words, the Peace Conference, 
to solve It”

As a result of the war conditions 
in Central Europe were beyond des­
cription. Czechs from all over the 
world returned to their native country, 
but there was not work for them, and 
as a result paper money was issued 
that had an inflated value, famine set 
in and, many died of starvation.

Capt. Roy, who is now assistant pro­
fessor of English literature in Queen's 
University is well posted on the Euro­
pean situation of to-day. During the 
war he served on the British Intellig­
ence Staff, and while the Peace Con­
ference was meeting in Paris he was 
appointed to the Allied Mission of Con­
trol at Teschen, in Silesia, where he 
assisted in determining and settling 
the various difficulties that confronted 
the Centred European nations. Previ­
ous to the war he was lecturer at Ht. 
Andrew’s.

In speaking of the condition of Cen­
tral Europe, he stated that it was a 
question pt extraordinary breadth and 
the. more on^ delved into the subject, 
the more bewildered he became. Ra­
ther than speak of the situation ux 
Central Europe, one should think of 
.the Ranges in the situation there. 
Things, -such as nations, boundaries 
and governments, change with such 
great rapidity that it is hard to keep 
track of the situation. The two main 
causes for the unrest that prevails 
though out Central Europe, as well as 
the world in general, ase political and 
economical.

British Firm Hit
by Restrictions.

The appended letter has been 
celved by a prominent fish dealer, and 
given us for perusal. Upon reading, 
the contents we asked if the matter 
contained had a direct bearing on his 
business. His reply was, "This is one 
of a series,” and in a former com­
munication he had made arrange­
ments for the sale of a cargo at a 
profitable figure, but owing to the 
regulations, the deal had to be called 
off, with the consequence that he is 
out ef pocket to the tune of thousands 
of dollars. The fish dealer in ques­
tion is in favor of the regulations, but 
thinks he should be allowed to dispose 
of his produce where, when and how 
he likes. Asked if he would under­
sell others in the market, he replied, 
"I am not in business to lose money. 
The more I make the more fish I can 
buy; buying more makes more com­
petition and with the latter, prices go 
up for the fishermen. The old system 
of unrestricted trade stood the coun­
try for years, end there is no reason 
why it would not continue to do so. 
The new regulations and restrictions 
has after one season placed this coun­
try in chaos,” The letter of Messrs. 
Lind and Cduto, is fair comment on 
the restrictions imposed to the detri­
ment of free trade.

The large quantity of Norwegian 
fish sent here at the end of August 
and beginning of September amount­
ing to 38,133 cwt., which threatened 
to break the market, met with i good 
demand, and the st «# : is now reduced 
to about 9,000 cwt. Another steamer 
is now being loaded for Oporto. 
Fresh sardines in abundance have 
checked consumption of codfish, and 
strikes of fish labourers and rj[ver 
workers have also interfered, but on 
the whole September has been a good 
month. Portuguese schooners are 
now arriving from the Banks and 
their fish should shortly come on sale. 
Norwegian fish, owing to its cheaper 
price, is being consumed in districts 
hitherto confined to Newfoundland 
fish. This is partly due also to the 
fact that we, not being permitted 
to receive consignments from New­
foundland. are obliged to supply our 
country dealers with the Norwegian 
article.

The Edith M. Cavell, Ronald B. 
Moulton and Ena A. Moulton are still 
outside waiting orders. If these car­
goes had come In to our consignment, 
they would have been sold out im­
mediately at good prices, as many of 
our customers who are tied to us, 
would have preferred British fish if 
we had had it. We * cannot under­
stand what benefit there is to New­
foundland in forcing the only remain­
ing British house here out of the 
trade and prohibiting consignments 
to Portugal, whilst still allowing 
them to Spain, especially when it is 
well known that we have always uj>- 
held prices to the benefit of shippers.

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Using Waste Lumber.
By-Products of Sawmill May Be 

Valuable.
Only forty per cent of our out 

timber Is utilised; the rest le throws 
sway. Hite sounds as if we were 
wilfully wasteful: it means really 
that the unused sixty per cent Is la 
such shape that it would not pay te 
use It The problem of utilising 
waste material, we are told by James 
D, Lacey, writing in the Lacey Tim­
ber Digest, is that of making Its 
utilisation profitable. This problem, 
he says, is being rapidly solved, In the 
case of timber wastes, by the work 
of chemists; for chemistry affords 
the chief key In this instance. The 
enhanced value of timber to-day is 
making profitable the conversion of 
waste into merchantable products— 
hence the activity of those who are 
studying those products. Not Impos­
sibly, Mr. Lacey thinks, the by-pro­
ducts of the sawmill wOl outvalue, In 
the near future, the finished lumber. 
Alcohol, tanning extracts,1 turpentine, 
pine oils, fibre tor all sorts of fab­
rics, "wall board,"- insulating materi­
als—these are but a, few-of the pro­
ducts that may be obtained from saw­
mill waste formerly thrown away. 
Writes Mr. Lacey;

"It is not altogether improbable 
J5at the time may come when the 
by-product distillates of wood will 
rank in value with the product of 
the co-ordinate sawmill operation. 
No one knows just when the produc­
tion of petroleum mffy begin to fall 
below, the tremendous and constantly 
increasing demand tor.oil. Whenever 
a serious shortage sends ' oil ■ prices 
above a certain point, however, ethyl 
(grain alcohol die tilled from wood) 
will-afford an; efficient substitute for 
many purposes tor which oil products 
are now used. Including the operation 
of internal-combustion engines for 
the automobile and other automotive 
machinery. Grain alcohol may be 

i produced from any wood at relatively 
low cost and by a process which 
yields other products of value as 
well. Wood alcohol produced by de­
structive distillation. Is one of the 
pioneer by-products Is increasing 
rapidly, but for direct use and to 
serve as a denaturing agent for grain 
alcohol distilled for industrial use.

"Relatively few of the Important 
chemical by-products can he produced 

' from any one wood. Tanning extracts, 
for example, are obtained chiefly 
from the bark of oak and hemlock. 
Turpentine is reclaimed from those 
woods possessing the necessary resi-

chemist’s pioneer work plus commer­
cial development and exploitation 
that create demand and find markets. 
Until these things began to be done, 
the lumber manufacturer necessarily 
limited his utilization to th# conver­
sion of his raw material lntj> lumber 
and other prmary products Which he 
could make and sell with profit.

“Much of this chemical pioneering 
has been done, but far more is com­
ing, and as it comes it will steadily 
cut down the percentage of waste. 
Less of the tree will be left in the 
woods to rot. Less will be discard­
ed as valueless at the mill. And a 
constnatly increasing volume of oth­
er products than lumber will develop 
out of the sawmill Industry, with re­
sulting Increase In the profits, opera­
tion and proportionate enhancement 
6f thé Value of timber.
