Caterpillars That
Cost Millions.

About fifty years ago M. Trouvelot, 
a French entomologist, was experi­
menting with silkworms in the small

town of Medford, Massachusetts. One 
day he received from a European 
friend a few eggs of the gipsy moth, 
which he placed on a window-sill. The 
window was open, and a puff of wind 
blew the eggs into the garden.

M. Trouvelot had quite forgotten the 
incident, when one day in the foitow- 
nig summer he discovered, on a tree 
near his house, a colony of grey cater- 
pilllars with red and blue spots. Hé 
killed ail he could find; but next year 
they reappeared in greater numbers, 
and the entomologist, alarmed at last, 
warned his neighbours—only to be. 
laughed at for his pains.

A score of years passed. Then, in 
the summer of 1889, the plague came 
at last. Medford was black with 
caterpillars. Soon not a leaf was left 
on any tree, and every blade ot gia.se 
was eaten up.

From Medford the caterpillars 
until thev hart

vegetation. All efforts to stop the 
plague were futile. For many years 
the State spent £80,000 a y gar in des­
perate efforts to subdue it; and when 
at last it was conquered it had done 
damage estimated at many millions of 
pounds.

Ancient Dinner Customs.
Mr. Kenneth Hare, author and 

poet, lectured recently to the Hyde 
Park Literary Circle on “A Holiday 
in London in the Days of Chaucer.” 
"Etiquette in those days (the latter 
half of the 14th century)” he said, 
demanded that meat should be held 
between two fingers and a thumb of 
the left hand and no more, if one 
was to be received in polite society. 
After soup, pike roasted in claret and 
flavored with strange and varied 
spices, was eaten. Then followed 
partridge roasted with saffron, cloves 
and ginger, and jam tarts and jelly. 
It was the custom to change the

cloth with the courses, and one read 
of one feast in which each new 
cloth was scented with a perfume 
appropriate to the dish. In Chau­
cer’s day, the bath in construction 
was not unlike a miniature pulpit, 
and a bouquet of sweet-scented herbs 
was hung over it for the steam to 
draw out their refreshing qualities.”

Further Prorogation.
The current issue of the Roy­

al Gazette contains a proclama­
tion further proroguing the Leg­
islature to March 8th. As two 
weeks’ notice of the intention 
to call Parliament together must 
be given, the present proroga­
tion means that in no case can 
there be proclamation for the 
Assembly of the Upper and 
Lower Houses before March 22, 
and it may be that still further 
prorogation will then take place. 
It seems kind of funny that on 
the very day of the departure 
of the Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries for foreign parts that 
this putting off the opening of 
the House should be gazetted. 
Goodness knows there are mat­
ters a-plenty demanding Legis­
lative consideration, and it 
seems a bit offside that the will 
of the whole Government should 
be directed apd influenced by 
one man, who is apparently as 
much feared when abroad as 
when at home. How much long' 
er is the Prime Minister and the 
Executive going to be submis­
sive to the local autocrat? It 
is high time to break the chain 
that binds in political bondage 
one portion of the Government 
to the chariot of the leader of 
the Fishermen’s Protective Un­
ion. Surely the Premier of the 
Colony will no longer consent to 
play second fiddle in the Execu­
tive orchestra, but will assert 
the powers of his position and 
break away from the insidious 
attempts that are being made to 
hold him in political thrall. 
Should the fafee of prorogation, 
continue with so many clouds 
looming on the political horizon, 
it will be the duty of the Lead­
er of the Opposition to officially 
approach His Excellency the 
Governor with a formal protest 
against a state of affairs which 
is further and further involving 
the country in political chaos. 
It is not at all a prime necessity 
that Mr. Coaker should be in 
attendance when the House 
opens, and therefore Sir R. A. 
Squires should take a firmer and 
stronger grip on the reins of 
power, and see .to it that no 
other man places hands upon 
his in control of direction. The 
whole country is tired of the 
things that have been done in 
the name of political expediency 
since November, 1919. If the 
Premier is the strong màn that 
he pretends to be, now is his 
opportunity to break away from 
malign influences, and prove to 
the electorate that by and 
through him only and his real 
and sincere colleagues of the 
Executive and House of Assem­
bly is the Colony governed.

Hiking Round the World.

HAVE THE HIKÏB8 LEFT ST.
JOHN’S!—WERE PREPARED TO
WALK TO PORT AUX BASQUES
FOR $.VM>00!—WILL VISIT EVERT
CAPITAL CITT.

Have Frank and Jane Richards of 
Los Angeles, who have been in St. 
John's for some days in the course of 
their world hike, "left the city? They 
told the Telegram yesterday that if 
they could make enough money they 
would leave on the Sable I. If not, 
they declared they would walk to 
Port aux Basques. Mr. Richards, when 
shown the difficulties with which such 
a walk would be beset, repeated his 
statement, qualifying it by saying that 
he and his wife would make the at­
tempt for a wager of $50,000! Their 
names are not on the Sable’s passen­
ger list, so if anybody would like to 
see them walk to Port aux Basques, 
provided they are still in town, let 
them come forward with the $50,000! 
This offer to walk across the country 
suggests a problem which may worry 
some of our expert mathematicians. 
Here it is—If an express train takes 
three weeks to go to Port aux Basques 
in. mid-winter, how long would it take 
the world hikers to walk the distance?

Mr. Richards told the Telegram that 
there is a fund of $200,000 put aside 
for the purpose of inducing married 
couples to undertake a hike around 
the world. $50,000 is the reward for 
completing the route mapped out, if 
it be done within eight years. Only 
married couples can undertake it, and 
they must start with no money but 
1000 post cards which they have to 
sell in business places only. This is 
the only way they can make money to 
pay expenses. Certain rules are laid 
down, one of which they must break 
each day. A man whose expenses are 
paid from the fund must follow them 
and if he catches them breaking a rule 
he gets $5,000 and the trip is off. 
Among the rules which must not be 
broken, is one which states that the 
hiker’s only means of conveyance be­
yond “shank's mare." must be a 
steamer. Steamers can be used in 
case the hikers can’t Swim. Of course, 
it would be impossible to expect them 
to do everything. Are they not visit­
ing every capital in the world ? Will 
they not have to face the dangers of 
Siberia, the hills of Baluchistan, the 
mountain brigands of Afghanistan, 
and the hidden mysteries of Thibet? 
Across dreary deserts to Jerusalem, 
and to Mecca, across the steppes to 
Siberia, down the Amazon from 
Venezuela to Peru and even to far 
Patagonia, the hikers will have to go. 
They must traverse 108,000 miles in 
eight years in the course of their trip. 
They admitted that they would have 
to visit the capital cities of the im­
portant islands in the Pacific. And 
wherever they go they must speak no 
language other than their own. Im­
agine them asking a Chinaman or a' 
Hindu In good American to purchase 
a picture post card. The Telegram 
wishes Mr. and Mrs. Richards success, 
but can you blame us If we are 
pessimistic?

’Plane’s Quick Flight.
PASSBN6ERS AND MAILS LANDS 

IN CONCEPTION BAY TOWNS— 
FLIGHT TAKES NINETY MIN- 
UT1IS—TWO PASSENGERS RE­
TURN.
The first mail to arrive in Hr. Grace 

for sefcrly a week was delivered by 
Major Cotton to-day from the Martyn- 
elde aeroplane. The machine landed 
malls at Clarke's Beach, Bay Roberts, 
and Harbour Grace, took malls aboard 
for 9t. John’s, and was back to the 
City within ninety minutes of leaving 
it. This latest demonstration of the 
value of an aerial mail service in this 
country, particularly in the winter, 
puts all other in the shade,

The aeroplane, piloted by Major Cot­
ton, left Quid! Vidi at 11 o’clock, tak­
ing mails and three passengers. Rev. 
Dr. Whelap, Hon. Dr. Barnes, Minister 
Of Education and Mr. F. H. Archibald. 
M.H.A. The last two were anxious to 
get to their constituency which has 
bçen isolated since last week. The ma­
chine took off well and rising to a 
height of 4000 feet, was flown in the 
direction of Conception Bay. The tem­
perature was about zero. A quick flight 
w«S’made to Clarke’s Beach where the 
aeroplane came down and landed Rev. j 
Dr. Whelan and a mail. No difficulty 
was experienced in landing here or, 
in fact, in any of the other settle­
ments. Nearly all the people of the 
settlement turned out to see the ’plane 
and were greatly excited. The ma­
chine, after a brief delay, again roee 
and flew for Bay Roberts where an­
other landing was made and mails 
dropped and taken. Here again, great 
enthusiasm prevailed amongst the 
people of the place, who turned out in 
large numbers to see, what to them, ] 
was an entirely new novelty. The few 
mêles between Bay. Roberts and Hr. ' 
Grace were quickly passed and com­
ing down in the centre of the town, the 
two passengers for that place, and the 
mail, were landed. Mails for Heart’s 
Content and Carbonear were also left 
at Hr. Grace. The machine reached Hr. 
Grace at noon. A mail was taken for 
St. John’s and lt was hoped that mail 
would arrive from Heart’s Content, 
but it was found that to wait for this 
would mean a delay of half an hour 
and this could not be considered. A 
parcel of boots was taken from the 
firm of Archibald, and two passengers. 
Miss Rose Archibald and Mr. H. D. 
Archibald, returned with Major Cot­
ton to town. The machine reached 
Quidi Vidi at 12.30. Major Cotton told 
the Telegram that flying conditions 
were quite good. There was a perfect 
visibility and Cape Race could be 
clearly seen. The passengers enjoyed 
their trip and suffered no ill-effects.

It Is possible that Major Cotton will , 
fly to Botwood this afternoon, but he j 
is not quite certain yet whether he j 
will do so or not. He could have | 
given no better demonstration of the 
boon which an aerial mail service 
would prove to Newfoundland thati 
he has done in to-day's flight. To 
carry and take back mails from sev- 
eral Conception Bay towns within I 
ninety minutes is a splendid achieve­
ment and one which should be mark­
ed down by the Ministry of Posts for 
future reference. All these towns had 
been isolated from the outside world, 
In so far as communication outside of 
the telegraphic service was concern­
ed, for nearly a week and no action 

! was taken by the Government to get 
mails through until to-dpv. Will (he 
Ministry of Posts and the Govern­
ment ever awake to the fact that this 
is an ago of progress, and that If 
Newfoundland is to keep up with the 
rest of the world, lt must take advan­
tage of every Innovation that is like- 

, ly to prove of service to her.

DELHI ACCLAIMS PRINCE
LONDON, Feb. 23.

The extremely enthusiastic demon­
stration accorded the Prince of Wales, 
yesterday, is regarded .as severe blow 
to the non-cooperationifit movement in 
Delhi, for city people attended spon­
taneously in enormous masses, says 
a Reuter cable from Delhi. The oc­
casion was the Prince’s visit to the 
people’s fair in the vicinity of Delhi 
City. Organizers had intended to 
carry out a programme of sports, in­
cluding races and wrestling matches, 
but the huge crowd, estimated at be­
tween fifty and one hundred thousand, 
swamped the enclosures, and when 
the Prince arrived on horseback, with 
a few members of his staff, they 
literally pursued him around the 
grounds, cheering continuously. The 
Prince rode through the masses for 
half an hour, saluting and smiling 
and delighted at reception. Police and 
military were powerless to prevent 
the crowds advance.

Following the play, the principal, ! 
Rev. J. E. Ryan, gave a brief report 1 
of the years work. In doing so he 
thanked His Excellency for his patron­
age and the personal interest he dis- t 
played in the schools affairs. To His j 
Grace he also extended the warmest j 
expressions of gratitude, assuring him j 
of every co-operation. It was due to j 
the wise guidance of the Archbishop 
and the priests that the day is draw1 
ing near when the church in New­
foundland will be supplied with na­
tive priests. At present there were no 
less than 33 pupils of the College

studying for the sacred calling. In 
speaking of the school system the 
Principal said that when boys from 
Newfoundland go away to Universities, 
or other centres of education none 
command more respect then our boys. 
The results of the C.H.E. exams this 
year, were the best in the history of 
the College. In the Senior Associate 
six passed in the Honours Division 
and obtained 23 distinctions. Twenty- 
three passed A.A. Grade, twenty of 
whom were in Honours Division with 
seventy-two distinctions. Masters A. 
Knight and B. Summers won scholar­
ships in Intermediate 39 boys passed, 
20 with honours and 127 distinctions 
were obtained. In the Preliminary 
class there were 38 passes, 11 with 
honours. 84 distinctions. A scholarship 
was won by Master G. Brownrigg, 
who was also the winner of the Alumni 
Scholarship of $50. At the conclusion 
of thé report His Grace the Archbis­
hop proceeded to the stage to distri­
bute the prizes.

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Scarcity of
Trained Nurses,MATERIALS Enquiries at several of the princi­

pal Institutions which supply nurse, 
for private cases. Indicate that there 
is not a sufficient number of trained 
nurses to meet the demand. During 
the summer months, the nursing pro­
fession passed through a very lean 
period, partly due to the fine wea­
ther, but more particularly owing tc 
a general shortage of money, which 
Impelled private patients to dispense 
with the services of a trained nurse 
during the period of convalescence. 
Now, however, notwithstanding the 
mildness of the winter, humanity is 
afflicted with many ills, and the de­
mand for nurses for private cases, 
far exceeds the supply. The difficul­
ties of the hospitals are of another 
kind. The matron, of the London 
Hospital states that there is no short­
age at present of trained nurses for 
hospital work, but it is difficult to 
find the requisite number of candi­
dates to fill vacancies as they arise; 
and no doubt, other hospitals are in 
a like case. The London Hospital has 
to fill 208 vacancies every year. Last 
year only 156 candidates were avail­
able. The number,of applicants was, 
of course, In excess of that figure, 
but many of them were unable 
to pass the necessary educational 
test.

In this connection It hue been al­

leged that the Minister of Marine and 
Flehertee wag to purchase 60,000 <Jtl«. 
of Labrador codfleh.

q,—will you explain how that tiah 
was purchased and with whose au­
thority?

A.—The Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries was authorized by Minute- 
cf-Council on the 19th November 1920 
to purchase 50,000 quintals of codfish 
<-■ he present season’s catch, either 

Sctiy or through an agent at prices 
nr. exceeding $8.00 for Choice and 
$7.00 for Prime Labrador Codfish plus 
expenses. The position was that there 
was quite quantity of fish in the hands 
of the fishermen in the middle of 
November when markets were glutted, 
sales were unobtainable and the trade 
had made up their mind not to pur­
chase at the prices then being paid. In 
the harbour of St. John’s there were 
about eighty to one hundred craft con­
taining fish when we started buying. 
Many of these vessels had been lying 
In the harbor for two weeks. Very few 
of the merchants were inclined to 
yurchase at $8.00 a qtl. Public meet­
ings were called at this time. The re­
solutions passed at those meetings ob­
jected to the Fish Regulations being 
continued in force and asking the 
Government to raise the Regulations. 
The Government considered that if 
the wishes of the convenors of the 
meeting were agreed to that the price 
of fish would fall to about $4.00 a qtl. 
The Government had considered this 
matter from time to time, and I also 
consulted with the Exportation Board. 
The Board tried to form a syndicate to 
purchase, but this idea failed. There 
was a quantity of about 250,000 qtls. 
of fish supposed to be on vessels and 
in the markets unsold and stored here 
at that time. If the slump had come 
it would have cut the price of that 
250,000 qtls. of fish as well as fish 
in fishermen’s hands, that is, the 
slump would have covered probably 
350.000 qtls. of fish at $4.00 a quintal 
according to our belief. We decided to 
purchase the fish in order to prevent 
the slump abroad and the slump local­
ly because we realized that if the fish­
ermen sold their fish at $4.00 a qtl. 
the price abroad would slump to that 
extent, and fishermen with fish unsold 
would only obtain enough to pay for 
their supplies and would have nothihg 
whatever to live on during the winter.

Q.—Under the Mlnute-of-Council 
you had authority as Minister of Mar­
ine and Fisheries to purchase 50,000 
qtls. of fish?

A.—Yes.
Q.—And there was a credit of $600,- 

000 placed to your Department?
A.—Yes, In the Bank of Montreal.
Q,—How much fish did you buy un­

der that authority?
A.—We bought about 35,000 qtla. 

It was purchased in St. John's and 
Port Union; 7,500 was purchased at 
Port Union.
MR. WINTER!
Q.—Where was the "President Coak- 
er's" cargo bought?

A.—The whole of it was bought at 
Port Union. The cargo consisted of 
7.500 qtls. No. 1 Labrador fish pur­
chased from the fishermen at Port Un­
ion at $8.00 a qtl. It was a week before 
the vessel was loaded after she was 
chartered. There were many vessels 
discharging fish. A certain quantity of 
this fish was placed in store in a se­
parate bulk specially for the cargo of 
the “President Coaker.” I made ar­
rangements with Mr. Sellars to act as 
agent for the Department of Marine 
and Fisheries under that authority to 
purchase two cargoes of fish. One was 
to be purchased here in St. John’s and 
loaded on board the “Jean Wakely” 
and the other was to be purchased at 
Port Union add loaded on board the 
’President Coaker.” Mr. Sellars drew 
up charters for those two vessels and 
sent them to the Department of Mar­
ne and Fisheries. He chartered from 
die Trading Co. the “President Coak- 
$r" in his own name to take the car­
lo of fish. The price- of freight and 
sondltions with regard to demurrage, 
yecharging, etc., were the same for

both cargoes, Both venais bore pre­
cisely the same charters, The arrange­
ment with Mr. Sellars was that he was 
to purchase two cargoes of fleb. He 
was to charter the “President Coaker" 
from the Trading Co, and be was to 
load that cargo at Port Union, The 
price at which the "President Coak- 
er’s” fish was purchased was $8.00, It 
was all No. 1 fish; there was no No. 2 
put in her; $8.50 was paid by the De­
partment for the fish to Mr. Sellars 
that went into the cargo of the Presid­
ent Coaker.” The 50c. was the amount 
that the Department had arranged to 
pay Job and Barr and to Sellars for 
what he bought at Port Union for ex­
penses in handling the fish.

Q.—The Minute-of-Council gives you 
authority to buy fish either yourself 
or through an agent?

A.—Yes. at $8.00 for the No. 1 fish 
and expenses. The flsii was billed to 
the Government at $8.50, the 50c. be­
ing the amount allowed for expenses. 
Fifty cents was what we considered 
we were out in the handling of the fish 
in connection with the transaction.

The fish that went in the “Jean 
Wakely” was bought at $8.00 for No. 
1 and $7.00 for No. 2. The price paid 
to Sellars for the fish in St. John's 
was the cost plus $1.00.

Q.—Why was Sellars paid $9.00?

A.—Sellars was the first man I ask­
ed to handle the fish. Under a pre­
vious arrangement I had with the 
bank for purchasing fish, Mr. Murray 
was to be an agent for purchasing 
fish. He was to pay $8.00 for No. 1 that 
he purchased. He had to take it in 
store, pac* It and take it out, for 
which he was to receive $1.00 per qtl. 
In addition to the cost. He was also to 
stow it in the vessel. That arrange­
ment came off when the bank went 
hack on it and the arrangement with 
Murray to buy was cancelled. It was 
through Mr. Sellars being in dally 
touch with me as a member of the Ex­
portation Board that he made the deal 
with Murray. What we wanted to do 
was to get somebody to buy fish whom 
we could confide in and we trusty Mr. 
Murray.

When Mr. Sellars agreed to pur­
chase the load of fish for the "Jean 
Wakely” that was the first fish that 
was purchased under this agreement 
at St. John's. Mr. Sellars knowing all 
about the arrangement with Murray, 
he expected to handle fish in connec­
tion with the "Jean Wakely” at $1.00 
per qtl. for expenses. I could not go 
to anyone else, and I could not take 
everyone Into our confidence. The 
most pressing thing was to get vessels 
in the stream to start discharging so 
as to allay the excitement amongst 
the fishermen and keep prices up, and 
Sellars asked $1,00 for his trouble, the , 
same as I had arranged previously to 
pay Murray. I then went to Port Un­
ion and they were loading the "Pre- ■ 
rident Coaker" the same time as they 
were loading the "Jean Wakely" here.
I figured out the cost and I said $8.60 
will bring us out very well for ex-, 
penses. I came back here and tried to 1

Q.—Do you think $1.00 a quintal an 
excessive price to charge ?

A.—Well, half a dollar was enough 
in Outports, but I had agreed by let­
ter to give a dollar before we dis­
covered the 50c. would pay, and he 
would not release us from our obli­
gation to pay him the $1.00. Mr. Sel­
lars was to purchase the fish at Port 
Union. He was unable to go to Port 
Union to purchase it and I arranged 
with Mr. Russell to buy the 7,500 
quintals at Port Union for Mr. Sel­
lars.

Training Fish to Fish.

There is a curious fish called the 
remora, which is one of the laziest 
creatures in the world.

On the top of its head is a power­
ful sucker, by means of which it at­
taches itself to the underside of other 
fish, or even of boats. In this way it 
makes journeys of hundreds of miles 
without moving a fin.

The natives of many part of the 
world make use of this habit by-train­
ing remoras to fish for them. A ring 
is fastened to the tail, to which is at­
tached a strong cord. '

When a native desires fish for din- 1 
ner he picks the remora out of a tank 
and throws it over the side of the 
boat, letting it swim about at the end ! 
of the cord.

Presently a tug Is felt, and the j 
owner knows that the remora has j 
fastened on to something big. He 
hauls in his line, and up comes the 
fish with its captive. So strong is this 
fish that it will bring in a giant turtle 
twenty times Its own weight.
