In fact, in the nature of
things, it cannot be otherwise, for with
the utmost desire and determination to
have everything work as trueas the truest
machinery e it cannot be brought to
bear. Look, for instance, at one circum-
stance alone, which will speak for itself.
The retail seedsman invariably does not
grow the seeds he sells ; he is dependent
on the person who raises them, and after
using every effort to furnish himself with
them from the most reliable and respect-
able houses at home and abroad, he is still
subject to disappointment, and often to
great loss. True, he can test the vitality
of his seeds, but he cannot say positively
that they shall prove as true as he ex-
pects, and exactly as they have been sent
out to him, he being absolutely at the
mercy of others. I myself once knew of
an instance in the old country, where one
of the most highly respectable and ex-
tensive nurserymen and grower of turnip
seed, Thos.

In many
instances I have known seeds condemped,
and the seedsman blamed, when in other
hands the same seeds, or rather seeds
from the same packet, have grown and
matured well ; and many other individu-
als besides me know this to be a fact—
not, howéver, but what all sesdsmen do
occasionally sell seeds too old, and are
unaware of the fact till informed of it by
heir customers. However, when un-
ward circumstandes of this nature do
ocour is it not belct. to make as light of it

a8 we can, though the may
be very trying and mortifying at the fime,

and no one has felt at times more sore on.
this subject than the writer of this axticle.
Especially when he has taken { pains,
trouble and expense in gottﬂ:‘ B soil
and hot beds in the best possiblé order.
Nevertheless, as I well know the advan-
tage and importance of such an establish-
ment as the Messrs. Sharpe's in our midst,
I do think that we should give every en-
eouragement.- to individuals Fomensin
the enterprise and public spirit’ whicg
these gentlemen have shown during their
short residence in Guelph, and I would
say to those who have not yet witnéssed
the beautiful flowers in their stors win-
dows and green house, to give them a
speedy call.

essrs. Sharpe seen a line of this leiter,
hoping nevertheless that if it meets their
eye it will not be creative of displeasure,
but that it may ina small way be of some
service to them, and that the young:tur-
nip growers of this County may reap some

enefit from hints thrown out and direc-
tions given on that subject in the early
part of this letter, which was in reality
the ostensible cause of my penning this
article.

Mr. Editor,— Since the above article
was penned, the South Riding Turnip
Match, the prizes for which were again
80 liberally given by the Messrs. Sharpe,
has taken place, and if any further proof
were wanting to bear me out in the ad-
vantage to be obtained by thick sewing
of seed for a turnip crop, surely the result
of the decisions of the judges upon that
occasion will amply supply it. Let no
farmer in future doubt the propriety and
desirability of sowing from two te three
pounds of seed per acre.

I could wish to have given names and
further particulars, but 1 cannot now get
sight of the paper in which I read the
account of the match. I well, however,
recollect that the third prize man gave
five loads more of manure to the acre than
did either of the other parties, and had he
used 24 or 3ihs of seed to the acre instead
of one pound he most probably would
! have taken the firsi prize, had his cro
| been well and rightly managed—thoug]
| a8 & practical grower of turnips, I well
| know that there may have been other
causes, unexplained, which might, and
| probably did, operate in some measure
| against his better success, as well as the
small quantity of seed sown. But I will
defy him or any other man tg produce as
| heavy a yield of turnips by sowing only
| one pound of seed to the acre, as he who
| sows from 2 to 31bs, all other things being
| equal. The sole reason is, that he cannot
| possibly have the same number of strong
| healthy plauts to choose from—this must
| be obvious to the smallest capacity.

They jam,
and sway, and curse, and jeer, and
make ribald jokes at the very foot of
the scaffold, and make bets whether
or not the culprit will * die game”’
with as much indifference as if death
were a thing not to be teared, or the
execution of a criminal was a scene in
which there was nothing whatever of
solemnity, and from which no moral
might be drawn. Yet it can scarcely |
be supposed that every heart will be |
80 steeled as to be insensible to all im-
pressions of awe, or that the sight of
the guilty suffering the highest pun-
ishment which can be visited on crime
has not a tendency to check vice.
Public executions have one undoubted 1
superiority over private. All doubt

about the sentence having been carried |
out must vanish when the eriminal is

seen suspended. The chief objection |
hitherto urged against the innovation |
now talked of is that, in thie case of a |
wealthy or influential offender he

might possibly escape the punishment |
that was his due. The present Bill|
provides for the removal of such

doubts by enacting * that the sheriff, |
“the gaoler, chaplain, and surgeon of |
*“the prison, and such other officer as |
“tthe sheriff requires, shall be present ; |
“and also any Justice of the Peace

“for the jurisdiction to which the!
“ prison belongs, and such relatives of

“ the prisoner or other persons us it
“geems proper to the sheriff or the |
“ yisiting justices proper to admit; |
“ that as soon as possible afterwards
““ the surgeon sign a certificate of the
“ fact of death ; that the sheriff, gaoler, |
“ and chaplain shall sign a declaration |
“of similar effect; and that within 24 |
“hours the coroner shall hold an in-
“ quest, at which the jury shall ascer-
“ tain the identity of the body, and
“ whether judgment was duly ex-

*“ecuted.” [

All this wil} be considerable trouble ‘
and expense, and the good that may |
accrue from it is doubtful. It will
perhaps have a good effect on criminals,
for there is more awe in the thoughts
of dying in stiliness and almost alone,
than before a orowd, the influence of
which will contribute generally to ex-
eite in him:that is about to suffer a
sort of desperate courace. But
perhaps the Bill is a mere preliminary
step to the abolition of capital punish-
ment. R T |
