Ordeis for
admission to the House of Parliament
will be obtainsble through the same
source, if due notice is given, although
the number of these is lmitedy by the
very small amount of nccomuk)‘ﬂation
allotted to strangers in the British Legis-
latore. The intention is to form a sort
of Canadian central burean, where infor-
mation of all kinds may be obtained
relating to Canada, or by Canadians
visiting the old country.
