Is Annexation the only Panacea?
It has been truly said that liberty
will not deseend to a people—a people
must raice themselves to liberty ; it is
a blessing that must be earned before
it can be enjoyed.” On all sides it is
agrecd that Great Britain has treated
her Pacific Colony with shamefal, in~
excusable neglect—a neglect that early
blighted every effort of the people to
keep pace with the progress of their |
American neighbors, and has resulted
finally in the utter prostration and
almost irretrievable ruin of every ins
Instead of
the young and feeble community
being tenderly nurtured and encour-
aged by a helping hand from the
mother country, it has been treated
with a ehilling indifference that has
stoeled the -hearts of -the ealonists
against England and her institutions.
Our citizens have seen their repre-
sentative institutions—the birthright
of every Briton—snatched from their
hands; they have submitted uncom.
plainingly to have a heavy load of
debt they never incurred strapped
to their backs; they have been made
liabie for the payment of a Civil List
out of all proportion to the requirements
of the couantry; they are compelled
to pay heavier taxes than any Colony
has before been called on to bear ; they
have, in short, been subjected to every
Species of insult and extortion that it
is possible to inflict upon a free people,
until at last they are prepared for
any species of change that would
hold out even a remote prospect of
bettering their condition. Many o
them sigh for another form of Govern-
ment, 80 impressed are they with the
belief of the failure of the attempt to
establish British instiiutions on the
Pacific Coast; and singe no change
could be for the worse, they would
welcome Annexation to the United
States in preference to continuing in a
State of poverty and wretchedness,
In writing thus, we know that we speak the
mind of nine out of every ten men in the

Colony—men who after struggling for years
to awaken the Home Government to a senseof

the wrongs nader the weight of which we are

staggering, have at last sat down in despair
at the gloomy prospects before them, The
same line of policy that drew together the
Boston Tea Party and cost England her thir-
teen American Colonies, is being pursued to-
wards ws. The same policy that estranged
Canadians from the Mother Country and
brought on the Rebellion of 87, is being con.
tioued here. The people—disgusted, dis-
beartened and all but rnined—are loud in
their expression of a preference fcr the stars
and stripes: The sentiment is heard at every
street corner—at social gatherings—in busi-
Dess circles—at the theatre—in the saloons
—in all places “ where two or three are
gathered together” ; and the feeling is growe
ing and spreading daily. The loyalty, even,
of men who have fought to preserve the
honor of Old England is seriously shaken ;
the young men are growing up impressed
with the idea that England would be only
10 glad to get rid of us, and that to become
8 part of the “ Universal Yankee Nas
tion” is our inevitable destiny—our irres
sistible fate! This state of feeling is the
Datoral regult of the manner in which we
have been and are being treated by the

vantageously to the material and political
interests of this colony. It would make
Victoria the halfeway house of Sitka on'the
North and San Francisco on the Soath ;
it would make our harbor the rendezvous for
the whaling fleet; the cheapness of .coal
would induce manufacturers to establish
their factories in our midst and ship their
goods in place of, as we are doing, fuel to
Oregon or California. Our numerous creeks
and rivers with their pictaresque falls would
be utilized ; our mineral resources opened
up, and an era of prosperity and contestment
take the place of the present state of dis-
tress and discontent that prevails on every
side. Bat, is annexation the on'y panacea
for our ills 2—is it only by allying ourselves
to a foreign nation that we ean enjoy the
blessings which we have briefly sketched ?
We should be sorry to think so. We ben
lieve that Conlederaliqp with the Eagt~
ern Provinces is the only course that
will preserve the loyalty of this peo-
Ple or save the country from falling into
& condition of hopelessness from which it

| may Dot emerge during the time .of men

.now_living. The immediate Confederation
of this colony and the assumption of oar
debt by the united Provinces ; the dismissal
of the present expensive staff of officials and
the substitution of a cheap form of local go-
vernment ; guarantee of a loan by the Impe«
rial Government for the construction of a
railway through British territory to connect
with the Grand Trunk of Canada.

THE CONFEDERATION BILL,

A Bill intituled an Act for the Union of
Canada, Nova Scotia and New Bruns.
wick, and the Government thereof h
and for Purposes connected therewith.

PREAMBLE.

WHEREAS the Provinces of Canada, Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick hayve expressed
their desire to be federally united into One
Dominion under theCrown of the Ubited
Kingdom of Great Britian and Ireland, with
8 Constitution similar:in principle to that of
the United Kingdom :
And whereas such Union would conduce to
the Welfare of the Provinces and promote
the Interests of the British Empire : And
whereas on the Establishment of the Union
by Authorityof;the Parliament it is expedient
not only that the Constitution of the Legisla~
tive Authority in the Dominion be provided
for, but also that the Nature of the Exeontive

overnment therein be declared: And
whereas it is expedient that *Provision be
made for the eventual 'Admission into the
Union of other parts of British North Amer-
ica : Be it therefore enacted and declared
by the Queen’s most Excellent Majesty, by
and with the Advice and Consent of the
Lords Spiritrual and Temporal, and Com-~
mons, in this present Parliament assembled,
and by the Auathority of the same, as
follows ;—

I—PRELIMINARY.

1. This Aot may be cited as the British
North America Act, 1867.

2. The Provisions ot this Act referring to
Her Majesty the Queen extend also to the
Heirs and Suvccessors of Her Masjesty,
Kings and Queens of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland.

IL.—UNION.

- 3. It shall be lawful for the Queen, by
and with the advice of Her Majesty’s Most
Honourable Privy Council, to  declare by
Proclamation that, on and after a Day

therein appointed, not being more than Six
Months after the passing of this Act, the
Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia, and New
Brunewick shall form and be One Dominion
under the Name of Canada; and on and
after that Day those Three Provinces shall
form and be One Dominion under that Name
accordingly.

4. The subsequent Provisions of this Aot
shall, unless it is otherwise expressed or im-
plied, commence and have eflect on angd
after the Union, thatis to say, on and after
the Day appointed for the Union taking
effect in the Queen’s Proclamation ; and in
the same Provisions, unless it is otherwise
expressed or implied, the Name Canada
shall be taken to mean Canada as constitated
under this Aci. :

5. Canada shall be divided into Four Pro«
vinces, named Ontario, Quebec, Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick.

6, The Parts of the Provinces of Canada
(as it exists*at the passing of this Act) which
formerly constituted respectively the - Pro-
vinces of Upper Canada and Lower Canada
shall'be deemed to be severed, and shall
form Two separate Provinces. The Part
which formerly constituted the Provinee of
Upper Canada shall sonstitute the Province
of Ontario; and the Part which formerly
constituted the Province of Lower Canada
shall constituted the Province of Quebee:

7. The Provinces of Nova Seotia and

New Brunswick shall bave the same Limits
as at the passing of this Aect.

8. In the general Census of the -Popula~
tion of Canada which is hereby required to
be taken in the Year One thousand eight
hundred and scventy-one and in every Tenth
Year, thereafter, the respective populations
of the Four Provinces shall be distingunished.

IIL—EXECUTIVE POWER,

9:; The Executive Government and autho-
rity of and over Canada, is hereby declared
to continue and be vested in the Queen.

10. The Provisions of this Act referring
to the Governor-General for the time being
of Canada, or other the Chief Executive Offi~
cer or Administrator for the time being care
Iying on the Goverament of Canada on be-
half and in the Name of the Queen, by what-
ever Title he is desighated.

11. There shall be a Council to aid and
advise in the Government of Canada, to be
styled the Queen’s Privy Oouncil for Canadas,
and the Persons who are to be Members of
that Council, shall be from time to time
chosen and summoned by the Governor-Gen-
eral and sWworu in as Privy Councillors, and
Members thereof may be from time to time
removed by the Governor~General.

12, All Powers, Authorities and Func-
tions which under any Aet of the Parlia-
ment of Great Britain, or of the Porliament
of the United Kiogdom of Great Britain and
Ireland, or of the Legislature of Upper Cana~
da, Lower Canada, Canada, Nova Scotia, or
New Brunswick are at the Union vested
in, or exerciseable by the respective Gtovern~
ors or Lieutenant.Governors of those Pro-
vinees, with the Advice or with the Advice
and Coosent, of the reespective Executive
Council thereof, or i conjunction with those
Councils, or with «.y number of Members
thereof, oa by those Governors or Licutenant
Governors individually chall, as far as the
same cantinue in existence and capable of

being exercised after the Union in relation to |!

the Government of Canada, be vested in and
exerciseable by the Governor-General, with
the Advice, or with the Advice aud Con-
sent of, or in conjunction, with the Queen’s
Privy Council for QOanada, orany Members

14. It shall be lawful for the Queen, if
Her Majesty thinks fit, to authorize the Gov~
ernor-General from time to time to appoint
any Person or any Persons jointly or several-
ly to be his Deputy or Deputies within any
Pprt or Parts of Canada, and in that capa~
City to exercise during the Pleasure of the
Governor- General such of the Powers, Au:
thorities and Funections of the Governor-
General as the Governor-General deems it
heccessary or expecient to assign to h'm or
them, subject to any Limitations or Direc.
lions expressed or given by the Queen ; but
the Appointment of such a Deputy or Depu-
ties stiall not affect the Exercise by the Gov-
ernor-General himself of any Power, Authori-
fy or Function.
15. The Commander-in-Chief of the Land
and Naval Militia, avd of all Naval and Mil=~
litary Forces, ot and in Canada, is hercby
declared to continue and be vested in the
Queen.

16, Until the Queen otherwise directs the
Seat of Government of Caaada shall’ be
Ottawa.

IV.—~LEGISLATIVE POWER.

17. There shall be One Parliament for
Canada, consisting of the Queen, an Upper
House styled the Senate, and the House of
Commons.

18. The Privileges, Immunities, and Pow~
ef's to be held, enjoyed, and exercised ‘by the
Senate and by the Honse of Commons and
by the Members thereof respectively shall be
such as are from time to time defined by Act
of the Parliament of Canada, but so that the
same shall never exceed those at the passing
of this Aet hel€, enjoyed and exercised by
the Commons House of Parliament of the
Ubited Kingdom of Great Britain and Ire-
land and by the Members thereof,

19. The Parliament of Canada shall be
called together not later than Six Months
after the Union.

20. There shall be a session of the Parlias
ment in Canada once at least in every Year,
8o that Twelve Months shall not intervene
between the last Sitting of the Parliament
in one Session and its first Sitting in the
next Session,

THE BSENATE.

21. The Senate shall, subject to the Pro-
sions of this Aet, coosist of seventy~two
members, who shall be styled Senators.

22. In relation to the Constitution of the
Senate Canada shall be deemed to consist of
Three Divisions—

1. Ontario,

2. Quebec ;

3. The Maritime Provinces, Nova Scotia
and New Branswick ; which Three Divisions
shall (subject to the Provisions, of this jAct
be equally represented ih the Senate as fol-
lows : OQatario by twenty four Senators ;
Quebee by twenty four Senators ; and the
Maritime Proviaces by twenty four Senalors,
twelve thereof representing Nova Scotia, and
twelve thereof representing New Brunswick,

In the case of Quebec each of the twenty
four Senators representing that Provioce
shall be appointed for one of twenty four
Electoral Divisions of Lower Canada speci~
fied in Schedule A. to Chapter Oae of the
Consolidated Seatutes of Canada;

The qualifications of Senator shall be as
follows : :

(1). He shall be of the full Age of Thirty

(2). He shall be “either a Natural-born
Subject of the Queen, or a Subject of the

the Union :

(3). He shall be legally or equitably
seised as of Freehold for his own Use and
Benefit of Lands or Tenements held in free and
common Socage, or seised or possessed for his
own Use and Benefit of Lands or Tenements
held in Franec:alleu or in Roture, within the
Province for which he is appointed, of the
Yalue of Four thousand Dollars, over and
above all Rents, Dues, Debts, Charges, Morts
gages, and Incumbrances due. or payable out
of or charged on or affecting the same:

(4). His Real and Personal Property shall
be together worth Four thousand Dollars over
and above his Debts Liabilities :

(5). He shall be resident in the Province
for which he is appointed :

(8). In the Case of Quebec he shall have
his Real Property Qualification in the Elece
toral Division for which he is appointed, or
shall be resident in that Division.

24. The GovernorsGeneral shall from Time
to Time, in the Queen’s Name, by Instrument
under the Great Seal of Canada, summon
qualified Persons to the Senate; and, subject
to the Provisions of this Act, every Person so
snmmoned shall become and be a Member of
the Senate and a Senator. -

35. Until the Parliament of Canada other-
wise provides, the Presence of at least Fifteen
Senators, including the Speaker, shall be
necessary to constitute a Meeting of the Senate
for the Exercise of its Powers.

36. Questions arising in the Senate chall be
decided by a Majority of Voices, and the
Cases havea Vate, and
whenlthe Voites are equal the Decision shall
be deémed to be in the Negative.

THE HOUSE OF COMMONS.

37. The House of  Commons shall, subject
to the Provisions of this Act, consist of One
huadred and eighty~one Members, of whom
Eighty«two shall be elected for Ontario, Sixty-
five for Quebec, Nineteen for Nova Scotia, and
fifteen for New Brunswick.

38. The Governor-General shall from Time
to Time, in the Queen’s name, by Instrument
under the Great Seal of Canada, summon and
call together the House of Commons.

39. A Senator shall not be capable of being
elected or of sitting or voting as a Member of
the HouBe of Commons;

46. The Speaker shall preside at all Meet—
ings of the House of Commons.

47. Unjil the Parliament of Canada other
wise provides, in case of the absence for any
Reason of the Speaker from the chair of the
House of Commons for a period of forty
eight consecative hours, the House may
elect another of its members to act as
Speaker, and the Member 8o elected shall
during tbe continuauce of such absence 6f
the Speaker have ard execute all the
Powers, Privileges, and Duties of Speaker.
48. The presence of at least Twenty Mem-=
bers of the House of Commons shall be
unecessary to coustitute a Meeting of the
House for the exercise of its Powers ; and
fo# that purpose the Speaker shall be reckon-
ed as a Member.

49. Questions arising in the House of
Commons shall be decided by a Majority of
Voices other than that of the Speaker, and
when the Voices are equal, but not other-
wise. the Speaker shall have a vote.

50. Every House of Commons shall ¢on-
tinve for Five Years from the Day of the Re-
turos of the Writs for choosing the House,
subject to be sooner dissolved by the Gover«
nor General, and no longer.

[Sections 51 and 52 of the Bill relate to
the re<adjustment of the umber of Members
of the House of Commons from time to time.].

" MONEY VOTES; ROYAL ASSENT,

53. Bills for appropriating any Part of the
Public Revenune, or for imposing any Tax
or Impost shall adopt in the House of Com-
mons.

54. It shall not be lawful for the House of
Commons to adopt or pass any Vote, Re-
solution, Address, or Bill for the Approprias
of any Part of the Public Revenue, or of
any Tax or Impost, to any Puspose that has
not been first recommended to that Houge
by Message of the Governor General tn the
Session in which such Vote, Resolation,
Address, or Bill is proposed.

55. Where a Bill passed by the House of
the Parliament is presented to the Governor
General for the Queen’s Assent, he shall
declare, according to his Discretion, but

Ontario shall be divided into the Couanties,
Ridings of GCounties, Cities, Parts of Cities,
and Towns enumerated in the First Scheduale
to this Act, each whereof shall be an Electoral
District, each such District as numbered in
that Schedule being entitled -to zeturn One
Member.

Quebec shall be divided into Sixty-five
Electoral Distriets, composed of Sixty -five
Electoral Divisions into which Lower Canada
is at the passing of this Act divided under
Chapter Two of the Consolidated Statutes of
Canada, Chapter Seventy:five of the Counsolis
dated Statutes for Lower Canada, and the Act
of the Province of Canada of the Twenty
third Year of the Queen, Chapter One, or any
other Act amending the same in force at the
Unien, so that each such Electoral Division
shall be for the Purposes of this Act an
Electoral District entitled to return One Mem-
ber.

3.—Nova Scotia.

Each of the Eighteen Counties of Nova
Scotia shall be an Electoral District, The
county of Halifax shall be entitled to return
Two Members, and each of the other counties
Oue Member.

4.—New Brunswick,

Each of the Fourteen Counties into which
New Branswick is divided, including the City
and County.cf St John, shall be an Electoral
District. The city of St John shall also be a
separate Electoral District. Each of those
Fifteen Electoral Districts shall be entitled to
return Cne Member.

41. Until the Parliament of Canada other-
wise provides, all Laws in force in the several
Provinces at the Union relative to the follows
ing Matters or any of them, namely—the
Qualifications and Disqualifications of Persons
to be elected or to sit or vote as Members of
the House of Assembly or Legislative As:

vacated otherwise than by Dissolution, shall
respectively apply to Election of Memberg to
serve in the House of Commons for the same
several Provinces.

Provided that, until the Parliament of Canada
otherwise provides, at any Rlection for a Mem:

of Algoma, inaddition to Persons qualified by
the Law of the province of Canada to vote,
every British Subject, aged Twenty one Years
or upwards, being a householder, shall have a
vote,

57. A Bill reserved for the Signification
of thke Queen Pleasure shall not have any
Force unless and until within Two Years
from the Day on which it was presented to
the Governor General for the Queen’s As.
sent, the Governor General siguifiies, by
Speech or Message to each of the Hovses of
the Parliament, or by Proclamation, that it
bee received the Assent of the Queen in
Council.

An eotry of every such Speech, Message,
or Proclamation shall be made in the Jour-
nal of each House, and a Duplicate therer f
duly attested shall be delivered to the prover
Officer to be kept among the Records of Cana
da.

We were not unprepared for the
report that the United States wishes
to buy Vancouver Island and British
Columbia, and that an offer has been
made by Mr Seward to accept this
Colony as an offset to the Alabama
claims. The proposition includes, as
a matter of necessity, the entire Ter~
ritory lying west of the Rocky Moun-
tains, and the adjacent Islands, with
the backbone of the greai range
for the division line. Since the
cession of the Russian Possessions to
our neighbors, the command that the
Americans have obtained over the
greater portion of this British Pacific
Coast is almost overwhelming ; and it.
must be apparent to even a careless
oObserver that it only requires the
cession of San Juan Island to the
United States to render our posses~
sions on the Pacific utterly indefensi~
ble and worthless in case of a rupture
between the two countries. We are
hemmed in on the north ang sonth,
The' lines sre being drawn tighter
every year. In 1825, the blandering
of British statesmen over the North-
west boundary gave a coast line of

If we succeed in carrying them—if
the country “goes ahead ” and bes
comes populous and rich—it will be
said Great Britain did it, and we shall
bear a great deal about the latest and
brightest gem added to the British
Crown. But it the Colony goes down,
involving the colonists in common
ruin, we shall be told that we are lazy
and shiftless, and deserve no better
fate. Why should this state of things
continue, if the Home Government
really entertains the strong affection
towards the Colonies that some speak-
ers in Parliament - profess ? Why

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From Cariboo,

From Mr Edward Pearson of Williams
Creek, who left that pluee on the 7th and
arrived here on the 22nd instant, we have
obtained the following items of news : The
weather on the Creek was mild and the
snow rapidly thawing. The consequence
was that the water, for want of which little
work had been done for some time, was
rising, enabling work in many claims to be
resumed.  There  is, however, nothing of
interest to record., The Hood company, cn
Cooklin’s Gulch, bad given out the Jjob of
drifting their tunnel, for $7 39 per foot. The
ccntractors, after running in 200 feet, struck
very hard rock and threw up the contract,
having lost $500 by the operation. Another
party undertook to carry it through at $15 a
foot, and the work was being vigorously
pushed forward. The United Company, who
struck it 80 rich a short time ago, are drifting
a tunnel direct to the rich lead.

Market prices had experienced a slight
deeline.

Mr John CQallbreth had brought in 4000
Ibs, of the Adams mills flour, but there was
little demand. There was oconsiderable
800w on the road to within 10 miles of Ques-
pellemouth, and, owing'to the thaw, travel-
ling was sloppy. Teams are still passing
over the Quesnel river on the ice. Grain at
that place was 15 eents, and tending upward.
Freight from there to the Creek was from
7% to 10 cents.— Columbian.

Mr WiLsoNn BrowN, of this city, now in
London, bas addressed a letter to the editor
of the Star, in which he declares his inten-
tion of disposing of his property in England
and settling permanently on Vancouver
lsland. He says he is taking sevcral farm
Sservants out with him. He suggests a
gradual emigration, such as the colony can
absorb, to be fostered by Government and
charitable aid. In the letter the following
eflective passage occurs :— Waflted as I
have been through bright sunshive from a
clear bracing atmosphere, to arrive in Eng~
land just now is depressing, but to see ihe
poor creatures who zre sioking with cold
and hunger in London is horrifying, when so
many lands wculd rejoice to receive them,
and I have no hesitation in saying a great
proportion of these miserable people, if they
were to be judiciously selected for the differ-
ent colonies, would not only cease to be a
trouble at home, but realize a comfortable
living, and be a source of wealth to the coun~
try of their settlement, Such may be said of
Vancouver Island to a limited extent, cspes
cially if at this juncture and change of Gov-
ernment the colonial authorities would see
the necessity of taxing the unoccupied and
unimproved lands 80 as to do away with the
iniquitous system of holders and speculators
in real estate, Qne of the causes of the press
ent depression in the eolony is the misrepres
sentation of men of high repute, but who, I
bave no doubt, did so from a miscaleulation
as to the capacity of the colony to absorb
emigration, which induced them to say
“ there was a living for all,” forgetting the
amount of passage money forbade the hewers
of wood and drawers of water to undertake
the voyage, but which was no obstacle to
young men from the counter and counting-
house, who, deceived by such reports, rnshed
out there to suffer more than I should like to
recount.”

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The Educational Question.

The return of Governor Seymour
to the natural capital of British Co-
lumbia, after a lengthened sojourn on
the mainland, affords the people of
the Island an opportunity of prossing
on 'His Hxcellency’s attention the
importance of maintaining free and
unfettered the admirable Common
School System in vogue here. Govers
nor Seymour’s remarkable message
upon this all\important subject will
not soon be forgotten. But, however
much the question may bave been
muddled by His Excellency’s pen,
one portion of the message dis—
played unmistakeably the hostility of
the writer to Free Hducation, A
subsequent communication from His
Excellency to the Board of Education
ignored the existence of that body,
and promised that he would devote
¢ full consideration to the whole ques-
tion during his next visit to Victoria,
with the best assistance he eould
procure.” After the Board, “the best
assistance” one would have supposed
to be the Special Committee of the
Legislative Council, appointed to re=
port—to advise—unpon a system of
education. They shelved the quese
tion, bat did not report to the
Council. If justice had ruled, that
august and independent (!) body
would not have been prorogued until
they had expressed their sentiments
in a report that the public could read
upon this vital ques ion. We stated
our opinion, when the Committee was
appointed, that the question was
burked for the session. The résult has
proved the correctness of that opins
ion. Now that Governor Seymour is
among us once more we hope he
will lose no time in : inquiring into
the Free School system. If when he
enters a room devoted to educational
purposes he will divest himself of all
prejudice ; if he will discard the false

- impressions that his ¢ predecessor”
instilled into his mind, and examine
carefully and critically into the suce
cessful system in force here—he wiil,
we feel confident, depart impressed in
favor of its continuance. We are not
only advocates of a Free School sys-
tem of education, but, holding to the
belief that no man has a right to rear
his children in ignorance and render
them pests instead ot useful mem-
bers of society, we would compel every
parent to send his or her children to
some schoel. If it is clear that it is
right for a father to have his child
taught, which nobody nowsa-days
questions, why should not the State
see that he performs the duty ,just as
it does see that he performs the simi-
lar duty of supplying daily foed and
clothing? If we make Smith give
his boy bread, why not make him give
him education, or give it to him our«
selves? We do not, however, press
for compulsory education at present,
bat we are satisfied that gratuitons
education will be an inducement
where apathy exists. It is distress—

ingly painful to bave observed the
mancavering which has been at work
upon that social question since 1859,

Why Victoria was so Called,

Epirors CorontsT—I find by reference to
His Excellency’s Message No 37, referring to
the question of the Capital, the following
words: “New Westminster was by Procla-
mation having the force of law, created “4he
Capital’ of British Columbja. Her Majesty
was invited to name the young city, and be~
stowed on it the designation it now bears.”

Now, it is by this time well known that the

Proclamation in question enacted nothing,
it was a proclamation in an ordinary sense,
bound up ina boock with the enactment
of British Columbia, just as our Pre-emption
Proclamation was Lound up in our book of
Statutes, but not on that aceount a procla-
matioa having the force of law, but merely a
proclemation for publicity, like the advere
tised reward for the apprehension of a mur«
derer, or a proclamation to convene a Pars
liament ; but it the claim of New Westmin«
ster to be the seat of Governwent of a new
combination 'of colonies is based upon the
tact of the Queen having named it, cannot
the same be said of Vietoria? Unless I am
grievously mistaken, the fact of the settle—
ment of Victoria was communicated to Her
Most Gracious Majesty by the owners of the
Island—the Hudsen Bay Company—and Her
Majesty was graciously pleased to intimate
ber approval of the designation of the city of
Victoria by her own illustrious name.

This is a matter which took place before
Blue books were published ; but it is a fact,
and well known to the officers of the then ex~
isting colony, entered in the correspondence
of the Company and in the archives of Downs
ing Street.

If the Queen’s naming, or signifying her
approval of the name of a capital, be a test.
the claim of Victoria is surely as good as
that of New Westminster. Her title is older
by ten years. Victoria has solidly enjoyed
the character and continuously been occupied
as the capital of Vancouver Island; and
people who bought town lots in early days
bought them upon a well grounded faith that
they bought lots in a ecapital city.

Now, not only was Victoria the capital of
Vancouv;er Island, but it w.s the only town
in the Island, except the coaling siation of
Nabnaimo, 80 that there never arose a ‘neces-
sity for proclaiming or enacting uny such out
of the way and unusual thing as that such
and such a town should be a capital ; such a
necessity, as I bave before said, only arises
where there has been confasion, error, and
change. And, still more, Victoria for five
years was the capital not only of Vancouyer
Island but of the other Colony—objected to,
doubtless, by many, but still de facto and for
five years the absolute headquarters of Goy-
ernment to the vexation, doubtless, of the
citizens and landholders of New Westinin-
ster, but not to their real disadvantage, as
the vacant lots and tumble-down shanties,
the absence of voluntary residents and utter
impecuniosity of the inhabitants go clearly
shows. The inhabitants of. New Westmin-
ster have been rather hastened in their down-
fall by the fatal gift of independence ;" it has
proved that with the assistance of a Governe
ment which, to do it eredit, acted most affecs
tionately with a view to the welfare of New
Westminster and the independence of British
Columbia, proved to the full the impossibility

of forcing commerce up the Fraser, and dis-

locating a vital town, which without any
other power or undue influence, other than
the simple laws of economy and couvenience,
did the leading business of the two colonies.
The citizens of New Westminster had in
lormer days the Englishman’s privilege—
*“ the right to growl”—and they had a plausi-
ble right to hope for better things. Commers
cial men saw with other eyes, and capitalists
and speculators have now the solid satisfac-
tion of seeing that the best has been done for
New Westmioster without tangible good, and
be town of New Westminster, being tried in
the balance of cities, may as well accept
her destiny as a town of secondary imperg-
ance rather than delay for a year or two |
longer her inevitable destiny. The evil of a
Government Jocated so far from the commer-
cial capital is so preseot to the minds of
many, the relief from such a trouble would
be so forcible that I should not be surprised
if compensation were possible should delay
not intervene; but after the fight is over,
Wweapons measuced, and the moral victory
complete, persistence in 4 lost combat may
barden the heart, and the influence of the

‘softer and more generons feeling be lost for—
ever.

Extenstve Robbery from the Oriental
Bank,
(From the Melbourne “ Herald.”)

A carefully designed and mysterious
scheme has deprived the Oriental Bank Cor~
poration of bills of exchan ‘ed to the value of
about £300,000. The robbery is one of the
most curious and sensational that bas occura
red in our commercial circles for some years,
and the atfair was the subjeet of general cone
versalion ia the city during yesterday after-
toon. From an advertisemsnt published by
the bank, cautioning persons against nogotias
ting any of the stolen bills, the public obtain~
ed the first information of the matter ; and
then another advertisement, published in the
Herald on the 220d inst. and several alternate
days, came io for a large amount of atten-
tion, The advertisement was prioted under
the head of “Missing Friends, Messages, ete.,”
and runs as follows : —

P N F will remain here.
O T A will be shipped off instead.
R O C will be a felo-de-se 3
T U T will go mad ;
E S S will wind up.

There was considerable speculation during
last week &s to the meaning of this announce
ment ; but no one acted as translator, till a
gegtiema- in the bank pointed out a possible
meaping of it, and it was cousidered that
some person altemptiog to be funny was
impertinently in-erfering with the private
business of the bank. ‘Chis gentleman read
the letter straight down to mean POR-
TENTOUS FACTS, and the initial letters
in the third columo to run—

Falcouer will remain here.

Auderson will be shipped off instead.
Cargill will be a felo-de-se

Traill will go mad.

Skinner will wind-up.

Certain changes have lately taken place in
the Queen street establishment, and Mr
Falconer, who was accountant, was about
being removed to England, and sailing in
the Donald Mackay, while his place was to
be filled by Mr Anderson, manager of the

branch bank at Sandhurst. Mr Anderson
recontly arrived in town, and commenced his
duties. Mr. Cargill is inspector, Mr Traill
mapager, and Mr Skinner is at present on
his way from England: as the new manager
of the bank. On Monday afternoon Mr Ane
derson looked over the bills, which pumber.
ed 800, with Mr Grieve, a clerk in the bill
office, and found them quite correct after
they had been checked. They were then
deposited in a wooden box, which was placed
unlocked inside a large one of tin, which was
locked, secured, and placed by the me seuger
—in the presence of the new accountant
Mr Anderson—in the vault used as the
strong room. On the bank officials going to
the box on Tussday morning it was discover.
ed that the wooden box had been extracted
bodily from the tin one, which was still
locked. The messenger states that when he
carried the box to the strong room on the
previous day he did not notice any difference
in the weight, but the moment he took it in
his hands on the following morning he dis~
covered thatit was much lighter. Subsequent-~
ly the wooden box was found covered up
with a piece of matting under the counter,
but it wes quite empty, all the bills of ex~
change, which were the property of the
bank, having been abstracted. There were
only two keys, for the tin box, and these
were held by Mr Falconer, who handed them
over to Mr Anderson on Monday morning.
The tio box had no marks of violence to
show that it had been forced. The strong
room, also, it is stated; had only two keys,
which are held by Messrs Youog and Lizars,
aund the locks are so arranged that the door
cannot be opened except in ths presence of
both parties, 8o that there is a complete
cloud over the whole affair: There is one
thing quie certain, and that is, that the
strong room could not be opened by the most
cléver professional burglar under some bours;
and with some force, while thereis not a
scrateh on the door of the vault. Itis most
difficuit to consider what could be the object
of the thief or thieves when it is koown that
the bills are not of the slightest vaiue 1o any
person but the people of the bank.. Several
of the bills became due yesterday, and were
met by the accepters upon the bank giving
them an indemnity against future less,
The advertisement, which is at present in
the possession of the detective police, is
apparently writ en, with the exoeption of the
capitals, by a female, but it is thought by
experts  to be but a clumsy imitation,
Ther are, however, strong reasons for suppos-
ing that .the author of_ the advertisement
knew something of the intended robbery ;
but if the reading of it is correct in reference
to the action taken by the bank, Mr Anders
son is mentioned as going to England ina
stead of Mr Falconer. The premises of the
banking~house were _partly searched during
yesterday by the police, as it wag suspected
that the bills had not been taken out of the
bank, and to~day the search will be continu-

ed. Tk}e bills, we should mention, were g
under discount, and bore the bank stamp,

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The Movements of the Feniaus,

It will be in the recollcction of our
readers that in opening the present
session of Parliament in Great Britain
it was announced trom the Throne
that the Government would be enabled
to dispense with the exceptional pow-
ers—the suspension ot the Habeas
Corpus Actin Ireland. The abortive
and ridiculous attempts at insurrection
at Chester and Kilkenny called, how-
ever, for a continuance of the extra -
ordinary powers with which the Ex«
ecative woreinvested. The discussion
in Parliament brought out the whole
truth relative to this movement. The
first duty of Government is to give
security to life ‘and property, and
without this security the present or
the improved laws cannot promote the
prosperity of Ireland. Never w:re
baser motives on the part of any per-
sons undertaking to be rebels and in~
surgents than those which impelled
the instigators of those outbreaks. It
Wwas not a spontaneous outbreak, but
was excited by those who came from
abroad, and who had speculated and
practised on the credulity of the peo-
pleof Ireland. In the United States
great sums have been collected on the
pretence that “Ireland was to be
freed,” and that the ¢ Irish Republic”
was abouc to be established ; and ad~
vantage was taken of the panic creat:d
at one time in Canada, at another in
Ireland, to make fresh demands upon
the unfortunate dupes who gave their
money, hoping that this great revolu-
tion was about to be accomplished,
but in reality only for the purpose of
filling the pockets of those who prac-
tice on their credulity. There is but
one feeling about the men engaged in
this conspiracy—that they are mean
and despicable and their motives sor~
did. It has been called, to a certain
extent, a military movement; but its
military exploits have been wholly
null and void. The leaders are hardly
ever seen; the reputed leader has,
ever since the 28th of October, been
in biding, and even in the midst of
the large population of the United
States which is known to sympathize
with this movement, he has not dared
to show his face. There has been no
particular skill or ability manifested

- on the part of those engaged in the

conspiracy, but it has been difficult to
obtain that amount of information
‘which is usaal when such designs are
intended, from the fact that the leader
and principal organizers of the cona
spiracy have never been Ireland, that
they carry on their plots in foreign
lands; all they appear to have done
is to issue orders to their sympa-~
thizers, agents and dupes. The Gov-
ernment have been fully prepared, and
to show the ease with which troops
may be transported from one part of
the country to the other, and how
hopeless of success these movements
must be, it may be mentioned that
the information of the late outrage did
not reach Daublin until six or seven
o’clock in the evening, the commander

of the forces had intelligence at eight

o’clock, and by eight o’clock next
morning he was 100 miles off with a
small army of 100 men, ready to
march anywhere. - The outbreak took
place; it was evidently got up and led
by persons not kndwn in the country,
who succeeded in persuading a small
party of deluded individuals to appear
in arms, for as long as three days,
against the authority of the Queecn.
The first lesson shown by these oceur-
rences is the extraordivary ease with
which the most active measures may
be taken by the Government for the
repression ef such disturbances. The
second is that the most ample inform-
ation is at the dirposal of the Im-
perial Government, and that they are
warned in sufficient time to allow
them %0 take the fullest precaution
for the preservation of the peace,
Another remarkable fact is that the
spirit of the population has displayed
itself, and that t ere have been no
signs of sympathy with the Fenian
movement on the part of the great
mass of the agricultural population
of Kerry. (Killarny is in the county
of Kerry.) The insurgents, by threats
and persuasions, endeavored to induce
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the agriculture] Population to join
them, but they signally failed in every
instance. No Sympathy was expresss
ed in the movement, and although a
certain amouant of terror, no doubt,
caused by these armed bodies of men,
was exhibited, they did not succeed,
except in one or two instances ot exa
treme compulsion, in getting food, A
great deal has beenm said about the
Supposed sympathy of the agricul~
tural population of the south of Ire~
land with the rebels. Figures laid
before the House of Commons show
that the number of arrests, up
November, 1866, was 752 ;

number there were only 35 farmers
and 20 farmer’s sons—35 occupiers of
the land. The remainder belonged to
the class of small traders, citizens and
American adventurers. But those
who know anything of Ireland feel
that danger is mnot likely to proceed
from the rural population, It is tho
loose population of the towns that
has supplied the supporters to the
Fenian cause; baut upon the occasion
of the stir at Killarney they kept out
of sight. Earl Russell, in the House
of Peers, said that it would appear,
from a passage in the message of the
President of the United States, that
the Government of that country have
goue even beyond what international
duty prompts, and have endeavored
to interfere with the course of Jjustice
in the case of persons participating in
these insurrectionary movements. It
is quite right to show mercy and to
exercise clemency wherever those
qnalities can properly and wisely be
exhibited. Bat is .it right that any
foreign Government should put forth
appeals for mercy and clemency on
behalf of those who have made it
evident that a mercenary expedition
was their.only object in venturing to
Ireland, with" a view of exciting the
subjects of Hor Majesty who are loyal,
to rise in rebellion against her throne,
Lo disturb all the relations of gociety
and to break out into open' rebellion ?
Her Majesty’s Government will, no
doubt, take into consideration the
degrees of guilt on the part of those
who may be convicted, and applying
to each case its measare of punishs
ment, wiil extend such mercy as they
feel can safely be done. But there
never was more misplaced sympathy,
there never was a “more unjustifiable
demand upon the Government of one
country by snother than to extend a
complete amnesty to men who, having
lotv their native land and obtained g
settlement and a means of succeeding
by their industry in another country,
returned with the detestable notions
to invade Her Majesty’s dominions.

New Mings oN “ 49" Creek.—The news
from Creek 49 is of the most encouraging
nature, and great excitement prevails among
the miners and business men as to their
future prospects. The existence of rich
and extensive mines is confirmed, and it is
bard to say of what extent the diggings are.
Numerous letters received from that point,
and the arrival of men who wen there a few
weeks since for the express purpose of
ascertaining the trath of the reports, all
agree that the mines will pay trom $12 to
$17 per day to the man—though in many
places much greater—that is believed to be
an average, as far as prospected up and
down the creek. These mines are very
easily worked, but little stripping, from

eight to twelve feet to the bed roek, nearly
all which is pay dirt, though the nearer the
bed rock the better the prospect. All the
work that has been done so far is on bars
along the creek, though one man wno came
from there a few days since gives it as his
opinion that the bench diggings will prove
much better than the creek. There have been
two o cther reeks discovered near by that
prospeet nearly as well as 49, though no
work has been done on them as yet. About
twenty men wintered in the mines, and about
seventy started during the last ten days,
and many others are preparing for.a start.
Nearly every map in the valley whose
business is such that he can go, ha:
either gone or is making preparations to go.
These mines are much more extensive than
at first thought, There bhave already been
good prospects found over sufficient ground
for at least fifteen hundred claims, some
state more (this is one creek). The goldis
rather coarse, and about the quality  of
Kootenai gold. These mines have a great
advantage over mauy other new mining
camps, from the fact of their easy access,
and being easily worked.— Portland Herald,

During the Reform debates of the
ast session of the British House of
Commons it was attempted 10 intro,
duce poverty or dependence as the
sharacteristic of a political class, That
well known politician Mr T, Hughes,
argued that the “ excessive solvency”
of the upper and middle classes dis—
qualified them for appreciating the
views of working men, contrasting
the “dependence” of the latter with
the “independence” of the former.
From documents lately laid before the
public it would be found very difficult
$0 maiotain that position. But there
is mo difficulty in proving that the
~ greater portion of the working men are,
aoccording to their mode of living, as
well “provided against a rainy day as
the average shopkeeper, clerk, artist
or professional man generally. Their
Pposition is the result of an organization
of labor ; the various classes of trades
have co.operated and associated so
that the absolute ¢ dependence” or
uncertainty of subsistence as the chae-
acteristic of the order has to a great
extent disappeared. With Trades’
Unions, Friendly Societies, Benefit
Societies, and Societies for mutual
belp of all kinds and descriptions, a
working man has always the means of
assistance at hand. By these agencies
he ean and does insure himself against
sickness, accident, old age, loss or sus-
pension of employment, domesiic casu-
alties, or any kind ot contingency
which might either diminish his ine
eome or inorease his expenditure,
Working men can, by thousands to.
gether, eease from labor of their own
free will, in order to enhance, if poss
sible, the value of that labor, and,
8o far from living in a state of helpe
less dependence, they can put this
pressure upon their employers for
months at a time, These working
men’s clubs have large accumulations
of capital at the service of their mem-
bers. The Report of the Rogistrar of
Friendly Societies, of last year, gives
a list of these Associations, exten ding
over 132 pages, printed in double
colamns, and this list is entirely indes
pendent of associations for the purpose
of trade. Thea the accumulations of
private capital, as exhibited in the
returns of the savings banks, are enor-
mous. The old savings banks alone
have nearly a millicn and a-half of
depositors, with an aggregate of de,
posits little short of four millions of
money ; in fact, the average amount
of each depositoris £26 7s, 8d. Itis
presumed that the depositors mainly
represent the working classes, conse-~
quently it follows that upwards of a
million of working men possess, upon
an average, private capital equal to
8ix months’ subsistence, apart from
their claims on Unions and Societies.
. All this, too, is exclusive of the sums
deposited in the new saving banks
opened at the post offices by the Gov-
ernment, and of the annuities pur—
chased on similar security. Now, i
is asked, upon the whole, if there is
any calling which is better provided
or less dependent than this? Labor
is organized, not according to social.
ists” theory, by State agency, but by
the better agency of working men
themselves. Upwards of ten thousand
of these societies have made returns te
the Registrar, showing the number of
members to be 1,374,425, and the
amount of funds to be £5,362,028 stg.
Add this sum to the deposits in the
old and new savings banks together,
and it 8hows a total sum of more than
fifty millions of money whieh the
working classes in England alone have
put by. The total number of “ work,
ers” in England alone,male and female
together, is 7,500,000, 80'that; upon'sn
average, every man aad woman of the
working class would have g saving of
some £7 to fall back upon. This, of
course, is a rough caleulation, byt it
will suffice to show that the working
olassés of Britain are not, in their
own spheres, more ¢ dependent” er
helpless than the 'class above them,
It may now be asked, if such is the posi«
tion of the working men in England, why
withhold the franchise from them? 1t is

answered, that however anxious statesmen
may be that working men should possess
their own share in the political influence of
the country, yet for their sakes as well as
that of others, it is objected to give them a
“ monopoly of the representation,” or, which
would virtually amount to the same thing, to
enfranchise 80 many of them as to render
them masters of the situation in manufactur-
ing towns, and in a majority of the boroughs.
For there are such things as trades’ unions,
of which the tyranny is irresistible. Com~
binations of workmen against their employ-
ers nnd “strikes ” are of daily oceurrence

these habits, undoubtedly, supply a very
strong argument against entrusting, with a
preponderance of political inflaence, the
classes which indulge in them. For it is
well ascertained that the prime movers in
strikes, combinations und trades’ unions are
not wellsto-do mechanics, renting £10
houses, which now gives them a vote, which
by their industry they have acquired, but
emphatically unckilled laborers, with such
demagogues at their head &s Mr Potter—
himself an ‘unskilled laborer, and a very
clever (smart) as well as ‘a very mischievous
individaal into the bargain. Among the
superior order of working men there is to be
found a great deal more intelligence; and at
least as much thrift as among the small shop~
keeper and beer-house class. It would be

"doing them, who are already possessed of the

ranchise, small service, as well as paying
them a wretched compliment, en pretence of
doing justice to their order, to place on a
level with them, by Act of Parliament,
crowds of persons who have never so much
a8 tried to earn for themselves a good name,
or 1o rise to that polittcal status which better
men have achieved. Experience has shown
how inecompatible with poverty and idle
babits is the proper discharge of the electoral
trust. Nor must the moral aspeet of the
question be lost sight of. One great object
of lowering the franchise was to hold out to
the working classes a motive for good con-
duct and provident habits. Some of the
“ faney ” franchises, if made large enough,
would admit a number of the working classes
which would be an unmixed good. What
could produce a more excellent moral effect
than the saving’s bank franchise, if it were
low enough? And why should not the
franchise be extended to other classes of pro-
perty 2 Why should not the man who Pposa
sesses £30 or £40 of realised property of any
sort in & bank or amy other form not have a
vote? If the “moral” elevation of the
working eclasses were aimed at, the household
franchise should not be loweéred indiscrimin-
ately ; it should be kept at a high standard

and the franchise should be otherwise exs
tended—by plans based upon intelligence
and providence—to thowe who have no desire
to overthrow all the institations of the couns
try. The cobstitui:on guards the rights and
liberties of all, by arming each class with a
check upon the encroachments of the other
on society, The defect e Mr Gladstone’s
bill was that it put in the bands of a class 8
lever to monopolise the whole power of the
State. The electric telegraph informs ns
that an amendment to the new bill by Mr
Gladstone, proposing a £5 household qualifi
cation has been lost by a majority of 21. The
arrival of the long delayed mail putsus in
posseesion of the prineiple of the Derby bill.
The Reform Act of 1832 alterod the dlstr iba-
tion of political power, and restored the Cons
stitutlon by placing the middle classes i

that situation to which they were entitled,
and which was most likely to prove advan-
tageous to themselves and to the cemmunity,
As ~e antieipated, thé moderate Liberals
and Constitutional Whigs have ranged them..

The
day has gone by when it was practicable to
urge upon Parliament the deposition either
ef the middle and upper classes generally, or
in particular of that portion of them which is
dependent upon the the land.

-of intelligent public opinion, but mainly by

thidse who are not willing to recogpize that
in the present social state of Great Britein,
where a dense population'and the accumula-
tion of & long history have produced a vast
contrast of conditions, precautions, therefore,
must be taken that poverty shall not become
supreme. If their clamor for a share- covers
a design upon the whole; it they intend to
ignore: property in the distribution of power ;
Aif, under pretence of breaking down exclus
sive barrfers, they contemplate setting up the
rule of Hidmbers—then those who _ venerate
the ancientlines of the constitution must

ubite to oppose any plan for extending the
franchise that will virtually distranehise those
who'now: hold it.

The Globe appears to be alarmed lest
the Eastern Provinces shall receive
more than their just proportion of
the aonual grant from the Federal chest
for the support of the Local Govern«
ment, which, it thinks, should be dis«
tributed at so much per kead, accord~
ing to the ratio of population , instead
of being handed over in a lump sum

Some complaint is also made that the
General Parliament will have a right
to dabble in the local affaire of each
Province. Agriculture, Marine Hos-
pitals, Penitentiaries, Sea Coast and
Inland [Fisheries, are all brought
under the eye of the General Legisla-
ture, while the Quebee scheme requir-
ed that they should be left to the
Local Governments. And last, though
by no means least, * the door is open-
ed for the direct interference of the
Federal Government and Parliament
with the school system of Upper
Canada, and the revival of all the
evils which heretofore have sprang so
plentifully from the sectarian school
controversy.” The Globe quotes
copiously from the speeches of its
editor (Mr Brown) to show that the
decision of the Quebec delegates, in
1864, has been ignored in these in.
stances. The thunder fulminated by
the Globe is, however, wasted. The
Bill, with its objectionable features,
has become law ; and in a few days
We expeot to hear that the Kingdom
has been proclaimed!

WEEKY COLONIST AND CHRONICLE.

A Trip to Comox.

Left Victoria on Monday morning, at seven
o’cloek, in the steamer Sir James Douglas,
carrying ten passengers, HM/’s mails and
about twenty tons of freight for the different
settlements.  Skirting the southeast coast
of Vancouver Island, the course lies through
an archipelago of small islands, all of which,
with a few exceptions, are uninhabited,
although at certain seasons of the year, many
of these minor dependencies are tenanted by
=avage tribes from the coast of British Colum-
bia =nd Vancouver Island, who frequent the
locality for the parpose of fishing and hunt.
ing. Passing across vsa entrance to Saanich
Arm we noticed several boaw and numercus
.canoes engaged in the pursuit ot dog fish,
which are here very abundant. The oil of
this fish is valuable for burning and other
Purposes, bringing about 55 to 60 cents per
gallon at Victoria even in an.impure condia
tion. In this neighborhood the « black fish”
is also to be found at this season in great
numbers, but as yet little or nothing has been
done to capture this valuable fish. Onpe man
bas built a snitable boat on the Saanich In.
let for the purpose of commencing the whale
fishery. Owing, however, to the absence of
skilled labor and capital, I understand that
he has met with little success. A single fish’
of the class which abounds in these waters
18 worth, at a moderate computation, from
$200 to $500—sufficient cement, one
would suppose, to insure persons engaging in
the business befcre very long. It is gener
ally supposed that those fish are not found
in “schools,” but within a space of a few
miles we counted thirteen fish ¢ spouting at
every span.’’

Emerging from the beautifal island
scenery, the steamer touches at Cowichan
and Maple Bay. Although the tourist is not
strack with any prominent evidence of set-
tlement at either of those places, they are
nevertheless contiguoue to thousands of acres
of fine farming land, only a few miles back,
where will be found many industrious
gettlers, At the Cowichan landing the
steamer runs alongside a very creditable
wharf, at the head of which is a substantial
log hotel. The proprietor’s hoépitality is
famed throughout the district: We had an
opportunity of ascertaining the landlord’s
- skill in dispensing the famous “ Mormop
Cocktail,” which is composed of the most
choite ingredients, and being prepared in
vacuo, is considered to have an exhilerating
effect when the imbiber reaches the open
air.

Rounding a bold headland we left the
picturesque Maple Bay and entered Sansum
Narrows. Immediately on the banks of this
_channel are seen indjcations of -the eflorts of
some of the Copper Mining Companies
which were projected in 1864 and 1865, and
abandoned through either inefficient manage-
.ment or exhausted capital.

Salt Spring Island; a settlement in Ad.
miralty Bay, is the next stopping place
famous for its sandstone, which is suitable
for building purposes. Several fine fronts
of this stone are to be seen in Yates street
and Government street, Victoria.

After passing Dodd’s Narrows, a magnifi-
cent wall of sandstone is to be seen on the
right, extending for several miles along the
banks of Gabriola Island and rising perpens
dicularly from the water’s edge. The strata
here are better defined and more regular than
those we observed at Salt Spring, and vary
from three to twenty feet in thickness. Anp
inexhaustable quarry of the finest sandstone
is thus prepared for the future requirements
of the colony. v

Crossing the channel from Gabriola Island
we entered Nanaimo harbor at 4:30. havicg
made the run in about nine hours. Here the
whole neighborhood turns out at the approach
of the steamer, with the exception perhaps
of the subterranean population, who are not
supposed ‘o hear the thrilling strains of the
Douglas: The cheerful aspect of the town
site, the smoke from the Company’s extensive
works, the number of pretty girls and fair
children, and, in fact, the fout ensemble of
the place conveys the idea of a much older
community, and presents an agreeable conw
trast, at least on “steamer day,” to the dolj
. mcnotony of Victoria with her numerous
empty stores.

At 7:30 p.m. we left Nanaimo and steamed
until about midnight. "Dropped anchor at the
head of Denman’s Sound, as it was difficult
to find the entrance to Comox harbor on ac-
count of the dense smoke from bush fires
which raged in every direction. The lurid
effect of tall trees enveloped in flame, as seen
through the thick atmosphere in the dark-
ness, although interesting to the excursion~
ist, was very perplexing to the mariner, the
distances betwixt these pillars of fire being
very prohlematical. At daybreak; notwith-
standing the perplexities of the previous
night, thanks to our unerring pilot, we found
the steamer at anchor immediately at the en~
trance to the harbor.

‘Breakfass over we landed in the ship’s

" boat, after an abortive atfempt in a leaky
canoe. Walked along the beach about a

mile to the Indian village, which consists o
a one-sided street, as usual, of wooden houses
built without nails. In front of the principal
edifices are flagposts and colossal statues,
carved out of solid trees. The work of the
greatest merit is a flagpost, composed of
several colossal human figures surmounting

each other, carved out of one tree, the top-
most figure being after the “ Boston” type,
and not a bad representation of an eminent

‘{adventarer” at Vietoria. The other carv=-
Ings are somewhat indecent, although they

bave been toned down of late years by the
white settlers. At the further end of this
aboriginal street is “ the store” where the
white settlers congregate. From this point
for a distance of two miles we were propelled
in a canoe by means of long poles, the depth
of water on the flat being scarcely snfficient’
to float the vessel. The vast flat at the
mouth .of the river (Courtenay) is covered
with hundreds of large trees which have
floated down the“river during the floods.
The left bank is thickly wooded to the water’s
edge, the background, consisting of a range of
mountains, ranging from 5000 to 7000 feet
in height, the loftier peaks being covered
with perpectual snow. The right bank of the
river presents a fine delta of cleared land,
which is nearly all fenced by settlers. About
five miles from the spit, at the entrance to
the harbor, the course leaves the main stream
and enters a “slongh,” at the head of which
Ha 4. Gron’s. landing? - tion _do.
sumes a tropical growth, indeed, the same
characteristic was noticed all aloog the
banks of this fise stream. Passing Mr
Grun’s farm, five minutes walk brings us to
“ the church,” a neat log building, situated
on a beautiful slope of the prairie. The
centre and left wing of the building is the
pareonage, the right wing being the church
of the Episcopal mission, capable of sealing
40 persons. There is no attempt in this
simple structure at Cathedral effect, the
light of heaven .being permitted to stream in
upon the altar without any obstruction from
blinds or prismatic glass, and the beautiful
fern leaves springing up between the floor-
ing gives a very rural aspect to the interior,
acd at the same time serve to keep the
worshipper’s feet cool. The door of thig
little edifice swings on its hinges without
bolt or bar, and the pews are farnished with
a profusion of bibles and prayerabooks, so
that the Comox settlers have no excuse for
negiecting to cultivate their hearts, however
much they may be aveise to the caltivation
of the soil: In justice to the settlers, I may
add, that they are proud of their church in
the wilderness, and well toey may, for it is a
plucky little edifice, standing as it does, im-«
mediately < n the trail of the Indian, tbe bear,
the wolf and the panther. Laving our
blankets at the church, in'charge of nobody,
we took our guns and wandered over the
fie prairie, extending some 6 or 7 miles,
The s0il appears to be an unugually rich
loam, without stone or stamp or anything to
hinder the plough. At intervals, over this
extensive prairie are spread elumps of trees,
admirably adapted by nature for the purpose
of sheltering the farmer’s stock: The différ-
ent settlers have access to each other’s farms
by means of good trails over the open fern’
land, and the distances befween the settles
ments are not so great as to prevent them
from assisting each other at any season of the

year.
Duoring the summer months the prairie

abounds in grouse, and from October to
January numerous flocks of geese and duck
frequent the river and adjacent swamps,
Deer is also abundant, and, as a matter of
course, beasts of prey, such as the wolf,
panther and bear.. But the setilers are not
often disturbed by their visits, although there
is a legend in the district that upon one oc-
casion a buge bear emerged from the forest
one Sunday morning and slanghtered a pig
on the threshold of the church door, Wej-
nesday and Thursday were spent in fishing
and shooting, the result of which, was that
our party collected a larger quantity of fish
and game than we could consume, thus de.
monstrating the feasibility of a man’s ability
to support life with simply a gun and a
fishing rod.

‘*“ Seaweed Jim’s” credit baviog expired
on Thursday afternoon he made his appear-
ance at five o’clock and our party having
been collected we bid good bye to our hos~
pitable friend Captain P , the “ Gordon
Cumming” and “ Livingstone” of Vaucon.
ver Island, whose love of ecientific explora«
tion and admirable Indian diplomacy will
some day, we doubt not, be of service to this
young but promising colony.

Proceeding down the river we reached the
steamer at 7:30. Got up steam on the fol-
lowing morning and left Comox harbor at
6 o'clock. Delightful clear weather. Pas.~
sed the Perseverance coal mine where,we were
informed, eight whites and a nomber of Inw.
dians are employed making a trail of two or
three miles to the mineral locality. The
point selected by the company appears to
be well zdapted for the shipment of coal
from the mine, which is situated at a conves
nient elevation from the coast. Reached
Nanaimo at one o’clock. Found the town
in a bustle about a concert under the imme-
diate direction of no less a personage than
the * Fakir de Bordeaux.” Spent a whole
hour in endeavoring to hire a canoe. The
Napaimo Indians are. very reluctant to hire
their canoes to white men owing to the nu-
merous “ bilks” which have been perpetras
ted by the coal miners. Through the exer-
tions of Mri 8——, one of our party, we
were at last successful. Proceeded up the
Nanaimo river several miles and found good
troat fishing. The scenery on this river is

nearly equal in beauty to that on the Courte~

nay River at Comox. But the fishing at this
season is inferior.

At Naoaimo there appears to be a decided
line drawn betwixt the aristocracy and the
democracy, owing, doubtless, 10 the absence
of the usual intermeciate social elements be-
twizt the employer and the employed.
Adventurers in political science will find in
Nanaimo an excellent field for the study of
the first prioeiples of political economy,
¢ontaining, as it does, all the elements of in-
dustry in a disintegrated form.

The exporting capacity of the colony may
be said to be céntered at Nanaimo. The
growth and industry of this thriving place
entitle it to the privilege which it now en-
joys of sending two representatives to the
Couacil, and the superior intelligence of the
inbabitants will shortly demand a County
Court with a Resident Judge.

Leaving Nanaimo.on Saturday morning at
eight o'clock, after a pleasant run of nine
hours, we reached Victoria about sunset,

To the cheerful, mauly bearing of Captain
Clark we were indebted for much of the
enjoyment of the trip. . The_intelligence
'and  attention of the other officers of the
ship in the performance of their duties like-
wise enbhanced the feeling of security during
the voyage. To those who are looking for-
ward to a summer tour we cannot recoms
mend one more enjoyable than the trip to
Comox and back.

We left the deck of the “ Sir James Doug-
las” on Saturday afternoon with a feeling not
only that our money and the week had been
well spent but that the faxpayer’s money in
the employment of a codsting steamer is
being laid out in a 'way most profitable for
the developmen; of the resources of this the
richest of the North American colonies.
