A PROHIBITIONISTS’ WATERLOO.

Thursday last will long be remembered 
as a disastrous day in the annals of the 
prohibition movement in Canada. The 
revulsion of feeling in regard to the Scott 
Act, which the vote in nine Ontario coun­
ties indicated is perfectly marvellous, the 
more so when it is remembered that the 
act was adopted in the nine counties by 
tremendous majorities. Now, the act is 
pulverized, paralyzed, smashed. One 
reason alone seems to commend itself to 
the public for the great change which 
Thursday’s vote indicates, viz., that the 
Scott Act gave us a prohibition that did 
not prohibit. There were defects in the 
act which the senate refused to wipe out 
and the provincial authorities, upon whom 
the duly of carrying into effect the pro­
visions of the law devolved, did so in but 
a half-hearted manner. Te 
need not, however, be discouraged by the 
recent set back. Let them gird up their 
loins and fight for total prohibition—not 
for an abortive measure, which while pro­
hibiting the sale did not prohibit the 
manufacture—and the day of emancipa­
tion from the thraldom of the whiskey 
ring must soon dawn.

BAKER TO TjHE RESCUE.

It takes a British Columbia member to 
keep the house in order. Last night Mr. 
Baker knocked out the opponents of an 
important private bill, which has been a 
great bone of contention here for 
several days past, as dean as if he 
had directed a cannon ball from the 
desk of the Niobe. It. came about in 
this wise. The two big rival railway cor­
porations, the C. P. R. and the Grand 
Trunk, have been respectively supporting 
and opposing the bill to charter the South­
western railway, a small line in the vicin­
ity of Montreal, which would enable the 
Canadian Pacific to enter the Grand 
Trunk’s territory and permit them to 
compete with the latter for the New York 
trade.

JuMINING AND INDIAN RESERVES.

Mr. McLeese moved the adoption of 
this bill.

Hon. Mr. Davie said the bill was sure 
to be disallowed at Ottawa. The free 
miner had already the right, according to 
his theory, of mining on these reserves. 
The passing of this measure was acknow- 
lddging that free minors had uot the 
right, and this Jiouse could not, by legis­
lating, give it to them.

After the voluntary 
journey of the up-river chiefs to Naas 
Harbout to meet the commissioners, they 
did not deem it necessary to incur the ex­
pense and delay of making a personal 
visit for the mere purpose of inspecting 
the settlements there; but from informa­
tion received, they understood that the 
village of Greenville exhibits interesting 
signs of the progress in civilization be­
ing made by the Naas Indians. 
The settlement of Jennis and Kit-lac-da- 
max, beyond Greenville, were not repre­
sented at the Naas Harbor meetings, but 
some of the chiefs spoke as if they were 
exponents of all the up-river chiefs and 
Indians. At the close of the meeting at 
N aas Harbor an address purporting to be 
signed by eleven up-river chiefs was 
handed in, as an addition to their 
speeches. The address contains a reiter­
ation of the “Indian Title” in reply to 
the remarks made by the commissioners 
when closing the meeting. The Indians, 
while fully detailing their wants and 
grievances, did so in language calculated 
to impress upon the commissioners the 
sincere loyalty of their feelings and to 
commend their presentments as worthy 
the attention of the Government. The 
different Indians of the Nish-kar tribe, 
residing on the lower fifty miles of the 
Naas, represented by chiefs from nearly 
all the reserves, had now been afforded a 
hearing. The commississioners found 
that the wishes and demands of the 
Indians embraced several points about 
which there was a total divergence of 
opinion among them. For instance, as to

Col. King Har­
mon’s appointment, he said, was regarded 
by the people as a distinct indication that 
the government was taking sides in a 
social war in Ireland:' The office to which 
King Harmon had been appointed was 
created by the ministry solely to give 
employment to a man they had upon their 
hands and could not get rid of.

Christmas, nearly north of Penr­
hyn and just the other side of the equator, 
is a good-sized island, while Fanning is à 
little northwest of Christmas. The re­
gion in which these islands are situated is 
«ne to which the United States might pos­
sibly have set up some claims had foreign 
annexation been our policy; and indeed, 
an American guano company is establish­
ed on Christmas, which has a good harbor 
But our government will not object to 
Great Britain’s taking possession of these 
especially as she is so poorly supplied with 
foreign islands.

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ing very hard; I was asleep down in the 
cabin, when I was awakened by hearing a 
noise; started to go up the stairs and was 
met by four or five Indians, who were 
armed with rifles. I proceeded to go up 
on the deck and when 1 got to the door 
of the capt tin’s room, I saw John Cuth- 
burt standing in the doorway. He had a 
rifle in his hand. My brother William, 
who was captain of the ship, was sitting 
in this room; another man by the name of 
Irving was sitting down dose to Cuth- 
burt. I inquired what the men were do­
ing aboard, and Cuthburt said he had 
come to take the steamer. A short time 
after this, my brother Henry came aboard 
and on going into the captain’s room he 
took hold of Cuthburt’s rifle and de­
manded his authority for coming aboard 
the steamer. Cuthburt replied that he 
was going to take the. boat, when 
my brother Henry said he could not take 
it and ordered him to leave the steamer 
with his men. About this time Maddern 
entered the room and caught my brother 
Henry by the throat or shoulder and held 
his revolver at his head, at the same 
time telling him that-he would kill him.
Joseph Irving and Cuthburt then took 
my brother by the arm. Maddern again 
caught him by the throat and pointed the 
pistol at his head, he said he would kill 
him;.l think the pistol 
face, but I cannot swear that it did. I 
went into the room to help my brother, 
when Maddern struck at me with the pis­
tol and I got out of the way. My brother, 
who had fallen down, managed to gain his 
feet and on recovering them again, I not­
iced that the stump of his arm was bleed­
ing profusely, and he seemed to be in a 
very weak condition; he said he felt very 
faint and afterwards went ashore. Pre­
viously William sent ashore for Mr.
Bopd, collector of customs; Mr. Bond 
came on board and forbade any 'of the 
people, who wore endeavoring to take the 
steamer, to commit any violent acts, or 
lift the anchors or chains. He said if they 
did do those things that they would be 
doing them at their own peril. My 
brother being afraid of his life, put him­
self under the protection of Mr. Bond 
and went ashore. About eight days after 
this I came to Victoria. I stayed here 
one night and then went to San Juan in a 
small boat; my brother William was with 
me ; the reason we went off in such a hurry 
was because there were bench warrants 
out for our arrest on charges of piracy.
We went to Port Townsend on the steamer 
Rustler from Roche Harbour. We stayed 
there a few days, then went to Seattle.
My brothers, Henry and William, went 
back to Port Townsend and laid informa­
tion against Maddern, charging him .with 
stealing the Teaser from Tongas; saw the 
affidavits; Mr. Walker has them in his 
possession; I made no affidavit on that oc­
casion ; the lawyer there told my brother 
William in my presence that he would 
have to go to Sitka and lay the case be­
fore the district attorney there; toy 
brother Henry was on his way there to 
do this when he was murdered. I came 
back to Victoria on the 11th May, 1886; 
stayed here for one night and left the 
next morning for the north. .Tfye 
warrants for my arrest were still 
out and I thought if I stayed around I 
would be arrested; I went up to the Stic- 
keen River on the Alaskan in company 
with my father; we returned here about 
the mi*UHe of July, 1886; Henry left 
Seattle it. May, 18 ‘.6, and went to Port 
Tow .«eu l, where lie jui'ièJ the *ch«M«ner 
Seabiul, owned by Capt Wells; Henry 
acted as pilot on the schooner, which was 
going to Juneau and then to Sitka; the 
schooner was going to do trading on the 
way up, and as my brother wished to get 
to Sitka he shipped as pilot; saw Maddern 
again in Victoria about a month ago; Mad­
dern came to Tongas in a small schooner;
I believe she is owned by the Hudson’s 
Bay Company.

Cross-examined by Mr. Gannaway—I 
do not know how much the Teaser was 
sold for after she came back from Tongas ; 
was employed on her; my brother William 
had made two or three trips on her; Man­
sell was* employed either the same day or 
the day before she left for Tongas; Man­
sell was a brother-in-law of Henry; there 
were on board, William and Henry, Man­
sell and myself, Cyrus Hardy, engineer, 

dead ; Mr. Cluuas, steward ; a Chinese 
cook; Wm. McRae, mate; Wm. Gosset, 
fireman. The Teaser was in the habit of 
plying between this port and Westmin­
ster; I believe Turner, Beetou & Co. hull 
a mortgage, but did not know how much;
I think it was a small one. 1 had heard 
my father and Henry talking about a dis­
pute between him and Turner, Beeton &
Co. regarding some indebtedness on the 
steamer; heard my brother say he was 
going up north, so that he could beat 
Turner, Beeton & Co. ; Henry also said 
that Turner, Beeton & Co. were trying to 
play him a dirty trick and he wouldn’t 
stand it; that was the real cause of the 
boat being taken away; Henry wrote let 
ters to Turner, Beeton & Co. asking for 
accounts, but he never tried to settle the 
matter in the courts; my brother William 
was on the Teaser when the difficulty 
occurred at Tongas; he tried to defend 
Henry; Cuthburt had charge of the 
outfit and he had employed Maddern 
at Fort Simpson, at least I suppose he 
did. William was wrestling with the 
men ; Henry had a rifle, but I do know 
whether it was loaded or not; Henry was 
sitting on the edge of the berth and told 
Cuthbert if he took the boat he would 
have to take his corpse with it; that is the 
time Maddern ran in on him and said he 
would kill him; my brother said “don’t 
you shoot”; cannot say if the pistol hit 
him or not; William and I came down on 
the boat to Victoria; was afraid of being 
arrested, so I went to Roche harbor in a 
small boat; Henry came down on the 
Idaho but he did not come ashore as there 
wore six policemen on the wharf looking 
for him; the reason William and I went 
away,was that we were afraid of being put 
in gaol; I came back to Victoria in March,
1887; did not lay an information against 
Maddern before because he was not here; 
have talked over this matter before with 
ray father and the reason that we brought 
action against Maddern was to do justice 
to Henry.

Mr. Gannaway—Isn’t the roal cause of 
your bringing this action against Maddern 
because you _ want to have a say about 
Turner, Beeton & Co.

Witness—Yes, but also to do justice to 
Henry. The fact of the matter is we 
think that there was enough money paid 
in by Henry to pay off the indebtedness 
on the Teaser. All I knew about Mad­
dern being at Tongas is that I saw him 
coming on a little schooner.

To his honor—My brother had only 
one arm; he is supposed to have been 
murdered on or, about the 16th June,
1886; his arm had been amputated by Dr.
McSwain; he was not very strong.

His honor said that the witness’ infor­
mation laid before Mr. Shotbolt did not 
tally with his statement made in court.

Acquitted.* ' »Mr. William W. Cook, of the New 
York bar, has written a little book on 
Trusts, showing the character, legality 
and mode of organization of the recent 
combinations in trade, which is timely 
reading just now. From this book we 
learn in concise form a great deal about 
trusts. Formerly when it was thought 
desirable to make a combination, say 
among cotton manufacturers or sugar re­
finers, for the purpose of limiting pro­
duction or advancing prices, it was done 
by simple agreement between the different 
companies. But it was found that such 
agreements were not sufficiently binding, 
and could not be enforced. Thereupon 
the trust was devised, by which the pro­
perty, or a controlling interest in it, of all 
the companies who desire to combine in a 
certain line of production is conveyed to 
certain trustees, who have all the legal 
power and control of ownership. A trust 
is, therefore; a'combination of many com­
peting concerns under one management 
which thereby reduces the_post, regulates 
the amount of production and increases 
the price for which the article is sold. 
A trust always aims to secure all 
or nearly all the competing concerns 
in its line and so obtain a
monopoly of it. Of course there are 
many varieties of trusts, but the object is 
the same. It is a selfish object, designed 
to deprive consumers of the benefits of 
competition, and as George Stephenson 
long ago observed, “Where combination 
is possible competition is impossible. ” 
Apropos of this observation of the famous 
inventor of the railway engine, it may be 
remarked that the railway history of the 
past twenty years has sadly confirmed it. 
A few great and powerful railway systems 
have absorbed the small and weak lines in 
England and France, and are fast working 
to the same end in America. Each system 
aims at and obtains exclusive control of 
the traffic in its own district. The 
Standard Oil Trust was a pioneer among 
the producing and manufacturing combi­
nations of the new world. It was formed 
in January, 1882, its nine trustees holding 
the stock of many corporations. These 
trustees all reside in New York. They 
have issued $90,000,000 of trust certifi­
cates, and since each certificate is worth 
$166 on the market to-day, the real 
capital of the trust is $148,600,000. The 
trust has declared a dividend every three 
months since its existence, and last year 
its profits were about $20,000,000. This 
trust has in its employ some 25,000 
men, and refines about 76 per cent, 
of all the oil that is refined in America. 
The sugar trust dates from October, 1887, 
and already embraces the majority of the 
refineries in the republic, the object being 
to control the price of the 2,800,000,000 
tbs. of sugar consumed in the United 
States annually. The .sugar trust has de­
creased the production and closed a num­
ber of refineries, and increased the price 
of sugar about ouïe cent a pound during 
the past year. The stock representing 
the closed refineries receives the same 
dividend as that of other concerns in the 
combination. There is a cotton seed oil 
trust, an envelope trust, a glass trust, a 
New York meat trust, an oil-cloth trust, 
a sand-stone trust, a pitch and coal tar 
trust, and a long list of other trusts con­
trolling the production and prices of up­
holsterers’ felt, lead, lead pencils, cart­
ridges, oatmeal, agricultural implements, 
whiskey, stoves, watches and watch cases, 
clothes wringers, carpets, nails, cof­
fins, cordage, planes, ale and beer,
silver plate and steel rails. From 
this partial list it will be
seen that the entire manufacturing indus­
try of the republic.is being swiftly drawn 
into the trust maelstrom. These combin­
ations and their interested upholders rea­
son strongly in support of their schemes. 
They can give cheaper production, dis­
pense with a multitude of superintendents 
and traveling salesmen, give greater se­
curity to employees, and more certain re­
turns to capital, and large, new enterprises 
requiring large capital can be successfully 
undertaken. But behind all this fair rea­
soning lurks the spirit of selfish monopoly 
—monopoly of which nearly three centur­
ies ago Lord Coke said there were three 
inevitable results. These results, as he 
put it, are: (1) “That the price of the 
same commodity will be raised; (2) that 
the commodity is not so good as before; 
(3) that it tends to the impoverishment of 
divers artisans, artificers and others.”

THE SCHOOL BILL.

To the Editor—Of the new school 
bill that has been recently passed in the 
legislature, clause 10 is the, eply part 
which has been much discussed outside 
the capital, and it is with reference to this 
“obnoxious clause ” that I propose to 
make some suggestions and inquiries. 1 
may premise that I agree with those per­
sons who maintain that, in the present 
circumstances of the province, the high 
schools ought to be self-supporting, on 
the ground that it is only the residents 
of the towns in which these schools are 
located who derive any benefit from them.
It is quite right then that the residents of 
the cities should bear the exclusive east of 
them. But if the act was aimed at the 
high schools, why are they not expressly 
mentioned and the government a-ssistarice 
distinctly withdrawn from them i 1 
imagine several reasons why this was not 
done: it might be alleged by the gentle­
men connected with the education depart­
ment that if the high schools 
severed from the public school sys­
tem, the whole character of pub­
lic education would be lowered.
There would be no more high school en­
trance examination, etc. The higher edu­
cation of the province would be entirely 
outside the public school system, and the 
government could exercise no supervision 
over it. There were, no doubt, good and 
sufficient causes for attaining the desired 
result indirectly, but as I take them to be 
legitimate and adequate, I think it would 
have been better if they had been publicly 
and authoritatively stated, but I have seen 
no such statement, and the absence of any 
explanation has given occasion to oppon­
ents to allege that the government içere 
attacking the free school system,

The govern men vxpress alarm at the 
immense increase ut the cost of educa­
tion, but this too rapid augmentation 
might be checked by increasing the ..aver­
age attendance entitling the country dis­
tricts to schools. The average of ten pu-, 
pfls is too small Moreover, it is very 
often not a true average, because chil­
dren under age are sent to school to eke 
out the required number.

With respect to the provision that 
third of the salaries should be paid .by the 
municipalities; in some places, as ifanai- 
mo, this proposition would include 
than the cost of the high schooj, but in
others.as Victoria, perhaps it would be much 
less. Now, of course, the government were 
obliged to fix some average, but it js . ob­
vious that as the towns grow and circum­
stances change, proportion will have to be 
from time to time readjusted; that is, if 
the law is meant to insure merely the self- 
supporting character of the high sçflools.

On Burrard Inlet, or within 
the limits of that spacious harbor, there 
is now not a single logging camp at work, 
and the supply of logs for all the large 
mills there is obtained from places to the 
north of the Inlet at distances

con­
tinued to improve them, and it would now 
be an act of cruelty and tyranny to dis­
possess men who, it has been shown, have 
acted in good faith throughout and ad­
hered to the spirit of the agreement made 
by the late Mr. Sinithe With the railway 
company. It is not going too far when we 
venture the remark that had Mr. 
Smithe lived a few months longer 
this arbitration would have been 
unnecessary: With his living testimony 
to confront the ruling of the company’s 
officials sH would have been well with the 
squatters. Sis evidence, alas! is un­
available; and by another disastrous event 
—the great fire at Vancouver—by which 
every scrap of written testimony, together 
with houses and land-marks, was des­
troyed, the case for the squatters was 
rendered still more difficult and uncertain. 
But we begin to hope that the settlers 
are about to have their innings, and that 
the passage of the arbitration bill 
a large measure of justice to most of the 
claimants whose titles have been unsettled 
by the arbitrary ruling of the railway 
company’s officials.

miles. All the mills at this point depend 
upon these outside places, and have pro­
vided themselves with steamers for the 
special purpose of towing logs to the mills. 
At Westminster a very similar state of 
things exists, and while a small part of 
the supplies of logs at this point may be 
obtained from the Fraser river, the larg­
est proportion is obtained from places to 
the north and in the neighborhood of 
where the Burrard Inlet mills draw their 
supplies. For both points logs

at Mud Bay, nearer to 
Esquimalt than to either Burrard Inlet or 
Westminster, and the risk of towage is no 
greater, thus clearly showing that the 
original advantages claimed for the posi­
tion of any mill now established within 
the province have ceased to exist, and that 
the position of Esquimalt is more advan­
tageous in every respect. The expense of 
towing logs from the islands in the Gulf 
of Georgia or the seaboard of the Main­
land north of Burrard Inlet would not be 
attended with either greater risk 
pense than to Burrard Inlet. By far the 
greater part of the best lumber is obtained 
from north of Texada Island, on Vancou­
ver Island and islands in the Gulf and on 
the Mainland coast, and

by his replies to honorable gentlemen on 
the other side of the House, and in the 
discussion of matters relating to it. That 
honest common sense, so characteristic 
of the President of the Council, had full 
play in legislating for the people’s 
interests and in advancing the fortunes of 
this Province. Some forty-seven bills 
passed the House, not one of which 
he successfully impugned. It would be 
impossible at this time to refer to all of 
them; at the best a few of the most im­
portant can be but briefly reviewed. The 
measures dealing with our timber lands 
promise a considerable increase in the 
revenue, and those relating to the ad­
ministration of justice and the appoint­
ment of additional County Court judges 
will be acceptable to everybody. That 
enabling foreign mining companies to 
carry on business in British Columbia is 
calculated to materially assist in the de­
velopment of our mines. No one doubts 
that British Columbia is a great mineral 
country; all that is wanted is capital to 
develope its hidden resources. This must 

largely from outside the Province, 
and the passage of this bill facilitates its 
investment here. The act enabling the 
Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway Co. to 
construct a branch line to Beecher Bay, as 
also that granting the company certain 
lands for right of way and terminal pur­
poses at that point are bills which 
more especially the people of Victoria and 
Vancouver Island-generally, will cavil at. 
They mean connection with the American 
railway system and increased prosperity 
for our island home. The amendments to 
tho Coal Mines’ Regulation Act, 1877, are 
in furtherance of the protection of 
hardy coal miners, about whom too great 
safeguards, consistent with 
constitutionality, cannot be placed. In 
the acts for the benefit of mechanics and 
laborers and for the protection of work­
men's wages, a desire is shown to aid the 
workingman and to assist him in securing 
his fair wages in the most speedy and easy 
manner possible. The school bill amend­
ments have been unfairly criticized by & 
portion of the press who will, 
fident, in time acknowledge that in 
hastily glancing over its provisions they 
entirely misunderstood it We have every 
reason to believe that it will work smooth­
ly, ensuring to us our invaluable High 
Schools and all the blessings of a liberal 
education. The act to aid in the further 
development of quartz mines will 
mend itself to the favorable consideration 
of the electors. The intention of the gov­
ernment to establish reduction works for 
the purpose of testing, on a working scale, 
the refractory gold ores of the province is 
a move in the right direction. Theje 
probably be erected in Cariboo and K* 
nay and cannot fail to largely aid the open­
ing up of the valuable quartz ledges of the 
province. The act to adjust the rights of 
settlers on the former townsite of Gran­
ville will, it is hoped, be the means 
of doing justice to the squatterh, 
and of putting an end to a long­
standing dispute.

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furnished LEGISLATIVE COURTESIES.

For some time past the Legislature of 
New South Wales has been notorious for 
the uproarious character of its proceed­
ings. During the discussion of the Cen­
tenary Celebration Amendment BiU, a 
Mr. M’Elhone indulged in coarse person­
alities in referring to the members of the 
House. We read that Mr. Matheson, and 
another member who was attacked, sat 
indifferent to his taunts, in which the 
word “coward” was liberally employed. 
The Speaker interfered to restrain Mr. 
M’Elhone, and presently Mr. O’Connor 
passed behind the Speaker’s chair with 
his fist clenched and his arm drawn back, 
and demanded an explanation from Mr. 
M’Elhone, who complied. Later 
violent scene occurred, on Mr. M’Elhone 
yelling defiance at the Speaker, and again 
referred to his late antagonist, shouting 
that he had called him a liar, and he was 
ready to box him again whenever he 
liked. Great uproar followed, and, on 
cries of “Chair” and “Order,” Mr. M’lH-
hone replied, “Oh, chair, be----- .” The
scene went on until Mr. Matheson lost his 
temper. White with passion, he 
and shaking his fist at the Opposition, 
shouted, “By——, if you don’t take care,” 
—the end of the sentence being lost in the 
tumult. Mr. Matheson afterwards left the 
House, and quiet was temporarily restor­
ed. Just before the recess hour the 
House was again thrown into a state of 
the utmost disorder owing to Mr. Dibbs 
charging Mr. Garrett with having been 
drunk. An apology was demanded from 
the Speaker, but Mr. Garrett considered 
the apology made was no apology, and re­
fused to calm himself. Fuel to the fire 
was added by Mr. Dibbs roaring out above 
all the uproar, “You were bliud druuk.” 
Mr. Garrett shouted “It’s a lie,” and 
seizing a water bottle, was about to throw 
it at his assaüant, when he was seized and 
forced into his seat. Both members 
then called upon to withdraw.
Dibbs, however, refused to leave, and de­
fied the Speaker. He, however, finally 
apologized to the Speaker. Mr. Garrett 
demanded a personal apology from Mr.

any of these points, whether

Westminster, until the southern end of 
faxada Island is reached, when the open 
gulf has to be used. The distance of open 
water from this point to Burrard Inlet or 
Westminster is nearly three times 
great as it would be from the same point to 
the inland waters of Vancouver Island, 
through which the risk of loss is compara­
tively small. As at present, vessels bound 
for lumber cargoes to either Burrard In­
let, Chemainus or Westminster call either 
at Esquimalt or Port Townsend for a tug. 
This means delay, and in addition, the 
expense of towing is a serious item, and 
additional pilotage and risk of inland 
navigation have to be incurred, about 
which there is always much difficulty; and 
owners and masters of vessels 
understand, constantly raising objections 
to these items when charters to Burrard 
Inlet are proposed to them. It is pro­
bably largely due to these additional ex­
penses and the risk of reaching the Inlet 
that there are only two mills in this 
province now cutting for the 
trade

on Puget Sound, where these ex­
penses are so much smaller. A mill at 
Esquimalt would avoid these difficulties in 
chartering vessels, whilst a saving of from 
fifty cents to one dollar per thousand feet 

the vessel’s capacity would be effected 
in towage; the risk of inland navigation 
would be avoided; the supplies of logs as 
cheaply brought to the mill, and with the 
additional advantage of having the Esqui­
mau and Nansimo railway, which passes 
through some of the best timber lands in 
British Columbia, as a source from which 
to obtain logs. In view of the extension 
of this line to Beecher Bay to 
with the American system of railways, 
and the likelihood of lumber being ad­
mitted free into the United States, any 
one establishing mills at Esquimalt is
