SHERIFF’S DEPUTIES ON TRIALS
Killing of Striking Philadelphia Coal Miners 

Now Before the Courts.

Wilkbbbarrb, Pa., Feb. 3.—Taking of 
testimony in the trial of Sheriff Martin, 
and his deputies began this morning in' 
the Luzerne county court. Attorney, 
McGahren, for the commonwealth, said 
the case was without parallel. “ You 
will have,” he said, “ to decide upon the 
rights of the men who were killed to 
march peacably upon the public high­
way, and upon the duties of theshsufi^j 
Mr. McGahren told how the atdfors had; 
started to march from Hsmfton to Lat- 
timer, and ahnrYftfoxiSputiee boarding 
the tvrt and going to intercept the men. 

■•''“We will prove,” he said, “ that at 
r-i this point some of the deputies made 

threats ; that one of them said, * I’ll bet 
J’ll drop six of the strikers.’ Another 
said,11 hope we get a chance to take a 
pop at some of them.’ ” Mr. McGahren 
then went on to tell bow the sheriff lined 
his men up alongside the road, “ where 
they .could do the most execution.” 
“ The sheriff,” he continued, “ stopped 
the .strikers and without any words of 
explanation, drew hie revolver 
and .placed it at the breast 
of the flag-hearer, who threw up his 
hands and jumped back. The sheriff 
snapped his revolver and it finally ex­
ploded and the flag-bearer dropped. 
Then the shooting.commenced and 
tinned for four of âve minutes, some of 
the deputies emptying their guns. Some 
of the men were killed at a distance of 
five hundred feet from the road and 
nearly all were shot in the back.

“ We will prove to you that 18 men 
were killed and 38 wounded. When we 
bave proved these facta to you we shall 
say, and we expect hie honor to say, that 
these men had a right to organize, a 
right to march, and a right to use the 
public highways. We will then expect 
voe to do your duty and to vindicate 
these men, and find the defendant s 
guilty,” The first witness was then 
called.

London, Feb. 3.—Major Spillsbury, 
the leader of the expedition sent out by 
the Globe Venture Syndicate of London, 
has sent a despatch from the Azores, 
whither he went on the company’s 
steamer Tourmaline, giving an account 
of the trouble in which the expedition 
became involved in Morocco, a report of 
which was cabled on Monday last.

It appears from the despatch that the 
fighting between the expedition and the 
Moroccan troops was not serious. The 
five Englishmen who were captured had 
remained ashore with the intention of 
shooting game. The remainder of the 
expedition re-boarded the Tourmaline 
and a sadden storm prevented them from 
communicating with the shore. Mean­
while the Moroccan troops seized the 
men ashore. The whereabouts of the 
prisoners is unknown. Major Spillsbury 
declares that the expedition did not land 
any arms, and that the attack by the 
Moroccans was entirely unprovoked.

Text of the Just Adopted Mining 

Laws for the Yukon 
District.

Information Which Miners Would 
Do Well to Keep for 

Reference.

The complete regulations adopted by 
the government of Canada with reference 
to placer mining in the Yukon have just 
been received, and are here published 
for the information of mining men who 
long have been looking for them. In­
corporated with the placer mining laws 
are the regulations for the issue of leases 
to dredge for minerals in the beds of 

- rivers. The regulations are approved 
by order-in-council of the 18th ultimo, 
and are as follows in their entirety :

INTEBPBETATION,
“Free miner” shall mean a male or 

female over the age of eighteen but not 
under that age, or joint stock company, 
named in, and lawfully possessed of, a 
valid existing free miner’s certificate, 
and no other.

“Legal poet” shall mean a stake 
standing not less than four feet above 
the ground and flatted on two sides for 
at least one foot from the top. Both 
sides so flatted shall measure at least 
four inches across the face. It shall also 
mean any stump or tree cut off and flat­
ted to the above height and size.

“Close season” shall mean the period 
of the year during which placer mining 
is generally suspended. The period to 
be fixed by the mining recorder in whose 
district the claim is situated.

“ Mineral ” shall include all minerals 
whatsoever other than coal.

“Joint stock company” shall mean 
any company incorporated for mining 
purposes under a Canadian charter or 
licensed by the government of Canada.

“Mining recorder” shall mean the 
official appointed by the gold commis­
sioner to record applicantions and grant 
entries for claims in the mining divi­
sions into which the commissioner may 
divide the Yukon district.

FBEE MINERS AND THEIB PBIVILBGES.
1. Every person over, but not under 

eighteen years of age, and every joint 
stock company, shall be entitled to all 
the rights and priviliges of a free miner, 
under these regulations and under the 
regulations governing quartz mining, 
and shall be considered a free miner 
upon taking out a free miner’s certifi­
cate. A free miner’s certificate issued 
to a joint stock company shall be issued 
in its corporate name. A free miner’s 
certificate shall not be transferable.

2. A free miner’s certificate may be 
granted for one year to run from the 
date thereof or from the expiration of 
the applicant’s then existing 
upon the payment therefor of the sum 
of $10, unless the certificate is to be 
issued in favor of a joint stock company, 
in which case the fee shall be $60 for a 
company having a nominal capital of 
$100,000 or less, and for a company ~ 
ing a nominal capital exceeding $100 
the fee shall be $100. Only one person 
or joint stock company shall be named 
in a certificate.

3. A free miner’s certificate shall be 
on the following form :

AN IMPORTANT EXPEDITION.
The First Party Sent By the Klondike 

Mining, Trading 6 Transport Cor­
poration Sails.

What may be regarded as one of the 
most important expeditions to the Yukon 
sailed North on the Boecowitz last night. 
It consisted of a party of forty men and 
forty horses, with twenty double horse 
sleds, and a large quantity of hay, grain 
and provisions. The party will go as far 
as Wrangel, from which point it will be 
transferred to Surine island, and there 
will take the ice for Telegraph Creek. 
The intention is to break a sled road 
and erect stations, and place supplies 
along the wav.

When Telegraph 
reached the expedition will start across 
the portage to LakeTeslin, patting up 
stations and leaving provisions on the 
way. The stations will consist of great 
circular canvas tents, and will be pnt np 
at distances of fifteen miles. The ob­
ject of these shelters and supplies is to 
nave the route ready a few weeks later 
in the season for the transportation of 
people and supplies.

C. J. McLennan will have charge of 
the party and his instructions are to 
press forward as rapidly as possible for 
the lake. Captain Hawthorn accom­
panies him and has charge of the sup­
plies. The men have been specially 
selected for the work. A very fine lot of 
horses have been sent up, the greater 
number of them having been pnrenased 
for the company by Stephen Tingley. in 
the Okanagan valley.

Mann in Victoria.

Seattle Business Men Object to Klon- 
dikers Being Told the 

Truth.

Mr. D. D. Mann has not lost much 
time in coming to the Coast to inaugur­
ate the building of the Stikine-Teslin 
lake railway, which he and his partner 
Mr. Mackenzie have undertaken. He 
came over to Victoria from Vancouver 
last night and will establish offices in 
both places and push supplies up 
to Glenora just as fast as the 
material and men can be shipped. A 
hundred and fifty men and sixty teams 
will be sent ahead at once, for one of the 
first things will he the building of a 
sleigh road through to Teslin lake, with 
poets established at every twenty- 
five miles, provision for the accom­
modation of travellers being made 
made at these campe, 
camps will be established on the Stick - 
ine river for use next winter as well ae 
this. Three engineering parties are to 
go to work at once, and just as soon as 
the line is located, a thousand men will 
be put to work at the Glenora end, and 
more will be employed as rapidly 
as possible. Indeed, 4,000 men will be 
employed when everything is in full 
swing. A large number, no doubt, for 
such a short railway, but time is valu­
able and Mr. Mann is fully confident to 
finish up the contract before September 
1, the time agreed on with the govern­
ment. He expects that between 
250,000 and 300,000 tons of supplies will- 
be put through by means of the road this 
year. For the road itself it will be one 
of the quickest ever built, for when it is 
considered that the opening of 
navigation on the Stikine is May 
1, it will leave only 120 days for 
the building of the railway, or, as Mr. 
Mann says his motto is: “A hundred 
and fifty miles in a hundred and twenty 
days.” Already orders for the rolling 
stock have been given, and are now in 
course of being carried out. " 
Mackenzie is looking after the secu­
ring of the rails, and the plant
for fthe preliminary operations is 
already on the way by freight. This 
will give some idea of the promptness in 
carrying out the big undertaking. Both 
Victoria and Vancouver will benefit very 
considerably by this road, as large quan­
tities of supplies will be purchased 
in both towns by the contractors.
Teams are to he set at work 
freighting np the Stikine, for part of 
the contract is to furnish transportation 
from the mouth of the river. Aa soon ae 
navigation opens steamers will be run 
on the Stikine, and from Teslin Lake to 
Dawson City, the steamers
being in course of construction Bast. 
All of this goes to show what
wonderful results may be accomplished 
when resolute men with capabilities for 
managing take hold of an enterprise, and 
have behind them ample money to carry 
out their ideas.

THE NORTHERN SERVICE.

After a thorough overhauling, the tug 
Czar was launched irom Turpel’s ways 
yesterday morning, and is now iq prime 
condition for a busy towing season. As 
soon as she was launched the sealing 
schooners Fawn and Oscar and Hattie 
were hauled up on the ways to be made 
ready for the Northern _ freighting and 
passenger service. Cabins will be pro- 
vided for in both, and alterations 
effected in other respects to make them 
suitable to the demands of their new 
service, which they will inaugurate soon 
after being launched. The intention is 
that they will be towed to and from the 
North by the tug Mystery, which is un­
der the same management.

WHERE A DIFFERENCE IS SHOWN.

There is a striking contrast between 
northern bound steamers and vessels go­
ing south these days, although in the 
case of the City of Puebla, leaving for 
San Francisco last evening, a very large 
freight went forward to California from 
the Sound. It was in her passenger list 
that distinction came in, there being 
nothing like a crowd aboard. Those 
who were ticketed here were Mrs. M. 
Lewis, George Coffey, D. B. Sheridan, J. 
B. Kipling, Mies P. Armstrong, Mrs, C. 
R. Martin, Miss R. Aubrey and Mrs. L. 
White.

Seattle has since the Klondike excite­
ment lost no opportunity of trying to 
kill Victoria’s outfitting trade, and the 
schemes devised to attain this end have 
been too numerous to mention. Realiz­
ing now that the tide of business is com­
ing this way the Sound City has taken a 
bolder step than usual and actually pro­
poses to tax bureaus of information es­
tablished there by British Columbia 
cities the very moderate sum of $1,000 a 
month, “ the'first three months payable 
in advance, and without which it will be 
unlawful for foreign bureaus to do busi­
ness in Seattle,” in the words of the 
Post-Intelligencer.

So worked up were the citizens of 
Seattle over the fact that prospective 
miners are showing a decided preference 
for Victoria as an outfitting point, that 
they called a special meeting of the coun­
cil to discuss tbe matter Wednesday. 
The chamber of commerce also met to 
discuss the serious condition of affaire, 
when Mr. Joseph McNaught, who, by 
the way, is not a member, said that the 
representatives of the boards of trade of 
two alien cities were injuring Seattle’s 
trade very much by showing the intended 
miners that $75 to $100 can be saved on 
an outfit purchased in British Columbia. 
He did not think it necessary to say that 
the statement was being confirmed daily 
by miners who purchased their supplies 
in Victoria after first making inquiries 
in Seattle.

Mr. John W. Pratt went a step further 
than Mr. McNaught. He had been asked 
to prepare the draft of the ordinance, 
and the question of the amount of the 
license fee was, he thought, the only 
important matter in connection with 
the framing. He was of opinion that 
the modest sum of $1,000 per month 
should be charged the bureaus of in­
formation.

Several other speakers spoke strongly 
in favor of keeping prospective miners 
who visited the city in darkness as to 
Victoria’s advantages, by closing out the 
bureaus.

The following is the broad-minded 
view of the matter taken by President 
E. O. Graves, of the Chamber of Com-

Yesterday was a red letter day in the 
experience of local outfitters and hotel 
men. The steamers Walla Walla and 
City of Kingston brought from across 
the border many prospective miners, 
and the hotel accommodation was in 
some instances severely tried as a result. 
There was hardly an outfitting establish­
ment in the city that was not busy from 
early morning until late at night, and 
orders for outfits aggregating thousands 
of dollars were placed.

Further evidence aa to Victoria’s ad­
vantages as an outfitting point was fur­
nished yesterday by a number of Ameri­
cans who purchased their supplies here.

Mr. J. R. Stevens, of Los Angeles, a 
guest at tbe Dominion, who will leave 
for the North on Sunday with a party of 
three, stated most emphatically that he 
was saving at the least $150 on his outfit 
by purchasing here. Before comiug to 
this city he visited Tacoma and Seattle, 
but he could not, he says, outfit 
to advantage in either place. It would 
pay a miner, he says, to come to this city 
if only for the purpose of buying his 
woollen goods, as both goods and prices 
are much better than in either Tacoma 
or Seattle.

Mr. Stevens has mined for many years 
in South America and tbe states. He is 
going to the Yukon country by way of 
Dyea.

Mr. John M. Wbithain, one of a party 
of thirteen irom Everett, Wash., who is 
also staying at the Dominion, bad noth­
ing but good words to say of Victoria as 
an outfitting point. Each member of 
his party is packing in a year’s supply, 
and they will go in by way of the 
Stikine.

To a Colonist representative Mr. 
Wbithain said : “We can safely say 
that we are saving at least 30 per cent, 
on our dry goods alone, exclusive of tbe 
duty, by purchasing in your city. I 
visited Seattle before coming over here, 
and inquired very carefully into prices, 
and I tind that while groceries are about 
tbe same, vonr merchants can give them 
a big discount in other lines. I have 
been so favorably impressed with the 
treatment accorded us here by your 
merchants and the fair prices that I am 
writing all my friends to outfit here and 
leave Seattle alone. Our only medium 
of finding out much about the Yukon 
country has so far been through the 
Post-Intelligencer of Seattle, and from it 
we we were led to believe that it was im­
possible to outfit advantageously in any 
other place than Seattle. _ That paper 
has misrepresented Victoria very much, 
and if your merchants are going to pull 
much trade out of Washington, they 
will have to advertise your town 
Everett, where I live, is only a small 
place of about thousand people, but the 
town is Klondike mad. I know of 
at least two hundred people who 
will leave there for the Northern gold 
fields in the course of the next month. 
Victoria will, I believe, get many of 
these, as we have all written home ad­
vising our friends to outfit here.”

In Mr. Whithain’a party are a number 
of expert miners. They think the coun­
try around the Hootalinqna is rich in 
the precious metal, and will consequently 
spend severally months there prospect­
ing.

To-day should see a more than usual­
ly active time along the waterfront, for 
there will be at least three important 
sailings for the Northern gold field gate­
ways in addition to the stir attendant on 
the leading of other craft similarly de­
stined. The steamer Thistle, carrying 
ninety passengers and their outfits, will 
sail on towards evening, and at noon 
the big dismantled bark Richard III in 
Ww of the tug Lome "and loaded to her 
capacity with horses, dogs, lumber, feed, 
sleighs, wagons and other freight, will 
l^ave, too, for Vancouver en route 
North. The Richard III has just under­
gone a very thorough overhauling to fit 
her for the trade in which she will be 
engaged, and is expected to travel at a 
rate of ten knots an hour, in tow of the 
Lome throughout the voyage. Fifteen 
passengers have already been booked to 
leave on her and it is expected more 
tickets will be sold for her to-day. 
Among those leaving on the Thistle will 
be Captain Armstrong and a party of 
forty who are going to Teslin Lake to 
commence steamboat bnilding opera­
tions. Captain Armstrong is a well- 
known navigator on tire Kootenay Lakes 
and his freight aboard the Richard III. 
will include machinery for two or three 
small steamers to ply on the lakes 
which form the headwaters of 
the Ynkon. Only four of his party 
are embarking here, the others 
will join the vessel at Vancouver. A 
party of twenty-one Americans, who 
have been in the city for some time out­
fitting and securing licenses to mine in 
the Upper Yukon valley, will be among 
tbe passengers leaving from Victoria; 
while still another party from here com­
posed of five British Columbians will 
include Mr. W. Bryant, formerly ac­
countant of the New Vancouver Coal 
Mining & Land Co. The steamer Thistle 
will be in charge of three skilful navi­
gators, well acquainted with the North­
ern coast, while an equal number will be 
aboard the Lome.

The steamship Queen, of the Pacific 
Coast Steamship Company, is expected 
to arrive here from the Sound this eve­
ning on her initial trip to northern ports, 
and her passenger list will include a 
large number of the fair sex who are 
about to make an attempt to win fortune 
in the ice-bound regions of the Yukon. 
Most of these Mies hail from San Fran­
cisco, and, according to the accounts re­
ceived of them, all of them are prepared 
to undergo great hardships in tbe at­
tempt to reach the goal which has defied 
hundreds of the sterner sex.

Among those- 'whd^4KS,**rrive on tbe 
Queen bound for th6 "north are, accord­
ing to latest advices, a large crowd of 

who have realized almost at the jast 
moment that the possession of a license 
is a desirable thing in starting out on 
their trip to the British gold fields of the 
far north, and although they have 
bought their outfits in Seattle they have 
realized that they must be still 
further equipped here with the desider­
atum of the license. Telegrams have 
been received here embodying the 
cool request from these men that tbe 
office of the collector should be kept 
open in the night, to enable them, what­
ever time they might arrive, to obtain 
the license. Naturally enough Collector 
Milne has declined to accede to the re­
quest, which would entail upon himself 
and his staff a great amount of work 
without any corresponding advantage to 
them or the city.

Included in the cargo of the Richard 
III is a twin-screw steamer, the Gemini, 
which will be taken to pieces at Dyea 
and transported to Lake Bennett in sec­
tions. There she will be rebuilt and 
will ply on the waters of Lake Bennett 
during the summer. Messrs. F. C. 
Davidge & Company, .who are the 
organizers of this enterprise, 
pect to reap a rich harvest in the 
transportation of freight and passengers 
on the lake, and similar transportation 
facilities are being provided on the other 
waterwavs.

wThe arrangements for the opening of 
the new parliament buildings are rapidly 
nearing completion and will be as per­
fect as it is possible to make them. Of 

it will be impossible for thecourse
thousands of people who receive invita­
tions to get inside the legislative cham­
ber, ae, spacious room though it is, its 
capacity is limited to about 700 people, 
and this has only been accomplished by 
removing the members’ desks for the 
time being so ae to give as much room as 
possible. The invitations sent out, it 
must be remembered, are only souvenirs 
of the occasion ; specially numbered 
tickets are required for a seat inside the 
legislative hall. The chamber itself will 
be divided into three parts, the section 
at the speaker’s end being devoted to 
the judges, military and naval officers, 
clergy and chief officials ; next comes the 
members’ section, with seats for mem­
bers and their familns and others ; and 
the third section and the galleries will 
be devoted to those who have special 
tickets with numbers. An aisle from 
the speaker’s chair directly down the 
centre of the chamber will be kept open 
for the Lieutenant-Governor and his 
suite to enter and leave, and by leaving 
this opening it will be an oppor­
tunity for many who cannot enter 
the hall itself, to see from the floor of 
the rotunda and lobbies the greater por­
tion of the scene in the chamber.

At exactly three o’clock the Lieuten­
ant-Governor will appear at the bar, and 
headed by the sergeant-at-arms will 
proceed to the throne, the Fifti Regi­
ment band playing the National 
Anthem. After the speech from toe 
throne, tbe Arion club, which will be 
stationed in tbe Speaker’s gallery, will 
sing “ On the Sea,” and “ God Save the 
Queen ” will be sung as the Governor 
retiree. It was at first intended that 
His Honor would see the aftei proceed­
ings from the floor of the house, but a 
natural desire to cling to precedent bas 
resulted in that being abandoned. 
Never since the time of Charles I has a 
representative of the Queen been pre­
sent at the deliberations of a legislative

MARINE TRANSGRESSORS.
Complaint Becanse United States Craft* Are 

Made Observe Canadian Laws in 
Atlantic Waters.

Washington, Feb. 4.—In the house of 
representatives to-day during the debate 
on one of the bills, Mr. Simpkins (Mass.)

He is of the opinion that Vic­
toria outfitters are thoroughly up to 
their business, and predicts for them a 
tremendous business this spring. Oa 
the journey up Mr. Phillips met a pro­
spective miner from Central America 
who stated that thousands were leaving 
that country for the north this spring.

Mr. John Gray, of Pacific Grove, Cal., 
and four others bound for the Yukon 
country, are also guests at the Dominion. 
They visited Seattle before coming here, 
being induced to visit Victoria on ac­
count of having to procure their mining 
licenses here, a fact they were unaware 
of until informed through the British 
Columbia bureau of information at Seat­
tle. After obtaining their licenses they 
visited several outfitting establishments 
and were so favorably impressed with 
their treatment and the prices submitted 
that they decided to get all their sup­
plies in Victoria. In the matter of dry 
goods in particular they say they are 
saving a nice little sum without taking 
into consideration the duty of 30 per 
cent. The party will go in by way of 
Skagway.

While a number of Seattle firms have 
been compelled to acknowledge, with 
the greatest reluctance, however, that 
perhaps Victoria could compete with 
them in several of the more important 
lines of dry goods, they have throughout 
the Klondike excitement spread broad­
cast the report that groceries and pro­
visions in Canada were so much higher 
that even when the duty of 30 per cent, 
was taken into consideration they could 
undersell them.

In view of this argument it is interest­
ing to note that one grocery and provi­
sion firm alone in Victoria has during 
the past week outfitted so many Ameri­
can parties that they have been com­
pelled to double their staff of employees. 
Messrs. Simon Leiser & Co. at present 
have a small army of employees working 
night and day to fill orders, the majority 
of which are for Americans. The most 
partial and patriotic of the latter have 
candidly confessed that while the 
groceries and provisions used in 
the Northern trade were no cheap­
er than in American cities, they 
were, by purchasing here, saving the 
duty, no inconsiderable amount when 
the supplies of a large party were taken 
into consideration.

Skagway has witnessed a double mur­
der and, if the passengers by the City of 
Seattle are to be believed in the matter, 
a lynching. The circumstance of the 
case are particularly pathetic, and the 
news, received by tbe incoming of the 
fast W. & A. boat early this morning, 
constitutes the chief item in her budget 
of Northern intelligence.

MacGrath.a young resident of the town 
was the first victim of the killing ; the 
second was Marshal Rowan, who since 
the establishment of Skagway has acted 
ae guardian of law and order in a some­
times troublesome community. The 
murderer was a bartender, Ed. Fay by 
name, against whom sentiment ran so 
high that when he bad been arrested by 
a self-sworn police committee of citizens 
his fate was apparently sealed. Accord­
ing to their arrangements be was to pay 
the penalty of bis deed on the very day 
tbe Seattle pulled out on her southward 
journey the 1st of this month.

It was not so much the killing itself 
that kindled tbe indignation of the 
rough and populace, but the fact that a 
third innocent victim was practically 
s’ain by the eame bullet that pierced the 
heart of her husband, Mrs. MacGrath, 
who had been confined the morning of 
the shooting, being at the time of the 
fatality m so weak a condition that the 
terrible news was more than her strength 
was capable of bearing.
MacGrath bad been playing cards in the 

saloon at which Fay acted as bartender, 
and, according to the stories told by the 
the Seattle’s passengers, became invol­
ved in an altercation over a money loss 
in which he charged the house with be­
ing implicated. Fay retorted by evict­
ing the complaining patron of the es­
tablishment. He was gone only long 
enough to interest Marshal Rowan in his 
story and return in that officer’s com­
pany.

Fay had prepared for just such a con­
tingency, and as they entered drew hie 
revolver and without words fired first 
at MacGrath and then at the marshal, 
with fatal effect in each instance. He 
was disarmed as soon as tbe crowd at­
tracted by the shooting had time to re­
alize the situation, and when tbe 
death of Mrs. MacGrath» was an­
nounced the feeling against him be­
came so greatly intensified that the 
original intention, to send him to Juneau 
by the first boat, was promptly abandon­
ed in favor of a vigilantes’ trial a-d 
summary execution. He had not paid 
the debt of his crime at the time the 
Seattle sailed, but it was generally 
understood was to hang on the evening 
of Tuesday last. MacGrath and his wife 
were formerly residents of Mount Ver­
non, Wash., where the latter was well 
connected, and both were generally
68t66IX16d.

Of the Klondike news brought by the 
just arrived steamer there is little to 
say. Summarized, it is but confirmation 
of the former reports that very few 
Dawsonians are now coming to the 
coast, and news subjects in the upper 
Yukon district are generally exhausted.
About twenty in all had arrived at the 
coast during a fortnight, and oi 
these only eight were sufficiently en­
amoured of the delights of civilization 
to come farther than Skagway. All but 
one of these left the Seattle here, their 
names being : Frank Lapierre, C. Per­
ron, Charles Yeager, John McDonald, J.
Bigelow and Charles Harris. Charles 
Lake, of Reno, Nevada, went on to his 
home.

The 27th of December ia the latest 
Dawson date brought by any of the re­
turned residents of the gulden North, 
and to quote Mr. Lake, “ nothing worth 
the telling has happened there since 
Captain Ray wrote his letter to Captain 
Healey as to the situation down the 
river.” No special new strikes had been 
reported—no disorders had -arisen or 
serions accidents occurred.

A Canadian mail had on the 26th 
ultimo reached the Klondike capital to 
gratify the hope long deferred, and a 
second consignment of letters was ex­
pected to get through before the present 
time. Major Walsh was passed by tbe 
new arrivals still encamped at the 
Salmon. He had determined not to 
tempt the river until April, and to meet 
the necessities of his party had pur­
chased two tons of provisions from par­
ties on tbe Hootalinqua, paying there­
for at the top-line rate of $2 a pound.
Hie own re-stock had got as far only as 
the foot of Lake Lebarge, to which point 
is as far as horses can travel.

Aside from the murder and its prob­
able sequel,, the chief excitement in 
Skagway during recent weeks has been 
that occasioned through the a, rival in 
camp of a couple of tutu who had been 
exposed to bard weather while taking a 
trip up to the summit. Ooeof tbesehad 
been suffering from pneumonia, which 
his arduous experience intensified so 
that he expired as the town was reached.
His companion had both feet badly 
frozen and came down by the Seattle to 
obtain more efficient treatment than the 
border town affords.

Among the other passengers by the 
Seattle were Messrs. Fullerton and 
Perry, of the C.P.R., who have been 
visiting Wrangel for the purpose of mak­
ing arrangements in connection with 
the plans of the Canadian road for cater­
ing for the Northern trade, which pre­
parations they have completed to their 
apparent satisfaction. The Corona, 
when the Seattle passed her, was lying 
in exactly the same position as the 
morning after she struck—swinging 
little if any, and seemingly offering no 
insuperable difficulties to those under­
taking the work of wrecking her.

Charles C. Yeager and J. j. Mac­
Donald, of Dawson, who arrived here by 
the Seattle, are at the New England.
They left on the 23rd and arrived on the 
seaboard in twenty-eight days, having 
stopped over several days on the way 
ont. Mr. Yeager has been four years in 
the Yukon country. He was in

The past week with local outfitters 
has, without doubt, been the best they 
ever experienced. When it is con­
sidered that np to the present time the 
majority of customers have come here 
from the Coast states, and that the rush 
from Eastern Canada has not yet set in, 
some idea of the magnitude of the busi­
ness that will be done here in connec­
tion with outfitting prospective miners 
may be arrived at.

Many of the Americana who left thou­
sands oi dollars with Victoria merchants 
daring the past week were, according to 
statements made to the Colonist and 
published, simply compelled to come 
hère to outfit, owing to the favorable 
conditions that exist here. In the first 
place they wanted to avoid any trouble 
in regard to obtaining mining licenses. 
Then, too, they were anxious to save the 
duty of about 30 per cent, charged on 
American goods; and above all, they 
knew by careful investigation that they 
could get a better class of goods at lower 
prices here than in any other Coast city.

Many Americans who outfitted here 
openly stated that they were led to visit 
Victoria by information furnished them 
in Seattle from the “ Bureau of Informa­
tion ” established there by British Col­
umbia cities. In obtaining this infor­
mation they say there was no attempt 
made by the people in charge of the 
bureau to mislead, for a subsequent visit 
to this city proved all the statements 
made in regard to outfitting and trans­
portation to be absolutely correct. Se­
attle’s effort to shut off this method of 
conveying information to prospective 
miners who visit the city, by the im­
position of an absurdly high license, is 
characterized by the Americans who 
have favored Victoria with their patron­
age as a high-handed piece of business 
which will in the end work the city 
more harm than good.

Of the many statements made by Am­
ericans in regard to Victoria’s advan­
tages as an outfitting point, it is inter­
esting at the present time to publish a 
few samples.

The following high testimonial from 
Harry Phillips and party of Fruita, Col­
orado, was given after the party visited 
Seattle and finally coming here pur­
chased their supplies :

There being no alternative, the law re­
quiring that only Canadian vessels be 
employed as wreckers in connection 
with the saving of the partially sub­
merged Corona, preparations towards 
complying with the law in this respect 
are now being made. Capt. Charles 
Goodall, the managing owner of the 
stranded ship, will arrive here from the 
Sound on the City of Kingston in furth­
erance of these propositions, and it ia ex­
pected, although not positively certain, 
that Captain Metcalf is also on his way 
here from San Francisco to superintend 
the wrecking operations to be com­
menced in the course of a week. Tbe 
Corona’s underwriters are the parties 
who will stand the expense of salving 
the ship, and it is understood 
Captain Metcalf, who, it will be 
remembered had charge of the removal 
of the Cleveland from the rocks where 
she struck on the West Coast, has been 
appointed to float the Corona if possible 
and take her either to EEquimalt or 
Tacoma for repairs. In anticipation of 
all this, the Maude was busy yesterday 
loading machinery for the work, and on 
leaving here for the North on Sunday 
will carry upwards of 100 tons of this 
cargo, including some very powerful 
pumps belonging to the C.P.N. company 
and other steam appliances of the most 
modern kind used in such work. The 
position as well as the condition of the 
Corona to-day is indeed peculiar, lying 
at the entrance to channel with her bow 
hard on a reef a little to the southward 
of Lewis island, she is exposed to any 
southerly gale. Her decks have al­
ready been swept clear of ail 
housework, and while at low water her 
keel is dry to the forward mast, her 
stern is totally submerged and weighted 
down with tons of cargo in her hold. 
There ia such a slope to her decks that 
one can hardly walk them. Under these 
circumstances one of the first considera­
tions in the raising of the ship will be to 
strengthen her decks with timners placed 
just within the after hatch, for, not­
withstanding the ship being an iron 
one, it is claimed that no deck will sup­
port more than seven feet of water. This 
done, an effort will be made to patch 
up the hold. All cargo will then be 
removed, and by this time when the 
pumps are put to work, it is believed 
that pretty nearly all the buoyancy re­
quired to float the steamer will 
obtained. The undertaking, though an 
extremely difficult one, is confidently 
looked forward to as being 
and likely to prove successful,

In all the 
published statements and comparative 
estimates oi the past and prices of lead 
which I have seen, the new im­
port duty of $1.50 per hundred 
has been figured with no mention of the 
added loss resulting from the govern­
ment’s charge for the full amount. So 
that with lead at $4 it has been stated 
that the net returns would be $2.50. 
These figures are misleading, as a redac­
tion of 40 cents should first be made 
from the quoted price of $4, after which 
the tariff of $1.50 reduces the net pro­
ceeds to $2.10 per hundred.

“ On shipments of lead ores to Swan­
sea smelters we receive credit for the 
full amount, so that it would seem that 
either the Swansea people are genuine 
philanthrophists, or we are paying too 
much tribute to the American smelters. 
The deduction for moisture supposed to 
be contained in onr ores ia often exces­
sive. These matters might properly be 
brought within the province of the 
Northwest Mining Association, and if no 
relief can be had at this time from the 
smelters we should at least secure a re­
duction of the government tariff so that 
the payment of duties will be decreased 
to correspond with the smelter returns.”

A FAVORABLE YEAR.
Statement of tbe Receipts and Expenditures 

of the Fifth Regiment Band 
for 1897.

An interesting statement of the rev­
enue, payments to bandsmen and ex­
penses of the band of the Fifth Regi­
ment for tbe year ending December 31, 
1897, has just been prepared. It shows 
the band’s total earnings for the year 
$4,644.08, made up as follows: _Receipts 
for outside engagements, $2,472.03; re­
ceipts from drill hall concerts, $2,023.55 ; 
receipts for guard of honor, February 
8, $6.25, and for May 8, $10.25; 
and drill pay per service roll, $132. Ap­
pearing on the other side of the band’s 
account are expenses for drill hall con­
certs, amounting to $614.56; fees for 
bandsmen while at outside engage­
ments, $2,388.60 ; for drill hall concerts, 
$1,352.45; for guard of honor, $16.50; 
and for drill pay, $132. Standing to the 
credit of the band’s fund as a result of 
the year’s work is $240.30. The earnings 
divided average $160.

During the year the band gave 33 drill 
hall concerts, with an average return of 
$41. They gave 15 concerts at Beacon 
Hill, for which they received a $500 
grant from tbe city council, and 21 con­
certs at Mount Baker hotel. In tbe 
band’seharitableand complimentary per­
formances were the following : A con­
cert at the residence of Mrs. A. J. Smith 
for the benefit of the Jubilee hospital, 
a concert for the passengers of 
the steamship Empress of China 
at William Head; a concert at the drill 
hall for the benefit of the “ Victoria 
advertising fund ” ; three concerts for 
the benefit of the “ new instrument 
fond ” : and a concert for a lacrosse 
match given at Caledonia park for the 
benefit of the P. O. Home.

A Wail Comes From Those Who Bought 
Supplies in Seattle.

Seattle is winning unenviable noto­
riety. It ia reported by people who have 
gone there to purchase supplies that 
merchants are resorting to the most un­
scrupulous methods to defraud strangers. 
And the merchants who gain the advan­
tage of the customer do not hesitate to 

-brag about it. The motto seems to be, 
get all you can, no matter what the 
means.

As a result of tbe avariciousnesa of 
these dishonest mercantile sharks, people 
are being defrauded in the most flagrant 

All the merchants in Seattle 
are by no means dishonest, hot there are 
so many who take advantage of the 
people who do their trading there that 
it is becoming imposiible to sift the good 
from the bad. People are being charged 
exorbitant prices for inferior goods, and 
short-weight is being given. Some of 
the goods sold to the miners have been 
found to be utterly worthless when they 
were opened at the point of destination.

Some of the shops which have sprang 
up there are mushroom stores, which 
have a temporary location until after the 
rush is over, ana thé angry miner when 
he returns to settle accounts with the 
man who has cheated him .will find him 
gone. The miner who goes in to buy a 
stock of supplies is not apt to see what 
the merchant has sold to him until he 
gets across Okileoot, and then it is too 
late.

Some of the goods which have been 
sold to the unsuspecting miners have 
been found utterly worthless for the trip. 
It is this policy which is bringing the 
Seattle merchants into unfavorable re­
pute, and several letters have been re­
ceived in this city calling attention to 
the swindling methods which are being 
practiced, and some of these letters are 
finding their way East, and the result 
cannot be gratifying.

Portland people are wasting no sym­
pathy on those who have allowed them 
selves to become the dupes of these mer­
chants, but the lesson which is being 
learned over in Seattle will have its ef­
fect sooner or later.—Portland, Or., Tri­
bune.

VOLKERT VEDDER DEAD.

Tidings of the sudden death of Volkert 
Vedder at the residence of his son, A. S. 
Vedder, M.P.P., were received on Mon­
day evening and spread rapidly through 
the community, 
o’clock, on going to call him to sapper,
he was found sitting in his chair, as if 
asleep, but no response was made to the 
call. His easy posture and peaceful face 
clearly indicated death without a 
straggle. Mr. A. S. Veddar was absent 
at Matsqui inspecting work on the dyke, 
but was at once communicated with.

Mr. Vedder was bom in Schnectady, 
N.Y., on November 3, 1308, and was 
therefore in bis .ninetieth year. About 
1848 he made hie home in Chicago, but 
came to California in 1850, and return­
ing to his old home the next year 
brought hia three sons back with him 
to the Coast. Of the little family 
party only one, Mr. A. S. Vedder, 

survives. In 1859 he came to 
B.C., settling at Sumas the following 
year, and he has lived ever since in the 
valley, coming to live with hia son at 
Sardis in 1882, having lost his wife in the 
early fifties. Few men were better 
known or more universally respected 
than Mr. Vedder. For nearly sixty 
years he was a member of the Methodist 
chnrch, and for over thirty has been 
known as one of the old guard of that 
denomination in the valley. As extreme 
old age crept upon him he retained to a 
wonderful degree his cheerfulness and 
brightness of spirit. He has for years 
been the life and inspiration of every 
religions gathering which he haa at­
tended.

“ We are saving at least 15 to 20 per 
cent., outside of the duty of 30 per cent., 
by purchasing our outfits here, and we 
have nothing but words oi praise for the 
thoroughly businesslike way ,in which 
your merchants attended to our wants 
here,”

beginning of the week by the head of a 
party of nugget seekers composed of W. 
H. Bailey, A. McConnell and Geo. Me* 
Vey, of Sen Francisco, and Ben. Hill, of 
Philadelphia.

We were in that town and carefully 
looked into prices, but are convinced 
that we save over $100 on each of our 
outfits purchased here.”

Mr. T. M. Qualls, one of a large party 
from Los Angeles, added the above 
evidence as to Victoria’s advantages, to 
the mass which is daily accumulating. 
His party left several thousand dollars 
here, having purchased two years’ sup­
plies.

The Maitland-Kersey Transportation 
•Company through their energetic man­
ager, Frank M. Yorke, are rapidly ad­
vancing their preparations to participate 
in the Northern trade. There arrived 
in Cad boro bay for the company yester­
day the 90-foot steam launch Monte 
Cristo of Mt. Vernon, Wash., which the 
campany recently purchased. This 
steamer is to run between Wrange! and 
the mouth of the Stikine, and when navi­
gation opens on the river will work up 
stream. From Wrangel to the Stikine 
there is intericate navigation at certain 
stages of the tide, but over this the 
Monte Cristo can run with upwardsof 10U 
passengers with comparative safety, as 
may be judged from the following di­
mensions, Keel, 90 feet; beam,22 feet; 
draft, 13 inches. Plans for a very fast 
twin-screw launch were yesterday 
ceived by Mr. Yorke. This vessel will 
be 70 feet long and will be used princip­
ally for the accommodation of the mem­
bers of the company in addition to doing 
some towing on the upper Stikine. If 
not used for this she will be built on Tes- 
lin Lake, the company having not yet 
full decided which of the two plans they 
will pursue. The keels for the new 
steamers building on the Star ways have 
already been laid and work is progress­
ing very favorably. Mr. Maitland- 
Kersey, one of tbe promoters of the com­
pany, is expected to arrive from the East 
to-morrow and will here open offices and 
make other arrangements for the com­
ing season’s business.

The scene at Turner, Bee ton & Co.’s 
docks which was enacted just prior to 
the departure of the Islander was re­
peated yesterday when the steamer 
Danube, which is to leave for the North 
this evening, attempted to stowaway in 
her capacious holds several hundred 
tons more freight than she could carry 
All day long enthusiastic nugget seekers 
from all points in the States and Can­
ada, anxiously hung around the dock 
until their freight and baggage 
was safely aboard. In the motley 
crowd were men just arrived from 
the quartz mines of Arizona and Col­
orado, bearded, rugged faced miners 
from all parts of California. Several 
brown visaged soft handed gentlemen 
from Virginia and South Carolina, and 
scores of tenderfeetfrom New York state 
and Eastern Canada. The assortment of 
colors displayed in the costumes worn by 
the northern bound pilgrims brightened 
np the dingy old freight sheds, and fairly 
dazzled the dock habitues. There were 
red mackinaws, black, bine, brown and 
bright yellow mackinaws, sweaters of 
almost every imaginable color, and a 
variety of head gear, startling to the vis­
ion both as regards color and shape.

When the Danube steams out of the 
harbor about 8 o’clock this morning she 
will carry close upon 200 passengers and 
950 tons of freight. She leaves behind 
several tons of freight which 
taken northward almost immediately by 
steamer Tees. Every available nook 
and corner of the Danube has been called 
into service and nearly all the freight 
taken on boord yesterday was purchased 
from Victoria. The majority of the pas­
sengers are Americans who visited this 
city for the purpose of outfitting and ob­
taining mining licenses and have been 
here for the most part all week. The 
rente via the Stikine seems to be the 
favorite with many of these, no doubt on 
account of the government’s decision to 
build the railroad from Glenor to Teelin 
Lake, for many expect to wait at Wran- 
gel in order to follow the railway con­
tractors’ party over the snow.

ANOTHER SICK MAN! News is received every day of some 
new steamer being built or some vessel 
being purchased to be added to the fleet 
of northern steamers. It was learned 
yesterday that the well-known ship­
builder, Mr. W. J. Stephens, who al­
ready has the contract for building some 
three or four steamers, has purchased, 
in the interests of Victoria parties, the 
steamer Elwood, from the Lewes River 
Transportation Co. of Portland. Mr. 
Stephens is still in Portland and, it is 
said, is arranging for the buying of a 
second vessel. The Elwood is regarded 
as one of the finest small sized stern- 
wheelers on the Columbia river. Capt. 
William Grant, of sealing fame, is also 
entering the steamboat business, and is 
building at Leigh’s sawmill, in the up­
per harbor, a freighting steamer some­
thing on the Oscar’s lines, to be 100 feet 
long with a beam of 24 feet and 
depth of 9 feet. The steamer will be 
capable of carrying 200 tons and of run­
ning 10 knots an hour.

To the Editor Reports continually 
pouring in show that the world will soon 
have another sick man on their hands, 
as evidenced by the present condition of 
China. The sad collapse of so important 
a nation as China naturally brings with 
it many difficulties to deal with and the 
necessity of prompt action to meet the 
emergencies arising therefrom.

Now at the time when Spain’s trouble 
caused her to be regarded, as the sick 
man, it excited on that occasion no de­
sire on the part of other nations to take 
advantage of those troubles.

But China is too rich a treasure to be 
allowed to pass unmolested, for it has 
served to bring Russia, Great Britain 
and Germany prominently under no­
tice to consider how they coulçl best turn 
to account the calamity that has befallen 
China, France and Japan in the mean­
time occupying the inferior position of 
lookers-on—France to receive such con­
sideration as her Russian ally might be 
disposed to award her; Japan to be sat­
isfied with retaining possession of For­
mosa and the expectation of receiving 
fifteen million pounds sterling, when 
Great Britain, Russia or other powers 
had completed negotiations for the loan.

Verily Japan, who has been the cause 
of all this trouble, in the meantime oc­
cupies the most precarious position of 
being benefitted by her defeat of China, 
inasmuch as she has not as yet received 
the fifteen millions, amount of indem­
nity.

The information with regard to this 
loan is so conflicting that little reliance 
can be placed upon its correctness—one 
day reported to have been negotiated 
through Great Britain, followed by the 
contradictory information of its being 
accomplished through Germany in con­
nection with Russia. Now unquestion­
ably the settlement of this loan and the 
advantages secured to those advancing 
the money is a very serious subject for 
consideration.

Seems that the United States govern­
ment is so very particular about Can­
adian vessels being obliged to carry cus­
toms escorts or put up bonds whenever 
they pass through the territorial waters 
of the United States, how would it do 
for Canada to reciprocate and require 
that every United States vessel passing 
through the territorial waters of Canada 
should first report at the nearest cus­
toms house and take an escort onboard? 
All the north-bound steamers are in the 
territorial waters of Canada from the 
time they enter the Gulf of Georgia un­
til they reach Prince of Wales Island. 
Why not oblige them to enter at Vic­
toria or Vancouver and take on an es­
cort? ________

The Seattle Times pronounces the 
Post-Intelligencer’s demand for n pro­
hibitive license against the agents of 
Victoria merchants and transportation 
lines “ peanut busines,” and says that if 
Seattle with her splendid advantages 
cannot hold her own in a fair field she 
deserves to be beaten. This has a manly 
ring about it; but the Post-Intelligencer 
has done incalculable harm to Seattle 
already. It has made the city the 
laughing-stock of the country.

If anyone ever told anybody that 
when a man obtained a license at Daw* 
son City he had to return to Victoria to 
register his claim, as the Seattle Times 
intimates someone did, be told what was 
not true. But everyone who goes to 
Yukon will not want to go to Dawson 
City, and the great majority will not go 
near that place. And if a man were at 
Dawson City he could not get a license, 
for there are none there, and there will 
be none there for several months yet.

ad Ians take take np the battle of 
the American rivals of Canada, and 
plead for a policy that will lead to the 
construction of railways to take trade 
away from us. It is bad enough to per­
mit Americana to come into the country 
and carry away all the gold they can 
find, without adding to this the policy of 
allowing them to capture all the 
trade.

The case is one in which it was neces­
sary for the government to come to the 
assistance of the business men by adopt­
ing a policy that will secure the early 
construction of the railway. The Cocst 
cities of Canada were handicapped in 
the struggle by the fact that all the 
transcontinental railway lines in the 
United States, all the newspapers, and 
many commercial organizations, were 
fighting them. Capital in large amounts 
and prejudice in immeasurable quantity 
were massed against them. They realized 
that there was only one way in which to 
keep what is theirs by right, and that was 
to secure the construction of a line of 
railway from the titikine to Lake Teelin, 
which line can be reached in summer by 
steamers carrying the flag of Canada, and 
can later be extended to an open port in 
British Columbia, thereby securing for 
all time to come Canadian supremacy in 
Canadian territory. If there ever was a 
case for prompt action it was this one. 
If there ever was an emergency, one ex­
isted in this matter. The government 
has dealt with it promptly, and its 
promptness has evoked expression of 
congratulation on all sides. The British 
Columbia cities see, not only daylight 
ahead, but the rising of the full orb of 
prosperity. But while the first and most 
direct benefits will be felt in this prov­
ince, the secondary and greatest advant­
age will be to the east of the Dominion, 
for the manufacturing establishments of 
the East and the farm lands of the 
prairie region will be called upon to sup­
ply most of the products that will be 
needed in the Golden North.

THE SPEECH.

There is nothing new in the Speech 
from the Throne, delivered yesterday at 
the opening of parliament ; but this is 
not novel, for the speech has long since 
ceased to mean anything. It is more a 
survival of an old custom than anything 
else. Yet it may be remarked that the 
promise of legislation is exceedingly 
small.

The first paragraph speaks of the high 
credit of Canada in the money market.
This is a subject of congratulation ; but 
it will take a great deal of genius for the 
ministry to establish that anything they 
have done has contributed to the appre­
ciation of this credit. The most they 
can claim is that they have done noth­
ing to injure it. Canada is advancing in 
the opinion of investors, not because of 
any particular line of policy, but be­
cause the whole world is beginning to 
appreciate the vast wealth which the 
country contains.

The second paragraph appears to have 
been “ writ sarkastic.” That thejfeov- 
erament should have invited the con­
gratulations of the house upon the warm 
reception to Canada’s representatives 
resulting from the reduction of duties on 
imports from the United Kingdom, 
seems very strange in view of the fact 
that this exception extends almost to 
the whole civilized world. The govern­
ment may claim that they only meant 
Great Britain to profit by it, and if the 
benefit has extended more widely, it 
was through no fault of theirs. This may 
be very true ; but if we credit them with 
patriotism it must be at the expense of 
their judgment.
’ The third sentence refers to the action 
of the Imperial government in denounc­
ing the German and Belgic treaties. So 
far as this was due to the action of Sir 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his colleagues, 
we are not disposed to withold any 
credit. It is a good thing, and if it came 
about by accident perhaps the govern­
ment can justly plead that it is tl*e jm- 

icted that always happens.

“ The government of Japan is watch­
ing the situation in the Far East, and is 
prepared to safeguard Japanese inter­
ests by whatever means may be required 
by events.

“I am investigating existing condi­
tions in onr internal affairs. I retired 
from power only sixteen months ago, 
but there have been so many changes 
under the late government that I feel I 
need to study the situation carefully be­
fore announcing my policy and plans. 
The diet to be elected March 15 will 
probably convene about the middle of 
May. By that time I shall be ready to 
lay my programme before parliament.”

“ Do yon approve of the proposal to 
increase the Japanese navy four hundred 
thousand tons, now advocated by several 
Japanese newspapers?”

“ Every nation,” the Marquis replied, 
“ would like to be as strong as possible. 
Such an increase wonld require several 
years and a good deal of money. We 
should not hesitate, however, to make 
the necessary sacrifice if circumstances 
demanded it.

A DILATORY REPUBLIC.

Colombia Taking a Long Time to Pay Up 
an Arbitrator’s Award.

Bomb, Feb. 6.—In the chamber of 
deputies to-day Count Bonin, under sec­
retary of state for foreign affairs, an­
nounced, in reply to questions as to the 
government’s inteutions regarding the 
delay of the Republic of Colombia in 
carrying out the award of President 
Cleveland in the Cernnti affair, that 
courtesy impelled the Italian govern­
ment to give Colombia time for consid­
eration ; but he added that the govern­
ment had informed Colombia that it was 
her duty to make the award respected. 
President Cleveland, who in hie first 
term was appointed arbitrator in the 
claim made by the Italian government 
against Colombia, rendered a decision 
against Colombia and in favor of 
Signor Cernnti, the Italian claimant, 
under which Colombia must pay Italy 
$300,000.

The decision was severely criticized by 
the Colombia newspapers. The claim 
had its origin during the revolution of 

■ 1886 at Cali, Republic of Colombia. Oer- 
nuti, who possessed large commercial 
interests, was suspected of assisting tbe 
revolutionists against the recognized 
government of Colombia and his estates 
were destroyed, his stores looted and his 
books burned.

IMPERIAL FEDERATION.

Mr. J. Lowles, M.P., of London, who 
has been spending a week in Victoria 
and went East this morning, is a very 
ardent, ad vocale of Imperial federation. 
He has the advantage of having visited 
all parts of the British Empire and of 
being very closely in touch with the sen­
timent of the artizan class in Great Brit­
ain. He frequently addresses audiences 
numbering many thousands in London 
and other great centres of population in 
England, being a graceful and forceful 
speaker. Theee qualifications entitle 
him to speak with a large measure of 
authority, and when he states that the 
movement for a closer connection be­
tween the several sections of the Empire 
is gaining such strength that he expects 
within the next two or three years to see 
a radical change in the relation of the 
Colonies and the Mother Country, even 
if it is necessary to make some change in 
the fiscal arrangements of the latter, his 
opinion will be received with a great 
deal of interest.

Undoubtedly the Imperial sentiment 
is growing in the Empire, although, of 
course, we do not mean anything resem­
bling what is known as Imperialism in 
Continental Europe. The movement 
has no direct connection with personal 
attachment to the Empress-Queen, al­
though undoubtedly her influence and the 
high personal regard felt for her by the 
citizens of the Empire everywhere fur­
nish a stimulas to it. Indeed it is not 
easy to measure the full effect of Her 
Majesty’s prestige and popularity in 
this regard. Britons are supposed to be 
nothing if not severely practical, and the 
last thing they will plead guilty to is 
that they are at all influenced by senti­
ment; but when we get down to the 
bottom of the matter there are probably 
no people in the world who are more 
swayed than they by intangible con­
siderations. It is true that there is 
always a practical side to their sentimen­
tality, but the whole policy of the Em­
pire is shaped and controlled by tradi­
tions of the glory of the race, by its love 
of freedom, by its determination to have 
fair play, and last, bnt by no means 
east, by the fact the Crown, ae worn by 
Her Majeety, is the symbol of the broad­
est democracy the world has ever seen. 
This being the case, we cannot say how 
large a part the personal affection of the 
British people for their Sovereign may 
not have played in bringing about the 
strong feeling for Imperial consolidation 
now apparent in every land over which 
the Union Jack waves.

There are unquestionably many 
reasons why the component parts of the 
Empire should become more closely as­
sociated. The Empire is a world within 
itself. There is no climate unrepresented 
in its vast domain. There is scarcely a 
family of mankind that does not contri­
bute something to the hundreds of mil­
lions going to make np its population. 
All the great religions stand on an equal 
basis beneath the folds of its flag. And 

and through it all, permeating itover
like a subtile current, giving it life and
