OTHER IMPORTANT QUESTIONS.

To the People of British Columbla:

In view of the persistent criticism in
{he press and at public meetings, and the
determined effort that has been made to
Jefeat the government for reasons that
caunot be justified on grounds of public
policy, 1 have decided to lay my views
frankly and fully before the public. The
following statement is am explanation
of my position and of the policy of the
administration, and during the campaign
to follow there will be an opportunity
on the platform to go maore fully into
details:

It is well known that the present
political situation has arisen almost en-
tirely out of the railway megotiations
of last session, Whatever else may be
said about me, nobody will accuse me
of seeking the position of Premier. When
called upon I accepted simply on the
grounds that I hoped to be able to bring
about a more settley and satisfactory
state of affairs, and I had "assurances
from men representing all shades of
opinion that they would support me in
that effort. Since the presemt trouble
began 1 would willingly have resigned
had I seen any likelihood of a union
of parties in the House under someone
else able to form a stablé government.
My own business is sufficient to occupy
all my time and there can be no pe.r-
sonal advantage to me in remaining In
office.

I am accused of joining forces with
Mr. Martin and being dictated in my
policy 'by that gentleman, who, it is
contended, having, as shown iby_the
last gemeral election, lost the con.'ﬁd-en.:ce
of the country, is not qualified to advise
or assist the government.

Netwithstanding all
that has been said about an ‘enholy al-
liance’ for the purpose of defeating the
V., V. & B., Mr. Martin neither framed
nor had he anything to do with framing
the government railway policy and never
saw the railway bill of last session
until on the day it was laid before the

House.
THE RAILWAY QUESTION,
That measure, I may add, was fram-
ed in accordance with what the the gov-
ernment thought was the expressed and
weil understood wishes of the people in
regard to the measure of control the
government should exercise over rail-
ways assisted by the province, and what
they believed to be sound public policy.
The conditions were such’ as I' was
willing, as a private individual in_pro-
moting the extension of the E. & N.
railway north, to accept; and ‘were con-
ditional upon the co-operation we felt
we were entitled to on the part of the
Dominion government. If no railways
bave been undertaken under the legisla-
tion of last session it was lbecause we
have not yet received that co-operation.
Our policy was strictly in line with the
representations we made to Ottawa by
letter, and by personal interview before
the V., V. & B. company ever came
forward with their proposition at all
It was stated to the Bxecutive, and it
will not now be denled that, with the
exception of 30 miles at each end, the
building of the main line of the V., V.
& B. over the Hope Mountain depended
upon receiving the Dominion subsidy
in addition. -
nIn considering the cost of railway
construetion in thir province, and the un-
.developed state of the country, T per-
sonally would not, and Do other -person
or company would, think of building
lines of railway such -as were contem-
plated into new districts without further
aid than the province can afford to give.
We ecan grant lands, it is true, but
everybody _knows the hue and ecry,
whether right or wrung, that has been
raised against such a “poliey. Without
the minerals and timber as well, which,
of wcourse, -would be out of the gues-
tion, no company: would want land, un-
less that land inclnded the hbest and
most arable tracts required for pur-
poses of settlement. The goverpment is
prepared to consider any such proposi-
tions provided always that the public
interests are properly safeguarded, and
that they.are in accordance with our
general policy.
DUTY OF THE DOMINION,
The position this government ‘‘has

derived from  British Columbia the Do-
minion should, and is in duty bound to
assist in railway building in this prov-
ince in at least the ratio of two.to one;
and that when the province gives aid to
railway companies there should be a
measure of control and a fair return
in moneys for’the aid and p}'lvxleges
granted. It is said the gonditions the
government imposed were too severe;
but it must be remembered that sfiib-
stantial aid was expected from Ottawa;
and in our representations we offered to
modify our-policy in any reasonable way
conformable with the views of the gov-
ernment there in order to secure its co-
operation. The public must umderstand
that with ouf limited financial resources,
and with so much of our revenues
alienated to the Dominion, this or any
other govermment would bankrupt the
province if it aided all the railways pro-
posed and got mothing from them in re-
turn.

Tmpressed with the great weight of cir-
camestances against -us under such an
arrangement as at present exists, we
have .remewed the  correspondence
with the Dominion on the subject,
pointing -out clearly that owing to the
peculiar physical conditions of the prov-
ince—the greatly increased cost of ad-
ministration as compared with other
provinces (three times  greater)—under
the Terms of Union it is difficult if not
impossible to maintain an .equilibrivm
between revenue and expenditure. We
have asked for a convention between
the two governments to review the whele
facts of the case and by a fair, open
and impartial .investigation arrive at a

readjustment.

Ig is said the government has no
policy. I am willing that the people
should say whebher such a poliey, so
far as the development of the country
is concerned, will not compare with the
policy of ‘any other public man who has
stated his views. I am willing that the
whole pelicy of the government, as I
shall outline it, should be placed side by
side for comparison. The financial situa-
tion from the point of view as berween
the province and the Dominion must
be faced now or at some futuré time.
I.asgk, in all fairness, if these are facts,
who is entitled to the credit for homest-~
ly striving, by making representations

the govermment at Ottawa, to-im-
prove the finances and to secure the
development of the country? If any
other government were in power tomor-
row it would find it could not make
bricks without strtaw any more than we
can. 8o long as I am Premier, I shall
not depart in the smallest degree from
the position we have taken in demand-
ing of the Dominion government that
we shall at least have our cause investi-
gated ‘and our claims, if well founded,
recognized.
A RETROSPECT.

promoted it: "The cry was for eompeti-
tion in railways and against the C. P.
Owing to the attitude of a number
of the supporters of the government on
this question, a crisis 'was created. A
great deal that was mysterious was geo-
ing on on all ‘sides and rumors were
thick about the ‘downfall. of the govern~
ment. No other government in British
Columbia possibly ever had so much
pressure brought to bear on it at any one
time as was brought to bear on the gov-
errment last year to accede to terms,
which practicaily meant the exclusion of
all competition so for ‘as the building
of the Coast-Kootenay line was concern-
ed. We were practically held up and
with a gun to our heads asked to surren-
der or submit to defeat. Because we
refnsed to be held up in that fashion, the
government has been denounced as tools
of the C. P. R. So far from our being
tied down to that corporation or con-
trolled by its inflnence, I will just say
that the V. V. & E. would have got the
subsidy had the company accepted the
conditions 1aid down in the Act, and they
know it. Moreover, if they had been
willing to bunild the whole line over the
iHope monntain the goverument would
have willingly met them and assisted
them. °That company would mnot =so
agree, They wanted to be allowed to
build the 30 miles at each end uader
the terms of the Act and earn the sub-
sidy for the 60 miles. In that c3se they
were willing to wait forever, if neces-
saxy, to get the Dominion subsi«:ly. Is
there a man in British Columbia who
has the hardihood to say the government
should have entered into such an agree-
ment? Tt was at thatstime I learned of
a movement among certain members of
the House, including some of my. sup-
porters, to defeat the government. This
may be denied. as it has been, but I had
very good evidence of it, which even is
not wanting in the Journals of the
{ House; and had the opposition then join-
ed hands with the defected elethent and
the Independents, the gnverument would
andoubtedly have been defeated. It was
at this critical time that the members
of ‘the opposition, who declared them-
se]ves in accord with the railway policy
of the government, volunteered their
support, and I was very glad to get it.
As a consequence the plans to defeat us
did not mature. I may have been mis-
taken in the course I pursued, and even
as to the events which inflnenced me—
and I take upon myself the entire re-
sponsibility—but I felt that I was en-
titled. in filling one of the vacant port-
folios, to recogmize the support of the
opposition at a critieal time. by select-
ing Mr. Brown. As I have said, T may
have made a mistake, but whether rignt
or wrong. I acted, not as a politician,
perhaps, but at least in a way that ap-
™Men who
complain about Mr. Martin coming over
to the government must not forget the
men who were ‘willing to go over to the
opposition and make a new deal. T was
very sorry, indeed, to see Mr. McBride,
who -had bcen a life-long political op-
ponent of Mr. Brown, leave the cabinet.

(It may be assumred“that if 1 had not in-
vited Mr. Brown to join the govermment
it could have counted on' a large ma-
jority in the next meetingz of the legis-
lature, and, therefore, if our programmée
is now such as to warrant support on .its
merits, anything that might -be regarded
as, a tactical mistake of my own in te-
gard to the personnel of the ecabinet,
eould not be a suflicient cause for bring-
ing on a new election and plunging'the
country iuto political chaos again, and
that, too, before a redistribution bilk
could be passed, leaying.the country in-
equitable. represente for four years
more, :
REASONS FOR DELAY.

TIn the first place, the government had
undertaken a most important matter,
the suryvey - of the Coast-Kootenay line
over Hope mountain, and we wanted a
report as to the feasibility amd cost of
that line. Hon. W._C. Wells, chief
commissioner, as soon_as he received a
prelimigary report from Mr. Dewdney,
went "KEast to taKe up the subject.of
communication into that country with
the several railway companies and the
Dominion government: also the subject
of thes Canadian Northern, which will
soon reach the Rocky mountains, and
concerning which we are carrying on
negotiations at the present time. Upon
his return Mr. Prentice had gone East,
and the Christmas holidavs intervening,
the' matters for consideration could mot
be fully deci‘ded upon. ‘We have since
been discussing and formulating plans
on several most important subjects pre-
liminary to the elections being held, aid
the -meeting of the House, and we are
now prepared to submit them to the
country,

THE 'GOVERNMENT'S RAILWAY
¥ POLICY.

The letter addressed to Wir Wilfrid
Laurier, copies of which have been sent
to the several senators and representa-
tives .of the Dominion House of Com-
mons frog.n the province, asking for their
co-operation in urging our claims on the
government at Ottawa, clearly outlines
our position in regard to railway matters
and reviews the whole negotiations of
last year.

As an earnest of our desire, now that
we have a definite knowledge of the
proposed route wvia Hope mountain, to
afford direct communication to  the
Southern Interior, and in order that.
competition may be maintained withont |
discrimination to railway interests, thes
government has made. a proposal to join
hands 'with the-Dominion government to
build the line over the Hope mountain
into the Similkameen, as a joint gov-
ernment undertaking, and give all rail-
ways full. and egual running powers
over it supen certain iterms, the same as
8. proposed in the case of : the New
‘Westminster bridge.. ' This . would; of
course, -depend upon making suitable ar-

the general principal 6f government own-
ership, so far as the province'is concern-
ed, or as applicable to other roads under
consideration; but. simiply as ‘® proposal
that might wisely be ddopted in a spe-
cial cage and’ under peculiar conditiona.
The province alone could not, nor do T
believe it is the business of the province

its own behalf, but so far as this particu-
lar line is concerned, ‘where some one
company must be subsidized to the excla-
gion of all other lines, by the Domipion
and the Provinee .uniting on a cértain
division of cost, it would afford the com-
petition desired and provide for all time
to come against the trade of the country
being monopolized by any railway cor-
poration.

IMMIGRATION,

‘Amother matter of the greatest possi-
ble importance to the province is the set-
tlement of the unoccupied lands of Brit-
ish Columbia. ‘This more than anything
else- has ocenpied the attention.ef the
executive. 'While there are large areas
in the Interior, not yet reached by rail-
ways, suitable for settlement, there are
at the same time considerable tracts of
both crown and private lands in the dis-
tricts adjacent to existing lines of com-
munication, which are vacant and un-
productive. 1 believe we shounld first
fill up the districts near our towns and
cities before going far back. The dif-
ficulty we find is not in getting gettlers,
because inquiries sre numerous, but in
locating them. The government has de-
vised a scheme for placing tracts of
land from 1,000 acres in extent upwards
on the market for settlers, on the easiest
possible terms. I cannot very well out-
line the plan before the meeting of the
legislature takes place, but a bill will
be submitted very early in the session,
and it will be found practicable and cal-
culated to effect the settlement on small
holdings of thousands of farmers in the
most accessible districts. This we re-
gard as the most business-like iramigra-
tion policy that can be adopted, and in
‘conjunction with the Agent-General's
office, London. wlil result i ‘great good.
No amount of advertising will avail if
we have no definite location for settlers
when they arrive. The government has
already made arracgements upder the
present Land Act for the settlement of
wo colonies on the Coast, and is making
arrangements for a third. »

REDISTRIBUTION,

The government recognizes also the
importance of redistribution; but rerog-
nizes as of still greater importance that
when -a ‘measure is intfroduced it should
be as fair and comprehensive as possible.
T contend that in a province like-this, it
is impossible for ithe legislature to deal
with all the details of a bill- without
having more information than s .afford-
ed by the bare census returns;:¥/Natural
boundaries, resources and special condi-
tions of each district should be’ censid-
ered, and having this in view, the gov-
ernment is prepared at the coming ses-
sion to deal with the matter in a ‘way
that will make. it .satisfactory, to all
parts of the province. In the ‘way pro-
posed, all sections will be consnited and
all ‘interests considered; so that when a
measure is submitted 'the House will he
in a position to judge intelligently and
act accordingly.

TAXATION QF MINES!

The memorial of “the \ininé - owners

GLENMARK IN DISTRESS.

Victoria-bound Bark in Danger South
* of Cape Kiattery. 5

The British bark Glenmark, bound to
Victoria from West Chanarel, is in_dis-
tress a short distance south of Cape
Flattery. The ‘Glenmark, which sailed
from Chanarel on November 25, is ig_n
gimilar position as was the German ship
Flottbek,. which so narrowly escaped go-
ing ashore on Flattery rocks in Janul
ary of last year. The bark Mnry A.
Troop, from Mollendo for Hastings,
sighted the Glenmark lying about 22
miles southwest-of 'Cape Flattery, with
both anchors-and chains gone and wait-
ing for assistance. Tugs have been de-
spatched to her rescue.

CASTAWAYS SUYFER.

Existed, Miserably on Staten Island for
Forty Days.

The Northeastern Daily Gazette,
Middlesbrongh-on-Tees, England, De-
cember 18, 1901, contains the following:
A terrible story is told of the fate of
31 seamen, the greater portion of the,
crew of the Gleucaird, which left
South Shields on May 18 with a general
cargo, bound for San Francisco. Of
her crew of 34, only three sarvived, and
they' reached Southampton yesterday on
the Royal Mail Service boat Magdalena.
The Giencaird ran ashore oun the south-
east end of Staten island. The vessel
became untenable by reason. of the dam-
age sustained when she struck and the
violence of the seas, and the crew es-
sayed the only chaunce open to them, the
desperate expedient of gaining the roecks
against which the vessel was battered,
Only-three rcached the rocks alive, and
they gained the shore more dead than
alive.. All ‘they had were' the clothes
they wore, their knives and half a box
of matches. They dragged out a miser-
able existence on the rocks for 40 days,
with nothing to eat except seaweed and
the few mussels they ecould obtain, which
fare they-eked out, drivew by sheer ne-
cessity, with portions of moss that were
‘washed up from the wreck. At the end
of 40 days they were rescued by a boat
from a military prison, and learnt they
were on Staten: island, and some ten
miles from the military prison. For 38
days they remained at the prison, and
they were then sent to Buenos ‘Ayres on
the - Argentine transport Chaco. From
there they were sent to Southampton by
the Magdalena by H. M. Consul.

New Scheme to Be Extended to
Eech One of ithe

Aim Is 4o Fit the Children
For Life on the
Farm,

Toronto, Jan. 10.—Prof. Robertson to-
day forwarded to the government details
of Sir William Macdonald’s scheme for
improving edweation in rural districts.
The communication contained the inter-
esting information that the experiment
is mot to be restricted to Ontario alone,
but will be tried at one place ip each
of the provinces.

The intention is to consolidate five or
six rural schools at a convenient point
changing them into one graded school
with a school garden and normal train-
ing room as part of the equipment.

Bir William will defray ‘the expense.
The idea in brief is to introduce techni-
cal education for farm life into rural
schools. Among the subjects will be:
Dairying, poultry keeping, ‘bee-keeping,
fruit growing, general gardening and for
girls, the preparation and serving of
foods, dressmaking, simple forms of
household art, and decorations, and care
and cleansing of rooms.

SIGNOR MARCONL. -

Montreal, Jan. 10.—Signor Marconi,
who left for New York tonight en route
to ‘England, made the interesting an-
nouncement at a Inucheon tendered him
by the Canadian society of Electrieal
Bngineers today that at the annual eon-
vention of the society to be held at
Quebec in June next, he would make a
report of the work done and his future
plans.

It was announced that Frederic Nich-
olls, manager of ‘the Canadian General
Hlectrical Co., had offered $500 to the
association for the purpose of stimulat-
ing study and research.

Canal Bill

/

Passes U. 8. House of Repre
sentatives by Almost Un-
animous Vote.

It Authorizes Construction and
Makes Necessary Provisions
For Defence.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 9.—The Hep-
burn Nicaraguan canal bill passed the
house late this afternoon by practically
an unanimous vote. ©Only two -mem-
bers out of 310 voted against it.

Messrs. Flencher (Minnesota) and Las-«
siter (Virginia) were the two voting in
the negative. The  opposition-to com-
mitting the Nicaraguan route attempted
to secure amendments to lodge with the
President the discretionary power to
purchase and complete the Panama eanal
if it could be purchased for $40,000,000.
The test came on the fir€t vote when the
advocates of an alternative route polled
102 against 170 votes.

Theo debate, which preceded the tak-
ing of the final vote, was made memor-
able by a clash between Mr.'! Hepburn
the author of the bill, and Mr. Cannon,
chairman of the ‘Appropriations com-
mittee. On several previous occasions
they have measured swords over canal
legislation. Two years ago a similar
bill was passed by a vote of 224 to 36.

The bill, as passed today, authorized
the President to secure from the votes
of Costa Rica and Nicaragua. on behalf
of the U. 8., control of such a portion of
the territory belonging to said states, as
may be desirable and necessary, on
which to excavate, construct -and pro-
tect a canal suitable to the wants of
modern navigation and commerce and
such as may be necessary to secure the
centre of said territory. X

Section 2 authorizes construetion from
the ©@arribean sea to a point near Gray-
town, in Nicaragua by way of ‘que
Nicaragua to a point on the Pacific
ocean near Brite and also to construct
proper supports at the terminus of said
canal and to make necessary wrovision
for the defence of the canal and harbors.

Sections 3 and 4 authorize the Presi-
dent to make such surveys as may be
necessary and to employ such persons
in constructing the canal as may to him
seem ‘wise and directs that n the con-
struction of the canal the river San Jose
,and Lake Nicaragua shall be used as
" far as they are available.

Section 5 authorizes the President to
guamantee to the governments of Costa
Rica and Nicaragua the use of the canal
and harbors upon terms to be agreed
upon for all vessels owned by said states
and by citizens thereof.

The last section makes a present ap-
propriation of $10,000,000 to carry on
this ‘work, and authorizes the Secretary
of War to enter into proper contracts for
material and work as may be deemed
necessary therefor, sach work and ma-
terial to be paid for as appropriations as
may be made from time to time. The
section fixes the aggregate cost at $180,-
000,000 to be drawn from the treasury
on warrants of the President.

The object of these preparatious is that
Niearazua, Honduras and Salvador in-
tend to attack Guatamzala and Costa
Rica and compel them to join the Propos-
ed Central American union.

THE MANITOBA
LEGISLATURE

Real Property Act Disaliowed
By Dominion Will Be Re-
enacted,

From Our Own Correspofdent.

Winnipeg, Man., Jan. 9.—The third
session of the 10th legislature of Mani-
toba, was opened this afternoon by Lt.-
Gov. MceMillan, with the usual formali-
ties. There was a large crowd present.
The speech from the Throne has the
following clauses of especial interest:

“Dhe abundant harvest vouchsafed by
Providence has been a source of great
prosperity to the province.

“The (Canadian Northern Railway
Company have completed their line to
Port ‘Arthur and I anticipate that the
farmers and traders of Manitoba will
soom experience the beneficent results
arising from the construction of this
important work.

“I regret to state that the Federal
government, have notwithstanding the
strenupua efforts of my government, as
vet failed to pay over to the province the
acoumulated interest upon school moneys
and interest derived from the sales of
school lands.

The Federal gov-
ernment has, to the surprise and regret
of my advisors, disallowed “Thg Real
Property Act” passed by this assembly.
This act was €0 obviously beneficial that
it has been decided to re-introduce it in
eypectatgou that a measure purely pro-
vineial in its character, and - urgently
called for, will not again be disallowed.
“Your judgment will be asked apon
some other measures of public interest.
Aifter routine business the legislature
adjourned till Monday evening.

cess. After explaining the object  which
had brought them together, he called the
speakers of the evening In alphabetical or-
der, which Brought Ald. Beckwith to the
front amid warm applause. He reviewed
his work in the council during the
past  three terms. He bhad  always
allvoeated the expenditure of money on
improvements, which would prove of per-
every attempt to spend money on fads or
in _works which promised no subséantial
reth¥n. After he had been in the douncil
for a time and had come to an under-
standing of the mode in which appropria-
tions were made to the warde—an equal
division for works and improvements—he
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was struck with the incongruity of voting
the same amount to the North ward which
was greater in-area and population, and he
had insisted upon a readjustment, which he
and his colleagues had secured after a hard
fight. -The result of their exertions was
that the North ward got an addltioqal

and credited the council with having inaug-
uratéd the much needed  reclamation of
James Bay flats, and providing for the pav-
ing of Government street and the building
of the Point BEllice bridge, as well ‘as secar-
ing the building of the High school. The

He believed a stone bridge
would be the better, if it did not cost too
much. (Applause.) Permission to build.a
bridge must be secured from the Dominfon
government; next, a petition should be pre-
sented. to the council asking for a stone
bridge and for the submission of a by-law
to cover the extra cost.

Reverting to the .extension of the sewer
system he again pointed out the necessity
of dealing with it without delay, The mat-
ter of straightening and opening streets in
the Spring Ridge and other outlying dis-
tricts called for attention during the coming
vear. He believed in dealing with the
minor matters as well as the greater under-
takings, and it would be his duty if re-elect-
ed, to attend to the wantg of every portion
of the ward and the city. He was in favor
of a readjustment of the wards as at pres-
ent divisions were not calenlated to secure
equal distribution of public funds.

| Of the City

Reports of the Medical Health
and Sanitary Officers Con-
sidered.

Meeting of the Manicipal Board
of Health He!d Yesterday
Evening.

The monthly meeting of the Mudicipal
Board of Health was held last evening
at the City hall. Mayor Hayward was
in the chair and there were present Ald.
Kinsman, Stewar!, Yates and Hall, Dr.
Robertson, city health officer; City Engi-
neer Topp and Mr. James Wilson, sani-
tary inspector. The reports of the
health and sanitary officers were receiv-
ed and adopted, and their recommenda-
tions -referred to the incoming board.
The reports follow:

MEDICAL HEALTH OFFICER.
Victoria, B. C., December 31, 1901.

of Aldermen of the City of Victoria:

Gentlemen,—I beg to submit my firet
annual report for the year 1901. The
City of Victoria has suffered more dur-
ing this yast year from infectious and
contagious diseases than it has for some
time past. There has been 85 cases of
diphtheria (two deaths) and 51 cases of
scarlet fever (one death) reported. The
peason assigned for this increase in the
number of cases of these two diseases is
the' condition of the surface drains
throughout the city—not having had
thorough flushings at various times. It
is .a noticeable fact that after a good
rain these’ diseases materially decrease
in number. And at this point I would
orge upon your honorable body the
necessity of regular irrigations of these
drains, frem which so mmuch disease
arises,

We have been, so far, very fortunaté
in escaping” an apidemic of smallpox.
Only two cases appeared—a man from
across the line, and an Indian girl on
the reserve, were the vietims. These
cases received immediate attention and
stamped out the disease locally.

‘The Dominion and Provinelai ieaith
‘officers have been.on the constant qui
vive for the disease, and te these effi
cient officers Victoria so far owes its
freedom from this loathsome malady.

Measles and chicken-pox have been
mone or less extant, but as a rule the
cases. are nat seen by medical men, so
that statistics cannot be given.

Typhoid fever has also peen somewhat
prevalent, but only five deaths occurred.

My first official visit to Darcy island
was made the latter part of November,
when we found four lepers, three of
whom wer? in a helpless state. One
young boy ministered to the wants of
the others. Everything was being done
for the unfortunates; their cabins were
wamm; they had warm elothing, and had
plenty to eat, but it seems to me the
Federal government should take charge
of them, and have all the lepers in the
Dominion collected togéther in one place
where they could be looked after by
regular attendants,
The isolation hospitai has been at
times filled with various cases, and more
than once defects in the ‘accommodation
have been noticed. I would respectfully
advocate certain radical improvements
there. The present large brick building,
in which there are now scarlet fever
cases, could be so renovated that both
diphtheria and scarlet fever cases could
be placed under the same roof. A par-
tition wall would divide the building in-
to two compartments, to one of which
there could be added an additional
kitchen. The other, wooden buildings,
could be used exclusively for private
patients.
In regard to the hospita) fees. I con-
sider that the present rates are to some
people exorbitant, and would ‘suggest
that ~ those people who canot afford
$25.00 a week, and who are unwilling
at the same time to be cast upon the
city, be allowed to send their sick into
the General Ward and pay, say, $10.00
or $15.000 per week—which price would
include everything. The city would in
this way be reimbursed.
I am not at all in favor of the isola-
tion  hospital being placed under the
Jubilee hospital management. At pres-
ent, any infectious cases breaking 'out
in the wards of the Jubilee are trans-
ferred to outlying buildings; and should
such a change be made, the isolation
hospital would be the dumping-ground
of undesirable cases from the Jubilee,
and the city would be at a still greater
expense than it is at present.

In order to antici;iate any serious out-
break of smaMpox, I should like to sug-
gest that a new building be erected for
the admission of such cases. located far
away from the other buildings, prefer-
dbly on the adjoining lot.

It is suggested that a personal inter-
view be had with your honorable body,
to go thorgnghly into the whole matter
of the isolation hospital.

As you will ‘see by the medical health
officers report there has been a cousid-
erable amount of sickness in the city
during the year, and in most cases bad
drainage seems to be the cause of same,
On account of all sinks and bath dis-
chanrging into the surface drains, and
these " surface drains become sewers
when bath and ‘sink water discharge
into them and being neither vented or
flushed, there cannot fail to be sickness
where these conditions exist, and I
would recommend that all old box drains
be ripped out in streets where the pub-
lic sewer has been laid, and all owners
of property be compelled to' connect with
said sewer.

‘There have been 81 sewerage conmec-
tions made during the year, and in the
streets where sewers have been con-
structed this year, nearly all the prop-
erty owners have connected with same.
There are still over 200 buildings on
the different lines of sewers which are
not yet connected, !

Sinece being appointed milk inspector,
I have issued over 70 licenses to milk-
men. I collected samples from each of
them and tested same. I found that all
the milk being brought to the city would
stand the required test. If it be neces-
sary I can have a statement made out
showing exactly what test each sample
of milk stood.

At
one time the Goldstream Water Works
could have been bought by the city for
a reasonable  sum and a mistake had
been made in not securing that splendid®
property. He would do everything in
his power to'!secure the same water
rates as the city at larke. He would
vote for expenditure of money where he
considered it most required, and declined
to pledge himself to any particular item
outlay. He would try in every in-
stance to carry out the wishes of the
people.

GOVERNMENT ANNOUNCEMENT.

Elsewhere, . the Colonist publishes an
open letter from Hon. James Dunsmuir
to the people of British Columbia. It
is not often that a Phemier or Minister
of the Crown takes such a course in
order to lay his views or those of his
government before the public. In Great
Britain, important annoyncements are
usually made at some public or semi-
public gathering; and to a certain’ ex-
tent a similar method has come to be
in vogue in Canada.

In this instance, Mr. Dunsmuir, ‘who
believes in making short-cuts, has
chosen the newspaper direct ag a mediom
for explaining his position and stating
the policy of the government. On our
own part, we recommend-the decision
as.a wise one, and we believe it will
be duly appreciated by those whom it is
intended to reach.

The political events of the past year
are sufficient justification for the course
in question. The position of the govern-
ment has been the subject of deliberate
and persistent misrepresentation, ‘and
every effort has been made to create
unjust prejudice in ghe minds of the
electors. The impression has been as-

siduously conveyed on every hand thats

- the government was twithout a policy,
was inactive and existed ‘only to draw
salaries and advance personal interests.
No credit whatsoever has been given for
the work that has been done by any
department, whereas we believe no gov-
ernment of British Columbia has ac-
complished so much in so short a time
and has more fully redeemed its pledges
upon taking office.

Under such circumstances many per-
sons, including even friends of the Ad-
ministration, regarded the continued si-
lence of the government as a sign of
weakness. Those who read the state-
ments of ‘Mr. Dunsmuir as leader of the
government this morning—and we feel
certain every citizen of Victoria and of
the Province will feel it his duty to do
80 80 spon as he has an opportunity—
will be in a position to judge whether
such criticisms are merited. It was, of
course, expected that sodner or later a
statement would be made by the gov-
ernment, but we fancy few expected
that it.would be of so decided, import-
ant, and comprehensive a character as it
is. Mr. Dungmuir has taken the public
fully into his confidence and freely and

~frankly expressed himself. He has out-
lined clearly and vigorously the pelitical
events which have transpired since the
government took office, and has enun-
ciated a platform broad enough and
solid enough for every member of the

Legislature to stand upon.

As might have been anticipated, there
is no ‘special pleading, and no demagogic
appeal to any class of electors.

That the British Columbia Govern-
ment has asked the Government at Ot-
tawa ‘for a convention to discuss faly,
fairly and impartially the whole ques-
tion of “better terms” for the Prov-
ince. Mr. Dunsmuir, in tius connectirn,
points out what has never been ad-
vanced or taken into consideration be-
fore, that the cost of administration to
the ‘Government of British Columbia,
otving to peculiar physical conditions, is
about three times what it is in other
Provinces: while the sources of revenue
provided under the ~Constitution are
practically the same. This alone would
canstitute a good and sufficient reason,

:ﬁn if we did not contribute any more
revenue per capita than the KEastern
Provinces, why . the Terms of TUnion
should be readjusted. To ask, therefore,
for a convention is a plain and reasona-
ble request that cannot in simple jus-
tice be denied us. .

In addition to these matters of para-
mount impertance, the Government an-
nounce through the Premier that they
are prepared fo deal fairly and compre-
hensively in respect to redistribution,
and in a practical way with the questions
of taxation and finance, the building of
the «Canadian Northern, ° shipbuilding,
fishery development, cold storage and
other matters; and to submit at the
opening of the session a definite scheme
of immigraticn and settlement on prac-
tical lines.

The announcement of such a pro-
gramme at the present time cannot help
but make a profound impression on the
public mind and fully justifies the clos-
ing remarks of the Premier, as follows:

“Many other matters have had our at-
tention and comnsideration, but I believe
that in the foregoing I have outlined a
sufficiently comprehensive and practical
programme for any ‘Government to un-
dertake; and whether I remain in office
or not, I trust it will be fully carried in-
to effect. I believe it will have the
thorough endorsations of the people of
British Columbia, and to them I am
willing to leave .the decision as to
whether this Government has been neg-
lectful of their interests and has no
policy except personal interest and of-
fice upon which to appeal for their sup-
port.”

MUNICIPAL ELBCTIONS.

There is no reason to complain of lack
of interest in municipal matters, and
even . the school election has brought
forth a good crop of candidates. This
revival of interest in these matters is un-
doubtedly due, in a large measure, to
the fact that-the city newspapers have
paid more 'attention  to municipal af-
fairs receutly than-has been their cus-
tom, and also to the diseussions which
have arisen in connection with the'con-
- struction :of - the ‘Point ‘Ellice bridge and
the ‘school' expenditures.” " An exéellent
feature of city politics is the series of
meetings that is being held, and much
credit is due 40 the people of Spring
Ridge who, some time ago, set an exam-
ple of assembling for a discussion of
matters bearing upon the government of
Victoria. TIn all the wards the voters
will have a variety -of candidates  to
choose from, and if out of so many ex-
cellent people a good council is mot se-
cured, it will be very strange indeed. In
the South Ward the pilesent Aldermen
{Cameron, Hall and Cooley are in the
field again for re-election, and three
other candidates have announced them-
selves, namely, Mr. G. H. Barnard, Mr.
F. W. 'Vincent and Mr. Thornton Fell.
{'We think none of these gentlemen have
been actively identified with municipal
work, and they are all well-known citi-
zens of progressive views, In the Cen-
tral Ward Aldermen Yates and Wil-
liams have announced themselves for
re-election; Mr. Edward Bragg, Mr.
Thomas 1. Worthington, Mr. A. P.
Luxton aud Mr. William Humphrey are
also in the field. Of these four, Messrs.
Bragg and Humphrey have already been
at the Council Board, and the electors
need only be reminded of the fact to en-
able them to judge of their fitness for
the position to which they aspire.
Messrs. Worthington and Luxton are
new men in this field, and each of them
has a deserved reputation for progres-
sive views. In the North ‘Ward, Alder-
men Beckwith and Kinsman are can-
didates for ré-election. The new men in
the field here are Mr. ‘H. M. Grahame,
Mr. Watson Clark, Mr, George
Jeeves and Mr, A, J. McCand-
Tess. Mr. McCandiess and Mr.
Jeeves have been Aldermen and their
record in ‘that capacity is before the
ratepayers. Mr. Grahame and Mr.
Clarke are untried, but have
an  excellent standing in the com-

trustees, but, if there are none, the citi-
zens. ought to be able to make a very
satisfactory choice from those already
named.

CURIOSITIES OF LOGIC.

Reference has been made in this pa-
per to the proposition, attributed to no
less a.person than the Grand Lama of
Tibet, that there is°no such thing as
time. Aecording ‘to this idea the his-
tory of the Universe from the beginning
is simply like a picture seen by a flash-
light. This 1s not different from the or-
thodox suggestion that to the Creator
the Past, Present and Future. are only
an eternal present.\ Of course the idea
is not wholly ' conceivable by a limited
intelligence, but the attempt has been
made to demonstrate the truth of it by
taking the case of two men arriving at
the North Pole from opposite points in
the same instant of time. To one of
these it would be tomorrow where the
others was, and ‘to the other yesterday
where the other was, while te each of
them -it 'would be today where he was
himself. ‘Starting from this basis it is
argued -out most ingenionsly that it is
only a question of motion whether the
aetual moment is now or ten thousand
years hefice or ten thousand years ago.
We have mnot space- for the demonstra-
tion, and must content ourselves with
saying that the locical process is without
a flaw. An accepted proposition is that
an infinite number of anything is equal
to infinity, but'it is evident that an in-
finite number of fractions decreasing in
the following proportion: One-half, one-
quarter, one-eighth, and so on, added to-
gether will be less than one. Aunother
conclusion that is logically demonstra-
ble is that no two absolutely straight
lines can be drawn oa the surface of the
earth, which if prolonged far enough
will not meet. This being the case, there
can be no lines that are strictly parallel.
This, we say, is demonstrable by the ap-
plication of the strictest principles of
logic. But perhaps the most extraordin-
ary of all the curious demonstrations is
the following: If the earth were to be
enlarged in all directions simultaneous-
ly and indefinitely, it would follow that
ultimately every part of the earth’s sur-
face would occupy every part of space,
from which it follows that an infinite
number of solid bodies can exist in the
same space. As the proposer of this
curious statement says, if such an en-
largement could take place, there would
come a time when we would see the
‘Antipodes coming down uvpon us out of
the sky. Su\ch are -some of the seem-
ingly absurd conclusions reached by the
application of the principles of logic to
what is said to be the most exact branch
of science.. As the writer last referred
to ‘says, if there is such a thing as a
“fourth dimension,” that is, if bodies
are something else than long, broad and
thick, it may afford the: explanation of
these apparent absurdities.

The Times has- conchided that there

on the market at the present time. Koy
the exercise of its discretion in this par-
ticular the goverament is ‘responsible to
the House, ind ‘we have no doubt what-
eyer that the discretion exercised wiil
be found on examination to be sound.
As _to the ways of meeting the ever-
draft, it may be mentioned th#t the gov-
ernment has already at its disposal suffi-
cient authority to convert the temporary
loan into a permanent charge. The bor-
rowing powers conferred by Acts passed
previous to the last session are not by
any means exhausted. The Legislature
recognized this, and in giving authority
for making the overdraft provided as
follows:

“Upon the receipt of moneys derivable
from the proceeds of any loan author-
ized to be disposed of under the Loan
Acts of the Province, not otherwise set
forth in said Aects for specific purposes,
the Minister of Finance shall apply the
same towards the repayment of the
overdraft, and no moneys thus received
shall be appropriated or used for other
‘purposes until the amount. ohtained by
the authority of this Act has been whol-
ly paid.”

There is therefore

ample authority for
the government to

Zo into the money
market whenever it thinks the time op-
portune and make a permanent lgan
with which to cover the overdraft, but,
as we have said, the time has not been
opportun~ and so the Step, has not been
taken. We are confident that the pub-
lic will fully endorse tu~ course of the
government in this particular.

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Tell of Disaster to the Collier.On
the Reef off Grey
Island.

Steamer Slipped From the Rocks
and Foundered In Over
Thirty Fethoms-.

The sarvivors of the lost steamer
Bristel arrived here yesterday. . Capt.
{W. Smith (chief officer), Second Officer
{Horgen, Third Officer Smith, Second
Engineer Lees—a resident of Victoria-——l
and 17 eother shipwrecked 1nariners,
clad im southwesters, ana: odd-looking
Costumes, most of whicle were made up
of borrowed clothing, for few of their
belongings were saved, came over frou
Port Townsend on the steamer Majestie,
and the majority are guests . at the
Queen’s hotel. - With the arrival 'of the
survivers of the wreck the complete
story of the tragic ending of the sea life
of the well known .collier was learned.

it was not on Green island that she
piled up on that dark and stormy night
of January 2, but on a reef lying be-
tween Green and Grey islands, at the
entranee of Dixon entrance from Chat-
ham sound. The steamer was going at
a speed of about 11 knoﬁgs, her full
speed, with a fair wind. ..She ran up on
the rock until her forward part to No. 2
hateh was fast on the reef, apd then
lying with a list to port and with deep
svater under her after epd, she rex,nam-
ed fast until shortly Pefore 6 o’clock
mext morning, when she careened sud-
denly to starbeard, with the seas break-
ing over her and a full gale blowing

-lagainst her starboard side. As suddenly
as she careened she swung baqk to port
and then began to pound against the
rocks. As she pounded the chief officer
shouted to all to take to the boats, aul
one by one the three boats were put out,
and the 21 survivors who reached Vic-
toria today left the stranded steamer.

Capt. Mclutyre, who but a short time
before, when the officers were called aft
to talk over the sitnation, had salgi:
#*We'll not leave the ship until the ship
leaves us,” had remained with the
steamer, together with Capt. T. W
TRoberts, the pilot, Chief Engineer Vi-
wian, who was a close friend of Capt.
Meclntyre, Third Engineer Edwards, the
Second Steward and two others. Wheth-
er they ultimately tried to escape from
the steamer, which evidently slid from
the reef and foundered in the deép water
which existed around it, is not known to
the survivors, for the last seen of those
left on the steamer was when the la§t
boat pulled- away from the steamer’s
side. ~They then saw men-standing by}
the davits of the remaining boat as
though about to lower it, Then the
hoats pulled away in the darkness and
wind and sea drifted them off to the
northwest. About 8:30 a.nt., when the
Cottage City picked up the survivors,
she made a cruise about the scene of
the wreck, but not a vestige of th_e
steamer couid be seen. $She had evi-
dently slipped from tha rock in the dark-
mess and gone down_in 34 fathoms of
‘waler.

Chief. Officer W. Smith, who, by.‘the
way, commanded the steamers Hilton
iCastle and Barnard Castle, which were
two of the first coal carriers chartered
by the Bristol's owners, gave the fol-
lowing account of the-disaster. He said:
“We left Liadysmith with a cargo of;
2400 tons of 1 for the Treadgwell
mines, on December 31, 6:30 a.m.; eall-
ed at Nanaimo and picked up Capt.
jRoberts, and at 1 p.m. procee@ed north.
The weather soon became dirty and
thick, with a southeast wind = blowing
Jtreshly. We anchored at Bella Bella at
10 p.m. on January 1, the weather being
thick with rain. Next morning at 4 a.m.
~we proceeded, encountering continual
squalls, rain and southeast wind. Law-
yer "island’s light was passed that eveu-
ing about 8:30, the weather still being
dirty with rain, squally and with south-
east wind. Lucy islaad was sighted and
the steamer’s course shaped to pass
IGreen island. About 11:15 p.m., ‘when
the steamer was going at full speed and
fThird -Officer White and Capt, Roberts
swere on watch, the steamer stranded on
a reef off Grey island. She had passed
Green island, but not noticed it. The
boats were got ready. after the crash,
and swung clear of the davits. Things
‘were taken quietly and the boats were
‘brought around to the port side of the
steamer as the sea was breaking heaviiy

“against the starboard side. They were
“ ‘provisioned and equipped and everything
inade ready for emergencies.

“The steamer stranded on the reef, the
forward part firmly embedded on the
rock and the after part aft of No. 2 hatch
afloat. She had a - slight port list.
{Soundings showed about four -feet. of
water forward, 9 fathoms amidships 1nd
34 fathoms aft. The water was mach
deeper on the starboard side tpan on *he
port side. While the vessel lay ih that
position Capt. Mentyre called the offi-
«cers aft and said that he intendedto
stay by the steamer as long as she stay-
ed by him. Examinations.made below
‘showed ‘that the forward. part of the
steamer was, badly ripped up. and the
coal cargo in the forward 'hold was fail-
ing through the steamer’s bottom into
‘the sea.

“Until shortly before G o’clock the
next morning the steamer remained in
that position. - The storm ‘had, in® the
‘meantime increased in violence 'and the
rwind was blowing a full gale from the
southeast. Heavy seas were bregking
over the starboard rail. The heavy sea
compelled” the crew to lift two boats
from the water to prevent them being
‘wrecked. About 6 a.m. the vessel sud-
denly careened to starboard, but im-
mediately righted. She vibrated and
806k heavily, which plainly indicated
that she was going to slip from the reef
and “go down. I then shouted to all
thands to take to the boats, and the life-
boat was then lowered. I intended to
take charge of the lifeboat, but while
At was being put down I went forward to
another’ boat ‘and was putting my foot
over the rail when the seas, which were
breaking over the rail, snipped me off
‘and.threw me into the sea. I called -to
‘the two men who had reached the boat
and swam towards the boat. The boat
came towards me and oné’'of the men
caught me and hauled me in.

‘“When I was in the boat I found that
it had been cut away £rom the steamer,
and with the high sea breaking against
the vessel, we were unable to get it
back, as it would have: been wrecked.

e sea began to drift. it toward . the
morthwest. About this time the life-
boat was lowered and got'away from
the ship with Second Ufficer Horgen and
13 others in it, and one other boat
‘which had four men in it drifted away
woon afterwards, ‘her. painter having
been broken. Like the two other boats,
she was driven béfore the wind and sea
in a northwest direction

“One more boat sti. remained in the
davits on the port side and while the
Jdifeboat was cutting adrift from the
steamer men were seen on the rail evi-
dently engaged in lowering this boat.
fThere was a smali.shade of mognlight
about this time to take the edge off the
darkness.

“This 'was the last we saw of the
steamer as she lay on the reef; but when |
the last boat to leave was drifting to the
‘northwest those in her noticed that the
forward part' of the steamer was set-
tling and almogt submerged.

Mr. Lees, second engineer of the lost
steamer; who lives on  Quebec ‘street,
said he was asleep at the ‘time the
steamer struck and she ‘ran well up on
to the reef .- She was going at her full
speed. ‘She makes about 10 or 101%
knots per hour, and with the sontheast
‘breeze behind her she was making about
11 knots.

Sir,—I think that no business man who
reads the letter of B. C., in your impres-
slon of January 10th, with his mind per-
fectly free from.  political prejudice, will
gndorae' his statements. I will say that I

{ acy that is to be found in the geological
reports of Canada, which he so easily
discredits. The truth of the matter is
that Mr. Bell cannot verify his exag-
gerated statements, and does not at-
tempt to furnish actual proof of the
whereabouts of even 5,000,000 acres of
available agricultural lands. There is a
vast difference between the terms “ara-
ble” and “grazing” lands. Within the
lines he*has drawn between the Coast
and Rocky mountain ranges, the lands
are chiefly grazing, but Mr. Bell has
lumped them altogether as arable lands.
Included in the area he has so termed one
cattle company utilize about 650,000 aeres
of land for summer and winter ranges,
and in all-this extent possess something
over two thousand acres of cultivable
land. (A" much larger per centage might
!)e_cul.tlvated if water was present for
irrigation, and in the future by storage
in the mountains on a large scale por-
tions-of it will be brought whder culti-
vation. ‘This. will be impossible, how-
ever, as regards the primcipal portion of
it. . 'This is the ease with respect to near-
ly all the areas included in Mr. Bell’s
superficial -estimate ,

There is no desire'on my part to de-
cry the agricultural resources of the
province, and the criticism of Mr. Bod-
well’s agricultural policy has only been
called forth by the exaggerated and
misleading statements he has made in
connection therewith, I again assert
that a policy of deceit must eventually
result disastrously to those who advo-
cate it. Mr. Bell’'s language would in-
dicate that there is true patriotism Tin
so misrepresenting facts. He is wel-
come to his principle in this connection.

I will also digress to remark that it
would appear to be the opinion in sev-
eral quarters that it is both unpatriotic
and an act of presumption on the part
of anyone to call into question any
statement or criticize any act of Mr.
Bodwell’s. Men of his undoubted at-
tainments, mental calibre and heaven-
born statesmanship, they contend, should
be taken at their own wvaluation, and
their -proffered services accepted with
grateful thanks. As my patriotism is
not of this kind, and being politically
opposed to Mr. Bodwell and strongly
antagonistic to his deceptive mpolicy, I
will have to bear up under the accusa-
tion made as best I may. Mr. Bell’s
agricultural patriotism, however, may
not be altogether disinterested. I take
it for granted that he is the same Mr.
Bell who last session was frequently-
present.in the lobbies of the House pro-
| moting a land bonus of 20,000 acres per
jmile for the Kamlogps & Alftlin railway.
Unlike many others; I am not averse to
land bonuses ibeing granted in aid of
mailway constructien, with proper safe-
guards in the public interest, Tnap-
propriated lands are of mo preductive
value to the province. Opening them up
for exploitation by means of railway
communication is greatly to be -desired.
It really matters little to the province
whether these lands are administered
by a railway company or by the gov-
ernment. 'They are valuable to the pro-
vince only when alienated from the
crown, and become productive and tax-
able. In my previous letters there has
not been one word of opposition to pail-
way construction, land bonuses or cash
bonuses. That railways are necessary
to open up and assist in the development
of the latent resources of the interior,
whether of land, mineral or timber, any-
one of ordinary common sense 'will free-
ly acknowledge. That such is specially
the case 'with regard to those portions
of Yale and Cariboo thrdugh which the
Kamloops & ‘Atlin line will pass fis as
freely admitted. If the building of this
railway can be secured by granting the
land bonus, Mr. Bell is seeking, by alt
means let it be given. All this being
admitted, I must point out to Mr. Bell
that, in the event of his railway scheme
being so bonused, it would be wisdom on
his part to be miore careful in his as-
sumptions, deductions and findings in
respect to the economic value contained
in the lai It would hbe better to
demonstrate that the revenue of the line
would. principally arise from the traffic
created by mining development rather
than from the sale_of lands to an army
of agricutturists. Just imagine his dis-
comfiture if "he was called upon by his
financiers to prove by mersonal inspec-
tion the areas of arable land that he
now so confidently asserts are in exis-
tence, .He would be unable-to convince
® blind man of such a fact. Before clos-
ing T must again urge him to soar less
into airy millions, but to descend to
and deal only with the «wold facts, even
if they do not coincide 'with his ideas of
railway promotion,

ALASBKA BOUNDARY QUESTION.

Sir,—In a recent editorial reference to
the Alaskan boundary question between
Canada and the United States you state
that it Is expected that efforts will be re-
newed ere long with the view of arriving
at a settlement of the controversy. Under
the above caption, in an editorial appearing
in the Seattle Post-Intelligencer of the 31st
December last, the writer, with all the
characteristics of the empty twaddlings
which periodically emanate from that
source on this vexed question, expresses
himself in the following remarkable man-
ner, viz: That the matter is one involying
political- questions, arising, he says, from
the necessity of the Imperial government
placating the Canadians for their loyalty
in sending out troops to South Africa, and
that the whole matter might very well be
left to the determination of any fair mind-
ed British jurist who would, if unembar-
rassed by such political questions, would
not hesitate for an instant to decide in fa-
vor of the United States; that the claim of
the Canadiang for arbitration in the mat-
ter is nothing more nor less than sheer im-
pudence; that the question is not one for
arbitration, but for arrangement between
the British government and the government
of the United States, and that it would not
be difficult to arrive at such an arrange-
ment if the British government! is willing

to 1ook merely at the factas of the case (to
suit th

government of the United States,
I presume), and to disregard Canadian
clamor. To adopt the langudge of the
writer, ‘I think that the aboye is a most
laring evample of ‘“‘sheer impudence.” It
s high time that the Canadians were urg-
ing the recognition of their rights in this
matter which, although of vital importance
to the. whole of her citizens is, perhaps,
by reason of closer proximity to the disput-
ed territory, of greater moment to the peo-
ple of British Columbia. Take, for instance
the immensity and unbounded possibilities,
under proper governmental conservation
and protection, of the fisheries of the prov-
ince. There is practically no doubt that
the finest and most prolific halibut fishing
waters on this coast are within Canadian
territory, although, I presume, that our
neighbor across the Mne would claim that
those waters, with the rest of the earth,
belong to the United States, and will urge
that a British jurist, with an unbiassed
mind, would so decree. Yet it is an un-
doubted fact that, at the present time,
whole fleets of American fishing  craft,
hailing from Seattle and other Sound points
are quite openly fishing on those waters,
and freely using Canadian harborage in the
prosecution thereof without any interfer-
ence whatever on the part of our govern-
ment. Surely the Canadian people are not
to tolerate this condition of affairs much
longer and permit foreigners to monopolize
her valuable fisheries. as is undoubtedly
the case today. Let us then demonstrate
to those unscrupulous intruders that we
have rights which must be respected.

LONDON GROWING HEALTHIER.

From London Daily Mail.

Satisfactory proof that the average of
life is increasing in the metropolis and
that disease is decreasing is afforded by
the annual report of the medical officer
of health for London, issued yesterday
by the London county council.

The average mortality hes been over
5 per cent. less during the past ten
years than in the previous decade. Long
life in London 1s largely a matter of
situation. Hampstead is the healthiest
of all parts. Stoke Newington. Lee, and
Lewisham coming close behind. 8t.
George’s, Southwark and St. Luke’s are
the worst, being closely approached by
Limehouse and Holborn.

Nearly twice as many people die, pro-
portionately, in St. George’s, Southwark,
as in St. George's, Hanover Spuare. For
seven who die in'Hampstead, fifteen
die in St. Luke’s.

Taking London as a whole, most dis-
eases are rapidly being got in hand, and
the death rate from them largely re-
duced. Thus the average number of
deaths from consumption each year from
1890 to 1899 was 8,532; last year it was
only 8,030. In convulsions the annu2l
average has declined from 2,081  to
1.663; _in bronchitis, from 10,226 to

,699.
The main increases of disease have
been in cancer, pneumonia and apoplexy.
In €ancér, in view of recent events, the
growth is of tragic interest. "The annual
deaths have risen from 3,800 to 4,251.

EMPRESS FROM .
THE ORIENT

White Lirer Delayed By Stormy
Weather—Sealers Ready
to 8ail.

R. M. S. Empress of Japan reached
William Head quarantine station yes-
terday morning on her 54th homeward
voyage, and after she had transferred
he¥ mails and Victoria passengers to the
steamer ' Otter she left for Vancouver
about 2 p.m. The Ewmpress of Japan
was delayed by heavy gales encountéred
during the first seven days of her voy-
age, when the weather was very rough,
but fortunately did no damage. When
the steamer was bound to Yokohama
from Kobe on December 25—the night
of the heavy gale here-—she encountered
a .typhoon, which althongh unot very
severe, was a remarkable storm in that
it- was about three months out of sea-
son, for the typhoons are supposed to
have: all blown over by October at -the
latest. -

The passenger list was a slim one.
There were eight saloon passengers, 12
intermediate and 197 steerage, of whom
16 debarked here. The cargo was a
heavy and valuable one, imcluding some
large silk shipments. Included among
the saloon passengers were Lieut.

Overdue Ship
Reaches Port

Big S8torms Delayed the British
&hip Robert Duncan, From
China,

One Hundred Days -in Making
Port Angeles From Wei
Hal Wel.

The British ship Robert Duncay,
Capt. Malcolm Maclean, which has been
on the list of vessels overdue at Pacific
coast points, and on which 75 per cent.
re-insurance had been paid, is safe in
the harbor of Port Angeies. 8he ar-
rived there yesterday morning after a
trip of 100 days from Wei Hai ‘Wei, one
of the British naval stations in China,
a voyage that should not have taken her
more than forty days. Her master, Capt.
Maclean, arrived here last evening on
the steamer Garland, having come over
for his mail, the Royal Roads being his

intended moint of desiination when Le

started on the yoyage which proved
such a long one and which he 8ays was
the roughest that he has had during his

years at sea. It was full of ad-
venture and none but the staunchest
vessel could have withstood the buffet-
ing that his ship received. The Robert
Duncan left Wei Hai Wei on October
1 in ballast. Light southwest winds
were encountered down the GulYf of
Pechi-li, and calms through the isl-
ands of Japan. The troubles commenced
when the vessel reached a point to the
south of Japan. Here a typhoon was
struck, which continued for 48 hours on
October 28 and 29. The vessel passed
close to the centre of the storm centre
and received the roughest kind of han-
111_1;1 and considering it all came through
with comparatively little damage. For
18 hours the wind blew with fearfu
force from the east and then fell to n
dead calm, only to renew the attack fron,
the northwest. It was during the Iull in
the storm, while the seas were running
mountains high, that the ship suffer|
the greatest damage. Her ballast shift-
ed, water flooded the cabins and poured
over the decks, finding its way into the
hold, where it destroyed all the stores.
To make matters worse the wind dam-
aged the yards and tore away the sail.
Capt. Maclean says the typhoon was
fearful one, the worst that he had ever
experienced. While the Robert Durcan
passed through it so well, Capt. Mac-
lean fears that one vessel at least mus:
have gone down. Shortly before he was
struck by the typhoon he sighted an
American schooner, evidently loaded
deeply, and he thinks it hardly possible
that she could have weathered the storm
and she must have been near the centre
of it. ‘The schooner was coming across
from ‘China, and Capt. Maclean believes
she was loaded with sugar.

After things had been set straight on
the Robert Runcan she resumed her
voyage to Victoria. But her troubles
did not end with those resulting from the
typhoon. A succession of northeasterly
and southwesterly gales were encoun-
tered on the trip across, and when two
days off the coast the ship was struck
by “the \hurricane of Christmas night,
which'djd so much damage in Victoria
and vicinitv. The wind was from the
west and blew great guns. Again the
Robert Duncan lost her sails, and Capt.
Maclean had 'to turn and Tun to sea.
Sm‘qe then the ship has been off the
straits, awaiting a ckance to sail iu <r
a tow.

‘Had she not been a very staunch ship,
Capt. Maclean says, she could never
have reached port. Time and again she
was swept from stem to stern, but the
only water that got into the hold was
that which came over the rails. Good
seamanship and a stroncly built vessel
were what saved the ship and crew.

Capt. Maclean says he should under
ordinary circumstances have made the
trip in from 40 to 45 days, and it was
the fact that his vessel, known as a fast
sailer, that sent the re-insurance flying
skyward. Capt. Maclean was formerly
master ‘of the bark Pinmore, which re-
cently came to, grief off the Washingtom:

We think the form which the co-opera-
tion of the Domiuion government should
take is particularly in the direction. of
railway development. This is especially
what the resources of the province re-
quire, for, as yet, only the rim of the
province Las been touched. ¥ou are fully
conversant with the advantages. which
the ' construction of an all-rail route to
the Yukoun would afford, and, with-that
mainly in view, the province is anxious
to join hands with the Dominion, for,
apart from the desirability of conserving
our own trade for our own people, such
an undertaking would assist in the de-
velopment of the whole northern part of
British Columbiz, the richness of which
is being demonstrated daily. ‘1t would
aise form a link in an internal system of
development yet to be undertaken.

Sinee 1872 the revenue contributed by
British Columbia to the Dominion, up to
July 1, 1901, will have amounted to,
roundly, $42,000.000. Talking the aver-
age of the population for the three cen-
sus periods, 1871 to 1881: 1881 to 18917
and 1891 to 1901, at 81,000, and that of
all Canada at 4,500,000 for the same
periods—had the whole of the people of
the latter contributed in the same ratio
per capita, the revenue would have
amountedo&)) $2,333,250,000 instead of

,360,
In other words, 1-55 of the popuiation
has contributed about 1-20 of the rev-
enne of Canada in 30 years.
Conversely, if the contribution of Brit-
ish Columbia, for/ that period, had been
on the same basis as the rest of Canada,
it would have amounted to only $15,,-
957,000.
‘Taking the population at 5,250,000 and
125,000, respectively the per capita con-
tribution of all Canada in 1899 was $8.93
per head, and that of British iIColumbia
$25.67 per head.
If the revenue from British Columbia
had been on the same ratio as the rest
of Camada, it would have amounted to
only $1,116,250, instead of $3,194,808.
Taking the customs and execise alone,
which amounted“in 1889 to $34.958,000
for the Dominion, and.$2,627,500 for
the province, on the same basis of popn-
lation, the per. capita contributions are
$6.65 and $21.02. Had the whole popu-
lation of Canada contributed in the same
ratio as British Columbia, the taxation
derivable from inland revenue and. cus-
toms would have been $110,250,000, in-
stead of $34,958,000.
Conversely, if British. Columbia had
contributed in the same ratio as the rest
of . the PDominion, the revenue from
British Columbia from . these sources
would have been cnly 1,250.
In 1899, our provinecial contributions
to the Dominion treasury, from ail
sources, were $3,208,788; and our share\
of all expenditures by the Dominion was
$1,334,61S.
If the whole of Canada bud contribut-
ed ip the same ratio, the revenue of Can-
ada for that year, would have been $134,-
767.000, instead of -$46,741,250.
Now. then, coming to the statements
of contributions to thé Dominion treas-
ury and the expenditure from the same
in Britisi'Columbia, the result of com-
putation covering a period of 30 years,
is '8 Yollows:

Tt is purely a ques-
tion as to whether British Columbia in-
terests are to be safeguarded at a vital
spot or sacrificed to foreign competitors,
who, witness their high duties on lead
and lead ores, and the operatioh of their
smelting trust, have no bowels for us
and no thought of anything but their
own aggrandizement. Mr, Hill’s rail-
way to Fernie will be completed in a
few months. Tt is advisable therefore
that -the rival compsny should be al-
lowed to open ground at once so that it
may be in a position to begin shipping
st the earliest possible date.

Missing Raft of the Lost Walla Walla
Sighted from Steamer Edith.
‘What is believed to have been  the
missing life raft from the lost steamship
Walla Walla was sighted at sea Mon-
day by Capt. Charles ¥. Hall, master of
the: steel collier steamship Edith. Capt.
Hall is a brother of Capt. Andrew L.
Hall, of the ill-fated vgssel. On. the
voyage of the Edith from 8an Francis-
¢o, which terminated at Seattle at an
early hour Thursday morning, Capt.
Hall naturally kept a close lookout for
life beats rafts from the Walla Walla.
At a point .at sea. 80 miles north-of
Cape Mendocino and 50 miles northwest
of Seal rocks, he sighted the raft. Not
a gign of life was on“it, and, while also
destitute of distinguishing marks, Capt.
Hall says there can hardly be a doubt
that it was the missing" Walla Walla
raft. All the rafts save one, as told in

the despatches, have been located.

“] am confident,” Capt. Hall eaid,
“that it was the missing Walla Walla
raft. We steamed within 100 feet of
it - and- could see the raft distinetly.
There was nol & sign of life or anything
in the shape of human effects on it; so
we passed the sad reminder of that ter-
rible disaster.”

Capt. Hall has not seen his brother
gince the Walla Waslla went down. As
his vessel was steaming into San Fran-
cisco on  the last voyage the Waila
Walla was coming out. He discharged
his shipload .of «coal and was bareli out
of San Francisco bay when thé Hdith
passed the Fomona; bearing Capt. An-
drew Hall and other Walla Walla sur-
vivors to San Francisco from: Eureka,
where they were reseued. .

Annual Meeting of the Ratepayers Held
at Duncans Town Hall

The annual meeting of the taxpayers
of the municipality was held on Mon-
day night in the muni¢ipal hall, Dun-
cans, and considering the wretched
weather, was very fhirly attended; for
this gathering each- year increases in
popularity and importance. ‘ X

Mr. 'W. Jaynes was voted to the
chair, ard at once called on the Reeve
{Mr. J. N. Evans), fo give an account
of the council’s work during the past
year. . He ‘gave a brief but comprehen-
gsive resume of municipal- affairs, %nd
congratulated the : ratepaye:rs ' on he
steady progress made., He sat down
amid hearty applause. :

The treassl’lrer. ‘Councillor .J. H. Whit-
tome, read the balance sheet, comparing
it with that of the previous year, and
commenting on various items of revenue
and expenditure. 'The total increase of
revenue was slight, for though there was
a considerable gain in Teal estate tax,
this was offset by a drop in road tax re-
turns, which in 1900 were, from excep-
tional causes, almost double the amount
of .any previous year. The expenditure
on roads, streets and bridges was much
larger than that for any previous year;
and though there was a slight adverse
balance between actual cash in hand and
liabilities, the municipality bas_ still a
substantial margin of assets. He ad-
vocated a slight increase in the rate of
taxation. ;

‘Councillor C. Ddbson said the ground
had been so completely eovered by the
Reeve and Treasurer that there was
nothing left for him to say. He agreed
with Councillor Whittome :as to the
desirability of an.increase in the rate.

The chairman thought ‘that increased
'taxation might be econsidered if there
were a prospect of any exeeptional de-
mand on the revenue; but to his. mind
matters were progressing satisfactorily,
and great credit wag due to the reeve
and councillors for their management of
affairs. .

A letter was read from Councillor ‘A.
A. B. Herd regretting that, on account
of illness, he was unable to meet the
taxpayers and thank them once more
for the trust they had placed in his
hands and which he now returned to
them. ' 2

Mr. W. Herd thought the balance
sheet was very satisfactory. He admired
the honesty of - Councillors - Whittome
and -Dobson in advocating increase of
taxation, He would very much like to
see the tax on improvements abolished.

The Reéve said this subject had been
considered ‘by the council, but they had
found
would come S0 near to even-handed jus-
tice all round.

A motion was brought forwards that
there” should be uo increase of taxation
this year, but this was strongly opposed,
Mr. MecKinnon expressing the general
feeling when he gaid: “Our business is
to elect men in whom we have full con-
fidence, and jeave them a free hand”’—
a sentilment which reflects credit on all
eoncerned,

A resolution by Mr. Herd, seconded by
Mr. McKinnon, “that the incoming
council make an, effort to reduce the
tax on improvements,” gave rige to an
animated discussion,-in which the Reeve,
the councillors, Rev. D. Holmes ' and
Megssrs. F. Price, C.~Bazett, H. Evans,
D. Evans, J. Norcross, the chairman,
J. Bell and others took part. The mo-
tion whas withdrawn. The delay in
opening a road ,from Duncans to
Messrs. Speck’s ranch was canvassed at
some - length. ‘Councillor Whittome
gave reasons why he advized an increase
of taxation, Mr. Jos. Evans thought
that the drainage of Dumcans . streets
would goon be a burning guestion.

On the motion of Mr. H. Evans, sec-
onded by the Rev. D. Hnlmes, a hearty
voté of thanks was tendered the outgo-
ing reeve and councillors for their sers
vices during-the past year. The Reeve
returned thanks; he had simply tried
to-de his duty, and each councillor, he
was sure,, had done the same. 'He had
tried to the best of his ability to hold the
balance even, favoring no one district
more than another. A xote of thanks to
the genial chairman. moved bv Mr.
erd, seconded by Councillor Dobson,
was_ also carried unanimously. Tn re-
turning thanks, Mr. Jaynes said they
could mot:- do better than re-elect their
reeve and councii by acclamation, if they
would again place their services at the

The largest meeting so far held in
the -eivic campaign was that held last
night 4n the assembly room of the North
ard school. - The school grounds were
in darkness and the building showed only
a faint glimmer of light at one enddmsio
that people were obliged to " r
WAY the street to the side en-
trance. - The corridors and = stairway
were made apparent to the close ob-
server by a few stable lanterns placed
on the landings, so that great care had
to be exercised in ‘reaching the upper
floor. " In"the hall darkness was made
visible with a couple of stable lanterns
and the chairman’s and reporter’s tahles
were brought into relief by oil
lamps loaned for the occasion by some
&ind heéarted residents in the neighbor-
hood.” The room was as frigid as a
cold storage ‘warehouse—so cold that
even the fiery oratory the prospective
aldenmen failed to awaken a sympathetic
glow in the buttoned up bosoms of the
shivering auditors, - {

Mr. R. Erskine was voted to the
chair. At the suggestion of Mr. George

eeves, the speakers were limited to 20
minutes each.

Ald. Beckwith was first called upon.
He reviewed the werk of the couneil
for the past year and the efforts he had
made to. advance the interests of the
ward and the city at large. Hjs remarks
practically covered the samé ground as
his_addresses at'the South ‘Ward school
and Vietoria ‘West, which have been
very fully repoctéd in.the Colonist.

Pro-
ceeding, he gave a history of the bridge
contracts, severely criticising the action
of those aldermen who favored the giv-
ing of the contract to the. Seattle firm,
and showing that his conduet had beew
consistent throughout, e animadvert-
ed rather strougly on e "conduct of
some of his confreres in the matter of
letting the contract for the James Bay
retaining wall, claiming that the city
had been committed to pay more for
the stonework than ‘was necessary.

‘With regard to sewerage, he tavox:ed
completing the old system. He consid-
ered Mr. McCandless’ suggestion, to
borrow sufficient money to complete the
sewer eystem, was a good one, which
he was strongly ineclited to support.

He was in favor of a stone bridge at
Point -Hillice if the Dominion govern-
ment gave permission for a permanent
structure. About the work being all
done here he had some doubt. A great
deal of the work for the James Bay
retaining wall was being done in Van-
couver, and supplies were being pur-
chased there.

If elected for another term he would
do' 'his duty as he had done in the
past.

Mr. Watson. Clarke claimed recogni-
tion as a large ratepayer and he wanted
to take a hand in civic affairs-so as to
reduce. taxation, which was becoming
far too high. The money had net been
spent economically, there was not
enough to show for it. The outside dis-
tricts were being taxed for the bepefit of
the central portion of the city. He would
look after the interests of the outskirts
if - elected. B

He did not understand the septie tanks
and believed in sticking to the present
system. " If the taxation continued to jn-
crease property - would become of10
value to the owners, they might as well
hold it as’tenants of the city.

Some of Cases Arguéd“ Before
the Full Court Decided
Yesterday.

Motl&ns in Admiraity Court in
8mith vs..Empress of

The Full court met yesterday, there
being present their Lordships Justices
Walkem, Irving and Martin, and deliv-i
ered judgment in @ number ‘of appeals
as read from memorandum by Mr. Jus-
tice Walkem. This unexpected de-
spatch in the delivery of judgments has
given great eatisfaction not only to
members of the bar, but also to the liti-
gants.

‘Williams v. Bourke—This was an ap-
peal by the plaintiff from the Yukon
Territorial court and was dismissed with
costs. ;

McKay v. Vietoria '& Yukom Trading
Co.—This was an appeal by the defend-
ant company from
ed by the Yukon TWerritorial court,:and
was argued at a sitting of the court in
Vancouver. ‘There were two ~ points’
raised on appeal; whether the company
can be responsible for a breach of con-
tract™to carry goods from Bennett to
Dawson, the greater part of the transit
being in the Yukoa Territory and be-
yond the limits of the <¢ompany’s legal
Jurisdiction, and whether the evidence
justifies the judgment appealed from, or
whether, in fact, that one H. A. Munn
was in reality the contracting = party.
The court was of opinion that the con-
tract . mentioned in the pleadings was
made between the plaintiff and Munn
and not between the plaintiff and the de-
fendant company, and that the appeal
must be allowed, and tke judgment ap-
pealed from set aside and judgment en-
tered for the company with costs, includ-
ing the costs of appeal.

Star Mining Co. v. Byron N. ;/White
Co.—The appeai by the defendant com-
pany from -an order for inspection made
by the Chief Justice, which was argued
on Thursday last by Mr. Bodwell, K.C.,
of counsel 'for the appellant, and E. P.
Davis, K.C., of counsel for respondents,
was dismissed with costs. The order ap-
pealed fromis to stand save that the
phrase, “try experiments” is to be
struck_out as consented to - by both
counsel. = As the presence of the said
phrase in the order was not one of the
grounds of appeal, it is considered that
the ‘above amendment should not affect
the guestion of costs. .

MecGuire v. Miller.—The appeal here-
in which was argued on Thursday, was
allowed with costs and leave granted to
the defendant to defend the action.
Written ‘judgments will be handed
in later by Justices Walkem and Irving.
The following is ‘Mr, Justice Martin's
written judgment:. “I have also come
to the conclusion, not without some hesi-

HUBEOTRIO ROADS.

Ontario Has Large Number of Lines
Contemplated.

Toronto, Ont, Jan. 10.—Should the
electric rdilway charters be granted,
which the legislature has been asked to
pass this year, and further should the
companies’ interested carry out the con-
struction of all lines projected, no less
than 1,046 miles will be added to the
rural electrical railway mileage of the
province.
