ling . to vouchsafe; Now, therefore,
in  obedience to ‘ this sacred duty,
and in accordance with “the desire of the
people, I, Chester A. Arthur, president of
the United States of America, do hereby
appoint ‘Monday next the 26th day of
Sefhmber, on: which day’ onr honored and
beloved dead will be consigned to his
last resting place on earth, 10 ke observed
throughout the United “States asa day of
humiliation and mourning ;and I earnestly
recommend all people to assemble on that
day in their respective places of divine wor-
ship, there to render alike their tribute of
sorrowful submission to the will of Al-
mighty God, and of reverence and love for
the memory and character of our late chief
magistrate. In witness whereof, I have
hereunto set my hand and the seal of the
United States.

Bradlaugh, speaking at Northampton,
said that as radicals and liberals they might
lay areverent, loving tribute upen Garfield’s
grave, and send their sympathy across the
ocean. A resolution of condolence was
then passed.

The mayor of Liverpool, in transmitting
to the American consul the resolutions
passed at Wednesday’s meeting, says : I can
assure you I have never known deeper
feeling shown by all classes in Liverpool.

A LETTER FROM PRESIDENT GREVY.

President Grevy of France has sent the
following to President Arthur: I learn that
the president of the United States has just
died, notwithstanding the excellent and in-
telligent care he has received during the
long period of his suffering. Be pleased
to convey the expressions of my sympathy
to Mrs. Garfield, his widow, whose courage
during the ordeal to which she has been
subjected called forth my sincere admira-
tion. Accept also in my name and in that
of the French republic the expression of
deep ‘grief which we feel in consequence of
the fatal result of the odious crime to which
Garfield has fallen a victim.

THE AUTOPSY.

A AP
Dr. Boynton Dissatisfied With It, and Declares It
Full of Gross Errors.

TheNew York Commercial's Washington
special says Dr. Boynton is not satisfied
with the official report of the autépsy, de-
claring it full of gros errors and false state-
ments. It is said he chiarges the attending
surgeons with having suppressed many im-

t facts and not having ‘made the
antopsy complete. It is not probable that:
Boynton will have anything to say at pre-
sent, but at a later date it is und he
will make public a detailed account of the
autopsy and how it.was conducted. He
thinks it unwise that the surgeons who
treated the president should have conducted
the sutopsy, and believes that eminent sur-
geons of Philadelphia and New York should
have made it.

(From Brooklyn Eagle.)

The revelations made by the post mortem
examination of the president’s body came
like a thunderbolt from a clear sky. Not
only did the attending doctors not know the
situation of the ball ; mot only did they
mistake a hard mass of pus nearthe groin
for the bullet; not only did the telephonic
apparatus fail to locate it ; more startling
txm any or all of these startling discoveries
is the dnnouncement that the long channel
which they had been treating as the wound
was not the wound at all, but an opening
in an almost opposite direction from the
track of the ball.  The true wound had not
been cleansed or dressed since General Gar-
field was wounded. As & uence the
purulent matter in it was allowed to remain
there until it became depraved and peison-
ous, and began to work its way out by
burrowing into the intestines, poisoning the
blood, meanwhile, into 8 most hopeless
condition of pymmia. ~Theoperations were
notin any one case dirested to relieving
pus formations in the wound, but to aid
the discharge of a secondary pocket. Te
true wound was literally ignored, and even
the symptoms which told plainly of spinal
lesion were pooh-poohed and explained

away.
Tie report drawn up from the autopsy,
tadpo diagnoses—for
they changed from time to time—seems to
imply. either that surgical knowledge is a
myth or that even the most superficial
examination of the wound was not made.
For it stands on record that while
the ball was believed by the doctors
to lie in the- immediate viginity of the
right groin, while they had ‘persuaded al-
most every surgeon in the land that such
was the case, iis true Jocation was near the
surface of the back, on the left hand side
of the spine. It lay behind the peritoneum,
which it had not punctured, and below the
gland known as the pancreas.

In this region it had encysted, and was
safe. It might havebeen remowed without
injary had its location been krown,
though it is questionable whether such an
operation would havesaved the president’s,
life, since the bullet fractured & lumbar
vertebrl:. and drove the
into ‘the spongy surrounding mass, pro-|
ducing thepotortnre inth%miet of wgid;'

It is stated that on the last day of Gar-
field's life he tried to dictate a message to
his former comrades in the army of the
Cumberland. While words of greeting
were on his lips he fell to sleep.

Onthe day when Garfield, for the first
time after he was shot, signed his name, he
took up another sheet of paperand wrote
the words *¢ Strangulatus pro republica,”
to which he signed his name again.

Guiteau seems to have confidence that in
some.way he will escape punishment.

His Mother a Canadian—Between Vermont and

The New York Sun has been making;
careful investigation as to the birthplace
of the new president. It was alleged
throughout the campaign and is now re-
iterated that Arthur was born in Canada,
and consequently, not being a native of
the United States, is ineligible for the
chief magistracy. The Sun commissioner
visited the two places where it is alleged
that Arthur was born—the state of Ver-
mont and the province of Quebec. He
found no records whatever giving informa-
tion as to young Chester’s birth. But he
examined a number of the ¢ oldest in-
‘“habitants” in and about the boundary
line, and their recollections all went to
prove that the president was born in Ver-
mont.

THE RIVAL SPOTS

The county of Missisoquoi in Quebec is
vn one side of the national boundary line,
and the county of Franklyn, in the state of
Vermont, on the other. The border town-
ship-in Missisoquoi is 8t. Armaad, and in
rear of it are the two townships of Stan-
bridge and Dunham. It is in one of these
townships, fifteen miles from the line, that
the opponents of ur say he was born.
His friends say his birthplace is in Fairfield
township, Franklyn county, Vermont. It
appears that Archur’s father was school-
teacher and Baptist preacher, and moved
Detween the places, and thus led to the dif-
ferent contentions.

OLD MAN ARTHUR.

The president’s father was William
Arthur, born in county Antrim, Ireland,
in 1796. He graduated from Belfast col-
lege when 18 years old, and shortly. after-
wards left for the new world. It is dis-

uted whether he landed at New
York or in Canada; the probability
ig that it wag at - Three Rivers.
It is remembered at Stanbridge that about
1822 Wm. Arthur came to that place.
Some say that they remémber having heard
from him that when he came to the new
world he landed at Trois Rivieres, Canada,
and after remaining there but a short time
went to Sorel, going thence to Stanbridge.
There he taught school for a little more
than a year, He had as yet no thoughts
of becoming a clergyman. He went from
Stanbridge to Dunham, where he taught
school about two years, and married Miss
Malvina Stone, a Canadian. After leaving

| Dunham he crossed over the line into the

States, where he remained a number of
years before he again returned to-Canada in
1830. It is certain that some of Elder Ar-
thur’s (for such he was called by the Bap-
tists) children were born in Canada. But
for some time before 1828, it is alleged, he

.| had returned to Fairfield, in Vermont,

while there Chester was born in 1830,
Oct. 5th. - The Sun's commissioner

Those who maintain that the president
was born in Canada base their theory on
the supposition that the child born in Fair-
field was named Chester Abell Arthur.
They say that this boy died in Burlington, -
and that the body was given by the father
to physicians to be dissected for scientific
purposes. Then William§Arthur is said to
have come to Canada a second time and to
have taught school at East ,Stanbridge for
eighteen months, while his family lived with
his father-in-law at Meggs’ Corne Dur-
ing his wife's sojourn there, it is maintain-
ed, she gave birth to the boy who is now
president of the United States, namely,
Chester Allan Arthur.

AT ALL EVENTS

nadian mother, that his father was an Irish-
man, a school-teacher and a Baptist greach-
er, and young Chester, whether born in
Quebec or Vermont, was reared as a citi-

Arthur has taken the oath of office in the
marble room of . the capitol in the

resence of members of the cabinet, the
justice of the supreme court, a few senators
and members of the house, Generals Sher-
man, Grant, Admirals Nicols, Hannibal
Hamlin, and » few others, making forty in
all. This step was taken aftera confer-
ence held between Arthur, Blaine, and the
attorney-general.  Shortly before ~ noon
Chief Justice Waite, in full robes of office,
accompanied by the associate justices, pro-
ceeded from the supreme court room to the
marble room. The doors were immediately
closed, and without formality Arthur rose,
and standing on one side of the centre table
and Waite on the other, took the oath.
The president’s manner was calm, composed,
and his response *So help me God” was
firm and without tremor.
THE PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS. :
The president then read from manuscript
notes the following address ; For the fourth
time in the history of the republig its cbief
magistrate has been removed by death. All
hearts are filied with grief and horror at
the hideous crime which' has darkened our
land, and the memory of the murdered pre-
sident, his protracted sufferings, his un-
yielding fortitude, the example and achieve-
ments of his life, the pathos of his death
will forever illumine the pages of our history.
For the fourth time an officer elected by the
people, and ordained by the constitution to
fill a vacancy so created, is called to
assume the executive chair. The wisdom
of our fathers, foreseeing even the
most dire possibilities; made sure the
government should never be imperilled be-
cause of "the uncertainty of human life.
Men may die, but the fabrics of our free
| institutions remain unshaken. No higher

strength and permanence of popular gov-

82524. Sir Richard “Caitwright Hoated a
loan in England, by expending $554 in
travelling expenses ; to do the same work
Sir Leonard Tilley required $2141. The
speaker illustrated the effect of the N.P.
by a couple of aneedotes. At a religious
meeting a colored gentleman went to take
upa collection in his hat, and started it
with ten cents. After he had passed it all
round he looked into his hat, and said,
“ There ain’t one cent in this congregation,
aund the ten cents I started with'is gone.”
The other story was of a policeman who
picked a man in an unconscious state out
of the gutter and ran him  in. At
the _station the chief asked *Did
resuscitate him ?”
“Qh yes,” replied the oliceman,
+¢] gearched his pockets.” (Laughter.)
These wereillustrations of what the N. P.
had done for the people. It had not realiz-
ed the glowing promises made of it before
the election, and since its operation there
was an nnprecedented disposition on the
part of the people to leave the country.

Mr. Blake, on rising to speak, was heartily
cheered. He ventured to hope that the
verdict of 1878 would be reversed, as it
had been obtained by professions which
had been violated, pledges which had been
broken, promises which had not been per-
formed. . What were the promises and pro-
fessions made to the people in1878? He

uoted from a pre-election speech of Sir
i“eonard Tilley to the effiect that there was
no -intention to increase the taxes, but to
readjust them. That pledge, he declared,
had been broken. Although Sir Leonard Til-
ley beforethe election stated that $18,000,000
were all that were necessary for the public
service, he had taken $24,000,000 from
customs and excise. By increasing the
taxes to the extent of 40 or 50 per cent.
more thau they said was mecessary, they
had obtinal a surplus. It required Do |
statesmanship to increase the people’s
taxes, and to produce a surplas in that way.
If the surplus came from some o:her source
there would be reasoun for sutisfa ‘tion, but
being a result of broker promises aud of
oppressive taxation it was an infamous
thing. As long as there was money in the
public chest, that would be an excuse for
spending it.  He complained not merely of
the incroaced rate of iaxation, but also of
the.incidence of the taxation. This tarifl,
infits distribution of the tares,swas another
jnstance of violated pledges. He thought
taxes should be imposed as near as possible
in such a way that the taxpayer should
contribate in proportion to his capacity to
pay ; butif there was to be discrimination,
it should be in favor of the poor man. The
present government hud acted on the very
opposite rule. - He cited several articles to
show that on goods consumed by the poorer
classes the government had imposed much
heavier taxes than on goods consumed by
the richer classes. This tariff’ ‘was not only
not a help, but a positive hindrance to
manufactures,” All men, of whatever
school of political economy, condemned
taxes on raw materials. The cost of pro-
duction was increased, and the consumer
paid a more than proportionate price for
the article.” Thé taxes had also been
greatly and unnecessarily increased on the
prime necessaries of life, and to-day they
stood in need of farther readjustment. He
did not believe Conscrvatives were sincere
when they said that a change of adminis-
tration means the ruin of manufactures. It

A YeHowstone Bear Story.

The Fire Hole hotel is located on the
west side of the lower basin at the foot of
the mountain, near a good spring of water,
and from which can be had a fine view of
the valley. Marshall, the proprietor, has
a thirty years’ lease from the government,
and will add to his house as the business of
the public demands. This is the only house
in the park beside the one at the entrance.

THE GRANDJURY SPEAK.

A LENGTHY PRESENTMENT AND A4
FORMIDABLE LIST OF
COMPLAINTS.

o el
Their Tour Through the Various Public Bulldings
—The Escapes From the Gaol—They Think
the Prisoners There Haye Too Easy a Time—

. The Oentral Prison—Giving Prisoners To-

bacco—The -Court House—A Host of Other
Matters.

The grand jury brought in their present-
ment yestepday.  It'wasyery lengthy and
dealt with a large Tumber of matters.

THE COUNTY GAOL.

They think the prisoners in the gaol
treated altogethar too well, and instead of a
place of punishment it is regarded as a
home by a lot of lazy men and women.
They recommend that hard  labor
be introduced there. An old man eighty-
five years of age was in the gaol for no
crime than having no means - of support.
As he hails from Brockville, they recom-
mend that as soon as his sentence has ex-
pired he be sent back to the anthorities of
that town to be taken care of. Watchman
Wright was severely censured for his neg-
lect in connection with the escape of An-
derson, Mitchell and Jacobs.

THE MERCER REFORMATORY.

This institution was found in first-
rate order, the only exception being the
garden, which wasin a sloyenly'eondmon.
They suggested that the juvenile depart-
ment be called a training school instead of
a reformatory, as children were not put
there for any offence.

THE CENTRAL PRISON,

On visiting this institution they found no
one in attendance, andfoccupied their spare
time in examining the books of the prison.
In the interests of justice they 'did not
think it desirable to leave unprotected
books containing the records ef crimes and
other matters concerning the prisoners, as
they might be stolen by interested parties,
and would recommend that a guard be de-
tailed to watch over them: The food was
of the best quality, and the prisoners were
even allowed tpbacw, which the jury
thought wss & little too good, seeing that
this article is regarded as a luxury by poor
and homest men.

DANGEROUS RAILWAY CROSSINGS.

The condition of Queen street west, where
the railways cross, came in for censure. The
street is crossed by no less than five tracks,
and is almost converted into ashuntingyard:
This was naturslly followed by a condem-
nation of the coudition of the Esplanade,
and she jury recommended that the whole
matter be submitted to the railway com-
mittee of the Domipion parliament.

The jury fully endorsed his honor’s views
on the subject of .offences against women,
especially wifé-beating. $!

THE COURT HOUSE.

The Bottom Knocked Out of the Goralski Oase—
A Queer Larciny Case—Assaulting a Cen-
stable—A Matter That Should Have Been
Tried in a Civil Court.

Abraham Goralski, felomiously receiving
stolen goods. This man has come in fora
good deal of abuse, having been christened
Fagin after the amiable gentleman that
figures in Oliver Twist ; but, a8 will be
seen, the crown failed to make out' ‘the
charge, The witnésses were . fwo
boys who had stolen- car = brasses
from the Toronte, Grey and - Bruce rail-
way and sold them to the prisoner.
The story of Eddis| one of the boys, was
that about three weeks ago he and
Murphy stole the brasses from a shanty at
the old fort, and brought them down to
Goralski’s second-had store on Queen street.
They went around to the back, knocked at
the “door, and after some time were ad-
mitted by Goralski, , On going inside the
brasses were weighed and sold for $3 15,
Goralski warning the boys not to give him
away. Murphy’s evidence differed so ma-
terially from that of the former witness
that the judge, without calling upon the
defence, directed the jury to acquit the
prisoner, which was done. Dr. McMichael
defended him.
A QUEER LARCENY CASE.

Daniel Haskett was placed on trial for
stealing $84 from Matthew Waller. The
facts as related by Waller are as follows :
Haskett had ehur‘;e of some livery horses
at the Queen’s hotel, Aurora, and

| Waller was an hostler employed there,

and the two boarded at the hotel and slept
in the same room and bed. Some time be-
fore the 29th of June last, Waller went
into a store in the meighborhood and pur-
chased some clothes, the prisoner being in
the store at the same time, In paying for
the clothes, which cost about $19, witness
pulled out the whole of his money, some-
where over $100. The remainder, $84, he
put back in his pocket. On the night of
the 29th he counted the money over, being
somewhat sleepy at the time, put the money
back into his inside breast-pocket and but-
toned the flap,  Prisoner came to bed after-
wards.  Waller got up about six the next
and about three hours afterwards
on feeling for his money found that it was
gone and the pocket unbuttoned. He im-
medintellyn went to Haskett. and
charged him with the theft, but the latter
denied all knowledge " of 'the matter. He
then went into the stable and searched
behind o;; o; :(llle sills, where about a week
Drevious seen ' prisoner -taking ‘a
bottle, There, 'sur¢ etiongh, was _the
missing money. On the advice of a man
named M¢Lean, he put it back in the hiding
place, and the two to watch by |
turns. After about three hours Waller
saw prisoner proceed to -the hole, take out
the money and walk into the feed room
adjoining. ~The money was afterwards
found in'the feed room. Mr. J. BE. Mec-
Dougall was asked om the spur of the
moment to defend’ the prisoner, and did
his best for him, but the evidence was too
clear, and the jury brounght in a verdict of

guilty.

TROUBLE ABOUT A HORSE. s
8. 8.°Cann and David Weeks were
charged with stealing a horse from Robert
Crowe, .Crowe testified that Cann owed
him $65 and -offered to give him a horse in
settlement hereof. The horsewas according-
ly delivercd to Crowe, but shortly after-
wards, while driving along the road with the
horse, prisoners took it away from him again,
one of them reading a warrant. His
honot #aid that while there was no doubt
the prisoners' had acted in & very improper
manner, no_larceny had been committed,
The. prisoners were di ju
recommending Crowe to bring’ an action of
replevin 0 ‘recover the horse. Afterwards,
however, it turned out that he had posses-
sion of the animal already, and Messrs.
Murphy and W. K, Mulech, who appeared
for the priseners, asked that it be restored
to them. The application was refused.

ASSAULTING A CONSTABLE.

This was the charge preferred against
John Dalton, a young man who just came
to Toronto to see the fair.. George R.
Pierce, a Parkdale constable, said that hav-
ing heard that there was a gang infesting
Beatty’s bush, he went there and found the
prisoner with others, one of them being a
woman. A seuffle ensued, in which pri-
soner struck witness with a club and threw
him to the ground, where he held him
until the arrival of Quinn, another
constable, arrived ;on the scene and
clubbed prisoner with a  baton.
The prisoner, who isja powerfully built young
man with a not unprepossessing counte-
nance, had no counsel, and put questions
and addressed the jury himself. Ll‘he jury
brought in-a verdict of common assault.
The evidence of Hayward and Quinu brought
out a comical feature of the affair. Hay-
ward was quietly walking through the bush,
when prisoner, who seems to have consider-
ed himself the lord thereof, asked him what
he was doing there and gave him a shove.
He walked on,”two boys ran after him and
knocked off his hat, which he picked up
and again went on. To cap the climax of
his misfortunes, Constable Quinn came up
and arrested him as one of the gang, shoving
him aldng with ‘one hand and the woman
with the other.
