Oae is the commerciel
gpirit—the love of gain—which we can well
understand will be immensely stimulated
by the news of what Stanley has found in
Lis latest ventures into the interior of
Africa. The other is the ‘missionary spirit
~~born of ghristianit)——whicb. with far
ter aims, will stilf avail itself-of the very
material helps anfl stepping stones which
commercial enterprise supplies.” These two
powerful forces may work together again, ag
they often have before ; but they may even
a0 better than before. Let us see- whether
an example from the Canadian Northwest
may not be utilized to the boundless beye-
fit of Africa—of what 18 in our time the
real *“New Continent.”
