The masses of the
reople in all civilized nations at the

resent day, like the Athenians of old,

.re news-loving, and eagerly desirous
to hear something new. In our time,
preople do not have resource for news
to some place of public resort, like
Areopagus in Athens, but the newspa-
peris the universal medium through
which news is transmitted and receiv-
ed. Had the ancient civilizations  en-
joyed the life preserving power of the
Printing Press, the by gone gloses of
Greece and Rome might never have
grown dim ; but would have shone with
increasing brightness as the centuries
rolled away. There would have been
no intervening “ dark ages.” The Art
of Printing precludes the possibility of
a relapse into barbarism. It is both
the preservative and disseminator of
human knowledge.

The newspaper is read by everybody,
and thus the floodgates of popular in-
telligence are thrown open to all class-
es. lts circulation is so general, that
its utility and influence are under-
estimated by many. In our day we
are so familiar with its appearance, and
so accustomed to its perusal, that we
have not an adequate apprehension of
its value, and of the magnitude of its
power.

A well conducted newspaper in a
community is an institution for guod.
It carries inteiligence into households ;
and domestic groups are thus receiving
knowledge of what is transpiring in
the outside world. While seniors de-
rive information from it, juveniles are
thereby receiving a mental training as
important as that of the schoolmaster.
It is indeed a popular educator, operat-
ing upon the intellect of both the old
and the young. When properly -con
ducted, it is an efficient means of intel-
lectual and moral training. It is an
ever gushing well-spring of knowledge.

The business of successful Journal-
ism is one of great responsibility, be-
cause important moral and mental in-
terests depend upon its tone and ten-
dencies. By it, in a greater or lesser
degree, the minds of multitudes are
influenced. The conductor of a news
paper should be as clear in his views,
and as conscientious in his utterances
as is a judge on the Bench. In contro-
versial discussions a]] rancour and viru-
lence of expression should be serupu-
lously avoided, and party and personal
animoitsies rigidily eschewed, Epithet-
ic abuse is not legitimate argument.
Some people entertain ‘exceedingly su-
perficial views of the toils and duties
of an Editor. They think the writing
of a flashy or sensational leader, and
the hashing up of a colymn of hetro-
geneous items,with a summary of news,
and selections from exchanges, form
the principal part of all he has to do.
Underlying this department of his la:
bors, a sense of his responsibility to
the public forces upon him constant
thoughtfulness, unceasing care and con-
tinuous vigilance. He knows that the
pv:lmission and work of the news-
payeryarg to inform, instruct and amuse
in :;/x:mity with the various wants

‘:?Z" stes of its multitudinous readers ;

nd that nohting should appear in its
columns, thatwill corrupt morals, viti-
ate taste,‘or be personally offensive.
He must maintain the spirit of per-
petual circumspection over whatever
he sends abroad to be read by all class-
er,

The newspaner conductor is continu-
ally annoyed and pestered by incompe-
tent contributors (especially versifiers)
who are ambitious of appearing in print.
In declining their favors(?) he risks their
displeasure ; but he should incur the
risk without hesitatation. Some-
times a self-important, subseriber who
funcies that the stability of the news-
paper depends upon kis patronage, in
a tone of doom, exclaims: “ Stop my
paper!” Although this vindictive act
would have about as much influence
on the prosperity of the paper; as
would the dipping of a pail of water
from a millpond upon the machinery
which depends upon the liquid element
in the pond for a propelling power, he
thinks he has performed an exploit.

The newspaper conduetor has a mul-
titude of varied opinions and tastes to
satisfy., He cannot entirely please
them all. As far as the Monrror is con-

cerned, it has been our purpose to pur-
sue the “ even-tenor of -our way'’ con-
scientiously, without regard to outside
carpings, and we have ample assurance
that few—very few of our increasing
patrons are dissatisfied with our course.

in most of the Jar,
jes and towns. Starvation is staring
multitudes in the: face. Guant fa-
mine is practically felt in sev-
eral of the European metropoli-
tan cities and larger towns. In tha}
midst of immense stores of hoarded!
wealth, and ahounding plenty, there |
poverty and want, are uot only affect-
ing individuals, but multitudes are suf-
fering for lack of food and other com-
forts at this inclement season of the
year, There is a superabundance of
all that the poor need ; but they have
no money to buy it. The present se:-
son of depression in every department
of business and trade has thrown hun-
dreds of thousands out of employment,
and they are reduced to extreme pover-
ty, not that they are unwilling to work,
but because they have nothing to do.

While the wealthy are seeking en-
joyment in sumptuous living, and in
the indulgence of social festivities and
midnight revellings,the poorin theirim
mediate neighborhood are sutferingthe
pangsof hunger,and shivering with cold.
As it is in Europe, so it is in the United
States. In New York, in Philadelphia,
in Baltimore, in Boston, and in other
cities in the United States where there
is a superabundance of wealth, and all
the necessaries (as well as the luxuries)
of life, multitudes are on the verge of
starvation, The rich are enjoying a
plethora of good things, without stint
or measure, while the famishing poor,
in multitudes, are crying for bread.
Lack of food, insufficient clothing, and
destitution in all its varieties of hag-
gardness and suffering are experienced
in the midst of overflowing plenty.
Even in our own Provincial Capital,
there are hundreds, perhaps thousands,
who go to sleep at night supperless,
and who leave their shivering beds,
without knowing where breakfast com-
forts ean be found.

Owing to the business depression of
universal prevalence, which has been
referred to in a previous paragraph,
this is an unusually hard winter for the
poor, which is being more severly felt
in towns than in rural districts. Inour
own “happy valley”, thongh nobody
here s very rich, there are few, if any,
who have not comfortable shelter, food,
clothing and fuel. Absolute pinching
poverty is here unknown. Between
these mountains, even in the severest
cold, there are no physical sufferings
on account of destitution. Though the
wealthiest are not very wealthy, the
poorest are not very poor—starvingly
poor. We should be thankful to the

Giver of all good; for the lines have
fallen to us in pleasant places,’’

AN ATROCIOUS CRIME.

plice of Mrs. Cobb, on trial at Norwich,
Conn,, for the poisoning of her hus-
band, reveals the certainty of what was

one of vhe most atrocious on record. 1t
conclusively shows that the criminal
infatuation of the two parties to the

cold blood to the murder of the two
beings who steod in the way of their
union. The wife of Bishop was first
disposed of by poison, and then Mr.
Cobb was dispos¢d of the same way.
‘These poisoners tried Mr. Cobb with
aconite’ strychnine and arsenic, and
then strychnine again. This tinished
the poor confiding victim, who was
warned by his mother of his wife's in-
fidelity and her design to poison him.
Bishop acted as the purchaser of the
poison, and Mrs. Cobb as the adminis-
trator, and though Bichop onoce relented
at the terrible suftering of the victim,
Mrs. Cobb insisted on carrying out
their purpose. The records scarcel
show a more deliberate and cold blood-
ed case.

8&"~ Two little boys in Ceylon have
found & sapphire weighing, says the re-
port, two whole pounds ; its value is esti-
mated at $50,000, and it is, if the report be
true, the largest sapphire yet found. Cey-
lon was a famous place for sapphiresin old
times, so that those who know its history
are not surprised that this stone should
have been picked up there. A writer in
the London Telegraph recalls that for ages
the island has been a vast treasure store of
wems, and that even the energetic rapacity
of the ol Roman adventurers failed to
exhaust its riches, Of all the Urilliant
gems extracted from the soil of this richly
endowed island, hardly any was more high-
ly esteemed by the ancients than the sa{;-
phire. Its exquisite tint recalled to the
exiled Roman the clear, cloudless azure of
the heavens over the Imperial City. It
was known to them as hyacinthus, be-
cause its color was like that of the blue
flower. Then ds now the hyacinthi were
got by gem-hunters out of the beds of the
Cingalese streams, among  pebbles mixed
with gravel. The engraving of sapphires
was hardly known before the day of the
Roman Empire, and probably the most
celebrated of all engraved sapphires is the
great signet of the Emperor Constantine,
which weighs- fifty-three carats, When
the world was young sapphires were sup-
posed to possess éxtraordinary moral and |
spiritual influenced.

 DISASTERS FOR THE YEAR 1878.

From the New York Maritime Register.)

| During the past year shippiog has suf-
| fered severely from disasters. Though we
cannot give a list including the shipping
{of all nations, yet the number of American
vessels and of vessels bound to and from
ports in the United States, which have
been unfortunate, is sufficicntly large to
show that the damage done during the
yuar was very great, October was probab-
ly the worst month, as during that time
two very severe gales visited our coast, do-
ing much injury. The Eastern Coasting
fleet was injured severely by the first gale.
The second gale was confined more to ports
south of New York, and damaged consid-
erably the foreign bound fleets off the
coast. November and December were also
disastrous months to shipping, but January
came next to October in the number of
vessels injured. The disasters were light-
est during the months of May and July.
During the year there were 539 disas-
ters. These do not include those involv-
ing loss of spars or sails, leakage, jottison,
paitial stranding or the many similar acci-
dents to ships. In these cases, the ships
generally arrive at their port of destina-
tion, and although in some cases the dam-
age both to ship and cargo is great it is
impossible to estimate the loss owing to
the difficulty of ascertaining the amount
of damage actuaily sustained. Were these
accidents included, the list would appear
most formidable in point of numbers. In
the above number, therefore, we include
only those which may be considered a to-
tal loss Of these 539 vessels, 314 were
wrecked, 95 abandoned, 17 burned, 29
sunk by collision, 29 foundered, 6 capsized

a . Myfi luck was 1n getting
down the Char . 1 got the wind to the
west, and, blowing very heavy, and my
vessel being light, I could make nothing
to windward under the short canvas I was
obliged to carry, and finally I run her
into the downs and anchored. On the
18th T made a fresh start and had a good
time down the Channel, and after getting
out on the ocean got good slants along and
had fine weather, so that on the 5th of De-
cember I was ouly 142 miles from the
Hook and expected to get in the next day,
which would have been a first-rate pas-
sage notwithstanding five days’ detention
in the Downs. But right here the wind
came out howling from the north-west,
bringing us down to close reefs, and it was
five days before we could show any more
canves to it, the barque meanwhile drift-
ing bodily to leeward, and when I was
able once more to get canvas on her she
was in latitude 37 and longitude 38, hav-
ing lost in the gale about thres bundred
miles. Well, we buckled away at it,
Leaping all the sail on her she would bear,
and working ber into the west'ard, so that
on the 17th of December I was close into
the coast off Barnegat Light-house and
was running up with the wind from the
s’uth’ard when at about 8 o'clock in the
evening it shifted suddenly in & hard
squall to the nor'west and caught us
aback. Before we could get the sail re-
duced the mainsail and foreto’gallan’ sail
went all to ribbons, and both fore and
maintop-sails were split and had to be
clewed up and furled. Once more the
barque drifted oft shore. As the gale mo-
derated it hauled to the west'ard and I was
able to make nothing, so that on the 23rd
of September I bad her close up to Mon-
tauk Point. Here we encontered another
terrible hard gale from about west'not’-
west, which lasted, with but few inter-
missions, until the 6th of January, when 1
found myself about 465 miles from the
Hook.

According to this list,
the vessels wrecked form more than balf
of the disasters. The list of missing is also
large and the derelicts and unrecoghized
wrecks, which have been reported as pass-
ed, lead to the belief that this large num-
ber will not be reduced.. When it is con-
sidercd how many anxious hearts will hope
against hope for some tidings of these lost
ones, it reveals one of those chapters of
buman misery, which cannot but excite
the deepest sympathy. There is a large
number of abandoned, and some . of these
were, no doubt,the cause of other disasters.
The list of burned is so large that it should
attract inquiry into the causes of fire on
ship-board, When to the above list is add-
¢d those of other countries, a total of dis-
asters will be made, which will show that
there are still many dangers to be en-
countered by those ‘¢ who go down to the
seas in ships."”

In the above list the United BStates
comes first with 376 vessels, then 106 Bri-
tish vessels, 16 Norweigan, 12 German, 9
Italian, 5 Austrian, 4 French, 3 Russian,
2 Danish, 2 Belgian, 1 Spanish, 1 Portu-
gese, 1 Argentine, and 1 Uruguayian. Were
the vessels in the coasting trade deducted
from this list, it would show that more for-
eign than American vessels have met with
disasters. . While we may be considered
fortunate in this, it but makes more evi-
dent the fact, that our foreign carrying
trade is now done almost in foreign bot-
toms. In analysing this list of disasters
for the year 1878, the thought is forced
upon the attention, and should create some
action, is it not possible that many of
these accidents could have been prevent-
ed?

THE CASE OF THE REV. MR CHECK-
LEY.

From the Acadian Recorder.]

8t. Jonwn, Jan. 11th, 1879.

Sir,—In your 1ssue of yesterday I find
the enclosed extract from the Halifux
¢ Herald” in reference to the death of a
clergyman in Toronto. Like everyone,
probably, who read it, I was intensely
ghocked at the painful statement, and won-
dered if such a thing could be possible in
a Christian city. I am relieved to find in
the ¢ Dominion Churchman,’ & paper
published in Toronto itself, an account of
Rev. Mr. Checkley’s sickness and death
and of his valuable work, which also
seems to be utterly contradictory to the
statement of the despatch to the *¢ Her-
ald,” while, at the same time, it is utter-
ly unaware of any report having been giv-
en to the press. In justice, thercfore, to
the church and parish and community in
which Mr. Checkley labored so faithfully
and prosperously, you will allow me to
call your attention to the accompanying
extract, which I bave cut out of the “Dom-
inion Churchman” of the issue of January
9th inst, I rcmain, yours truly,

“THE LATE W. F. CHRCKLEY.

The Rev. W, F, Checkley, assistant
minister of St. Paul’s, Yorkville, whose
illness we alluded to last week, died at his
residence on the 3rd inst., and was buried
on Saturday in St James’' Cemetery. His
death took place after a sickness of only
eight days, but his coustitution had been
considerably weakened by an affection of
the throat, from which he had suffered
since July, 8o that he easily succ umbed to
the attack of typhoid fever. The respect
in which he was held was shown by the
large number.of clergy and laity who fol-
lowed his remaias to the grave.

Mr. Checkley, who was a graduate of
Trinity College, Dublin, was born of Irish
parents in the West Indies, where after a
brief ministerial career, put an end to by
his bad state of health he came to the
more bracing climate of Canada. With his
work as a clergyman, in which he was in-
defatigable, the deceased devoted much of
his time in labering in ths field of educa-
tion. He superintended a grammar school
whose site is now occupied by the Normal
School. He was first to ally himself with
Trinity School, formerly at Weston, now
at Port Pope, an institution in connexion
with the Church of England, and was
head of a large and successful school at

Barrie.

Mr. Checkley’s loss will be bifterly felt
by his widow and children, as well as by
his parisbioners.”

A greut portion of the suffering
which people in reduced circumstances
have to endure, is brought upon them
by their etforts to keep up appearances.
