The strength of that great 
monopoly, the Western Union, at 
which the strike was chiefly directed, 
has proved- far more powerful than the 
Brotherhood bad any idea of. The 
resources of the telegraph companies 
must be simply wonderful to enable 
them to carry on a successful business 
|-i spite of the sudden withdrawal of 
■early twenty thousand of their force. 
The Brotherhood have certainly made 

of it—the members are now in 
worse plight than ever, since undoubt' 
edly many who occupied good posi­
tions with fairly remunerative pay be% 
fore the strike, will have to be content 
with a subordinate position and de­
creased pay ; they have made an exbi* 
bition of their weakness, and will feel 
email end humble in consequence ; and 
they will be doomed for a long time to 
come, to see operatives,who through in­
ferior, were faithful to the company in 
the time of need, advanced over their 
heads. The result of this strike de­
monstrates the absurdity of strikes in 
general. As a rule, difficulties be­
tween employers and employed can be 
far better settled through the medium 
of pacific measures and calm argument, 
than by pursuing a course such as a 
strike, which invariably arouses em 
p loyers to resentment, and urges them 
to the strongest and most subtile 
means of resistance at command. The 
risk is a great one for any class of em­
ployee to endeavor to make laws for 
the amount of remuneration to be paid 
4or their services by any manufacturer, 
company or corporation. Employers 
naturally combine to help each other 
in such cases, and their enormous 
wealth, and consequent staying power, 
gives the laboring oar to the employee 
in nearly every instance. The history 
of strikes exemplifies this fact, and as 
every year adds to the number of artis­
ans of all kinds, who are unemployed 
■t least several months of the year, 
.through sheer lack of vacancies, and 
-other causes, the chance of employes 
bettering their condition by striking, 
becomes less and less. This fact has 
both its merits and demerits, but it is 
the faot all the same, and while we 
think it is a good thing for any body of 
men of the same profession or trade to 
enter into a common union, aa it gives 
a statua and a strength not otherwise 
obtainable, and is besides, when right­
ly conducted, a means of Instruction, 
protection and assistance, atill It would 
be, generally speaking, the wisest 
coursé never to go to the extremity of 
ordering a strike of its members, unless 
absolutely necessary, after every other 
means had been tried to redress a grie­
vous wrong to themselves. If a strike 
must come, the employes should make 
themselves almost assured of success, 
by the stern logic of facts and figures, 
and if they cannot do that, their best 
course is either to seek other employ­
ment, or bend their necks to the yoke, 
hoping for better times.

to be fruits of promise rather than of ful­
fillment, but the causes which have operat­
ed to produce this result held In check the 
bloeeoms of the apple which, ever the 
latest to bloom, has this year proved to be 
the most reliable of our tree fruits. Bin 
Kent and other near by sections the crop of 
summer epplee, although late, Is said to be 
unueoaliy large, while winter ftult pro­
mises a fair enrage yield. In districts 
north nod west the crop, as n whole, Is sold 
to be very satisfactory. Of -ourse, heavy 
galea may yet change the favorable pros­
pecta ; bat there le without a doubt, n 
general concensus of opinion that the 
apple crop promises a more abondent yield 
than has been the case for several years 
pest Reports are still couched substan­
tially In pretty much the same language ; 
they tell of favorable weather so far ; fair 
to full crops In orchard» usually barren, 
and are. In foot, so moch alike that they, 
may be described at a repetition of each 
other. It Is, boweeer, admitted that the 
preponderance consista of early varieties 
and that, as In previous years, the growth 
of winter fruit would, In the absence of 
supplies from abroad, prove quite Inade­
quate to meet the demand arising in mid­
winter.

.Scalloped potatoes make a nice dish 
for tea. Prepare in this proportion : 
Two cups of mashed potatoes, two 
tablespoonfuls of cream or milk, and 
one of melted butter; salt and pepper 
to taste. Stir tbe potatoes, butter and 
orenm together, adding one raw egg. 
If the potatoes seem too moist, beat in 
a few tine bread crumbs. Bake in a 
hot oven for ten minutes, taking care 
to have the top a rich brown.

‘ My only objection to veal/ said a 
gentleman at our table tbe other day,
1 is that it if too premature.’ This re­
mark might apply to tlie usual manner 
of cooking it as well as to the meat 
itself. Veal steaks in order to be 
palatable must be cooked thoroughly, 
no matter how much baste the oook is 
in: this should never be sent to the 
table till it is nicely browned, tbe. 
edges and all. Salt and butter and a 
decided sprinkling of black pepper are 
also necessary.

Potato Cakb.—One cup of mashed 
potatoes; two cups of flour,one heaping 
tablespoonful of butter; two teaspoon* 
fuis ol baking powder; one teaapoonful 
of salt. Rub well together. Add 
enough milk to make dough. Roll 
out about an inch thick and cut in, 
squares or diamonds. They must be 
baked on a hot, well greased griddle 
on top of the range; over a moderately 
hot firç. . A soapstone griddle is the 
beet, as they require to bake slowly, 
frequently turning to prevent burning. 
Eat immediately, while hot.

An appetising way to serve eggs for 
breakfast is to scallop them. Boil 
them bard, chop them net too fine. 
Line a pudding dish with a layer of 
bread crumbs, then a layer of cold boil­
ed bam, or bits of fried bam chopped 
fine, then a layer ol eggs, and so on 
till the dish is foil. Moisten with 
cream and a little butter, season with 
pepper aud salt, set in a hot oven for 
ten minutes, or longer. When 

• thoroughly heated take out and send 
to tbe table in tbe dish, or on slices of 
buttered toast. Pour a little boiling 
water over the toast after it is butter-
