Favoring Reciprocity.

FLOUR(Toronto 'Globe.’i
Some of the Detroit journals, commenting 

on the Canadian enterprises at Sanlt Sie 
Marie, have been talking of the advantages 
of freer trade between Canada and the 
United States. The lesson perhaps is that 
the more we help ourselves, the more others 
will be inclined to help us. The New York 
Times points ont that the trade of Pennsyl­
vania with Canada exceeds the entire trade 
of the United States with South America :

'The one feature that distinguishes our 
relations with Canada from those with any 
other country is that they have grown up 
naturally in obedience to the forces of 
mutual necessity and advantage, without 
the slightest fictitious aid, and, indeed, io 
■pile of arbitrary obstacles imposed from 
one side 'and from the other. It has been 
the inevitable trade only that hae been 
developed, and this ie of immense promise in 
regard to future developments, if, instead of 
opposing trade, we invite it. The forces 
that have been able to produce such results 
under such adverse conditions mast be very 
strong. They are, in fact, the strongest 
known in commercial intercourse. The peo 
pie on the ether side of our northern border 
are of the same race as ourselves. They are 
working out the same sort of civilization by 
the same general means. Their ideals are 
substantially the 
modes of individual and social life are similar. 
The comforts essential to them, the things 
they seek to provide for themselves and 
their families, their habits of clothing, foàd 
and dwellings do not differ greatly from our 
own. Their standards of business inter­
course, their conception of commercial credit, 
the laws by which they are guided, the finan­
cial and commercial institutions that grow 
up among them, are practically ours. There 
ie no more friction or difficulty in doing busi­
ness with them than there ie in doing busi­
ness between the States.’

The Times is strongly in favor of opening 
up negotiations for reciprocity with Canada. 
Our object, however, is not to hold out any 
hope that the United States will give ns 
freer access to their markets at present, 
but to show that our neighbors are begin 
ning to look at the matter in the true light. 
So far as Canada is concerned, we think 
that American tariff legislation bas been fram­
ed in a somewhat narrow spirit. In some 
cases mere local or class interests have pre 
vailed ; in others there *eem* to have been a 
desire to ‘freeze out’ Canada, and show her 
that her true interest was to enter the 
Union. The Times article shows anada as 
a neighbor, friendly, determined to go her 

way. but willing to do business on fair

Of the two forces 
that entered the colony the eastern is still 
north of the Zoutspansberg range, 
one that entered west appears to have been 
turned in the direction of Britetown and 
I’rietska. Our troops are getting around 
both parties and a special party is also being 
organized, which will be despatched imme­
diately when I know where its services are 
most wanted.

The Boers have not received much assist­
ance in Cape Colony so far as my informa 
tion goes. We have armed some of the col­
onists, who are assisting our forces. Rail­
way and telegraph communication has been 
much interrupted by the very bad weather.

Smallpox In New Brunswick.

Sackville, Dec. 24.— Dr. J. O. Calkin, 
health officer of this plaça, has just returned 
from Botsford, 25 miles from here, where he 
has been making an investigation into alleged 
smallpox cases. He states that there are 
about sixty cases extending along the road 
from Cape Tormentine to Port Elgin, over a 
range of thirty miles; also at Cape Bald, 
about twenty miles distant in another direc­
tion. The cases are typical, but mild. The 
disease has been prevailing in that locality 
since the first of October, Mrs. J. J. Ma­
honey having arrived from Grand Anse, 
Gloucesterecounty, about the 20th of Septem­
ber and being taken down about two weeks 
later. The cases were sol light that not 
much attention was paid to them, and the 
epidemic passed under the name of chicken 
pox. The death of Jeremiah Sweeney, an 
aged and respected inhabitant, on the 20th 
December, first drew public attention to the 
matter leading to the investigation.

Ottawa, December 23.—A despatch from 
colonial secretary states that Imperial gov­
ernment will accept under conditions laid 
down any number of Canadians who offer for 
service in the South African Mounted Police 
commanded by Colonel Baden Powell. If 
one thousand Canadians can be enrolled in 
in the force, 10 commissions as captains and 
15 commissions as lieutenants will be given 
to officers of the Canadian .militia to serve 
under {jiden Powell. The British govern­
ment will furnish transportation and rations 
to South Africa and the men will be remun­
erated at the rate of 5 shillings per day from 
the day they land at the Cape. Officers will 
receive pay of their respective rank. Cana­
dians anxious to join the South African Po­
lice mustbe single men in sound bodily health 
and able to shoot and ride. The period of 
service is five years, fall particulars of offer of

Outrage by Germans.

London, Dec. 2\.—A despatch to the 
‘Morning Post’ from Pekin says it is report­
ed that German troops visited J^ungching 
last Saturday and shot sixty Imperial sol­
diers who were engaged in suppressing the 
Boxers at that place. They also shot thirty 
other persons and took two hundred prison 
ers. The prisoners were subequently releas­
ed on the magistrate's appeal and in consider­
ation of the payment of twenty thousand 
taels. It is also said that the Germans loot­
ed many houses and shops. The expedition 
was contrary to the understanding that no 
measures of the kind were to be taken pend­
ing the negotiations. Much of the country 
is defenceless becapse the Chinese troops 
are not allowed to do anything. Tlje foreign 
troops are absent or engaged iu looting. 
Field Marshal Count von Waldersee has 
failed to secure accord by a just and discrim­
inating policy, and the Germans, on many 
ground», are gaining a worse reputation for 
severity than ever the Russians ever had.
