ORDER-IN-COUNCIL ON COPPER AND NICKEL MINING IN ONTARIO.
Copy of an order-in-council approved by His Honor the Lieutenant-
Governor the 24th day of November, A. D. 1399.
: Upon consideration of the memorandum of .the director of the bureau
of mines, dated 23rd November, 1899, and upon the recommendation of
the honorable the commissioner of crown lands, the committee of council
submit for the approval of your honor the following suggestions respect-
ing copper and nickel mining in the Province of Ontario, namely:
¥ 1. That in the interests of our relations with the empire it is desir-
‘able at an early opportunity to renew the negotiations opened with ‘the
British Government in April, 1891, which had for their object the -con-
cession of an interest in nickel ores of the ungranted lands of the crown
for imperial and national uses, on such terms as may be mutually agreed
upon.
2. That, having in view a larger scope for the employment of capital
and labor in the copper-nickel mines and works, it is desirable to secure
. the establishment in the province of refining plants in accordance ‘with
the scheme of the charter of the Canadian Copper Company, or otherwise;
and, if necessary to the success of this object, to 4ask that effect be given
to the provisions of the act (chap. 67 of 60-61 Victoria), for imposing
export duties on nickel and copper, subject to such modifications in favor
of the United Kingdomh,and the other colonies of the British Empire as
may appear to. be in the common interest.™ . - . o

SOME SURPRISING ALLEGATIONS.

_Editor World: The agitation to require the government to control
and supervise the export of nickel so that the empire may have a guar-
antee that it will not be forged into steel to be used against us is a sen-
 gible agitation and patriotic in the extreme. Unless you and other news-
papers rouse public opinion on the subjeet sufficiently to move govern-
ments which seldom move before public opinion is expressed, the most un-
sound economy will continue to prevail. Without. nickel to”use in new
armaments the war could not long continue. The cost of war to Great
Britain for one day only would be much more than enough teo compen-
sate present owners for any loss of profit they would obtain from sale
of the oxide to foreign armament makers. It may be said that nickel 1s
now contraband of war. But it must be remembered that the oxide .is in
the form of a black powder, easy to smuggle, and undoubtedly is being
gent into Germany at the present time. It is no crime to run a blockade.

; Then why does not the government act in the matter instead of leaving
it to the interested company to write letters to.the press? ‘There is no
question of their power to do so. The present minister of railways was
minister of lands and mines in the provincial government in 1905, when
the British Government, having became alarmed as to possible inability to
get nickel in time of war, had addressed a note on the subject to Canada.
3 The minister of mines, in his report, Dec. 28, 1905, discouraged any
interference by the Omntario Government with-the operators, i.e. , Inter-
pational Nickel Company, and said the thing should be shifted to Ottawa.
The minister.said: ‘“Rights of pre-emption over the output of nickel
mines raises a-matter of policy which invites action by the Government of
Canada.”

: It was openly alleged, and never denied, that when the International
Nickel Company allotted to Krupp nearly half its stock and consequent
voting power if the nickel trust, the reason was because Krupp’s had shown
their intention of themselves entering the nickel field of Canada, and jeal-
ousy of competition compelled the concession.

No one wants to injure the industry or the export to the United
States and other friendly countries for legitimate trade purposes. It
would not injure the industry if measures were taken to restrict the use
to those purposes only. Even if some injury to commercial interests oc-
curred' by a regulated embargo it would be immeasurably more advantag-
eous to Canada and the empire to compensate with public money than to
allow an enemy to forge the means .for our destruction. B.MP.

At Osgoode Hall yesterday, Mr. Jus-
tice Middleton dismissed the action of
William Baird .of- the Township . .of
Rameay, Lanark County against
Thomas Clark of St. Catharines fér
alleged breach 'of cortiract 'The plan-
tiff, who is a director of the Silver
Black Fox Fur Company, stated that
he agreed to purchase from the defen-
dant two black foxés on contratt for
$6000. The agreement was on. the un-
Gerstanding that -should good results
not he obtained -in the mating of the
two foxes, a male and a female, with
a male and a female of ths plalntiff’s,
the defendant should exchange the
| male fox for a good silver black male.

Mr. Baird claimed that this contract
had been brokén TUpon receipt.of the
foxes he attemipted to. mate in 'the
manner contempiated and one pair was
_ successfully mated and whelping. ¢e-
| sulted, but the young were destroyed
and were never seen

It wag assumed. that the mother hl.d
dcne away with them. The other pair
were not successful -and the female
died mating. : ¢

Defendant contended .that all-he un-
dertook was to guaraptee the quality
of the foxes to he such that as the
result of the breeding a good - black
male fox would be found.

His lordship held that the contract
cculd not be consirued 2s an under-
taking to ensure ihe lhives of the foxes
and -agreed with the defendant's con-
tention.

Puaintiff Was Careless.

His lordship also dismissed the ac-
tion of Thomas Tighe against the
Towrship of Tyendinaga in his claim
for damages for. injuries 'sustained
i while in the employ of the defendants.

Perhaps the outstanding feature was
the hearty welcome
MoCarthy. So'dé
burst upon his
platform that he: d not be
for some minutes.. When he did get
under way his remwitl were punctuat-
ed thruout with applause, It was a
revelation to his. opponents and pos-
sibly a surprise to his friends, .

In striking -contrdst was the rela-
tively cool way in which the meeting
received Controller Church. The lat-
ter protested that he ed a clean,
triendly fight, said thag he had no or-
ganization, was not in a position to
spend large sums, on his campaign, de-
clared himself out for-a closer regula-
tion of board of. education expendi-
tures, and pledged himself to a policy
of economy and efficiency at the hall.’
He had no apclogy to make for in-
troducing the hydro matter in council,
and expressed the opinion ‘that the
commission had imposed upon the
small consumer. &

The name of McCarthy was the sige
nal for a prolonged outburst of ap-
plause. When he finally could make
himself heard, the mayoralty candi-
date laid stress upon the fact that he-
had two things in mind when he first
entered civic life some years ago—
human welfare and the making of civie
work a businesss In regard to the
former, he pointed with some pride
to the fact that in the last five years
Toronto had no equal on the continent
in the progres smade for social reform.
He made no attempt to take all the
credit for the progress made in the
interests of the neglected children, the
mentally sick and afflicted, the recla-
mation of sc many thru the industrial
farm, the installation of playgrounds,
the hetter sanitary conditions of the
city and other reforms along similar
lines, but he referred with some pride
to his participation in the movement
that brought

3 ; about all these changes,
‘Mth"%.u He #ed .to the manner
in which civic business had been car-
ried on during the war and laid stress
upon the necessity of pursuing a simi-
lar coudse during the year. He defended
with some warmth his part in the fin-
ancial reforms and vesented ‘the effort
of Controller Church to belittlé the
suggestion that the civic budget b
brought down in December. It was not
impossible to lay before the public,
coincident with the candidate’s appeal
for support at the polls on election
day, a statement of his stewardship,
and he thought that the people wouldi
be better able te judge under the new
conditions whom and what to vote for
on election day.

He wanted the best thought of the
city behind him, and was not the
candidate of any party, clique or in-
fluence. He would not surrender his
privilege of tainking and acting as
he thought best in the interests of the
city. and asked the public to vote
seriously on-New Year's Day.

z

Mayor Hocken rebuked the news-
paper that has been SO lxa,rshly criti-
cizing the hydro policy, asking “his
Nearers not to be swayed by the “in-
tolerant, ignorant, bigoted and mali-
clous” element that. had misrepresent-
ed the situation. .He showed the meet-
ing that the small householder is al-
ready getting light below cost, and
demonstrated the utter impossibility
of lowering rates until the commis-
sion investigated and found out its
real financial position. The Toronto
hydro e claimed to be the best man-
aged public ownership undertaking on
the continent; and contended that a
reduction before would have not only
been disastrous but absolutely dis-
honest.,

He pald a high tribute to Chairman
Filis and declared that as long as they
were subjected to such underhand at-
tacks, just so long would the city be
unable to get men of character and
breadth to look after the civic inter-|
ests in such matters.

Another interesting development
was the telling reply by Joseph ~E:
Thompson tothe innuendoes that have
been cast at him because of his re-
lationship to R. J. Fleming, The Te-
i pl y to this was characteristic of the
man, and that ‘it is not held against
him was evident from the applause
that greeted -his remarks.

“It is not my fault that I have a
relative with the Toronto Street Rail-
way Co. I was too young at the time
to choose my relatives, but had I
been given the chance later in life,
when I had reached years of discre-
tion, I would’ have beeni proud to
choose the gentleman for my uncle.
