Fresh Gemun Divisions Beaten.
With the French Army in ‘France, Aug. 20.—General Man—
| gin’s operations of the past two days prepared the way for a
today. The attack began at 7 o’clock this
morning on a front of 20 miles from Pimprez, on the right bank
L=20f the Oise, to Fontenoy.
Yesterday's heavy bhombardment apparently warned the

i enemy that an attack was coming, for during the night fresh

enemy divisions were brought up from a long distance in the
rear in motor lorries, and Jaeger divisions] the capters of Mont
Kemmel, were shifted from the Soissons region to help meet the
shock of General Mangin’s men.

The Germans made a desperate defence in the hilly ;nd
wooded region south of the Oise around Carlepont, Caisnes and
Lombray, where they held strong positions, which were pro-
fisely dotted with quick-firers. The Four-a-Verre and Croi-
sette Farm were taken by the French after a violent struggle,
which proved very costly to fhe enemy,

At noon the line had been advanced to the road east of
Carlepont, to the Caisnes Wood and Bellefontaine, and south
of Lombray and Blerancourdelle to Vezaponin, and then south-
ward to the east of Tartieres and to Osly.

According to latest information, General Mangin’s line now
runs from La Quenotierie, north of Bailly, to Champ de Merlier,
to Petit Maupas, to Cuts, to Hill 160, to vezaponin and to Val-
priez' Farm, five miles northwest of Soissons.

The French have captured Vezaponin and are on the pla-
teau east of Tartieres. From that point the line is uncertain,
but the Freneh are progressing towards Camelin.

The Germans are making stiff resistance at Hill 160,
which is east of Le Mesnil. The advance is over most difficult
ground, but the attack is still proceeding.

Operation a Splendid Success.

‘They operation begun this morning by General Mangin’s
troops between the Aisne and the Oise, southeast of Noyon and
northwest of Soissons, looks this evening to be a splendid sun-
cess. General Mangin has taken from the Germans at Cuts
and Mont de Choisy the last heights remaining south of the
Oise in that regien.

At Mont de Choisy the French troops are within two and
one-half miles of the Oise at Pontoise, the direct road to which
is now undr the fire of the French batteries.

Carlepont, to the southwest, is also in the hands of the
French tonight, and from this place their guns command an-
other road to the Oise at Sempigny, directly south of Noyon.

General Mangin, with his right solidly on the heightis north
of the Aisne around Fontenoy, is sweeping the Germans off the
high ground south of the Oise, obliging them to reireat across
the river or retire eastward. In either event the success of the
movement will expose the region about Noyon to artiliery
attacks from the south, the southeast apd the southwest.

The Germans are fighting hard against this danger, rely-
ing principally upon machine guns, as in the Thiescourt region,
thus in'dicating that some of their artillery already is aeross or
is on the way across the River Oise. The count of prisoners
and an inventory of the booty taken still are incomplete. One
corps in this operation had counted 1500 prisoners up to noon,
and had immense quantities of captured war materials of ail
gorts,

General Mangin’s offensive forestalled a German attack
which officers taken prisoner said had been prepared for 7.30
o'clock this morning. The extremely heavy artillery prepara-
tion during the past 24 hours by the French served as a warn-
ing to the Germans that the French also had an attack in pre-
paration, and two German divisions, one of Jaegers, and the
other of men from Baden, were brought up during the night in
lorries to attempt to defend the German line.

} On Twenty-Mile Front.

Reuter’s correspondent at French headquarters cables
under this evening’s date as follows:

This morning’s advance was on a front of twenty miles,
between Pimprez and Fontenoy. During the npight the Ger-
mans had ‘brought up fresh divisions from a long distance in
the rear.

Germans Do Not Stop.

With the British Army in France, Aug. 20.—Field Marshal
Haig’s forces continued to advance thruout the diy in. the Mer-
ville sector of the Lys salient. They. are closely following the
retiring Germans, who, this afternoon, seem to have gone back
to an extreme depth of between three and four miles and are
still showing no inclination to come to a halt. Especially to
the south of this sector the Germans have left behind them
numerous lines of retarding wire entanglements.

The German guns appear to be far behind the infantry in

In the operatiens of the past few days on this whole Haze-

Latest advices tonight, deocran‘ the advance of the
French tenth army for 2% miles on a front of more than fifteen
miles, were taken by experts here as ¢onclusive evidence that
the major plan of the allied generalissimo, the organization of
which came with the attack on the right flank-of the Rheims-
Soissons galient, is far more comprehensive than has been sup-
posed in many cireles. It is believed now to include a series of
actions which will occupy every moment until arrival of winter
rains makes the plateaus of Picardy and the plains of Flanders
impossible for large troop movements. i

Most observers agreed that the immediate objective of
General Mangin’s forces appeared to be the “picking” of the
Roye pocket, with the subsequent control of the importdnt sup-
ply lines between that city and Noyon. For the larger objec+
tive, toward which efforts of the allies are being bent, was seen
the capture of Noyon and a resultant breakdown of the German .
defensive line over a front of scores of miles.

Preparing for a Defence.

1t is possible the enemy may think that if he could arrange
to leave a broad space, say of two or three miles, between the ,
British lines and his own, holding the latter with fairly strong
forces but keeping the greater part of his armies well to the
rear, he would have a better chance to defend himself against
the conmibined operations of the infantry and tanks, the effec-
tiveness of which he apparently has learned to respect.

It this is part of his plan, he seems not to have reckoned
that the British would follow on his heels so closely. The
Merville withdrawal, however, is the most significant develop-
ment for a long while, for the enemy has been holding on to this

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVJEWED

In the course of throwing back the
Germans, the allies yésterday further
extended the battlefront, by beginning
in sectors east of the Oise a turning
movement of the Somme .line. They
thereby enlarged the front of their at-
tack by six miles, for they began this
turning movement with an attack on
the line between Balilly on the Oise
and Fontenoy on the Aisne, a stretch
of nearly 16 miles, or more than six
miles longer than the frontage of
their attack on the preceding day. This
new operation makes the new battle-
front between Albert and Rheims have
a total mileage of about ninety, The
British, moreover, have widened the
front of their advance about Merville
in Flanders 46 miles north of Albert
in Picardy. About midway between
Merville and Albert and east of Ar-
ras the British achieved local gains
from Fampoux on the Scarpe, threaten-
ing an advance ‘on‘Do‘ual.

In the new action east of the Oise
the French tenth army under General
Mangin drove a flattish salient into
the German lnes between the Oise
and the Aisne Rivers, This salient
last night had a base of about fifteen
and a half miles and an average depth
of two miles and a half. In the pro-
cess of driving in this wedge the
¥French took 8000 prisoners and add-
ing these to the total of the previous
day when they flattened out a salient
in the ‘same region, they count here
10,000 prisoners. In the fighting yes-
terday the French on their left wing,
mext the Oise, advanced to the out-
skirts of Ourscamp Forest and also of
Carlepont and Caisnes Villages. In
their centre the French captured Lom-
bray and Blerancourdelle and gained
a footing on the plateau north of Ves-
sens. On their right, next the Aisne
and five miles northwest of Soisgons,
they captured the Villages of Veza-
ponin, Tartiers, Cuisy-en-Almont, Osly
and Courtil,

Before Lassigny, Noyon, Roye, and
Chaulnes, meanwhile, the French,
British and Canadians continued to
exert strong pressure against the
Germans in this corridor or quad-
rangle. Their object obviously is to
hold as many Germans in this region
as possible, while General Mangin is
pushing forward east of the Oise, in
an effort to cut off the single line of
German retreat thru Nesle to Ham.
A French success in this new turn-
ing movement would result in the sur-
rounding of large German forces, in
the creating of another Sedan. French
generals with an eye for the ironic
are striving after this consummation.
On the right wing of this battlefield
of Nove, Lassigny, Roye, the French
continued their slow progress be-
tween the Oise and the Matz Rivers,
and they also captured in a bitter
fight, Beauvraignes, south of Roye and
of the Avre.

On the other hand, this new
French operation is sharpening the
solient of the Alsne and the Vesle, and
is putting the French five mgiles and
more in the rear of Soissons, so that
they are again threatening the Allette
valley, and if thoy keep on they will
comipel a retir:ment of the enemy
from the Vesle to tho Chemin des
Dames.

In Flanders the British second army
under General Plumer is now ad-
vancing on both banks of the River
Lys. From Merville the British
marched on to L'Epinette and further
north they captured Vierhoek and La
Couronne. Thege operations have now
considerably progressed towards the
flattening of this Lys salient. The
enemy continues to show nervousness
about Mount Kemmel], his northern
pivot, and is making attacks and ar-
tillery demonstrations towards Schar-
penburg, the next pepk, held by the
British. South of the Flanders bor-
der, on the, Scarpe, /the British first
army under General’ Horne is appar-
ently entering into action, for it has
achieved gains on both bpanks of the
river and has beaten off counter-at-
tacks. It would not take much of an
advance In this region to' turn’ the
Hindenburg line and to make Douai,
a big ‘rallway centre on the direct
line from Berlin, untenahle. Douai
lies only about 11 miles eastward of
the British outposts, so an advance
there like the advance of the Cana-
diang the other day would pretty well
perform a miracle.

The explanation of the so-called re-
‘irements of the Germans appears to
be that the enemy, in passing from
the offensive to the defensive, is cre-
ating-a deep zone of defence like the
British .and the French in the spring.

CROP CONDITION
THRUOUT ONTARIO

Continued Fine Weather Aids
in Harvesting Grains
in Province.

The following is a summary of re-

Barley 1s turning out a first-class
crop, both as. to yield and quality,
The yield will be well above the aver-

! Spring wheat has done so well that

(it is likely to: become a more es-
tablished crop with some who have
been neglecting it. Marquis and
Boose have been the varieties mainly
grown this season.

Oats also are a bumper crop, and
will be considerably over the average
in yleld per acre. Fssex and Kenora

: report some flelds running as high as
80 and 90 bushels to the acre. There
will also be a fair crop of excellent
straw,

Buckwheat on the whole gives pro-
mise of being a fair crop.

Peas for canning and seed purposes
have done well, but the vines of the
later varieties were affected by the
drouth and intense heat,

Second growth of clover, which
started well, has been somewhat
checked by drouth, but recent rains

‘ have helped conditions.

Corn Growing Fast.

Corn has been growing remarkably
fast during August, and with favor-
8ble weather should do much better
than in 1917, or the preceding year.

Potatoes are not a uniform crop,
but on the whole have done fairly.
The tubers so far are remarkably
clean, but the drouth has checked
Browth., There are complaints of
blight and othei diseases, but there is
Temarkable freedom from rot.

l-‘le!d roots are not so promising #s
early in the season, being muzh in
need of rain,

The fall wheat cut this summer,
altho very small in yield per acre,
is on the whole of excellent quality,
fnd will provide good seed for the
28w crop. The ground has beén dry
&nd hard for plowing, but constder-
able land has already been prepared
for this fall's sowing. Tractors are
¥ery busy and have much work ar-
Tanged far ahead. >—

district alone, $50,000 worth of blue-
berries have been picked this season.
Norfolk also reports that strawberries
of the everbearing ' variety are  now
coming on the market.

Milk Below Normal,

Prices paid for cattle sold to drovers
and butchers range all the way from
10 to 15 cents a pound.

While the flow of milk has dropped
off considerably, it/is about normal for
mid-August,

Prices for  bacon hogs have been
keeping around $19 and $19.50 per
cwt., according to locality.

The continued open weather of the
summer has greatly eased the lahor
situation, and the harvest leave for
drafted men has also helped to get
the grain cleared off without undue
rush.

London, Ont., Aug. 20.—~Fresh “on-
ors for Sir Adam Beck ‘and the mem-
bers of the London and Port Stanley
Rallway Commigsion werz: registered
today with the presentation at the
city rall of the statement for the
year ending June 30, 1918. It shows
a net surplus of $28,503.97 on the
year's business after all operating
and capital charges, taxes and other
expenses have been met. ;

\ With the surpluses of ths two pre-
vious years of $18,47414 ‘and $26,-
581.48 respectively/the road has sur-
plus earnings of $68,56569.69 to iis
credit since the Beck electrification
scheme  was completed, and the road
was taken .over for ope-ation by the
people in 1915. During these three
years a rental of $26000 per an-
num has also been paid to the coun-
cfl, increasing the total earnings to
the credit of the people of London to
$128,559,59. -

The results attest the remarkable
eflicianey of the management under
the leadership of Sir Adam Beck, for,
in accord with the trend of the times,
expenses Increased very seriously,
substantial raises in wages and sal-
arfes being recorded. The number of
passéngers carried, which was 842,641,
again showed a remarkable increase of
115,842, or a fifteen ' per cent. advance
on the total of the previous year. The
total number’ is now approximately
five times the annual total of the days
of the steam operation and private/
management. - More than 614,000 tons
of freight were also carried.

The year's earnings were = $368,-
914.06 and operating expensos $254.-
659.85. Rental, capital and other
charges made a total of $345,410.08 ex-
penses. Passenger earnings increased
from $153,312 in 1917, to $177,698,
while freight earnings showed a slight
falling off from $147,826 to $143.608.
Miscellaneous earnings, however,
jumped from $15,645.64 to $47,706.

This is largely attributable to the
development of the park atiractions
at Port Stanley by the establishment
for a $50,00 bath  house, cafeteria,
incline railway and other revenue-
producing utilities, The commission
spent $124,628 on construction during
the year, making a total since 1915 of
$1,191,974 in the Beck scheme,

Toronto's .Coinfniuioner ' of\
Works Refuses Government

Offer.of Ten Thousand.

The Ontario Government can’t-coax
R. C. Harris, Toronto’s commissioner
of works, away from his first line

Bruges Docks, Railway at Roisel,
Many Dumps Made Targets
for Air Attacks.

London, Aug. 20.—The official state-
ment on aerial operation issued to-
night says:

“Early in the morning of Aug, 18
some of our ‘squadrons combined in a
very successful attack on the Phalem-
pin afrdrome, south of Lille, Many
bombs were dropped from a low ailti-
tude, and machine guns were used
with good effect on ground targets,
Several airplane sheds were hit and
big fires started.

“Some enemy machines which at-
tempted to interfere with our airplanes
were prevented from attacking by our
escorting squadrons. All the machines
engaged in this raid returned safely.
The Bruges docks and the railway at
Roigel and a number of enemy dumps
were heavily bombed by us. The total
weight of bombs dropped during the
day amounted to fifteen and a half
tons. A good deal of reconnaissance,
photography and obuyatlon work was
also carried out by our airmen,

“In air fighting 13 enemy machines
were destroyed and 6 were driven
down out of control. In addition, one
hostile airplane was shot down and
another brought down out of control
by fire from the ground. Four German
balloons in the Merville sector were
set on fire by one of our airmen. Seven
of our machines are missing.

“Unfavorable weather prevented any
flying at night.”

War Cabinet.

DOMINION PRESTIGE

Premiefs, When at Home,
Will Be in Direct Com-
munication With Heads.

London, Aug. 20.—It is ‘quite certain
that the point now. arrived at in the
arrangements jist made public for the
representations of the dominions on
the imperial war cabinet ig not a final
stage in the development of the unity
of the empire, says The .Daily Tele-
graph.. Continuing, the .paper says:
“It is simply a point to which the gov-
ernments conceérned have felt their
way, keeping ‘their feet on firm ground,

 testing every step in advance. The

provision for the direct communication
between the pnime ministers of the do-
minions and our own abolishes the
necessity of such communications tak-
ing place thru the medium of.the
colonial office, and we think it desir-
able, having regard to some comments
which have already beén made, to
point out- that this involves no dis-
‘paragement of the actions of that de-
partment and certainly is no reflection
upon the Right Hoh, Walter Long, the
present colonial sécretary. We belieyve
on the contrary it is true to say tha’
the dominion statesmen had nothing
but praise for the manner in which he
and his staff have carried out their
duties in connection with the imperial
war cabinet. The matter is rather one
of dominfon prestige, for it has been
very maturally and/justly felt that the
dominion’ prime ministers, since they
have direct access to the imperial war
cabinet and its head when they have
been in London, ought not to be in any
less intimate relations with them gyhen | last.
they are at home. There is no diminu-
tion of the responsibilities of the
secretary of state, and funections
hitherto performed by the governors-

general and colonial office are not af-
fected. In a word, the chai made is
intended to mark in a plain and per-
manent way the footing of equality
among themselves among which the
dominions and the .United Kingdom
governments stand, and remove wha:
we take to be the last meaningless
vestige of any other sort of relation-
ship. The new developments then

.have been dictated both by simple rea-

sons of business and a sense of poli-
tical proportion.”

The Morning Post says that a mis-
apprehension has arisen in some
quarters about the official announce-
ment that the prime ministers of the
dominiong will have the right to com-
municate direct with the prime minis-'
ter of the United Kingdom. While the
overseas premiers have been here, The
Post points out, Mr. Lloyd George has
presided at their regular meetings,
whereat important decisions have been
taken on matters relating to the war.
The proposal of direct communication
continues’ this arrangement on a per-
manent footing, so far as this is pos-
gible, after the dominions statesmen
have left the country., It. implies no
reflection on:'the administration of the
colonial office, to whose help and co-
operation the statesmen from overseas
paid a generous tribute. The gover-
nors-general and the secretary of state
will, of course, be kept fully informed
of all that passes.

CHAOS IN RUSSIA
Bolshevik Regime Falling and
Incoming Government Will
Be Anti-German.

Ottawa, Aug. -20—A cable dealing
with political and economic conditions
in Russia, and in countries of the
central alliance has 'been received
from the British ministry of informa-
tion. The cable feadls:

Recent/ military events are having
a markedly depressing effect on Ger-
man public .opinion, despite all at-
tempt to camoufiage the real state of
things.  The conviction obviously
grows that not only the German sum-
mer campaign on the western front
has failed, but Germany in the east
\has assumed an intolerably heavy poli-
tical burden, From the chaos of
Russia emerges the fact that the
Bolshevik regime js falling, while the
succeeding. government of whatever
form is. not Afkely to be friendly to
German' imperiglism; which has sup-
ported the Bolshevik.

Germany took advantage of the tem-
to
sow seeds of tr 4n Russia, and
now will reap theé whirlwind on its
own account. Meanwhile the ‘Czeeho-
Slovaks, -are’ con;tantly exhibiting
very supérior forée and. superior
armament, and ¢ maintainéd hold
in an extremely  eritical condition,
anxjously amittng adequate allied
help on which zhedr very - existence
depends. 'This mubt be forthcoming,
unless we are ‘to eacrifice this heroic
allied mation Wwhich Britain has just
recognized as such. Ukraine peasants,
exasperated by Gefman m ytafi me-
thods, are giving obstipate ‘trouble to
their oppressors, while Bulgaria and
Turkey almost openly reveal condi-
tions of dissatisfaction Mth each
other and Germany.

In Austria condltlons are worse.
Even harmless women and children
assembled before shops for bread, are
reported to hayve Peen fired on by

the .army, and open revolts
units are now not uncommon. Never-
theless these symptoms must be dis-
counted, for Germany is still the pil-
lar of the central alliance, and only
understands such physical arguments
as crushing military defeat.

Ottawa, Aug. 20—Except in mat-
ters of discipline and military opera-
tions, Canada now ‘has complete con-
trol over all her troops overseas. Ite-
cent inter-imperial developments
which have brought the change about
are regarded here as the most mo-
mentous since Confederation. “They
indicate,” remarked one cabinet min-
ister today, who attended the imper-
ial rcomference, “that recognition is
now given to Canada’s status as a
nation.”

The change in control over Cana-
dian troops comes after continued
negotiations with the imperal govern-
ment. From the outbreak of war.
Canada has controlled her troops till
they were despdtched overseas. On
arrival in Great Britain, they were
taken over by the war office. Now,
except as regards military operations
and discipline, the Dominion Govern-
ment retains- control.

Here, the change also made in re-
gard to what is ofiicially termed “chan-~
nels of communication” is regarded as
being of wital importance. Direct
communication WBetween the prime
minister of Canada and the prime
minister of Great Britain, it is felt,
will do away with delays incidental
to the old method of communication,
viz: the governop-general' and the
colonial office. Ia regard " to com-
munications betwéen Canada and the
United States it is pointed out fur-
the development has been made, In
Canada now
communicates directly with Washing-
ton, thru the war mission there, in.
stead of by way of the colonial office
and the British embassy.

Summarized, the most
developments in *imperial
are given as:

Direct communication

Enemy’s Entire Front Trench
. System Overrun With Com-

‘paratively Slight Loss.

CONVERGING ATTACK

Capture of Montdidier Salient
Was Complete Surprise
to the Enemy.

Ottawa, Adg. 20.—A cabled review
of the recent military operations was
received here today from the imperial
ministry of information. The ‘cable
reads:

The attack south of the Somme has
been so successful that it has exceeded
expectations. The enemy’s whole {ront
trench system has been overrun with
the slightest possible loss of our own
troops. The German machine gunners
did not show the same fighting quali-
ties as during the attack at Villers-
Bretonneux, but on this occasion left
or surrendered their guns, Meanwhile
at first the British attack between the
Somme and the Ancre was temporarily
hung up by a German attack which
caused- some confusion and upset ar-
rangements, but soon all was well and
the whole objective attained.

'fhe allies planned a converging at-
tack on the Germans in the Mont-
didier salient from three directions.
This plan was successful and the
Town of Montdidier was captured with
a large number of prisoners, theenemy
being completely taken by - surprise
and feebly resisting.

Progress meanwhile continues along
‘the whole front, and the latest news
shows that the French are masters of

the entire Lassigny ridge, a most im-

portant point of ‘ground dominating
4 considerable extent of country north.
During the ‘past week an advance was
made of 10 to 15 miles oh a 45-mile
front, with over 30,000 prisoners and
nearly 700 guns taken. The German
josses were disproportionately greater
than those of the alles, and probably
the complete ‘allled casualties do not
equal the number. of Germans cap-
tured. No previous offensive showed
anything like such preponderance of
German dead.

It is now probable that the enemy
in‘ends to withdraw further, tho pro-
bably not behind the Somme, despite
their unfavorable position west of the
river. Our nearness.to the important
junction of Chaulnes hampers the
enemy’s usual line of railway from
Peronne and Chaulnes to Roye, and
his ecommunications across the river
are made more uncomfortable by the
fact that allied airmen are constan:-
ly bombing his bridges-

The Germdns have begun a with-
drawal in the Serre salient, probably
4o obtain a better line and shortened
front. They also con‘ipue withdrawing
on the Lys salient. These withdraw-
als weem to indicate that the enemy
do not contemplate a further offensive
on the British front, but delinite cen-
clusions are at present unsafe. How-
ever, the recent work greatly dimin-
ishes the further offensive power of
the Germans. The enemy has now
only some 16._fresh divisions 1in re-
serve on the whole western front, of
which “elevep+ belong ~ to - -Rupprecht.
German shor‘age of manpower and
the preponderant rifle strength othe
allies make it more and more doubt-
ful if the Germans will risk another
big attack in France this year.

Attack in Russia,

In northern Russia, increasing evi-
dence shows that the Germans con-
template another early attack on the
Murman railway. The Bolshevik
rear-guard occupies a position about
100 miles south of Archafigel, ap-
parently largely officered by Ger-
mans. In their retreat the Bolshe-
vik committed every form of atro-
city among inhabjtants who are en-
thusiastically with the allies. The
situation in the rest o European
Russia remains obscured. The repoct-
ed defeat of the Czechs in the
Samara region is unconfirmed, - the
their peril in eastern Siberia still
most urgently demands relief. The
arrial of the first British battalion
in eastern Siberia, the advance guard
of the contingent at Vladivostok, was
greeted enthusiastically by the
Czechs and our prompt aid, together
with “the public recognition of their
national aspirations, should have the
strongest appeal with all their com-
patriots all over the world, /

In northwest Persia and the Cau-
casus the British right flank in Meso-
potamia has Been extended to the Cas-
pian Sea to assist the Armenians and
pro-entente in the Caucasus and form
a barrier across Peérsia against
Turko-German , penetrations, The
British contingent hdas arrived at Baku
and is helping to defend the place.

RAILWAY FAGILITIES
UTILIZED TO' GAPAGITY

The demand for manufactured pro-
ducts into which our native raw mater-
fals enter has had the effect of incseasing
the amount of building at points outside
urban limits, Mining and paper indus-
tries are among those which create at
their centres of activity considerable
communities, to provide facilities for
which much construction work must be
done. Officia] returns indicate, for the
first six months of the year, a building
outlay in thirty-five cities of $16,000,000,
practically the same as for the corres-
ponding period last year, but in smaller
communities which do not issue bhuilding
permits, dwelling and factory construc-
tion is under way involving an outlay of
$28,000,000.
