gate him. Again Hindenburg protest-
ed, but he was unable to quell the
demonstration.

"~ Charges of Combine.
" All this was brought-about by a case
started before the board of commerce
in Ottawa - last ' Friday, and then
transferred to Toronto, wherein the

‘ Canadian Laco Phillips Company ask-

ed for a declaration by the board of
commerce that the Canadian:General
Electric is a combine. They also ask
for an order to compel the company
to supply them with drawn tungsten
wire for use in the manufacture of in-
candescent lamps. Before the war,
the Laco people imported lamps from
Holland, but now they desire to manu-
facture their own lamps in Canada,

" and declare the General Electric re-

fuse to supply the wire, of which they
have a control, to enable them -to
carry on—the business. They also
claim thé General Electric have agree-
ments w%r: other companies, under
which they—allege a world-wide com-
bine exists, and:that different com-
panies operate the patent rights in
their respective territories, and agree
not to invade the territories of the
others. The operation of this alleged
agreement, the Laco people contend,
is detrimental to the public interests.

The Canadian General Electric, in

. justifying their action, claim that they

hold not only a patent for wire, but
also for lamps, and that they are! not
bound to assist any competitor in in-
fringing their patent. As I. F. Hell-
muth, counsel for the General Elec-
tric, said: “I state boldly that we pro-
pose to drive every pirate away we
poesibly can.” ;
Cut Prices Purposely.

Senator Nicholls, the president of
the Canadian General Electric, was
the principal witness. of the day. - In
reply to Mr. Anglin, he said that the
big fall in prices  of tungsten lamps
in 1918 as made by his company might
have partially been to put. the Laco
Phillips people out of business. He
was not, however, aware, 'he said,  of
any effective monopoly .in  tungsten.
His. company had recently refused
consider the question of licensing the
Canadian Laco Phillips Company, al-
tho other companies in Canada car-
ried the General Electric license. In
& short time, declared Senator Nich-
olls, his company would have equip-
ment to turn out 50 per cent. more
than their entire output in Canada.

Mr. Anglin, in addressing the board,

contended that the monopoly enjoy- |

ed by the General Electric was as-
serted for the purpose of keeping the
Laco Phillips Company from manu-
facturing a necessity of life and the
monopoly became a detriment to the
public. ;

Mr. Hellmuth argued that the Gen-
eral Electric did not attempt to use
& monopoly to the disadvantage of
the public, and supplied lamps cheap-
er than any ‘other ' company. He
thought this action should have been
taken in a legal court, from whicn
appeals to the highest courts could
be made, and not thrashed out in a
rough-and-ready way, as. they were
doing before the board of commerce.
There .-was no public outcry for this
inquiry, and he contended the com-
pany he represented had not fallen
down either in regard to prices charg-
ed for the lamps or on supply.

His name is Drury.

Change

of Government Very
Simple.

Such a radical change in govern-
ment as the advent of the Farmers'
cabinet in the parliament buildings is
an extraordinary tribute to the sanity
and simplicity of British methods.
Not so many years ago the prospect
of the disappearance of party govern-
ment and the installation of such a
radical administration as that of Mr.
Drury would have brought on talk of
revolution. The British peoples, how-
ever, whether in Ontario or elsewhere,
stand for all that is free and inde-
pendent in government, and such
‘. confldence is felt in the traditions of
" our race, that no claim has been
manifested, on the assumption of pow-
er by an entirely new body of minis-
ters. ; !

Fair play will be given the new
ministers in their task of learning
their new duties. There will be no
lack of assistance from the deputy
ministers and the permanent officiale.
Continuity- of routine is thus preserv-
ed, and the changes of policy, the new
principles dear to the Farmers’ party,
will gradually be infiltrated into the
old organization.

There may be a few radical changes
adopted before the legislature assem-
bles, but it will be in the legis'ature
itself that new measures and radical
legislation will indicate how thoroly
the new administration is imbued
with radical sympathies.

Only one lawyer is in the cabinet
group; eight Farmers will overrule
any legal reaction, and the two Labor
men are even more radical than the
Farmers,

Mount Pleasant Railway Held Up.

Courts of all description have the
record of slow movement, but one of
the hopes in connection with a peo-
ple's railway board was that quick
action would be given on public mat-
ters. The Ontario Railroad Board has
never excited much apprebation from
the people and perhaps Mr. Drury
may be able to find a remedy for this
fallure.

8ir George Paish has been sounding
a note of warning on the financial
condition of Europe, and the bear de-
velopments on the New York stock
market following his deliverances may
be linked together without doing vio-
lence to the situation.

community.

A
fine portrait of Rev, Egerton Ryerson,
D.D. the first editor, appears on the
cover, and special articles dealing with
the - conditions of 1829 are Iincluded.
Dr. Hincks writes a review of the
history of The Guardian, and Emily P.
Weaver writes of the women of ninety
years ago. Jean Blewett writes on
“Pioneer Women of the Pen,” and there
are several articles on phases of jour-
nalism. A. C. Crews writes about the
late Dr. Dewart, and there are eighteen
miscellaneous articles altogether, be-
sidesgeditorials.

An interesting romance is described
in Miss Weaver's -article. Lady Sarah
Lennox, daughter of -the: Duke of
Richmond, fell in love with Pereguine
Maitland, and 2ltho her father for-
bade the match, they ran away to-
gether, and her father forgave them
and got Maltland the lieutenant-gov-
ernorship of Onatario.

Big Moments in a Big Play.

Most autnors are usuauy satisfied
to have one big scene in a play. 1t
usually transpires aopout the epd of
the third act. From the beginning of
the play, every detail is buiit up and
‘directed toward that one crucial mo-
ment. It has almost become a form-
ula in the writing of serious pilays.
Samuel Shipman and Max Marcin, au-
thors of “The Woman in Room 13,
the melodrama which will be seen at
the Alexandra next week, have far
transcended this .ancient plan, for
they have succeeded in having one
big scene in each one of the four acts.

In the first act the husband of an
attractive woman secures the services
of g private detective to protect his
wife from the wiles of his unprinci-
pled employer while he is absent on a
long business trip. The detective hap-
pens to be the former husband of the
wife, whom she divorced. In the next
act, the wife is expected in the bank-
er's apartment. The room is con-
nected with the apartment upstairs by
a dictaphone. The conversation of g
man and woman are transmitted to
the husband and detectives by two
operators. The husband becomes in-
furiated and rushes upstairs. Thru
the rear glass doors of the detective’s
apartment, a womah in evening cloties
is seen descending the fire escape. She
enters and confronts the sleuth. It is
not the wife. ‘

In the third act, the captain’ of
police brings the two women together.
Each insists that she is not the
woman who was in the room at the
time of the shooting, but their con-
flicting statements appear to prove
that either the one or the other is
guilty, and the police captain finailly
decidés to leave them alone to set-
tle it among themselves. It-is then
that the wife determines to make the
sacrifice of her own reputation in or-
der that her husband may have a
chance of acquittal on the plea of
“the unwritten law.”

The last act shows one of the rhost
unique and powerful murder trial
scenes ever seen on the stage. The
setting shows a corridor in the crim-
inal court building. By a system of-
lights, the proceedings of the trial are
8een thru a screen, so that the audi-
ence practically sees two scenes going
on almost sirmu'taneousiy.

Canadian Prees Despatch.

Ottawa, Nov. 14.—Mr. Alex, John-
ston, deputy minister of marine, this
morning: made the following state-
ment of British losses of merchant-
men and shipping craft during the
war period.
