Wrecking Outfit Cabled for, and
Will Be Sent ¥From Liverpool—
Much Regret in Montreal,

Montreal, Sept. 28.—(Special.)—The long-
overdue.Domiunion Line steamship Scots-
man, for the safety of which there has
been so much anxiety during the past week,
was reported this morning as being ashore
on Belie Isle, five miles east of the light-
house. = Her passengers and crew, number-
ing in all 359 souls, are reported all safe,
250 of them belng on the Elder-Dempster
Company’s steamship Montfort, which
passed Heath Point this morning at 9
s'clock and signalled the news, which was
conveyed *to Messrs. 'Forrance, the local
agents of the Dominion Line, through tne
courtesy of Messrs. wmider, bempster Co.’s
despatch. Later in the day Messrs. 'Lor-
rance received an unsigned despatch from
L:hange} lsland, Newtoundland, a point in
Notre Dame say, about 140 miles south of
the point where the bLout is supposed to be
iying, as follows:

“Scotsman nshore on ledge close
inshore, five miles east of Belle
Isle Light, Passengers all landed,
but no provisions on the island
depot. All holds full. Ship lying
even, Immediate assistance imper-
ative.”

.Ihe following reply was sent at once to
Change island:

“Assistance will be sent. Have
asked Government protectiom,”

The next point of communication will be
Fame point, which, in the ordinary way,
would: be reached by the Montfort at 5 p.m.
to-day, where turther news witl be availavie,

Wreckers Will Be Sent,

The advisability of having a wrecking
Steamer on thg scene as euriy as PossiDic
has beengdiscussed, and a cable hus been
sent to lngland advising that the wrecker:
should be sent from the other side. ‘I'nis
would reach the Scotsman about as quickly
as from Quebec, and in all probability wiil
be a' much more serviceable craft.

Mr. John Torrance, sr., felt very keenly
the fact that no communication with Bee
Isle was possible, and said that it was sim-
ply outrageous that a boat could lie there
tor five auys without assistance. The boat
was about as near Montreal as Liverpool,
and he had cabled to the owners as to send-
ing a crew of wreckers at once from the
otner side. It seemed remarkable that an
unsigned telegram should come from Change
1sland, in Noire Dame Bay, Newioundland,
140 miles away trom where the ship was
lying. ‘

A Repository, But Empty,

A well known ocean captain, now empley-
ed in Montreal, was asked what was meant
by the *Island Depot’ referred to in the
despateh from Change Island., He said that
there was a reposiory for food on Belle
isle, and he understood that to mean that
there was no food on the isiand.

At the Board of 1rade and on Change
generally the news caused a great. shock,
and it was generally conceded that the
accident could not have happened at a
worse time, both as to the season. of the
year and as to the marine rates of insur-
ing another year. Every steamer available
wus needed to carry the freight from this
port before navigation closed, and the Scots-
wan was a large carrier,

Ship Worth _a Million.

The ship’s value was estimated by Mr.
John Torrance at a million doilars, which is
largely covered by insurance.

A representative marine underwriter stat-
ed that he would advise his companies in
future to take no risks on steamers which
went through the Straits of Belle Isle. The
majority or accidents had happenea in Beile
1sle viecinity, and the history of the trade
would prove that there was comparative
safety in the longer run via Cape Kace. It
showed how valueless experientce and care
were, when oné of the nnest ships, com-
manded by Captain Skirmshire, one of the
most rellable men that ever took a steamer
through, came to grief.

The greatest sympathy was expressed for
Captaln dkirmshire and the Messrs. Tor-
rance.

Poor Chance of Salvage,

The cargo may, in some miraculous way,
be partially saved, but it {8 consider-
ed highly improbable. Its value wouid
approximate about half a million of dol-
lars, and it is understood to be well in-
sured.

Two Hundred in the Steerage.

In addition to the saloon passengers there
are two bundred stecrage passengers. The
second cabin passenger list includes the son
and daughter of Chief of Police Harrison
of Westmount.

Dealers’ Assoclation was held last night in
Shaftesbury Hall, for the purpose of fur-
thering the establishment of a syndicate,
which was decideq upon at a previous ses-
slon, Mr. McGufrae presided, and there
were In attendance about 300 dealers. the

comblne was discusseq by nearly all those
present,and there were some warim specches
made touching on the advisabllity of &
syndicate, ana the befiefits to be derived, It
was decided to ask all those In favor of
the syndicate to sign thelr names. By this
0d it was proposed that if H0 per cent,
of the dealers favored the eombine, it would
be adopted, motwithstanding the opinion of
the recent meeting, when it was unanim-
ously decided to form a syndicate. When
the meeting closed it was shown that S0
ber cent. or the dealers had signified their
intention of going into the combine. A
committee was then appointed to wait
upon the dealers personally, who were not
at the meeting, with a ylew of getting their
signatures, it they favor the proposal,

A number of conditions have been drawn
up governing the syndicate, and they were
read at the meeting, The secretary, how-
ever, refiused to make them public, as he
thought they would not be of interest.
From another source it was learned that the
conditions were to the effect that a manager
and a board of 12 men be appointed to man-
age the syndicate; that the headquarters be
¢entrally located, where all business will be
transacted; that the city be divided into 10
Sectlons, each section to have one depot.
Bach depot will control 10 wagons, and
each wagon will be accompanied by a man
and a boy. From the above it can be seen
| that there will be a large number of drivers
| thrown out of employment.

At present there are about 400 milk wag-
ons in the city, and about 600 employes.
Some of these will get positions, but there
are many who will have to seek other em-
ployment. At the regular meeting of the as-
Soclation, to be held Oct, 17, the directors
will be appointed,

Shamrock ard Columbia Sail First
Race, 15 Miles Out and Re-
turn, Next Tuesday. -~

INTERNATIONAL  MATCH  HISTORY.

New Rules Made at Joint Meeting
—~How Unele Sam Wwin
Keep Course Clear,

On the eve of the Interesting contest for
the Almerica's Cup, the greatest of yachting
trophies, the following summary of facts
about the cup will be found timely:

Late in 1850, or early in 1851, a letter was
shown to Commodore Stevens of the New
York Yacht Club, In which mention was
made that there would be an unusual collec-
tion of yachts at Cowes, England, in the
summer of 1851, and the writer suggested
that the club send over a representative
yacht to sail in an “international mateh.”

‘the America was built, and went to Eng-
land, for the purpose of saillng a match
if one could be made on satistaccory terms.
At the time her keel was laid it was not
knowun that a cup to be salled for at Cowes,
open to all nations, had been offered by the
Joyal Yacht Squadron. Even in March,
1851, a few weeks before the America was
launched, a letter froin the commodore of
the Royal Yacht Squadron to Commodore
Stevens, offering the hospitality of the
ctub to those members of the New York
Yacht Club who were “building a schoon-
er’ to take part in the match, contained
no’ allusion to a cup.

Arriving at Cowes, the cutter Laverock
insisted on trying the Americd’s qualities,
and Commodore Stevens gratified her. The
Laverock was beaten easily and Stevens
proceeded at once to business. He made
an offer to sail a match with any schooner
or cutter, No response was made, but after
a few days it was lntimated to Stevens
that if he would stake a sufficlent amount
the desired match would be brought about,
whereupon the commodore had posted in
the club house at Cowes a challenge ‘“to
sail the America in a match against any
British vessel whatever, for any sum from
1 to 10,000 guineas.

Sailed the Titania.

.This challenge - was left open till Aug.
17, but no acceptance was received. Finally
a match was arranged with the Titania for
£100 to sail 20 miles to windward and back.
The America won by nearly an hour, but as
the Titania had no claim to be Belected as
a champion yacht of the Royal Yacht
Squadron, no proof was afforded of the
America’s superiority by winning this
m’i";.e America’s owners were anxious to
get a mateh with a selected vessel that
the . relative proficiency of the two coun-
tries in yaphting might be shown, but the
English wﬁtefall wary, and all that could
be obtaine om them was ‘‘that there was
a regatta to be held on Aug. 22, in which
the America had a right to enmter if heg
owners thought proper Ep run the hazard o
such an uncertain test.

‘Alive When Dr. Newman
Started to Dissect,

HAD BEEN DECLARED TO BE DEAD

And Coroner Had Order an Investi-
gation, But the Man Will
Now Recover,

New York, Sept. 28.—Although he has
been officially declared to be dead, John J.
Coughlin is making a hard fight for life to-
day in St. Mary’s Hospital, Brooklyn. . He
is suffering from a fracture of the skull,
but the physiclans at the Institution sald
last night they thought he would recover.

Coughlin was sald to be dead yesterday
and Coroner’s Physician Newman went to
perform the autopsy. He stood over the
body, knife in/hand, ready to begin work,
when he suddenly discovered there was life
in the body before him. Coughlin éseaped
dissection by a halr’s breadth,

The man is 25 years old and lives at No.
1507 Bergen-street. He is a conductor on
the Douglass-street trolley line. Monday,
while in charge of car No. 129, he was
thrown from the running board at Railroad
and Liberty-avenues. He struck on his head
and lay unconscious. It was some minutes
before the motorman found that the con-
ductor had disappeared, an® he then backed
his car in search of him.

Still unconsclous, Coughlin was found
Iying on the pavement.

The buying demand was of the lightest
and the net result was the semi-stagnation
in which the-market drifted all day. The
confidence in further gold imports was em-
phasized by the fallure of the Bank of
England to advance its official discount
rate, notwithstanding the fact that the
principal demand for money in London is
now thrown upon the central institution
by reason of the higher prevailing private
rate of discount. he bank’s proportion
of reserve has declined sharply during the
week by reason of the loss of about $5.500,-
000 in bullion and an expansion of $7,500,-
000 in loans. Its note circulation has also
been Increased about $1,600,000. A fall in
sterling’ exchange at Berlin in response to
the firmer discounts there suggested addi-
tional pressure on London for gold from
that source also. With gold moving to
New York, some meéasure of protection by
the banks at an early day may be accept-
ed as a certainty. The interfor money
markets in this country gave no evidence
of a relaxation of the pressure~upon New
York for funds, New York exchange at in-
terior points tending ‘rather . downward.
Some relief is anticipated nexb week from
dividend and interest disbursements and
from the money to be left in the city by
visitors to thg celebration. BExcept for
a recovery of o5t in Tennessee Coal, gains
of 1% and 2 in the St. Louis Southwestern
stocks and wide movements in a few uysual-
ly inactive stocks, to-day’s market was
without notable incident.
