.23 MLondon, Nov. 2.—The Germans have retreated from points along the 
historic Chemin des Dames sector, on the Aisne front in France, where for 
several months the French troops of General Petain had been keeping 
them sharply to task.

Just where the retrograde movement took place and how far it ex­
tends cannot yet be told, as the German official communication announcing 
It merely says that the Teutons, “unnoticed and undisturbed by the enemy,” 
systematically withdrew their lines from the hilly front in this region. 
The entire line to the north of the Aisne, where the Germans were last 
reported as facing the French, Is undulating In character from the Soissons 
sector eastward to the vicinity of Craonne, and therefore it is impossible 
to delimit from the rather terse acknowledgement of withdrawal the 
terrain which has been given up. , ...... ,

Canadian ' Headquarters In France, 

via London. Nov. 2—The Canadians 
have closed In further toward Vass- 
chendaele. Following the great battle 
on the left wing, when our troops 
on the extreme loft proved their 
marked superiority over the enemy 
while our right outposts ventured Into 
Fasetihendaele itself, the fighting has 
been intermittent all along the line. 
Opposite Meetbheele, where the front 
lines are near together, the Canadians 
and the Boches uhder the Red Cross 
flag buried their dead and evacuated 
their wounded on Wednesday after­
noon. Stretcher-bearers of both forces 
passed and repassed one another in 
the mud and slime.

When our left moved forward Oct. SO 
this battalion1 approached Meetcheele. 
In a thousand yards of rising country, 
one succession of shell holes, filled 
with stagnant waiter, lay before them, 
and tx> their left was a marsh. They 
skirted that marsh and struggled for­
ward up the heights, paying for every 
yard of the advance, fer the Boche 
fought well here, defeftdlng every for­
tified shell hole. Raked by machine 
guntfire, shelled constantly, with com­
rades falling around them and but a 
dip of occasional hollows to shelter 
them, they went forward to their ob­
jective, lleetcheele had to be taken. 
It was to our advantage what Belle­
vue
Our whole line depended on our suc­
cess in this movement.

Nest of Machine Guns.
The town wad. replete with concrete

tured Meetcheele. That capture will 
live in Canadian history for the dar­
ing of the battalion which made it, 
just as the capture of Bellevue Spur, 
when the full story can be written, 
because of the gallantry of the men 
who took part in it and the splendid 
record of one man upon whose judg­
ment. in a critical moment, much of 
the success of the whole attack de­
pended. Bellevue Farm was to' our 
attack on October 25 what Meetcheele 
was to our left on October 30. When 
the attack was launched our left cen­
tre was held up. Our barrage hail 
passed with it our forces to the right 
and left. Upon /the decision of the 
moment depended thê success of the 
battle.

The declrlon was left to a man on 
the spot. That man commanded the 
support of the battalion. It was a 
time to test bis soldierly qualities to 
the utmost. There was no hesitatign 
To call for further artillery support 
meant the bringing of the barrage 
back. No such call was made. Issu­
ing his order* in the open, under shell

fire, -he balled upon his men to ad­
vance, ana advance they did. 
thing could stop them, 
ward gloriously they cleaned 
eighteen pill-iboxes on the way, gain­
ing their final objective and winning 
for the Canadian troops that neces­
sary “jumping-off' place which was 
so Altai ta the success of further 
movements. Men who know, declare 
that the leadership shown in this in­
stance was one of the most striking 
exlvbitionsi of the best military quali­
ties in the history of the war.

Gain Valuable Ground.
Last nigiht there -was further fight­

President Wilson is proceeding with the 
suppression of their activities in the 
United States, and President Poincare 
and Premier Painleve are proceeding 
with the suppression of their activities 
in France. These persons work in vari­
ous <ways, from spreading pessimism 
and even excessive optimism, so-called, 
to the blowing up of allied and neutral 
munition factories, and the destroying of 
property generally. It is their work to 
endeavor to undermine the morale of 
the allied soldiery and to foment plots 
for the making of a separate peace.

Most of Those Seeking Exemption Have 
Good Reasons, li is Found.

It ls announced that at the, first three 
days of-hearings by the exemption tri­
bunals, starting Nov. 8, only ten cases 
a day will be heard by each of the tri­
bunals. Starting on Nov. 12, however, 
and on the succeeding days twenty-five 
cases will be dealt with by each tribunal 
until all the exemption claims have come

The Ontario registrar’s -office an­
nounces that a number otf men seeking 
exemption have been sending particulars 
of their claims to the registrar. Glyn 
Osier states this is the wi-ong procedure. 
Aji evidence for claims must be sent 
dfrect to the tribunals.

The men registering in Toronto and 
Toronto military district under the Mili­
tary Service Act totaled 32,881 up to last 
night.

A high percentage of the money ad­
vanced by England has been spent 
in tihe United States, much ot It dur­
ing the first year of the war, when 
Great Britain virtually assumed Rus­
sia’s obligations for munitions and 
other supplies in this country.

facts.

"It has (been said by travelers re­
turning from England and elsewhere 
to America that opinion among the 
people, not officially, but generally, is 
that Russia Is virtually out of the 
war,” It was explained.

“Is Russia out of the war?” Pre­
mier Kerensky laughed. "That," he 
answered, "Is »! ridiculous question. 
Russia is taking an enormous part 
in the war. One has only to remem­
ber history. Russia began the war 
for the allies. While she was already 
fighting England was only preparing 
and America was only observing.

“Russia at the beginning bore the 
whole brunt of the fighting, thereby 
saving Great Britain and France. 
People who say that Russia is out of 
the war have short memories. We 
have fought since the beginning, and 
have the right to daim that the allies 
now take the heaviest part of the bur­
den on their shoulders.

Berlin Official Report.
Berlin, via London, Nov. 2.—(Brit­

It was also announced that, effec­
tive Dec. 1, all flour mills operating 
under agreement with the federal food 
administration “will not be permitted 
to sell flour in packages of other than 
one-eighth, one-quarter and one-half 
barrel, or terger,” and from Jan. 1, 
1918, “no miller will toe permitted to 
dhlp flour in packages other than these 
described."

A meeting is to be held on Monday 
of the manufacturers, wholesalers and 
retailers of package goods to draft up 
a petition or a senes of petitions to 
the food controller. Some of these 
petitions are ti> come from the con­
sumer, from women’s clubs and soci­
eties expressing their opinions on the 
drastic and sudden action taken.

Apparently the retailer is not so 
much interested in this matter as tÿe 
manufacturer and the consumer. Gro­
cers all over the city have the same 
story to tell. According to the gro­
cers the women say they will not use 
bulk goods for many reasons. Con­
sumers do root care for the extra ex­
pense If they can get satisfaction.

The dry cereal manufacturers will 
not suffer so-much now winter is 
coming on, as those who make the 
porridge cereals. These bought in 
bulk are very liable to become Infest­
ed with Insects when kept, or damp if 
placed In a cellar. Apartment-nouse 
dwellers complain they have no room 
for large quantities or bulk goods, as 
the small space necessitates many 
things being kept in one place. Thus 
the odors from one food are apt to' 
permeate another, which could not 
happen If kept In the original pack­
age. often covered with waxed 
tallic paper.

1 Two Pastors Secure Conviction of 
Dive By Evidence—'More 

Actions Pending.

Halifax, Nov. 2.—-Rev. Harold Roe 
and Rev. iR. C.. Tail, 
clergymen, who have taken an active 
part in the campaign against boot­
leggers, have been summoned to give 
evidence in a number of cases to 
come before the police court this 
week. Yesterday they gave evidence 
that they bought liquor in a house 
kept by Nora Dudley, and she 
convicted in her absence. They were 
summoned to testifiy again today, but 
were not called, as the defendants 
pleaded guilty.

These cases are a sequel to a tour 
t>f investigation recently made by Rev. 
Messrs. Roe and Taft, when, disguised 
as workingmen and accompanied by a 
we'.l-informed guide, -they visited a 
number of blind pigs andl secured 
practical evidence of illicit liquor sell­
ing. They subsequently publisheà an 
open letter to the citizens of Halifax 
in which they declared that enforce­
ment of the Nox’a Scotia Temperance 
Act is a farce. This act went in force 
in May, 1916, prior to which time the 
entire Province of Nova Scotia, except 
Halifax, was dry, under local option 
laws. y

the rental of the bank premises was 
to be a temporary expedient, and 
within a few weeks after commencing 
business, the directors acquired two 
lots of land on St. James street for a 
bank building. The land was bought 
from James McDougall for £2,000 and, 
after long occupancy toy the hank, be­
came the site of the general poetofflee 
in (Montreal,-, which immediately ad­
joins on the ifeft the present head of­
fice of the bank. Early in 1*18 plans 
for this building were provide^ and 
the structure was ready for occu­
pancy in 1819.

At the end of a year’s operations 
profits warranted the declaration of 
an eight per cent, dividend, on the 
paid-in capital. From that time to the 
present, with the exception of 1827 
and 1828, the ‘bank has never fallen 
to pay dividends. Concurrently with 
the declaration of a dividend, the di­
rectors displayed far-sighted financial 
wisdom ln placing a balance of pro­
fits in reserve fund. They thus start­
ed the bank's rest, wjiich with the ac­
cumulation of a century amounts now 
to the sum Of 616,000,000.

It was not until 1821 that the bank 
was formally granted a charter by the 
legislature, the royal assent being 
given on May 18, 1822 The capital 
stock was fixed at £260,000.

Time, of Stress
The period between 1830 and 184U 

was a trying one owing principally to 
the rebellion ln lower Canada. When 
the trouble was at its height the 
bank transferred its specie to Que­
bec anti deposited it in the citadel 
for safe keeping. The Papineau re­
bellion then occurred and the Hon. 
Peter McGill, then president of the 
bank, was the first man to raise a 
volunteer force to defend law and

^The financial position of the United 
States at 'that time forced the bank 
to suspend specie payments and in 
Canatia the banks were forced to fol­
low suit. Specie payments were re­
sumed ln 1839-

When lower artd upper Canada 
wfere united In 1841 the bank obtained 
a new charter with an authorized 
capital of £760,000. A period of great 
development followed.

The Allan Line opened its ocean 
steamship service in 1852 and about 
the same time the Grand Trunk and 
Great Western, Railway» were start­
ed.
