THE DAY SCHOOLS

connected with the Indore Branch of the Mission are prospèrent 
Two new schools have been opened during the year, a third havio« 
been in existence some time previously. The names of one hundred 
and twenty pupils have been enrolled, with an average attendance o| 
seventy-five. Four teachers are employed in the schools, and two 
Bible women, who also assist in Zenana work. The school opened it 
September last is exclusively high caste, and has an average attend- 
ance of thirty-eight, including women. Christian teaching is given 
regularly in this school, as well as in all the others connected wilt 
the Mission. Seventeen women are pupils in various branches, and 
many now make friendly visits to the Zenana teacher, who improves 
the occasion by singing hymns, reading the Scriptures, etc. The 
mixed school opened in the month of October has also prospered ; it 
has an average attendance of twenty, there being twenty-nine on tie 
roll. The school in the camp is still kept open, but it meets will 
less encouragement than the others, various circumstances having 
combined to hinder its progress. In the three schools, thirty pupil 
are boys and ninety girls ; no heathen teachers are at present employed 
in the schools. Our missionaries are also permitted to teach the 
boys in

holkab’s foundling’s home.

These lads are many of them bright and intelligent, and generally 
very attentive to their studies. It is hoped that they may be useful 
Christian men, repaying in some measure the care that has been 
bestowed upon them. During the latter part of the year three

SABBATH SCHOOLS

were organized—two in the city and one in the camp—these being 
wholly for native children and adults. From thirty to forty children 
attended each Sabbath. These schools were conducted with the 
assistance of various members of the Mission staff. One in the cityis 
still open, and has an average attendance of twenty. An eminent 
missionary of twenty-three years’ experience speaks as follows of the 
Sabbath School work in India: “The Sabbath School children are 
multiplying so rapidly that, for the want of a sufficient number of 
teachers, they have Sabbath schools on Saturday as well as on the 
Sabbath. The missionaries and the Sabbath school children 
singing Christianity into the people.’’

TWO VILLAGES

have been visited by our missionaries, and schools opened, but these 
have been discontinued on account of the want of suitable teachers.

The following extract from a private letter will, to some extent, 
reveal the inner life of these devoted women, who have left home and 
friends, and gone forth to heathen lands to publish the glad tidings

It gives me very great pleasure to be here to-day and to meet fa 
to face with so many who are drawn here to this our Annual Moetii 
by a strong Christian sympathy and an earnest desire to hear he 
the work we have been trying to do during the past year for tl 
Master is prospering, and how delightful it is to be able to say 
you and with you, “ Thou, 0 God, hast graciously helped us ai 
abundantly prospered us as a Society. Bless the Lord, 0 our soul 
and all that is within us be stirred up to praise His holy name, 
have reason to love Thee, 0 Lord, because Thou hast heard the voii 
of our supplication, and because Thou hast inclined Thine ear uni 
us.

we heartily rejoice, and whose example in zeal and earnestness w 
are trying to follow. We have also representatives from the Epia»

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od,” “ these interesting reports, will be stirred np in response to the heartfelt 

and grateful acknowledgments offered to our Heavenly Father, who 
has enabled us to accomplish so much, there will be in each individual 
conscience this chastened feeling, that she has, after all, done far less 
than she might have done had her soul been as earnestly drawn out 
in faith and love to her blessed Saviour as it ought, knowing that the 
work was His. Dear friends, let that feeling result in a more decided 
consecration of all we have and are to be used in His service in the 
coming year.

The convener of the Foreign Missions Committee of our Church-

you to night some more definite information about a lady they are in 
correspondence with, and whom they hope to send out. The Foreign 
Secretary will read the communication when she finishes her Report.

Copies of the proposed amendments to the By-laws of the Society 
were sent down to all the Auxiliaries a month ago. We trust you 
have given some study to the subject, and that when they are brought 
before you, with the necessary explanation, for your consideration, 
you will be prepared to say whether you approve of them or otherwise. 
In one or two instances a close adherence to these seemed as if it 
would hinder our work, and for the last three months I may say 
have in one matter anticipated your consent by practically ignoring 
that part of Article 10 of the By-laws which refers to missionary 
intelligence, the two Auxiliaries formed in Toronto giving that 
intelligence in a much more satisfactory manner than we were able 
to do while adhering strictly to that By-law. The Central Board will, 
I am sure, always be very happy to see any members of the Society, 
or ladies wishing information, at its usual monthly meetings, and 
such ladies will also be cordially welcomed at the monthly meetings 
of either of the Auxiliaries—that of the Central Church on the second, 
and the Murray-Mitchell on the third Tuesdays of each month. 
Some little misapprehension seems still to exist as to members’ fees. 
An opportunity of asking and giving explanations on this subject will 
be given at that part of our programme devoted to conversation. 
There is another matter we would call your attention to—the expense 
incurred in printing, which is considerably larger than last year, but 
we trust you will see the necessity for this when you have heard the 
different items read. The printing of the foreign letters, instead of 
writing them, will, we are sure, be appreciated by all our Auxiliaries, 
and yet that one item entails an expense of three dollars each month. 
Our Annual Report, too, as it increases in interest increases in 
volume, and, as a consequence, in expense. Opportunities will be 
given in the afternoon for any remarks or questions on this or other 
matters, and we trust our dear friends will speak freely. I think I
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in the past, it will be glad to listen to any practical suggestions for 
the future. I have preferred, dear friends, in these few words, to 
indicate what you may expeet from those who will follow, rather than 
to attempt to give you anything of real interest myself.

“That missionary enterprise will glide into routine; missionary zeai 
become so much rhetoric ; participation in missionary work degene­
rate into a matter of liahit or ecclesiastical business.”

The Woman’s Foreign Missionary Society of Canada is making its 
history—we can scarcely trace its beginning. Here is the notice in 
the first Report: “The Society owes its existence to the expressed 
desire of the members of the Foreign Missionary Society to aid them, 
to enlist the sympathies of old and young.” Fifty members were first 
enrolled. The Peterborough Auxiliary was formed in January, 1879, 
and contributed $31.13. How pleasant your prompt response to our 
Church’s appeal! “Hearing through various channels of the won 
derful work being effected for the mental, moral and spiritual en 
lightenment of the women and children of India, they resolved that, 
with God’s help, they, too, would do what they could for so excellent 
and important a cause. ” Well, the Auxiliaries are now the supplying 
tributaries, and the Mission Bands the little rills, promoting life and 
breadth to the steady Gospel stream which has been flowing these 
nearly nineteen hundred years, and will go on—how far? Till it reach 
the shore of the Jasper Sea and the golden gates of the New Jerusa­
lem ! In looking over the past, let us keep this in mind : it is not 
our work nor our way ; but, if carried on in answer to prayer, it is 
God’s work and God’s way—a journey begun, progressing, but not 
finished. We are not the fit hands to measure and weigh either 
influences or results—our successors will profit by our failures and 
be encouraged by our success. Our young people, by early training, 
will easily step into our places, and with their growing interest in and 
knowledge of the state of the heathen world, they will intelligently go 
forward in the walks of Christian usefulness.

What is implied in missionary work or woman’s work for woman! 
Allow me to quote from a recent periodical: “Woman’s work (or | 
woman carries in it far more than the simple idea of single 
going out to heathen lands and instructing a few little girls in the 
Bible. It means also a thousand influences breathed from every 
action and word of a missionary, married or single; it means! 
Christian home in a Pagan or Popish land ; it means a gathering d 
women together, in zenana or harem, or street or bazaar ; it means i 
congregation to worship God in spirit and in truth, where all around 
are temples, idols and foolish ceremonials ; it means all and every­
thing that woman can do to stem the tide of evil which sweeps hi 
sisters beyond all others to misery and degradation, and to draw thess 
by every power, direct or indirect, into the sheltering harbour oil 
Saviour’s love.”

Archdeacon Kirkby has remarked that “no objection was evsr 
raised by a woman against Missions. It must arise in men froln lid 
of information. They do not know what heahenism is, and wbl 
the Gospel does."

Here and there along the line of our sets 
ments a seed had been dropped—tender plants begin to shoot ups 
little meeting is called to get light and air, in order that these nuj 
grow—prayer is offered, letters are written—conferences and plui 
begin to take shape—a new path in our Church life has been chalked) 
out, care being at the same time taken that this path be in harmony 
with old landmarks, in order that our missionary friends should col 
be put down as innovators of goodly order, or violators of Presbyteriu 
laws and customs. Thus walking warily, softly, thoughtfully, prayer, 
fully, we shall keep on the right line and preserve our womanly wayi 
While the work is the Lord’s, the field is the world, the sphere ii I 
woman’s ; and as we enlarge it we shall be the “helpers ” and nottkI 
“ hinderers ” of our Church’s prosperity.

Thus far God has led us ; our roots have deepened, our branch» I 
have spread; by-and-by we shall have fruit as well as leaves, and ill 
are aiming at vigorous life and world-wide expansion.

You can easily understand how it required at first a resolute band I 
to apply the missionary lever so as to elevate the tone of Church lift I 
and secure the reflex blessing of personal progress and brighter ii I 
fluence. A good deal of mist had to be cleared away, more than 11 
voice needed to rouse from the sleep of selfish indifference. Nothin;I 
has been more effectual in the way of stirring up than the warn I 
appeals of returned, missionaries. A Murray-Mitohell and a Mach; I 
brought us face to face with the sad realities of heathendom ; facts anil 
statistics strengthen our faith. The missionary map preaches to on I 
eye ; and if God’s Spirit has touched our hearts, opportunities d I 
Christian effort are longed for, and there will be a speedy respon» I 
to every earnest Macedonian cry, 11 Come over and help us !”

Can we calculate how much we owe to our hours and years of unitedl 
prayer? The Sabbath evening and monthly prayer meeting has bwl 
a very valuable element in our missionary history.

(western section.)

CONSTITUTION.

Article 1.—This Society shall be called “ The Woman’s Fobbigi 
Missionary Society of the Presbyterian Church in CAtoV 
(Western Section), and its central point of operation shall be the City 
of Toronto.

Article 2.—Its object shall be to aid the Foreign Missionary Com­
mittee and Board of Missions, by promoting its work among the 

and children of heathen lands, and for this purpose it shillwomen
receive and disburse all money which shall be contributed to the 
Society, subject to the action of that Committee or Board, in the 
appointment of Missionaries supported by the Society, and fiiiq 
their salaries and locations. For the furtherance of this end it shall 
endeavour to organize similar Associations throughout the Church, 
and these Associations shall bear the name of “ Auxiliary Societies to 
the Woman’s Foreign Missionary Society of the Presbyterian Church 
in Canada,” and shall report their work to this Society at such times 
as the By-laws may direct.

Article 3.—Each person paying one dollar annually, through u 
Auxiliary or direct to the Treasury, shall become a member of thii 
Society. The payment of twenty-five dollars by one person, at out 
time, shall constitute a life membership.

Article 4.—The business of the Society shall be conducted by i 
Board of thirty-six managers, including the President, four V» 
Presidents, a Recording Secretary, two Corresponding Secretaire, 
and a Treasurer. They shall be elected from the members of tit 
Society annually, by the members who are present at the Annul 
Meeting. They shall have power to elect non-resident Vice-Presidenk 
and to appoint corresponding members when the objects of the Socidfi
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■hall be promoted thereby ; they «hall also have authority to fill 
Vacancies occurring in their body during the year.
j Article 5.—-There shall be an Executive Committee, composed of 
■he officers and four other managers, to be elected annually. This 
Committee shall have power to transact such business as may require 
attention in the intervals between the stated meetings of the Board. 
Five members shall constitute a quorum.

Article 6.—The Annual Meeting shall be held in Toronto, or else­
where, as the Society shall from year to year determine, on the second 
Tuesday in April, when the Board of Managers shall give in their 
Annual Report, and the Officers and Managers for the ensuing year 
lhall be elected. The Board may, however, for special reasons, post­
pone the Annual Meetmg. r
