study in Vienna of this new discovery by physicians of the hospital at­
tached to the University of Vienna.

Dr. Goodin denied early reports that the milk injections are a cure for 
blindness. Those who are already blind, lie said, may not hope for the 
restoration of their sight by this method but those who are but partially 
blind from infection or penetration, or those in whose eyes the infection 
has just been discovered, have good reasons to hope that their sight will 
get no worse, and also that sympathetic ophthmalia (affection of the other 
eye) will be prevented.

An excellent method of punishing 
Infractions of the forest fire law by 
employes of lumber and pulp and paper 
companies working in the woods has 
been adopted by the Eastern Division 
of the Southern St. Lawrence Forest 
Protective Association.

This body of limit holders has de­
cided to place on a special list the 
names of any persons working In the 
lwish in the employ of any member of 
the association who has set or causes 
to be set a forest fire through negli­
gence or carelessness. This list of care­
less employes will be sent to all mem­
bers of the association and no further 
employment will be given to any of the 
guilty ones.

The first offence automatically means 
a suspension from employment for not 
less than one year or more than five 
years ; for the second offence, not less 
than two years and not more than 10 
years.

The co-operation of the lumbermen 
of New Brunswick has been requested 
so as to make the plan apply to both 
provinces.

Minister of Agriculture 
Predicts Sale of 250,000 

Barrels.
That more than 250,000 barrels of 

New Brunswick potatoes would be 
sold as seed In the southern United 
States this year was the opinion of 
Hon. D. W. Mersereau, Minister of 
Agriculture, who was In the city last 
night.

These potatoes would not be sold 
In a lump but would be purchased 
In small quantities by buyers who 
would soon be making their appear­
ance In the province.

Mr. Mersereau’s prediction that 
250,000 barrels of potatoes would be 
sold was based on the report ol one 
of the men of his department who 
had Just xetunred from a trip to the 
southern states.

The potato crop promised to be 
the largest ever produced In the pro­
vince, Mr. Mersereau said. A lar­
ger acreage by fifty per cent had 
been planted this year and from pre­
sent Indications the yield would be 
more than average.

Agricultural conditions generally 
throughout the province, Mr. Mer­
sereau reported to be very favorable. 
The hay had been light in some 
places but In others there was a 
good yield.

In reference to potatoes more at­
tention should be given to the finding 
of a market for the crop, he thought. 
In the past It seemed that production 
was the main purpose In view. He 
thought that this was wrong and 
that more energy should be applied 
to the marketnlg end of the busi­
ness. It a market could be found 
there would be no question of the 
production.

FEES UNI AUEOS

Amount Received So Far 
This Year Totals More 

Than $433,500.

W. H. McQuade, the motor vehicle 
Inspector, who returned from North­
ern New Brunswick op Saturday, re­
ports that he met a license plate ar­
tist In Belledune. A set of motor 
vehicle plates had been manufactur­
ed that were very difficult to detect 
from the real article, 
will be prosecuted. It was a plain 
case of forgery, Mr. McQuade said. 
The decision of the Judge will be 
awaited with Interest as to what kind 
of forgery the Imitation of license 
plates really Is.

Mr. McQuade was In a reminis­
cent mood and recalled that in the 
year 1917, which was the year before 
•he assumed office, the revenue from 
motor Vehicle licenses was less than 
$30,000, - and at the end of his first 
year of collection, they%amounted to 
only $60,000. This year, however, up 
to date, the motor vehicle collections 
have amounted to $433,574.31. There 
are still two months and a half to 
go before the end of the fiscal year 
and the total motor vehicle fees may 
run as high as $440,000, which would 
be $35,000 more than the estimate 
of the Mnllster of Public Works.

There will be a new registration 
of cars beginning Jan. 1, 1925. This 
year the licenses of touring cars 
about reached the 20,000 mark, be­
ginning at 1,000. Of course there 
are plenty of numbers on cars that 
have not been out this year and 
there are some numbers of cars 
burned, destroyed, or not fit to run, 
but all In all the motor vehicle re­
ceipts show that the Increase in 1924 
over 1923 will be more than the to­
tal receipts in 1917 or 1918.

Ripe and Green Tomatoes 
and Other Produce Brought 

By River Boats

Native ripe tomatoes, some green 
tomatoes and a few summer squash 
were brought down on the river steam­
ers Majestic and Hampton yesterday. 
The boats brought fair freights of 
coûntry produce. Raspberries were in 
sharp demand and there were only a 
comparatively few crates offering so the 
price went to 20 cents a box. There 
was a big quantity of blueberries and 
the price slumped to from 10 to 12 
cents a box. Only a few new potatoes 
were on board and these brought from 
90 cents to $1 a bushel.

The native ripe tomatoes came from 
Wickham and sold for 45 cents for a 
five pound basket. Green tomatoes 
brought $2 a bushel. Only a small 
quantity came down. Peas are scarce 
now, and there were only a few bushels 

the two boats. Peas sold for $1.50 
a bushel but beans were plentiful and 
brought only 80 cents to $1 a bushel 
There was only a small number of 
summer squash and these early sam­
ples of the crop brought high prices. 
Butter sold for 82 cents a pound and 
the eggs brought 33 cents a dozen.

He continued in business 
at that location until his retirement a 
few years ago.

Mr. Farrell was a particularly well 
informed man and an entertaining con­
versationalist He traveled extensively 
throughout Europe and South America 
and was wont to entertain his friends 
on occasions with interesting bits of 
his experiences while in foreign lands.

Besides being a successful business 
man, Mr. Farrell was an investor of 
note, his financial interests at different 
times spreading themselves to almost 
all parts of the globe.

The young mental pathologist ad­
mitted his conclusions that both Loeb 
and Leopold were “mentally sick” were 
based chiefly on statements made to 
him by Loeb and Leopold, and that he 
knew the two had lied to him in some 
instances.

He admitted there were gaps in his 
report which if filled in with informa­
tion withheld might have influenced 
him to conclusions different from those 
he had cited.

Dr. Hulbert joined the three alien­
ists who had preceded him in stating 
that Leopold, while intellectually pow­
erful, was of an emotional age of be­
low 12 years.

“It is possible,” Dr. Hulbert replied 
when the prosecutor asked him if Leo­
pold had not been “posing” throughout 
the various jail examinations while 
portraying himself as unemotional and 
the ready subject of phantasies.

Dr. Hulbert added, however, that 
Leopold’s jail posing only magnified his 
defects and that he had seen readily 
through the dissembling. The mental 
pathologist said that a physical exam­
ination would not indicate a man was 
mentally sick nor that he harbored 
criminalistic tendencies. Therefore, he, 
said, he was unable to point out on 
various X-ray plates “one physical de­
fect in either defendant which accounts 
for this crime,” as demanded by Mr. 
Crowe.

RAFTING ON THE 
NASHWAAK AGAIN

Rafting operations at the mouth of 
the Nashwaak were to be resumed to­
day by the Nashwaak Pulp and Paper 
Company following a shut down ot 
two weeks. Low water in the Nash­
waak river, which established a new 
low summer level record during the 
last two weeks, and subsequent diffi­
culty in keeping up the necessary sur­
plus of logs for rating at the river 
mouth caused the shut down.

The water In the Nashwaak reached 
the new record low level eight inches 
below that established in August last 
year. During the period of low water 
driving crews were still operating on 
the river, with the result that some 
two million feet of the drive has been 
loosened for rafting. Altogether six 
million feet remain to be rafted before 
the completion of the season’s opera­
tions, when the total quantity rafted 
will amount to 82 millions.

An unusual feature of the low water 
record established Is that the level in 
the main river was a foot higher than 
that of last summer during the August 
period of dry weather.

NURSE CAUGHT IN 
PLOT FOR FORTUNE

Berlin, Aug. 12—Diabolical cruelty 
Inflicted on a wealthy invalid of sev­
enty-five by his nurse to force him to 
make a will in her favor has been 
discovered by the police in the Ber­
lin suburb of Weidmannslist.

The victim is a retired jeweler 
named Schade. a widower, without 
relatives, who lived as a recluse with 
a woman named Geldhahn acting as 
nurse and housekeeper.

For two years Shade never left the 
house. A few days ago the nurse was 
called away from Berlin, and during 
her absence the old man was found 
lying on the pavement outside the 
house. He was filthy and emaciated, 
his mind was unhinged, and there 
was a gaping wound in the back of 
his head. He had retained sufficient 
reason to see a chance to escape from 
his prison, and had crawled through 
the window into the street, where he 
collapsed from exhaustion.
