Mr. Poincare, 1'¢ remarks, stigmatizes
the treaty of Versailles and claims to|
have no share of responsibility for it,

“This treaty of Versailles is worthless
and meaningless and from it nothing can
ever be gotten. Well, we demand its'
rigorous integral application and we will |
go to war if necessary-to ensure it. That
is our whole policy.”

Mr. Terry observes: “There is no use
telling Mr. Poincare that there are per-
haps other means of getting from Ger-
many the reparations due, that other ar-
rangements have been conceived to give
us more prompt and complete satisfac-
tion. No, Mr. Poincare has a brief, the
Versailles treaty, and he is going to
plead it.”

The non-political business press is also
skeptical. Hyacinthe Philouse concludes
an article in the newspaper Cablegram:
“Having by these vigorous and ‘national
declarations’ preserved himself from the
suspicious incorruptibles, Mr. Poincare
will proceed to come to an understand-
ing with London.”

Rome, Jan. 20—At 12.30 o'clock today, it was stated that
Pope Benedict was in a dying condition.

Rome, Jan. 20—The condition of Pope
Benedict this morning was described as
grave. The inflammation which had
been confined to the broncial tubes had
extended to the right lung. The Pontiff’s
respiration is becoming difficult.

Prof. Bignami. was called in at 8 a. m,
- when the change in his condition became
marked. He returned again at seven
' o’clock with Professor Merchiafava, and
|they went into consultation ‘with Dr.
Baitistini and Dr. Cherubini. After-
wards a bulletin signed by all was is-
sued, reading:—

“His Holiness passed a sleepless, agi-
tated night. The inflammation reached ke
right lung last night. Respiration is dif-
ficult. Temperatire 38 centigrde (100
fahrenheit), pulse 102, respiration 38,”

It was about four o’clock this morn-
ing that the change for the worse in the
Pope’s condition occurred. It was és-
pecially due to catarrh, which had spread
to both lungs, to inability to expectorate
and to pulmonary inflammation.

Prof. Cherubini, who had been wait-
ing at the WVatican, was immediately
summoned. He found the Pope mentally
depressed and panting for breath.

Realizing the patient’s serious condi-
tion, Professor Cherubini administered
sedatives and expectorants, but the bene-
ficial effects anticipated did not manifest
themselves. In view ‘of the gravity of
the situation, Dr. Cherubiini sent an
urgent call to Professor Bignami, a
Vatican automobile being dispatched to
bring him to the Vatican. His arrival
there followed goon.

Professor Bignami the evening before
had remarked upon the absence of a
cough checking expectoration and con-
sequently was not surprised by the de-
velopment. After a brief inspection of
the patient, he leff to bring Professor
Marchiafava, with whom he soon after-
ward" consulted in the Vatican.

Meanwhile Professor Battistini had ar-
rived and joined in the consultation.

His Holiness received Holy Com-
munion, administered by Cardinal Zam-
pini.

- OPEN DIPLOMACY

Nations to Make Known Se-
cret Treaties With China.

All Nine Powers Represented

Have Expressed Willing-

" ness— Other Developments

of Importance at Washing-
ton.

(Canadian Press).

Washington, Jan. 20—It is expected
that a resolution will be passed today
by the arms conference sitting as com~
mittee of the whole on the Far Eastern
question, which will mark a long step
toward the goal of open diplomacy.

This resolution will pledge all the nine
powers represented at the conference to
make known all treaties and agreements
they have entered into with China or
concerning China or about which they
have any knowledge.

An agreement to this effect was reach-
ed yesterday but no formal agreement
was drafted.

The 'Chinese ambassador promised to
lay before the conference several secret
pacts entered-into by his country in the
past including the Russian-Chinese secret
treaty of 1911. All treaties referred to
.in the resolution are to be filed with
the_ secretary general of the conference.
Failure on the part of any power to file
a treaty which it has made with China
in obedience to this resolution will be
considered as an abandonment or abro-
gation of such treaty.

The British empiré delegation announ=
ces willingness to file its complete list.
Treaties made by China with nations not
represented at the conference will be filed
by the Chinese delegation. .

New York Doctors’ Views on
Possibility of Importation
from Europe.

New York, Jan. 20—(Canadian Press)
—While severa] doctors have said that
there is a possibility of the influenza
epidemic, which is now reported to be
severe in Paris and I.ondon, reaching this
continent in February or March, reports
received here indicate that there is noth-
ing in the nature of a “flu” epidemic in
the United States at the present time. In
New York the recent sudden changes of
temperature have caused an abnormally

large number of colds, but very few

A Law of 1829 Brought Into
View by Application of
Clergyman in Quebec.

Quebec, Que., Jan. 20.—Because a law
.passed in the year 1829, providing that
only clergymen who are British subjects
may perform marriage ceremonies in the
province of Quebec, was never amended
thousands of people in this province
who were married in good faith before
clergymen are not legally wedded. Rem-
edial legislation, it is understood, will
be put through the legislature this ses-
sion.

The soil is chiefly clay, and it is worthy
of note that the soil is not deficient in
lime, as are the soils farther south. It is
a soil very similar in character to that
of the area between Lake Huron and
Lake Ontario. A thick mass of lime-
bearing clay, which was doubtless
formed from erosion of the limestone
areas farther north, has covered the
archean rocks north of Cochrane as with
a blanket and has given the area a soil
quite like that of our best southern agri-
cultural districts, and quite unlike that
of the intervening arca.

LAWYER A SUICIDE,
RUINED BY CLIENT

J. Frank Wheaton, a Negro,
Gave $10,000 Bail for Man
Who Disappeared — Tried
to Find Slayer Boddy.

(New York Times)

J. Frank Wheaton, a leader in the
activities of New York negroes, com-
mitted suicide in his home, 208 West
187th street, yesterday because the ab-
sconding of a client of his own race for
whom he had provided $10,000 bail had
brought him to the verge of ruin. The
negro for whom he had gone sechrity
was Jerry Garier, the nature of whose
offense was not learned last night.

Garier’s case had been called frequent-
ly, but postponed out of consideration
for the high standing of his counsel. A
final week had been allowed Wheaton
in which to produce him, Wheaton, ac-
cording to a note he left for his wife,
had combed Harlem in vain, and had
despaired of finding his man. It was
said that hundreds who had learned to
respect Wheaton during his  career of
almost twenty yeéars here, both white
and black, had sought to find the fugi-
tive for him.

The suicide was a native of Hagers-
town, Md. He served long ago as Sec-
retery to a Representative in Congress
from that State; then he went to Min-
nesota and was graduate in law. He
is the only negro who ever served in
the Minnesota Legislature.

Wheaton came to public attention,only
recently when he used all his influence
! and his intimate knowledge of the dis-
tricts inhabited by members of his race
in an effort to aid the police in cap-
turing Luther Boddy, who killed two
detectives in Harlem and was caught
in Philadelphia.

Besides having
! cratic politics in New York, Wheaton

had beeri Grand Esxalted Ruler of Man-
hattan Lodge, 45, of Colored Elks. He

served for a time as Assistant District

Attorney under Edward Swann. He or-

ganized the Equity Congress, which was

influential in having the Fifteenth negro
infantry legalized as part of the National

Guard.

Wheaton is® survived by three sons,
| Richard, a student at Columbus Uni-
| vérsity, who found his father’s body in
| a gas-filled bathroom; Frank, Jr., a
| lawyer, @nd Layton, an attache of the
_ New Yotk Dental College. He is to be
buried next Thursday from St. Bene-
| dict’s Roman Catholic church, in which
| he was a communicant.
