With imposing ceremonial in the pres­
ence of a gathering which filled the cath­
edral to the aoore, with Hie Excellency 
Most Rev. P. Stagni, apostolic delegate, 
officiating, Right Rev. Edward LeBlanc 
was elevated to the episcopate as Bishop 
of St.r John, this morning. It was a me­
morable event in the history of the 
Catholic church in the lower provinces 
and the spectacle presented in the Cathed­
ral was such as few see more than once 
in the ordinary lifetime.

Long before the hour of ten, the time 
selected for the commencement of the 
ceremony the people began to gathr and 
though hundreds were not the fortunate 
possessors of tickets for «seats, their sym­
pathetic interest was sufficiently keen to 
cause .them to take positions in the aisles 
or at the rear of the building and stand 
patiently during the four hours in which 
the ceremonies were in progress. Even 
with the large number of extra chairs 
placed in position in the rear of the 
church, many were compelled to stand. 
In the vast concourse were many of the 
laity from other parts of the diocese.

Before the ceremony began the chimes 
pealed forth the “Ave Maris Stella,” 
“Come* Holy Ghost,” “Holy God, we 
praise Thy Name,” and the vesper hymn, 
the rendition being given with pleasing 
effect by the cathedral organist, Arthur S. 
Godsoe.

The ceremony of consecration may be 
described as divided into three parts— 
the preliminary examination, the consecra­
tion proper and the investiture. In the 
first there was the ascertaining solemnly 
that Bishop-elect LeBlanc had the right 
to be consecrated bishop. This included 
the reading of the apostolic mandate, 
missioning him to this see, and the form­
al examination of the bishop elect in mat­
ters of faith; also the reception of his 
oath of submission to the Holy See.

Then the mass was begun and continu­
ed until the gradual, when the second 
part of the consecration began and was 
followed by the investiture of the, new 
bishop with crozier and episcopal ring. The 
mass then proceeded and after the com­
munion the mitre and gloves were present­
ed and the new bishop was enthroned. He 
was then escorted in procession through 
the church, while the Te Deum was sung 
and he blessed the people as he passed 
along the aisles. Returning to the sanc- 
trary, he received the kiss of peace from 
the coneecrator, and the ceremony ended.

There were required two altars for the 
ceremony, at one of which ’the coneecrator 
celebrated mass and at the smaller of 
which the bishop-elect followed the cele­
bration.

M. Daneff, the president ef the Bul­
garian parliament, who was sitting op­
posite the Turkish generalissimo, arose 
solemnly, and extended his hand to Nazim 
Pasha, said “It is finished, we are in 
agreement.”

It was then twenty minutes past seven 
o’clock and the plenipotentiaries, moved 
by unrestrainable emotions, all arose to 
thçir feet. The tension had been too long 
and intense. Under an impassable, im­
penetrable appearance, these men of poli­
tics and war had felt the most penetrat­
ing anguish and donbt. This sudden reac­
tion came to their tired minds and a 
wave of emotion seized them when the 
last barrier which separated them had 
fallen.

Their impassibility vanished. For one 
moment they forgot the tremendous strug­
gle between their nations and with spon­
taneous, irresistible gestures they ex­
changed embraces and kisses. The two 
generals, Savoff, the rough Bulgar gener­
alissimo and Nazim Pasha, the superior 
commander of trhe Turkish army—clasped 
each other in silence and silent abandon­
ment.

The news of the agreement passed 
through the- train, which was formerly 
the property of the ex-Sultan Abdul Ha­
mid, and the previously silent officials 
were on their feet in a moment and bot­
tles of champagne were opened.

Nazim Pasha, pale but full of dignity, 
appeared at the door with a glass in his 
hand and in a serious'voice turned to the 
Bulgarian officers and said:

“Gentlemen, I drink to the health of 
the valiant Bulgarian army.” Hie hand 
trembled as he raised the glass to his 
lips.

“The health ’ of the valiant Ottoman 
army,” the officers of the Bulgarian army 
replied, as they raised their glasses to 
their lips.

BLOWN TO PIECES Opening sf Canal to Add to Immi­
grants by 50,000 Yearly KITTENS’ PLAT WAS FATAL I

connected with the cage for the last twelve 
years might be liable to suits for dam­
ages. Mr. Mnllan had twice carried his 
case to the general assembly and lost it 
both times. The restoration should be 
preceded by a confession that they had 
been in the wrong and the application 
should originate from those in the wrong 
and not from the Presbytery.

Regarding the application for license to 
solemnise marriage Mr. Ross said it was 
not the first false affirmation which had 
been made. A deed had previously been in­
validated for the same reason. Mr. Mullan 
was a foolish old man and until these 
things were cleared away there could be 
no restoration. The concellation of the li­
cense was the first step, and the govern­
ment had not even referred to their last 
communication on the subject. He urged 
that a public confession was necessary be­
fore the Presbytery could act. “Unless a 
public statement is made there are people 
in Stanley who will not submit to Mr.

That Head Tax.
The by-law relating to business licenses 

was amended so as to provide that the 
j license fee to be paid by a person engaged 
in manual labor in the city be reduced 
from $7;50 to $5.

Commissioner Schofield introduced an 
amendment providing that the people who 
came into the city and engage in any 
work be subject to a license fee equal to 
the taxes they would have to pay if they 
were regularly assessed. All such licenses 
would expire on Nov. 15 in each yeftr but 
if a person came into the city any time 
up to Feb. 15, he would be assessed a full 
year. Between Feb. 15 and May 15 he 
would pay three-quarters of the assess­
ment, and after May 15 he would be" 
charged for a half year. These licenses 
would be issued so that they could be 
transferred from one person to another.

Commissioner Schofield explained that 
the object of the $7.50 tax was to protect 
the ’longshoremen, but he thought that 
the regulations he proposed wopld answer 
the purpose. He eaid that every man com­
ing into the city expected police and fire 
protection and it was only right that he 
should share in paying the expenses of thex 
city. Commissioner Schofield did not think 
anyone should be charged for ^ the whole 
year when he only remained in the city 
for a few months and he thought that per­
mission to transfer the license would help 
the workmen.

Commissioner McLellan considered the 
city a large stock company and up to the 
present time the citizens have been re­
ceiving very small dividends and he Re­
lieved that now when the city wa« just 
entering into an eta of prosperity that 
outsiders should not be brought in and 
allowed to participate in the benefits with­
out paying anything towards the support 
of the city.

a Holiday Fire bulletin that should save a good many lives there during 
the Christmas festivities, and may be of some benefit even in Canada, where 
we are not yet so reckless of human life as our neighbors. Among the holi­
day “don’ts” are:—

“Do not decorate your Christmas tree with paper, cotton, or any other 
inflammable material. Use metallic tinsel and other non-inflammable decora­
tions only, and set the tree securely so that the children in reaching for 
things cannot tip it over.

“Do not use cotton to represent snow. If you must have snow use as­
bestos fibre.

“Do not permit children to light or relight the candles while parents are 
not present. They frequently set tire to their clothing instead. The tree itself 
will burn when needles have become dry.

“Do not leave matches within reach of children at holiday time. Candles 
are meant to be lighted, and if the children can get matches they will experi­
ment with them. They imitate their elders.

“A house of merriment is better than a house of mourning.”
The spreading broadcast of such life-saving suggestions is an example of 

the new social spirit of the age. Many men and women who formerly spent 
their leisure in ways that were profitable neither to themselves nor to -the 
community are busy and happy in conserving life and property, and in mak­
ing the world a better place to live in. That is a great gain. The brother­
hood of man is advanced by every such effort.—Toronto Globe.
