Twenty-three fires
were responsible for damage of $10,000
the largest being in Barrow, Sask., where
the loss was estimated at $110,000.

of Stealing

Electricity

An
appeal is announced? |

The Judgement

In delivering - judgment,” Judge Forbes
said:—

This charge against the defendant is laid
under Seec. 351 of the Crim. Code of Can-
ada which is as follows;—“Everyone com-
mits theft who maliciotisly or fraudulent-
ly ‘abstracts or causes to be wasted or di-
verted, or consumes OF uses any electric-
ity, etc.; 57 and 38.Vie. Cap, 29, Sec. 307.”
Under this section the crown  has filed
the following information. (Here His Hon-
or read the information): To this inform-
ation the prisoner pleadsmot guilty.

It appears from the evidence that - the
defendant entered 1mto three separate con-
tracts, marked A: B. and C., with the St.
John Railway Co. in the following words:
__“%You .are hereby requested to conmect
with your'system and supply electric cur-
rent for lighting by meter at rate of -.15c.
per M. watts, less 10 per cent. upon prem-
ises No. 33 Charlotte street, occupied’as
candy store, ete.”” ' It-.appears that ,under
this agreement due connections (were made
with the electric power-of the said com-
pany, who ‘placed _their meters in said
store for the purpose of registering the
quantity of electricity consumed.

The information charges that during the
continuance of those contracts the defend-
ant did unlawfully and ‘fraudulently ab-
stract electricity of a value exceeding $10,
then being carried, &e., by tapping the
electric wires of said ‘company, . etc.  Let
me here diwell on the >term maliciously.
I cannot’ agrée to the definition of tha
learned -counsel ‘or the ‘defence that.the
crown to succeed must prove. a malicions
intent. I aceept the definition of Justice
Littledale in McPherson vs. Daniel, 10- B,
& C. 227. Malice in  its legal sense der
notes “a wrongful act done- intentionally
without just cause and¥eXcuse:” - .

In Roscoe’s . Crimingd -Hyidence, .p. 21,
19th. Bd., it s thus defimed:—“All that
is meant by the' presumption of malice
is that when a man commits an unlawful
act, unaccompanied by any: circumstances
justifying 'its commission, it.is presumed
that he has acted advisedly and with an
intent to produce the natural consequences
of such an act.”” In the same- authority
1 find the following definition of intent to
defraud, p.:23. “This presumption is very
similar to malice. It is always made when-
ever the mnatural consequence of the act
is to defraud, and no proof is necessary

that such was the intention of the pris-
oner.” :

The evidence clearly discloses that the
meter placed in the place of business of
the défendant was tampered with, the wires
connecting with the meter cut, and the
registering capacity of the meter prevent-
ed. After the wires connecting with the
meter were cut they were ingeniously
bent so as to hook when desirel, and
when disconnected the meter would not
register the electric current consumed, and
thus the company was defrauded of their
property. It is difficult to ascertain how
long this fraud was carried on, but from
the evidence of Mr. Hopper, the company
was defrauded of thousands of dollars of
property, and the defendant benefitted
thereby.

In considering the evidence as to who
committed this fraud, we must consider the
surrounding circumstances, and enquire
who was benefitted or profitted by the
fraud. The defendant was under a con-
tract to pay the company .l15c. per M.
watts, and every watt diverted from the
meter was so much gain to the defendant.
The shop was his and the gain was_his,
and we have the evidence of young Pitt-
son that frequently, just before the man
who took the record of the electricity
consumed came, he, the defendant, was
in the habit of looking at or doing some-
thing with the meter. . :

Here .is an establishment managed and
owned by the defendant, and all the em-
ployes are his servants. None of them
are called to explain or show if there was
any accident or’ cause ‘why these wires
were cut, or the wires disconnected not
only at one meter but at both meters; no
explanation, no reason; mnothing but the
bald statement of the defendant on oath,
“He did not do it”> How can this be?
I cannot believe him. I have therefore
no ‘difficulty in finding the defendant guil-
ty as charged in the information.

The sentence of this court is that he
be confined in the Dorchester penitentiary
for the period of two ‘years and’ whilst
théte he be kept at hard labof, and that
he pay a fine of $1,000, one half to be
paid over to.the company hé has defraund-
ed: and in the event’ of his meglect or:ve-
| fusal to pay such fine he be confined in
said Dorchester penitentiary for a’further
period of two. years. ! '

The case will be appealed to the supreme
court of New Brunswick. J. A. Sinclair
and Dr. W. B. Wallace, K. C., appeared
for Sperdakes, ¥.

IPMAN BRIDGE FAC

TS ARE B

OUT IN THE PUBLIC ACCOUNTS COMMITTEE

(Special to Times)

Fredericton, N. B.,. April 7— Further
light on the government’s method of hand-
ling bridge affairs was shed in the pub-
lic accounts committee this morning when
it was brought out that the mew Chip-
man bridge was not erected on the sife
recommended by the chief engineer of the
public works department. It did not de-
velop why the engineer was overridden.

Engineer Wetmore was before the com-
wittee to give information asked for by
opposition members. He Dbrought
him plans and papers bearing on this
bridge matter and among them the report

with

which he prepared in regard to the site.
There was a question as to whether the
new bridge should be constructed on the
site of the old structure or whether a cer-
tain new site should be selected.

The report declared that, while a bridge
on the new site would probably cost a
couple of thousand dollars less than one
on the old site there were considerations
which made it advisable to use the latter
location. He drew special attention to

the fact that at the new site there is the
disadvantage of the proximity of a level
railway crossing.

As was pointed out by Hon. Mr. Robin-
son this.in itself was a very serious mat-
ter.

Throughout the engineer's report the
whole tone was in favor of the old site,
and he declared that he was in “favor of
adhering to the recommendation of the
old site.”” But in spite of his recommenda-
tion the bridge was put up on the new
site.

In estimating the cost of bridges on the
respective sites the engineer placed the
cost of one on the new site as something
about $2,100 less

than his® estimate for a structure on the

more than $28,000, or

old site. Subsequent events showed that
he had been in error in his estimate of
the probable land damages, an error which
made the difference in estimated cost $1,-
000 greater in favor of the new site than
it should have been. The difference in
estimated cost therefore was only about
$1,100 in favor of the mew site.

But before the committee Mr. Wetmore

said that the total approximate cost of
the bridge, as he made it up from the
information now available to him, had
been about $32,600. Thus the new bridge
cost at least about $3,000 more than the
estimated cost of a bridge on the old site.
Moreover, Siteen per cent. has been held
back from a builder who had a contract
on the bridge, and if it should be found
that this' must be paid, the cost of the
bridge will be increased by another $709.

Some Bookkeeping

1t was aiso found by the opposition men
that the permanent bridge accounts con-j
tained an item of more than $600 for work!
done on a Westmorland bridge in IQ()S.I
Investigation showed that the account wasj|
presented about six months before the
fiscal year 1909 ended, but it was not paid
until some days after the books were clos-
ed for that year. Thus the expenditures
for that year were more than $600 greater
than was actuaily shown by the govern-
ment's report.

Another item which was brought to the
committee’s attention was that of $2,521
for ballasting on the Central Railway. The
noteworthy thing in this connection was
that the.amount was charged to capital

PRINGE RUPERT

SCENE OF WILD
 LABOR RIOT

One Man Killed By Police and
Forty Arrests Made — Can-
adian Labor Notes

(Canadian Press)

Prince Rupert, B. C., April 7—A mob
of strikers and a force of police clashed
here yesterday and a sanguinary fight fol-
lowed. Pistols, stones and clubs were free-
ly used and the rioters were finally sub-
dued. One of the strikers was killed by the
police and many were injured on both
sides.

The situation is serious and it is feared
that further conflicts will follow. Forty ar
rests have been made.

Toronto, April 7—Progress towards the
settlement of the dispute between the
G. N. W. Telegraph Company and its op-
erators was made by the arbitration board
vesterday. The men scored one important
point. All those operators who have been
discharged for participating in the demand
for higher wages will be reinstated. Ad-
journment was made until the middle of
May ‘to allow ‘efforts for settlement.

Lethbridge, Alta., April 7—Miners are
leaving the camps in train loads, having
decided .that the coal strike will be a long
one, Lille and other small towns in: the
Pass are nearly deserted and the gale of
tickets in Lethbridge for Europe is unpre-
cedented.

WONODERFUL WORK BY
WORLD'S SPEEDIEST
STENOGRAPHER

Montreal, April 7—(Canadian Press)—
One new record was made and several
marvellous accomplishments performed
last night at an exhibition by Rose Fritz,
the world’s champion stenographer. Tak-
ing copy from new matter and reading her
own copy, Miss Fritz managed to write
164 words a minute without a mistake.

Her opening test was a’ minute from diec-
tation and in this she took 222 words in
a measured minute. Then followed a test
of a minute from dictation, blindfolded,
when she wrote 208 words. While holding
an animated chat with ione of the audi-
ence Miss Fritz wrote 148 words a minute
reading copy from a book and made not a
single mistake in her writing. 4

As a final test Miss Fritz started in for
two .minutes to write from the same book,
while  adding up figures on a. blackboard
spelled off to her. The sum was in six
columns but she got it correctly added up
long. before the two minutes were up and
still kept on writing without a mistake at
137 words a minute.

SUGGESTS LEGISLATION T0

Albany, N. Y. Aprl 7 (Canadian
Press) — Senator Brackett of Saratoga
Springs is at work on a bill which ke
thinks, if passed, may be effective in re-
viving horge racing in New York state. He
suggests the appointment of special officers
to patrol the grounds and prevent gamb-
ling at races. These officers would be paid
by the racing association and would be
held accountable for gambling rather than
the directors.

Washington, April 7—(Canadian Press)
—The present session of congress is going
to be a business man’s-session, according
to Champ Clark, speaker of the House. In

INSANE MEN IN AN
ASYLUM PLUNGE MAN
INTO BOILING WATER

Attendant in Worcester Hospital
is Arrested on Technical Charge
Because of the Occurrence

Worcester, Mass., April 7—FKor allowing
two insane men to plunge a fellow inmate
of the state hospital at Lake Quinsiga-
mond into a bath tub filled with boiling
water, inflicting scalds from which the vic-
tim may die, Thomas J. Brennan, aged
32, an attendant at the hospital is under

arrest on a techmical charge of assault and
battery, bail being demanded in the sum
of %1000 because of the critical condition
of the scalded man.

The victim is Ralph K. Stewart of North
Uxbridge, an aged and almost helpless
inmate of the hospital. ‘In response to a
complaint made to the police by Dr. Moses
M. Quimby of the hospital, the police
made an investigation and, according to
Inspector O'Day, they found that the ac-
cident happened Monday morning. Bren-
nan was taking Stewart to the bath room
to give him a bath and on the way his at-
Ltutmn was required by a dangerous in-
{ mate who had got out of his room.

Brennan and another attendant had to
{work a long time to get the second man
"b ek into bed, but before leaving Stewart,
Brennan called a couple of mildly insane
|1m n to watch Stewart and wheel him to
| the bathroom.

The insane men did more than they
were asked to do. They filled the bath-
tub with boiling water and dropped the
helpless old man into the tub so that the
!lower part of his body was terribly burn-
lnl In the meantime, Brennan and his
fellow attendant had got the dangerous
insane man back into his room, but Bren-
nan forgot all about Stewart and went off
duty at 6 o'clock, as his tour of duty was
ended at’ that hour. Stewart’s predica
ment was discovered by other
'whe hurried him to the medical ward
l\\hcrr everything possible was done for

attendants, |

i

him, but the doctors hold out little hope
for his recovery.

Brennan is much worked up over the
affair. He has been at the hospital for
a long time and has enjoyed the reputa-
tion of being one of the most efficient at-
tendants there. He says he had special
orders to look after the dangerous man
who has the habit of cutting himself at
every opportunity, and as his relatives
complained about his treatment he was
given special care. Brennan nearly collap-
sed when being booked.

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CITY GOVERNMENT

One would have thought that the experi-
ence of other Canadian cities with the
board of control system would have dis-
‘couraged the citizens of Halifax from en-
tertaining any serious thought of adopting
that system of city government. While
Ottawa at the last civic election declared
in favor of the continuance of the Board
of Control rather than a return to the
old system, the people are openly dissatis-
fied, and the_ newspapers of the city, rous-
ed by deadloecks between the board of con-
trol and the city council, have been urging
& change to government by an elective
commission. In Montreal there have been
similar deadlocks, resulting in an appeal
to the legislature. In Toronto it was re-
cently complained that between preparing
special reports for the city council, and
others for the board of control, the heads
of civic departments had little time to at-
‘tend to their ordinary duties. This state
of affairs grew out of constant friction be-
tween the city council and the board of
control. -

1t seems quite clear that friction ‘be-
tween the two bodies is inevitable. The
system that provides both a city council
and board of control is unnecessarily com-
plex. Of all the correspondence received
by the St. John committee from cities all
“over the United States, not one writer
declared in favor of a board of control
system. The strongest arguments in favor
of the commission plan were that it was
simple and direct; it fixed responsibility,
so that there could be no evasion; and it
applied business principles to the conduct
of the city’s affairs in such an effective
manner that there was no humbug and no
delay.

Under the city council and board of
control system, politics and patronage,
which should have no place in civic affairs,
hzve to be reckoned with; under the com-
mission plan they are eliminated. If the
people of Halifax are wise they will not
accept any half-way measure. The board
of control will not give them what they
seek. At best it was a sort of compromise
adopted by cities which were afraid to
trust themsélves, or were unreasonably
prejudiced against “Yankee notions.”

The movement that is behind the com-
mission plan of government, sweeping in
such & remarkable way over this continent,

has behind it a desire and a determination
to secure better government. It is a suc-
cess for that very reason. The skeptics,
pessimists and stand-patters have been el-
bowed aside by the progressive element
in city after city; the broad principles of
democracy have been appealed toy the ap-
plication of business principles to the af-
fairs of the city has been insisted upon;
and the result has been such as to attract
the attention and command the admiration
of students of civic government every-
where. A writer in Munsey’s for April,
on “The People’s Rule Movement,” cites
the commission plan of city government
as one illustration of ‘“how the citizens
of the United States are securing more
direct control of the government.” A
portion of this article is worth quoting.
The writer says:—

“More than one hundred cities -have
adopted the commission plan of govern-
ment. 1 am assured that no city, after
once adopting the plan, has ever rejected !
it. In its operations, therefore, we find|
the best available testimonial to the practi-|
cability of the general scheme of giving the
people a participation
(through the initiative, the referendum, the
recall, the short ballot and direct nomina-
tions) in their government.”

The smgnal that will be given in
England, Ireland jand Wales will be
in the form of a detonating rocket sent up
at 9.55, at 10 o’clock this will be followed
by a magnesium star rocket and other roc-
kets.

Charles F. Brown. of the North End fire
department, told of answering an alarm
to. North street on Monday night last.
