Paris, March 19.—The Government 

has sent to Parliament a supplemental 
request for an appropriation 
count of Ruhr occupation expenses in 
which it asks for a total of 196,000,000 
francs, for occupation operations dur­
ing the first four months of 1923.
Big Loss to Germany.

Berlin, March 19—The occupation 
of the Ruhr was largely responsible 
for the remarkably heavy increase in 
Germany’s floating debt in the first 
ten days of March, says a statement 
issued by the ^finance minister in con­
nection with the announcement that 
the debt was swelled by 757,000,000,000 
marks.

The statement says that as a result 
of the occapation the railroad revenue 
fell off extraordinarily, obliging the 
roads to call upon the federal treasury 
for large drafts.

the best known and most prominent 
cabarets and restaurants in the heart of 
the dty. These sue Sbanley’s Restaur­
ant, Forty-third street and Broadway; 
the Little Club, 216 West Forty-fourth 
street, and the Knickerbocker drill, 
Forty-second street and Broadway, 
which is in the old Knickerbocker Hotel 
Building. Repeated vialotions of the 
Volstead act are ascribed as the reason 
the Government seeks to close the 
places, and follows similar action taken 
several months ago in padlocking for 
twelve months the cabaret formerly 
famous as Reinsenweberis, Fifty-eighth 
street and Eighth avenue.

The actions started yesterday are 
only three of twenty-five similar suiis 
which will involve prominent Broadway 
places. The other actions are to be 
started within a few days. Palmer 
Canfield, head of the legal division of 
the local prohibition office, aided San­
ford H. Cohen, Assistant United States 
Attorney, in the preparation of the 
cases. Recently Mr. Canfield said, that 
there would be several hundred injunc­
tion proceedings to close places that 
are alleged to have continued to viol­
ate the Volstead act.
Asters Among the Defendants.

In the case of the Little Club the de­
fendants are the Chateau Thierry Hotel 
& Restaurant Co., Inc, Benjamin 
Cohen, Henry J. Valloft, John Jacob 
Astor, Jr, Charlotte Agnes Astor, Wil­
liam Astor, Caroline Astor and the 
Shubert Realty Compahy, Inc. The 
Astors are the owners of record of the 
premises, the Shuberts are lessees, Co­
hen is ‘President of the restaurant com­
pany, and Valloft is manager.

The defendants in the ease of the 
Shanley restaurant are Thomas J. and 
Michael J. Shanley, President and 
Treasurer of Shanley’s ; John J. Mor­
an, secretary and manager of the res­
taurant, the 1,493 Broadway Corpora­
tion. The latter corporation is the ori­
ginal lessee and in turn leased the 
premises to the 1,49^ Broârdway Cor­
poration, which is owned by the own­
ers of Shanley.’s.

The principal stockholder in the 
Knickerbocker Grill Company, Inc, is 
Joseph Pani, who is also the manager 
The other defendants are Knickerbock­
er Grill Company, Inc, the Knicker­
bocker Forty-second Street Company,
Inc, Harry S. Stewart, George S. Rog­
ers and' Arthur A. Kelley. The grill is 
located In the basement floor of the 
Knickerbocker Hotel building and has 
been in operation for several months.

Complaints filed yesterday charged 
that each place has repeatedly violated 
the Volstead act. The Government 
asks that the places be declared com­
mon nuisances under the Volstead act 
and therefore be closed by the United 
States Marshal for a term of one year. 
Besides the injunction proceeds there 
is pending a criminal action against 
each place, it was said, charging viola­
tion of the Volstead act.

Mr. Canfeld said that there are 
about 2,000 cases on the docket await­
ing hearing, but that twenty-five white 
light district places had been decided 
upon for trial first.

About fifty affidavits have been filed 
against the cabarets and restaurants 
whose cases are scheduled for trial 
next month. Two hundred of the af­
fidavits were made by policemen and 
the other 300 by Federal prohibition 
agents.

Mr. Canfield expressed confidence 
yesterday that because of the alleged 
overwhelming violence against the de­
fendants there would be no doubt of 
the closing of the places _when they 

called for trial next month. He 
bases bis optimism partly on the at­
titude of the courts in the Reisen- 
weber cssc.

E. C. Yellowley, Acting Federal Pro­

“It is our intention if possible to 
close every one of the places in the 
White Light District, against which 
we have sufficient evidence of violation 
of the national prohibition act. All of 
the places named in the affidavits have 
openly and flagrantly violated the law 
and some of them are still doing so.
We are going to keep after them until 
we drive them out of business.”

Kurzman, known as “Sammy the 
Painter,” made a raid yesterday only 
a few doors from the home of Izzy Ein­
stein, widely known federal prohibition 
sleuth. Kurzman raided the cafe of 
Solomon Sehlanger, 107 Ridge street.
The raid was on a search warrant 
signed by Commissioner Hitchcock.
Nine gallons of whiskey, eighty-four 
gallons of wine, fifty-seven gallons of 
alcohol, two cans and barrels of silvo- 
vitz and a still were seized.

(Boston Herald.)

We have heard much the last few 
weeks about the coming building boom 
in this city. Just now, however, we 

not marching forward toward the 
materialization of‘this boom; we are 
marking time while the parties who 
have in their hands the negotiation of 
the terms upon which a great amount 
of new copstruction shall be done strive 
to reach an understanding sufficiently 
definite for them to affix their signa­
tures to the necessary documents. 
There remain about eighteen days for 
them to negotiate an agreement; the 
present one expires on April 1. The 
obstacle which looms in the way is the 
demand of the unions for an increase 
of 12)4 per cent, in their wages, a 
boost from $1 an hour to $1.12)4. The 
demand is based upon an alleged in­
crease in the cost of living.

The employers declare they will not 
pay this increase. They affirm that 
the public, the people at large who in 
the final analysis must meet all such 
increments of cost, ought not to be re­
quired to pay it. They refuse to con­
cede any increase in costs of living to 
justify such a demand. They go back 
to Jiine, 1920, when living costs were 
at their highest, and state that through

The entire church forces of the Unit­
ed States would rally to a government 
proposal based on the principles of the 
League of Nations, declares Charles S. 
Macfarland, General Secretary of the 
Federal Council of the Churches of 
Christ,in América­

in an article in the March issue of 
“Our World.” .the Reverend Macfar­
land says:

“To blame thé churches because they 
have not stopped war is nothing more 

4ess than to blame them because 
they have not extinguished sin from 
the world and is but another way of 
asserting the obvious -truth that the 
principles of Christianity have not yet 
gained control over the social, political 
or economic order throughout the 
world.

“The churches have, for at least the 
last half century, taken a clear po»i-’ 
tion of opposition to aggressive 
and more recently have expressed the 
faith that war itself can be outlawed, 
and in this progress it is interesting to 
note that the churches of America 
have exercised a real leadership. At 
first their action was largely negative, 
but when they began to think and act 
together through the. Federal Council 
of the Churches of Christ in America 
theirattitude immediately became pos­
itive and constructive.

“Indeed, so .far as I have been able 
to discover, the first proposal for a 
society, association or League of Na­
tions made by any representative body 
of our people, was made at the Inter- 
Church Conference in New York in 
1905, where the first steps were taken 
out for the organization pf the Fed­
eral Council, and came through the 
lips of Chief Justice David Brewer. 
The first organized body in-Ahe world, 
representing the church bodies in any 
official way, was probably the Com- 
mission on Peace and Arbitration (now 
'the Commission on International Jus­
tice and Good Will), of the Federal 
Council, formed in 1912. The signifi­
cance of this step was that it marked 
the transition from mere negative pro­
tests against the wrongs of war to the 
constructive proposals of substitutes 
for war as a means of settling inter­
national disputes. When the church­
men began to do corporate thinking 
on this subject, it became clear at a 
glance that the fundamental moral 
principles involved needed to find ex­
pression in political institutions. There­
fore, when the proposal for the League 
of Nations appeared, there was im­
mediate, unhesitating and almost spon­
taneous response upon the part 
Church bodies from one end of the 
country to the other. When, later on, 
the League was actually instituted, 
these actions were repeated with equal 
readiness and whatever the intrusion 
of domestic and local issues may have 
caused in the way of confusion, no 
church body, so far as I am aware, has 
taken any action changing its ongmal 
adherence to the League, but has sim­
ply caused more recent pronounce­
ments to assume in some cases a more 
general form.” _______ _

New York State has entered a suit 
to annul the federal water power act. 
Governor Pinchot of Pennsylvania has 
written to the Governor of New York 
urging that the latter state withdraw 
the suit and calling attention to a 
giant power plan which he outlined re­
cently and which would care for the 
power needs of the entire northeastern 
portion of the United States. Governor 
Pinchot wrote:—

“After eighteen years of study and 
work upon this ptoblem, I have come 
confidently to expect the growth of a 
nation-wide interlocking power sys­
tem. No small part of this future 
power development, especially water 
power development, will, I believe, be 
made by state and municipal enter­
prise—some perhaps by national or 
even international undertakings. The 
federal water power law gives prefer­
ence to states and municipalities which 
may desire to construct or take over 
and operate water power projects and 
relieves them from all rental if they 
deliver power to consumers at cost, 
which I understand to be the purpose 
of your . plan. Thus proceeding under 
the federal water power act .and by 
accepting the preference it gives to 
state enterprise over private enterprise, 
New York can initiate the new policy 
under the most favorable circumstances 
and without the delay inseparable 
from litigation and can do so without 
jeopardizing the interests of other 
states.”

CREATE ENTHUSIASM

A growet, writing in an English 
fruit trade paper, describes his inspec­
tion of a shipment of the Nova Scotia 
apples as they arrived for the London 
market and has some very complimen­
tary tilings to say of them. After 
speaking of the warehouse in which the ' 
apples were stored, he describes the re­
moval of a barrel head for this in- 
spection proceeding:

“There was a sample of Cox’s Orange 
Pippin which might have been taken 
straight to the Imperial Fruit Show and 
put into competition with the best that 
was exhibited there. Another barrel 
opened for my inspection was the same, 
and a third and a fourth—thé apples 
all evenly packed in layers and, so far 
as I could see, not a fruit damaged. 
The opening of another barrel revealed 
weathly showing up brilliantly red, in 
spite of the gloom of tile warehouse, 
just as sound as the Cox’s, just as-even, 
and, though there was nothing in the 
barrels except the apples, it did not ap­
pear as if a single specimen had moved 
since they were put in. King of Tomp­
kins County was represented by another 
lot of barrels just the same as the rest, 
and curiosity led me to inspect one of 
the lids. The lid of each barrel might 
correctly be described as its passport, 
for on it was given the name of the 
firm which grew and shipped the fruit, 
the number of the orchard it came 
from, the date it was packed, and the 
number of the man who packed it, so 
that if there was anything wrong with 
the contents of any barrel, it could be 
traced backed to the starting point, so 
to speak.” _________________

back pensions due to Civil War veter­
ans and their widows residing in Ger­
many is creating a new class of mark 
millionaires in that country.

A number of pension accounts were 
suspended during the World War and 
payment was held up after its ter­
mination until pensioners could send 
to Washington properly executed 
vouchers. As a result, in some cases 
payments have been made recently 
amounting to $2,800 to an individual, 
representing nearly 11,500,000 marks at 
the current rate of exchange.

Records of the Pension Bureau show 
that 229 residents of Germany are 
drawing regular pensions from the 
United States Government, such pay­
ments in 1922 amounting to $67,522.

Ten pensioners of this Government 
reside in the former Austrian Empire 
and these received $4,898 last year. 
At the current rate of exchange the 
average remittance to these pensioners 
would be 72,000 kronen a month to 
those on the $15 monthly pension list.

SHOWS RAPID DECREASE

Privately Owned Vessels Go Into In­
ter coastal Trade—Only 10 Per Cent.
Unemployed.

Only a little more than 10 per cent, 
of privately owned American ocean 
going steam tonnage was unemployed 
udr January 1, 1923, according to a 
statement issued by the American 
Steamship Owners’ Association, 11 
Broadway. On July 1, 1922, 16.7 per 
cent, of American ocean going steam­
ships was unemployed ; on January 
1, 1922, 23.5 per cent, was unemployed. 
Recent figures from the Shipping Board 
show about 60 per cent, of its fleet laid 
up.

The privately owned 
steamers numbered only ninety-two of 
a total of 320,405 gross tons registered 
on January 1, 1923, as compared with 
124 of 622,567 tons on July 1, 1922, and 
171 of 780,653 tons on January 1, 1922.

The present improvement in the 
business of American shipping, accord­
ing to Winthrop L. Marvin, vice-presi­
dent and general manager of the Amer­
ican Steamship Owners’ Association, 
“is due mainly to improved business 
within the protected coastwise trade of 
the United States, including the inter- 
coastal trade via the Panama Canal.

Such an enemy is attacking us and 
was lately winning. In 13T0, which 
was not a year of pestilence or any 
special morbility, the death rate in New 
York City was twenty-nine per thous­
and. Fifty years later, in the vast, 
congested New York of 1920, with a 
population far greater, the death rate 
had fallen from twenty-nine to thir­
teen, or 55 per cent, and in 1921 to 
eleven, or 62 per cent., a reduction of 
very nearly two-thirds. It isy incredible 
but true. 73,000 people died in New 
York in 1920. At the death rate of

Our col­
leges were depopulated during the war 
years, and their presidents complained 
that war diminished their financial sup­
port.

Proportionally more than three times 
as many now get a college education 
as got secondary schooling in 1870, and 
proportionally seven times as many now 
get secondary schooling.

There are not many of ’em left, and 

the scattered survivors of the breed are one 
rolling their eyes in astonishment at 
the idea of a monument being raised to 
them in Washington, amid the trophies 
and memorials of the nation—to them, 
the colored mammies of the South !

And tlie news stirs something in the 
obscure depths of every man and 
woman that in babyhood was fostered 
and in childhood tended by one of 
those paragons of fidelity and devotion.
For in that relation is involved a tie 
whose spontaneous warmth happens to 
fait outside the range of emotional 
experience in the North.

The spectacle of a lovely and high 
born Southern girl on some occasion 
of joy or grief flying to the embrace 
of her old mammy and artlessly kiss­
ing that honest face of shining ebony 
is one that the stranger, especially if 
he be an unimaginative and opinionated 
person, witnesses with surprise atid 
even compunction. He doesn’t under­
stand.

Only the South understands the 
mammy, and the South thinks enough 
of her to immortalize her virtues in the 
most honorific way it could find. Hence

CITY BILLS IN LEGISLATURE.
There will be no meeting of the 

Common Council tomorrow. City bills, 
' in particular the bill concerning super­
annuation of city employes, will be be­
fore the legislature.. E. M. Olive, 
chairman of the board of assessors, w' 
go to Fredericton, and it is expectiu, 
also, that W. H. Harrison, acting City 
Solicitor, will be asked to go. The 
Mayor would not say what menïbers 
of the Council would attend.

The first consignment of store cattle 
to be shipped from Canada to England 
since 1894 arrived in the city this morn­
ing from Montreal via the C. N. 11. 
They are all Ontario stock and were 
shipped from Toronto in charge of 
Arthur A. T. Carley, veterinary sur­
geon. There are 427 head comprising 
steers and speyed heifers and average 
from one to two years and 1,000 pounds 
in weight. They left Toronto last 
Tuesday and were held, in Montreal for 
two days to ascertain if the British 
authorities would grant permission to 
let them pass through Maine while in 
transit. This was avoided, however, 
as they were transferred from the C. 
P. R. to the Canadian National Rail­
way and made over their line from 
Montreal. There was not a single cas­
ualty from the time they left the Tor­
onto stock yards until their arrival in 
this city.

Prior to being shipped they were in­
spected by Dr. Carley for cattle plague, 
foot and mouth disease, pneumonia and 
mange. They were also inspected in 
Montreal and at Mount Joli. At no 
time from their departure until their 
arrival in England are they allowed to 
come in contact-with any other cattle.

While at this port they will he se­
gregated and will undergo another 
thorough inspection by J. H. Slionyo 
and Dr. Carley. The animals will also 
hav,e ear tags bearing the letter C. and 
a serial number, and notes will be tak­
en of the number on the tags, owners, 
etc. for identification purposes. After 
this has been completed they will be 
placed on board the S. S. Manchester 
Division, which is expected to sail for 
Manchester tomorrow. While in tran­
sit they will receive a daily inspection 
by Dr. Carley ; all to take place in day­
light. While on the ocean Dr. Carley 
will send marconigrams to Hon. Mr. 
Nutherwell, Minister of Agriculture, as 
to their condition, etc.

Asked about the store cattle Dr. 
Carley said that if they are fed on their 
arrival in England they should be 
ready for slaughter in eight or ten 
weeks, but if they are grazed it will 
require a longer period.

The cattle are being looked after by 
Foreman William Cunningham of Tor­
onto, who has been crossing the ocean 
in charge of cattle shipments for forty- 
five years. He has an assistant foreman 
and fourteen men with him.
