Patriotic Speeches by Rev. Dr. Wilson, 
C. N. Skinner, M. P., Sir Leonard 
Tilley and Rev. J. DcSoyre*, Inter­
spersed by Stirring: Songs.

An enthusiastic meeting was held in 
the Institute last evening under the aus­
pices of the Imperial Federation League. 
Sir Leonard Tilley occupied the chair 
and a large number of prominent gen­
tlemen, me r ubers of the league, were 
seated on the platform. At the opening 
the Red, White and Blue was finely sung 
by Mr. E. Stewart, the chorus being ren­
dered by a male choir.

Rev. Dr. Wilson, the first speaker, 
discussed Imperial Federation, a necess­
ity. He said the loss of England’s colon­
ies would made her again a third rate 
power. Union and expansion were the 
order of the day and he showed conclu­
sively the dependence in many respects 
of the motbej country on her colonies. 
It would be folly for Canada to dream of 
independence on account of the grasping 
nature of our neighbors and he had an 
idea that the advocates of independence 
perhaps regarded it as a half way house 
to annexation. He spoke of a few in­
stances in which the colonies had been 
sorely tried by the action of the imperial 
authorities and' proved by them the 
necessity for colonial representation in 
the imperial government Had such a 
man as his honor, been on the floor of 
the British Commons to plead our cause, 
the better portion of the Aroostook 
valley would never have been given to a 
foreign nation. That was the aim, not to 
interfere with the affairs of England or 
Ireland, but to see that our claims are 
made known and recognized. He looked 
upon Imperial Federation as One of the 
surest guarantees against war.

After the singing of Mr. E. G. Nelson’s 
patriotic chorus, “The Union Jack,” Mr. 
C. N. Skinner, M. P., was introduced. He 
referred to the fact of existing feeling in 
favor of some broader idea than colonial 
life. The question of Imperial Federa. 
tion was a century old, as he proved by 
reading some of Franklin’s papers, which 
advocated such a scheme. The old conn-

7. The parliament of the empire to 

have jurisdiction over shipping, coinage 
and currency, treaties, colonies, army, 
navy, war, the foreign policy, and all 
questions requiring legislation that would 
affect the interstate relations of the dif­
ferent countries composing the empire, 
this class of legislation requiring a two- 
third vote of the house of commons be­
fore becoming law.

8. Each state or country to control its 
own tariff with a differential duty of 10 
per cent on all foreign goods, and where 
these goods are now free to put a duty 
upon them of 10 per cent. This duty to 
go into an imperial fund to meet the ex­
pense of maintaining the government of 
the empire ; and if this fund, in case of 
war or otherwise, should not be suffici­
ent to meet the imperial expenses, the 
parliament of the empire to have the 
power to levy duty on imports, exports 
and by excise to cover the outlay.

9. The British government and all 
colonial governments and parliaments to 
remain as they are, save as altered by 
the new constitution.

10. Provision to be made for the as­
sumption of the debts due by any 
of the states and countries of the federa­
tion by the imperial government upon 
such terms as such state and any or all 
the other states oy their parliaments and 
the parliament of the empire may 
upon; then free trade between tha 
and the rest of the empire to be establish­
ed, such state reserving the power to 
levy duties on foreign commerce as be­
fore, subject as before.

11. Power to be reserved for the altera­
tion of the imperial constitution by dele­
gates to be selected by the imperial and 
state parliaments as cases or occasion 
may arise.

Continuing he said the empire must 
draw closer together in its parts. He 
dwelt upon the natural pride of other 
countries and asked, shall we the sons of 
Britons throw aside our nationality be­
hind us as a worn out garment? Speak­

Sir Leonard Tilley was greeted with 
loud and long continued applause as he 
rose to speak. He alluded to the progress 
of the federation idea in the past 30 
years, and paid a tribute to the late 
Joseph Howe in referring to a meeting in 
England in 1861 which Mr. Howe bad 
aroused to the highest enthusiasm by 
his prophetic language in regard to the 
federation ideas and the advantages of 
the colonies to the mother country. He 
complimented Mr. Skinner on his idea 

constitution and spoke
in the highest terms of the 
work being done by Mr. Parkin.
Sir Leonard said he felt a great pride in 
the fact that New Brunswick had pro­
duced the man who had aroused so much 
enthusiasm in the mother country on 
this subject. When asked to become 
president of the league here, he accepted 
the position, because the question was 
not a party one and because he felt it to 
be his duty to assist the movement.

There was a growing idea in the Unit­
ed States that we wanted annnexation, 
and one of their statesmen had lately said 
that all they had to do was to wait and 
the plum would ripen and drop into their 
hands. But they could not wait and 
were already beginning to thake the 
boughs and there were some in Can­
ada who are showing them how best to 
shake the trees. For such, he would ask 
no other penalty than that which the 
United States would impose 
upon a man of that country 
who would seek to destroy the unity 
of that nations (Prolonged applause.)

Continued from first edition, 
him in case there were developments 
of a serious nature made by 
Murphy. He was not going to be dictat­
ed as to how he should conduct the ex­
amination. He did not want Kelly and 
Murpby away from tbeir business at the 
same time. The former could return to 
St. John today and his partner could 
come up this evening. Mr. Murphy was 
in St. John yesterday morning and 
might have been here last night. In­
stead of coming here however he had 
for some reason or other gone up the line.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—He was not sum­
moned till last night.

Mr. Hanington—He could have seen 
by yesterday morning’s papers that he 
was required as a witness.

Mr. Wilson said he was well aware 
that there was a rule which would not 
permit a select committee to sit while the 
house was in session unless such com­
mittee were granted leave. In 
justice to the attorney-general who 

charged with a serious 
crime he would ask every honorable 
member of the House to consider wheth­
er or not the investigation should be pro­
ceeded with immediately. All would 
agree he thought with the proposition 
that the attorney general if innocent 
should not lie under this charge a 
moment longer than necessary. He 
could well understand why some 
members of the opposition [werë in 
favor of delaying the investigation. It 
gave them and their newspapers time to 
circulate their charges against the Attor­
ney General, and by delay, it was hoped 
to offset the moral effect of the result of 
the investigation.

His Petition Against the Royal New
Brunswick Art Union.

To His Honor Sir Samuel Leonard 
Tilley, C. B., K. C. M. G., Lieutenant- 
Governor of the Province of New Bruns­
wick.

The Petition of Robert Reed, President 
of the Owens Art Institution of the City 
of Saint John, humbly sheweth.

That since the incorporation of the 
Owens Art Gallery in 1884, he has taken 
a deep interest in the subject of Art 
Culture.

That the Gallery lias now upon its 
walls a large collection of works of art of 

highly educational and instructive 
character, consisting mostly of original 
paintings and drawings by eminent 
artists of the present and past two cen­
turies; also a very fall and complete 
school collection of casts from the antique.

That the first school term commenced 
in October, 1885, with a list of twenty 
pupils, which number has since increas­
ed to over one hundred and eighty, com­
prising members from nearly every lead 
ing family in the city, beside one or 
more each from Fredericton, Rothesay, 
Sussex, Petitcodiae, Apohaqui, Dorchest­
er, Moncton, Shediac, Sheffield, St. 
George, St Stephen, Woodstock, Perth 
Centre, Lancaster ; also from 
Provinces of Nova Scotia, Prince Edward 
Island and Ontario, as well as the States 
of Maine and Massachusetts.

That his position with regard to Art 
Culture in this Province renders it pro­
per that he should express his opinion 
touching the bill now before the Legis­
lature, entilted “An Act to Incorporate 
the Royal New Brunswick Art Union,” 
and he therefore begs respectfully to 
submit the following reasons why it 
should not become law.

1st. That its object being the establish­
ment in this Province of a Lottery Asso­
ciation for the disposal of works of art, is 
objectionable, inasmuch as all games of 
chance where values are at stake have a 
demoralizing tendency, and consequent­
ly ought not to be encouraged by the 
Legislature.

There is also a clause providing that all 
licenses issued by the government of 
Newfoundland for similar purposes to 
these granted by the Canadian licenses 
shall be valid in Canadian ports when­
ever licenses issued by the Dominion of 
Canada shall be valid for such purposes 
in the ports of Newfoundland. This re­
ciprocal arrangment will, no doubt, meet 
with the approval of the people of New­
foundland. *

We trust that Mr. Blair will not be so 
unwise as to listen to the foolish advice 
of the Telegraph in regard to the passing 
of the bill for changing the St. John con­
stituencies.

It would be most un­
wise to make such an arrangement as 
this for it is unfair on its face and calcul­
ated to alienate the support of many wlio 
would otherwise be favorable to the gov­
ernment. The Telegraph, in a long arti­
cle in support of the hill, says :

It is amusing now to find the same 
journals that defended and supported Sir 
John’s gerrymander applying that epithet 
to the proposed sub-division of the St. 
John constituencies. Every one can see 
that this proposition does not include the 
objectionable features which gave rise to 
the term gerrymander. There is no in­
vasion of county boundaries ; there is 
nothing cut out of the adjoining counties 
of Kings and Charlotte to be added to 
St. John or vice versa ; the balance of 
representation as between the St John 
districts and other counties is in no 
wav disturbed; this section of the prov­
ince will still have six representati 
among the 41 as before. It is alleged 
with truth that the division does not 
give equal populations in the three divi­
sions. That was not to be expected, as 
it has already been admitted that th 
territorial element is to be considered. 
Two representatives can as well attend 
to the wants of St. John city as to those 
of St. John county with its extensive 
road and bridge service, its extensive 
coastline, its lumbering and other indus­
trial services.

What Sir John’s government did in 
1882 has nothing to do with this question 
and will not justify any such arrange­
ment as is proposed by Mr. Blair. The 
measure passed by Sir John for altering 
the Ontario constituencies had at least

Mr. Paterson (Brant) asked why pro­
vision was made only for the protection 
of females employed in mills, workshops 
and factories ? Why did the bill not ex­
tend to females employed in public de­
partments? (Laughter.)

Sir John "Thompson thought the bill 
was going far enough.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell had heard of abuses 
in the civil service to which the provi­
sions of the bill should apply.

Hon. Mr. Colby moved the second 
reading of the bill to require steamboat 
engineers, not British subjects, to reside 
three years in the dominion before they 
can obtain certificates.

Mr. Davies thought the present law re­
quiring engineers to be properly examin­
ed was sufficient to ensure public safety.

He also strong­
ly opposed patting barriers in the way 
of competent engineers from obtaining 
employment because they happened to 
be born in the United States or some 
other foreign country. If the government 
were able to make and repeal steamboat 
regulations by order in council, steam­
boat owners would never be able to know 
what the law was.

Traders, Manufacturers and owners of Weights,
8pecfalïySrequeHted8to read carefulljrthe following 
instructions and act accordingly:

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for 
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for 
irregular inspections of the same, which may be 
made at any time when deemed necessary by the 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs 
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the performance of his duty under said Act, or 
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights 
and measures for inspection when calltd upon to 
do so by an inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner ol 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de 
mand from the officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate (“Form 0,6” with the words 
"Original for the Trader” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

and holders of these official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would he advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob­
ability, have to pay over again their verification

How They Work with Snow.

Great interest has been manifests* 
since Saturday afternoon in the running 
of the electric cars, as this was the first 
snow storm of any magnitude since they 
had been in operation. To their credit 
be it said that they worked admirably, 
and that had it not been for the horse 
cars on the same tracks passengers by 
the electrics would have had little ts 
complain of. The newly equipped eles- 
tric snow plows were put on early in the 
afternoon, and with one exception did 
their work admirably, while to supple­
ment them in several cases an ordinary 
plow was pushed ahead of a motor car. 
The tracks of the electric lines were as 
cleanly swept as if by hand, and the 
smooth rails all day Sunday were is 
marked contrast to the ice coated ko no* 
other lines.
