THE GRAND ALLIES.

The most interesting feature of the
local political situation is the firm al-
liance that has been cemented between
the Sun and Globe for the purpose of
destroying Mr. Blair. The Globe and
Sun have not always been in the same
camp, but their editors have points of
resemblahce which it might have been
predicted would eventually bring them
together. TFirst of all they are both
Halifax men and the Halifax people, we
all know, are clannish in the extreme.
Secondly, they both dishke St. John,
although they both make their bread
and butter here. The editor of the Globe,
as all are aware, has for years been en-
gaged in ridiculing all St. John enter-
prises and seeking to dispirit and
disgust our people. The editor of
the Sun; on the cther hand has
been promoting enterprises which,
if -carried out will be ruinous to
St. John, while he has been writing
down those measures of harbor im-
provement which are essential to the
well being of thiscity. We need hardly
remind our readers of the fact that the
editor of the Sun in April 1889 was
strongly advocating the construction of
the Harvey-Salisbury railway, a line
which would have side tracked St. John
and sent all the through business, which
properly belongs to us,to Halifax. These
reasons will explain the great love and
affection which now exists between the
Globe and Sun, the Damon and Pythia
of the New Brunswick press. In re-
spect to their enmity to St. John, they
are: “Two souls with but a single
thought. Two hearts that beat as one.”

A SAD CONTRAST.

This is the heading of an editorial in
the Telegraph of this morning which, as
it is quite brief, we take the liberty of
quoting in full—

When 8ir Francis Hincks was finance
minister of Canada in 1870 he laid stress

n the fact that while the public debt
of the United States was $60 per head
the debt of Canada was but $22.50 per
head. At that time the federal taxation
per head in the States was $9.25 per head
and in Canada only $3.50. That was 20

years ago.
Now mark the contrast. The added

net debts of the republic and of the sev-
eral states taken together represent a
per capita liability of not more than
$16.50 per head. The added federal and
provincial debts in Canada make $49
ger head. In brief, 20 years ago the in-

ebtedness per head of the people across
the border was nearly three times as
great as of the people of this side; now
our indebtedness per head is almost pre-
cisely three times as great as theits.
And yet our government is contemplat-
ing a new loan!

If the Telegraph is in the humor to in-
dulge in contrasts we beg to direct its
attention to a still sadder contrast than
the above which concerns it much more
nearly than the Federal debt. We re-
fer to the contrast between the present
position of the Telegraph and what it was,
not twenty, but only eight years ago.
Then the Telegraph was the leading pa-
per, not only of thiscity, but also of the
Maritime Provinces. Its financial posi-
tion was then good, what is its position
now? Its opinions then were respected
and eagerly read, now no one cares what
its views are on any public question and
few take the trouble to read it. This
is not a fancy picture of the Telegraph
but the solid truth. The contrast be-
tween the Telegraph of 1882 and of 1890
is indeed very sad.

THE CONSPIRACY AGAINST CANADA.

That there has existed for some time
past a conspiracy against Canada on the
part of politicians on both sides of the
line cannot have escaped the notice of
those who have taken the trouble to
look into the matter closely. The
position of Canada as a part of the
British Empire is being made the object
of a concerted attack in which Canadian
annexationists, like the editor of the
Globe, and the enemies of Great Britain
in the United States are joined hand in
hand. The first blow that was struck
against Canada by the enemies of the
British Empire was the ~ abrogation
of the reciprocity treaty of 1854.
The openly avowed object of that meas-
ure was to drive Canada into annexa-
tion. Since then the congress of the
United States has omitted no effort to re-
strict and injure Canadian trade. The
government of the United States has had
its paid agents on this side of the line,
men like the editor of the Globe who
have been subsidized to abuse Canada,
to decry all Canadian enterprises, to
sneer at Canada’s hopes and aspirations
and to persuade the people of Canada
that their only hgpe lies in annexation
to the United States. - This miserable
gang still continues its evil work, and
has succeeded in partly committing the
Liberal party to its policy. The Boston
Advertiser of yesterday contains a
despatch from Ottawa,evidently the pro-
duction of one of this tribe. Itis head-
ed “Macdonald’s Game—How he will
fight the annexation spirit.” In the
eyes of the Advertiser it is a very wick-
ed thing for the premier of Canada not
to play into the hands of those who de-
sire to break up the British empire,
“Macdonald’s game” is to preserve Can-
ada and not to destroy it and naturally
enough the Boston paper has no sym-
pathy with that sort of thing. The
despatch  in  question tells the
readers of the Advertiser that Sir
John A. Macdonald has decided to
dissolve parliament within a short time
and appeal to the country for re-election
before Christmas. A prominent official,
who is in the confidence of the govern-
ment is quoted as saying that the gov-
ernment’s position would not be improvs-
ed by delaying an appeal to the country.
The liberals, the despatch tells us, have
openly stated that next session they

.| the next election.

were going to open the whole question of
extending Canadian trade and commerc-
ial relations with the United States’
which they have made the main plank
of their political platform.

We are then told that the government
is aware of the rapidly growing fesling
in that direction throughout the country
and sees danger ahead if it allows this
feeling togain greater strength before
“Sir John” says the
writer “cannot longer ignore the fact that
Canada’ wants to have her relations
with the United States extended to the
utmost possible limit and to offer further
opposition to the liberal policy in parlia-
ment as he would have to do, or admit
his own policy is a failare when parlia-
ment meets next session would be politi-
cal suicide.”

We here perceive one developement
of the conspiracy agzainst Canada cn
the part of a large section of the people
of the United States and their - allies
within our own borders. The press is
freely used for the purpose of spreading
false reports and misrepresenting the
sentiment of the Canadian yeople.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The Moncton Times remarks that
“Victoria has set a good example to
other constituencies in this province.
The electros there took nothing stronger
than Porter on electiou day.” We advise
editor Stevens to follow this good ex-
ample and take nothing stronger than
porter. It would in fact be better for
him to take nothing stronger than tea.

We are of
the opinion that Mr. Blair is quite as
good a friend to St. John as the man
from Halifax. Mr. Blair has not, at all
events, served an apprenticeship in the
office of a Halifax paper in the congen-
ial work of writing editorials in which
St. John harbor is described as a “Mud
hole” and a “Horse pond.” Fredericton
may not love us very much but itis
rather nearer to us than Halifax.

The Globe remarks that the population

Fashions and Customs of the Dark Con-
tinent.

There is a sad monotony in our Euro-
pean fashions.

The Madi
wear cotton tails, which swing when
they dance. Elsewhere a lady limits
her costume to a twig arranged as a tail,
and manages to seat herself at a court
function with th's appendage in a
graceful an1 digniticd manner without
throwing it over her arm, and
with the intervention of a chamberlain.
In the matter of eating, they are catholic
and omnivorous, and nothing comes
amiss, from a banna—which furnishes
food, and when fermented, drink—to a
fat pig or a deceased wife's sister, who
give little trouble there to legislators.
Owing to their reticence as to their burial
customs——for which dark reasons are
suggested—it is difficult to pursue this
branch of anthropological osteological
research.

PLUCKY JOHN THORBURN.

INTERESTING ADVENTURE
EN AFRBICA.

AN

A Trip Over Mountain and Valley, River
and Swamp -Sixteen Hundred Miles in
Length—A Steamer Carted Across
Country—Fourteen Months Hardship.

John Thornburn has had an interest-
ing adventure with a steamer in Swazi-
land, South Africa. Mr. Thorburn took
a steamer across country for 1,600 miles,
to Delagoa Bay, and he did this entirely
by his own energy and courage. His
plain narrative has been published in a
pamphlet, “Struggles in Africa,” at the
office of the Swaziland Concessionaire,
and the London Daily News is of opinion
that no Englishman can study the story
without pride and pleasure and encour-
agement. Mr. Thorburn left the dia-
mond fields in 1880 and kept a store on
the Vaal River. Herqhe was ruined by a
flood, but he reflected that the river
might be navigated, and the Upper Vaal
thus brought into communication with
Kimberley by the water-way. He sent
home for a steel steam launch of thirty-
seven feet and of six-house power. The
Free State and Transvaal Governments
gave him leave to remove islands and
obstructions, and “for three long years”
he was making a water way out of a ri-
ver. The river beat him;he could not
clear it, and he determined to carry his
vessol to Delagoa Bay, over 1,600 miles
of veldt, mountains, and roads resembl-
ing those ef the Highlands ‘‘before they
were made.” ““As long as the wheels go
round Iwill continue to go,” he said,
and he went. The journey occupied
fSurteen months, and is one of the mira-
cles of that miracle-producing, country
Africa.

In May, 1884, Mr. Thorburn started.
His company was of three white men—
his own son Jack, Bill Davies and George
Gray. The last deserted the enterrise.
There were also three natives, oue of
whom deserted, there were eighteen oxen
for the large wagon which held theboat,
and fourteen for the small wagon.

THE EARLY PART OF THE JOURNEY

was a mere holiday to Mr. Thorburn,
with plenty of sport, both large game
and small. Mr, Thorburn used to walk
in advance, removing stones till his fin-
gers bled and blistered, and he had to
throw the obstacles away from the palm
of his hand. Then he met his first ad-
venture. The veldt was on fire, the oxen
ran away, the men with them, ‘‘and the
fire roaring and keeping pace with the
wagons.” But the fire passed them, after
a run of a mile and a half, and-left them
nearly choked with the smoke. At last
they cooled down and advanced, always
trading straight for the rising sun. At
Bronkhurst Spruit they saw the graves
of the Ninety-fourth. Here they had to
lay a bridge, and it is to be understood
that Mr. Thorburn was making his own
roads for the best part of the way. Now
the badness of the roads drove themon
to the veldt, now the softness of the veldt
drove them again to the boulder-incum-
bered track.

“Sometimes they only traveled a mile
in three or fourdays. The native drivers
were mutinous and one of* them Mr,
Thorburn beat; finally he deserted. Then
George took to driving into all the holes,
and he also was allowed to depart. On
Sunday they always rested, shot and fish-
ed. At one place the wagon sunk to-the
axles, and the steamer seemed afloat on
dry ground. Stone had to be brought
from a distance of 700 yards, and a kind
of a sledge had to be make out of a tree
for transport. The distance whence the
tree itself had to be fetched was im-
mense. . The wheelshad to be lifted with
scréw jacks, and the stones inserted un-
derthem. Six days were spent in over-
coming the difficulties in this one “‘stick-
fast.” The road down from the heights
was reported to be very bad. ‘I argued
as long as there is a road, that isall I re-
quire. That I can always repair and
make .’ They now entered Swazi-
land. ‘The King, though a savage, is
a very truthful, upright and just man.’

“‘AT ONE POINT THE WAGON UPSET.

One-half of the boat’s side was knocked
out of shape, six feet of the steel plates
were rent open, the woodwork was fire-
wood, the iron bulkhead was doubled
up. ‘It was now I felt quite beaten,’
says Mr. Thorburn, but that was a pass-
ing sensation. He managed with great
difficulty to remove the iron axles, and
the wheels from the axles, and then re-
place the axles without the wheels. Fin-
ally, with the aid of the Kafirs, the
wagon was righted, but then the steamer
had to be mended, Mr. Thorburn borrow-
ed an -auger from a Boer, made iron
bolts out of a piece of the hand railing,
and was ready for a start, but now the
oxen were lost, and, when recovering,
were beginning to sicken. At a mere
detail some days had to be spent in dig-
ging a trench on the high side of the so-
called road, that the wheels might move
on a level. The now reached Buffel's
Heights, and saw a beautiful country
8,000 feet below them dotted by Kafir
kraals. So they made the road, and
then the floods came and washed
away the road they had made. Mr.
Thorburn made it again, cut a large
tree as a drag for the wagon, and some-
how ‘shot’ the descent. Hesaw his son’s
blood on a pick handle, and ‘turned away
in case he should see the tears on my
face’ The hands of the party werea
mass of blood blisters, but they worked
on.
“Then the wagon ran away, Jack ran
beside it, between a deep donga and the
roadway—he had but nine inches of
space between him and death. Bill’s fin-
ger was split by an accident. Sandhlana,
chief adviser of the Swazi King, visited
the plucky party and was courteous and
kindly. Two white settlers were also
hospitable. But now the oxen were
much distressed and finally most of them
died. Fortunately, others were procured
from two squatters, a Scot and an Irish-
man. At last they reached a tidal river,
forded the dangerous swamps, reached
Lorenco Marques, and had a most wel-
come drink of beer. They had drank no
spirits on the route, though they carried
some, in case of accident. Bat in (i -
absence spirits -were sold to Jacob, the
native driver, with the result that he
hanged himself with the lash cf his whip.
The steamer had now to be repaired
again, and Mr, Thorburn manufactured
his own wooden mallets. He left the
ship in good keeping, went home, and,
every one will be sorry to hear, found
that his little boy had died during the ex-
pedition. ‘I showed them the toys and
sweets I had bought for them (the chil-
dren) which caused the salt water to
overflow down my cheeks, Then Mr.
Thorburn sold his farm, not guessing
that it was, as it proved later, a rich
gold field, and s tarted for Delagoa Bay.

‘‘Adventures befell him on the return
route to the Lobombo, where the steamer
was, but he was hardened to adventures.
The vessel was brought to the Tembe
drift, which is tidal, and was launched
with great rejoicing, ‘the monkeys jab-
bering and parrots squeaking.” The ves-
sel ran ashore and Mr. Thorburn had to
rivet on the funnel ‘with the end of a
spade we had on board.” Finally they
reached Lorenco Marques, where Mr.
Thorburn received a certificate as cap-
tain from the Portuguese, and ‘stood on
the deck of his own vessels. It is pleas-
ant to add that his enterprise has been
profitable, ‘without aid or financial assis-
tance from any one.” Though he met no
lions and fought no natives, he overcame
difficulties which only tested his extra-
ordinary resources, courage and perse-
verance. Heis clearly a man who could
go anywhere and do anything. The
blood of the Vikings is not degenerate
in him, and this Thorburn in peaceis a
match forany Thorburn of his ancestry
in war.”"—London Daily News.

at the same time to cuefully ascertain whether
or not the smmPs attached to such certificate
represent exaotly the value the amount of cas!
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stampd covering the full amount of
fees charged are attache

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
cates are specially requested to keep them care-
fully for two years, and in order to secure their
safe keeping 1t would_be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in whieh ordinary license certificates are done,
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad-

THE STREET CARS,

Complaints that are Made by the Pub-
lie.
The Street railway is in danger of be-
coming as unpopular as the old busses
that used to do the business of carrying
passengers between 8t. John and Indian-
town. When they first went on the
route the cars were clean, and the drivers
were enough interested in their business
to watch for passengers and to see that
they were properly and safely landed.
Special cars were put on the road
when a public occasion seemed to
demand it and they were well
patronized. Now there are continual
complaints in regard to the service in
different ways. The cars are not as
clean as they used to be,the lamps smell
bad and the window frames often hold
broken glass, the rattle of which about
the passengers’ ears is rather trying on
the nerves. Some of the drivers appear
to care for nothing but to reach their
switch on time,whether they get any pas-
sengers or not,and it is a common sight to
see people get left, after waiting patiently
for a car, gsimply because they failed to
catch the eye of the driver who was mak-
ing up time. Only a shorttime ago an
incident was recorded of a young man
being dragged in the mud and receiving
a severe shaking up becauseof a hurry
of thiskind. A horse and cart were
run into and overturned by a car
coming down Dock streeta week or two
ago from the same cause, and getting
the cars on the railway crossing at Mill
street when a train is coming is 80 com-
mon an Becurénce that it is a great 'won-
der somebody has not been killed. As
it is the gates have been broken several
times by the cars going through them;in
one instance a horse was killed by the
train, while more than once the street car
passengers have had narrow escapes at
this crossing. Only yesterday morning
as the western accommodation train was
going out car No. 2 was driven on to the
railway crossing before the gate could
be got down and just as the train bell
was ringing and the train wascoming
out of thestation the car stopped direct-
ly infront of it to let a passenger out.
When the street cars baven’t time to
stop for passengers who wish to get on
and when so much general carelessness is
manifested in the management of the
road it cannot be wondered at that the
public complain, The state of the
company’s roadway through Main
street is also a matter that
has caused much annoyance
to all who have to drive horses on that
street, and it makes lots of work to those
who make a business of repairing broken
wheels. A portion of the street between
the car sheds and the Main street Bap-
tist church has been entirely spoiled for
general use by beinglaid with cobble
stones.

Up the Tobique Valley.

The Tobique Valley railway has been
surveyed for a distance of 26 2-5 miles,
the last survey being made under the
superintendence of Mr. Frank A. Bar-
bour, and comprising slightly over
twelve miles, The plans and estimates,
which will be sent to Ottawa, are now
being prepared. It has been decided
not to touch/the new part of the line at
present: not'tintil the first 14 miles which
were partly graded last year, are finish-
ed. This will probably take two or three
months so that little will be done on the
upper end this fall.

The Tobique Valley, writes & corres-
pondent, is the finest farming country in
New Brunswick. For 14 miles or so up
the Tobique the hills stand abruptly out
to the river. The country is consequently
rough, although all the highland is good.
But after you reach the fourteenth mile
or thergabouts, the hills fall back, and
for half a mile on each side of the river
stretches immense intervals of black
loam, in some places three and four feet
deep. These continue away up into
Restigouche county, the agricultural re-
sources of which are without doubt un-
surpassed. ;

‘When the Tobique valley railroad gets
running, and the Grand Trunk strikes
through, as it .undoubtedly will, this
same Tobique valley will stand forth
as the Canaan of the province. = Timber
on these lands is fine, and mill privileges
are numerous. Another point which
deserves notice in an apprisal of this
section is the growth of poplar. The
second growth all through is poplar, and
as the poplar for the pulp mills in Maine
is nearly exhausted, this is destined to
form no small partin the development
of the country.
